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Lawsuit settlement opens 
up Lake Alan Henry for 
economic development

A $1.55 million settlement negotiated in Post Thursday af-

ternoon will pave the way for the complete development of 
Lubbock's Lake Alan Henry, which is located in Garza County. 
"Dallas businessman Bert Fields and Lubbock Mayor Windy 

Sitton have signed an agreement in principle for the City of 
Lubbock to purchase Bert Fields' lease at Lake Alan Henry," 
County Judge Giles W. Dalby announced late Thursday. 
The Post Dispatch was the first media outlet contacted by 

those directly involved in the agreement — Fields, Sitton and 
Dalby. 
The Garza County judge, who served as a mediator between 

Fields and City of Lubbock officials, said attorneys will con-
tinue working toward a final agreement; however, after the 
financial aspects of the agreement have been satisfied, a re-
quest for dismissal will be filed in district court which, in turn, 
will clear the way for the 2,800-acre reservoir's development. 
"They'll put it on the fast track," Dalby said of the agreement. 

"Now Lubbock can start their lake development and get that 
lake filled up." The settlement was about 10 years in the mak-
ing. 
During the early 1990s, the City of Lubbock spent millions 

acquiring the mineral rights at the Lake Alan Henry site, but 
Fields, the last major operator with an oil well the city needed 

to purchase so it could be plugged and the reservoir flooded, 
held out. 

"I am so pleased and proud to join the City of Lubbock and 
the Brazos River Authority to announce the full and complete 
settlement between us of our differences with regard to mSi 
property at Lake Alan Henry," Fields said in a statement re-
leased following the agreement. 

"I hope by this settlement, the lake may reach its potential 
and the citizens of Lubbock will have a guaranteed future wa-
ter supply, and the people of Texas will have a wonderful rec-
reational lake to enjoy. 
"After all these years of dispute, how did this come about? So 

many, many people were involved, but the impetus was the 
handiwork of Mayor Sitton and Judge Giles Dalby of Post. 
These two dedicated public servants and I sat down and worked 
out our compromise, resulting in the settlement. At all times, 
Judge Dalby was a wonderful facilitator and was able to bring 
Mayor Sitton and I together time after time." 
Dalby said two previous meetings were conducted between 

Fields and Sitton. The Lake Alan Henry project was designed 
to provide Lubbock with a reliable water supply while boost-
ing the development of homes and recreation in Garza County. 

In recent years, the City of Lubbock has been releasing water 
beneath the dam to prevent the lake level from flooding Fields' 
well.

In this day and age, I don't suppose anyone has not been interrupted in a 
public place by a cell phone. Many of us are owners of cell phones and may 
find ourselves the culprit of interrupting innocent 
bystanders with our obnoxious ringing cell phone. 

I was at a conference recently in which somebody's cell 
phone was ringing and ringing and ringing. I thought to 
myself, "Would you please answer the phone!!??" To my 
surprise it was the keynote speaker's cell phone ringing 
in her purse! I am a firm believer that there is a time and 
place for everything, including talking on the cell phone. 
The phone has become an integral part of social behavior 
and can disturb interpersonal relations between people. 

Just to clarify, I am not against cell phones. I have one and I use it often.  
I also am guilty of not using my cell phone etiquette. I am probably one of 
those people someone along the line has told an annoying cell phone story 
about. I am also, however, concerned about where cell phones are taking us. 

I recently had lunch with a friend of mine who, in the middle of our 
conversation, received a call from a co-worker. She answered the phone and 
talked for 15 minutes about a troubling situation her co-worker had 
experienced. Not an emergency, just to vent some frustration. I felt 
ridiculous sitting there while my friend talked on the phone to someone else. 

It made me feel as I wasn't as important as the person that was on the other 
end of the cell phone. Are you giving someone similar signals? Here are a 
few guidelines to follow when talking on your cell phone. 
1) Location: There are places where it is dangerous or simply inappropriate 

to use you cell phone or, for that matter, even have it on ready to receive calls. 
Some of these include, but are not limited to: any performance venue, inside 
a vehicle you are driving (which we all do all the time), and in a hospital. 

