plained that the cost is prohibi-
tive. "It'll cost about $1 million 
per mile for the pipeline and 
pumping and rights of way, re-
member, it's 22 miles all up hill. 
Then we'd have to install treat-
ment facilities, so it'd be about 
$30 million or more." 
In other matters, the council 

heard a request for Steve Qualls 
of Merkel regarding the purchase 
of water for the Caprock Golf 
Course. He has entered into an 
agreement to purchase the now 
closed golf course from Durwood 
Bartlett, but contingent on avail-
ability of water. 

Qualls asked the council to con-
sider selling water at the city's 
cost ($1.45 per thousand gallons) 
to get the course into shape. Gill 
explained that the current water 
situation makes it difficult to con-
sider such a proposal, suggesting 
that within a month the council 
should have a better idea about 
the future. 
No action was taken on a re-

quest by Post ISD superinten-
dent Bobby Bain to pave the re-
maining one-half of two blocks on 
4th Street near the new gymna-
sium. Gill said the city would 
need to get cost estimates prior 
to making a decision. Property on 
both sides of the street is owned 
by the school district. Curbing is 
being installed as part of the 
gymnasium project. 
Stephens reported that 

Burlington Northern Santa Fe 
Railroad is negotiating for the 
closing of the crossing at 12th 
Street.

After hearing a report that Post 

may be without water within the 
next 12 months, The Post City 
Council approved a resolution 
Tuesday night to pursue alter-
nate water sources. 

Mayor Archie Gill and city man-
ager Fred Stephens emphasized 
that White River is just about out 
of water. "We've got to take ac-
tion right now to avoid shortages 
and rationing," Gill said. Coun-
cil members agreed, and in-
structed Stephens to immedi-
ately contact Slaton city officials 
to determine if water can be pur-
chased there. 

A pipeline from Slaton to Post, 
using U.S. Hwy 84 right of way, 
would have to be constructed if 
Slaton has enough available wa-
ter rights and is agreeable to sell-
ing water to Post. 

"It could be similar to the agree-
ment Slaton made with New 
Deal," city attorney Harvey 
Morton said. He told the council 
that Slaton has an annual allot-
ment of 528 million gallons of 
water per year from the Cana-
dian River Authority. 
"We're not going to know until 

we sit down and talk with 
Slaton," Gill added, "and we're 
going to see about getting on 
their agenda for their meeting 
next week." 
Stephens also suggested that 

other sources be considered, such 
as wells. "We need to have more 
than one or two sources to secure 
our water future," he added.

Miller reports on critical 
access designation here 

hospital in the county and in a 
medically under served area with 
a shortage of professional health 
workers and services, Miller said. 
The Center for Rural Health 

Initiatives has offered assistance 
in providing the hospital district 
with their Community Economic 
Development Program package, 
which would include personnel 
and economic grant assistance to 
assess community needs and 
match health care programs to 
meet them, according to Miller. 

The program also offers assis-
tance through the Rural Health 
Facility Capital Improvement 
Program to provide grants and 
no-interest loans that require 
only partial repayment.

Garza Hospital District board 
member Leon Miller reported at 
a recent board meeting that he 
attended the 3rd Annual Criti-
cal Access Hospital Workshop in 
Austin. 
Miller said the meeting was 

conducted by the Center for Ru-
ral Health Initiatives to assist 
hospitals with programs de-
signed to help rural health care 
facilities succeed. 
A Critical Access designation 

< provides small rural hospitals 
with an alternative funding 
model that is more favorable in 
Medicare reimbursement, he 
said, and also could provide vi-
tal capital funding assistance in 
reopening the clinic as a rural 
hospital. 
Garza County meets the re-

quirements of the Critical Access 
designation by being the only 

paving and constructing a truck 
by-pass on East 8th Street turn-
ing at the old depot building and 
connecting to East Main Street 
near the tracks. 

Editor's note: The following are 
comments by Fred Stephens to the 
City Council concerning future 
water needs: 

Without significant rainfall, cit-
ies relying on White River Lake 
for their water supply — includ-
ing Post — could find themselves 
high and dry. 

City Manager Fred Stephens 
said White River officials have 
indicated to him that in slightly 
more than 12 months, the lake 
will be unable to furnish water 
to Post, Ralls, Crosbyton and 
Spur except through a limited 
number of water wells. 

