Garza County commissioners spent much of their Monday morn-

ing meeting hearing from Oiler Engineering's Rich 011er, who pro-
vided an airport construction update and an overview of the pro-
posed development of a water district board. 

011er said the airport project, for which Texas Department of Trans-
portation (TxDOT) funding has been earmarked, will likely be de-
layed due to a statewide funding glitch within the agency. The 
project could be released for bids in December or January, he said, 
but it will likely be at least April before any construction will begin. 

The project calls for the construction of drainage facilities around 
the airport hangars, including 24-inch concrete culverts. 

011er also discussed with county officials the water problems area 
residents are facing. White River Lake,'which supplies water for 
Post, Ralls, Spur and Crosbyton, is "at its lowest level ever," he 
said, and city council members are looking at various solutions. 
City officials were to have met with representatives of the City of 
Slaton Tuesday to discuss the possible purchase of surplus Cana-
dian River Municipal Water Authority water from the neighboring 
community. Such a project will require the construction of a line 
from Slaton to Post to provide immediate relief, but 011er said local 
officials also need to make plans for providing additional water stor-
age facilities. 

On peak summer days, for example, Post residents used as many 
as 1.2 million gallons of water per day. Existing tanks have a ca-
pacity of only 98Q,000 gallons, Oiler said. The provision of added 
storage facilities would serve as a "buffer," enabling local officials 
to store enough water for a couple of weeks in the event of an emer-
gency situation. 

"All of us are in this boat together," he said. "We need to bring the 
commissioners court and the city together... for a combined effort." 

Oiler said the Slaton project, if it can be hammered out, would 
require a minimum of four months worth of paperwork. The project 

might possibly be online by the fall of 2002. 
Some time back, Post entered into a joint project with other White 

River Water District-served communities — Ralls, Crosbyton and 
Spur — to begin drilling some water wells for the provision of "emer-
gency" water. 

These wells are "not up yet," Oiler said, but when they are, they 
will likely serve Rails and Crosbyton, allowing Spur and Post to.  
rely on the remaining water at White River. 
The problem with that scenario, however, is that White River 

Lake is rapidly dropping to the level that only sedimentary water 
remains — the water that requires the most treatment and is the 
least desirable, he said. 

In addition to the Slaton proposal, Oiler said local officials need 
to look at long-range solutions to this problem. One such solution 
would be the development of well fields for long-range supplemen-
tal water supplies. 

In other business, commissioners: 
• Discussed and agreed to continue .the burn ban currently in 

place in the county. 
• Approved a resolution to allow for the purchase of a pickup in 

Precinct 3. 
• Tabled action on the opening of three bids submitted regarding 

the advertised exchange of real property described as a 4.479-acre 
tract of land in Section 10, Block 6, Abstract 11.2. According to the 
county attorney, this land appears to be state property, and there 
is no record that it has been conveyed to the county. The county 
attorney is working to contact a state right-of-way official regard-
ing the matter, but to date has been unable to receive a final deter-
mination. The court agreed that the bids should remain unopened 
until the county can get the matter cleared. 
• Nominated Commissioner Mike Sanchez for continued service 

on the SPAG board of directors. 
• Passed on a discussion on the amendment of the wild animal 

ordinance. 
• Passed on a discussion on the proposed bidding out of the 

county's electrical supplier. 
• Passed on a discussion concerning the imposition of a 

Crimestoppers fee upon defendants under community supervision. 
It was suggested that the sheriffs input might be helpful in con-
sidering this proposal. 
• Passed on a discussion on voluntary life insurance offered by 

the Texas Association of Counties. 
• Heard from Commissioner Lee Norman, who said although he 

had no formal electrician's report on the status of wiring within 
the county courthouse, he could provide some insight into the mat-
ter. Norman said repairs can be made to make the existing wiring 
workable, but a total renovation of the wiring will require the in-
volvement of an electrical engineer who will need to draw up speci-
fications the county will need to use in advertising for bids.

The Post City Council approved paving of 3rd and 4th streets ad-

The paving project includes 4th Street on the north side of the new 
gymnasium. 

The council also approved new ward boundaries for upcoming elec-
tions, following the recommendations of the citizen redistricting com-
mittee. Specifics on the new boundaries for the five city wards are 
being published in this week and two future editions of The Post 
Dispatch. 

City attorney Harvey Morton explained that the geographic bound-
aries for each ward were slightly changed to reflect populations shifts 
reported by the 2000 census. The voting plan is expected to meet 
U.S. Department of Justice approval and be in place for the May 
2002 election. 

Council members approved a 
special scholarship program in 
memory of the late John Redman, 
a long time Garza County EMS 
leader and city council member. 
Redman's widow, Jane, was rec-
ognized at the meeting as coun-
cil members expressed their con-
tinued support for the volunteer 
organization.

lapidated structures. Council 
members approved the list for 
condemnation proceedings. 
A request by John Strubhart to 

construct a'carport to the front 
of his garage was approved after 
reviewing the application.

