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, A Sunday afternoon incident at a retail outlet in the 300 block of 
North Broadway has left employees there a bit shaken. 
According to Sandy Smith, manager of Nothin' Butt Smokes, the 

driver of an 18-wheeler entered the store, revealed a gun to a fellow 
customer and walked away with several cigars and cigarettes with- 
out paying forlhe items. 	 • 

Smith, drawing on information provided by the clerk on duty at 
that time, said the driver initially attracted the interest of the clerk 
at about 3:30-4 p.m. when it was noticed that he'd been sitting and 
observing the store from his vehicle parked at Citizens Bank. The 
man, described as "very large" — about 6'4" or 6'5" — came in to the 
store only after all customers with vehicles had departed. The only 
customer inside when the truck driver came in was a man who had 
walked to the store. 

Smith said the man asked the male clerk for several price checks. 
While the clerk was busy, the truck driver picked up what he wanted 
and stuffed it into his "oversized coat," according to reports from 
the customer in the store. 	• 
The customer said the driver pulled back his coat, flashed a gun 

and said, "You didn't see a (expletive) thing, right?" The customer 
said he shook his head in agreement, turned and walked out the 
door. Smith said the customer ran and hid behind the store, think-
ing the clerk was about to be robbed. 

The driver left the store when a drive-through customer approached 
the store, Smith said, only to return minutes later to request a cup 
of ice. As traffic was picking up, the driver returned to his rig, climbed 
in and headed north down the highway. 
After the driver left, the customer ran inside and instructed the 

clerk to contact the sheriff's department. Smith said he told the 
clerk what he had observed, and a sheriff's deputy and Department 
of Public Safety trooper responded to the call. 

Sheriff Kenny Ratke said the only description they were given of 
the truck was vague, as was the description of the alleged suspect. 
The video camera used for security purposes at Nothin' Butt Smokes 
had inadvertently not been turned on that day, Smith said. 

Other law enforcement agencies were notified, and a DPS trooper 
sped northward looking for a vehicle fitting the description given. 
No such vehicle was located. 

The alleged suspect may have been in possession of a firearm, the 
sheriff said, but he made no threat to the clerk, leading investiga-
tors to describe the incident as an alleged shoplifting case. 
"There was no guts displayed at the clerk," Ratke said. 
Due to the alleged display of the gun to the store's lone customer, 

the sheriff said a charge of terroristic threat might be possible, but 
such a case would be weak and difficult to prove. 

"To the best of my knowledge, it was investigated as well as it 
could be investigated," the sheriff said. 
Smith said the investigating officer referred to the incident as a 

shoplifting. 
"As of this time, nothing has been done," she said. "I am furious

"The soul selects her own society, 

Then shuts the door." — Emily

No better phrase could describe 
this talented poet who some call a 
recluse. She was born in Amherst, 
Mass., and attended Mount Holyoke 
Female Seminary for a year. Except 
for a few trips to Boston, once to 
Philadelphia and once to Washing-
ton, D.C., when her father served a 
term in the House of Representa-
tives, she never left home.

Last week's column focused upon diversity-multiculturalism madness 
on college campuses. Now there's the diversity flap in New York City. 
' Several columnists, most notably David Limbaugh and Kathleen 
Parker, commented on some of its lunacy.

"So what, Williams?" you shout. "Facts are facts, history is history, 

and a photograph is a photograph." That's where you're wrong. 
Sometimes facts, history and photographs are not politically correct 
and must be changed. 
The New York Fire Department, the studio making the statue and 

the company that owns the department's headquarters decided to 
alter the statue, making it politically correct. The statue would 
portray one white, one,  h)aa andsAije..11,1AVierfirem an raising the 
flag. That, race experts sajcbetter reflects the ethr)icity of New York's 
1.1,500 person fire department, of which 2.7 percent are black, 3.2 

* 	percent Hispanic and the other 90-some percent white. 
Fire Department spokesman Frank Gribbon explains, "Given that 

those who died were of all races and all ethnicities, and that the statue 
was to be symbolic of those sacrifices, ultimately a decision was made 
to honor no one in particular, but everyone who made the supreme 
Sacrifice." Kevin James, a black firefighter, said: "The symbolism is far 
more important than representing the actual people. I think the 
artistic expression of diversity would supersede any concern over 
factual correctness." 
, Suppose it were three black firefighters raising the flag at Ground 

Zero. Dropping off two in the name of diversity would have brought in 
the frothing of the likes of Al Sharpton and Jesse Jackson. 

