• Despite blustery days now and 
again, spring is just around the 
corner, and animal health officials 
are urging owners to protect their 
equids, including horses, mules and 
donkeys against several mosquito-
berne diseases before "bug” season 
starts. 
-Vaccines are available to protect 
equids against both equine 
encephalitis, better known as 
"sleeping sickness" and West. Nile 
Virus (WNV). However, the shots 
are no value if they aren't given pribr 
t,o,disease exposure according to the 
Texas Animal Health Commission 
(TAHC), the state's livestock health 
regulatory agency. 

These vaccines require two doses, 
administered several weeks apart, 
arid full protection doesn't develop 
until four to six weeks after the second 
dose. Realistically, it can take up to 
10 weeks for the horse to be disease-
resistant. That's why it's so 
ip)portant to start the round, of 
vaccinations now. 

Cases of "sleeping sickness," or 
equine encephalitis, occur 
sporadically in Texas equids, and on 
rare occasions, humans contract the 
wosquito-borne 	infection. 
Transmitted by mosquitoes that have 
fed on diseased birds, EasternEquine 
Encephalitis (EEE) and Western 
Equine Encephalitis. 

'(WEE) causes swelling of the brain, 
resulting in staggering, convulsions, 
and fever. Although horses do not 
transmit the disease to humans, 
equids are "sentinel animals," or 
indicators that infected mosquitoes 
Are in a specific area. 
'Veterinarians can administer an 

effective 'two-way' vaccine to protect 
equids against EEE and WEE. Two 
injections, 30 days apart, are 
required, and the animal will need a 
'booster shot' annually or biannually. 

Another form of sleeping sickness, 
Venezuelan Equine Encephalitis 
(VEE), is a foreign animal disease 
that originated in South America. In 
1971, a VEE outbreak swept 
northward through Mexico, 
threatening horses in the southern 
II'S: In two years, due to an all-out 
effort, more than 2.8 million animals 
in 19 states were vaccinated against 
VEE. On rare occasions, VEE cases 
still creep into southern Mexico, and 
if it should move north, it would 
threaten American animals. 
Therefore, as an added precaution, 
equids in South Texas should receive 
a three-way vaccine that protects not 
only against EEE and WEE, but also 
VEE. 

Although it has yet to be diagnosed 
in Texas, another mosquito-borne, 
encephalitic disease causing concern 
is West Nile Virus (WNV). WNV was 
unheard of in the US until 1999 in 
New York, where seven persons died 
from the infection and at least 25 
equids were infected. 

In 2000, the virus had spread to 12 
states, and by year's end 2001, the 
disease impacted 27 states, including 
Lciuisiana and Arkansas. At least 
564 equids tested positive for the 
disease in 2001. 

4pidemiologists are still uncertain 
how or when an infected person, bird 
or:, mosquito entered the country, 
initiating the bird-mosquito WNV 
disease cycle in the US. First isolated 

* inl.937 in the West Nile District of 
Uganda, the disease now has 
widespread distribution, including 
Africa, Europe, the Middle East, and 
West and Central Asia. As the virus 
has moved across the U.S., the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture changed 
WNV's designation from a "foreign 

animal disease. to an "emerging 
disease." 

Texas is particularly vulnerable to 
the introduction of WNV, because 
major migratory routes for birds pass 
over a large portion of east Texas. 
This summer, we may find that the 
disease is brought into the state by 
infected birds. There are at least 17 
species of mosquitoes can be involved 
in the disease cycle. 

Many horses infected with WNV 
won't appear to be ill, while, others 
become debilitated and too weak to 
rise. About 20 percent of the horses 
infected with WNV in 2001 either 
died or were euthanized because they 
were so ill. 

Late last summer, a WNV vaccine 
was approved for equids, and like 
many other encephalitic vaccines, two 
injections are needed. For WNV 
vaccine, the injections must be three 
to six weeks apart. 

The timing of vaccination is crucial, 
as demonstrated in Florida last year, 
where 267,000 doses of vaccine were 
made available. Eighty-six equine 
that became infected had received 
only one dose of vaccine. Seventeen 
other stricken animals received their 
second dose ofvaccine less than three 
weeks prior to becoming infected. 

Since immunity may not develop 
for four to six weeks after the second 
dose, owners should have their 
animals vaccinated now, so they'll be 
protected by the time mosquito season 
begins this spring. 

