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City secures water from 
Slaton with new contract 
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he other water and rejected a proposed 
amendment of the current con-
tract with White River Munici-
pal Water District (WRMWD).

At a special called meeting 

Monday night, the Post City 
Council approved a contract with 
the City of Slaton for purchasing 
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The contract with Slaton was 
the culmination of several 
months of negotiating and plan-
ning between the two cities. The 
agreement provides for 50 to 100 
million gallons of water per year 
for Post at the rate of $1.20 per 
thousand cubic feet of water, the 
same rate that Slaton pays for 
the water from the Canadian 
River Authority. 
A pipeline will be constructed 

along U.S. Hwy 84 to Post, and 
storage tanks will be installed 
here to hold the supplemental 
water supply. The council voted 
unanimously to approve the con-
tract. 
The pipeline and storage tank 

work could take 18 months to 
complete. "Surveying the pro-
posed pathway for the 25 mile 
pipeline is almost finished," city 
manager Fred Stephens said. 
"Engineering design for the three 
million gallon storage tank is 
nearing completion," he added. 
Stephens emphasized that the 

project is a long term one and "we 
realize that time is very impor-
tant, but we don't want to rush 
the project and compromise it in 
any way. We need a secure and 
predictable source of municipal 
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water for Post." 
A proposed amendment to the 

WRMWD contract was criticized 
by council members, who voiced 
opposition to several portions of 
the document. "It seems ridicu-
lous to me," Mayor Archie Gill 
emphasized, "to require us to pay 
for delivery of water without any 
guarantee that we would actually 
get the water." 

Another objection concerned a 
requirement that the city get 
prior approval from the WRMWD 
before purchasing water from 
other sources. The council was to 
meet Tuesday night with the 
WRMWD board. The current con-
tract expires in 2005. 
"We certainly have no intention 

to bail out of our agreement," Gill 
added, "but we are not going to 
agree to a contract like this or the 
one we're currently bound by." 
Gill pointed out at the city has 
paid several millions of dollars 
over the years for water it hasn't 
received." The mayor referred to 
the provision in the current con-
tract that Post would pay a mini-
mum annual fee to purchase wa-
ter, even it doesn't use the full 
amount. 

White River's executive director 
Tommy O'Brien said at a recent 
city council meeting that the lake 
had at least 18 months of water, 
even if there isn't any more rain. 
"That doesn't give me much con-
fidence in their ability to supply 
our needs, we can't wait until 
they run out of water to find an-
other source," Gill added. 

In other action, the council post-
poned action on a WRMWD pro-
posal to adopt a water conserva-
tion plan. City manager Fred 
Stephens said that the city staff 
is preparing its own plan for con-
sideration. 
The council also approved an 

agreement with Garza County for 
the city to regulate subdivisions 
within the city's one half mile 
extraterritorial jurisdiction. 
Stephens explained that a new 
state law requires cities and 
counties to enter into such agree-
ments. 
Attending the meeting were 

Mayor Gill, council members Bill 
Pool, Dick Odom, Juanita 
Pantoya and Harold Craig, along 
with staff members Stephens, 
secretary Wyvonne Kennedy, 
Delbert Rudd and city attorney 
Harvey Morton. 
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Opposition in the May 4 elec-
tions awaits the incumbents of 
the Post Independent School Dis-
trict, while a shortage of candi-
dates lies ahead for the City of 
Post and the Garza Hospital Dis-
trict. 
In the Post ISD, school board 

members Mark W. Kirkpatrick 
and Barbara M. Hardin will face 
opposition from two challengers 
- Susan (Suzi) Clary and Vera 
Wartes, according to school dis-
trict officials. The two top vote 
getters will fill the open posts in 
the at-large election. 
City council incumbents Bill 

Pool, Ward 4, and Harold Craig, 
Ward 5, have each filed to return 
to their positions on the munici-
pal board; however, Crystal Ma-
son, who was appointed to fill the 
unexpired Ward 3 term following 
the recent death of council mem-
ber John Redman, did not file as 
a candidate for election to her

And on and on. It is obvious that this plan will take the nanny 

state's hectoring to new heights. 
It's,  easy to make fun of the Jack LaLane model of government, but 

there is a serious side to this. As seen in the last item quoted, the 
Satcher plan is another step in the medicalization ofnormal problems 
of living, which Thomas Szasz has long cautioned against. Overeating 
is not a disease; it's a choice. Notice the reference to "reimbursement 
coding." That's a tip-off that this is about getting someone else to pay 
for weight-loss services through health insurance. It's finance, not 
medicine; medicine is only debased in the process. 

