Hospital District election will run
from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. in several
locations throughout the area.

Voters in Pre-
cinct 2 will vote in the Post
Middle School library. Polling in
Precinct 3 will take place in the
Lorenzo Alexander building.

Voting locations are basically
the same as those utilized last
year, a hospital district official
said.

Two candidates have filed for
positions on the hospital district’s
board of directors. Incumbent
Mike Travis, the at-large candi-
date, will seek to return to the
board, while newcomer Ray
Bagby will run unopposed for the
Precinct 2 spot.

No one filed as a candidate for
the Precinct 1 seat.

In addition to voting to fill va-
cant board seats, hospital district
voters also will be asked to de-
termine a referendum limiting
the number of terms a board
member may serve.

The question to be posed to vot-
ers will read as follows: “This is
a vote to determine if you, as a
resident of the Garza County
Health Care District, desire that
the service of a Director on the
Board be limited by the number
of terms that a Director can
serve. A term is two (2) years.
Currently, there is no limit on the
number of terms a Director may
service.”

Voters will be asked if they want
the district’s board members to
be limited to a certain number of
terms. Voters may mark “no, I do
not want them limited,” or “yes,”

Voting will take place from 7
a.m. to 7 p.m. in the Post High
School commons area, according
to district officials.

Kirkpatrick, a Post High School
graduate, brings 12 years of
school board experience to the
Post ISD. First elected to the
board in 1990, he has served as
board president and has com-
pleted more than 100 hours of
continuing education in school
finance, law and governance.

A graduate of Texas A&M,
Kirkpatrick is employed with
Stoker-Kirkpatrick Ranches and
PLK, Inc. He also is active in the
community, serving as finance
committee chairman and admin-
istrative council chairman for the
First United Methodist Church.

ested in hearing information and
providing input should attend
one or both of these sessions.
Rich Oller explained to the
council Tuesday evening that
PVC pipe costs have increased
dramatically in the past few
days, which in part raises the
estimated cost of the project to $6
million. “We anticipate that bids

will be lower than our estimate,”
Oller sdid, “but that's to be ex-
pected considering that we don't
have formal specs to give them
at this time.”

Oller said that bidding will in-
clude three types of pipe to take
advantage of lower cost pipe. The
27 mile pipeline from Slaton will
have to use 19 boring sites, re-

quired by the Texas Department
of Transporation. The extra bor-
ing costs contributed largely to
the increase estimate for the
project.

“They (TxDot) are requiring us
to bore under every intersection
and storm drainage site along
Hwy 84,” Oller added.

City council members also pon-
dered methods of financing and
various ideas about water and
tax rates.

“We pay more for cable t.v. than
for water,” council member

Juanita Pantoja pointed out
about the possibility of water rate
increases.

We know one thing,” Mayor
Archie Gill said, “we've got to get
a backup supply of water or we're
going to be in big trouble a year
from now.” Gill pointed out that
the recent two inch rainfall in the
area netted only about five inches
of increase at White River Lake.

“By their own estmate we've
only got about a year of water
left, we've really got no choice
here,” Gill added.

Do peace treaties produce peace?

‘Europe has been at peace for an unprecedented nearly six decades.
Why? It surely is not because of peace treaties between enemy states,
and it’s surely not because of disarmament. All that was tried before
and failed.

The best explanation for Europe’s unprecedented period of peace is
thatit was an armed camp bristling with weapons. Both adversaries
—NATO, backed by the United States, and the
Warsaw Pact, backed by the Soviet Union — knew for
sure that aggression would produce Armageddon.
Another reason is that the previous aggressor,
Germany, was utterly and completely defeated. Had
the Nazis, seeing they were losing the war,
successfully sued for peace and a cessation of the
hostilities, there would not have been this unprecedented period of
peace in Europe. The Nazis would have simply regrouped.

The world can be thankful that today’s mindset wasn’t around
during the 1940s. When we laid waste, through conventional warfare
and firebombing, Dresden and other German cities — and doing the
same thing to Tokyo and other Japanese cities — we didn’t have to
worry about the Red Cross and peace advocates going in afterward
taking pictures and then holding us up to ridicule for “collateral
damage.” If they did, the public would haye turned a deaf ear. After
all, has there ever been war, at least during modern times, where
noncombatants were not killed? Indeed, thatis just one of the things
that makes war so horrible.

If we had captured Joseph Goebbels, Heinrich Himmler or Hideki
Tojo during the war, would anybody have cared much about their
civil rights, like some people are caring about the civil rights of
Taliban captivesin Guantanamo, Cuba? I'm not making an argument
for cruelty, but what civil rights are owed those hell-bent on trying
todestroy our civilization? During World War I, how many Americans
would have demanded that a captured German spy or saboteur be
supplied with a taxpayer-provided legal team and jail amenities?

Historically, spies and saboteurs have faced the hangman’s noose or
a firing squad.

This brings us to the Middle East crisis and the condemnation
Israel has received for its military retaliation to Palestinian terrorist
attacks. During U.S. Secretary of State Powell’s visit, world news
cameras captured a haggard, bedraggled Chairman Yasser Arafat
asking: “Is this acceptable? Is this acceptable?” He was referring to
the Israel Defense Forces’ quarantine and destruction of his
headquarters. I was trying to imagine the response of Americans,
back in the ’40s, to one of our Axis adversaries asking the same
question.

