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Family celebrates child’s return

A party Saturday afternoon
marked the celebrated return of
4-year-old Sammy Soto.

“I’'m so glad I'm back,” the child
told his family with a smile. “I
love everybody.”

Soto returned home to Post
June 27 after having disappeared
on Father’s Day, June 16. It was
during the afternoon of June 16
that authorities say Soto’s father,
Gregorio “Greg” Matillas Soto Jr.,
broke into his former mother-in-
law’s home and snatched the
child. :

Greg Soto and his son were lo-
cated early Wednesday morning,
June 26, in a Minneapolis, Minn.,
homeless shelter. According to
Chief Deputy Tommy Binford,
special agents with the FBI ar-
rested the man without incident

‘at about 6 a.m. CST.

The Garza County Sheriff’s

Department was notified of the
arrest at about 6:20 a.m.

Lina Rodriguez, Sammy’s ma-
ternal grandmother, said she had
just crawled out of bed and was
beginning to get ready for work
when the phone rang at about
6:40 a.m.

“I-was half asleep,” she said.
“When they told me (Sammy had
been found), I asked them if it
was for real.... I just wanted to
make sure [ wasn’t dreaming.”

The child’s mother, Isela
Gomez, was staying with her
mother and heard the phone ring.
When she got up and saw her
mother crying, she assumed the
news was not good.

“Then I told her, and we were
crying and excited and calling
everybody,” Rodriguez said. “We
had a house full of people that
morning.”

American Airlines provided
deep discounts on tickets for
Gomez and her mother to travel
to Minneapolis to pick up
Sammy. The two left flew out of
Lubbock for Dallas shortly after
6 p.m. and following a delay and
a brief layover in the Metroplex,
arrived in Minneapolis at about
1 a.m.

' Rodriguez said they raced to the
hotel, “dumped their bags,”

flagged down a taxi and headed
for the Hennepin County Child
Protective Services facility.
There, they picked up a sleepy
but happy and healthy Sammy at
about 2 a.m.

“He was mostly asleep when we
got there,” Rodriguez said, “but
she (Isela) had talked to him on
the phone at the airport. She told
him we were on our way, but that
he needed to go ahead and go to

Courthouse electrical wiring

A major overhaul of electrical
wiring at the Garza County
Courthouse will begin in the next
few months fdllowing commis-
sioner court action at the regu-
lar meeting June 24.

The project, which has been dis-
cussed for several months, in-
volves completely removing all
the old wiring and conduit. Troy
Sweeney with Parkhill, Smith
and Cooper explained the project,
which is expected to cost between
$200,000 to $215,000.

The court approved the engi-

neering firm to finalize bid speci-
fications for advertising of bids.
Funding the project is to be with
certificates of obligation. County
Attorney Les Acker is preparing
documents for the court’s ap-
proval.

‘'The project will include instal-
lation of an electrical transformer
on a pad, with underground wir-
ing to the courthouse. Telephone
wiring will also be replaced, with
overhead outside wiring to be re-
placed by underground wiring.

In other action, the court ap-
proved a $500 per month subsidy
for the Post/Garza County EMS.
Commissioner Lee Norman said
the subsidy is for a limited period
of time and represents one third
of the total needed by the EMS
to bring its finances into balance.
The other two thirds is being
funded :by the City of Post and
Garza County Health Care Dis-
trict.

Judge Giles W. Dalby informed
the court that an informal meet-
ing with the City of Lubbock
would be held this week to dis-
cuss serious problems at Lake
Alan Henry. “I think they just did
not consider the impact of all that
additional traffic,” he said.

The court approved food bids for
the juvenile detention center, ac-
cepting staff recommendation to
Watson-Sysco, the current pro-
vider.

Commissioners authorized
Acker and Norman to negotiate
with the owner of the “SPS”
building located on West Main
Street. Plans include leasing the
building with a “first refusal op-
tion” to buy. The court discussed
various options for the building
use, which is designed to allevi-
ate the lack of privacy in the cur-
rent Victims Assistance program
and probation office.

