The Garza County Commissioners’ Court split 2-2 on a vote Mon-
day morning to raise salaries of the clerk’s deputies above the over-
all five percent increase in the budget.

The issue came while reviewing departmental budgets. County
Clerk Jerry Hays had recommended an increase in base pay for
clerk’s deputies, which would have put their total salary above the
five percent raise approved by the court.

Commissioner Lee Norman pointed out that there should be a stan-
dard pay scale for employees, and recommended rejecting the clerk’s
request.

Commissioners Mason McClellan and John Valdez voted for the
clerk’s proposal. Judge Giles W. Dalby broke the tie, joining Norman
and commissioner Mike Sanchez in rejecting the proposed raise.

After the vote, Hays informed the court that the matter would be
brought before the grievance committee.

Later in the budget review, salary increase above the five percent
for the county attorney’s secretary was denied on a 3-1 vote, with
Norman voting to approve the recommendation. A proposed addi-
tional increase above the five percent for the county extension of-
fice secretary was also rejected.

Commissioners approved changing of internet service for the
agent’s office to wireless, as required by the state office. The county’s

Garza County Health Care District taxpayers can tentatively plan
on slightly lower tax bills this coming year.

District officials approved the adoption of the current year’s tax
rate — .10258 per $100 valuation — during their Sept. 5 meeting,
but the rate’s final approval is pending, Interim Administrator Tanya
White said. On Tuesday, local officials were waiting to hear from
the state regarding publishing requirements linked to the adoption
of the new tax rate.

District officials have until Sept. 30 to officially adopt the tax rate
for the 2002-2003 fiscal year, which runs Oct. 1 through Sept. 30.

Although the pending rate remains the same as that observed
during the current fiscal year, White said most taxpayers are likely
to see some decrease in their tax bills from the health care district.
White said she believes lower valuations may be a part of the de-

City Council
approves tax
rate increase

For residents of the City of Post, the upcoming fiscal year is ex-
pected to bring an abundance of water — as well as heftier tax bills.

City officials, during their regular monthly meeting Tuesday
evening, voted reluctantly to double the existing tax rate to .7708
per $100 valuation. All of the added revenues generated by the tax
hike will be earmarked for the city’s water project, which will in-
volve the construction of a water line to Slaton and the installa-
tion of new water tanks.

City Manager Fred Stephens said none of the extra revenues
would be used to cover the increased water costs handed down by
the White River Municipal Water Authority.

“All of the monetary increase will go toward servicing the debt
Post has on $5 million worth of certificates of obligation that were
sold,” Stephens said, noting that the city’s annual payment will be
right at $400,000.

The new tax rate is expected to generate an additional $310,000,
he said.

“We're not comfortable with what we’ve had to do with taxes, but
the alternative would be even more expensive,” Stephens said.

Next year, city officials plan on exploring new and additional fund-
ing sources to cover the debt, the city manager said.

Designs for the Slaton water project are complete, and the city is
expected to begin advertising for bids by the end of this month or
the beginning of next month. The majority of the right-of-way pur-
chases have been secured, and actual construction on the project
should begin in November or December, Stephens said.

City officials hope to see the new pipeline in place and water tanks
operational by June or July of next year.

Post is one of four South Plains communities that have for years
relied on the White River Municipal Water District for its water;
however, White River Lake has suffered from the drought and is
dangerously low.
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share of the cost is $37.50 per month.

In other matters, the court approved a resolution of support for
the Texas Plains Trail Grant following a presentation by Marie Neff.

Advertising for bids to sell two lots, in coordination with the city
and Post ISD, were approved.

An amendment to the sub-division rules regarding county roads
was also approved.

A public assistant application was rejected due to the applicants
not being financially qualified.

Judge Dalby explained to the court the importance of maintaining
the Standard and Poor’s Bond Rating regarding information re-
quested by the bonding company.

Commissioners agreed with Judge Dalby about joining the Asso-
ciation of Rural Communities in Texas.

A contract for maintenance of the radio equipment at the tower
was approved, with Sheriff Kenny Ratke explaining that Gerald

Stafford would be paid $50 per month for the service.
A motion by commissioner McClellan to reduce the speed limit to

45 mph on two miles of County Road 125 was rejected for lack of a
second. The court agreed to post speed limit signs of 60 mph on the
county road, following Sheriff Ratke’s recommendation.

The court recessed until 6:30 p.m. to conduct its public hearing on
the tax rate. There were no citizens attending the public hearing.

creased tax bills, but other factors also may factor in.

