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Sheriff gets outside help
in rape investigation

The investigation into an aggravated sexual assault, which re-
portedly occurred Oct. 11 in the northwest portion of the city, is
ongoing, Garza County Sheriff Kenny Ratke said Tuesday after-
noon.

“We do not have enough information to make an arrest in this
case, so the investigation continues,” he said.

Representatives from the various agencies involved, including the
sheriff’s department, the Lubbock Police Department, the Depart-
ment of Public Safety lab and the Texas Rangers, are scheduled to
meet Thursday morning to discuss possible outside agency involve-
ment and profiling techniques.

The case may draw on assistance of the Dallas Police Depart-
ment and law officers representing Williamson County, Ratke said.
He declined to divulge further information regarding the investi-
gation, but noted specific representatives with these law enforce-
ment agencies are experts in “certain investigative techniques.”

“Sometimes our inability to release information comes from law
enfor®ement advice and advice from the prosecutor’s office,” the

sheriff said. “We feel like it is in our best interest to operate on that
advice.

“We're just getting started in this investigation.... The refusal on
our part to communicate with the media... is protecting the investi-
gation.... It would be counterproductive at this time to release in-
formation that might be used in getting this perpetrator off the
streets.”

Ratke said there is no cause for panic following the reported as-
sault; instead, he suggested local residents make sure they practice
routine home and personal safety procedures — the locking of doors
and windows, for example — that are sometimes overlooked in small-
town environments.

“We have stepped up our patrols,” Ratke said, “but the primary
thing people should realize is that we are not exempt (from crime)
here. Even if we exclude this perpetrator, we take way too many
chances. Be cautious. Pay attention. Lock doors. Use common sense
and common safety measures.”

In earlier reports, the sheriff said the assault was reported by a
woman in her early 40s. The crime is said to have occurred at her
home sometime during the overnight hours. There were no visible
signs of forced entry to the home, but a weapon was used.

The name of the complainant and the specific location of the al-
leged crime have not been released.

Harvest at a Standstill

Cotton harvest has come to a
standstill the last couple of weeks
across Garza County and the High
Plains. Much needed rainfall has
come and continued through
Monday. Certainly this isn't when
we would prefer having our rain, but
very seldom is it when we would.

Rainfall reports during the past
two weeks that I have heard range
from over two inches to as high as
seven inches. With very little
sunshine for several days drying out
hasbeenreallyslow. It will be several
more days before producers can get
back in their fields to continue this
Years harvest.

Priorto this wet period, cotton yields
were better than they have beenin a
long time. Most dryland fields were
averaging around a bale to the acre
andirrigated fields from 1« to3 bales
per acre. Classing records from the
lint harvested were mostly good as
well.

Recent research conducted at the
USDA-ARS Gin Lab in Lubbock on
weathering effect of cotton estimates
what might happen during an
extended wet period. Color grades
could be degraded by as much as one
'or two grades. Staple length could be
reduced due to exposure as well as
ffiberuniformity by 1-2%. Leafgrades

® .were reduced in this study from 1 -2

grades, however, micronaire values
were not affected.

With the exception of leaf grade
and to an extent, bark, these effects
generally cannot be controlled by the
producers.

Everyone will want to get in the
field as soon as possible, but producers
need to make sure the plants are
conditioned for harvest, otherwise
problems with barky grades and/or
other quality discounts could occur.

A rough estimate of loss would be a
yield reduction of about 5%
(depending upon variety and yield
potential) and about a 3 / pound
reduction in quality grade. Again
these arejust estimates and all fields
will vary somewhat. Based on
weathering value and loan chart this
weather could reduce net income by
$15-$25 per bale.

On the bright side, moisture
conditions will be good for spring
planting deep moisture, small grain
crops and help grow some wild rye
and winter weeds for cattle.

In his Oct. 20, 2002, New York Times I\hg'lzine article titled “For
Richer: The Disappearing Middle Class,” Princeton
University economist Professor Paul Krugman wrote,
“For the America I grew up in — the America of the
1950s and 1960s — was a middle-class society, both
in reality and in feel. The vast income and wealth
inequalities of the Gilded Age had disappeared. ...
Daily experiences confirmed the sense of a fairly
equal society. The economic disparities you were conscious of were
quite muted.”

Krugman’s vision of income inequality and the disappearing middle
class is an excellent example of the classroom propaganda college
professors use to exploit America’s immature and inexperienced
youth.

Let’slook atit. Ano-braineris that, ifthe middle class hasdisappeared
or 1s disappearing, it means that America has become or is becoming
a nation where there’s only the rich and the poor — like a Third World
country. I'd like to see Krugman'’s evidence.

Krugman sees the '50s and ’60s as a time of a “fairly equal society.”
Even if his observations were factually true, so what? Does it mean
that the average person enjoyed a higher standard of living? The fact
of business is that the 20th century has been the best ever for all
Americans.

Cato Institute scholars Stephen Moore and the late Juhan Simon
document this in “It’s Getting Better All the Time.” Let’s take a small
sample of their evidence. The average life expectancy in 1900 was 47
years. Today, it is 77 and rising. The infant-mortality rate has dropped
from one in 10 to one in 150.

Americans who're considered poor have routine access to a quality of
food, health care, consumer products, entertainment, communications
and transportation that even the Vanderbilts, Carnegies and
Rockefellers could have only dreamed of.

