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Algerita building 
in need of major 
repairs to walls 

City officials are hoping state 
grant money can help restore the 
deteriorating rock walls of the his-
toric Algerita Hotel. 

No action was taken, but during 
last week's City Council meeting 
council members agreed the city 
should seek state assistance in re-
vamping one of Post's oldest build-
ings. 

In a May 2 letter from represen-
tatives of Parkhill, Smith & Coo-
per (PSC), an engineering/archi-
tectural firm out of Lubbock, City 
Manager Fred Stephens was ad-
vised that a recent inspection of 
the building, as well as telephone 
conversations with the man who 
supervised the rebuilding of the 
structure's south wall about 15 
years ago, indicate the Algerita's 
walls need to be rebuilt. 

"We have concluded that the cur-
rent need to rebuild the walls 

City seeking options for 
water rights near Southland County looks to 

Lubbock to share 
costs of diving team 

City officials are in the early 
stages of a project that could 
serve as a contingency plan for 
the municipal water supply. 
City Manager Fred Stephens 

said he is trying to gather data 

from four Southland-area land-
owners who have indicated an 
interest in selling well water to 
Post. City officials have been 
talking to the landowners for 
more than a year. 

The city may try to enter into 
12-month options with one or 
more of the landowners to allow 
the municipality to "determine 
what direction the city should go 
in," the city manager said. 

If the well water option appears 
feasible, the city could rely on the 
additional water source as a 
supplemental supply in the event 
there is some sort of break down 
or Slaton is unable to sell water 
to Post, Stephens said. However, 
the final decision on the project 
will be dictated by several fac-
tors, including cost, availability 
and the term the well water 
would be available. 

would not be much different than 
the rebuilding of the south wall 
several years ago," the letter 
states. 

When the south wall was rebuilt, 
workers shored up the building 
before removing the rock wall, ac-
cording to the letter The rocks 
were then cleaned, and the wall 
was reconstructed with a concrete 
block backup. The effort cost ap-
proximately $17,000, with the su-
pervisor, Jerry Osborn, donating 
his time and much of the materi-
als. 
"It is our speculation that simi-

lar work required on the west wall 
and minimal work on the east wall 
could easily double that amount, 
depending on how much architec-
tural detail is restored on the west 
side," the PSC letter states. 

While the Algerita is listed on the 
National Historic Register, it is 
not registered as a Texas Histori-
cal Site; therefore, there are not 
requirements that the building be 
restored to its original design, ac-
cording to the PSC letter. 

To achieve the reconstruction 
project outside of the direction of 
any historical groups, PSC esti-
mates its fee through the bid 
phase of the project would be 
about $11,500, as well as reim-
bursable expenses of another 
$1,100. 

The Algerita opened in 1908. In 
about 1968, the building became 
the property of the Garza County 
Heritage Association. 

Over the years, the old hotel has 
seen several renovations, includ-
ing one in the 1970s to that por-
tion of the building that served the 
local senior citizens group; one in 
1984 to the arts center; and the 
addition of a new roof in 2001. 

Today, the Algerita houses the lo-
cal arts center. 

A request to add two more 
divers to the Garza County Dive 
Team is on hold as county offi-
cials work to secure financial as-
sistance from the City of Lub-
bock. 
Constable Daniel Yarbro ap-

proached the Commissioners 
Court Monday with a request to 
bump the dive team up to a full 
six members. 

"A full dive team consists of six 
fully-certified divers — two 
divers in the water, one safety 
diver, two divers who are suited 
up and ready to dive and one 
communication and timekeeper 
operator," Yarbro stated in a let-
ter to the court. "We are only op-
erating with two divers in the 
water and an operator. This poses 
a problem with the quality of the 
operation and the safety of every-
one." 

Yarbro said he has verbal agree-
ments from two individuals who 
are willing to sign two-year com-
mitments to the Garza County 
Dive Team. Additionally, these 
individuals have agreed to be on-
call 24 hours a day. 
Total cost for training and 

equipment is slightly more than 
$3,000, according to Yarbro. 

