We don't normally report on in-

dividual traffic code violations, 
but recently we discovered a case 
which warrants public exposure 
to what appears to be favoritism 
in the enforcement of the code. 

We have emphasized for several 
years the subjective and selective 
enforcement of the code, pointing 
out that if it were really a law, 
there would no exceptions to vio-
lations of the code. It is widely 
speculated that enforcers of the 
code exercise preferential and 
discriminatory judgment when it 
comes to enforcing the traffic 
code. 

This case is an example of that 
kind of selective enforcement. 
On March 15 at about 12:44 

p.m., Garza County Constable's 
Deputy William Robert Kimmons 
was stopped on U.S. Hwy 84 be-
tween Post and Justiceburg (Mile 
372) by DPS Trooper Phil 
Mathews. 

Kimmons was cited for speed-
ing (80 mph in a 70 mph zone) 
and for "fail to change address.” 
According to sources familiar 
with the case, Kimmons admit-
ted that he late getting to Lake 
Alan Henry and did not deny the 
speeding charge. 

According to court records, the 
case was filed in Justice of the 
Peace Precinct 2 court, but later 
that day Mathews requested that 
the case be dismissed. After a re-
view by the county attorney, JP 
Dee C. Justice formally dis-
missed the charges. 

Informed sources familiar with 
the case told The Post Dispatch 
that apparently a county official 
placed a call to DPS Sergeant 
Ruben Garcia in Crosbyton, com-
plaining that Mathews had 
singled out Kimmons for retribu-
tion, based on a personal feud. 

Whatever the reason for the dis-
missal, it raises some serious 
questions about the enforcement 
of the traffic code. It appears to 
be true, as many folks have come 
to believe, that those Texans 
wearing badges or holding pub-
lic office get special, preferential 
treatment when it comes to issu-
ing citations. 

The question about retribution 
also hits a raw nerve with many 
Texans ... those who dare to chal-
lenge or question the ones wear-
ing badges. Those who are tar-
geted know that they are being 
targeted. 
This case points out that en-

forcement of the code is in fact 
subjective and selective, and that 
is a direct violation of the oath of 
office of those charged with the 
duty of upholding the constitu-
tions of Texas and the U.S., and 
of enforcing the laws of the state 
and nation. 

Now we have to wonder, how 
many other similar situations are 
there that we don't find out 
about?

and just like in teamwork, there is no "I." 
Things have been extremely tough many times. Due mostly to burnout and 

financial problems, I have wanted to quit several times. But when I come in and see 
the number of young people that would miss out or maybe just be out on the streets, 
I would have a mind change and hang in there. 

What makes me most want to stay is when I have someone who graduated back a 
few years ago come up and tell me how much they appreciate the work that we do. 
It all becomes worth the time away from home and a normal life. 

Some things you may not know about our youth center. This past March, we 
allowed children ages 7-11 to come to the teen center after school and on weekends. 
One reason for this was the number of times we would get calls from parents of 
younger kids asking if they could bring their children up here. These children have 
to leave the center by 10 p.m. Their parents have to sign them in and out and no one 
gets to "just walk home." 

The center is still opened 'til midnight and students grades six and up get to stay 
and have the whole place to themselves. 

Now we have about 30 younger kids and 75-100 older kids coming to the youth 
center each Friday and Saturday night. The number of kids coming after school 
ranges from 5-20. 

We have also been fortunate to be able to hire a teenager through the Texas 
Workforce Commission. This is Crystal Crawford. She keeps the snack bar and helps 
the younger kids with homework. During the summer months, she will be doing 
office work as well as helping watch the youth center when the kids come in. 

Our summer hours will be posted in the newspaper next week. 
In 1997, we started the youth center with 12 free-play video games, one pool table 

and a 19-inch TV. Now we have three pool tables, one is broken, four working free-
play video games, a big-screen TV, three computers with games, one Super Nintendo 
that works occasionally. We are in desperate need of funds to purchase new 
equipment. 

In the game room, we would like to be able to put in a drop ceiling with insulation. 
We have been given a heat and refrigerated air unit, but without the ceiling and 
insulation our electric bill would be too high and we would have to close just trying 
to keep cool. 

