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WRMWD issues
warning about
water treatment

Changes in the White River
Municipal Water District's
method of water treatment could
create problems for certain wa-
ter customers.

According to information re-
leased last week by the
WRMWD, customers who use
home dialysis machines and
those who keep fish, reptiles or
amphibians as pets could be af-
fected by the district's anticipated
introduction of chloramines into
the water supply. Beginning in
November, the water district will
convert to the use of chloramines,
or chlorine with ammonia, as a
disinfectant in its treatment of
water supplied to WRMWD cus-
tomers.

The change in the water treat-
ment process could pose “serious
problems” to individuals depen-
dent on home dialysis machines
that do not utilize carbon filters
to prepare water for dialysis, ac-
cording to the press release.

“To our knowledge, there are no
dialysis patients in our service
area who utilize home dialysis
machines,” WRMWD general
manager Tommy O'Brien said in
the release. "Our research indi-
cates patients in our service area
utilize medical facilities in Lub-
bock for their dialysis treat-
ments.”

Individuals who do utilize home
dialysis machines should note
that “it is critical that the pre-
treatment scheme used for the

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dialysis machine be provided
with some means - such as a
charcoal filter - to remove chlori-
nating agents,” O'Brien said.
“Please contact your physician
for specific guidance on operat-
ing the dialysis machines when
free chlorine and ammonia
(chloramines) are present.”

In addition to the concerns for
home dialysis patients, O'Brien
also noted that chloramines are
toxic to pet fish, reptiles and
amphibians. Chloramines must
be removed from the water these
pets live in. He urged pet owners
to contact a pet store for recom-
mendations for removing
chloramines from the water to
prevent possible harm to their
pets.

The combination of chlorine and
ammonia prohibits the formation
of compounds known as
trihalomethanes, and the federal
government has determined that
trihalomethanes at certain levels
can pose health risks for certain
individuals. The district's conver-
sion to the use of chloramines in
its water treatment plan will
bring the WRMWD system into
compliance with federal and
state safety guidelines, O'Brien
said in the press release.

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" No excuses: for failed schools

“Excellent schools deliver a clear message to their students: No
Excuses. No excuses for failing to do your homework,
failing to work hard in general; no excuses for fighting
with other students, runningin the hallways, dressing
inappropriately and so forth.”

That’s part of the prescription for ending educational
mediocrity discussed in Abigail and Stephen
— =— Thernstrom’s new book, “No Excuses: Closing the
Racial Gap in Learning” (Simon & Schuster, 2003).

It’s no secret that, as the Thernstroms point out, the education
achieved by white students is nothing to write home about. In civics,
math, reading, writing and geography, nearly a quarter of all students
leave high school with academic skills that are “Below Basic.” In
science, 47 percent leave high school with skills Below Basic, and in

" American history it's 57 percent. Below Basic is the category the
National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) uses for students
unable to display even partial mastery of knowledge and skills
fundamental for proficient work at their grade level.

£ As dismal as these figures are, for black students it is magnitudes

worse. According to NAEP findings, only in writing are less than 40
percent of black high school students Below Basic. In math, it’s 70
percent, and science 75 percent. Blacks completing high school perform
a little worse than white eighth-graders in both reading and U.S.
history, and a lot worse in math and geography.

The Thernstroms report, “In math and geography, indeed, they know

- -no more than whites in the seventh grade.” From these facts, the
Thernstroms conclude, “The employer hiring the typical black high
school graduate (or the college that admits the average black student)
is, in effect choosing a youngster who has made it only through the
eighth grade.”

At the other end of the NAEP academic scale, Proficient and

k! Advanced, nearly half of all whites and 40 percent of Asians score in
- those categories in reading, compared to less than a fifth of blacks. In
science and math, 3 percent of black students display more than a

]

partial mastery, in contrast to seven to 10 times as many white and
Asians.

The dismal performance of black students translates into at least
two devastating consequences. First, glaring racial double standards
are needed if more than a handful of black students are to attend the
nation’s most prestigious universities. Second, if one hasn’t mastered
high school pre-calculus, high-paying careers such as engineering,
medicine and computer technology are hermetically sealed for life.

These outcomes are not preordained, and the solution is not more
money, as the educationists would have us believe. Were that the case,
academic achievement wouldn’t be a problem. In the last two decades,
educational expenditures have doubled, yet academic performance
has declined.

The route to greater academic excellence is nearly a no-brainer.
There are three vital inputs to education: parents, teachers and
students. You tell me: How much money does it take for teachers to
assign homework, and for parents and teachers see to it that it gets
done? How much money does it take to see to it that kids get a good
night’s sleep, come to school on time, don’t fight in school,and respect
authority? If these no-brainer things aren’t accomplished, there’s no
amount of money that’s going to make much of a difference.

