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Countysets out budget cuts 
Town & Country is one of 10 Post businesses offering its

On Nov. 10, a petition bearing the 
signatures of at least 383 qualified 
voters was submitted to the court, 
asking for a rollback election. 

Early voting in the rollback election 
will run from Jan. 21 through Feb. 3 
in the county clerk's office, 

County officials maintain the tax 
increase was made necessary because 
of state budget cuts and decreased 
local revenues. 

Commissioners would lose part-
time help in the precincts, and the 
Extension Office secretary's position 
would be cut to pan-time. Many of 
the services funded by both the county 
and the city would be shifted back to 
the city for support. 

"It's set in stone," he said Tuesday 
afternoon. "I guarantee you we're 
going to do it (if the rollback passes)._ 
That's exactly what we'll do." 

The brochure goes on to list the 
"Taxpayer Top 15," or the top 15 
taxpaying entities in Garza County. 
Most are oil and gas producers, large 
businesses or family partnerships. 
"In reality, who really pays the 

majority of taxes in Garza County, 
and who will receive the refund (in 
the event of a rollback)?" asks the 
brochure. "...Forty-five (percent) of 
the ad valorem tax is paid by 15 
taxpayers who will receive 49.15 
percent of the refund. Only 23 
percent, or $67,625.98. will be 
refunded to real estate taxpayers. 
Altogether, 74 percent of the ad 
valorem tax is paid by oil and mineral 
interest." 

The brochure also states that the 
average house appraisal in the county 
is $21,532. If the rollback is passed, 
the one-time tax refund on that house 
will be $16.52. The owner of a $40,000 
home will receive $30,71, the owner 
of a $70,000 house will receive $53.74, 
and the owner of a $100,000 home 
will earn a tax rebate of $76.77. 

The rollback election., set for Feb. 7, 
was called after the county tax rate 
was raised from .379 per $100 
valuation to .50 per $100 valuation. 

Factors weighing into the hike, 
according to the brochure, included a 
recent electrical project at the 
courthouse, water line repairs, an 
Increase in the cost of liability 
insurance, an almost 100 percent hike 
in the cost of worker's compensation 
and the required funding of the 
community supervision and drug and 
alcohol treatment programs - 
$71,701 	which were previously 
funded by the state.  Post ISD trustees 
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Justiceburg property

By a 6-1 vote, Post Independent School District trustees voted last week 

1r to sell a 264-acre parcel of property at Justiceburg obtained when that 
community's school consolidated with the Post school about 30 years ago. 

School board members voted to sell the Justiceburg property in a public 
sale to be conducted by sealed bids in February, Superintendent Marlin 
Marcum said. Advertisements relating to the sale will be published in 
coming weeks in The Post Dispatch. 

Trustees also moved to obtain a survey and appraisal of the property to 
estimate its market value. The state requires the school district to sell the 
property at market value, Marcum said. 

At their Nov. 11 meeting, trustees opted to turn over the school site to the 
Justiceburg Community Center through use of a special warranty deed 
allowed by law. 

In other business, trustees: 
• Received the annual State of the District Report, which was favorable.

	• Agreed to se1110 WADA (weighted average daily attendance) units to the 
Borden County school district. The move will not result in any additional 
revenues for the Post ISD, but the district should realize additional services 
from the Region 17 Education Service Center. 
• Reviewed a proposal to have the existing pre-kindergarten program to 

take over the local Head Start effort. Marcum said that because of financial 
constraints and facility limitations, the board declined the proposed move.

A brochure entitled "Garza County 

Tax Facts" will be flooding the 
community beginning this week as 
county officials gear up to defend the 
current tax rate against the upcoming 
rollback election. 
The privately-funded brochure, 

printed Tuesday, will be available 
"anywhere we can put them," County 
Judge Giles Dalby said. Copies will 
likely be available in courthouse 
offices and at local businesses. Amail-
out campaign also may be mounted. 

Billed as "the truth about your taxes 
and a rollback election," the brochure 
is designed not to create fear but to 
shed light on the potential losses 
county residents could face in the 
fallout of a rollback, the judge said. 

The front-and-back, single-page 
publication states that during a 
county commissioners workshop held 
Friday, the court decided on a number 
of cuts to be made in the event the 
rollback is approved by county voters. 
The largest of those cuts, the 

elimination of four county employees, 
would save the county $112.000. 
Trimming county funding to the City 
Park would save almost $40,000, 
while cutbacks in money poured into 
the Community Center would 
generate an annual savings of about 
$31,000.

A total of $316,482 would be saved 

through the implementation of the 
proposed cutbacks, according to the 
brochure. 

