Federal officials want to make the
move to enable the Dalby unit, which
houses federal prisoners, to operate

The shift of overflow inmates from
the Dalby unit to the Lynn County
facility will not be an inexpensive
one, but MTC has agreed to cover the
cost — $30 per day per inmate, Dalby
said. No county funds will be re-
quired.

The $30 per day per inmate price
tag does not include transportation
and manpower costs and vehicle
maintenance that will increase as a
result of frequent commutes between
Post and Tahoka, Ratke said.

“Core components” ofthe long-range
plan for the Post Independent School
District were unveiled at the Feb. 26
special trustees meeting.

Board members agreed to move
ahead with formalization of a facili-
ties master plan for the district. The
plan, according to minutes from the
session, “will direct facilities improve-
ment over the next 10-year period
and insure Post students will con-
tinue to enjoy quality instructional
environment.”

Details from the recently completed
facilities study were reviewed, and
trustees evaluated the four scenarios
recommended as a result ofthe study.

Identified as the primary issues in
the long-range plan, according to the
meeting’s minutes, were the follow-
ing:

* Construction ofanew high school;

* Relocation of the middle school to
the existing high school facility;

* Relocation of Central Adminis-
tration, Technology and the district’s
expanding alternative education pro-
gram to the existing middle school
facility;

e Bus parking/bus barn to be relo-
cated; a new pick-up/drop-off lane
will be created behind the elemen-
tary school; playground area will be

expanded; walkways and drainage:

will be added/enhanced to address
safety and variable weather condi-
tions;

¢ Construction of a new 700-seat
cafeteria;

e Windows, fencing, entries and
access area will be renovated at the
elementary school;

e Afinancial plan to utilize existing
resources to fund the projects will be
developed;

* A plan to pursue the closing of
some streets around school facilities
will be developed to contrcl traffic
flow and improve parking.

Board members agreed that the
order in which each of these compo-
nents will be tackled will be deter-
mined at a future meeting.

District officials indicated they hope
to have the facilities master plan in
place by June 1.

“They
have to use trial and error and prob-
lem solving. They have to test and
revise.”

Reagan began introducing space
studies into the classroom in 1998
after she was chosen at a NASA Edu-
cation Workshop as one of only 25
educators to go to the Dryden Flight
Research Facility at Edwards Air
Force Base. There she spent two weeks
focusing on the U.S. space program.

“I got to talk to pilots, astronauts,
engineers and mechanics,” she said.
“It was one of the most incredible
things I've ever done.”

Now she's the one introducing people
to the space program. Recently she
gave a presentation to about twodozen
teachers at the Johnson Space Center
in Houston.

Reagan said she was surprised at
being recognized as the District
Teacher of the Year.

“Itblew me away,” she said. “Iwasn't
expecting it at all.”

Reagan has been a teacher at the
Boerne school for 16 years. She and
her husband, Terry, are the parents of
a daughter, Lacy.

As you well know, Garza County was hit with a terrible accident on U.S.
Hwy 84, just north of Post. What I would like for you to know is how fortunate
we are to have such dedicated men and women that rush to the aid of those
in danger.

The City-County Ambulance Service, Garza County Sheriff’s Department
and Post Volunteer Fire Department and Texas Department of Public Safety
rose to the occasion to help in the worst mass casualty incident to ever
happen in Garza County. Outside agencies from Snyder EMS, Slaton EMS,
Lubbock County EMS, Lynn County EMS, Crosbyton EMS and numerous
state troopers all responded to secure the scene, work the accident and
transport injured people.

The men and women responding were in more danger than even they
understood, with the possibility of explosions or being struck by other
vehicles. The visibility was less than one foot at times.

The massive amount of crashed trucks, cars, pickups and the number of
people injured was staggering. The confusion of not being able to see from
one end of the crash to the other made everything a mess, but our initial
responders were able to make the worst scene imaginable become the most
effective triage and transport of patients in the area. The responding units
from outside had to pull up, load patients and pull out to the hospital.

According to Lubbock EMS dispatch, on-scene times from the beginning of
the call to the last patient being transported out was just a little over one
hour. This is incredible, and our people are the reason it happened.
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From the sheriffs office dispatch, fire department, EMS, sheriffs deputies,
Texas state troopers, everyone worked together as one big team. Outside
agencies worked right along with everyone else. People right here in town
were available to help direct rerouted traffic from 84 to 380 and through
Close City back to Hwy. 84. Everyone worked and made it happen.

