A candidate who does not file the
withdrawal prior to deadline es-
sentially has an “ineffective” with-
drawal, Section 145.001 of the code

states. “The candidate’s name will

remainon the ballot, and any votes
cast for that candidate must be
counted in the regular manner. If
the candidate wins, he or she may
take office, if still in compliance
with eligibility requirements.”
Travis did not return a telephone
call made to his home Tuesday
morning.
Board president Ray Bagby de-
clined to comment on the matter.
A total of three positions are
slated to be filled in the May 15
health care district election. In-
cumbents Bagby and Edna Owens,
representing Precincts 2 and 1 re-
spectively, are running unopposed.
Deadline to register to vote in
the election is today, April 15.
Early voting in the election will
run April 28 through May 11.

Judge Dalby responds to
RFP process challenge

A trio of sworn affidavits were deliv-
ered to The Post Dispatch Monday in
response to last week’s article about
complaints filed recently with federal
and state officials over the handling
of the Giles W. Dalby Correctional
Facility operations contract.

County Judge Giles Dalby, his wife
and Ron Russell, MTC's senior vice
president for corrections, supplied
affidavits to The Dispatch, declaring
that all actions pertaining to the han-
dling of the proposals were legal and
honorable.

Two weeks ago, local resident Jon
Smith sent letters to the Department
of Justice, the FBI and the Texas
Attorney General's Office to alert the
agencies of the "appearance of foul
play” in the county's handling of the
bids. Smith accused the county judge
of "opening bids prior to the opening
date” and “contacting one of the bid-
ders and advising them that their bid
needed to be adjusted or fixed...."

In Dalby’s affidavit, he said he was
recovering from a torn rotator cuff
when the three RFPs were delivered
to his home by his secretary, Rhonda
Valdez, on March 18. Upon examin-
ing the MTC proposal, he discovered
that “everything was answered... with
the exception of any price quotations
to Garza County for the county’s por-
tion of the revenue they would offer.”
He notified Warden Joe Rasbeary at
the Dalby unit, who advised the judge
that he had no knowledge of the RFP
or its contents since the document
had been handled out of MTC's Utah
office. Rasbeary offered to contact
Russell.

Dalby’s statement indicates that
approximately 30 minutes after his
conversation with Rasbeary, Russell
contacted the judge. Dalby explained
the problem and said the situation
could be corrected if MTC provided
the missing information prior to 2

Slower
speed limit
set for 380...

A slower speed limiton U.S. Hwy
380 west of the Post Middle School
will be imposed following action
last week by the Post City Council.
Mayor Archie Gill explained to
council members that the current
40 mph is a danger to children
walking to and from school along a
stretch of U.S. Hwy 380.

The new speed limit will be posted
as 30 mph from Avenue R to the
posted school zone. The change will
take affect after the council follows
normal procedures for revising its
city ordinance.

The council also authorized city
manager Fred Stephens to pre-
pare a plan to expand the landfill
operation. This will involve sur-
veying and purchasing additional
property.

An agreement was reached with
property owner Gene Posey regard-
ing cleaning up accumulated ma-
terials at his residence. Posey
agreed to complete the cleanup by
September 1.

The council approved the termi-
nation of a lease with Ivan Line on
city-owned land near the landfill.
The land will be returned to natu-
ral vegetation and allowed to de-
velop natural cover.

Council members expressed sup-
port for the city manager to con-
tinue administrative efforts toseek
additional water supplies in an-
ticipation of continuing decline in
the water supply at White River
Lake. Currently Post receives 66
percent of its water from White
River and 33 percent from Slaton.

A resolution expressing opposi-
tion to Governor Rick Perry's lat-
est school financing proposal was
approved by the council. Council
agreed with Mayor Gill's observa-
tion that the proposal would hinder
the ability of the city to raise ap-
propriate tax to support its basic
needs.

The May 15 election was formally
cancelled, following notification
that all candidates for the election
were unopposed.

p.m., the published deadline. Dalby
said he received a fax from MTC with
the revenue proposal and indicated
he believed the document was received
prior to 2 p.m.

“At no time during my conversation
with Mr. Russell did I give him any
information that would give MTC an
advantage in the bidding process,”
the judge said in his affidavit. "It is
my understanding that an employee
in Utah did not insert the revenue
portion in the RFP when it was sent
from Utah.”

Nelda Dalby's affidavit states that
while her husband was reviewing the
MTC proposal, he showed her a page
where the revenue figures had been
left blank.

‘I heard the telephone conversations
he had with Warden Joe Rasbeary
and Ron Russell where he reported
the fact that this information was
missing and MTC would need to fax it
to our home before 2 p.m.,” her state-
ment reads. “He did not give Warden
Rasbeary or Mr. Russell any informa-
tion that would help MTC in the bid-
ding process during these conversa-
tions.”

