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Salt production expected to
create jobs, improve water

by Sheri Lewis

Garza County Commissioners took
the first step Monday morning to-
ward an effort that could introduce
new employment opportunitiesinthe
Post area.

The court approved the creation of
the Salt Fork Water Quality Corp.,
an entity designed to represent
Garza, Kent and Stonewall counties.
With the approval of the commis-
sioners courts of all three counties,
the corporation will work to estab-
lish a project that not only will gener-
ate economic benefits, but environ-
mental plusses as well.

Garza County Judge Giles Dalby
said the charge of the SFWQ Corp. is
to use federal grant monies to extract
saline from Brazos River water that
filters into Possum Kingdom Lake
and Lake Whitney.

The plan calls for several wells to be
dug in Kent and Stonewall counties;
there, the saline water will be pumped
from the ground and piped to a loca-
tion the corporation hopes to obtain

near the old mill.

There, the water will be flooded
into large settling ponds. The water
will evaporate, leaving “nothing but
puresalt—saltinits purist form,” the
judge said. The salt will be loaded
onto railroad cars and shipped to a
large salt company in the Houston
area where it will be sold commer-
cially.

Negotiations for a 1,000-acre tract
near the mill are under way with
Post-Montgomery, Dalby said.

Once the projectis fully operational,
as many as 60 jobs could be created,
the judge said. The bulk of those jobs
would be in Garza County.

The participating counties will re-
ceive no revenues from the project.

In addition to the economic boost,
the project also would promote envi-
ronmental interests. Dalby said not
only will the removal of the salt from
the Brazos River water enhance the
quality of the two lakes involved, but
it also would greatly reduce the cost

.Post ISD moves forward

on new building plans

cafeteria adjacent to the elementary
school.

Plans call for the new facility to
serve all campuses. A food prep area
will be constructed at the center of
the building, flanked by elementary
school and secondary school wings.

Following completion of the cafete-
ria, district officials will begin plan-
ning the new high school facility, the
superintendent said.

Although thereisno timeline linked
to the building of a new high school,
Marcum said the board is “deter-
mined to pursue it aggressively;”
however, district finances and legis-
lative action “willdrive that timeline.”

In relation to the proposed con-
struction projects, trustees also heard
from a representative of SAMCO, a
financial planning group that spe-
cializes in working with public
schools. The representative provided
anoverview ofthe many options avail-
able to the district, including bond
1Ssues.

Marcum said the board is inter-
ested in exploring the types of fi-
nancing available to the school dis-
trict, particularly because interest

rates are presently quite low. How-
ever, district officials are leaning to-
ward financing most if not all of the
project through the Post ISD fund
balance, which the superintendent
described as “hefty.” At the end of the
current fiscal year, the fund balance
could stand in excess of $7 million,
but Marcum said trustees want to
take care not to “completely deplete”
the account.

Inotherbusiness, trusteesreviewed
the preliminary budget for the 2004-
2005 school year, which according to
Marcum includes some “pretty sig-
nificant reductions.” The preliminary
budget stands at $8.5 million, down
from the $9.4 million budget approved
for the current fiscal year. Some $7.9
million of the $8.5 million budget
will be made up of state and local
revenues.

The largest cuts made to the pro-
posed budget involved payroll and
capital outlay, the superintendent
said.

Before we continue with the subject of spiritual
matters in 1Corinthians 12-14, let's shine the light of
God’s word on an area of life that we have all dealt
with at some time.

A

Bright side of war

In case you didn’t realize it, there’s a bright side to the death,
destruction, and prisoner abuse going on in Iraq and Afghanistan:
they're good for the American economy. War creates jobs. At least
that’s what lots of people think.

The Washington Post recently helped to spread that impression
with a report on the war’s beneficent effects on textile, automotive,
and other firms throughout the United States. It is certainly nice to
know that even though people are being killed, maimed, and made
to act out scenes from porn videos, American workers in small towns
are prospering making vehicles, equipment, and clothing for the
troops. As one company chief put it, “It’s been a godsend to them [the
workers].” Added the Post, “There’s no sign that it will end soon.”

