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Indigent care costs soar

With two-thirds of the fiscal year
gone, the Garza County Health Care
District has already spent more than
$88,000 of its $100,000 budget for
indigent health care, but the amount
spent during the month of May was
smaller than the figures reported in
recent months.

Inareportdelivered to the district’s
board of directors June 17, it was
noted that $1,065.16 was spent on
indigent health care during the
month of May, district administrator
Tanya Boucher said.

The district began the month with
16 individuals eligible for indigent
services and finished the month with
a total of 13. Five screenings were
conducted, with three not approved
for services and another three
dropped as no longer being qualified.

Boucher said the district has sus-
tained “a lot” of indigent claims in
recent months, leaving the district
slightly less than $12,000 in funds
earmarked for indigent health care
services for the current fiscal year.

Foryears, district officials budgeted
up to $150,000 for indigent health
care services, but the claims had
never been anywhere close to that
number, Boucher said. As a result,
the board agreed to bump the figure
down to $100,000 begihning with the

current fiscal year.

Inresponse to the unexpected surge
in indigent health care claims, dis-
trict officials agreed to table action
on the use 0of 2003 tobacco settlement
proceeds. Boucher said the district
received approximately $8,800 — mi-
nus a small amount required to be
paid to the county — which will be
held in the event that funds ear-
marked for indigent health care are
exhausted prior to the close of the
fiscal year. If those funds are not
used for indigent health care ser-
vices, district officials will reconsider
plans for the money.

In other business, district officials
received a report on the operation of
the Garza County Health Care Clinic.
According to the report, the total
deficit for the month of May was
$10,948, down significantly from re-
cent months. The clinic reported a
total of 541 visits, compared to 568 in
the previous month; 797 procedures,
compared to 879 in April; and saw a
“seasonal” drop in charges down to
$40,323 from the $41,915 recorded a
month earlier. Expenses totaled
$34,897, compared to $40,169 in
April.

Highway traffic

Garza County Justice of the Peace Courts collected a total of $30,402,15
during May for highway travel fines issued here, according to official
reports. The fund raising program, operated by Garzy County in coordination
with the State of Texas, took advantage of travelers who were accused of

violating State Transportation Codes.

Justice of the Peace Precinct 1 took in $10,173.25 on 41 cases while JP
Court Precinct 2 reported $20,228.90 on 50 cases.

State and county code enforcement officers are “just doing their jobs” by
enforcing the traffic code, but what was sold to the public in the 1920s for

The State of Texas gradually shifted the scope of the Code so that all
travelers appear required to register their automobiles with the State of
Texas.

- has revealed exactly who is required to register their automobiles with the

The exact jurisdictional limit (scope) of the Texas Transportation Code
was discovered by allowing it to narrowly interpret itself according to its
strict construction. The scope of the Transportation Code is “Transportation.”

The term “Transportation” was not defined in the Texas Code. According
to the United States Transportation Code and Black’s Law Dictionary, the
term “Transportation” was defined as transportation by a carrier for hire.

Use of the roads and highways for the purpose of “transportation for hire
by carriers” was what fell under the scope of the Code. Even to this day, the
Code protects the traveling public by regulating vehicles using the roads for

the purpose of “Transportation.”

It was further discovered that the State and County enforces the Code
upon all travelers who use vehicles that are registered with the State. The
registration stickers and license plates were found to be the identifiers by
which enforcers could determine whether or not vehicles fell under their

jurisdictional limits of enforcement.

On-going research continues on the simple question of whether the State
and County have the authority to enforce the Transportation Code upon
those who do not fall within its scope, and have not voluntarily registered

their automobiles with the State.

into the summer in terms of moisture
requirements. Additional rainfall for
cotton producers around early-mid
bloom will make a cotton crop.

Ranchers will benefit from this rain-
fall, as much needed range and turf
recovery should be underway. The
majority of our rainfall has come
early and late in the growing season
the last few years. The benefactors of
these past rains have been mostly
weeds and cool season grasses. The
rainfall this time of year through
August should help replenish warm
season grasses and turf conditions.
Range conditions should improve
quite a bit in the next few weeks,
particularly when stocking rates are
low.

Another significant thing about a
good general rain is the benefit to
those in town as well. Cutting back
on watering lawns will save
homeowners thousands of dollars in
water lost and help conserve water
that is in short supply.

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The American Declaration

Editor's Note: The folloiwng is the complete text of the famous document
which rocked the world and began a political revolution which has
inspired generations of Americans. How many of us today would dare to
signsuch aradical and potentially dangerous statement? As in 1776, very
few are willing to shake their fear in defense of liberty. Fortunately, the
many benefit from the sacrifice of a few.

