McDill, the longest-tenured Lady Jackets coach, has the most sto­

ries from her nine years with the basketball team. She told some of 
them at Mr. Campbell’s funeral.

“In my first season, Rockwall started off real well. Then we had some 
injuries. He asked me, ’How are we doing?’ I said, ‘Mr. Campbell, 
this team is making my hair turn gray.’ The next time I saw him, he 
had a Wal-Mart bag. In it was a bottle of Miss Clairol hair color. The 
last time I saw him in the hospital, we laughed and laughed when we 
remembered that story.”

Loretta and her daughter, Tina Jones of Grand Saline, spent many 
days and nights with their father and grandfather while he was hospi­
talized during his final weeks. Occasionally, Jimmy Day would stay at 
the hospital to give Mr. Campbell’s relatives some time at home.

Mr. Campbell referred to Day as his “adopted son.” He accompa­
nied the fan on many of his out-of-town trips. That was even after 
Day’s daughter Haley had graduated as the Lady Jackets’ career scor­
ing leader and gone on to play at SMU, where she is a junior.

Peyton Adamson surpassed Haley’s record this year. They both 
were part of the 2006-07 undefeated 5A state champions, and part of 
another story about Mr. Campbell.

McDill said, “After the state championship game, at the party in our 
hotel, Haley and all of them spray-painted his hair orange, and spiked 
it up into a Mohawk. He was so proud of that.”

Hey, at that time, he was still only 90, and kept young by his expo­
sure to young people.

Orange hair was no big thing for Mr. Campbell, who was buried in 
an orange sports coat Loretta had given him.

McDill described a visit to his home.
“The living room was completely covered with Rockwall stuff -  

orange and white, basketball, volleyball and softball. His bed was in 
there, and at the side of the bed were a lot of orange T-shirts. The only 
one that wasn’t orange was an SMU T-shirt he had for Haley.”

Meredith Gordon was a senior classmate of Haley Day’s on that 
championship team. She also spoke at the funeral, recalling that the 
players always knew Mr. Campbell would be there and would give an 
honest assessment after the game.

Her mother, Dixie Gordon, had organized a Jacket Backers fund­
raising drive to purchase a new handicapped-accessible van for Mr. 
Campbell for his 90th birthday. His old van was wearing out from the 
countless miles it had been driven to support RHS sports, in and out 
of season.

“He saw more of our games than 1 did,” McDill said. “He was at 
every one of our games, and the JV and freshman games he could get 
to. He went to every one of our tournaments, whether they were in 
College Station, or this year in Belton. In the summer, we used to go 
to the OU team camp in Norman. He would stay at a hotel and go to 
every one of our games there.”

Mr. Campbell also traveled to places the Lady Jackets never went.
McDill’s husband,The Rev. Paul McDill, officiated at the funeral at 

First Baptist Church. He told those who knew Mr. Campbell as a fan 
that he was also a devoted family man. He took care of his wife, who

was in a wheelchair for her last 35 years. One of her dreams was to 
visit all 50 states. He made sure that she achieved that goal -  in that 
van, on a cruise to Alaska and on a plane to Hawaii to complete the 
tour.

Mr. Campbell had been close to Jessica Shaw, Rockwall’s vol­
leyball Most Valuable Player in 2003 and a two-time All-Region

Rockwall County 
cities report $1.024 
million in sales tax 
revenues for February

The most recent report form Texas Comptroller Susan Combs shows 
a total of $1,024244.35 in sales tax revenues for the six cities in 
Rockwall County. The March sales tax report shows a .04% decrease 
from the same period in 2009. The year-to-date total of $5,173239.95 
is a 2.23% decrease from 2009.

Rockwall County city totals are Rockwall ($894,057.31), Royse 
City ($79,858.85), Heath ($36314.93), Fate ($9,038.51), Mobile City 
($4316.79) and McLendon-Chisholm ($457.96). (See the chart on 
Page 5 for more details.)

“For the second month in a row, the decline in sales tax collections 
continued to moderate,” Combs said. “Following an eight-month 
stretch of double-digit declines, the pace of revenue losses is slow­
ing. The oil and gas, construction, manufacturing, and retail industries 
registered lower sales tax revenue collections than one year earlier. 
We expect further declines in the near term followed by a return to 
sales tax revenue growth later this year.”

