If he is
ambitious, he goes to Southern
Oklahoma or Texas or to Carada,
where he can pay for a farm
with two or three good ecrops,
Fifteen years ago farm land in
the Panhandle of Texas could be
bought for $5 an acre. Itis
worth from $30 to $50 an acre
now. The older states will con-
tinue to lose population in farm-
ing distriets until farm valves
are equalized over the United
States and in the big wheat helt
of Northwestern Canada.™
