Challenge from Nature

Out in California in the Big
Basin State Park are standing red-
wood trees, three hundred and fif-
ty feet tall and as much as twenty
feet in diameter. This is an in-
credulous thing, but more amazing
is the fact that the soil is only
eight feet in depth. A stream runs
through the park called Opal from
the beautiful hue of its water, its
bed on the solid rock. Also one of
the trees being rooted up by a
storm exposed the bedrock only
about eight feet from the top soil.
It seems impossible that the trees
could stand three hundred and fif-
ty feet in the air and hold up the
weight of all their branches and
leaves with only eight feet of room
to anchor themselves down but
the secret is that the roots have
wrapped themselves together so
that the soil is a net work of woven
roots. Also growing in this valley
they are sheltered from the strong
winds. They are most dependent
on each other however. If one is
rooted up the others are weakened
Christians too are dependent on
each other for understanding and
help and brotherly love. They
too are weakened somewhat by
one being ‘““uprooted’’ or departing
from the faith. Even in shallow
soil God fixed a way so these giant
trees could grow and testify to his
greatness and glory, Thisis also
the business of Christians and no
matter what the odds, there is a
way if we truly want to do his will,

Amendments

Following is an outline of some
of the amendments to be voted on
Nov.4, The balance will appear
in next week’s issue,

Number One on the ballot (HJR 1)
—Provides for annual sessions of
the legislature, changing the com-
pensation, per diem and travel ex-
penses of members of the legisla-
ture and authorizing temporary
residence of the Lieutenant Gover-
nor and Speaker of the House in
the Capitol Building.

Number Two on the ballot (SJR 6)
—Authorizes each county to estab-
lish, after approval by its voters,
a retirement, disability and death
compensation fund covering the
elective officers of the county or
precinct, as well as the appointive
officers and employes of the coun-
ty or precinct.

Number Three on the ballot (HIR
30)—Provides that vacancies in
the office of County Judge and
Justices of the Peace shall be filled
be filled by the Commissioners
Court only until the next General
Election.

Number Four on the ballot (HJR
31)—Provides that any District,
County, or Precinct official serv-
ing a four-year term must resign
before announcing for a different
office if there remains unserved
more than one (1) year of the term
for which he was elected.
