Electlon Laws

The Informer this week received
a letter from Mike McCully, new
Democratic county chairman, out-
lining some changes in the election
laws. Mr MeCully takes the
place of Mrs. Frances Cooke, who
has moved out of the county.

Space will not permit printing
the entire article this week, but
among the essential points are:

The poll tax receipt new pro-
vides a space for party affiliation.

This space is filled in by the
election judge at the time of vot-
ing, and only persons who have
voted in the primary are eligible
to take part in the conventions or
hold a party office.

In Donley County voters who
have reached the age of 60 are not
required to obtain an exemption
certificate in order to vote How-
ever, if they want to attend the
party eonventions, they must get
a certificate from the election
judge at the time they vote.

This time every voter is urged
to bring his poll tax receipt to the
voting place, as otherwise an elec
tion clerk must fill out an affidavit
that the receipt has been lost or
destroyed.

And don’t forget to pay your
poll tax on or before Jan. 31.
