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Explanation or
Right-of-way Warrants

About a year ago the Texas
Highway Department told the
Commissioners’ Court that they
were planning a divided highway
from Clarendon to the Armstrong
County line to connect with the
present divided highway in Arm-
strong County. The Highway
Department officially requested
that Donley County make prep-
aration for the furnishing of the
right-of-way.

After deliberations for about a
year the Commissioners’ Court
has decided to enter into the pro-
gram for the new highway as
planned by the Highway Depart
ment.

The County must purchase the
entire right-of way on the State
appraised valuations of approxi
mately $60,000 00. After the ac-
quisition of the entireright-of-way
the Highway Department will
then reimburse the County for
one -half of the total acquisition
cost, which will leave the County
owing approximately $30,000 00.
The warrants in the total amount
of $60,000.00 has to be originally
issued however, since the County
is out the entire first acquisition
cost prior to its being reimbursed
the one-half such amount. The
reimbursement from the Highway
Department to the County for its
one half share of about $30,000.00
will take between four and six
weeks.

The balance of the amount
which the County will finally owe
of about $30,000 00 is to be paid
at the rate of $3,000.00 per year
beginning on May 15, 1961, out of
the Road and Bridge Fund of the
County, which comes from annual
ficense plate fees and registration
of automobiles, and it is not con-
templated that any other taxes
will ever be necessary to discharge
this obligation. The two banks
in Clarendon and the bank here in
Hedley have agreed to loan the
County the $30,000.00 at a rate of
five per cent.

If any person has any questions
that they would like to ask about
this matter, the Commissioners’
Court would appreciate hearing
from you. This is the first step
in a divided highway through the
entire County. The nextstep will
be from Clarendon to the Hall
County line,
