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Greenbelt Dam News
A new site for coDstruction of 

the proposed Greenbelt dam is 
now being sought by directors of 
the Authority, since tbe original 
location has been found not feas­
ible because river abutments are 
not substantial enough to support 
construction.

Engineers have suggested a loc^  
tion about two miles down the 
river from the original site, which, 
however, may call for more core 
drilling. They suggest' that a 
dam at the new site would im­
pound 156,850 acre feet, 3,450 acre 
feet more than the original loca­
tion, with a smaller dam at less 
cost to the Authority.

Content of water at the new 
site wonid not change, and would 
still meet specifications of the U. 
8. Dept, of Health, which is proved 
by water samples taken for some 
3) years.

Tbe Greenbelt dam is considered 
one of the major surface water 
projects in tbe state, being the 
last surface water in northwest 
Texas worth developing for human 
consumption and industrial use 
Tbe project is being developed for 
tbe cities of Memphis, Hedley, 
Clarendon, Childress, Quanab and 
Paducah. Wellington was an ori­
ginal member of the Authority 
but dropped out last year to work 
on a plan of tbeirown. Their plan 
has since been considered not feas 
•ble, and a group of Wellington 
citizens are now expressing an in­
terest in rejoining tbe Greenbelt 
Authority.
