Besides these long time water 
uses we have others, most import­
ant of them centered around our 
industries Some 150 billion gal 
lone of water aroused daily by in­
dustry in this country. For in­
stance the ton of steel in the aver 
age American automobile requires 
285 tons of water in its conversion 
from iron ore.

Finally, we use water for much 
of our recreation. It creates 
beauty in our landscapes, supports 
fish and wildMfe, and provides for 
fishing, swimming, boat’ng and 
water skiing All of these are 
worthwhile and needed usee of 
water.
