Slow Driveors Warned

Austin—Col. Homer Garrison
Jr , director of the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety, said today
the new speed law effective Aug.
23 specifically makes it a violation
to drive a vehicle so slow as to
impede traffic.

He said that before enactment
of the new law it was necessary
for a police officer to warn adriver
impeding traffic to speed up or
get off the road before filing a
charge,
