The people will be voting on 
whether or not to authorise the 
issuance of a maximum of $100,000 
in bonds to pay for the right of 
ways, and if passed a tax of four­
teen cents (14^) per hundred dol­
lar valuation for a period of twen­
ty years will be necessary to pay 
the bonds. This means fourteen 
cents per one hundred dollar val­
uation, one dollar and forty cents 
for one thousand dollar vahiatioo, 
and fourteen dollars for ten thous­
and dollar valuation. No raise in 
valuation will be necessary but the 
fourteen cents tax per hundred 
dollar valuation will be necessary 
and will be for a period of twenty 
years.

The state requires tbs county to 
furnish one half of the cost of the 
right of way, and the result of the 
vote in the bond election will de­
termine whether or not Donley 
County is able to go ahead with 
the four lane construction through 
the remainder of the county.
