€ G, Hubbard of Boston, in a
recent interview with a San Aato-
nio Express reporter, said: “There
have been many changes in the
sheep industry of this state, and
what were once the sheep growing
districts have become almost de-
populated of that animal. Especi-
ally is this true of the coast coun-
try. At one time Corpus Christi
was the largest wool market out-
side of Sin Antonio. This town
finally gave place to Abilene and
now the second shipping point of
the state is San Angelo. The coast
country was never adapted for the
animals, and the heavy losses in-
cident to the peculiar diseases of
that country have ruined its sheep
industry. Now the great sheep
gection lies north and west of San
Antonio and i3 gra“ually extend-
ing westward.

“The present year,”’ continued
Mr, Hubbard, ‘*has been one of
proeperity among wool growers
and if any thing the fall clip will
be heavier than in the fall of 1889
In individual instances, however,
this may not be true. In many
sections of the state shearing was
done early in the spring and when
there was dry weather, Tne wool
clipped before the late rains is very
heavy with sand and dirt. Those
who waited until after the rain, |
have lighter, but cleaner wools.

‘“ Generally epeaking the sheep
culture of ‘the state was ncver in
such good hands.

Perhaps there is nothing within the
sphere of dentistry about which the peonle
know so little as Loothache.

To the question, “What is a toethache?”’
I shall now gl'.'e a reply which wiil be
comprehensive, and, I hope useful, in that
it shall divest the subject of minch of the
mystery ia which it is now enveloped, at
least for the layman.

What is health? ’1‘0 reply in a brief dogz-
matism we may say, “a man énjoys health
when Le is not unpleasantly conscious of
any speeial part of his body.” Therefore a
perfectly healthy, sound tooth never aches.
Bat a tooth may be healthy and yet not

or checking the enamel. Cracking nuts,
hard candy balls, ice, ete., may produce
the same result. Dy capillary attraction
these tiny crevices, which lead down to the
sensitive denting, are filled with the fluids
of the mouth.

Now eat caramels, and the sugnr dis-
solving enters the crevices also and scon
ferments, form)nv acids which irritsto the
dentine and produce ks kind of tooth-
ache. [t is more common with children,
because the cname! ef the temporary set is
more easily «racked. The best courss is
to aveid such use or abuse of the teeth, but
with.the ache present the remedy is sim-
ple. Till the mouth with warm watcr,
and in a moment the pain will pass away,
the fluid washing away the irritant and
the heat acting as a soothing azent.

WHAT TO DO FOR TCOTHACHE:

Next we have toothache proper,
kind which arouses us from slumber.
pulp (or, as it is erroncously called, the
“nerve’) is jumping. Decay has advanced
until it bas reached the pulp, whereupon,
exactly as in the first condition, the 'KI(I
results of fermentation irritate the se:
tive organ and produce pain. The jump-
ing-is the passaze of the blood through
engorged vessels, forcing the walls of the
capillaries against the nerve filaments, so
that with eaca pulsation of the heart there
is a responsive throb. Some dentists at-
tempt to save such pulps alive, and itis |
possible to do so, but it is a hazardous un- |
dertaking, and rarely successful if the |
disturbance has continued for any length
of time.

The best procedure is to destroy the pulp,
remove it and fill the root canal. This, of
course, forces the patient to a dentist, and
great care should be talen tochoose askill-

Either of these lat-
ter may be employed by the dentist, bat in
the hands of a patient the usual result is
that an excess is placed eon the cotton and
the gum: are more or less badly burned,
The least part of a drop is all sufficient.
Cover with a.second picce of cotton: This
kind of toothache is the only sort that can
be relieved by “‘toothache drops’ or other
medicament to be appliedy in the cavity of
decay

THE WOLST KIXD. =

Next we have what the dentist knows as
pericementitis. This is an inflammation
of the periceinentum, which is the soft ti-
sue that surrounds the root. It may oc¢-
cur in a tooth which has a cavity or in one
which has been filled, but in any case it
never oceurs in a tooth having a pulp that
is alive. Pcricementitis is the dentist’s
bete noire, becanse it so frequently is difii-
cult to control. The tooth issore to the
touch, is feit first on closing the teeth to-
gether, that is; it has ¢longated by rizing
from its socket, and the pain is a dull ache
more or less severe, worse at yightand con-
tinuous.

If the tooth has been filled the chances
are that the root has not been thoroughly
cleansed of septic matter. In this case
immediate relief may sometimes be ob-
tained by removal cf the filling, allowing
the escape of gases from the root. If it is
an unfilled tooth then there is dead pulp
present which must bé removed. In near-
ly all such cases appropriate treatment will
save the tooth and restore it to normal
health.

This usunally nccessitates several treat-
ments with disinfectants and the pain may
continue for several days. If adentist is
not accessible apply iodine to the gum over
the root, take twenty graius af bromide of
potassium, or ten grains each of bromide
of pot*Lssmm and of bromide of sodium; a
bot mustard footbath frequently does good,

“sa clean-tog and medication of the root.
lf this condition is neglecwed, oral « dead
pulp is lcft in-a tooth for any length of

scess, This disturbanee varies from a
small opcning in the gum through which
a constant dischavge of pus goes on, with
out pain, to a sudden swelling about the
roct which must be finally laneced to evac-
aate a quantity of pus. The pain may be
excessive, There may be an anchylosis of
the jaw, and in theloswer jaw the pus some-
times burrows downward, discharging out-
side under the jaw bone. In alveolar ab-
scess it is frequently good practice to ex-
tract.

Too many such teeth are kept in the

ing pus with their food, producing blood
poisoning and a condition sgometimes mis-
taken for malaria. Occasionally, however,
a radical cure may be effected by a .sklllful
dental surgeon. The treatment consists
of thoroughly disinfecting the canal and
extirpating the sac from the end of the
root. It may be necessary to amputate the
end of the root, cutting off the part which
is diseascd and removing it through the
gum. When extraction is decided on it

should be done without delay, The idea
