This week’s column is dedicated
to the memory of 31 year old
Sergeant First Class Robin V. Rapp
of Ft. Bragg, North Carolina.
Though Sgt. Rapp was not from this
area and is not known to the people
of Kinney County, he was a close
friend and fellow team member of
my son, SFC Norman G. Hooten,
also of Ft. Bragg, Robin was also an
admired and respected friend of this
writer.

SFC Rapp died Saturday, April 3,
1993 of injuries suffered in a freak
accident during an otherwise routine
parachute jump near Ft. Bragg on

Friday, April 2, 1993. The accident
is believed to have been caused by
an unpredictable, freak gust of wind
that occurred as he was coming in
for a landing on a hard asphalt sur-
face. Witnesses at the scene stated
that Robin was using a new high
performance parachute canopy and
may have ‘“‘over-steered” in an at-
tempted left hand turn made to
avoid being blown into electrical
power lines by the freak gust of
wind.

Robin, affectinately called “Hawg
Belly”’, “Fat Back”, Squeaky”’, and
other equally prestigious nicknames

by his close friends and team mates

was a 12 year veteran of the U.S.

Army, the past 7 years as a member

of an ultra-elite combat team we will

call the U.S. Army Special Forces,
- headquartered at Ft. Bragg. He was
a highly trained elite specialist of
various methods of group and in-
dividual covert warfare; of which
training and specialities included his
being the veteran of hundreds of
parachute jumps, a certified “Jum-
pmaster”, U.S. Army Ranger
qualified, Para-Scuba certified, and
a HALO (high altitude-low open)
parachute instructor.

“We have been laboring for 24
years with an identified inequitable
public school funding system, and
now the status quo bandwagon ‘is
overloaded with individuals who
have chosen to do what is politically
correct and not what is right,” said
Fletcher. “ATPE cannot stand by
and allow our children to be taken
on dthis ride that only leads to a dead
end.

, is best for the children of Texas.”

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Wording on the Ballot

The constitutional amendment allowing lim-
ited redistribution of ad valorem taxes for schools,
authorizing the legislature or local districts to set
a minimum tax rate in county education districts,
and placing a cap on the ad valorem tax levied by
county education districts.

Explanation

Texas public schools are funded through a
combination of state and local revenues, and a
small amount of federal dollars. At present, the
local share of funding is roughly 54% of the total
amount spent on public education. This local
share comes from ad valorem (property) taxes
levied by local school districts. The amount of
money per student a school districtis able to raise
at a given tax rate depends on the district's
property wealth, and property wealth varies sig-
nificantly from district to district. Thus a wealthy
district may raise the same amount of dollars per
student at a much lower tax rate than the tax rate
necessary in a property-poor district. The Texas
Supreme Court has held, under the efficiency
clause of Art. VII, Sec. 1, of the Texas Constitu-
tion, that if Texas chooses to rely heavily on the
local property tax to fund its public schools, then
all property must be taxed under a school finance
system that provides similar revenue per student
at substantially similar tax rates. The high court
has setaJune 1, 1993 deadline for the legislature

to adopt corrective measures. If the deadline is
not met, school funds will be frozen.

Proposition 1 is designed to meet the court
mandate by redistributing a portion of the tax
dollars raised by the wealthiest school districts.
The proposed amendment has three parts. First,
it would authorize the legislature to redistribute
among other school districts a portion of the
property taxes raised by a school district. Second,
the legislature would have the option to create
county educational districts (CEDs) in one or
more counties and to allow the CEDs to levy
taxes. The legislature could set a minimum tax
rate or could authorize the school districts and
CEDs to set the rate, provided that the tax rate did

‘notexceed $1 per $100 of valuation unless voters

in the CED approved. Third, the total amount of
redistributed property tax, whether statewide,
within the CEDs, or a combination of the two,
could not exceed 2.75 per cent of the combined
state and local revenues for public schools, ex-
cluding any state revenues from an ad valorem
tax (state property taxes are now prohibited),
revenue for the provision of free textbooks, and
the contributions to a retirement system.

Arguments For

e The amendment would allow limited redistri-
bution of property taxes from the wealthiest dis-
tricts to other school districts in Texas, but would
limit such redistribution'to 2.75% of the total state

and local dollars for education. Thus, passage of
this amendment would enhance the level of edu-
cational funding in the property-poor districts,
while not significantly impairing the ability of the
property-rich districts to provide high quality pub-
lic schools.

* By limiting the percentage of funds that could
be redistributed in order to equalize funding to the
schools, the amendment would protect local dis-
tricts from unlimited state access to the local
property tax base as the resource for meeting the
obligation to provide an efficient public school
system.

* This proposition would be a preferred solution
to the difficult task of funding public schools
equitably. Alternatives include massive consoli-
dation of school districts and resultingloss of local
control, or major restructuring of the state tax
system, with additional and/or new state taxes
possible.

* Passage of this amendment and its imple-
menting legislation before the court deadline of
June 1, 1993 would keep Texas schools in opera-
tion and allow orderly planning for the opening of
the new school year in the fall. The cut-off of state
funds for public schools would be disruptive to
students and teachers and to local econbmies
and would create bad publicity for the state in’
national and international business communities

Arguments Against

* Taxpayers in school districts with high prop-
erty wealth per student would be involuntarily
forced to send local tax revenues outside their
districts, which the constitution currently prohibits.
Local property taxes in these districts could rise as
a result.

e This amendment would continue the state
trend of depending more and more on the local
property tax to fund public education in Texas,
rather than drawing state education dollars from a
statewide tax.

* In spite of the court threat to cut off state
funding to Texas schools, the schools do not have
to be permanently closed if this amendment does
not pass. Rather, the legislature will have the
opportunity to come up with an alternative plan
during May.