2) Time: There are sometimes when whatever you are doing is more 
important than whatever may come over the airwaves to you on your phone. 
For example, if you are having an important discussion with a business 
partner, customer, or significant other. Some people may say, "it is 
absolutely necessary for me to have my cell phone on in case of an 
emergency." 

I agree, but, especially if you are a professional business person, invest in 
a cell phone that has an alternate ringing mode, such as a vibrating ringer 
or a flashing ringer. 3) Volume: Most people seem to raise their voices when 
speaking on cellular phones. 

Perhaps it is because the phone's speaker apparatus is quieter than they 
are used to, but for whatever the reason this is not excuse to project your end 
of the conversation to every ear within ten paces. Make a conscious effort 
to speak in a lower volume without whispering. 

Cell phones may be an aggravation, but they are very convenient and save 
time. So, keep using them just try to remember you cell phone etiquette.

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* Radical reform needed..•

The McCain-Feingold campaign finance reform 
calls for an aspirin prescription when radical surgery 
is what's needed. Among other things, the bill seeks to 
ban unrestricted "soft money" contributions to political 
parties and restrict advertising by advocacy groups 
during federal elections. 

I Soft money contributions to political parties emerged as a means 
[ around 26-year-old legal limits on direct contributions to political 
[candidates. During the Republican primaries, Sen. McCain 
campaigned on this issue, saying that the billions of dollars going into 

I the campaign coffers of political parties created undue influence and 
especial favors. 
! While it's true that McCain-Feingold poses a significant threat to our 
:First Amendment guarantees, our rights to express ourselves in the 
;political process, there's another issue totally lost in the debate. Let's 
;look at it. Which issue should we be more concerned about? 

Should we be concerned by the fact that people are willing to pour 
;money into political campaign coffers with an eye toward gaining 
;access, influence and special favors?. Or should we be snore concerned 
;that our elected officials are in the business of granting special favors 
•In exchange for campaign contributions? 

The McCain-Feingold bill suggests that we should be concerned with 
the former while ignoring the latter. The only solution to political 
'corruption must involve measures to reduce or eliminate Congress' 
'ability to create a privilege for one American that's denied to another 
American. 

The Market Promotion Program gives private companies taxpayer 
.dollars to use in overseas advertisements. For example, in 1993 
Sunkist received $6.6 million, Ernest & Julio Gallo received $4.9 
million, Dole Co. received $1.6 million; M&M Mars received $1 
million, Tyson Foods received $800,000 and Campbell Soup received 
;more than $500,000. 

I'd bet the rent money that these companies made political 
contributions, and their Washington lobby groups coattailed 
,congressmen and won the special favor. What moral, legal or 

by U.S. Representative Ron Paul 
Throughout the presidential election controversy, we have been 

bombarded with references to our sacred "democracy." Television and 
radio shows have been inundated with politicians worried about the "will 
of the people" being thwarted by the courts. 

Solemn warnings have been issued concerning the legitimacy of the 
presidency and the effects on our "democratic system" if the eventual 
winner did not receive the most popular votes. "I'm really in love with our 
democracy," one presidential candidate gushed to a reporter. Apparently, 
the United States at some point become a stealth democracy at the behest 
of news directors and politicians. 

The problem, of course, is that our country is not a democracy. Our 
nation was founded as a constitutionally limited republic, as any grammar 
school child knew just a few decades ago (remember the Pledge of 
Allegiance: "and to the Republic for which it stands"...?). 

The Founding Fathers were concerned with liberty, not democracy. In 
fact, the word democracy does not appear in the Declaration of 
Independence or the Constitution. On the contrary, Article IV, section 4 
of the Constitution is quite clear: "The United States shall guarantee to 
every state in this Union a Republican Form of Government (emphasis 
added). The emphasis on democracy in our modern political discourse 
has no historical or constitutional basis. 