That is, of course, if no substan-
tial rains fall in the lake's water-
shed area. Post stands to be one 
of the major losers in such a situ-
ation, as White River officials say 
that the city uses approximately 
40 percent of the total water used 
by the four member cities. 
"As you know, in 1997 and '98 

each of the four cities got grants 
totaling $1.2 million to develop 
an alternate water supply," 
Stephens said. 
"This program drilled several 

wells — 15 or so — in the Crosby 
County area and tied them all 
together to serve White River 
customers should (the) lake be-
come dry. "Those wells are de-
signed to provide enough water 
for only basic needs, such as 
drinking and bathing.... 
There will be no watering of 

trees, lawns, flowers, no car 
washing.... Everything will be on 
hold. No new houses will be built, 
no new commercial develop-
ment... no sales of existing 
homes. 
. Probably a decrease in our tax 
base — fewer sales/less sales 
tax," the city manager said. Such 
problems could easily damage 
the city's reputation with regard 
to economic development, 
Stephens said. "This will be hard 
to overcome. 

It will discourage citizens from 
coming to Post to live and work. 
It will dishearten folks who live 
in Post now. No one will want to 
buy a home or build or expand a 
business if there is no predictable 
supply of water," he said. 

The water wells drilled a few 
years back were designed as an 
emergency source of water and 
were not intended for long-term 
use. 
"So the basic question to us is 

this: Do we want to sit tight un-
til sufficient rainfall occurs... or 
do we want to pursue other 
sources?" Stephens said. 
The city manager and the 

mayor have discussed this issue 
on numerous occasions, and the 
mayor said he would, prefer for 
the city to have a supplemental 
source of water, even if White 
River was full, in the event of a 
long-term water line or storage 
problems were to occur, Stephens 
said. 
"I am told that Post Lake, if or 

when it really happens, is 7 to 9 
years away from completion," the 
city manager said. "So that's no 
help in the near term." Five al-
ternatives that Stephens said 
city officials might want to ex-
plore include: 
• Irrigation wells near the 

county line on US 380 west. 
• The purchase of water from 

Lake Alan Henry, although this 
option could prove to be quite 
costly. 
• Water from the City of Slaton,

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Avoid fraud in 

times of turmoil 
With the destruction of the World 

Trade Center in New York City and 
the attempted destruction of the 
Pentagon in Washington, D.C., on 
Sept. 11, the world changed. A 
lesson to learn from these recent 
events is to never let our guard 
down, in more ways than one. 

Although Americans as a.whole 
are pulling together to recover and 
rebuild from this tragedy, con 
artists don't let an opportunity to 
make a quick buck pass them by. 
Knowing most Americans want to 
help in any way possible, schemers 
are using telephone, e-mail and 
personal contacts to solicit 
contributions to support victims of 
these events. Instead of helping the 
victims ofthis tragedy, these thieves 
are keeping the donations for 
themselves. 

To ensure donation dollars benefit 
the people and organizations who 
need it: - Contribute only to funds 
with well-known local community 
links or funds listed in locally or 
nationally recognized news sources. 
Never send money or give credit 
card numbers to a charity which 
contacts you by telephone unless 
you personally know it. 

Ask for written information, 
including the charity's name, 
address and telephone number, and 
proof that contributions are tax 
deductible. 

Tax-exempt organizations don't 
have to pay taxes, but the 
organization's tax-exempt status 
doesn't mean donations are tax 
deductible. If deductibility is 
important, ask for a receipt showing 
the amount ofyour contribution and 
stating it is tax deductible. 

Ask for the name and telephone 
number of the charity the donations 
are being solicited for. If the caller 
refuses, hang up. Call the charity 
which was named. Find out if the 
organization is aware of the 
solicitation and if they have 
authorized the use of their name. 

Watch out for similar-sounding 
names. Some phony charities use 
names that closely resemble those 
of 	respected, 	legitimate 
organizations, such as a police or 
fire department organization. 

Be skeptical •  if someone thanks 
you for a pledge you don't remember 
making, or if you receive an invoice 
claiming you've made a pledge when 
you know you haven't. Some 
unscrupulous solicitors use this 
approach to get your money. 

Ask how your donation will be 
distributed. How much will go to the 
cause you want to support, and how 
much will cover the charity's 
administrative costs? If a 
professional fund-raiser is used, ask 
how much it will keep. 

Refuse high pressure appeals. 
Legitimate fund-raisers won't push. 
Be wary of offers to send a courier to 
collect donations immediately. Avoid 
cash donations which can be lost or 
stolen. For security and tax recorc 
purposes, pay by check. 

Use the official full name of the 
charity - not initials - on your 
check. 