Since 
brucellosis normally affects cattle, none 
of the doctors Carter consulted recognized 
the disease; he finally diagnosed himself 
through analyzing his own laboratory 
blood test results. 

"Many diseases caused by infectious 
agents or parasites spread from animals 
to humans present difficult diagnostic 
challenges because they are so• rare in 
people," Carter said. "Physicians can 
overlook, misinterpret or disregard im-
portant clues that could lead to an initial 
diagnosis because they are unfamiliar with 
these diseases. 

"In my case, I consulted six different 
doctors, and none of them could tell me 
what was wrong," he observed. "That's 
when I got the idea that a computer dAg-
nostic database might be helpful in pin-
pointing the identity of such diseases."

President Bush should be wary of making promises he may not be 

able to keep. He's vowed to prosecute a long and victorious war 
against "terrorism," an amorphous "entity" if there ever was one. But 
before he embarks on his campaign, which will have as its inevitable 
casualties a long list of civil liberties, he might want to consult with 
some others who have attempted similar feats, although on a far 
smaller scale. 

For example, the Israelis, have been at war with "terrorism" for over 
50 years, with no end in sight. In 1982, led by current prime minister 
Ariel Sharon and with anAmerican okay, Israel invaded Lebanon and 
waged a brutal and bloody war against guerilla organizations, only 
to leave years later with mission unaccomplished — but not before 
Israel's Christian allies slaughtered 1,800 Palestinian refugees in 
the Sabra and Shatilla camps. I imagine that no one would reply that 
Israel lacked resolve. 

The Russians, our welcome ally in this allegedly new war, have had 
something of a difficult time in Chechnya, despite a good deal of 
resolve and ordnance. The resemblance of the Chechens, in religion 
and determination, to those the U.S. government is about to engage 
is hard to miss. Let us also not forget that the Russians spent years 
trying to subdue the recalcitrant Afghans, only to withdraw in utter 
humiliation. Oh yes, the U.S. government had a hand in that conflict, 
arming and financing the Afghans and their compatriot, one Osama 
bin Laden, who's been much in the news of late. 

Let's recall, too, the years of turmoil in Britain at the hands of the 
Irish RepublicanArmy. Even the Iron Lady, Prime Minister Margaret 
Thatcher was unable to subdue that dedicated group of militants. 

Then there was an episode out ofthe America's own history: the U.S. 
military worked very hard to rid South Vietnam of the Vietcong, to 
little avail. Some will say that war was fought half-heartedly. But 
that's not the way the Vietnamese on the ground saw things. Between 
the carpet bombing and the special operations designed to decapitate 
the guerilla resistance, the U.S. goyernment can be said to have given 
it the old college try. But that war didn't end well for the Robert 
McNamaras and Henry Kissingers of the American establishment. 

More than one commentator has offered that whoever is responsible 
for the spectacularly barbarian acts of mass murder and destruction 
on September 11 is probably hoping that the president of the United 
States.  responds by commencing hostilities throughout the Middle 
East. Robert Fisk of the British newspaper The Independent, who 
has interviewed bin Laden, points out that he "wishes to overthrow 
the pro-American regime [sic] of the Middle East, starting with Saudi 
Arabia and moving on to Egypt, Jordan and other Gulf states. In an 
Arab world sunk in corruption and dictatorships — most of them 
supported by the West — the only act that might bring Muslims to 
strike at their own leaders would be a brutal, indiscriminate assault 
by the United States." 

Should Mr. Bush really be so hasty in giving bin Laden what he 
apparently wants? Isn't it more likely that, rather than "defeat 
terrorism" the contemplated American action will only kill more 
innocents and provoke more terrorism? Perhaps the focus instead 
should be on the U.S. policy that inflames such hatred against the 
United States in the first place. 

In 1917, when virtually everyone in the United States was lustily 
calling for the kaiser's head, a lonely voice of reason, Randolph 
Bourne, counseled that going to war is like riding a wild elephant. You 
may have a direction in mind, but the chances are slim that's where 
you'll end up. This was a vivid way of invoking the Law of Unintended 
Consequences. Nowhere does that law operate with such ironic 
justice than in war. 

Bourne also coined the memorable phrase, "War is the health of the 
state." It would be good for all Americans to meditate on those words. 
In our context they mean that however justified it would be for the 
perpetrators of September 11 to be violently punished, the cost of war 
in liberty and innocent lives, could well be too high.

And thereafter, business and government 
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might go out of business. Had consumers chosen to buy the $39 pair, 
the outcome would be different. 