Facts and history are nowhere nearly as important to diversity-
multiculturalists as symbolism, but if it's symbolism that New Yorkers 
want, why not go all the way? Here's my suggestion for "the artistic 
expression of diversity." Having one black, one white and one Hispanic 
man is a good start, but not enough. I know FDNY obeys the 
Americans With Disabilities Act, so the statue should include persons 
in wheelchairs from each ethnic group. 

I would imagine that FDNY also obeys equal opportunity laws. 
There can't be sex discrimination. That means firewomen must 
become part of the "artistic expression of diversity" — and it can't just 
be some white woman, it must include one black and one Hispanic 
woman. A true and complete commitment to the "artistic expression 
of diversity" requires that the statue include homosexual and lesbian 
firefighters. 
The nation's diversity-multiculturalists have other statue correction 

work to do, so as to promote the "artistic expression of diversity." 
Pulitzer Prize-winning photographer Joe Rosenthal captured the 
image of five Marines and a Navy corpsman raising our flag on Mt. 
Suribachi, Iwo Jima, during World War II. The statue created from his 
photo consists of five white men but only one diversity guy — Ira 
Hayes, a Pima Indian. Since diversity trumps historical accuracy and 
facts, diversity-multiculturalists ought to demand that the Arlington, 
Va., memorial statue be reconfigured to include all races that fought 
in World War II. 

There's no end to the work for diversity-multiculturalists, so long as 
the rest of us remain timid idiots unwilling to stand up to their vicious 
nonsense. 
As this column goes to print, FDNY says it's considering other 

options.

Home of the brave?

Some conservatives are surprised to find people on the left supporting 

the war in Afghanistan. It's not surprising at all. 
War collectivizes society and increases the government's domestic 

power. There is no mystery here. In war there seems to be one 
overriding goal for the entire society: defeat the enemy. Everything 
else is subordinate. The aspirations of individuals must take a back 
seat to the war effort. Any resources the government decides it needs, 
it will have. But government produces.  no resources. So it must take 
them from those who do produce them. 
The key collectivizing effect is not material but psychological. 

People are encouraged to think of themselves not as individuals but 
as cogs in the national crusade. That alone makes war attractive to 
some people. The American intellectual class from the mid 19th 
century onward has disliked liberalism (the original version: 
individualism, private property, and limited government) precisely 
because liberal society has no overarching goal. Individuals are free 
to use their freedom and property to pursue their own ends, which 
usually center on family, work, friends, and community. Collectivists 
and nationalists disdain these concerns as "trivial pursuits," as one 
editorial writer put it recently. Champions of the national unity 
imposed by war grow nostalgic when they look back. A television 
commercial for recordings of World War II-era music urged viewers 
to remember when "we all pulled together." That war was monstrous 
in the number of deaths and amount of destruction, but what is 
recalled fondly is the submergence of individualism. 
Some intellectuals have realized that war exacts a high price for 

unity, so they have longed for what philosopher Williams James 
called the "moral equivalent of war," that is, collectivism without the 
bloodshed. But nothing seems to work like the real thing. 

Now we have the real thing, and some left-wing intellectuals are in 
the ranks of the war boosters. Why not? Several writers at The 
Nation, the quintessential leftist magazine, have found this war 
worthy of support for reasons that go beyond a wish for retaliation 
for the. September 11 attacks. Its editor, Katrina vanden Heuvel, 
writing in the Los Angeles Times with Professor Joel Rogers, 
proclaims, apparently without irony, that the war "presents the 
opportunity of a lifetime." Among other things, "War's mobilization 
of the populace against a shared threat also heightens social solidarity, 
while underscoring the need for government and other social 
institutions that transcend or replace the market.... In brief, Sept. 11 
has made the idea of a public sector, and the society that it serves, 
attractive again." 
Vanden Heuvel and Rogers are closer to the truth than the war 

boosters who claim to value limited government. Unlike the market, 
the "public sector" is coercive. War intensifies government power, 
regardless of anyone's wishes; the beast has a logic of its own. 
Observe the concentration of power in the executive branch since 
September 11. Observe the public's unquestioning support for that 
concentration. 