Owners are reminded to reduce 
mosquito, populations by draining 
stagnant water from birdbaths, 
flowerpots, troughs and other 
containers, and by keeping pools 
properly chlorinated. 

Insect repellents and insecticides 
should be used only according to 
directions, and owners may want to 
stable their animals at night, to 
provide added protection. 

WNV is a `zoonotic disease,' one 
that also can affect human health. 
Species other than horses, humans 
and birds are susceptible to the 
disease, and it has been demonstrated 
in other states that canines can 
contract the infection. 

No vaccine has been approved for 
dogs, but this information may be 
useful in an., epidemiological 
investigation of a potential WNV 
introduction. 

The Texas Department of Health 
(TDH) also is conducting disease 
surveillance, for testing mosquitoes, 
dead crows, blue jays and hawks. 

To submit a dead crow, blue jay or 
hawk for laboratory examination, call 
your regional Texas Department of 
Health office or the Texas 
Department of Health in Austin at 1-
512-458-7255. TAHC field personnel 
are collecting blood samples from 
equids involved in regulatory disease 
programs, and the agency operates a 
24-hour hotline at 1-800-550-8242 
for taking reports of unusual signs of 
disease in livestock, such as: 
1. staggering, falling, or inability to 

rise 
2. illness affecting a large 

percentage of animals 
3. sudden death loss 
4. blistering around an animal's 

lips, teats or hooves 
5. unusual ticks or maggots 
Only the first three of the disease 

signs apply to encephalitic diseases, 
but the other two—blistering and 
ticks—should be 'kept in mind, as 
they could be signs pf other very 
serious disease situations.

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How much for the war on terroism? 
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by Walter E. Williams 

• President George Bush's State of the Union address told us that 
legislation passed, expenditures made and troops deployed are just 
the beginning of our war on terrorism. But shouldn't we begin to 
confront the hard-minded question: How much should we sacrifice 
and for how long? 
To answer at least part of that question, there must be a realistic 

assessment of the risks of further terrorist acts and the attendant 
expected losses. There is such a thing as over-caution 
against terrorist acts as well as under-caution. Both 
can be costly errors. Let's look at it. 
Any knowledgeable astronomer will tell me that 

there's a non-zero chance that a meteorite will strike 
my house. What precautionary steps should I take 

T other than a prayer or two? I'm going to, take none 
because the risks are so small that any precautionary steps I might 
take would be a waste of resources that might be better spent, 
elsewhere. Clearly, the risks of terrorist attacks are greater than a 
meteorite hitting my house, but the principle is still the same —
namely, we must make realistic risk assessments of a terrorist act 
before we commit resources to its prevention. 	. . 	• 
For example, I don't believe there's much risk that terrorists will 

ever again be able to hijack a plane using box cutters or some other 
s6arptkiept. The reason they got away with it on Sept. 11 was because 
pagsengers thought they'd just wind up in Cuba or some other 
destination. If passengers had known or suspected they'd be flown 
into the World Trade Center, they would have subdued the hijackers 
even if a few were injured in the process. Moreover, box-cutter 

:hijackings are even more improbable since the random assignment of 
:sky marshals. 
• T• o the extent that there's little risk of a Sept. 11-type hijacking, the 
;massive resources expended trying to prevent it, including costly • , 
:passenger hassle and inconvenience, are wasted and might result in 
;terrorist casualties elsewhere. 

Why? Because the resources used by the Department of 
Transportation (DOT) and the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) 
to prevent Sept. 11-type acts might be better spent elsewhere. 

But terrorist casualties elsewhere are of little concern to DOT or FAA 
officials because the victims of DOT and FAA under-precaution are 
visible and might result in embarrassment and job loss. The victims 
of DOT and FAA over-precaution, through wasting resources that 
might be better spent elsewhere, are invisible. In other words, no one 
would blame DOT and FAAofficials for a terrorist attack in a shopping 
mall. 

Another important cost of the war on terrorism is our loss of liberty. 
Politicians have always coveted the liberties we hold. The war on 
terrorism provides them cover and an excuse for encroachment. 

For example, in order to dig into our pocketbooks, politicians have 
always wanted detailed information about us — such as where and 
how much we bank and invest. Under the cover of anti-terrorism, new 
bank and security exchange regulations have been written enabling 
Congress to pry into the business of all Americans. Some Washington 
politicians have always longed for the day when Americans are forced 
to carry identity cards — the war on terrorism has provided them 
cover. We might not be far from the day, a la Nazi Germany, when we'll 
be walking down the street and hear someone bark, "Show me your 
papers!" 
Don't misread me. A clear constitutional duty of the federal 

government is national defense, and not taking the earnings of one 
American and giving them to another. We'd have more than enough 
resources to put into our anti-terrorism battle, while keeping our 
liberties, if we'd increase the former and decrease the latter.