Finally, an unpleasant aroma arises from the government's interest 
in our health. It suggests that dietary decisions are not our own 
business because we are government property. Satcher's plans says, 
"The Nation must take action to assist Americans in balancing 
healthful eating with regular physical activity." But what is the 
Nation if it is not Americans? The reification of the Nation by the 
minister of physical and mental hygiene should concern anyone who 
values his freedom. 

It was no coincidence that the fascists, Nazis, and communists all 
saw maintenance of the people's health as an essential duty of the 
totalitarian state.

Thank Goodness for 
the Bill of Rights!

Defense Secretary Donald Rumsfeld's recent admission that a 

U.S. raid in Afghanistan mistakenly killed 16 innocent people 
suggests how grateful Americans should be that their ancestors 
insisted on the inclusion of a Bill of Rights as a condition of 
adopting the U.S. Constitution. While the U.S. raiders were 
convinced that the victims of the raid were members of the Taliban 
or al-Qaeda, they actually turned out to be anti-Taliban guerrillas 
loyal to the new U.S.-installed Afghan government. 
Acknowledging that the deaths were "unfortunate" and denying 

prisoners' claims that they were kicked and beaten by U.S. forces, 
Rumsfeld explained that military action in Afghanistan is 
sometimes "untidy." 

But it would be incorrect to characterize that military action as 
an unfortunate part of war. Upon the overthrow of the Taliban 
regime and the installation of a new government friendly to the 
United States, the U.S. government's role in Afghanistan was 
converted from one of a war combatant to one of a domestic police 
force, either as an agent of the new Afghan government or as an 
independent police force operating with the jurisdiction of a 
foreign nation. 
That is, under the newly installed Afghan regime, the U.S. 

government's role in seeking suspected terrorists in Afghanistan 
as part of its "war on terrorism," including the most recent action 
in which several U.S. servicemen have been killed or wounded, is 
no different in principle from its role in seeking suspected drug 
dealers in Peru as part of its "war on drugs." 

There is one big difference, however, between operations in which 
federal police are seeking suspected criminals overseas and those 
carried out here in the United States: In overseas police operations, 
U.S. forces are not constrained by the U.S. Constitution and 
specifically by the due process provisions of the Bill of Rights, as 
they are when seeking suspected criminals here in the United 
States. 

That lack of constitutional constraint enables U.S. police forces 
operating overseas to shoot or bomb first and ask questions later 
when trying to apprehend those they "know" are guilty—such as 
the innocent missionary and her child who were mistakenly killed 
in Peru last year as part of the U.S. government's "war on drugs" 
and the innocent people mistakenly killed in Afghanistan as part 
of its "war on terrorism." 
So while it's true that warfare is sometimes untidy, as Secretary 

Rumsfeld says it's also true that police work is sometimes untidy, 
especially when the police are operating outside the constraints 
our Founders placed on them when they are trying to apprehend 
suspected criminals. 

When our Founders proposed the Constitution (and the new 
federal government) to the American people in 1787, many people 
objected that the document did not contain express guarantees of 
due process of law and protection of fundamental liberties. Those 
who advocated the adoption of the Constitution responded that 
there was nothing to fear because the powers of federal officials 
would be limited to those enumerated in the original document. 
Since those powers didn't include the power to deprive a person of 
fundamental liberties or due process of law, their argument went, 
there was no reason to have an express prohibition on the exercise 
of such power. 

That wasn't good enough for theAmerican people. They understood 
the nature of government and they knew their history. They knew 
that the federal government would inevitably attract people who, 
even with the best of intentions, would run roughshod over their 
liberties if there were no express constitutional provisions 
prohibiting them from doing so. 
How right our ancestors turned out to be! When we see how our 

federal police today operate when they are not constrained by the 
Constitution, we are able to more deeply appreciate the wisdom of 
our ancestors in insisting on the protections outlined in the Bill of 
Rights as a condition for permitting the federal government to 
come into existence.