There’s one weapon that international thugs have today that
yesterday’s international thugs didn’t, and that’s “world opinion.”
Palestinian terrorists set off bombs to murder innocent Israeli
civilians. When Israel retaliates, imposing high cost, Palestinians
call up their only defensive weapon: world opinion. World opinion
was also used by Saddam Hussein during the Gulf War by bringing
the Western media to see the destruction of a supposed baby-milk
factory by coalition forces.

How much should the Western world care about the opinion of those
who demonstrate open hostility to the values that we hold, such as
democratically elected officials, human rights and equality before
the law? I say none whatsoever. At the same time, neither am I of the
mind that we should interfere with their choices except to say that
their acts of aggression should be met with harsh retaliation.

Were I prime minister of Israel, I'd trade peace for land on these
terms: in exchange for each six months of peace, I'd completely turn
over, say, five square miles of land. And for just one terrorist attack,
I'd send in the Israel Defense Forces to take it all back.

Military tribunal violates rule of law

The government giveth and the government taketh away. Sometimes
it'does so simultaneously.

When the Bush administration announced it would hold military
tribunals for captured Taliban and al-Qaeda members, concern
about the un-America nature of the proceedings were so loud the
Pentagon was forced to go back to the drawing board to fine-tune the
plan. When the modified rules were released recently, some critics
breathed a sigh of relief. Even congressional critics were muted.

The Los Angeles Times editorialized that the new rules “moved the
adjudication of the cases closer to this nation’s ideals, including the
rule of law.” The Wall Street Journal gloated that the critics should
have waited, thus avoiding the egg now on their faces: “With the
Pentagon’s release yesterday of the tribunal regulations, the critics
look more out of touch than ever.”

Well, not so fast. The same day that the Journal ran that editorial,
the papers were carrying the latest news from the administration.
The New York Times reported that the detainees may be held
indefinitely—even if they are acquitted in 2 military tribunal. The
Times report quotes Pentagon lawyer William J. Haynes II: “If we
had a trial right this minute, it is conceivable that somebody could
be tried and acquitted of that charge but may not necessarily
automatically be released.”

Let that sink in: acquittal would not mean release. Why? Because
these are “dangerous” people, Haynes says. How’s that a for a
commitment to “this nation’s ideals, including the rule of law.” It
appears the critics of military tribunals were not premature in
voicing their concerns.

All this makes Defense Secretary Donald Rumsfeld look a little
silly when he says, “If one steps back from examining the procedures
provision by provision and instead drops a plumb line down through
the center of them all, we believe that most people will find that,
taken together, they are fair and balanced and that justice will be
served in their application.”

Government spokesmen intone about incarcerating violent people
for the “duration of the conflict.” The trouble, of course, is that “the
conflict” refers to an open-ended war against a nebulous abstractjon:
terrorism. The government is thus claiming the authority to hold
acquitted individuals until they die and therefore nolonger dangerous.
This is not something I identify with the American Way.

Very little about this war would satisfy the nation’s founders.
President Bush exploited the justified anger against the terrorist
attacks on the World Trade Center to get a blank check to use force
against anyone he believesis a threat to the United States. It’s either
checks and balances or blank checks.

We can’t have it both ways. ‘

Ah, but we want it both ways—the ways of empire and the ways of
constitutional republic. Sorry, it can’t be done. Bush acknowledged
that implicitly when he refused to ask Congress for a formal
declaration of war. Majority Leader Tom Daschle did the same when
he said Bush would not need congressional authorization to attack
Iraq.

And the president left no doubt when he announced in his state of
the Union address that what began as a narrowly defined effort to
stop terrorism aimed at the American people had mutated into a
campaign to rid the world of all evil no matter where. The “axis of
evil” figment, ridiculed from so many quarters, is correctly interpreted
as animperial program pure and simple. Without evidence that Iraq,
Iran, and North Korea had anything to do with the September 11
attacks, they are now on the list of “next targets.” Why? Because they
may be trying to develop weapons of mass destruction. And what of
those nations that already have such weapons—India, Pakistan,
China, Russia, Israel? And those authoritarian allies that oppress
their own people? Morocco, Egypt, SaudiArabia, Turkey, ad infinitum?
We overlook that.

By now you might have the impression that forelgn policy is

cynicism writ large. You’d be right.

Forked Tongues at the
U.S. State Department

Hong Kong immigration authorities recently denied Chinese-born,
naturalized American citizen Harry Wu admission into Hong Kong.
Wu’s rejection and expulsion was unusual, given Hong Kong’s
longstanding open-border policy, especially for Americans, for whom
visas are not required.

The problem is that for the past several years, Wu has been a
prominent critic of Chinese labor camps, a subject with which he has
first-hand experience given the 19 years that he served in them. Hong
Kong officials told Wu he was being denied entry because of “safety
concerns.”

U.S. officialg expressed shock and outrage. “This could have the
effect of limiting the freedom of association and the free flow of ideas,”
exclaimed U.S. consular spokeswoman Barbara Zigli. U.S. State
Department spokesman Philip Reeker added that the incident “could
have a bad effect” on the freedom and openness that has characterized
Hong Kong.

Atthe same timg, however, State Department officials were revoking
visas that had been previously issued to Cuban officials, who were
traveling to the United States to negotiate the purchase of food from
South Dakota farmers. U.S. State Department spokesman Edward
Dickens said that it is long-standing U.S. policy to discourage travel
in the United States by members of the Cuban government.

Wouldn’t the old Indian saying “White man speaks with forked
tongue” have been more accurately expressed as, “U.S. government
officials speak with forked tongue”?