“It’s an idea facility for the ex-
tension office,” Norman said,
“and the probation and victim
assistance folks could expand
into the current extension office
building, providing necessary
privacy for consulting with cli-
ents.”

No action was taken by the
court on a proposed purchase of
city lots by Mitchell Real Estate.
The court is seeking input from
the City of Post prior to approval
of the sale. Post ISD has already
agreed to the sale.

Judge Dalby informed the court
that the U.S. Bureau of Prisons
1S Imposing some new require-
ments, including the appoint-
ment of a county compliance of-
ficer to ensure that contracts are
in order.

Rodriguez said Sammy seems to
have suffered no emotional
trauma from the incident; rather,
he appears to be unaware of the
circumstances surrounding his
recent travels.

In the meantime, Greg Soto re-
mained in the Hennepin County
Jail Tuesday evening. He has
waived extradition, Binford said,
and representatives of the Garza

County Sheriff’s Department left
Tuesday to pick up the man and
return him to the local jail.

Upon his return, Greg Soto will
be arraigned on charges of aggra-
vated assault and aggravated
kidnapping, Binford said.

A federal charge for unlawful
flight to avoid prosecution was
initially pending, but Rodriguez
saild she understood that charge

was to be dropped.

Lubbock FBI supervisor Miles
Burden, whose office played a
major role in the investigation
surrounding Sammy’s disappear-
ance, was unavailable for com-
ment Tuesday.

According to sheriff’s depart-
ment reports, Greg Soto called
his ex-wife, Gomez, and asked to
see the couple’s children - Mat-
thew, Sammy and 17-month-old

Destiney - on Father’s Day. He
appeared at the home of his
former mother-in-law in the 900
block of West 14th where Gomez
and the children were staying,
demanding to be allowed inside.
Gomez had locked the doors and
advised her ex-husband to leave.
When he refused, Gomez told her
oldest child to go to the back of
the house and call 9-1-1.

Greg Soto kicked through the
locked screen door to gain en-
trance to the home and, accord-
ing to reports, began physically
assaulting his former wife. He
knocked her down and dragged
her from the living room area and
down the hall to where the 7-
year-old was using the telephone.

Greg Soto snatched the phone
from his oldest son and used the
handheld device as a weapon,

Gomez said. He hit Matthew with
the phone before turning his at-
tention to his ex-wife. Reports
indicate that as Greg Soto was
striking Gomez with the cordless
telephone, she fell into a nearby
bathroom, shutting the door be-
hind her to ward off the attack.
Gomez reported that while she
lay in the bathroom floor, she

Fireworks safety urged

The celebration of our country’s Independence Day has long been associated
with firework displays, ranging from elaborate shows to families popping
firecrackers on the side of country roads.

The fun of the Fourth is unmistakable, but the underlying danger that is
always present when dealing with fireworks is something that requires
careful attention: According to the most recent figures from the National
Safety Council, 10 people were killed in the year 2000 and 11,000 were
treated in hospital ER rooms for firework-related injuries. Almost half of
these injuries occurred to children 15 and younger, while two-third of the
victims were male.

Even sparklers, seemingly harmless, can burn at temperatures of up to
1,800 degrees Fahrenheit, which can easily cause third-degree burns.

The NCS also offers many suggestions to users and bystanders to help
minimize the chance of fireworks injuries:

e Always light fireworks outdoors in a clear area away from onlookers,
houses and flaminable materials;

» Light one device at a time and maintain a safedistance after lighting the
devices; 3 et e o -

* Do not try to relight fireworks;

» Never allow young children to handle fireworks;

* Do not allow any running or horseplay while fireworks are in use;

» Never ignite devices in a containers, and;

» Always store fireworks in a dry, cool place and avoid rough handling that
might damage the fuse or handles.