“To maintain the same amount of revenue would have required a
tax rate hike,” White said, “so with the same tax rate, taxpayers
should see a bit of a decrease.”

During the Sept. 5 meeting, district board members also adopted
an amended budget for the new fiscal year. That budget was ap-
proximately $820,000, down from each of the budgets adopted in
the previous two years.

“It 1s pared down some,” White said. “Traditionally we spend less
than we budget for,”

The larger-than-needed budget is necessary, she said, due to un-
predictable needs relating to equipment repairs, building mainte-
nance and indigent health care.

White said the district’s board is “very conservative,” and the
district’s office is “very lightly staffed.” Three full-time and two part-
time employees work in the health care district facility, and one of
those deals full-time with indigent health care issues and the phar-
maceutical assistance program. Another deals strictly with book-
keeping, data and reports, grounds maintenance and utilities.

At the group’s Aug. 29 meeting, White said the board received a
report from a Lubbock architect working on a report dealing with
the old hospital building. District officials want to explore the feasi-
bility of utilizing and upgrading the building to meet mandated life
and safety codes in the event the community opts to pursue the
reopening of the local hospital.

At its Aug. 20 session, health care board members discussed an
update of the ambulance agreement between the city, the county,
the health care district and the Post EMS Association. No action
was taken, as everyone on hand for the session agreed that more
review time was necessary, White said.

The next meeting of the Garza County Health Care District board
will be Sept. 19 at 6:30 p.m. at the Citizens Bank Community Room.

TDA seeks historic farm & ranches

Agriculture Commissioner Susan Combs announced that the Texas
Department of Agriculture is seeking applications for the 2002 Family Land
Heritage Program, which recognizes farms and ranches that have been in
continuous agricultural operation by the same family for 100, 150 and 200
years. Since the program started in 1974, almost 3,700 farms and ranches
have been recognized in 219 Texas counties.

“We must not forget our past,” Combs said. “There was a time when few
buildings and roads could be seen on the Texas landscape. Instead, there
were pioneer families, one after the other, homesteading on a great wilderness,
building their homes and staking their claim to the land. This program
recognizes these pioneers and the generations who have continued the
farming or ranching heritage.”

Farms and ranches that qualify will be honored during a ceremony in
Austin in March 2003. The history of the farm or ranch will be chronicled in
the 2002 registry. Honorees can also obtain historic farm or ranch signage
for their property.

Garden Checklist for September

Rejuvenate heat-stressed geraniums and begonias for the fall season by
lightly pruning, fertilizing and watering. Caladiums require plenty of water
this time of year if they are to remain lush and attractive until fall.

Fertilize with ammonium sulfate at the rate of 1/3 to « pound per 100 square
feet of bed area, and water thoroughly. Don’t allow plants with green fruit
or berries to suffer from lack of moisture. Hollies will frequently drop their
fruit under drought conditions.

Remove weak, unproductive growth from crepe myrtles and roses to
stimulate new growth for fall beauty. Lightly prune and deadhead zinnias,
marigolds, salvias and other color producing plants to stimulate continued
flowering. Prune ouit dead or diseased wood from trees and shrubs. Hold off
on major pruning until midwinter. Pruning now may stimulate tender new
growth prior to frost.

Sow seeds of snapdragons, pinks, pansies, and other winter flowers in flats
for planting outside during mid to late fall. Prepare the beds for spring-
flowering bulbs as soon as possible. It isimportant to cultivate the soil and
add generous amounts of organic matter to improve water drainage. Bulbs
will rot without proper drainage.

Continue a disease spray schedule on roses, as blackspot and mildew can
be extremely damaging in September and October. Christmas cactus can
be made to flower by supplying 12 hours of uninterrupted darkness and cool
nights (55 degrees F) for a month, starting in mid-October.

Keep plants on the dry side for a month prior to the treatment. Plan to sow
wildflowers in early September and October. Check supplies now and order
seed for planting in open sunny areas. Consider bluebonnets, Indian
paintbrushes, coneflowers, firewheels, black-eyed Susans, evening primroses,
and many others.

Soils should be lightly cultivated prior to planting. Divide spring flowering
perennials such as irises, Shasta daisies, gaillardias, cannas, daylilies,
violets, liriopes, and ajugas.

lAnd thereafter, freedom of association

by Walter E. Williams

DoAmericansreally cherish freedom of association?
Are there any justifiable restrictions on freedom of
association? In my book, any restriction on one’s
right to associate freely with anyone he pleases, on
mutually agreeable terms, is both offensive and a
gross violation of human rights. Let’s think about it,
starting with a couple of examples from the past.