Rich people have always had servants to spare them the drudgery of
having to beat the dust out of rugs; the advent of vacuum cleaners

spared the common man of that kind of dfudgery. Henry Ford became
very rich, but the benefits reaped by the common man by being able
to afford an auto trivialized whatever gains were reaped by Ford.

Air conditioning and air travel, as late as the '50s, were something
for the well-to-do; now, half the poor people have air conditioning and
travel by air, and more than halfown automobiles. In the 19th century,
almost all teen-agers toiled in factories or fields. Now, nine in 10
attend high school.

Today’s Americans have three times more leisure time than their
great-grandparents did. The price of food relative to wages has
plummeted: In the early part of this century, the average American
had to work two hours to earn enough to purchase a chicken, compared
with 20 minutes today.

College professors, politicians and others whose agenda calls for
increased government control over our lives promote the lie that
things are getting worse. Ifwe buyinto that lie, we'll kill the goose that
lays the golden eggs. We might ask ourselves: Why is it that so much
of the progress of the past 100 years has originated in America?

Moore and Simon provide a simple but compelling answer: “The
unique American formula of individual liberty and free enterprise has
cultivated risk-taking, experimentation, innovation and scientific
exploration on a grand scale that has never occurred anywhere
before.”

Finally, let’s keep in mind that inequality of income 1s a result, and

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The Free Market and Hawks

Barrow Edge should be considered a hero to libertarians and
conservationists alike. In 1933, she founded Hawk Mountain
Sanctuary in Kempton, Pennsylvania. At a time in our country’s
history when the economy was a shambles and eocmllqn}wab hip,
Edge managed to establish the first refuge for hawks in the world —
without the aid of government.

In the 1920s and 30s, ettitudes towards wildlife were different than
they are today. Vegetarianism was not common, fur was not frowned
upon, and hunting was more widely accepted. Birds of prey were
considered pests and vermin instead of the beautiful and graceful
creatures that they are. _

They killed “irnic s poultry and were known to eat the songbirds
that man; _eople tried to attract to their yards. The Pennsylvania
Game Commission even had a bounty of $5 per bird for Northern
Goshawks, a woodland hawk. Because of these attitudes, hawks
were killed indiscriminately.

What is now North Lookout on Hawk Mountain used to be a
shotgunner’s delight. Hawk Mountain Sanctuary (HMS) sits atop
the Kittatiny Ridge in the Appalachian Mountains of Pennsylvania,
a major flyway for migrating hawks. As hawks migrate south, they
are funneled into large concentrations when they encounter the
Kittatiny, following it south in sometimes uncountable numbers.

The North Lookout provided the perfect place for hunters to meet
and practice their shooting skills on hawks before the hunting
season started. The number of hawks killed there was astounding.
The archives at HMS contain photos of row upon row of dead hawks
lined upon the ground from a single day’s kill.

It was at a meeting of the Hawk and Owl Society in New York 1n
1933 that would mark the end of the slaughter. Richard Pough, an
ornithologist from Philadelphia who had first discovered the killings,
lectured before the society, presenting his photographs of the grisly
scene to the society’s members. It was that lecture that motivated
Rosalie Edge to take action.

Edge had started her own society, the Emergency Conservation
Committee (ECC), to enlighten the public about the plight of the
environment. Through the ECC, she raised $600 to buy an option on
the 1,400 acres that would eventually become HMS. By 1935, she
had raised the $3,500 needed to buy the land-outright — a lot of
money at that time, especially during the Great Depression.

Today, HMS is one of the premier hawk-watching sites in the world.
70,000 people visit it every year to see the 18,000 hawks that fly past
North Lookout during the fall. HMS has a full-time staff of 16, as well
as a cadre of interns and visiting scholars who come from around the
globe to use the research facilities there.

All of this is supported by voluntary donations, user fees (entry is
$7 in the fall), and membership fees ($35 for individuals, $40 for

families). Last year, HMS had 10,000 dues-paying members.
Membership benefits include access to the sanctuary, a subscription
to HMS’s magazine, a discount at the sanctuary’s bookstore,
invitations to classes and lectures, and a members-only campground.

All of this would not be possible without the charitable efforts of
Rosalie Barrow Edge. Her willingness to devote her time and
resources toa cause for which she cared deeply resulted in something

so special that certainly even she could not foresee what HMS would
beeome.
The success of HMS is shining, glorious evidence that the free-

market and private conservation is an effective, viable alternative to
public ownership of land and government command-and-control of
the environment.

He has written six books and for s time wrote George
Dolan’s column which was on the front page of the Fort Worth Star-
Telegram. He has been a newspaper and magazine publisher and has
painted murals all over town depicting De Leon’s history.

He writes a weekly column in the De Leon Free Press.

Typewriters are foreign to Chupp. He uses a number two pencil and prints
his words of wisdom on notebook paper. His can write (print) a column in
fifteen minutes. His wife then types them on computer and puts them on his
website (charleschupp.com) which is visited by people all over the world.

It was
a West Texas parody of Taming of the Shrew. That was followed by the real
play. The roughnecks and drillers in the audience preferred Chupp’s

version.

At the conclusion of both presentations, the crowd started yelling for the
author. Chupp says since Shakespeare was dead, he figured they were

wanting to see him.

“But I made it over the fence before they caught me.”
His new book is THE NTH READER. NTH stands for Neglected Texas
History and has some funny stories. Some of them are true.