In the event either of the two 
new divers leaves the dive team 
during the two-year period, the 
individual will be required to re-
fund the county for all expenses 
incurred. • 

Commissioner Lee Norman said 

that while everyone would agree 
that the dive team's expansion 
would be beneficial, the City of 
Lubbock should be asked to share 
in the expense. 

The bulk of the dive team's du-
ties are carried out at the Lub-
bock-owned Lake Alan Henry. 

In other business, County Com-
missioners approved an addition 
to the personnel policy regarding 
the use of county credit cards. 

According to the new policy, no 
Garza County elected official or 
employee entrusted with a 
county credit card will use the 
card for "personal expenditures" 
or "any type of expenditure not 
reimbursable as a county busi-
ness expense within existing 
county budget limitations." 
Additionally, anyone using a 

county credit card will be re-
quired to turn in receipts from 
expenditures "as soon as possible 
after charging." 

Rounding out the agenda, com-
missioners: 
• Discussed the annual jail in-

spection reports from the Texas 
Commission on Jail Standards. 
According to the report, the 
Garza County Jail was found 
within compliance, while the 
Dalby unit was found to have one 
minor violation dealing with the 
documentation of fire drills. 
• Approved an amendment to 

the Garza County Subdivision 
Regulations concerning accep-
tance of roads for maintenance. 
• Discussed the hiring of an 

audit firm for Garza County. The 
item was tabled.and will be re-
considered at the court's June 10 
session. 
• Turned down an application 

for public assistance. 
• Reviewed the county's drug 

and alcohol testing policy and 
procedures. No changes were 
made.

The Anderson County highways will soon become a little lonelier as long-time highway 

patrolman Senior Corporal Gary Briley retires from the Department of Public Safety (DPS) 
this month.

From paperwork to training. Briley has 
seen many changes in the DPS program in 
the past 29 years. 

"Accident investigations are more 
advanced," Briley said. "And the amount 
of paperwork has increased. 

"Also, training to be a trooper used to be 
18 weeks," he said. "Now it is 27 weeks." 

Briley said he enjoyed the freedom that 
came from being a trooper, and will miss 
the friends he has made on the job. 

"I will miss the camaraderie with my 
friends at work," he said. "I do plan to stay 
in touch with them. 1 enjoy being around 
them." 

According to his co-workers, Briley will 
be greatly missed as well. 

"I am going to miss him," said fellow 
trooper and friend Jimmy Dunklin. "He is 
a really good supervisor and a quality 
highway patrolman." 

Highway patrol secretary Melissa 
Wilbanks agreed. 

"He has truly made my job a lot easier 
than it should have been," Wilbanks said. 
"He has been a delight to work with, and 
I'm going to miss him." 

After retirement, Briley plans to do some 
traveling during the summer months with 
his wife, Sara, a teacher at Palestine Middle 
School. He is also considering some future 
job opportunities. 

"I'm still too young to just hang around 
and do nothing," he said. "But I won't be 
going back to work right away either." 

Briley wanted to thank State Senator 
Todd Staples (R-Palestine) for his help in 
making connections and working out the 
details of his retirement. Briley's last day 
on the job is May 15.

How many times have we applauded those who 
"made a difference in the lives of others" and been 
admonished to do the same? On the face of it, that has 

n to be one of the more mindless generalities of our 
as 

	

	modem era. After all, didn't Hitler, Stalin, Pol Pot and 
Castro also make a difference in the lives of others? 
A prominent politician once told me that it's up to 

9 	0 	Congress to save jobs. That's a sentiment with enormous appeal today, 
reflected in tariffs, quotas and other economic restrictions. Taken 

_literally, saving jobs means lower wealth, and I'm against it. Let's 
• think about it. 