We also need operational funds. Our expenses for each month including salary. 
regular bills and snack expenses is just over $4,000. Our income on average is 
$2,000. It does not take long to use up any extra donations we receive, so please, 
come by and see what we are trying to accomplish for our young people, to give them 
a safe and fun place to hang out with their friends. If you like what you see, send a 
donation to be used the way you earmark the check (equipment or operations will be 
your choices). MAD DADS is a 501(c)3 not-for-profit organizations. All donations 
are tax-deductible. 

To leave you with one thought: In 1997, it cost SI5,000 for six months to keep one 
juvenile in a youth detention center. We serve much more than that for less than that. 
Our goal is to keep them out of the detention center by giving them an alternative. 
This is their "choice."

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Affirmative action grading 
by Walter FL Williams 
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Dr. Mike S. Adams, an associate professor of criminal 
justice at University of North Carolina's Wilmington 
campus, has given me an excellent idea for grading 
students, which appeared in his commentary in the 
web-based Agape Press newswire. For 35 years, I've 
taught economics and graded students on the racist, 

culturally biased standards of individual performance. In today's 
America, that's unfair and insensitive. 

- Starting next fall semester, in the interest of diversity and 
multiculturalism at George Mason University, I'm going to change the 
way my students are assigned grades. In my Ph.D. microeconomics 
class, students must complete three or four problem sets, plus an 
essay midterm and final examination. In the past, weights were 
assigned and total points computed. Ninety percent of the course work 
and above earned the student an A; 80 to 89.9 a B, and so forth. 

Next fall, assignments, graded work, weights and computation of 
student grades will be the same as in the past. In the interest of 
promoting diversity and multiculturalisni, there'll be one difference: 
I will compute averages by race. I'll compute a class average for white, 
males, and another for white females. Group averages' won't be 

:computed for black male and female students, and other non-white 
students. • Having computed the class grade average for my white students, 
• affirmative action — or you might call it compensatory — grading will 
be a breeze. Say the class average for my white male students is 80 and 
a particular white male earns a 92 score for the course. In the past, 
being insensitive to the goals of diversity and multiculturalism, I'd 
assign that student an A. But having seen the importance of diversity 
and multiculturalism, next fall I'll simply subtract twelve points from 
that white student's score and add it to a black student's score, leaving 

• - the white male student with the white male class average of 80. 
You might ask: "What if the black student had a 95? Would you still 

%mploy compensatory grading?" The answer is yes, of course. With 12 
points added to the black student's score, he'd have an A-plus. 

Initially, compensatory grading might seem unfair. Some might 
make flimsy excuses such as that white student never held slaves, 
engaged in the mistreatment of blacks or even discriminated against 
blacks; his parents might have marched in the civil rights struggles 
of the '50s and '60s. They might also say, "Williams, the black student 
that you gave the 12 points to might have a father who's a dentist and 
has a family income much higher than the white student from whom 
you subtracted points." 

At best, such arguments are simply cover for anti-diversity and anti-
multiculturalistic attitudes. The overriding principle of the matter is 
that a white student need not have ever engaged in discrimination to 
have points deducted and a black student need not have ever been a 
victim of discrimination to receive the white student's points. This is 
widely accepted political thinking, plus it's settled law. After all, U.S. 
District Court for the Eastern District of Michigan, in an affirmative 
action case now before the U.S. Supreme Court, upheld the 
constitutionality of University of Michigan's race-based law school 
admissions policy; agreeing that-ac race-neutral policy was no way to 
achieve the state's compelling goal of diversity. Therefore, meritocracy 
must yield to broader social concerns. 

Creating an advantage for one American by creating a disadvantage 
for another American, based upon race, has become an entrenched 
feature in our age of racial enlightenment. I'd be very interested in 
hearing any objections to my new grading procedure from politicians, 
university administrators and civil-rights experts. Of course, by fall, 
before my new agenda gets off the ground, the U.S. Supreme Court 
might rule it unconstitutional.