The education establishment likes to blame poor parenting and
rowdy and lawless students for educational mediocrity. Without a
doubt, that’s part of the problem, but incompetent, uncaring teachers
are also a part of the problem.

The NAEP findings clearly point to one fault that lies solely at the
feet of the education establishment —that’s the granting of fraudulent
diplomas. After all, isn’t it fraud to confer a high school diploma upon
astudent, attestingthat he’s mastered a 12th-grade level ofeducation,
when in fact he hasn’t mastered a seventh or eighth-grade level?

As columnist Ben Shapiro wrote on Townhall.com, “It is despicable

- We have grown accustomed to such simple-mindedness from
conservatives when it comes to the persecution of drug users. In this
regard, Jacob Sullum’s new book, Saying Yes: In Defense of Drug

. subject.

As Sullum demonstrates, the distinction that Shapiro assertsis not
- obvious at all. Most people who use drugs recreationally are not
‘addicts by any serious definition. They use drugs (including heroin
‘and cocaine) moderately and responsibly-just as most drinkers use
alcohol, which is potentially more harmful than many banned drugs.
' ‘What's more, they stop when they believe drugs interfere with more
. important thingsin life. They don’t come close to matching the addict

. ‘stereotype.
‘ | This will surprise most people. Because such drugs are illegal,
‘responsible users are invisible. They don’t talk about their habit, and
v ‘the media don’t discuss them. All one hears about are the people who
: ‘get in trouble, one way or another, with drugs. The skewed media

accounts are buttressed by the incessant barrage of dishonest
propaganda issuing from government agencies. (Everything said
about illegal drugs was once said about alcohol.)

The one-sided, negative view that people are given about drugs is
similar to the one-sided, negative view they are given about guns-
something that conservatives, including Limbaugh, complain about.
Yet they don’t realize that the same thing happens with drugs.

What about the people who use heroin or cocaine irresponsibly?
First, they are a small minority. Second, the drug war doesn’t stop
such people, but it can and does wreak social havoc. Third, contrary
to the new conservative insight, they are not conceptually different
from people who irresponsibly use prescription painkillers after
back surgery.

Is there really a distinction between someone trying to escape a
painful back and someone trying to escape a painful life? Doctors tell
us that stress and anxiety can cause physical illness. So why is self-
treating psychic pain so different from self-treating physical pain?
The real distinction is between responsibility and irresponsibility,
not between back pain and stress.

The word “addiction” is thrown around too casually. What does it
mean to say that Rush Limbaugh is addicted to OxyContin or
Vicodin? Presumably it means that if he stopped taking the drugs
he'd miss them. Butit doesn’t mean heisaslave tothem. He was able
to function for five or six years while regularly using the drugs.
Moreover, he chose to walk into a medical facility knowing he would
not have access to them for 30 days. He opted to accept whatever
discomfort that will ensue because he prefers the outcome (which
may include leniency from the authorities). As psychologist Jeffrey
Schaler says, “Addiction is a choice.”

The Limbaugh case exposes the war on drug users as a religious
crusade against people who use what Sullum calls politically incorrect
drugs in the manner of their own choosing. Conservatives who still
care about individual liberty should defect and demand the repeal of
prohibition.

The Texas Tech University Health
Sciences Center Department of

Dermatology will conduct a free skin
cancer screening Nov. 8 and 15 at the
Southwest Cancer Center in Lubbock.
The purpose of the screening is to
promote awareness of common signs of

early skin cancer, according to a press

release distributed earlier this week.

Most Americans are unaware of the
warning signs of one of the most common
types of skin cancer, according to the
release. Caused by cumulative sun
exposure, actinic keratosis (AK) is quite
common, affecting as many as 10 million
Americans - more than all skin cancers
combined.

Faculty m embers and residents from
the Department of Dermatology at the
Health Sciences Center will conduct the
screening. Only. exposed-portions of the
body - those areas that typically see the
sun - will be subject to the screening.

AKappears asrough, red, scaly patches,
crusts or sores on the top layer of the skin,
according to the press release. Left
untreated, AK may progress to squamous
cell carcinoma, the second leading cause
of skin cancer deaths in the U.S. Because
AK takes years to develop, the condition
usually appears in older people, although
cases have been reported in individuals in
their 40s and 50s.

The incidence of skin cancer in the
U.S. is on the rise. According to the
American Cancer Society, there will be
more than 7,600 deaths from melanoma
and 2,200 deaths from nom-melanoma
skin cancers, including basal cell and
squamous cell carcinomas, during the 2003
calendar year.

Ifcaught and treated in the early stages,
however, all skin cancer has a 95 percent
cure rate.

The screening, which will run from 8
a.m. to 2 p.m. in the Southwest Cancer
Center at 802 Indiana Ave., IS made
possible by an educational grant from 3M