Passage of the rollback would 
trigger the cuts across the board, 
Dalby said, and the cutbacks would 
cost seven local residents their jobs. 
Two full-time museum employees, 
one part-time Community Center 
employee and four courthouse 
employees would be written off the 
county payroll.

The City of Post received a com-
mendation from the Texas Com-
mission on Environmental Qual-
ity following a recent inspection 
of the municipal landfill. 

The landfill was the subject of a 
TCEQ inspection Oct. 21. The 
purpose of the inspection was to 
evaluate the city's compliance 
with Municipal Solid Waste re-
quirements. 

No violations were found dur-
ing the inspection, according to a 
Nov. 24 letter to city officials from 
Randy L. Ammons, section man-
ager for the Lubbock Region of 
the TCEQ, and "exceptional ef-
forts... by landfill personnel to 
control and contain windblown 
litter" were observed. 
"The TCEQ appreciates your as-

sistance in this matter and your 
compliance efforts to ensure pro-
tection of the state's environ-
ment,"Ammons said in his letter.

On God's Word 
by Timothy W. Burnett 

Gabriel comes to Mary 
The three most significant events in the history of mankind was the birth, death and resurrection of Jesus Christ. 

According to God's word, the most important of these are his death and resurrection. These two events brought about 
the righteousness and new-birth that is available now. It is with this in mind that we dive into the wonderful records 
of Jesus Christ's 'early years. Starting with his conception, the next series of articles will lay out the first two years 
of Jesus Christ's life. 

Luke 1:26-27, "And in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God unto a city of Galilee, named Nazareth, 
to a virgin espoused to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David; and the virgins name was Mary." In 
his book Jesus Christ Our Promised Seed, author Victor Paul Wierwille pinpointed the dates of many events related 
to Jesus Christ's early years. He calculated Gabriel's appearance to be on December 4th, 4 B.C. Later we will see how 
this date chronologically fits the date of Jesus' birth. 

Luke 1:28-30 "And the angel came in unto her, and said, 'Hail, thou that art highly favoured, the Lord is with thee: 
blessed art thou among women.' And when she saw him, she was troubled at his saying, and cast in her mind what 
manner of salutation this should be." In Genesis 3:15, God gave His word about the seed of the woman. Throughout 
the Old Testament there are many records of faithful and humble women of God. Yet only one had the meekness and 
humility to receive God's seed that would miraculously conceive His child. This is why God chose her. Not only 
would she receive His seed, but she and Joseph would faithfully raise His son according to His will. Jesus Christ's 
faithful service toward His Father during his last year on earth, was a result of his upbringing under his mom and 
stepfather. God chose the best of all His people to raise. His child. 

Luke 1:31-33, "And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name Jesus. 
He shall be great, and shall be called the son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his 
father David: And he shall reign over the house of Jacob for ever; and of his kingdom there shall be no end." God 
revealed some very important information through Gabriel. He said that she would conceive in her womb, and that 
she would give birth to a son. God had no plans to break any of His laws of reproduction. He basically told her that 
He was going to plant seed in her that would give life to her egg. Since God is not a man, then He had to do it by 
a miracle. It should be noted that there was nothing miraculous about Jesus Christ's birth. He came out of his mother 
just like all other people. Mary fully understood the basic principle of conception. This is why she gave the following 
response in verse 34, "...How shall this be, seeing I know not a man?" She had not conceived by any man. Nor had 
she even been with any man yet. This was a reasonable question. In the next verse, Gabriel gave the perfect answer. 
The phrase "The Holy Ghost" refers to God Himself. The terms "come upon thee" and "overshadow thee" are used, 
throughout the Old Testament to describe the man coming upon the woman with the intent to conceive a child in her. 
The angel spoke plainly with her, and used language that she would understand. 

Next week we will look at Mary's humble response to God's word. 
"Knowing this first, that no prophecy of the scripture is of any private interpretation" (2Peter 1:20). On God's Word 

is designed to teach God's rightly divided word as it interprets itself.

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Let's do some detective work 
by Walter E. Williams 

His often given reason was, "I can find no warrant for such an 
appropriation in the Constitution." 

Today's White House proposes and Congress taxes and spends for 
anything they can muster a majority vote on. My investigative query 
is: Were the Founders and previous congressmen and presidents, 
who could not find constitutional authority for today's bread and 
circuses, just plain stupid and ignorant? I don't believe in long-run 
ignorance or stupidity, so I reread the Constitution, looking to see 
whether an amendment had been passed authorizing Congress to 
spend money on bailouts for airlines, prescription drugs, education, 
Social Security and thousands of similar items in today's federal 
budget. I found no such amendment. 