I was not personally involved in this scene due to my job with Lubbock
EMMS, but it makes me very proud to live in Post and be a member of the
Post Volunteer Fire Department and Post-Garza County EMS whose
members volunteer and turn the worst into something that worked so well.

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Christ’s Birth

and Time of Jesus

Y

God’s word gives us a perfect record of Jesus Christ’s birth. The four Gospels together not only provide
important details, but they also lay out the chronology of events very nicely. We now conclude this
series on the birth of Jesus Christ by pinpointing the exact day and hour that he was born.

We recognize Victor Paul Wierwille for his service toward God by synthesizing the biblical, historical
and astronomical research of a number of scholars, to the end that more light could be shined on the
surrounding events of Jesus Christ’s birth. Among his many references, we especially note E.-W.
Bullinger (Witness of the Stars), and Ernest L. Martin (The Birth of Christ Recalculated). In his book,
Jesus Christ Our Promised Seed, Wierwille revealed that the birth of God’s son occurred on the
Hebrew calendar day that corresponded to our Wednesday, September 11, 3 B.C.

The year of 3 B.C. was chosen for various reasons. Wierwille listed eight of sixteen early Christian
sources who dated Christ’s birth between 4 and 3 B.C. The rest simply date it after 4 B.C. He also He
also described the research that connected the death of Herod, recorded in Matthew 2:15, with a
reference by Josephus to one of a number of lunar eclipses that occurred prior to Herod’s death.
Wierwille cited Ernest Martin who proved that the recorded January 9, 1 B.C. eclipse was the one
referred to by Josephus. This inspired many scholars to look at the astronomical events that occurred ol !
from 4 B.C. forward.. \9

Having set 3 B.C. as the best possible year of Jesus Christ’s birth Wierwille brought out more details
from Revelation 12:1-2, “And there appeared a great wonder in heaven; a woman clothed with the sun,
and the moon under her feet, and upon her head a crown of twelve stars: And she being with child cried,
travailing in birth, and pained to be delivered.” The word “wonder” comes from the earlier Greek word
“semeion,” which was often used in reference to zodiacal signs. The one constellation that symbolizes
the woman is Virgo. It says the woman was “clothed with the sun.” On the horizon, the sun was
positioned at mid-body in Virgo. According to Wierwille's research, in the year 3 B.C., Virgo and the
sun were in this position for approximately a 20-day period from August 27 to September 15. The
scripture says that the moon was “under her feet.” In 3 B.C. the moon was positioned under the feet
of Virgo on what would be our September 11th. According to Luke 2:8 Jesus Christ was born at night.
This means that his birth would have been between sunset and moonset on the Hebrew calendar that
corresponds to our Wednesday, September 11th, 3 B.C.

Finally Wierwille explained the significance of the Hebrew day on which Jesus was born. That day
was originally the first of the new calendar year, or Tishri 1. This requires more biblical research, but
his main point was that Jesus Christ was born on a special day called The Day of Trumpets. During
this day, Trumpets could be heard from morning until night. It was the day to recognize Jehovah as
the one true King. It was also the day of coronation ceremonies for new kings (see 2Kings 11:12-14).
In short, the birth of Jesus Christ was literally heralded by the blowing of trumpets. They not only
recognized the ultimate Kingship of God, but they unknowingly heralded the birth of His son who
would be heir to His Kingdom from heaven. Amen and praise God!

Ferrara Pan Candy has also moved much of its
yroduction to Mexico. Yes, wages are lower in Mexico, but wages
wren’t the only factor in candy manufacturers’ flight from America.
ifter all, Life Savers, which for 90 years manufactured in America,
Tlas moved to Canada, where wages are comparable to ours.

One of the ignored stories in the clamor and demagoguery over job
l.osses, not only in the candy industry but in others as well, is the
levastating impact of congressionally created “miracles” on our
industries. American sugar producers fight tooth and nail to keep
foreign sugar imports out of our country. They’'ve spent $722,000 in
campaign contributions to both Democratic and Republican con-
sressmen to enact sugar import tariffs and quotas.

As a result of their successful effort to get Congress to do their
bidding, our domestic sugar prices are about three times higher than
tthe world market price.

The other day I heard someone lament that the current field of
presidential contenders includes no one who can be looked to for
inspiration.

Their job
includes policing the world, comforting us, ending poverty, abolish-
ing hatred and prejudice, finding cures for diseases, making things
affordable, creating jobs, and “growing the economy.”

Lately presidents are even supposed to motivate us to strive for
something “greater than ourselves,” as John McCain put it when he
was running for messiah, I mean president, in 2000.