In Russell’s statement, he said he
learned of the problem with the MTC
proposal when Rasbeary contacted
him on the morning of March 18. He
called Dalby, and the judge advised
that MTC had not submitted “certain
financial information” in its proposal.

“I asked and the judge approved me
faxing him the financial information
by 2 p.m. on that day,” Russell said. “I
then drafted a letter to the judge,
which included the missing informa-
tion, and faxed this letter to the judge
by 2 p.m. on March 18, 2004.

“My entire conversation with Judge
Dalby related to identifying the miss-
ing information and how to respond.
At no time did Judge Dalby divulge
any information which would have
helped MTC in the bid process.”

Last week, MTC sent out a press
release announcing the county’s in-
tention to renew the contract with
Management & Training Corporation
for the continued operation of the Giles
W. Dalby Correctional Facility.

The current contract expires July
31, according to the release, and the
new agreement will be for three years,
in addition to two one-year option
periods. The new contract will run
through mid-2007, with option years
possibly extending the agreement to
mid-2009.

Under terms of the new contract,
the Federal Bureau of Prisons will
pay Garza County about $21 million
annually to house and care for slightly
more than 1,000 inmates. Garza
County taxpayers will see about $1
million funneled into the county bud-
get each year, with the remainder of
the funds to be used to pay salaries for
231 employees, provide inmate care
and service to the county’s site con-
struction debt, according to the press
release. '

“I am very pleased the commission-
ers and Judge Dalby have been satis-
fied with the management provided
by MTC at their facility,” Rasbeary
said. "Out staff is proud of the service
it provides to this community and
looks forward to continuing this role.”

Dalby said MTC earned the contract
renewal through efficient operation.

“MTC has managed the correctional
facility since before construction was
even completed,” the judge said.
“Given their strong track record in
security and inmate educational pro-
gramming, I am pleased they will
continue operating the facility.”

Capacity at the Dalby unit is 1,094,
but 54 of those beds are in the segre-
gation unit and unavailable for ongo-
inginmate housing. Of the 1,040 regu-
lar beds, the average inmate popula-
tion over the past six months has been
1,038.

Neighbor to Neighbor

Caregiving: Identifying Need

Caregivers come from all walks of life. Whether you are a paid professional,
trained volunteer or a valued friend or family member, you may be charged
with the care of another individual. Caring for another person is not an easy
task and may be doubly harder when caregiving is a part of other
responsibilities.

Caregiving involves meeting one or more of the four major needs one might
have in his life: physical, emotional, social and financial. The role a
caregiver may play insomeone’s life may be dramatically different depending
on which need or needs must be addressed.

Physical needs may involve things such as nutrition, bathing, shopping
and the ability to move around the home or other living space. Emotional
needs may include a sense of self-worth or being loved. A care recipient with
a debilitating illness may be grieving over losing independence.

An effective caregiver will address the grief issues and find ways to
enhance independence. Social interaction is very important for individual
well-being. The caregiver may be the only regular contact that a care
recipient has.

Financial needs impact many other areas including health, housing and
feelings of security. The caregiver's primary responsibility is to make sure
that all bases are covered * that the care recipient is not a danger to himself
or others.

Ideally, a person needing assistance with personal care would ask for help.
However, this is not always the case. The question then becomes how to tell
if someone needs help or even how do I know if I need help.

One of the main concerns should be overall functioning and wellbeing. Ask
yourself if this person functions well enough to continue to live unassisted.
If you are unsure, think about other things that may affect function and
independence such as taking medications on a regular basis.

Functional impairment is judged based on ability to perform Activities of
Daily Living (ADLs), such as bathing and toileting, and, to an extent,
(IADLs), such as grocery shopping or cleaning house. Caregivers often find
that there are many things to be considered when evaluating the capabilities
of another person.

Another indicator may be appearance and hygiene
consider:

- Have teeth been brushed?

- Does the person appear clean?

- Are clothes clean?

- Is clothing appropriate?

Answers to these questions give clues not only about personal care abilities
but alsointerest in self-care. Lack of interest in self-care may be an indicator
of depression, which can affect decision-making and could lead to a health
Crisis.

Finance issues are very much a part of evaluating need for additional care.
You must consider whether or not an individual has the ability to make
sound financial decisions as well as whether or not he is able to pay bills
when they are due. You and your care recipient must also decide if he can
afford to live on his current income as well as meet future needs. This will
help determine whether the level of care needed to remain at home may be
afforded.