That last comment is certainly true. But the idea that war creates
prosperity is emphatically not true.

More than 150 years ago, a French economist blasted the fallacy on
whica that newspaper article is based. Frédéric Bastiat wrote that
tounderstand economic events, one has to observe both the seen and
the unseen, including what would have happened but didn’t.

What he was refuting has come to be called the broken-window
fallacy. Bastiat told the story of a youth who broke a shop window.
Just as everyone on the street was bemoaning the shopkeeper’s
misfortune, someone who thought he was an economist found good
fortune instead: The shopkeeper will have to buy a new window,
which means the glass maker will have more money to spend, and so
on. Instead of economic stagnation, the broken window will set
money in motion and bring new prosperity.

The fallacy, of course, is that, had the window not been broken, the
shopkeeper would have spent his money in a way that would have
made him better off than he was when he awoke that morning. But
now he must spend the money just to regain the position he was in
before the glass shattered. Destruction did not make the community
richer. Is anyone surprised?

The broken-window fallacy also underlies the belief that war
makes usricher. But surely formerly unemployed workers whomake
army uniforms and Humvees are better off because of the war. They
now have money to spend on all kinds of things, which makes other
people more prosperous too. Where’s the fallacy?

It lies, just as in the case of the window, in not looking for the

It is well established that in 1876 Texans serving on the constitu-
tional convention were forced to accept the Northeastern U.S. notion
that the state is responsible for educating its citizens. This was a
foreign idea in Texas, but having suffered under martial law and
imperial government for more than 10 years, delegates accepted
grudingly certain mandatory provisions thrust upon them by the
Yankee carpetbaggers.

Among those items included in the 1876 Texas constitution was
Article VII, Section 1:

Public Schools To Be Established - A general diffusion of knowledge
being essential the preservation of the liberties and rights of the
people, it shall be the duty of the Legislature of the State to establish
and make suitable provision for the support and maintenance of an
efficient system of public free schools.

Quality of publicly funded schooling in Texas has been on a
downhill slide from that day forward ... a result of increasing
centralized control, first in Austin, then in Washington, D.C. Things
got a lot worse during the 1960s with the implementation of that

great socialist Lyndon Johnson’s dreams of ripping the control of

education from the state and local level to a national “big daddy”
education consortium.

We know it now as the U.S. Department of Education. :

Anyone who has ever served on a school board, or attended school
board meetings or has worked in a pubicly funded school setting,
knows quite well how precious little local control exists. The central-
ized management is so tightly controlled from Austin and Washing-
ton, there is really no such thing as an “independent school district.”

Funding, which has recently taken front stage in the political
arena, i1sn't any prettier. The tighter the centralized control, the
more difficult it is to fund at the local level. Literally tons of paper
work spews out of Washington and Austin, suffocating local admin-
istrators and faculty. Along with mandates that often make little
sense, it is no wonder our publicly funded and centrally controlled
schools are in such a mess.

The politicos in Austin and Washington lost faith in our ability to
govern ourselves years ago ... and their lack of faith in us has led us
down a dangerous path that can only lead to more of the same

unseen. If the window had not been broken, the shopkeeper would
have had money for other things. Likewise, if we taxpayers weren't
taxed for war, we’d have money for other things. That spending
would create economic activity. Moreover, we'd also save some
money. Savings become investment, which brings forth new ways to
make our lives batter, and new opportunities for lucrative
employment. The real cost of the war is the wealth we are compelled
to forgo.