In CONGRESS, July 4,1776.
The unanimous Declaration of the thirteen united States of America
When in the Course of human events, it becomes necessary for one

. people to dissolve the political bands which have connected them with
i another, and to assume among the powers of the earth, the separate and
' equal station to which the Laws of Nature and of Nature's God entitles
. them, a decent respect to the opinions of mankind requires that they

should declare the causes which impel them to the separation.

We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal,
that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights,
that among these are Life, Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness. That to
secure these rights, Governments are instituted among Men, deriving
their just powers from the consent of the governed. That whenever any
Form of Government becomes destructive of these ends, it is the Right of
the People to alteror to abolishit, and toinstitute new Government, laying
its foundation on such principles and organizing its powers in such form,
as to them shall seem most likely to effect their Safety and Happiness.
Prudence, indeed, will dictate that Governments long established should
not be changed for light and transient causes; and accordingly all experi-
ence hath shown, that mankind are more disposed to suffer, while evils are
sufferable than to right themselves by abolishing the forms to which they
are accustomed. But when a long train of abuses and usurpations,
pursuing invariably the same Object evinces a design to reduce them
under absolute Despotism, itis their right, itis their duty, to throw off such
Government, and to provide new Guards for their future security. Such
has been the patient sufferance of these Colonies; and such is now the
necessity which constrains them to alter their former Systems of Govern-
ment. The history of the present King of Great Britain is a history of
repeated injuries and usurpations, all having in direct object the estab-
lishment of an absolute Tyranny over these States. To prove this, let Facts
be submitted to a candid world.

He has refused his Assent to Laws, the most wholesome and necessary
for the public good.

He has forbidden his Governors to pass Laws of immediate and pressing
importance, unless suspended in their operation till his Assent should be
obtained; and when so suspended, he has utterly neglected to attend to
them.

He has refused to pass other Laws for the accommodation of large
districts of people, unless those people would relinquish the right of
Representation in the Legislature, a right inestimable to them and
formidable to tyrants only.

He has called together legislative bodies at places unusual, uncomfort-
able, and distant from the depository of their public Records, for the sole

.purpose of fatiguing them into compliance with his measures.

He has dissolved Representative Houses repeatedly, for opposing with

‘manly firmness his invasion on the rights of the people.

He has refused for a long time, after such dissolutions to cause others to

‘be elected, whereby tie Legislative powers, incapable of Annihilation,

have returned to the People at large for their exercise; the state remaining
in the meantime exposed to all the dangers of invasion from without and
convulsions within.

He has endeavored to prevent the population of these States; for that
purpose obstructing the Laws for Naturalization of Foreigners; refusing
to pass others to encourage their migrations hither, and raising the
conditions of new Appropriations of Lands.

He has obstructed the Administration of Justice, by refusing his Assent
to Laws for establishing Judiciary Powers.

He has made Judges dependent on his Will alone, for the tenure of their
offices and the amount and payment of their salaries.

He has erected a multitude of New Offices, and sent hither swarms of
Officers to harass our people, and eat out their substance.

He has kept among us, in times of peace, Standing Armies without the
Consent of our legislature.

He has affected to render the Military independent of and superior to the
Civil power.

He has combined with others to subject us to a jurisdiction foreign to our
constitution, and unacknowledged by our laws giving his Assent to their
Acts of pretended Legislation:

- For.Quartering large bodies of armed troops among us:
For protecting them, by a mock trial, from punishment for any Murders
which they should commit on the Inhabitants of these States:
. For cutting off our Trade with all parts of the world:
For imposing Taxes on us without our Consent:
For depriving us in many cases of the benefits of Trial by Jury:

. of Independence

For transporting us beyond Seas to be tried for pretended offenses:

For abolishing the free System of English Laws in a neighboring Province
establishing therein an Arbitrary government, and enlarging its Bound-
aries so as to render it at once an example and fit instrument for
introducing the same absolute rule into these Colonies:

For taking away our Charters, abolishing our most valuable Laws, and
altering fundamentally the Forms of our Government:

Forsuspending our own Legislatures, and declaring themselves invested
with power to legislate for us in all cases whatsoever.

He has abdicated Government here, by declaring us out of his Protection
and waging War against us.

He has plundered our seas, ravaged our Coasts, burnt our towns, and
destroyed the lives of our people.

He is at this time transporting large Armies of foreign Mercenaries to
complete the works of death, desolation and tyranny already begun with
circumstances of Cruelty and perfidy scarcely paralleled in the most
barbarous Ages, and totally unworthy the Head of a civilized nation.

He has constrained our fellow Citizens taken Captive on the high Seas to
bear Arms against their Country, to become the executioners of their
friends and Brethren, or to fall themselves by their Hands.