Cities, counties, transit systems and special purpose taxing districts 
will receive $394.1 million in April sales tax allocations, a 3.9 percent 
decrease compared to April 2009. So far in 2010, monthly sales tax 
allocations to local governments lag 7.4 percent behind 2009.

On Friday, Comptroller Combs will send April sales tax allocations 
of $265.7 million to Texas cities, down 3.6 percent compared to April 
2009. Calendar year-to-date, city sales tax allocations are running 7 
percent lower than last year. Texas counties will receive sales tax pay­
ments of $24.0 million, down 7.7 percent compared to one year ago. 
Calendar year-to-date, county sales tax allocations are 12.9 percent 
lower than last year.

In addition, 164 special purpose taxing districts are getting $15.7 
million in sales tax, down 1.8 percent compared to last April. Ten 
local transit systems will receive $88.6 million in sales tax rebates, 
down 3.9 percent compared to a year ago. March state sales tax rev­
enue and April payments made to local governments represent sales 
that occurred in February.

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Spiritual Matters...ICorinthians 12:4-6
By Timothy W. Burnett
I ast week we studied God’s word in ICorinthians 12:3 where it says that 

"no man speaking by the spirit of God calls Jesus accursed, and that no man 
can say that Jesus is Lord but by the holy ghost.” By allowing God’s word 
to interpret itself we learned from chapter 14 that to speak by the spirit of 
God referred to speaking in tongues.

People have different beliefs about this subject. Some say that the devil 
can inlluence the languages spoken. Others believe that nobody who speaks 
in ti>nguc'> can be inlluenced by the devil unto cursing our Lord Jesus Christ. 
If we w ant to know the right doctrine concerning spiritual matters, we only 
need to go to god’s word and allow it to interpret itself, “no man speaking 
by the spirit of God calls Jesus accursed...”

We continue on the subject of spiritual matters with ICorinthians 12:4-6, 
"Now there are diversities of gifts, but the same spirit. And there are dif­
ferences I'f administrations, but the same Lord. And there are diversities of 
operations, but it is the same God which works all in all.”

God is emphasizing .something with the repetitive use of the word “same.” 
It is the same spirit, the same Lord, and the same God. God is the one true 
God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ. The spirit of God is His gift which 
was poured out on the day of Pentecost as recorded in Acts 2:1-4 God did 
not give various kinds of holy spirits for different people. But He did give 
various gifts that are available by the same spirit.

God gave different administrations or ways to serve that are available by 
the same Lord Jesus Christ. And the one and same God gave various opera­
tions or workings that are able to work mightily for all people, in all who are 
filled with holy spirit. Think of the spirit of God as a package ttiat is fully 
complete and available for anybody who believes with the heart that God 
rasied Jesus Christ from the dead (Romans 10:9-10).

These verses make for a very good study. According to E.W. Bullinger’s 
notes in the King James Companion Bible, the words “gifts,” “administra­
tions” and “operations” came from the earlier known Greek words charis­
ma, diakonia and energema (respectively). The Greek word charisma (gifts ) 
meant gifts of grace, favor or free gifts. The word diakonia (administra­
tions) meant the service rendered by servants. The w'ord energema (opera-

tions) referred to the thing worked, or the effect. Por anybody who want 
to study the various uses ot each w'ord, a good tool is Young s Analytical 
Concordance to the Bible (King James). It is available in most Christian 
bcK)kstores. It may also be found in u.sed-book stores lor a much lowei price, 
An excellent webiste for Biblical studies is in crosswaIk.com.

The word “charisma” is always translated gifl(s). Go to Romans 6:23, ... 
the gift of Gcxl is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.” In 2C orinthians 
1:11 it is u.sed as gifts freely given to Paul and his company. Ephesians 4.7 
uses “charisma” in the context of ministries, “ ...and He gave some apostles: 
and some prophets; and some, evangelists, and some, pastors and teachers. 
For the perfecting of the saints, for the work ot the ministry, for the edifying 
of the body of Christ...” (Ephesians 4:11-12). In the previous scripture, the 
word “ministry” is translated from the Greek word “diakonia.