Amendment 2
Wording on the Ballot

The constitutional amendment exempting a
school district from the obligation to comply with
unfunded state educational mandates.

Explanation .

Because public education is the responsibility
of state government, the Texas Legislature cre-
ates many of the rules and regulations by which
the schools are run. Legislatively imposed obliga-
tions on school districts can place additional tax
burdens on these districts when the legislature
does not provide state revenues to cover the cost
of implementing its mandates. School districts
sometimes find it necessary to raise property
taxes and/or cut existing school programs in order
to meet new mandates.

This proposition would prohibit educational
mandates enacted after December 31, 1993, un-
less the state fully funds the obligations. Excep-
tions to the requirement of full funding by the state
would be state mandates imposed in compliance
with the state constitution or federal law or where
the legislature has enacted the mandate by a two-
thirds vote of each house. The procedure for
determining if an obligation is fully funded would
be set by general law, but in the absence of such
procedure, the state comptroller would make the

determination.

Arguments For

» This proposal would result in fiscal acgounta-
bility at the state level by prohibiting the legislature
from placing educational obligations on local school
districts after December 31, 1993, unless the
legislature provides the state revenue to fund

these new mandates.

e This amendment would prevent legislators
from passing mandates that greatly increase costs
to local districts.

Arguments Against

e This proposal could increase the likelihood
that all educational reforms would be challenged,
bringing new stalemates into the system.

e The proposition would reduce the state’s abil-
ity to set standards and improve the quality of
public education

Amendment 3
Wording on the Ballot

The constitutional amendment authorizing the

. issuance of $750 million in state general obliga-

tion or revenue bonds to assist school districts in
partially financing facilities, authorizing the state
to forgive payments of loans made to a school
district for partially financing facilities, and repeal-
ing the authorization for $750 million in state
revenue bonds guaranteed by the permanent
school fund.

Explanation

The state shares the costs of operating public
schools in Texas with local school districts. Re-
sponsibility for providing school buildings and
capital improvements, however, rests solely on
local districts, although some state assistance is
provided for debt service taxes levied by eligible
districts. Property-poor school districts and those
districts with rapidly expanding student popula-
tions can have difficulty providing adequate school
facilities for their pupils. This lack of state assis-

tance for facilities is a major issue in the current
lawsuit.

In 1989 voters approved a constitutional
amendment that provides for using the Perma-
nent School Fund and its income to guarantee
revenue bonds issued by the state for the purpose
ofaiding school districts. Partly because of restric-
tions in federal tax law, no bonds have been
issued under the 1989 authorization.

This propositidn Would amend the constitution
to allow state issuance of general obligation or
revenue bonds in an amount up to $750 million for
the purpose of making loans to or purchasing the
school construction bonds of local school districts.
The amendment would allow the state to forgive
payment of part or all of a loan made to a school
district to partially finance a school building, and
the amendment would continue to allow the use of
the Permanent School Fund and its income to
guarantee bonds issued by school districts.

Arguments For

e School children in Texas would be given a
better opportunity to attend school in decent facili-
ties through passage of this amendment. The
proposition would allow the state to help finan-
cially strapped or fast-growing school districts
with their building needs.

e State participation in equalizing funding for
construction of school facilities could help resolve
the current lawsuit. : :

Arguments Against

e The limitation of $750 million in assistance
would not go far in addressing current unmet
facilities needs and in providing for expected
student growth over the foreseeable future.

QOur ability to compete in inter-
national markets will impact the
long-term viability of Texas. This is
especially true as the pending North
American Free Trade Agreement
reinforces the link between Texas’
prosperity and such successful com-
petition. .

If ratified, NAFTA would create
a free trade market of more than 360
million people and $6 trillion in trade
per year. Texas, which currently
exports more than $15 billion in
goods to Mexico, could see the value
of its trade with Mexico increase 74
percent by the year 2000, according
to a 1991 report released by Texas
Comptroller John Sharp.

The 1,250-mile Texas-Mexico
border region'is rich with oppor-
tunities for economic development.
Along our border, residents who
speak English and Spanish and who
can function effectively within'the
cultures of our sister countries will
benefit most from international op-
portunities.

Bilingual, bicultural, biliterate
persons are culturally advantaged
and have productive skills which are
beneficial in more arenas. Learning
languages fosters understanding of
related cultures, facilitating inter-
national friendship, harmony and
peace. State and local leaders can
play a key role in implementing
programs which reflect this perspec-
tive.

To "address these goals, the
Senate recently passed SB 487 by
Zaffirini which will be sponsored in
the House of Representatives by
Rep. Henry Cuellar, D-Laredo. Our
legislation would create the Texas
Academy for Foreign Languages
and Culture and provide a long-term
plan for advancing international
studies and cultural exchange by
expanding and improving foreign
language and culture programs of-
fered by schools and universities.

Programs authorized include
cultural exchange programs bet-

ween Texas and prospectivé and
current trade partners, research
projects and lecture series by Texas

scholars in other countries and by
foreign scholars in Texas, summer
programs for teachers' and high
school students seeking to improve
their language and teaching skills,
and intensive language instruction
for professionals. TCH would
provide scholarships and financial
support for participants in these
programs.

Our legislation also requires the
Academy to establish a task force to
develop long-range goals designed
to enhance foreign language and in-
ternational studies.

“The Academy will serve as an
important catalyst to help promote
the educational infrastructure as the
foundation for achieving the kind of
internationally-linked economy for
which the state is striving,” Dr.
Veninga noted in his testimony
before the Senate Education Com-
mittee.

Texas  cannot  afford an
isolationist view of the world. We
have an extraordinary opportunity
to take a leadership position in the
global economy. SB 487 is intended
to facilitate reaping the benefits of
that opportunity.