In fact, the Constitution is replete with undemocratic mechanisms. The 
electoral college is an obvious example. Small states are represented in 
national elections with greater electoral power than their populations 
would warrant in a purely democratic system. 

Similarly, sparsely populated Wyoming has the same number of senators 
as heavily populated New York. The result is not democratic, but the 
Founders knew that smaller states had to be protected against 
overreaching federal power. The Bill of Rights provides individuals with 
similar protections against the majority. 

The First Amendment, for example, is utterly undemocratic. It was 
designed to protect unpopular speech against democratic fervor. Would 
the same politicians so enamored with democracy be willing to give up 
freedom of speech if the majority chose to do so? 

Our Founders instituted a republican system to protect individual 
rights and property rights from tyranny, regardless of whether the tyrant 
was a king, a monarchy, a congress, or an unelected mob, They-believed 
that a representative government, restrained by the Bill of Rights and 
divided into three power sharing branches, would balance the competing 
interests of the population. 

They also knew that unbridled democracy would lead to the' same kind 
of tyranny suffered by the colonies under King George. In other words, 
the Founders had no illusions about democracy. Democracy represented 
unlimited rule by an omnipotent majority, while a constitutionally 
limited republic was seen as the best system to preserve liberty. Inalienable 
individual liberties enshrined in the Bill of Rights would be threatened 
by the "excesses of democracy." 

I have introduced a resolution in Congress which reaffirms our nation's 
republican form of government. H.Con Res 443 serves as a response to 
recent calls for the abolition of the electoral college. The collectivist 
liberals want popular national elections (rather than the electoral college 
system) because they know their constituencies are concentrated in 
certain heavily populated states. 

constitutional principle can justify Congress giving one person or 
business a privilege or favor denied other Americans? 

I can find none. The solution to this kind of political corruption is not 
that of restricting the First Amendment rights of representatives of 
Ernest & Julio Gallo, Tyson Foods and Campbell Soup to make 
campaign contributions to whomever they wish and in the amounts 
they wish. 

The solution is to deny our elected representatives the opportunity 
to grant special favors. So here's my proposal as applied to Congress' 
Market Promotion Program. McCain should author a bill that says 
something like this: Congress shall not make overseas advertising 
subsidies to anyAmerican company or person unless it makes overseas 
advertising subsidies to all American companies and persons. 

Since I earn part of my living by giving lectures, such a law would 
mean that if Congress gave Gallo, Dole or Campbell Soup overseas 
advertising subsidies, it should also give me money to advertise my 
lectures overseas. If you wanted to sell something or get a job overseas, 
you'd be eligible under Congress' program. Congress also pays people 
not to grow corn or raise pigs. 
Most Americans are neither growing corn nor raising pigs, and 

they'd be eligible under a law mandating that Congress treat each 
American equally. Niether McCain nor any other congressman, save 
a precious few principled ones such as Ron Paul, R-Texas, and John 
Shadegg, R-Ariz., would ever support such a measure and for at least 
two good reasons. 

First, congressmen, and politicians in general, get elected on the 
promise that they will create a favor for one American denied another 
American. The second reason is worse: We've become a nation of 
thieves. 
Nineteenth century philosopher-economist Frederic Bastiat was 

right on the money with his observation, "The State is the great fiction 
by which everyone seeks to live at the expense of everyone else." 

To find out more about Walter Williams, and read features by other 
Creators Syndicate writers and cartoonists, visit the Creators Syndicate 
iveb page at www.creators.com.

era when our national politics seem to meld ever more interchangeably 
with "show biz," it's sobering to think how little chance such a figure 
might have at a role of national leadership today—even after graduating 
Princeton in two years, successfully battling Patrick Henry to win 
enactment of Virginia's Statute of Religious Freedom, and gaining wide 
recognition as the ablest member of the Continental Congress by the age 
of 32. 

"I believe there are more instances of the abridgement of the freedom 
of the people by gradual and silent encroachments of those in power than 
by violent and sudden usurpations," Madison told the Virginia ratifying 
Convention on June 16, 1788. 