Help find and expose fraudulent 
fund raisers. If you are suspicious, 
call the sheriffs office and use the 
Web page of the Consumer 
Protection Division of the Office of 
the State'Attorney General http:// 
www.oag.state.tx.us/ For a list of 
legitimate agencies accepting

Secretary of Transportation Norman Y. Mineta, Czar Norman, has 
ordered new, ill-thought out, oppressive airline regulations in the 
wake of recent terrorist attacks. Among them: a ban on knives —
plastic or steel — anywhere in the airport and on airplanes, even in 
kitchens, no curbside check-in, restricted carry-on luggage, no visitors 
beyond security checkpoints and who knows what else. 
Has Czai Norman gone far enough to protect us? I've watched 

"Investigative Reports" and the "History Channel" 
documentaries about supermax prisons. Taking away 
plastic knives is not enough for real security. Knife-
like weapons can be fashioned' out of plastic forks 
and spoons, toothbrushes, ballpoint pens, razor 
blades, eyeglass lenses and glass utensils. That 
means if Czar Norman is serious. about protecting 
us, he should ban all these items on airplanes and from airports. 

Even if all items that can be used to produce knives are banned, I 
know from watching docuMentaries about supermax prisons, such 
as California's Pelican Bay, simply pasSing people through metal 
detectors and patting them down is not enough. Weapons can be 
secreted in various body cavities. To ensure total air travel safety, 
Czar Norman can't allow.indelicacies such as mandated body cavity 
searches to impede American safety. 

But there's a potential problem. Given.American litigiousness, I 
can easily see where body cavity searches might produce numerous 
suits for sexual harassment. But technology offers an alternative. 
Some supermax prisons have equipment, that the FAA might consider, 
that employs a tidier method of body cavity search. The prisoner is 
strapped to an X-ray chair and a picture taken. 

If Czar Norman thinks that a ban on plastic forks and spoons, 
toothbrushes, ballpoint pens, razor blades, eyeglass lens, glass. 
utensils and even fingernail clippers is impractical, and body cavity

Say there are a thousand planes 
flying from the East Coast to western destinations. Just have them 
take off, group up in a formation and then have squadrons of F-15s 
provide escort. If one plane deviates froth the flight plan without 
permission, one of the F-15s could force it to land or shoot it down. 
By now you should realize the potential for ridiculous air-safety 

measures. Also, you should realize that some mandates (such as 
banning knives) won't improve air travel safety by one iota. The 
reason why is that terrorists will never use knives to hijack an 
airplane again. The reason why knives were successful this time was 
that passengers thought that the hijacking simply meant that they'd_ 
wind up in Cuba or some other destination. If they knew that the 
hijackers were going to take them all to their death, knives wouldn't 
have stopped them from trying to subdue the hijackers. 
The new air safety regulations are consistent with today's anti-

crime strategies: If people commit crimes with guns, call for gun 
control; if people commit crimes with knives, call for knife control. 
Current law prohibits pilots from having guns to protect their crew 
and passengers. That law should be changed. 

Instead of meekly going along with the FAA's new, costly, oppressive 
and stupid safety regulations, Americans should rebel against them. 
Are we so timid and feminized that we'll accept anything politicians 
do in the name of safety?

Even the $15 billion "bailout" of the American airline industry 
following the savage attacks of Sept. 11 is hardly an unalloyed 
example of economic wisdom and common sense. 

Already economically troubled, "Lucky were the airlines to be a 
convenient and plausible object ofpity just as Washington was casting 
around for a way to seem in charge and armed with bottomless 
resources from saving the economy," mused Holman W. Jenkins Jr. in 
his "Business World" column in Wednesday's Wall Street Journal. 
"What are our policy makers thinking in handing over our hard-

earned billions to airlines without at least some rollback of the huge 
wage increases and other imprudent management decisions" which 
had them on the ropes even before Sept. 11, asks former Fortune 
Assistant Managing Editor Paul Weaver, author of a forthcoming 
book investigating management-labor collusion in the employee buyout 
of United. 

The perceived problem on Sept. 12, of course, was that one or more 
airlines might be forced into bankruptcy by lawsuits from the survivors 
of those who died both on their aircraft and in the Pentagon and World 
Trade Center on Sept. 11. Well, don't those survivors have a right to 
seek compensation for their losses, and let the courts decide whether 
anyone exhibited gross negligence? Isn't that part of the "American 
way" we now go to war to defend? 

They had fair notice. Test after test had already demonstrated the so-
called "airline security system" leaked like a sieve. 
.It's widely reported that federal law makes it illegal for pilots, air 

crews, and passengers to carry self-defense firearms on American 
commercial flights — firearms which could have made quick work of 
the madmen of Sept. 11. But that's not true. Title 14, Chapter I, Part 
108 of the Code of Federal Regulations (Federal Aviation 
Administration) not only allows virtually any federal or other 
government employee to travel armed, it also allows the "certificate 
holder" (airline) to "authorize other persons to carry arms" in free 
exercise of their Second Amendment rights, providing only that said 
persons have "successfully completed a course of training in the use 
of firearms acceptable to the (FAA) Administrator." 