Now comes the big question: If the American jean manufacturer goes 
out of business, who is directly responsible? Surely it's not the foreign 
jean manufacturer; he has no power to force consumers to do anything. 
The villain is the American consumer, who could have purchased the 
$39 pair of jeans but didn't. Thus, the challenge for American 
manufacturers, and their workers, is to find ways to protect themselves 
against not foreign manufacturers, but American consumers who 
prefer cheaper prices to higher prices. One way manufacturers can do 
that is to lobby Congress to use their powers to deny Americans, 
through tariffs and quotas, the choice to purchase $23 jeans. 

I'd be remiss if I didn't identify another part of the problem. Congress 
imposes a huge regulatory burden on American businesses, such as 
environmental, health and safety regulations, tax compliance, and 
endless bureaucracy and litigation costs. While Congress has the 
power to impose these costs on U.S. businesses, it has no such 
jurisdiction in other countries. That puts American businesses at a 
cost disadvantage. 

The bottom line is that consumers benefit from deregulation, open 
competition and choice. Many businessmen benefit from regulation, 
monopoly and restricted consumer choice. Most often, Congress comes 
down on the side of business and against consumers. 

Some years ago, I was visiting a textile mill of one of the founders of 
"Buy American." I couldn't help but notice foreign-made textile 
machinery. When I queried my guide about the obvious contradiction, 
he replied, "We try to get the cheapest prices." I wasn't that surprised. 
Businessmen are enthusiastic supporters for a modified form of 
laissez faire: free markets in what they buy, and a monopoly in what 
they sell.

Adam Smith, the father of modern economics, published "The 
Wealth of Nations" in 1776. His laissez faire economics played a 
significant role in the libertarian market philosophy surrounding the 
founding of our nation. 

Leftist professors have taught generations of students that Adam 
Smith was an apologist for businessmen. I challenge anyone to read 
"The Wealth of Nations" and find one complimentary 
statement about businessmen. Smith wasn't anti- 
business; he understood human nature. 
Run this question by anyone you know: Is 

deregulation pro-big business or is it pro-consumer? 
Five will get you 10 that the response will be: pro-big 
business. Let's look at it. 

- 	During the 1980s, a major U.S. textile manufacturer 
launched a "Buy American" campaign, maintaining that foreign 
manufacturers were driving U.S. textile companies out of business 
with cheaper imports. These businessmen descended on Washington 
demanding that Congress regulate textile imports through tariffs, 
quotas and other restrictions. This is hardly a story of businessmen 
advocating laissez faire policy; it's more akin to the mercantilism that 
Adam Smith protested. 

Their arguments appeal to emotion but are otherwise vacuous. They 
:claim that foreign manufacturers are running:them out OftusliresS. 
That's balderdash. Have you seen a foreign manufacturer forcibly

Psychiatrist Emmanuel Tanay, M.D., who admits that he ioathes guns to the 
point of being unable to look upon or touch them with equanimity, asserts 
that gun ownership betokens sexual immaturity or neuroticism. ... Dr. 
Tanay invokes Freud's view of the sexual significance of firearms in the 
interpretation of dreams. This is particularly ironic because Freud's comments 
were not directed at gun ownership or owners. Insofar as Freud addressed 
the matter at all, he seems to have deemed (start ital)fear and loathing of 
guns(end ital) a sign of sexual immaturity and neuroticism. ..." 

A 1989 article in the Journal of the American Medical Association 
approvingly quotes a Center for Disease Control official's assertion that his 
work for the CDC involved "systematically building a case that owning 
firearms causes death." The CDC officials later claimed JAMA had misquoted 
him, protesting that acting on such a political agenda would be "anathema 
to any unbiased scientific inquiry because it assumes the conclusion at the 
outset and then attempts to find evidence to support it." 

This "constitutes the only repudiation of the antigun political agenda we 
have found in a health advocacy publication," Kates and Kleck report. 

"The health advocacy literature exists in a vacuum of lock-step orthodoxy 
almost hermetically sealed from the existence ofcontrary data or scholarship," 
Kates and Kleck state in their chapter conclusion. "Such data and scholarship 
routinely goes unmentioned and the adverse emotional reaction of the gate-
keepers of the health journals assures the elimination of contrary views 
from their pages. ..." 

The New England Journal of Medicine, particularly, "has an editorial 
policy which is strongly and explicitly antigun, and not only has published 
poorly executed antigun articles, but has excluded articles which disagree 
with this editorial policy. These actions forfeit its claim to be a research 
journal rather than just a political advocacy publication. ..." 

The solution? Remove all government funding from the CDC (and the 
University of Nevada School of Medicine, while we're at it); if these political 
"doctors" choose to militate for repeal of the Second Amendment, make them 
raise their own funds and register as a political lobby. If they whine that they 
"do other good works," the answer is that if they valued nonpartisan public 
funding for those ventures they should have stuck to medicine, and let our 
freedoms alone.