In 1917, as Woodrow Wilson prepared to take the United States into 
the European war, the leading collectivist intellectuals of the day, 
John Dewey and Herbert Croly of The New Republic, beat the drums 
for American participation. Sounding much like vanden Heuvel, 
Dewey wrote that the progressive opponents of war were blind to the 
"immense impetus to reorganization afforded by this war." He hoped 
they would work "to form .the conditions and objects of our entrance." 
In other words, they should exploit the opportunities war bestowed 
for collectivizing America. Croly was pithier: "The American nation 
needs the tonic of a serious moral adventure." 
The progressive warriors failed to heed their erstwhile and prophetic 

colleague, Randolph Bourne, who wrote on the eve of U.S. entry that 
war is intrinsically illiberal. It is, he said, "the health of the state." 

The war indeed set many precedents for government planning, 
regimentation, and suppression ofdissent. In the end the progressives 
became disillusioned, as idealism gave way to realpolitik, the 
consequences of which plague us even in the current conflict. 
The upshot is that even those who feel this war is a just response 

to the murder ofAmerican civilians should temper their enthusiasm 
with the realization that it will change America for the worse not the 
better.

The unfolding developments in the John Walker Lindh case and the 

Guantanamo "detainees" situation reflect why Americans should be so 
grateful to our early ancestors for demanding the first ten amendments 
to the Constitution as a condition of adopting the Constitution.

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	the traditional notions of due process of law, a legal concept that 
stretched all the way back to Magna Carta. 

The proponents of the Constitution responded that no such express 
guarantees were included in the original Constitution becauseAmericans 
who became public officials, either through election or appointment, 
would always be devoted to the principles of due process of law and 
therefore it was unnecessary to expressly required them to apply such 
principles in criminal cases. 

Our ancestors's response was: "Oh, no — even a U.S. government will 
end up attracting Americans who do not believe in due process of law as 
a matter of principle, especially for criminal suspects who they are 
convinced are guilty." 

Fortunately, the proponents of express guarantees in the Bill of Rights 
won out, for in retrospect it is now clear that they were the ones who were 
right. The reason that John Walker Lindh has been brought back to the 
United States to face criminal charges, has been formally notified of the 
charges against him (through grand jury indictment), has defense 
attorneys, and will be accorded a jury trial with full rights of cross-
examination is not that federal officials believe in these concepts as a 
matter of principle but rather because they feel that the Constitution 
(and specifically the Bill of Rights) requires them to do so—and that a 
federal judge will slap them down if they don't. 

The reason that the Afghan War "detainees" are being transported to 
Cuba, rather than the United States, is to avoid having to provide them 
either prisoner-of-war status under the Geneva Convention or the 
traditional guarantees of due process of law if they are treated as 
criminal suspects. 
Ironically, communist dictator Fidel Castro, who rules over the rest of 

Cuba, approves of the U.S. government's conduct, for he has the exact 
same policy with respect to criminal suspects under his jurisdiction: 
people are presumed guilty, there are no grand jury indictments or other

Liberty is a very fragile commodity ... and it is quickly being cast aside 
in America as a "quaint notion," replaced by mob rule, where the accused 
are considered guilty, depending on how they are depicted by the national 
news media. 

It's a crying shame. 
When our ancestors crafted the U.S. Constitution, and more importantly, 

the Bill of Rights (first ten amendments), they did so, not for themselves 
or "citizens," but for all individuals. I actually heard one of those so-called 
national legal consultants declare that "individuals" does not necessarily 
mean all individuals. 

When due process can be denied to even the most horrendous of accused 
criminals, no matter how dastardly are their accused crimes, then due 
process can be denied any of us. That is the fear that drove our ancestors 
to insist on due process for all. 

Now, with all the fear of terrorism, all the government needs to "detain" 
a person is a presidential order declaring a person to be a terrorist, or 
having known a terrorist, or done business with a terrorist... or taken a 
phone call from a terrorist ... they don't need a warrant and you can be held 
"incommunicado" ... without communication. 