Washington, D.C., officials are shocked over a Washington Times 

report detailing an extraordinary increase in violence in D.C. public 
schools. The Times reported that "the number of assaults with 
deadly weapons in the District's schools has doubled during the past 
four years, with as many as 423 students caught last year alone 
carrying concealed weapons..

Now, why didn't anyone think of those marvelous solutions before 
now? 
The school officials are struggling with the age-old problem that 

faced the Soviet Union: "How in the world do we make a socialist 
program such as public schooling successful?" 
The correct answer, however, is: "You can't. It's impossible." No 

matter what how many reforms, reports, and metal detectors school 
boards implement. in these drug-infested camps of violence, the 
system will continue to grind out children who end up hating to learn 
and who have had the sense of awe and wonder with which they were 
born pounded out of them. 

The real question is: Why do parents - especially those in the inner 
cities of America - continue to support the very idea of public 
schooling, when they can so readily see how destructive it is for their 
children? 

If parents want the best education possible for their children (and 
most do) - there is one - and only one - solution: End all government 
involvement in education by separating school and state; as our 
ancestors separated church and state. 
That would entail repealing the state's school compulsory-

attendance laws and school taxes and relying entirely on the free 
market to provide families with education.

Getting up to answer the knock at your door, you open it to find a 

police officer standing stiffly, fidgeting with his nightstick. "Mr. 
Jones, I am here for the soccer field", he says tersely. 
"Soccer field?" you say. "I don't get it." 
"Well, you see, the children around town need a place where they 

can get together and play soccer. So we're going to build a brand new 
soccer field for them. I'm here for your mandatory contribution." 

"But I don't even have kids!" 
"I'm sorry to hear that sir," the officer says in a disconcerted, 

annoyed voice. "But it is either the contribution or jail." 
Does this seem a likely scenario? Of course not-the policeman 

would be reprimanded faster than he could say "general welfare". 
However, this is the type of thievery that occurs every time your 
employer cuts you a check but withholds part of your salary in order 
to send it ,to the federal government. 
One of the latest examples of this type of theft is the Winter 

Olympics. The General Accounting Office has calculated that the 
Winter Olympics in Salt Lake City are being subsidized by $342 
million in federal tax dollars. In addition, $50 million will be allotted 
for additional security, bringing the total to $392 million. 

Bottom line: If you fail or refuse to send your hard-earned money 
to the IRS because you don't wish to fund sports activity in Salt Lake 
City, make no mistake about it: an IRS agent will seize your salary, 
bank account, and home to make sure you do -and he might not even 
knock on your door before bashing it down. 

because they have to contend with the weather and price fluctuations. 
Like that's something new. Farmers have been plagued by drought, 
floods, and pests since biblical times. Uncertain prices are just as 
old. Guess what: the free market long ago evolved ways for farmers 
to transfer the risks to people willing to accept them in return for the 
prospect of high profits. 
They're called insurance and futures markets. The government has 

screwed up crop insurance because it thinks it can handle it better 
than private companies. The futures markets still work. The principle 
is simple. A farmer doesn't know what the price of his crop will be 
when he plants it. 

But there have always been risk-takers who are willing to bet that 
the price will be even higher than the farmer is happy to accept. So 
the risk-taker promises to buy the crop from the farmer at an agreed-
on price. That gives the farmer a guarantee against a lower price and 
the risk-taker the chance for a real killing. Everyone is happy. 

In otheil words, farmers don't warrant special treatment. Capitalist 
technological advances have made it possible to grow more food on 
less land and with fewer farmers. Why don't we face it already?

We 
haVe to look for higher-paying jobs! I assume that mechanics and 
real-estate salesman have to do the same.

'Divine Right to Farm. If they can't make enough to live on, they have 
th4 legal power to loot the rest of us so they can stay on the farm 
anyway. This sounds like insanity. Would someone please explain it 
to me?