Campaign finance reform

There's a story about Catholic priests who contracted to have a new 
church built for their congregation. When the church was completed, 
and just before the priests came for their final inspection, the 
contractor cemented a Buddhist statue in the center of the altar. 
Seeing the statue, the priests were incensed, demanding its removal 
before they would pay and take possession of the 	  
church. The contractor happily complied. 
The contractor anticipated the priests' response, 

but that was a part of his agenda. He built the statue 
to divert the priests' attention from other possible 
shortcomings ofthe construction job. That's precisely 
what Congress has done with the McCain-Feingold/ 
Shays-Meehan campaign finance reform bill that 
passed the House by 240-189 and is now before the Senate. 
A primary provision in the bill is that it prohibits people and groups 

from running political ads in newspapers and broadcast media that 
refer to a particular candidate within 60 days of a general election 
and 30 days of a primary election. As such, it is a clear violation of the 
Constitution's First Amendment, which says, "Congress shall make 
no law ... abridging the freedom of speech;   
When the House of Representatives passed-their version of the bill; 

Shays-Meehan (H.R. 2356), they knew it violated the First 
Amendment. You say, "C'mon, Williams, congressmen would never 
knowingly violate the Constitution; they took an oath of office to 
uphold and defend it!" 
During the debate, Rep. Henry Hyde introduced an amendment 

that read: "Notwithstanding any provision of the Act, and in 
recognition of the FirstAmendment to the United States Constitution, 
nothing in this Act may be construed to abridge those freedoms found 
in thatAmendment, specifically the freedom ofspeech or of the press. 
..." The Hyde Amendment went down to crushing defeat. 

The U.S. Supreme Court, in the landmark 1975 decision Buckley 

vs. Valeo, ruled, "So long as persons or groups eschew expenditures 
that in express terms advocate the election or defeat of a clearly 
identified candidate, they are free to spend as much as they want to 
promote the candidate and his views." Congress' campaign reform 
measure clearly violates the Constitution's First Amendment ,and 
they all know it. They fully expect the U.S. Supreme Court to rule 
parts of the bill unconstitutional but, like the contractor who built 
the Buddhist statue on the Catholic church altar, Congress is using 
the part that violates free speech to divert attention from other 
incumbent protection features of its campaign finance reform bill. 
That's why they made it "severable," meaning that if parts of it are 
ruled unconstitutional the remainder becomes law. 
Proponents of "campaign finance reform" make the flimflam 

argument that money has corrupted politics. If campaign finance 
reform becomes law, money will still go to politicians — albeit by a 
different mechanism. The reason is simple: Congressmen are in the 
business of granting favors and exacting tribute. If various interest 
groups want favors, they will find a way to get money to congressmen. 
If CEOs want to pay tribute to protect their companies from harmful 
federal laws and regulations, they will find a way to get that tribute 
into the political cbffers of a congressman. 

The bottom line is that if politicians weren't in the business of 
granting favors and exacting tribute, every single issue surrounding 
campaign finance reform would be irrelevant. After all, why would 
anyone spend money for influence, access, favors and tribute if the 
only thing that politicians do is to live up to their oaths to uphold and 
defend the Constitution? But, I'm afraid, most Americans want 
congressmen to do -something else — to violate the Constitution in 
order to make it possible for them to live at the expense of others.

Government needs to lose weight

How ironic that just as an already-bloated government is taking on 

major new powers, it is exhorting us to lose weight. But that's exactly 
what Surgeon General David Satcher is calling for. In his recently 
released "Call To Action To Prevent and Decrease Overweight and 
Obesity," Satcher writes, "Our ultimate goal is to set priorities and 
establish strategies and actions to reduce overweight and obesity." 

It's not as though people haven't heard that being fat might be 
unhealthy. Books, websites, and television and radio commercials 
bombard us with that message and the various ways to shed pounds. 
If anything, people worry too much about their weight. Few have 
gone broke promoting a fad diet. 

' 	That great debunker of junk science, Steven Malloy, writes that the 
; 	government's statistics on the prevalence of fat people are based on 

"suspect research," such as unverified telephone surveys and "an 
arbitrary definition of 'overweight' based on 'body mass index.'" 
Malloy adds that the government's estimate of300,000 deaths a year 
in the battle of the bulge is "unadulterated junk science." The New 
England Journal of Medicine also finds the data unreliable, Malloy 
says. He also criticizes Satcher's report because it ignores important 
differences between being overweight and being obese. Obesity is 
unhealthy, he says, "but the evidence supposedly linking mild-to-
moderate overweight with increased health problems is murky, 
based only on flaky statistics." Malloy even debunks the alleged 
relationship between childhood and adult weight problems: the 
evidence is lacking. 

But forget all that. Even if all the medical alarmism is justified, why 
is it any of the government's business? Conceded, that question 

: sounds outlandish these days, accustomed as we are to believing 
that everything is the government's business. But once we remind 
ourselves that, as George Washington is reputed to have said, 
"government is not reason; it is not eloquence. It is force," we should 
be wary of its grand scheme to slim us down. That scheme consists 
bf a long "menu" of "activities and interventions in five key settings: 
families and communities, schools, health care, media and 
communications, and worksites." In other words, we are to have 
more intrusion from Washington, D.C., in everything from our 
families and communities to our worksites in order to get us to lose 
weight.