In 1958, two Virginia residents — Mr. Loving, a white man, and

Mildred Jeter, a black woman — traveled to Washington, D.C., to
marry. Upon return to Virginia, they were charged with and found
guilty of violation of Virginia’s anti-miscegenation laws. In 1967, the
U.S. Supreme Court, in Loving vs. Virginia, held that laws banning
interracial marriages violated the equal protection and due process
clauses of the Fourteenth Amendment. The couple’s conviction was
reversed. Aside from Virginia’s anti-miscegenation laws having
» violated the Constitution, it also violated the basic human right of
» freedom of association.
+ Let’s now ask whether Virginia’s laws would have been more
» acceptable if instead of banning interracial marriages, it mandated
+ interracial marriages? I'd find such a law just as offensive, and for
thé samie reason: It'would violate freedom of association.

There’s another case we might look at. H.L. Mencken, writing in
. the Nov. 9, 1948, Baltimore Evening Sun, brought to light that the
¢ City’s Park Board had a regulation forbidding white and black
¢ citizens from playing tennis with each other in public parks. Today,
 most Americans, I suspect would find such a regulation an offensive
- attack on freedom of association. I imagine that most would find it
- Just as offensive if the regulation had required blacks and whites to
' play tennis with one another. It would also violate freedom of
. association.

- WhileAmericans would agree there should be freedom of association
in the specific cases of marriage and tennis, what about freedom of
association as a general principle? Suppose men formed a club, a

i B I e e e e e T LT o T A I .

professional association or anyother private association, and women
wanted to be members. Is there any case for forcing them to admit
women?

Or, what if it were white men who formed a private association —
is there any case for forcing them to admit blacks to membership?
The same question can be asked in reverse: What if it were women
or blacks who formed an association. Should they be forced to admit
men or whites? Wouldn’t forced membership in any of these cases
violate freedom of association?

What if you wanted to deal with me, but I didn’t want to deal with
you? You say: “I'm stuck with that one, Williams. What do you
mean?” Suppose I’'m looking to hire an employee. You show up for the
job, but I don’t want to deal with you. My reasons might be that
you're white, you're a Catholic, you're ugly, you’re a woman or
anything else about you that I find objectionable. Should I be forced
to hire you?

You say, “Williams, that’s illegal employment discrimination.”
You're right, but it still has to do with freedom of association — and
either you're for or against freedom of association as a general
principle.

You might argue that I should hire or deal with the first qualified
person who comes along. In terms of freedom of association, that’s
nonsense. After all, would you say I should marry the first qualified
women who comes along or play tennis with the first qualified
person, or should I be free to marry or play tennis with people I like?

The bottom lineis that the true test of one’s commitment to freedom
of association doesn’t come when he allows people to associate in
ways he approves. The true test of that commitment comes when he
allows people to be free to voluntarily associate in ways he deems
despicable. Forced association is not freedom of association.

} Too extreme a statement? Look at what has come out of Congress
and the Oval Office in recent weeks. Our representatives passed a
1300-page “anti-terrorism” bill - obscenely named the USAPatriot Act
:-withoutreadingit! It expands the surveillance powers of government
iby orders of magnitude and lets government agents search our
homes without our knowledge.

+ That same bill imposes new and intrusive obligations on every
’busmess in the country. It contains this little, underreported
:bombshell (Sec. 365): “Any person - (1) who is engaged in a trade or
Ebusiness; and (2) who, in the course of such trade or business,
:receives more than $10,000 in coins or currency in 1 transaction (or
2 or more related transactions), shall file a report described in
'subsection (b) with respect to such transaction (or related
stransactions) with the Financial Crimes Enforcement Network at
tsuch time and in such manner as the [Treasury] Secretary may, by
-regulation, prescribe.”

As the Boston Globe observed, “Three $4,000 pieces of furniture,
for example, might trigger a filing.”

Extensive violations of our financial privacy were imposed, first, to
ensure tax compliance, then to fight the war on drug users. They
mostly involved banks and related institutions. (You can’t take
$10,000 out of the country without telling the government.) Now the
violations have been broadened to every business and consumer in
the guise of fighting terrorism. Whatever happens, the power
mongers win.

More than 500 people (noncitizens) are being detained indefinitely,
in many cases incommunicado. Some of those who are permitted to
see lawyers are denied private meetings with them. Do the public
schools tell kids about habeas corpus?