In 1776, farmers made up 90 percent of the labor force; today, 
farmers are about two percent. That's a lot of jobs lost. What should 
an earlier Congress have done to save those jobs? In my youth, icemen 
and milkmen delivered their wares in horse-drawn wagons. Those 
jobs have been lost, along with the jobs of stable keepers and wagon 
repairmen. Was it the responsibility of Congress to save those jobs? 
,; The destruction of jobs through natural market forces is, for example, 
:a wonderful thing; it frees up labor resources to do other things, 
although a hardship on those displaced. After all, if 90, 60, or 30 
'percent of our labor force were farming, where in the world would we a-' 

3 
get workers to produce cars, computers, roads and ships? Many 
:parents tell their children that anything worth doing is worth doing 
as well as possible. That's nonsense. I never tell my economic students 
'they ought to try to get the best grade they can in my class. Why? 
-Spending the resources to earn an A in economics means that those 
same resources can't be spent for other classes. For example, spending 
the time to earn an A in my class might mean a C in biology, a Din math 
and an F in chemistry. That translates into a grade point average of 
1.75. If by spending less time learning economics, maybe earning a C, 

• and spending more time on other classes so as to earn a C in each of 

them, the student would have a higher grade point average. 
What about statements like this: "It's advantageous to have reporters 

on the ground," or, we should "connect policy to people on the ground 
in developing countries." I sometimes wonder whether there's the 
alternative of, say, connecting policy to people in the air in developing 
countries. I personally grow weary of one reference or another, usually 
made by a reporter or politician, to people, equipment, food, this or 
that "on the ground." 

I have generous office hours for students, but not every hour in my 
office is open to students. Quite often during non-office hours, a 
student or colleague will knock on my door. When I open it, they'll 
often ask, "May I disturb you?" That's an incredible question to which 
I frequently reply, mostly in a civil fashion, "You've already disturbed 
me; now what do you want?" 

Dr. Martin Rosenberg, my high school English teacher, having had 
it with my classroom antics whilst he drilled us in English grammar, 
told me, "Williams, teaching you this material is like casting pearls 
before the swine." That was in 1952 before everyone became concerned 
about self-esteem, but it was precisely the kind of dressing down that 
I needed to challenge me and turn my high school academic performance 
around.1\vo years later, it was Dr. Rosenberg who proudly coached me 
with my salutatorian address for our graduation ceremony. I thank 
God that I received my education before educators and psycho-
babblers became concerned about self-esteem; I'm also thankful for 
having received it before it became fashionable for white people to like 
black people. It meant my grades were honest.

Now that the war has been over 
for weeks and still no weapons have been found, just about all we hear 
is how wonderful it is that "we" freed Iraq. Conservatives are at the 
front of the chorus singing George Bush's praises as the great liberator.

We live in a spin-filled world, and it's getting 
worse. The sad case of Dr. William Bennett is 
a vivid example of that.

Ifyou read 
Bennett's books, his main thesis is that parents and teachers should 
be good role models for children, and provide them with traditional 
moral values that engender respect for others and themselves. That 
is Bennett's basic message. 

So why are Kinsley and Rich so thrilled that a messenger of this kind 
has been damaged by slot machines? I know Bennett is a conservative 
and blasted the moral tone set by President Clinton, but so what? His 
main crusade is to help children succeed in this hyper-competitive 
society. 

Bennett's wife is the president of an organization called "Best 
Friends," which mentors inner city children from high-risk families. 
"Best Friends" does a tremendous amount of good, and the Bennetts 
donate their time and money to the cause without calling press 
conferences touting their largesse. 

By contrast, Frank Rich, one of Bennett's main tormentors, entitled 
his New York Times attack on Bennett 'Pupae's Revenge." Rich's 
unbelievably harebrained theme was that the rap music spawned by 
the late `Pupae Shakur has prospered while Bennett, who has criticized 
gangsta rap, has been taken down. Rich is happy about this. Rich 
apparently believes that lyrics glorifying drugs, violence and the 
abuse of women are far more worthy than platitudes from "The Book 
of Virtues." Is this nuts, or what? 

The lynching of Bill Bennett has been designed to send a clear 
message: If you dare to make judgments about personal behavior, 
watch out if you have any sins yourself. Of course, everybody has sins, 
and if the standard for making moral pronouncements is personal 
perfection, than no one would be able to make any. 