But despite all their protestations, federal officials share moral 
responsibility for those deaths because but for the drug laws, those 
deaths would not have occurred. 

The reasoning is the same with respect to the federal government's 
decades-old, failed and bankrupt immigration policy. The ever-
increasing enforcement along the southern border has obviously not 
stopped people from continuing to do what they have done for centuries 
— move here in the hope of bettering their lives. It has simply caused 
them to alter their conduct in such a way as to achieve their goal. 

For example, when the feds builtAmerica's counterpart to the Berlin 
Wall in southern California, illegal immigrants began entering the 
United States further east, which has caused many of them to die from 
thirst and dehydration on Arizona's arid deserts. 

Of course, the federal government blamed those deaths on the 
victims. "If they hadn't been breaking the law, this wouldn't have 
happened." 

Anyone who is familiar with markets would have accurately predicted 
that stricter enforcement of border controls would inevitably give rise 
to entrepreneurs who would be willing to transport illegal immigrants 
into the United States. Since we're dealing with a black market, it also 
wouldn't surprise a free-marketeer that black-market transporters 
are generally unsavory characters, much as drugs lords tend to be. 
The result has been that over the years, many illegal immigrants have 
died at the hands of those transporters. 

Of course, the federal government has always blamed those deaths 
on the victims and on the transporters. "If they hadn't been breaking 
the law, this wouldn't have happened." 

What such reasoning fails to recognize, however, is that a government 
that enacts immoral and perverse laws, such as drug laws and 
immigration laws, shares moral responsibility for the deaths that 
result, either directly or indirectly, from the enforcement of those 
laws. "If they hadn't passed the law, this wouldn't have happened." 

After all, let's not forget that people who attempted to cross the 
Berlin Wall were breaking the law. And let's also not forget who bore 
moral responsibility for the deaths of those who were caught breaking 
that law. 

No matter how powerful a government might be, it cannot repeal the 
laws of supply and demand, and when it attempts to do so, it shares 
moral culpability for the perverse consequences.

0 I, interference with free markets. Always and inevitably, such 

interference causes human beings to adjust their conduct, even to the 
extent oftentimes of producing a black market, but even that doesn't 
stop them from trying to achieve their original aim. 

The purported purpose of 
drug laws is to prevent people from ingesting drugs. The law, however, 
doesn't cause very many drug users to stop using drugs; instead it 
simply causes them to adjust their conduct, say, by buying the drugs 
from a black-market drug lord rather than from the local pharmacy.

: he is killed by a disgruntled drug dealer, government officials inevitably 

blame the victim and the drug seller. "If they hadn't been breaking the 
law, this wouldn't have happened."

AN ORDINANCE OF THE 

WHITE RIVER MUNICIPAL 
WATER DISTRICT 

PRESCRIBING AND LEVYING 
FEES FOR PERSONS MAKING 
UNAUTHORIZED ENTRY INTO 

WHITE RIVER LAKE 
WHEREAS, the White River 

Municipal Water District (District) 
was created by an Act under Article 
XVI, Section 59, of the Texas 
Constitution compnsing the territory 
contained within the cities of Craton, Post, Rails, and Spur; 

REAS, said Act allows the 
District to regulate all recreational 
and business privileges along or 
around any reservoir or body of land 
owned by the District; 

WHEREAS, the District has 
determined that it is necessary to 
increase the fee for persons making 
unauthorized entry into the District's 
property encompassing the White 
River Municipal Water District Lake 
(White River Lake). 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT 
ORDAINED by the Board ofDirectors 
of the White River Minicipal Water 
District, Texas That: 

SECTION 1: The foregoing recitals 
are incorporated into this Ordinance 
as findings of fact. 

SECTION 2: It shall be the duty of

levied, a sum of money equal to four 
times the amount prescribed for the 
normalpermit charge or fees for each 
permit fee or charge violation. Failure 
of any such person or persons to 
comply with such demand and make 
immediate payment ofsaid admission 
fees in said amount, shall be 
considered a violation of this 
ordinance?  and any person or persons 
so violating shall be subject to 
prosecution.