Being thorough, I reread the Constitution and found what Congress 
might interpret as a blank check authorization — the "general 
welfare clause." Then I investigated further to see what the Framers 
meant by the "general welfare clause." In 1798, Thomas Jefferson 
said, "Congress has not unlimited powers to provide for the general 
welfare, but only those specifically enumerated." The Constitution's 
father, James Madison said: "With respect to the two words !general 
welfare,' I have always regarded them as qualified by the detail of 
powers connected with them. To take them in a literal and unlimited 
sense would be a metamorphosis of the Constitution into a character 
which there is a host of proofs was not contemplated by its creators." 

My detective work concludes with several competing explanations. 
The first is that the great men who laid the framework for our nation 
were not only constitutionally ignorant but callous and uncaring, as 
well. The second is it's today's politicians who are constitutionally 
ignorant. Lastly, it's today's Americans who have contempt for the 
Constitution, and any congressman or president upholding the 
Constitution's letter and spirit would be tarred and feathered.

I'd like to enlist the services of my fellow Americans 
with a bit of detective work. Let's start off with hard 
evidence. 
The Federalist Papers were a set of documents 

written by John Jay, Alexander Hamilton and James 
Madison to persuade the 13 states to ratify the 

Constitution. In one of those papers, Federalist Paper 45, James 
Madison wrote: "The powers delegated by the proposed Constitution 
to the Federal Government, are few and defined. Those which are to 
remain in the State Governments are numerous and indefinite. The 
former will be exercised principally on external objects, as war, 
peace, negotiation and foreign commerce; with which last the power 
of taxation will for the most part be connected. The powers reserved 
to the several States will extend to all the objects, which, in the 
ordinary course of affairs, concern the lives, liberties and properties 
of the people; and the internal order, improvement, and prosperity 

4 	of the State." 
If we turned James Madison's statement on its head, namely that 

the powers of the federal government are numerous and indefinite 
and those of the states are few and defined, we'd describe today's 
America. Was Madison just plain ignorant about the powers delegated 
to Congress? Before making our judgment, let's examine statements 
of other possibly misinformed Americans. 

In 1796, on the floor of the House of Representatives, William Giles 
of Virginia condemned a relief measure for fire victims saying it was 
neither the purpose nor the right of Congress to "attend to what 
generosity and humanity require, but to what the Constitution and 
their duty require." In 1854, President Franklin Pierce vetoed a bill 
intended to help the mentally ill, saying, "I cannot find any authority 
in the Constitution for public charity," adding that to approve such 
spending "would be contrary to the letter and the spirit of the 
Constitution and subversive to the whole theory upon which the 
Union of these States is founded." President Grover Cleveland was 
the king of the veto. He vetoed literally hundreds of congressional 
spending bills during his two terms as president in the late 1800s. 
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Abercrombie and Fitch has raised the white 
T-shirt and surrendered. It is pulling its 
soft-core porn clothing catalog because the 
outcry has hurt the only thing that matters 
to A&F: the bottom line. Same store sales in 
November were down 13 percent in an 
approving economy. Apparently showing 
naked people in the catalog was stimulating, 
just not to clothing sales. 

As you may know, Abercrombie and Fitch's 
target customer is between 12 and 25, so it 
is no wonder that a catalog promoting group 

sex would get some parents upset. A&F claimed the catalog was not 
sold to anyone under 18, but let's get real here: Kids were seeing it. 

The catalog itself was perplexing as a marketing tool. It *describes 
how great group sex is and that dolphins do it. So what kind of 
clothing are dolphins wearing these days? Do they have little 
sweatshirts on as they jump each other under the waves? 

The secular New York Times described the situation using the same 
tactic it did during the Reagan movie drama. The controversy was 
generated by "conservatives," those killjoy pessimists who want to 
ruin all the fun. Here's how the Times put it: "After loud and 
sustained protests from socially conservative groups and feminist 
groups, the company announced ... it was withdrawing the (catalog)." 

Sure. It's only those nasty right-wingers and feminists that stirred 
this up. Liberal or independent thinkers would never object to their 
kids seeing a half dozen nude models doing the lambada together. In 
the world of The New York Times, everyday Americans would have 
no trouble with any of that. 