I'm not surprised that presidential aspirants easily don the mantle
of inspiration leader. What surprises me is that reasonable people
buy it. Anyone who looks to a politician for inspiration has been
neglecting some important parts of life.

Most politicians have spent their professional lives plotting to be in
a position to spend other people’s money in order to tell them how to
live. Officeholders are judged by how many intrusive laws they've
pushed through the legislative process.

They get into office by creating impressions that bear little if any
resemblance to the truth, Take the “serious” Democratic presiden-
tial contenders, for example. Every one of them condemns “special
interests” and claims to be one of the common people. Except each is
closely tied to special interests and has nothing in common with
common people.

Sen. John Kerry has a knack for marrying into money, and is in bed
with the teachers unions, among other special interests. Sen. John
Edwards was a plaintiff’s lawyer, which is as much a special interest
as the energy industry. He'’s fabulously wealthy, which sets him
apart from most people in the country. Kerry and Edwards both have
taken money from lobbyists, giving the lie to their claims of being
uniquely virtuous in American politics. ° _

Much the same can be said of Howard Dean, whose tenure as
governor of Vermont saw ample dealings with what he today damns

represents companies who use sugar as an input, such as candy
manufacturers, the protectionist miracle that Congress has created
for the sugar industry has cost anywhere from 7,500 to 10,000 jobs
in sugar-using industries due to higher sugar costs. Higher sugar
costs make U.S. candy manufacturers less competitive in both
domestic and world markets.

So what should Congress do? In the real world, when Congress
enacts a miracle for one group of Americans, such as sugar produc-
ers, it creates a non-miracle for other Americans. Should Congress
create a miracle for the sugar-using industry to offset the devastat-

ingeffects of its miracle for sugar producers — like keeping imported

candy out of the United States? I don’t know how that might work,
but I'm betting they’lll run into the same problem God explained so
aptly to the Angel Gabriel when He said, “Every time Ah passes a
miracle, Ah has to pass fo’ or five mo’ to ketch up wid it.”

Surely, if Congress creates a miracle for candy manufacturers, that
miracle is going to create a non-miracle for somebody else — at least
those who eat candy or own candy retail stores.

Here’s my suggestion for Congress. Just remember God’s lament:
“Even bein God ain’t no bed of roses,” and get out of the miracle
business.

The rule of law, it’s what America is based

on. We have very specific rules in this coun-
try designed to promote the general welfare

and protect the citizenry, and if we don’t
obey those laws, we are punished. That’s
the way it’s supposed to work.

Judge Roy Moore did not obey the law. He
defied a federal court order to remove a
statue of the Ten Commandments he had
placed in the courthouse where he worked
as Chief Justice of the Alabama Supreme
Court. So his fellow justices fired him, as
they should have. Hundreds of newspapers across the country
applauded that action on their editorial pages.

“His supporters don’t see (Moore) as the scofflaw that he is,” the
Washington Post opined. “A man who feels free to ignore the
constitutionally designated system by which law is interpreted in a
democratic society.”

The Orlando Sentinel put forth: “Mr. Moore’s style is reminiscent
of another popular Alabama politician — George Wallace. Just like
Mr. Wallace, Mr. Moore has little respect for the Constitution or the
rule of law.”

And the San Antonio Express-News put it this way: “Moore’s
refusal to follow the law was clearly out of bounds.”

Very noble, don’t you think? Newspapers passionately standing up
for the rule of law in the Ten Commandments case. Those editorial
writers were certainly looking out for us.

But wait a minute. In San Francisco, Mayor Gavin Newsome has
decided that California’s law defining marriage as solely between a
man and a woman, a law that was voted on directly by the citizens
of the Golden State in a proposition, is not worthy of being obeyed.
Newsome took a hard look at that marriage law and not only gave it
a thumbs down, he gave it a middle finger up.

And by issuing marriage licenses to gay couples himself, Mayor
Newsome may have actually broken the law in addition to defying it.
California Penal Code Section 115 prohibits the filing or recording of
any false instrument in any public office.

Uh-oh.

So I fully expected to see those tough “rule of law” editorials
reprised in The Washington Post, the Orlando Sentinel, and the San
Antonio Express-News vis-a-vis Newsome. But, alas, they did not
appear in those publications or in most other newspapers. Appar-
ently, the law rules in Alabama but not in San Francisco.

This blatant hypocrisy has landed hard on the doorstep of the
American Left, where Newsome is being hailed as a hero. Appar-
ently, if you break laws that liberals don't like, it’s OK, but you had
better back off from those troubling Ten Commandments.

If Gavin Newsome really cared about the rule of law, he would have
had the San Francisco police chief arrest him.