On God's Word

by Timothy W. Burnett

Spiritual Matters...1Corinthians 12:3

The spiritual matters found in 1 Corinthians 12-14 cover a number of subjects that are unbeheveable to
many Christians. Even Biblical scholars do not agree on the basic spiritual wisdom found in these chapters.
Yet here they sit, like a treasure box filled with gems that can transform even the most down-trodden people
into victorious children of God. Raise your hand if you want to learn how to walk and talk as children of God.
Don't know about you, but this author’s hand is flying up real fast! If we intend to learn the walk and the
talk, we must trust God's word where it says, “Now concerning spiritual [matters], brethren, I would not
have youignorant” (1Corinthians 12:1). God does not want His people to be in want of knowledge concerning
spiritual matters. We begin with 1Corinthians 12:3 where it says, "Wherefore I give you to understand, that
no man speaking by the spirit of God calls Jesus accursed: and that no man can say that Jesus is the Lord,
What does it mean to “speak by the spirit of God" and to say something by the holy
ghost? This is a reasonable question which can be answered by simply allowing God's word to interpret

1Corinthians 12:3 does not completely define what it means to “speak by the spirit of God.”
rightly divide this scripture we must find how it is interpreted in the context of where it is used again.
Chapters 12 and 13 only use this phrase in verse 3 of chapter 12. The first place that uses similar language
is found in 1Corinthians 14:15, "What is it then? I will pray with the spirit, and I will pray with the
understanding also: I will sing with the spirit, and I will sing with the understanding also.” This verse
distinguishes between praying with the spirit and praying with the understanding. We have a pretty good
idea what it means to pray with our understanding. But what does it mean to pray with the spirit? An
examination of chapter 14 will show that it distinguishes between speaking in tongues and the interpretation

Then we come
to verses 14- 15 where it says, “For if I pray in an unknown tongue, my spirit prays, but my understanding
When we reverently
allow God's word to interpret itself, we see that to pray with the understanding can only refer to speaking
with our own language, and the phrase “pray with the spirit” can only refer to speaking in tongues.

Now we can go back to 1 Corinthians 12:3 with a better understanding of what it is talking about. No man
speaking by the spirit of God, which is speaking in tongues, curses our Lord Jesus Christ. And furthermore,
nobody can truly say that Jesus is the Lord, but by the holy ghost. Do we use the name of our Lord Jesus
in prayer often? Yes we do. But it is also available to freely and truly declare our “Lord Jesus™ by the spirit

Democrat magicians

Merriam-Webster's dictionary defines magician as “one
who performs tricks of illusion and sleight of hand” and “one
skilled in magic,” a “sorcerer.” That's an apt description for
the parade of Democrats, leftists and peaceniks attacking
President Bush on his efforts managing the war on terrorism.
Millions of Americans have bought into the illusions created
by Bush's critics in their attempt to unseat him in the fall
election. Let’s look at it.

During the 9/11 Commission hearings, former Secretary of State and
magician extraordinaire Madeleine Albright told the panel that the Clinton
administration did all it could think of to defeat al Qaeda and fight
terrorism. OK. You tell me what it did about the 1993 bombing of the World
Trade Center. How about the 1996 bombing of a U.S. Air Force housing
complex at the King Abdul AzizAir Force Base near Dhahran, Saudi Arabia?
What about the bombing of the USS Cole and the 1998 bombing of the U.S.
embassies in Africa? Not only did the Clinton administration do nothing
decisive about these attacks that cost hundreds of U.S. casualties; it even
refused Sudanese President Bashir's offer to arrest and hand Osama bin
Laden over to the United States.

That's the magician's gift; he creates the illusion that events which
happened really didn't happen and those which didn't happen happened.
Being mesmerized by an illusion is the only way one can accept Madeleine
Albright's claim that the Clinton administration did everything it could
think of to fight terrorism and defeat al Qaeda.

Then, there's magician Richard Clarke, former White House terrorism
adviser, whose book “Against All Enemies: Inside America’s War on Terror”
was released just in time for the 9/11 Commission hearings. During the
hearings, Clarke testified that the Clinton administration had "no higher
priority” than destroying terrorism and that, for Bush, it was “an important
issue but not an urgent one.”

In 2002, Richard
Clarke told Fox News correspondent JimAngle that the Bush administration
decided to increase CIA resources fivefold to go after al Qaeda and that its
plans called for the rapid elimination of al Qaeda instead of simply a
rollback. Was Clarke lying then or is he lying now about President’s Bush'’s
war on terrorism?

Another part of the Democrats’ magic work is to convince the American
people that Bush places a higher priority on the ouster of Saddam Hussein
than going after al Qaeda.

You might ask, “Williams, are you a warmonger?” No, I'm not, but here's
the way I look at it. If you hate my guts and have designs to hurt me, and I
see you building a cannon aimed at my house, I am not going to wait for you
to finish construction.