[t i1s important not to confuse exertion with productive work. The
free market consists of incentives for people to become richer by
making others better off. Market activity creates value, which can be
seen by the fact that people willingly pay for products; the products
no one will pay for pass from the scene. Government spending on war
(or anything else) is different. It is financed by force — taxation —
and no one willingly buys the output. How many people would
voluntary help finance the war in Iraq? Since the jobs created by
government activity are not aimed at serving willing consumers,
such employmeént canriot be considered productive in an"economic
sense because it would not exist in the absence of compulsion.
Instead, those phony jobs displace real productive jobs.

Even truly defensive wars entail destruction, not production. Wars
of aggression, such as the U.S. war in Iraq, add insult to injury.

centralized mediocrity.

To add to this misery, the Texas Supreme Court ruled several years
ago that “efficient” (see Article VII, Section 1) means, get this, “equal
funding.” That decision led to the “Robin Hood Plan,” which stripped
school districts with plenty of money (“more money than they need”),
to send the “extra” funds to Austin for redistribution.

Does anyone remember the historical lesson that “redistribution of
wealth” is a foundation principle of Karl Marx’ Communist Mani-
festo?

Texans know in their hearts that “robbing one to pay another” just
isn’'t right. That’s a main ingredient in the special session called by
Governor Perry.

Fortunately, the so-called school funding reform session in Austin
ended in failure. That’s good news for those of us who still have to pay
taxes. The Legislature’s failure also offers a potential opening for a
new and real revolution to take seed ... that would be the revolution
to decentralize the control of public schooling.

Decentralizing can be accomplished very simply by Texas voters
approving an amendment to the current constitution, eliminating
the offending language in Article VII, Section 1. By taking away the
power of the Supreme Court to dictate the meaning of “efficient” as
“equal funding,” the people of Texas could swiftly take back control
of their schools.

The amendment might read something like this:

Article VII, Section 1:

A general diffusion of knowledge being essential to the preserva-
tion of the liberties and rights of the people, it shall be the duty of the
Legislature of the State to empower the people of Texas, through
their locally elected officials, to make suitable provision for the
support and maintenance of a system of public free schools.

Notice that the proposed amendment places responsibility for
educating children at the local level. Who knows better what our
children need than we? It is our responsibility to set the tone and
provide the money, not the State of Texas. And certainly not the U.S.
government.

It’s time Texans to take a stand against continued socialist school-
ing and insist on local control of our schools.

 Let's take back our schools...

Our children and grandchildren deserve nothing less. It’s up to us
to see that they get the best ... what is best as we see it, not what
Austin or Washington “education specialists” say is best.

We don’t allow the state to dictate how we should operate our
churches, why do we accept the notion that the state should operate
our schools?

Let’s replace Article VII, Section 1 with some common sense
language and put that amendment on the ballot in November! It
starts right here at home ... believing that we can do it better, and
then demand that our state representatives empower us to take
control of our schools.

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Bulldogs take two of three at Regional Quarterflnal

The Post Antelopes came within
one ballgame of advancing to the
Regional Semi-Final. The ‘Lopes lost
Friday night 16=6, then won the
second of three game series Saturday
afernoon by a whopping 16-3. But 30
minutes later, the ‘Lope bats went
cold, and the Coahoma Bulldogs
unleashed a devastating seventh
inning to silence the ‘Lopes 13-5.
Here’s a recap of the series.

Game 1 Caahoma 16, Post 6

On Friday, the Antelopes found out
what can happen when the defense
has anoffday and the pitchingdoesn’t
get much better — offense won out
over pitching. Coahoma tallied 16
runs, scoring in every inning to take
a 1-0 lead in the best-of-three series
with Post to record a 16-6 victory over
the Antelopes in the Region 1-2A
quarterfinals at Midland’s
Christensen Stadium.

Post had six runs, but it was six
errors and the lack of clutch hits that
hurt the Lopes. Post, afundamentally
average team, showed a lack on
consistency. Against Coahoma in the
opening game, errors contributed to
the Antelope loss. Pitching, an
Antelope strength all season, failed
to stem the Coahoma offense as three
Antelopes toed the mound. Joseph
Espinoza (7-3) took the loss, with Jett
Lott and Mitchell Mills also unable to
shut down the Bulldogs. Coahoma
starter Lance Roberts (5-1) spaced
out six runs to get the complete five-
inning victory.