He has excited domestic insurrections amongst us, and has endeavored
to bring on the inhabitants of our frontiers, the merciless Indian Savages,
whose known rule of warfare, is an undistinguished destruction of all ages,
sexes and conditions.

Inevery stage of these Oppressions We have Petitioned for Redress in the
most humble terms. Our repeated Petition have been answered only by
repeated injury. A Prince, whose character is thus marked by every act
which may define a Tyrant, is unfit to be the ruler of a free people.

Nor have We been wanting in attention to our British brethren. We have
warned them from time to time of attempts by their legislature to extend
an unwarrantable jurisdiction over us. We have reminded them of the
circumstances of our emigration and settlement here. We have appealed
to their native justice and magnanimity and we have conjured them by the
ties of our common kindred to disavow these usurpations, which would
inevitably interrupt our connections and correspondence. They too have
been deaf to the voice of Justice and to consanguinity. We must, therefore,
acquiesce in the necessity, which denounces our Separation, and hold them
as we hold the rest of mankind, Enemies in War, in Peace Friends.

We, therefore, the Representatives of the united States of America, in
General Congress, Assembled, appealing to the Supreme Judge of the
world for the rectitude of our intentions, do, in the Name, and by Authority
of the good People of these Colonies, solemnly publish and declare, That
these United Colonies are, and of Right ought to be Free and Independent
States; that they are Absolved from all Allegiance to the British Crown,
and that all political connection between them and the State of Great
Britain, is and ought to be totally dissolved; and that as Free and
Independent States they have full Power to levy War, conclude Peace,
contract Alliance, establish Commerce, and to do all other Acts and Things
which Independent States may of right do. And for the support of this
Declaration, with a firm reliance on the protection of Divine Providence,
we mutually pledge to each other our Lives, our Fortunes, and our sacred
Honor.

No right to
remain silent

You have the right to remain silent — unless you're asked your
name when you aren't even charged with a crime. That's right: it can
now be a crime to refuse to tell a policeman your name. What's
happening to America?

Nevada and 20 other states have criminalized remaining silent in
the face of a policeman’s question “What's your name?" By a 5-4 vote
the U.S. Supreme Court said that's okay — it's no violation of the
Fourth Amendment prohibition against unreasonable searches or
the Fifth Amendment prohibition against compulsory self-
incrimination.

“Obtaining a suspect’s name in the course of a Terry stop serves
important government interests,” wrote Justice Anthony Kennedy
for the majority, referring to an earlier case (Terry) that permits the
police to detain people on the basis of a suspicion that falls short of
the traditional standard of “probable cause” for arrest. It may serve
“important government interests.” But some of us in the United
States still harbor the impression that the nghts and interests of
individuals trump the interests of state.

The latest case arose out of a rancher’s refusal to identify himself
while the police were looking for a man in a truck who had been seen
beating a woman. The rancher had been spotted by his truck and,
after refusing 11 requests to give his name, he was charged with and
later convicted of a misdemeanor. He was fined $250.

It doesn't seem like much of a penalty, but we have to think in
principles. It should make the citizens of a putatively free country
uncomfortable to know that the police can have the authority to stop
and demand identification on the basis of a “reasonable suspicion,”
which after allis a highly subjective state of mind. A personis looking
atastorefront. Is he admiring the window display or casing the joint?
[t's up to the policeman to decide. Under the Terry ruling, which was
decided more than three decades ago, the cop can stop, question, and
frisk the person without probable cause. The latest ruling simply
fills in a missing detail. The policeman can demand that the person
identify himself.

Kennedy and his four colleagues rejected the argument that giving
one’'s name can be an act of self-incrimination. Obviously, if the
person questioned is wanted for another crime, then being forced to
identify himself does violate the right against self-incrimination.
Kennedy dismissed this objection all too casually: “Answering a
request to disclose a name is likely to be so insignificant in the
scheme of things as to be incriminating only in unusual
circumstances.” But those unusual circumstances involved persons.
I guess they are insignificant too.

It's tempting and comforting to seek refuge in the notion that only
bad people will want to withhold their names from the police. Maybe:
maybe not. But even if we grant that, the comfort is false. The rule
of law protects us all, even if its most visible effects involve people we
suspect of evil. This was best captured in Robert Bolt's play, “A Man
for All Seasons,” about Sir Thomas More's refusal to sacrifice his
integrity to Henry VIII. When another character, William Roper,
says he'd abolish the protections of law to nab the Devil, More
replies,

“Oh? And when the last law was down, and the Devil turned round
on you — where would you hide, Roper, the laws all being flat? This
country's planted thick with laws from coast to coast — man’s laws,
not God's — and if you cut them all down — and you're just the man
todoit —d'youreally think you could stand upright in the winds that
would blow then? Yes, I'd give the Devil benefit of law, for my own
safety’s sake.”