The word “energema” is used only in ICorinthians 12:6&10 where it re­
fers to “working of miracles.” But its verb form is used in IThessalonians 
2 :13, “For this cause also we thank God without ceasing, because when you 
received the word of God which you heard of us, you received it not as the 
word of men, but as it is in truth, the word ot God which effectually wcirks 
in you that believe.”

Search out and study the various u.ses of the above mentioned words used 
in H^orinthians 12:4-6. By Gcxl’s grace we can shine God s radiant light in 
our minds and hearts concerning this area of scripture. It s all by the spirit 
of God. True servants of God are .sent by God and not by people. All the gift 
ministries are spiritually by the spirit of God and ultimately from God. All 
op>erations of the spirit of God are ultimately by that one and same spirit. It s 
all in each believer. The same person who is ministering to someone may at 
another time be teaching or pastoring. Every Christian has the same and full 
measure of the spirit of God, in the name of our Lord Jesus.

Rockwall-Heath ‘Rocket Boys’ qualify for nationals again
It wasn’t easy.
The Rockwall-Heath Rocket Club 2009 would liked to have said it was 

easy to go two straight years in back-to-back qualifications for the national 
Team America Rocketry Competition. However, the boys would be the first 
to admit it was even more difficult to make the nation’s top 100 this year.

First, the requirements for qualification to nationals are more difficult for 
the 2010 Nationals.

Last year, the rules were to launch an egg to the altitude of 750 feet and 
have it return to earth via parachute within 45 seconds. This year’s qualifica­
tions include an altitude to 825 feet within 45 seconds; however, the rocket 
cannot use a parachute but must return using only thin rectangular stream­
ers.

Secondly, the boys struggled to design a rocket that would function after 
many launches while properly deploying the streamers. After much thought 
and experimentation, the boys designed, built and flew a rocket of incredible 
strength and solved most of the streamer problems.

Thirdly, the winter weather postponed many launches. High winds, freez­
ing temperatures and record setting precipitation forced the team to make 
their qualification flight during the last weekend allowed. The extra rocket 
construction, the additional rocket engines and delays added up to an expen­
sive and difficult endeavor.

“We always thought we would make nationals again,’’ said Michael Ger- 
ritsen. “What we didn’t count on was how easy it came last year versus how

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Why We Don t Compromis
by Jacob G. Hornberger
A few years after the founding of The Future of Freedom Foundation 

some 20 years ago, a donor who had been giving us $1,000 a year 
telephoned me and asked rn<' to write an op-ed in favor o f school 
vouchers and send it to newspapers in his state. I told him that we could 
never do such a thing. FFF’s mission, I reminded him, was to present an 
uncompromising case for libertarianism, which included an end to all 
government involvement in education. He bluntly told me that if I would 
not write such an op-ed, he would cease his support of FFF. He never 
donated to us again.

Over the years, we have had friends and supporters beseech us to 
modify our positions to make them more palatable and acceptable to 
people. Why not call for reform, privatization, or gradual phase-out 
of such major welfare-state programs as Social Security, Medicare, 
and Medicaid rather than for their immediate repeal? Why not call 
for reductions in income-tax rates rather than for the repeal of income 
taxation and the abolition of the IRS?

Why not call for increased levels of legal immigration rather than for 
opening the borders to the free movements of goods and people? Why 
not call for reductions in the number of overseas troops rather than for 
their complete and immediate withdrawal from all foreign countries?

Why not call for reductions in foreign aid rather than for an end to 
it? Why not call for school vouchers or tuition tax credits rather than 
for a complete separation of school and state? Why not call for limited 
regulation rather than for enterprise totally freed from government 
control? Why not call for legalization of marijuana rather than for all 
drugs?

The obvious question arises: Why do we do it? Why do we maintain a 
strict, no-compromise presentation of libertarian principles here at The 
Future of Freedom Foundation?

There are three primary reasons that our stance here at FFF continues 
to be based on an uncompromising perspective.

First, when a person concludes that a particular action is morally wrong, 
it seems to me that there is only one position that he can rightly take: 
to end it immediately or to call for its immediate end. Any continuation 
of the action, even with the intent of gradually bringing it to an end, 
continues an action that is morally wrong.