"The accumulation of all powers, legislative, executive, and judiciary, 
in the same hands, whether of one, a few, or many, and whether 
hereditary, self-appointed, or elective, may justly be pronounced the very 
definition of tyranny," he wrote earlier that same year in The Federalist, 
No. 47. 

How diligently do Americans heed that advicg, today? How many even 
remember who gave it? 

democracy — a condition the founders would have condemned as mob 
rule — rather than a constitutional Republic, guaranteeing virtually 
limitless personal and privacy rights, even in the face of a "vote" of 1,000-
to-one? 

How many of our delegates to Washington today will acknowledge that 
their oath to "protect and defend the Constitution" sharply limits the 
areas in which they can even consider legislating or allocating funds, to 
those specifically listed in Article I, Section 8? (Would "campaign finance 
reform" even be an issue, if Congress routinely refused to meddle in the 
affairs of the businesses who now consider it a wise investment to send 
courtiers bearing bags of such "protection money" every election cycle?) 

Do we still jealously guard the separation of powers — or do we shrug 
and say "whatever works" when unelected bureaucrats usurp lawmaking 
authority with their endless piles of regulations; when presidents wave 
thousands of acres off limits for human use with a flourish of their pen, 
when our legislatures are full of "citizens" drawing regular paychecks 
from executive-branch police departments or school districts? 

Whenever some functioning of our system is criticized as inefficient, 
how quick are we today to endorse further "streamlining" through 
elimination of the Electoral College, or removing "recalcitrant" jurors to 
make conviction easier in some high-profile trial? 

Perhaps that's why the 250th birthday of James Madison — now 
widely regarded by many historians as the Founding Father, chief 
engineer of the Constitution, chief promoter and one of the authors of the 
Bill of Rights — passed largely unnoticed on March 16.(March 5, by the 
calendar in use at the time). 

Madison served as Jefferson's secretary of state at the time of the 
Louisiana Purchase, of course, later assuming the presidency himself 
from 1809 to 1817. But his greatest legacy remains his success, at the 
Constitutional Convention of 1787, in steering a middle course between 
the emphasis on states' rights of his friend Thomas Jefferson (in hindsight, 
I think Jefferson was probably right), and the downright despotic vision 
of a central government promoted by the Hamiltonians, as seen in their 
passage in 1798 of the Alien and Sedition Acts (the outrage and catalyst 
that brought Madison back into public life.) 

Only that compromise — and his agreement to add a Bill of Rights —
closed the deal. (No second and ninth amendments: no United States.) 

"He now appears so central that he has been called the founding 
father,' " Lance Banning, a professor of history at the University of 
Kentucky and author of a 1997 book on Madison, told a Library of 
Congress symposium on March 16. 

Five-foot-four and a mere 100 pounds, Madison gave up an early 
ambition to become a minister because of a weak speaking voice. In an

' America's Constitution is not perfect, nor were the Founding Fathers 
who drafted it. 

That document and its authors created a strong framework for central 
governance. But building a strong government isn't so hard — great 
captains from Caesar to Napoleon managed to do that. The challenge was 
—and remains — to build into the very framework of government some 
mechanism for granting primacy to the principles of individual liberty. 

The great secret ofAmerica's Constitution — the reason it managed to 
preserve this balance between strength and respect for individual rights 
(except under the tyrant Lincoln, and always excepting that chattel 
slavery thing) for well over a century lay in the adoption of a scheme of 
"balancing" opposing powers. 

Most schoolchildren can still explain how the powers of the legislature, 
the executive, and the judiciary are limited and designed to serve as 
checks, one upon the other. 

Fewer remember today the other balancing forces acknowledged in 
the text of the Constitution and its Bill of Rights — among them the 
power of a free press as guaranteed in the First Amendment, and the 
power of citizen jurors (mentioned in no fewer than three of the first 10 
articles of amendment) to block the enforcement of bad laws. 