Had United and American airlines sought clarification as to which 
passenger training courses would be acceptable? Would any NRA 
firearms safety course — or evidence of past police or honorable 
military service — have sufficed? Had these airlines, at the very least, 
sought approval from the FAA to honor the concealed-carry permits of 
passengers from states which issue them? 

If no readily available safety course has been so approved "by the 
Administrator," then the FAA regulation in question is probably void 
for setting a requirement no one can figure out how to meet, one 
successful local trial attorney tells me. So why didn't the airlines 
challenge it in court? Might not American and United stand doubly 
responsible for the fate of passengers whom they arbitrarily and 
capriciously rendered, defenseless despite this federal regulation ... 
and in violation of the Bill of Rights?

Many airlines have successfully operated in bankruptcy, and plenty 
of entrepreneurs stand ready to buy the gate assignments and 
equipment of those that fail. Since it succeeded in saving numerous 
troubled 19th century railroads — without government bailouts or 
takeovers — through the innovation of "equity receivership,"American 
bankruptcy law has remained the best in the world at protecting firms 
confronted with unexpected disaster.

Shallowater, managing to stave off a last minute attack by the Mustangs to 
preserve a 19-14 victory. 

In another "come from behind" win, the 'Lopes took a 13-7 lead at halftime 
and increased the spread to 19-7 midway through the fourth quarter. 

The Mustang offense didn't give up, responding with a 13 play drive and 
with 5:25 in the game, put another seven points on the board. When the Post 
offense couldn't get a necessary first down to run out the clock, the Mustangs 
put pressure on the Post defense. 

Getting to the Post 41 yard line, the Mustang drive fizzled out on a fourth 
down conversion attempt when Post's Jonathan Curtis blew past would-be 
defenders, knocking the ball loose from quarterback Kiel Kitchens.

The only Grizzly ever killed in Texas 
became annual events. Friends from 
all over Texas joined the week-long 
hunts. The hunting party ranged 
from forty to seventy people and 
included men, women and children. 

"We had from 100 to 150 saddle 
horses and three or four chuck wagons 
with plenty of good cooks. We hardly 
ever failed to get a bear and 
sometimes two or three every day. 

"On the third day of November, 
1900, we traveled eight or ten miles, 
over country is very rough, full of 
canyons, bluffs and lots of timber 
from shinery oak thickets and pine 
trees fifty feet high. The dogs picked 
up the scent of something and they 
went after it. John Means and I 
followed the dogs. It turned out to be 
a dead cow. Part of her had been 
eaten. Suddenly, this big bear stepped 
from a thicket. We weren't close 
enough to get a shot, so we went 
down the mountain as fast as we 
could. When we got there, the bear 
was gone. 

"We followed the dogs about a mile 
and a half and saw the bear standing 
there with his face toward us. We 
began pouring lead into him with our 
.30-.30's. We evidently got him on 

and cleaned it up good and hung it 
over our front door outside and never 
did expect anything to be done with it 
other than to be seen and admired by 
our guests. 

"But a biologist from Washington 
came to the mountains and ended up 
staying with us. He heard about our 
hunt and saw the bear head hanging 
over our door. Soon after he left, I got 
a letter from Washington asking me 
to send the head. They examined it 
and said it was a grizzly, the only one 
ever recorded in Texas." 

This most rare specimen is now in 
the Smithsonian Institute of Natural 
History. 

the first volley of shots because he 
started to pitch and bellow like a wild 
bull. When we got to within 100 feet 
of him we saw that he was so big we 
couldn't carry him. We used our 
cowhorns to signal to some of the 
group and eight men showed up. We 
took the hide off, complete with feet 
and head, and put it on the biggest, 
strongest horse we had. We estimated 
the bear weighed 800 pounds, since 
the hide weighed 400 pounds. 

"We took the feet and head off and 
gave the hide to L. S. Thorn, a railroad 
superintendent. I took the head 
home, put it in a big washpot and 
boiled the meat off of it. I scraped

I 	have 
interviewed 

people who knew about the grizzly 
bear killed near Fort Davis, but I'm 
always hesitant to use third person 
stories (he or she did this or that). I 
like stories that begin in the first 
person: "I did this or that." 

Then I met Jean Flint of Alpine. 
Her grandfather, C. 0. Finley, was 
the man who shot the bear. Mr. 
Finley wrote a narrative of the hunt, 
which occurred in 1900 between Fort 

Is 	Davis and Valentine. 
The story of the hunt was first 

published in 1902. Jean and her 
husband Bob sent me the story, which 
I'll paraphrase and pass on here. It 
is a fabulous pioneer West Texas 
story. 

"In the early 1890's, ranching 
families in the Davis Mountains 
started having huge bear hunts which