Violence "due to gunfire should be treated like any other epidemic disease," 
Dr. Bernard Feldman of the Department of Pediatrics of the University of 
Nevada School of Medicine wrote to me on April 9, 1997. "If society wishes 
to protect children from having a slug of lead slamming into their heads or 
chests and succumbing to this disease ... parents should know whether guns 
are present in the homes of their children's friends. ...

Dr. Feldman asserted that one American child was killed every 92 
minutes by gunfire — including as "children" 19-year-olds and thus arguing 
that 19-year-old dueling drug dealers are "innocent children."

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Dogs and cats are especially prone to 
hearing problems, but horses and other 
animals can also be affected, says Dr. 
Dawn Boothe of Texas A&M University's 
College of Veterinary Medicine. 

Hearing loss can occur with old age, 
just as in humans, Boothe explains, but 
more often it's a problem associated with 
a disease or a hereditary hearing defect. 

"In animals, the car canal is much 
longer and it takes a right angle as it reaches 
the ear drum," Boothe says. "This means 
the ear is ideal for collection of debris, 
and it's hard to keep toe ear canal clean in 
dogs and cats." 

Wax, dirt and hair can build up in the 
canal and can decrease hearing ability, and 
such substances can create ear infections, 
medically termed otitis, Boothe adds. She 
says pet owners should never attempt to 
clean an animal's car with a cotton swab 
"because usually, the debris gets pushed 
farther into the ear."

No time to waste: 
animal seizures 
need quick attention 

COLLEGE STATION - Seizures in 
your pet can be frightening for both the 
animal and its owner. 

Almost any animal can suffer a sei-
zure, but dogs and cats top the list, says 
Dr. Joan Coates, a veterinary neurologist 
in the Veterinary Teaching Hospital at 
Texas A&M University's College of Vet-
erinary Medicine. 

Coates says a seizure is defined as an 
uncontrolled event of electrical activity 
within the brain. These impulses from 
the brain can cause uncontrolled move-
ment to other parts of the body, and the 
result can be muscle contractions, severe 
shaking, convulsions, possibly progress-
ing to a coma-like state. The cause of 
these electrical events is still a mystery 
in both animals and humans, 

"The good news is that most seizures 
in animals last only a short while, usually 
only a minute or two," says Coates. "Any-
thing over five minutes is considered a life-
threatening situation and the animal needs 
medical attention immediately." 

Seizures are classified into two broad 
categories - generalized and partial. 

A generalized seizure occurs when the 
animal's limbs become stiff with paddling 
movements. The animal may fall on its 
back or side, have excessive salivation and 
can have a bowel movement. 
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Tire failure causing roll-overs 
are usually devastating to 
those involved and their loved 
ones.

Our visionary founding fathers 
The early American Indians believed that you should 

judge every action on what effect it will have in seven 
generations. The people who wrote our constitution took 
that a step further. 

They must have eaten some powerful brain food back 
in 1776. They created a democracy, a system ofgovernment 
operated by elected representatives of the entire country.

Lately we have been seeing 
a way of life quite different from ours. Where religion is only a part of our 
lives, for some people in foreign lands, it is their whole life.

The old European political theory that kings ruled by divine right went out 
in the late sixteen hundreds. In theocracies like Afghanistan and Iran and 
Iraq, the government might be a council of clerics or a charismatic leader 
who claims a special call from God and gains office by force of arms. 

Ancient civilizations lived in theocracies for some of their early history. 
The United States keeps church and state separate. It is a sound principle. 

Just take a look at the countries where religion is everything and you can 
see the absolute worst living conditions: straw huts for houses, no pavement, 
a life span of forty years, hunger, illness, women used solely for procreation 
and ten year old kids with bazookas wanting to kill people. 

We have witnessed meanness and criminal activity unparalleled in our 
experience. We are dealing with a country whose main excio4 is an illegal 
substance. In the last twenty-five years, numerous Muslin groups have 
attempted to establish Islamic theocracies. 

The Islamic community, founded by prophet Muhammad in 622, originally 
covered the land now occupied by Iraq, Syria and Egypt. There are pressures 
from fundamentalist Muslims to move toward theocratic forms ofgovernment 
in other countries. 

Islamic ideals are used to win liberation from foreign domination or from 
some ruling elite, to encourage economic renewal and to revitalize Islamic 
culture. Ayatollah Khomeini smuggled religious sermons into Iran to turn 
Iranians against the shah. 

Saddam Husayn tried unsuccessfully to start a holy war during the Gulf 
War in 1991. Taliban imposition of religious law in Afghanistan is an effort 
to restore Islamic customs. 

As a rule, theocracies tend to be short lived. because the religious leaders 
are rarely skilled in economic matters and have difficulty maintaining a 
complex modern economy.