All in the name of "Homeland Security" and "War on Terrorism." It's 
simply a way to impose martial law without using that nasty term. Next 
we'll have the U.S. military patrolling the streets and highways, checking 
our papers to see ifwe are carrying any contraband or smuggling terrorists. 

Sad, so sad. There is no security in such a tyrannical system which is 
being imposed on Americans. It only gives the false impression of security, 
with tacit approval of most people... until they become a victim, then it's 
too late. 

So much for "home of the brave and land of the free." Just a bunch of 
empty words which have no real meaning. Maybe we should change the 
words to "home of the frightened and land of the serfs."

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If Sparky separates the kibbles 
from the bits, it may be a sign he is a 
picky eater. But don't worry - it may 
be typical of some pets, says Dr. 
Melanie Landis, a veterinarian at 
Texas A&M University's College of 
Veterinary Medicine who has some 
suggestions to keep your pet from 
turning up his nose. 

"There are at least three ways to 
make your pet a picky eater," says 
Landis. 

The first is by feeding an animal 
the same food its entire life, and while 
this helps prevent gastrointestinal 
problems, a picky eater may result. 
Later in life, if the animal's diet must 
be changed for health reasons, thepet 
may be reluctant to change. 

The second way to a picky pet 
eater may occur when an animal is 
bottle-fed and makes a slow transi-
tion from soft or semi-solid food to 
dry food. The third way is when 
owners feed their pets table scraps, 
ordinary pet food may become less 
appealing. 

Pets have a tendency to hold out 
for the "good stuff" when they know 
their owners will give in, Landis said. 

"Some common signs of a picky 
eater are leftover food and sniffing at 
or nibbling at the food that is offered 
and then begging to be fed again," 
Landis explains. 

"Most animals will have a brand 
or flavor preference. If a pet is eating 
a particular brand and it is not nec-
essary to change to a different brand 
for health reasons, let the animal eat 
its preferred brand," says Landis. 

She says to use caution when feed-
ing table scraps to animals. Feeding 
people food to animals can cause gas-
trointestinal problems and add un-
necessary calories that could lead to 
obesity, Landis confirms. , 

A few simple ways to modify the 
behavior of a picky eater is by first 
paying special attention to the eating

Records in Los Angeles. On the record 
was a piano player with the nickname 
"Thunder" who . gave Sam the 
nickname "Lightnin'." 

The album has been described as 
"downbeat solo blues," characteristic 
of Hopkins' style. Lightnin' Hopkins 
made 47 recordings for Aladdin. In 
1950 he settled down in Houston but 
continued to tour the country 
periodically. He became a big hit in 
the folk-blues revival of the sixties 
and toured with the American Folk 
Blues Festival. 

He was the subject of a 
documentary which won a prize at 
the Chicago Film Festival in 1970. 
He played all over Europe in the 
seventies, singing blues for Queen 
Elizabeth , at a command 
performance. In 1972 he wprked on 
the soundtrack .for the movie 
Sounder. He recorded a total of 85 
albums and toured the world. 

fie wrote songs impromptu and 
frequently wove myths and legends 
around a core of truth. His songs 
were often autobiographical. Four 
thousand people attended his funeral 
in Houston. The wake lasted all 
night and featured performances by 
musicians who attended. 
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him sitting, playing his guitar and 
singing. The statue was created by 
sculptor Jim Jeffries of Crockett and 
is the result of a lot of work by Guy 
and Pip Gillette, two brothers who 
perform traditional cowboy music and 
own the Camp Street Cafe. 

January 30 was chosen as the date 
of the unveiling because it marks the 
20th anniversary of Hopkins' death. 
He died on January 30, 1982 at age 
69. Hopkins' music went from Camp 
Street to Carnegie Hall. His musical 
career Spanned-1110"re 'thati"-§ix 
decades. He recorded under twenty 
different record labels and performed 
with such musical legends as Blind 
Lemon Jefferson, Joan Baez and Pete 
Seeger. 