Garza County citizens interested in 
ratification of a new Texas constitu-
tion will meet Tuesday (2/19/02) at 6 
p.m. in Chapa's Family Restaurant 
to review Texas Constitution 2000. 
"We'll have a bite to eat and then 

launch into a review of Article 1 of 
this new constitution," Free Texas 
Forum host Wesley W. Burnett ex-
plains. "The first article of this new 
constitution defines the rights of in-
dividuals," Burnett adds. 
Texas Constitution 2000 was 

drafted by' delegates to the Texas 
Constitutional Convention of 1997, 
and was formally adopted at a spe-
cial ceremony in December 1998 at 
Washington-on-the-Brazos State 
Park. 

The new Texas constitution con-
tains nine articles, with a transition 
plan as an addendum. "It's written 
in plain ordinary English," Burnett 
emphasizes, "and is very specific as 
to the rights of individuals." 

Based on the American Declaration 
of Independence, Article 1 clearly 
defines the meaning of "life, liberty 
and ownership of property." All the 
subsequent articles (2-9) are in di-
rect support of the Declaration of 
Rights. 

"Delegates made an important de-
cision early in the constitutional con-
vention," Burnett says. "After setting 
an outline and placing the Ddclara-
tion of Rights as the first article, del-
egates vowed that no other parts of, 
the constitution could be in conflict 
with Article 1." 

That declaration makes Texas Con-
stitution 2000 a unique document of 
its kind, binding government firmly 
to the task of securing the rights of 
individuals. 

"We'll be taking each of the seven 
sections of Article 1 and carefully 
review how those rights will benefit 
Texans when this new constitution 
is ratified and implemented," 
Burnett remarks. "We extend a cor-
dial invitation to any Texan inter-
ested in liberty and freedom to join 
us as we begin to organize a county 
ratification committee. 

Texas Constitution 2000 will be 
ratified at county conventions, which 
will be held in all 254 Texas coun-
ties. Ratification will take place only 
after at least 176 Texas counties for-
mally ratify the document.

Tom says he was an Army brat, "so I 
grew up everywhere. I think I went 
to thirteen or fourteen schools before 
I got out of high school. I spent my 
teenage years in Germany." 

His years in Europe influenced his 
decision to have military vehicles. "I 
saw so many of them which are totally 
extinct now. They get cut up for 
scrap or get blown up on firing ranges 
and stufflike that. I always said that 
if I ever got where I could afford it, 
it'd be nice to try to save a few of them 
just for the sake of history because 
they were sort of non-political. No 
matter whose side they were on they 
were just an example of the 
technology of the time." 

He has provided military items to 
some big movies like Pearl Harbor. 
He has just finished a movie. "It was 
a thirty minute film for HBO shot in 
Fort Worth. We supplied everything 
military for it: all the vehicles, all the 
guns, everything military including 
outfitting twenty extras and six 
principal actors. All in correct, 
authentic World War Two uniforms." 

Tom now has fifteen vehicles, 
ranging from jeeps to tanks. He finds 
many of his military pieces at flea 
markets. Tom has written twenty-
five books. 

"They were artistic successes, but 
I haven't made all that much money 
from them. I've made a lot more 

money buying, selling and leasing 
military vehicles to movies." 

He thinks there's something 
strange about that. "The novel is 
probably the most complex of all the 
literary art forms in the world. You 
write a novel and if a publisher will 
even read it he seems to resent your 
wanting to be paid for it. 

"But you show up on a director's 
set with something like that tank 
sitting out there and he says '0, boy, 
Tom. Will it crush buildings? How 
much is it a day? Fine. Great. Can 
you get another one like it here 
tomorrow?'" 

Jan and Tom call their place 
Toyland Farms. Jan's mini-cows have 
become a novelty around Rusk and 
Jacksonville. She shows them at 
various places, especially during 
rodeo time. 

"I raise Highlands and Dexters. 
And I'm crossing the Dexters and 
Highlands because Dexters are 
normally small animals and that 
brings the Highland size down but 
still gives them the long shaggy look 
of the Highland." 

Her tallest full grown bull is about 
forty-eight inches tall. She got 
interested in raising mini-cows after 
she saw an article in a mini-horse 
magazine. She's been raising mini-
horses for years. 

"I thought the mini-cows were cute. 
It's kind of a growing deal. Mini-cows 
are about where mini-horses were 
fifteen years ago. We sell them for 
pets. If I know someone is going to 
eat one, I probably wouldn't sell it to 
them." 

Jan has a herd of ten little cows 
now. She says among ranchers they 
are raised by adults for show animals. 
"They end up being pampered pets."