The Battle for Iwo Jima 
The original Iwo Jima Monument is on the campus of 

the Marine Military Academy in Harlingen. It was 
created by Dr. Felix de Weldon in 1954 and depicts the 
flag raising on the island of Iwo Jima during World War 
Two. The bronze version is in the Arlington National 
Cemetery. 

It is the world's tallest bronze statue. Dr. de Weldon 
was going to donate the original (made of gypsum) to his 
son's school in Rhode Island, but that school did not do 
anything patriotic, like pledge the flag. Dr. de Weldon 

called the Pentagon to seek a place for his original, which had been in storage 
for years. 

The Pentagon suggested the Marine Military Academy in Harlingen. It 
was originally intended to be sent to Harlingen from Rhode Island by train, 
but the head of a trucking association in Texas convinced Dr. de Weldon that 
the train trip would damage the statue, so it was moved by trucks to 
Harlingen in April of 1982. 

Iwo Jima was the US Marine Corps' costliest battle. Americans suffered 
26,000 casualties. Nearly 7,000 died. Of the 23,000 Japanese defenders, 
only one thousand survived. The island, five miles long and two miles wide, 
was crucial to the United States. It was heavily armed with huge cannons 
that fired on American planes en route to Japan. 

The:Marinesdanded.an /February-19,1.945, expecting a _three day battle, 
It lasted 26 days. One of the historians of that battle is Ed Swaney of 
Harlingen, who served on the USS Nevada, the flagship of the pacific fleet 
sent to provide cover for the Marines on the ground. 

He has written about the battle and narrated a video, which is available 
in a museum near the monument in Harlingen. The Japanese soldiers with 
their heavy artillery were hidden in caves and catacombs. They had erected 
barriers around the island that made landings almost impossible. 

The US troops found a foothold by February 23 and raised the American 
flag on Mount Suribachi, the highest point on the island. Joe Rosenthal, an 
Associated Press Photographer, snapped a picture of the flag raising. 

The next day, when the photo appeared on the front page of virtually every 
newspaper in America, it became an instant symbol for millions of people on 
the home front, an indelible portrait of patriotism and determination. Three 
of the five men who raised the flag were killed in action a few days later in 
a mortar attack. 

One of them was Corporal Harlon Block of Weslaco, Texas. Japanese guns 
had to be eliminated. It was usually one Marine against one enemy cave. As 
each one was destroyed, the menace of Iwo slowly lessened. 

Innumerable cases of hand-to-hand combat occurred and there were 
countless cases of individual heroism. It was a landmark of mass courage 
and individual valor and a battle the likes of which mankind most probably 
will not witness again. 

The Japanese surrendered the island on March 16, 1945. 'at

demic units of Texas A&M University 
will share in a $900,000 grant from the 
United States Department of Education 
in an alternative teacher certification part-
nership with the Region IV Education 
Service Center (ESC) in Houston. 

The "Transition to Teach" grant will 
help ease teacher shortages by making it 
possible to prepare and place at least 90 
teachers through an accelerated certifica-
tion plan for "high-need" subject areas, 
such as math, science, bilingual educa-
tion, special education and foreign lan- 
guages. 

"This program compliments our ex-
cellent traditional teacher preparation 
model by allowing us to meet the needs 
of not only current undergraduates seek-
ing certification late in their college pro-
gram, but also recent graduates, mid-ca-
reer changers, non-certified para-profes-
sionals and retirees," says Jane Close 
Conoley, dean of Texas A&M's College 
of Education. 

The 15-month condensed program 
will include access to on-line forums and 
activities and two years of mentoring while 
working as a teacher in a school district.

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Did you know that Gov. Perry's 
Drought Preparedness Council 
reported that Jan. 2002 ended with 51 
public water systems still asking 
customers to limit outside water usage? 
The White River MWD is one of the few 
(and maybe the only) water districts 
and/or river authorities in Texas, which 
has a backup water supply. 
Many cities and districts use 

underground to supplement surface 
water on an annual basis, but there are 
not many, if any, that have a backup as 
ours. 

We can be proud of the actions of local 
leaders as we read desperate stories 
from across Texas of towns and cities 
that are rapidly running out of water 
with no plan for action in place. You'll 
never catch this story on the 6 o'clock 
Evening News with Dan Rather, thanks 
to those aggressive and foresighted 
community leaders. 