And of course, the president has signed an order permitting
noncitizens to be tried in secret military tribunals under rules of
evidence and a standard of proof to be determined by - the secretary
of defense. Someone could be executed under a standard weaker
than the traditional “beyond a reasonable doubt” and with a less-
than-unanimous verdict. Now there’s confidence in the American
way of life.

But all such concerns are to be blinked away in the wave of
patriotic war fever that currently washes over America. The
politicians - egged on by the cheerleaders of the news media - figure
they can keep us too giddy with the rocket’s red glare and bombs
bursting in air to notice our liberties being sucked out of our lives,
not by the terrorists, evil as they are, but by our government’s
reaction to them.

All in a day’s work in the American Empire. It’s a just war.
Anything goes.

I suppose that includes most everything, seems nothing is forever.
When we get old and used up, we move on and the young takes our
place. I guess that includes old school houses as well. For the last two
weeks I have been working in Olney, Texas doing a demolition job on
a old, but still in fairly decent shape, elementary school building.

From what a few oldtimers has told me, construction beganin 1937,
First students began classesin 1942. One oldtimer told me his family
helped to build the structure. It was built by the WPA (Working
People Administration). I am told that the WPA was started by
Franklin D. Roosevelt to get people back to work and ease the
hardships of the Great Depression in the early 1930’s. The building
had approximately 39,000 square feet of floor space. It had the same
type brick and was built with similarities to the First Methodist
Church here in Post, Texas.

Now to be 63 years old, the ol’ gal still stood pretty proud. What
amazed me was how well and professionally built it was. We do a lot
of demolition, and that old school was the most difficult to demolish
that I have ever encountered. Joe Marts Construction will earn its
money on that one.

I have wondered why it took so long to construct, but then I realized
there was'no-power tools, no ditchers, no redi-mix trucks, nor was
there any high lift fork lifts. Everything was hand built. And let me
tell you its hotter than a firecracker with the fuse in backwards in
Olney, Tx. I am only left to imagine the sweat and had to be tiring
days during its construction.

From what I was told, it withstood a severe tornado in the 1950’s.
Considering 63 years of weather, drouth, time and thousands of
onery kids putting it to a constant test, I suppose the old girl served
her purpose. Shes on the ground now and soon will be replaced with
a complete new school.

I've always heard, build on a good foundation, and you will stand
forever. I guess that holds to be true, time and the elements didn’t
take ‘er down, we did. Speaking of foundations, it took 5 1/2 days to
wreck the building, now it looks like its gonna take 10 days to remove
the footing and the foundation. It is in the ground 5 feet with “T”
bottoms under that.

I can remember when I was a kid, I thought it would be neat to
demolish a school house. Now that I am 57 years old, I don’t seen
anything neat about it. I would say to the hard working people back
in those days that constructed that building “Good job guy’s, you did
a helluva job,” looks like it accomplished your goals.

Now... as far asI am concerned, tearing that old building down was
like attending someones funeral that I did not know personally.
Seems whether I knew the person or not, I still felt some sort of a
sense of sadness.

means you have a ship that would go to the manned space station in outer
space every month to six weeks and deliver fresh produce.”

He says the project was interesting from a sociological point of view.

“It wasn’t so much that we needed to provide them with fruits and
vegetables for their nutrition. But for them to consume a fresh orange,
banana, an apple or cantaloupe, that sort of thing, it was for psychological
reasons. It would make them think that by the familiar aromas and tastes,
they were at home, in their garden, in their kitchen, out in their yard, and
basically on earth. So fruits and vegetables are important not only for our
well being physically, but also mentally.”

When he’s not figuring out how to make fruits and vegetables last longer,
he spends a good amount of time in his yard. He does landscaping with
native plants, shrubs, trees and grasses.

“It's very beautiful. People drive by and look at it on a regular basis. My
maintenance cost is extremely low. A lot of people here in the valley have a
water bill of nearly two hundred dollars a month to irrigate their grass and
verything else. Mine is twenty-six dollars and seven cents a month. And
that is keeping an eight thousand gallon goldfish pond full of water.”

He has huisache, mountain laurel and Mexican olive trees, cenizo, prickly
pear cactus, buffalo grass and colorful native vines that grow on trellises.

“As aresultofall the color and the blooming things, I have all kinds of birds
nesting in my yard. Ninety nine percent of my yard is done with native stuff.
[t can be very attractive if you put a little time and thought into it. It’s
functional and still quite beautiful.”