And that is the goal of the secularists, a judgment-free society. They 
believe that there is no place in American society for standards of 
conduct based on moral principles.

How do we know? They never stop telling us so. 
But judging by what they say about the late Iraq war, we may 

conclude that most conservatives are just phony-baloney 
constitutionalists. These politicians, such as Rep. J.D. Hayworth (R-
Ariz.), and pundits such as Sean Hannity and Rush Limbaugh are as 
committed to the pernicious idea of the "living Constitution" as the so- 

, called liberals they despise. 
The "living Constitution" is the doctrine that the principles in the 

Constitution, which was supposed to limit government power and 
thereby protect individual liberty, must change with the times —
without resort '.o the onerous amendment procedure specified in the 
same docur at. Thus when the Supreme Court during the New Deal 
upheld legislation that previous generations ofAmericans would have 

. condemned as unconstitutional, big-government advocates invoked 
„the "living Constitution” doctrine to explain why amendment was 
unnecessary. 

, It should be obvious why this is such a dangerous practice: it 
• effectively repeals the Constitution. As Thomas Sowell put it: to say 

the Constitution is living is to say that it's dead. Or as Walter Williams 
• suggests, those who like a "living Constitution" should think about 

what it would mean to play poker with a "living" rule book. 
For these reasons, conservatives have led the charge against this 

pernicious doctrine. They have often been effective in pointing out its 
horrendous consequences. After all, it turns the Constitution upside 
down. The Framers made the amendment process difficult because a 
constitution that is easily amended is more likely to be changed 
casually. As the Constitution was written, the central government is 
permitted to exercise only those powers expressly delegated, which, as 
James Madison noted, were "few and defined." If a power is not listed, 
the government may not exercise it. If someone wants that power 
exercised, he has to undertake the burdensome task of amending the 
Constitution. 

, 	But under the "living Constitution" doctrine, the government can do 
anything as long as it is not expressly forbidden. Thus the burden of 
amendment is shifted from those who wish to expand government 

- power, to those who wish to maintain liberty and keep government 
constrained. That directly subverts the system established by the 
Framers. It came about as a result of decisions by judges and so-called 
lawmakers. 

How are conservatives guilty of embracing the very doctrine they 
claim to abhor? Look at what they say about President Bush's war in 
Iraq. Bush said he had to go to war to protect us from Saddam 
Hussein's weapons of mass destruction. He also justified the war on 

; grounds that Hussein was brutal to the Iraqi people (which he was). 
; As the war proceeded and no threatening weapons were found, Bush 

changed the emphasis to the liberation of the Iraqis, as foreshadowed

Scatback 
Blacklock and the first baseman 
landed on the base at approximately 
the same time. The first base umpire, 
sitting on top of the play, saw enough 
to call Blacklock out for the season-
ending third out for the Antelopes. 

Post's best-ever playoff run was now 
baseball history. 
For first year Coach Max 

Kattwinkel, it also helped put the 
Antelopes into the high school 
baseball map and primed them to 
make another run next year. 

Hitting for Post were Mills, one on-
base by hit batter, one single, one 
walk; Looney, one single; Zubia, one 
single; Eilenberger, one walk, two 
singles, one RBI; Fox, two singles; 
Robertson, one single, one walk, one 
RBI; Patrick Gonzales, one single; 
and Lott, one RBI on a 4-3 putout. 

Pitching for Post were Fox, going 6 
1/3 inning with seven hits, one walk, 
one hit batter and eight strikeouts. 
Fox's pitching count showed 45 
strikes, 34 balls for 109 total pitches. 
Looney closed out for two batters, 
with no hits, no walks, no hit batters, 
no strikeouts. His pitching count 
showed one strike and three balls. 

In game one, Holliday's Nixon 
struck out 16 and limited Post to just 
two singles in a 6-0 Eagle victory, the 
first game of the semifinal series 
played at Hoskins Field. 

With this win, Holliday has 26 
consecutive wins, having outscored 
their playoff opponents 31-4. 