Are you getting the picture here? Every time an issue of incredibly 
bad taste arises, like this catalog and the Reagan movie, the secular 
press tries to marginalize the opposition by defining it in political 
terms. 
The truth is that most non-ideological Americans are getting sick 

and tired of offensive displays and outrageous behavior being rammed 
down their throats. Secularists do not want any judgments made 
about personal behavior, and if you oppose that, they try to make you 
out to be some kind of junior Jerry Falwell, demanding that everyone 
convert to Christianity. It's simply dishonest. 

Here's proof that regular Americans have had enough. A new Fox 
News/Opinion Dynamics poll says that 87 percent of Americans 
approve of Nativity scenes being displayed on public property during 
Christmas. Perhaps that's because the federal holiday of Christmas 
honors the birth of Jesus, so there might- be some context here. But 
you probably did not read about that poll in the secular press. Maybe 
if they threw some group sex questions in that survey it would get 
wider exposure. 

Never before in this country has such a slender secular minority 
had so much power. The ACLU has succeeded in knocking nativity 
scenes out all over the country against the will of the people. The New 
York City school system even forbids any display of the birth of Jesus 
in its buildings. So much for the history of a national holiday. 
The one-two punch of outrageous and offensive.,  behavior and the 

diminishment of public spirituality is something this country is 
going to have to come to terms with. Time after time commerce and 
the polls show that Americans want traditional values and are 
appalled by inappropriate material marketed to children. In the end, 
the will of the people will likely prevail, as the Abercrombie and Fitch 
situation proves. But the proponents of a secular society are fierce, 
and they are not going away anytime soon.

decisive vote. When was the last time an election outcome would 
have been different had you stayed home (or not stayed home)? Since 
no one voter makes a difference, no one has an incentive to take his 
vote seriously. People may protest that they do indeed take their 
votes seriously, but imagine that a genie granted your wish that 
whoever you vote for in the 2004 presidential election will win. I 
believe you would prepare for that election far differently from how 
you'll prepare for the actual one. 

Economists call this "rational ignorance." Think of what it would 
take you, a busy person making a living and perhaps raising kids, to 
become really knowledgeable about the things a president (or 
congressman) has to deal with. Who has that kind of time? Who is 
able to read the federal budget - and understand it? Members of 
Congress don't. 

Since regular people cannot devote themselves to such research 
and since, even if they did, their one vote would be no more potent 
than an ignorant vote, they substitute a proxy for knowledge about 
issues: the mood created by the candidates. 
Thus the skills rewarded in politics are not related to knowledge, 

wisdom, or even administrative prowess. Thespian skills are what 
win. The only uncertainty is over which mood the voters are looking 
for this time.

Politics is corrupt theater. Actors set the mood, and some members 

of the audience have their pockets picked. 
Exhibit A is President Bush's surprise trip, to Baghdad on 

Thanksgiving. What 's important is not the secrecy or the collusion 
by anointed members of the news media. It's the use of soldiers as 
props to amplify the big lie, namely, that the mission in Iraq is 
relevant to the security of Americans. This is a president whose 
administration is ,always looking for footage for campaign 
commercials. Remember when he donned a flight suit for the photo 
op on the USS Abraham Lincoln? That was the day he declared an 
end to major combat operations in Iraq. So why was it reported that 
on Thanksgiving Bush flew into a "war zone"? And this is the 
president who, when he spoke in England, had a designer backdrop 
studded with the words "United Kingdom." That wasn't for the 
benefit of the Britons. 

So lunch with the troops in Baghdad was just the latest move in the 
perpetual campaign. He met with no Iraqis; they are merely the 
"liberated," that is, occupied. 

It was pure theater, which is to say, mood-setting and emotional 
button-pushing. This is nothing new in politics, and it would be 
unjust to credit Bush with creating it. Funny thing is that when his 
predecessor did such things, Bush fans went apoplectic - and for good 
reason. 
To say that politics is theater is to say that it is superficial. The 

debates between candidates and parties, both formal and informal, 
are shallow and confined to minor details. (See the recent Medicare 
tussle.) What takes center stage is the competition between 
personalities, especially the ability to create certain feelings in 
voters. In the end most people select a candidate on the basis of 
whether he or she makes them feel safe about the future. They know 
better than to take campaign promises seriously. Bush promised to 
be vigilant about government spending, to eschew nation-building, 
and to effect a foreign policy of "humility." What did the country get? 
The biggest spender in decades who has yet to veto an appropriations 
bill, the most confounding nation-building project in American 
history, and a strategic doctrine of offensive ("preventive") war. If a 
private company made false promises on such a scale it would go out 
of business. 

Why do people allow this to happen? Because they are powerless to 
prevent it. Despite the humbug about the glories of democracy, most 
people realize that, individually, they have no chance of casting a