Coahoma, meanwhile, found just
enough defense to keep Post at bay
when absolutely necessary. The
Bulldogs held an 8-5 lead after three
full innings, 10-6 after four innings,
and put the run rule in effect by plating
six runs in the top of the fifth while
holding the Antelopes scoreless to close
out the inning and the game.

Game 2 Post 16, Coahoma 3

On the verge of being booted from
the Class 2A playoffs, the Post
Antelopes rebounded in a dominating
way. Wreaking havoc on a shell-shocked
Coahoma team one day after being
dismantled in a 16-6 loss, Post stormed
to an impressive 16-3 whitewashing of
Coahoma. The win evened the playoff
series at one game apiece and set the
stage for a winner-takes-all, series-
clinching third game.

Post led 11-0 before Coahoma scored
a solo fourth-inning run. After a five-
run fifth for the ‘Lopes, Coahoma tallied
their final two runs of the five-inning,
run rule-shortened game on a Kelby
Kemper home run. Andrew Espinoza
(8-2) went the distance for the win.
Espinoza’s pitching stats showed 73
total pitches with no walks, seven hits,
one hit batter and 25 strikes and 24
balls.

Post, batting in the visitor’s slot,
quickly drew first blood, plating three
runs in its half of the first inning with
the ‘Lopes scoring at least one run in
every inning and once scoring five and
six runs. Randon Blacklock’s two-run
home run in the second inning boosted
the Antelopes to an insurmountable

lead with the ‘Lopes following with
four consecutive singles after the
home run blast. Post finished with
six runs in the inning to hold a 9-0
lead after two innings. Coahoma
sent seven batters to the box after
two innings of play — one over the
minimum.

A run-producing single by Coco
Valdez plated Blacklock in the third
inning, as did Blacklock’s fourth-
inning RBI single that scored Theo
Paiz on base via a walk. The Post
Antelopes blew the game open with
five runs in the final inning.
Coahoma capped its scoring with
two more runs in the fifth,
highlighted by a long home run
from Kemper, following a Sam
Tindel single.

In sharp contract to Friday’s
game, the ‘Lopes suffered only one
error.

Game 3 Coahoma 13, Post 5

After the Antelopes forced the
third game with a 16-3 win in
Saturday’s opening game, Coahoma
outslugged Post in seven innings
13-5 to advance to the regional
semifinals against Holliday.

The team combined for 22 hits
and four errors in the elimination
game. Post used three pitchers and
Coahoma scored at least one run in
five ofthe seven innings, while Post
scored 1n four of the seven innings.
In the three-game series, Coahoma
combined for 32 runs with Post
plating 27 runs on 27 hits.

Unnerved by a late Post rally to

close the score to 7-4 after six innings,
Coahoma got sixrunsin the top ofthe
seventh inning, holding off the
Antelopes 13-5 after a solo run from
Post in the bottom of the seventh.
Andrew Espinoza (8-3), one of the
three pitchers used by the ‘Lopes,

took the loss. Blacklock and Joespeh

Espinoza saw limited pitching duties.
Kemper got the win.

Excluding the second game victory,
Post led for only one inning — a 2-1
first inning margin in the Game 3
rubber match.

Post’s second consecutive season of
at least 20 wins left a bitter taste for
Post as the Antelopes finished the
2004 season in the regional
quarterfinal round following a
regional semifinal appearance in the

2003 season.

Despite the gut-wrenching loss,
Max Kattwinkel clearly has the
Antelope baseball program on the
upswing, with the ‘Lopes expected to
have a strong returning team primed
for the 2005 season.

Coahoma(16-11)will face Holliday,
a winner over Eastland, in the
regional semifinals at a date, time
and site to be determined. Post
finished the season at 20-7.