Suppose a 75-year-old woman has been embezzling from her employer 
for 20 years. One day she is caught. She says, “I’ve become dependent 
on the money, and I can’t make it in life without it. Would it be okay to 
gradually phase out my embezzlement over a period of time?’’

Most people would exclaim, “Unacceptable!” because they recognize 
that the money rightfully belongs to her employer. The woman, no matter 
how much she needs the money, has no right to take her em ployer’s 
money against his will.

She can ask him to help her out on a voluntary basis, but he has the 
right to say either yes or no. Moreover, others have the right to help her 
with their money, but no right to force her employer to continue funding 
her.

This principle applies just as forcefully when government enters the

picture. The fundamental immorality o f an action is not converted into 
something moral simply because the government is now performing it. 
Since it’s morally wrong for one person to take another person’s money 
against his will, it is equally wrong for the government to take a person’s 
money against his will in order to give it to someone else.

Consider our embezzlement example. Suppose our little old lady goes 
to the government and asks it to tax her employer an amount equal to 
what she was embezzling and to give the money to her. Would anything 
change in a moral sense? O f course not. Taking what doesn’t belong to 
you remains morally wrong whether you’re doing it yourself or having 
someone else do it for you.

That is why you have never seen FFF supporting any proposal that 
reforms, modifies, tinkers with, or continues any regulatory or welfare- 
state program whatsoever, including Social Security, M edicare, 
Medicaid, public schooling, corporate grants, foreign aid, the drug war, 
and the like. On moral grounds, we have always called for their complete 
and immediate repeal.

The second reason for our uncompromising stance is that we have a 
complete faith in freedom, free people, and free markets. We have no 
doubt that freedom works. People have a remarkable resiliency, a trait 
that best manifests itself in an environment of freedom.

Reform plans convey doubts about freedom. They say to people that 
complete and sudden freedom can’t really be trusted - that government 
force is needed to manage the transition from a controlled society to 
a free society. O f course, that just feeds into the mindset of people 
who have become dependent on the welfare state - people who cannot 
imagine that they could ever survive without their dole.

One of the most horrific consequences of the welfare state has been 
the damage that it has done to the traits of self-reliance, independence, 
and can-do that once characterized the American people. The welfare 
state has succeeded in producing frightened, helpless people with a 
dependency on the government.

Yet such a mindset is reversible, and the best method for reversing it 
is complete and immediate freedom, entailing an immediate termination 
of the welfare-state doles.

Some people would say, “But that would be cruel. We should instead 
reform the program or phase it out over a period of time to give people 
a chance to adjust.”

But doesn’t that simply continue the dependency (and the immorality)? 
Doesn’t it also communicate doubts to people regarding the efficacy of 
freedom?

When slavery was brought to a sudden end in the United States, every 
one of the slaves was thrown into the insecurity and uncertainty that 
freedom entails. Having been dependent on their owners for generations 
for the essentials of life, they had absolutely no experience providing for 
themselves in the free and open marketplace.

Undoubtedly there were those who had argued that it would be cruel 
to free the slaves so suddenly. “We should ameliorate their condition but 
phase out the system gradually,” they may have argued. “Otherwise, the 
newly freed slaves w on’t be able to survive.”

But others, including me, would have argued, “ComplelP 
suddenly freeing the slaves is the only moral position to take.l 
plans to improve their condition and schemes designed to gi> 
bring their slavery to an end only continue the immorality.

Freedom might well prove to be difficult, but they will ccf 
prosper. D on’t permit your concern for the plight o f the slavesk 
as an excuse to continue their slavery; instead offer to assist them, 
in fact need help after they are freed.

The same principle applies to all aspects o f the welfare-state i  
under which Americans have lived for generations. If forniei 
could adjust to a life of freedom, so would former recipients oí 
Security, M edicare, M edicaid, corporate grants, military largess, 
other forms of welfare.

Once freed from dependency on the government, people 
quickly adjust, sustaining themselves either through labor orC 
the voluntary charity of others. Moreover, freeing people fti 
burdensome taxes that fund those programs would immediately«® 
the private sector, thereby expanding jobs and charity.

The third reason for our uncompromising approach is that it«

The outcome seemed to be decided early, but the suspense lingered until 

the last inning Friday night.