(Citizen juries, for instance, were the reason it was virtually impossible 
to win convictions under the Fugitive Slave Act in the northern states in 
the 1850s, no matter how overwhelming the evidence of"guilt" under this 
widely unpopular statute.) 

But America's Constitution is no perpetual motion machine. It cannot 
long protect us in a land where a dumbed-down, propagandized populace 
has been gulled into rationalizing any usurpation by piteously mewling 
"They must have a good reason — just shut up and show your ID card." 

The founders warned us that we could expect to survive as a free 
nation only so long as the public at large remained educated to the 
reasons for America's complex and sometime frustrating form of 
government—declined to trade their freedoms for a bowl ofporridge, and 

• remained ever vigilant in their defense. 
' 	A current report card on how well we're following that advice would 
verge on the depressing. 

Leave aside for a moment the massacres of 1913 — ending the state 
legislatures' vital veto over the federal Congress by stripping their power 
to appoint senators; replacing sound gold and silver coin with endlessly 
inflatable Federal Reserve confetti; launching the first "modest" federal 
venture into what would become the liberty-devouring War on Drugs; 
effectively bypassing the brilliant 125-year ban on direct federal taxation 
(except as apportioned by census) through the deadly and deadening 
Income Redistribution Tax.

Anyone who owned a home on January 1 (and used it as a 
primary residence on that date) is entitled to a$15,000 home-
stead exemption to lower school taxes this year_and it doesn't 
matter if your home is a house, condominium or mobile home. 
(Counties, cities and special taxing  districts may also offer ,  
ho 	d exemptions.' 

Ate other exemptions available? 

Texas law allows farmers, ranchers and timber growers to 
pay property taxes based upon the 'production valise of 
their land rather than on market value. This "productivity 
appraisal' means qualified land is taxed based on its ability 
to produce crops, livestock or timber-not on its value on the 
real estate market. And it can mean substantial property tax 
wrings. 

When is the application deadline? 
If your land has never had a productivity appraisal or you are 
a new owner, you must apply to your local appraisal district 
by April 30 to take advantage of this benefit on your 2001 
properly taxes. You may get up to 60 extra days if you have a 
good reason and ask for It by April 30. II you miss this dead-
line, you may still be able to apply, but you will paya penalty. 
Check with your appraisal district office. 

Do you need to reapply annually? 
If your land already receives agricultural or timber produc-
tivity appraisal, you normally don't need to reapply unless 
the chief appraiser requires you to do so. If a new application 
is required, the appraisal district will notify you by mall.

A 'rendition' Is a report to the appraisal district that lists all 
the taxable property you owned or controlled on January 
1st of this year. The rendition form is available at your local 
appralial district office- or you may draft a similar form. 

Who must file a rendition? 
You must file a rendition if you own tangible personal prop-
erty that Is used to produce income-such as the Inventory 
and equipment used by a business. 

Are there any advantages to you? 
The advantages of filing  a rendition are: 

a You give your opinion of your property's value. If the 
appraisal district believes the value it higher, it must 
notify you In writing  of the higher value and explain 
how you can protest that value to the appraisal review 
board. 

at You recordyour correct mailing  address so your tax 
bills will go to the right address. if your bill Is mailed to 
the wrong address, the law still holds you responsible 
for paying  your taxes on time or paying  extra charges 
for late payments. 

a You can also file • 'report of decreased value to no-
tify the appraisal district of significant depredation of 
the value of your property in 2000. The district will 
look at your property before assigning  a value In 2001. 

What's the deadline? 
The last day for filing  2001 renditions is April 16. Call your 
appraisal district for the last date the rendition may be post-
marked, if mailing. You can get an extra 15 days If you ask 
for it inwriting  by the April 16 deadline.

The supply of affordable food in the 
United States is often taken for grant- 
ed. It's understandable, considering 
our seemingly effortless ability 
throughout history to put food on our 
tables. We have an incredible track 
record of abundance. 