He headlined for such groups as 
The Grateful Dead and the Jefferson 
Airplane. Sam Hopkins was born in 
Centerville, Texas on March 15, 1912. 
After his father died in 1915, his 
mother and five brothers and sisters 
moved to Leona. Sam made his first 
guitar at the age of eight from a cigar 
box and chicken wire. 

By age ten he was playing with 
Blind Lemon Jefferson, who 
encouraged him to continue his 
musical career. By the mid-twenties, 
Sam had started jumping trains, 
shooting dice and playing the blues 
anywhere he could. 

He made a living from coins tossed 
to him where he played. 

He served time at the Houston 
County Prison Farm in the mid- 
thirties and after his release started 
playing blues in clubs. In 1946 he 
made his first recording for Aladdin 

Playwright Alfred Uhry is the 
only writer to have won the 
Pulitzer Prize for Drama, an 
Academy Award (both for Driving 
Miss Daisy) and a Tony (The Last 
Night of Ballyhoo).

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4 cars and got their guns. Mikael had to 
run about 100 yards to get to his car. 
Along with Ted Besen (who was 
unarmed), they approached Peter from 
different sides. 

As Tracy explained it, 9-  aimed my 
gun at him, and Peter tossed his gun 
down. Ted approached Peter, and Peter 
hit Ted in the jaw. Ted pushed him back 
and we all jumped on." 

What is so remarkable is that out of 
280 separate news stories (from a 
computerized Nexis-Lexis search) in 
the week after the event, just four 
stories mentioned that the students 
who stopped the attack had guns. 

Only two local newspapers (the 
Richmond Times-Dispatch and the 
Charlotte Observer) mentioned that 
the students actually pointed their guns 
at the attacker. 

Much more typical was the scenario 
described by the Washington Post, 
where the heroes had simply "helped 

More guns, not less 
Another school shooting occurred last 

week and the headlines were 
everywhere the same, from Australia 
to Nigeria. This time the shooting 
occurred at a university, the 
Appalachian Law School. As usual, 
there were calls for more gun control. 
Yet in this age of"gun-free school zones," 
one fact was missing from virtually all 
the news coverage: The attack was 
stopped by two students who had guns 
in their cars. 
The fast responses of two male 

students, Mikael Gross, 34, and Tracy 
Bridges, 25, undoubtedly saved 
multiple lives. 

Mikael was outside the law school 
and just returning from lunch when 
Peter Odighizuwa started his attack. 
Tracy was in a classroom waiting for 
class to start. 

When the shots rang out, utter chaos 
erupted. Mikael said, "People were 
running everywhere. They were 
jumping behind cars, running out in 
front of traffic, trying to get away." 

Mikael and Tracy did something quite 
different: Both immediately ran to their

subdue" the killer. The New York Times 
noted only that the attacker was 
"tackled by fellow students." 

Most in the media who discussed how 
the attack was stopped said: "students 
overpowered a gunman," "students 
ended the rampage by tackling him," 
"the gunman was tackled by four male 
students before being arrested," or 
"Students ended the rampage by 
confronting and then tackling the 
gunman, who dropped his weapon." 

In all, 72, stories described how the 
attacker was stopped without 
mentioning that the student heroes 
had guns. 

Unfortunately, the coverage in this 
case was not unusual. In the other 
public school shootings where citizens 
with guns have stopped attacks, rarely 
do more than one percent of the news 
stories mention that citizens with guns 
stopped the attacks. 

Many people find it hard to believe 
that research shows that there are 2 
million defensive gun uses each year. 
After all, if these events were really 
happening, wouldn't we hear about 
them on the news? But when was the 
last time you saw a story on the national 
evening news (or even the local news) 
about a citizen using his gun to stop a 
crime? 

This misreporting actually endangers 
people's lives. By selectively reporting 
the news and turning a defensive gun 
use story into one where students 
merely "overpowered a gunman" the 
media gives misleading impressions of 
what works when people are confronted 
by violence. 

Research consistently shows that 
having a gun is the safest way to respond 
to any type of criminal attack, especially 
these multiple victim shootings.

It saddens me to see so much teenage 
drinking and drugging. What is even 
sadder is that it is beginning to be pre-
teen drinking and drugging.

"way" is yet. I do not believe in so-called 
"control the alcohol and drug problem."