So, do not panic! We have water! 
Although we have access to a ready 

source of water, we must continue to 
upgrade the existing facilities. As you 
may be aware, the district has applied 
for a low-interest loan from the Texas 
Water Development Board, which will 
be used primarily for improvements to 
the water treatment facility. 

Most of these improvements are 
necessary to provide drinking water; 
which complies with the federally 
mandated regulations of the State 
Drinking Water Act. Without these 
improvements, the district will be 
unable to provide drinkingwater, which 
complies with the standards, set forth 
by the federal and state governments. 
The remainder of the money will be 
used to replace plant equipment, 
transmission pipelines and valves and 
at least one storage tank, ail of which 

have deteriorated over the past 35 
years.

Do not panic! We 
have water! 

"Panic rumors" began around the first 
of the year when the Lubbock A-J called 
to say the White River Municipal Water 
District was about out of water. During 
the March 5 City of Post Council 
meeting, a similar rumor was 
mentioned. 

The White River MWD DOES have 
water! There are two good reasons why 
this is true. First, White River Lake 
can provide a projected full year and 
one-half of continual unrestricted water 
supply with absolutely no rainfall. It 
has never failed to rain in an 18-month 
period. 

Secondly, White River MWD has a 
groundwater supply. The citizens of 
Crosbyton, Post, Rails and Spur must 
not forget the emergency groundwater 
system constructed as a backup water 
supply for White River Lake. This 
emergency groundwater system was 
the result of the foresightedness of our 
community leaders. 

The wells have been tested and are 
capable of delivering about 2.2 million 
gallons of w3ater each day. These four 
towns use an average of about 1.1 
milliongallons of water each day during 
the winter months. If we must use the 
wells on a year-round basis, and 
depending on the lake level, then there 
may be water rationing to limit water 
usage to what is typically used during 
the winter months, thereby restricting 
outside water usage. 

There are no immediate plans to 
ration water. Water rationing will occur 
when the wells are used on a regular 
basis. This is because we lose about 60 
percent of the lake water supply to 
evaporation. We cannot control 
evaporation losses — if the water is not 
used, it will be lost! However, 
groundwater losses can be reduced 
through water rationing. 

in the near future for Post drinking 
water. I don't care if the TNRCC did 
issue a permit and the waste water 
must be able to sustain the aquatic life 
that naturally occurs in the stream and 
be safe for land animals that drink 
from the stream. 

Nowhere else does it say the water is 
clean of Hepatitis C or AIDS or 
Tuberculosis, or any other type filth 
that the City of Lubbock has to offer. 
Nowhere does it say that the water will 
be safe for human consumption. 

In my opinion, Garza County and all 
the counties down stream on the north 
fork of the Double Mountain Fork of 
the Brazos River should begin 
protesting this project immediately. 

My next view would be that Post 
should stop plans immediately on laying 
a pipeline to Slaton for drinking 
purposes. Post should take the money 
and get a permit and start planning a 
pump station and pipeline leading from 
the City of Post sewer to the river at 
Justiceburg. That being upstream from 
Lake Allen Henry. 

In my opinion, the Slaton pipeline 
will be used less than 5 or 10 percent of 
the time anyway. That expensive plan 
is in my view, a very poor piece of 
unthought-out engineering work 
anyway. Whiteriver will have plenty of 
water for us, as I believe that's included 
in God's planning for Post, Texas. 

As for Lubbock's dumping their poot 
water on us, years ago there was a 
commercial on TV that said, "It's not 
nice to mess with Mother Nature." Until 
this day, I believe that is still a very 
good idea. Do not mess with Mother 
Nature. 

I certainly hope our politicians will at 
least protest this filthy dumping idea 
that the City of Lubbock has on their 
mind.

Dumping their 
problems...  

The City of Lubbock is planning to 
dump their sewer effluent ( poot water) 
into the north fork of the Double 
Mountain Fork of the Brazos River. 

I see that they plan to dump it below 
Buffalo Lake and Ransom Canyon. 
Obviously they will be dumping father 
down stream so not to ever damage any 
of their own valuable assets. 

Why not just dump it at their plant 
and let it run through Buffalo Lake and 
Lake Ransom Canyon? If the poot water 
were so safe, that would save them $2.5 
million for a pipeline. 

The reasons they want the crap to 
clear all their lakes before it enters the 
rivers is that there is no guarantee the 
effluent will be 100 percent safe. 
Knowing Lubbock, they will eventually 
screw up and be dumping whole turns 
in the river. 

The problem I see with them dumping 
their poot water in the river is that it 
will in only a few hours be what is 
proposed — Post Lake — to be constructed