Holliday notched one run leading 
off the first inning without a hit to get 
all the runs it needed. Post advanced 
five runners to second base and 
stranded six base runners in all, 
failing to dent the scoreboard. 

Holliday didn't exactly help its own 
cause as the leadoff batter in five of 
six Eagle innings were retired for out 
number one under Antelope starter 
Randon Blacklock (8-3). 

Collectively, Post's number one 
through three and number seven 
through nine hole batters went 0-17 
with one walk. 

Nixon upped his season strikeout 
total to 148. His only spot of trouble 
came in the fourth when he walked 
Zubia and Eilenberger, but they were 
stranded when Nixon got Fox to fly 
out for out number three to shallow 
right field. The senior pitched a 
complete game and faced just six 
batters more than the minimum. 

Batting for Post were Zubia, E-6 
hit, one walk, one single; Eilenberger, 
one walk; Fox, one single; and 
Blacklock, one walk. 

Pitching for Post were Blacklock (8-
3), going six innings with 92 total 
pitches, seven hits, two walks, three 
hit batters and one strikeout. His 
pitching count showed 29 strikes and 
36 balls. He averaged slightly more 
than 15 pitches per inning, compared 
to Holliday's Nixon (12-0), going for 
seven innings with 112 total pitches, 
two hits, three walks, no hit batters 
and 16 strikeouts. His pitching count 
showed 60 strikes and 38 balls. He 
averaged 16 pitches per inning.

Fox 
went to a three-ball count to only four 
batters, two in the first inning. 

After failing to get much of anything 
offensively against Nixon Friday, the 
Antelopes got on board first at the 
bottom of the second inning. Leadoff 
batter Luis Zubia lined a 2-and-1 
pitch for a seeing-eye single. Jon 
Eilenberger drew a full-count walk. 
After Fox and Blacklock went down 
on strikeouts, first baseman Brody 
Robertson punched out an RBI single, 
plating Zubia. Jett Lott hit into a 6-3 
put out to end the Post inning. 

Post, in dominating the Eagles 
defensively through five innings, was 
not as fortunate offensively, stranding 
seven base runners after Zubia's score 
against Holliday's pitcher, Eric 
Stubblefield. 

In the sixth inning, Holliday broke 
through for their first score, tying the 
game at one-all with one out. The 
Eagles added five more runs, all with 

two outs on the books, with Joe 
Mike Fouts getting tagged out at 
second on a rundown to stop the 
landslide.

I will always remember my Pop. I 
don't believe I ever seen him listen to 
"Taps" that he didn't have tears in his 
eyes. Pop was a WW-1 veteran. 

In those days, I didn't know why 
Pop always got watery eyes, but after 
my friends started to come home from 
Vietnam in a box, God knows that I 
have full understanding of why now. 

I attended the ceremony at the Ter-
race Cemetery this year. It was a bit 
of a blue day anyway. When "Taps" 
was played, I could not avoid getting 
a lump in my throat and a little bit 
watery-eyed. 

I suppose as I grow older, I seem to 
have more and more respect for the 
veterans. I never served in the mili-
tary, but I certainly have a high re-
spect for the ones that served. I doubt 
if there is enough money to repay 
them for their efforts and misery. 

In my opinion, the veterans that 
have served in foreign wars should 
have any request they ask for hon-
ored by the U.S. government. Whether 
or not the wars were fought to meet 
my opinions, these men and women 
deserve the best. They answered their 
wishes to fight for freedom and they 
have my thank you. 
There is probably no doubt that 

somewhere along the way, some rogue, 
crazy country would have took 
America over by now had it not been 
for the veterans. 

I cannot forget to mention the 
present day military people. I'm not 
sure what they are fighting for, 
whether it be for oil, money, power, 
greed or freedom. They certainly de-
serve our thanks and prayers. It re-
ally gives me the blues to know that 
some of them won't be coming home 
alive. I don't know, I guess wars have 
to be fought... but sometimes I sure 
wonder why. 

I think Memorial Day sounds better 
than Decoration Day. It sounds more 
appropriate.