With improved technology, we have 
upped productivity and taken food choic-
es to new levels. But only about 21 cents 
out of every dollar spent on food goes 
back to the farmer. We are feeding more 
people than ever before, and almost 80 
percent of our land area in Texas is dedi-
cated to some type of agricultural pro-
duction. To consumers, this abundance 
spells good prices for good food. 

In fact, according to United States 
Department of Agriculture statistics, 
American consumers on average spend 
only 10.4 percent of their disposable 
income for food. When you translate 
that statistic into calendar days, a person 
will have paid for a year's worth of food 
in the first 38 days of the year. 

The 38th day of this year was Feb. 7.

Aspartame (aka NutraSweet/ 
Equal), as shown in the literature,

- driving some over the abyss into 
dark, sinister depressions they can 
not shake, even with the use of anti-
depressants. Suicide, for many 
individuals may seem to be the only 
way out. 

On a brighter note, abstinence from 
aspartame has been reported to have 
a miraculous effect on some, allowing 
for a happier existence and the ability 
to cope with life's normal problems in 
a non threatening way. A clear 
understanding of this issue may mean 
the difference between life and death 
for some. 

"In rats, the administration of 
glucose and aspartame by gavage 
increased brain levels of tyrosine and 
phenylalanine and decreased brain 
serotonin concentration. It has been 
argued that these changes in brain 
amino acid and biogenic amine levels 
in rats may have important 
behavioral implications for humans." 

ACSN — For the record, 92 
aspartame-related symptoms —
including 5 deaths — have been 
reported to the U.S. Food and Drug 
Administration. At least 75% of all 
complaints to the USFDA are 
regarding the artificial sweetener, 
better known as: NutraSweet, 
Canderal, Equal, etc. 

At Aspartame Consumer Safety 
Network [Dallas-based all volunteer 
international organization), we are 
increasingly concerned with the more 
sinister reported psychological side 
effects of aspartame ingestion. One 
aspartame 	component, 
phenylalanine (50%of the molecule) 
has been shown in the laboratory to 
block production of a necessary 
neurotransmitter, serotonin, which 
controls sleep patterns and moods. 

Many daily users of products 
containing the sweetener such as diet 
drinks, gums, etc. report both manic 
and suicidal depressions among other 
their symptoms. Aspartame also 
breaks down in heat and in the body 2 

Ralph Walton, M.D., a respected 
researcher at the Department of 
Psychiatry, Northeastern Ohio Univ. 
College of Medicine and Director of 
Research Western Reserve Care 
System, states, "We conclude that 
individuals with mood disorders are 
particularly sensitive to this artificial 
sweetener and its use in this 
population should be discouraged." 3 

Lane Lenard, Phd wrote: "In one 
meta-analysis, five out of seven 
studies reported reduced levels of 
serotdnin and/or 5_HIAA in the brain 
stems of suicide victims." 

Neurologist, Russell Blaylock, 
writes that, "In the case of children, 
the damage done at the time of initial 
exposure produces no obvious outward 
effects. However, when the child 
reaches a later stage of development.

emotion control disorder [violent 
episodes, schizophrenia, paranoia].

I don't know know exactly 
what caused me to be this way, and I 
don't know if I would have been like 
this if I had not become an alcoholic or 
not. 

I know my mom and dad did not 
contribute to me being this way. But I 
do believe that I did not get like this 'til 
later on in my years of my progressive 
alcoholism. 

Alcohol gave me this horsepower to 
be eaten up with self-centeredness, 
egotism, macho man, bragging and 
whatever else a person can do wrong. I 
don't know, I may or may not have had 
these problems, or at least part of them, 
had I not become involved with alcohol.

I would hope the young folks can take 
me as an example.Alcohol was and still 
is a major contributor to my problems.

In 1952, we were helping with the 
opening ofour new hospital. The night 
ofthe Edgar Bergen show, he received 
word his wife had given birth to their 
baby, but unfortunately, the baby was 
stillborn.

The day Marjorie Merriweather 
Post was to unveil the statue of her 
father was the day of the worst 
sandstorm our area had had in years.

In 1956, the Post Ladies decided 
they weren't juniors anymore and we 
became Amity Study Club. Shortly 
we dropped out of the federation. No 
more required reports. Now, 
programs we wanted and much less 
formal. We supported local projects. 
The rodeo parade floats won first 
prize for four straight years. Their 
most memorable float was "Cherry 
Pink and Apple Blossom White." They 
had to go to Lubbock to get enough 
pink Kleenex to finish the float. The 
borrowed grass was courtesy of our 
funeral homes. Thurman Frances 
even let the ladies spray paint his 
new tractor pink. The ladies weren't 
able to steam off all the pink!! 

The ladies had a slumber party at 
the new Barcelona Hotel. They had 
"husband's nights," usually on 
Valentine's Day. To raise money for 
projects, they would have spaghetti 
suppers, chili suppers, spaghetti, 
spaghetti, spaghetti ad nauseum! The 
club planted trees on the north side 
of our city park before it became a 
park. They had a "tasting bee," 
charged admission and sold little 
handmade cookbooks. The bee was a 
big success. Once, they helped with a 
style show in Lubbock and sold 
chances on a mink stole which 
Margaret won! 

Once, June Peel and Margaret were 
to be hostesses. They decided to play 
a trick on the members. The night of 
the meeting they had moved furniture 
— stacking things up, dressed in old 
clothes, tied their hair under scarves 
and when the guests came, they 
pretended to be surprised and asked 
why they had come! "Oh, dear! We're 
cleaning house! I guess you will have 
to sit on the floor." "Refreshments? 
All we have is red beans and 
cornbread!" And that's what the 
guests were served, red beans and 
cornbread!! 

Thank you, Margaret. Your 
program was great! 

We then answered roll call with "I 
laughed 'til I was sick when...." 

This gave us all more laughs at fun 
memories. 
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Pineapples do not grow on trees. To my mother's great embarrassment 
I did not know that fact. "You can send the boy to school..." I would not 
mention this disgraceful bit of news if I did not fully believe that many of 
YOU also believed until this moment that pineapples grew on pineapple 
trees. 

Unlike their namesakes, the great pine and apple trees, pineapple plants 
neither look like pine trees nor do they in any way resemble apples. I suppose 
a very nearsighted individual like myselfwhile not wearing his glasses could 
make a case that the pineapple itself resembles some sort of mutant pine 
cone in shape. While a stretch, such a case could be made. 

There we were, my wife, daughter Bonnie and her constant companion 
Noele, along with my Mother and Father, driving north towards the Dole 
Pineapple Plantation on the island of Oahu. While I know nothing of Hawaii, 
as I was soon to prove beyond a doubt, I was commenting as I usually do, 
much like a tour guide might do. 

In a very confident voice I was pointing out geological phenomenon to the 
group as if I was some kind of National Geographic editor. The group was 
either kindly paying attention or just quietly ignoring me. It didn't matter. 
I was dominating the airways. 

There was even greater confidence in my voice as I pointed out that we 
were entering the Dole Plantation. I noted how flat the area was. In fact, if 
it were not for the mountains on either side, I commented, we could have 
been driving through Slaton. It was just that flat. It was here things began 
to fall apart. 

I more nervously stated that I guessed we would have to drive into the 
mountains to see the pineapple trees. Suddenly it became deathly quiet in 
the rented compact van. They were all waiting for me to speak, to provide the 
usual witty punch line that I had set them up for with the stupid PINEAPPLE 
TREE remark. 

Only trouble was that I wasn't joking. It was only then that I began to 
notice, in the fields all around us and quite low to the ground, hundreds of 
thousands of squatty pineapples growing one by one, row by row. "Look!" I 
said weakly, "Dwarf pineapple trees!" No one was buying it. 

For the rest of the trip I ate crow dipped in pineapple sauce. What had been 
my mistake? I had just innocently assumed that pineapples grew on trees 
like other types of apples. So long had I assumed this notion that in my own 
mind it had become FACT. 

Was that so wrong? As long as we're only talking about pineapples it's not 
so bad.
