At 9:00 a.m., September 13,1993, 
the Kinney County Commissioners 
Court met in regular session with 
Judge Tim Ward and Com­
missioners Freddie French, Plunker 
Sheedy, Cordelia Mendeke, and 
Alvin McClure present.

Judge Ward offered the in­
vocation and led the pledge to the 
flag. Minutes of regular and special 
meetings held August 9, 16, 18, 26, 
31, and September 2 and 7 were ap­
proved as read.

When the request for elected of­
ficials comments/reports were CtJled 
for. Precinct FV Commissioner 
Alvin McClure stated that Walter 
Fithian had a petition, signed by 
90% of the Spofford residents, to 
read. Mr. Fithian read that the City 
of Spofford had not held city elec­
tions properly and that the 
signatured residents desired to 
establish a non-profit water cor­
poration. Commissioner McClure 
asked if the services of Charlie Trost 
could be obtained. Judge Ward 
responded that the possibility could 
be explored, the petition would be 
reviewed and placed on a future 
agenda although the court did not 
have jurisdiction over the City of 
Spofford.

The agenda was rearranged to 
allow Mrs. J.B. “ Tootsie”  Herndon 
to make her presentation next. She 
prefaced her remarks by pin- 
pointing ail article. written by Gus 
Garcia and printed in thè Del Rio 
News Herald stating that Spofford 
had received $900,000 in grant 
money from Middle Rio Grande 
Development Council. She 
distributed a printed report showing 
that till grant money had come from 
the Texas Community Development 
Program. In 1986 the amount was

$12,750 for a planning grant which 
was completed in August 1987.

The second grant was in 1987 in 
the amount of $88,048 for water 
system improvements and was used 
for 5,663 l.f. of water distribution 
line, 39 house connections and 
meters, hypochlorination equipment 
including chemical feed pump, 
solution reservoir and inflow switch. 
This project was completed in the 
spring of 1990.

A  third grant in the amount of 
$85,783 was received for water 
system improvements including the 
proposed construction of a 22,000 
ground storage tank, probeless level 
indicator on existing pressure tank, 
yard piping, fencing and new service 
pump. This project has not been 
completed but an alternate plan has 
been filed.

Mrs. Herndon also stated the City 
of Spofford officials would not fight 
the petition (presented by Mr. 
Fithian) if that was what the citizens 
of Spofford really wanted. She then 
reviewed efforts made by the 
current city administration, 
specifically the services of Mayor 
Herndon who also serves as the un­
paid water administrator.

PaiTiela McClure expressed 
respect tmd appreciation for Mayor 
Herndon but reiterated that Spof- 
ford’s water supply was inadequate 
imd their concern was to get water 
and that the grant funds had not 
been sufficient.

Judge Ward emphasized that the 
court could not “ take sides”  but was 
interested in what could be done 
legally to help all Kirmey County 
residents, and urged everyone to 
continue working together.

Road Administrator Clifford Frit­
ter gave an update from his depar­
tment: paving of the street behind 
the Aging Services building had 
been halted because just as the road 
bed had been completed, the 
telephone company, with the city’s 
permission, had dug a trench to bury 

•cable thus destroying much of the 
completed work; time had been 
devoted to county roads repair and 
equipment maintenance. Judge 
Ward added that Commissioners 
Mendeke and Regina Pena had gone 
to Spofford and surveyed resident 
needs to comply with a proposed 
grant requirement in relation to 
replacing Pinto Creek Bridge.

The court reviewed employee and 
overtime policies and affirmed they 
would remcdn as adopted.

The resignation of Glen Seaver as 
election presiding judge of Precinct 
rV was accepted 2uid Felicita Solis 
was approved as the replacement 
with Joy Ralston as the assistant 
judge.

Agenda items for a budget 
hearing, tax rate hearing, and set­
ting salaries for county employees 
were deferred to special meetings to 
conform to properly printed notices.

County Tax Collector Martha 
Hooten presented plams for a com­

puterized jury selection procedure. 
This plan will use a merged list of 
jury prospects derived from drivers 
license, Texas Ids and registered 
voters. Approval was granted.

Use of the Civic Center for the 
Health Fair in late October was 
granted.

Approval was given to reopen 
water lines to a portion of the Coun­
ty Cemetery and add a water line to 
the new section.

Discussion on Subdivision 
Regulations was tabled.

The court voted to approve a 
health insurance plan for 1993-94 as 
presented by Ray Aaron.

Sheriff and (Constable fees were 
set the same as 1992-93.

To avoid any conflict of interest, 
Judge Ward and Commissioner 
Mendeke excused themselves as the 
bcdance of the court reviewed a writ­
ten communication from Attorney 
James Saunders offering services to 
represent Kinney County in the 
event that Texcor appeals the Texas 
Water Commission’s decision to 
deny Texcor’s licensing application. 
The concensus was the offer was too 
open-ended, costs were not defined, 
the item could not be budgeted 
without specific figures.

After a telephone call to Moody 
Foundation officials to verify 
possible use restrictions of the 
Fillipone Building, the court voted 
to accept the si>ecial deed as offered 
by the city transfenring ownership to 
the county. The Moody Foimdation 
had awarded a grant in 1984 to help 
restore the structure. Bernice 
Torregrosse at the Foundation 
assured Judge Ward that their 
preliminary ideas were acceptable.

The Brackett Independent School 

District met in special session at 
6:15 p.m. Monday, September 13, 
1993, to set the tax rate for 1993-94.

Present were trustees Jimmy 
Bader, Jewel Robinson, Stan 
Conoly, Gloria Garcia, and Lingo 
Sandoval.

The rate of $1.28 per $100 
valuation for maintenance/operation 
was imiuiimously adopted.

The special meeting adjourned.
At 6:45 the trustees entered into 

regular session with the same atten­
dance.

Henry Homrighaus o f National 
Guardian presented a proposal to in­
stall an electronic security system at 
the BISD campus. Entrances would 
be monitored by motion detectors 
and sensitive areas would have ad­
ditional monitors. After a lengthy 
discussion. Jewel Robinson made 
the motion to enter into a lease/in- 
stallation agreement for a 5-year 
period.

The burglary, which was reported 
at 11:25 pm Sunday night by the vic­
tim, Mr. J.B. Grider of Spofford, 
Texas, was investigated by the 
Sheriff’s Department and evidence 
at the scene indicated that the crime 
was committed by two or more per­
sons believed to be illegal aliens. 
The information on the crime and a 
list o f stolen property taken from the 
residence, including a loaded .22 
caliber pistol and several knives, 
was passed on to ± e  U.S. Border 
Patrol along with a request for their 
assistance in being on the lookout 
for any illegal aliens or others who 
might have property in their 
possession fitting that of ± e  stolen 
property. The toal value of the 
property taken exceeded $566.00.

At approximately 9:00 p.m. the 
night of Monday, September 13, 
1993 fiess than 24 hours after the 
report was received), U.S. Border 
Patrol Agents out of Uvalde, Texas, 
apprehended three (3) illegal aliens 
attempting to catch a ride on a train 
near Cline, Texas, just east of the 
Kinney County/Uvalde County line. 
A  subsequent search of the persons 
of the three turned up the stolen 
property, including the loaded 
pistol. The suspects were then tran­
sported to the Uvalde County Jail 
where they were picked up later and 
transported back to the Kinney 
County Jail by Chief Deputy Sheriff 
Johnny Fritter and Deputy Sheriff 
Vito LaGioia. The three suspects, 
identified as (1) Francisco Garcia-
Garcia, 19, of Pejaritas, Coah.
Mexico, (2) Jorge Maldanado- 
Mercado, 21, and Andres
Maldonado-Mercado, 28, both of 
Musquiz, Coah. Mexico, are all
Mexican Nationals in this country 
illegally.

They are being held in the Kiimey 
County Jail awaiting completion of 
the case investigation and further 
processing on the charges pending 
against them of Burglary Of A  
Habitation, a first degree felony. Of­
ficial charges will have been filed 
against ± em  and bonds set by the 
time you read this. Trial dates will 
be set later.

We are working closely withi 
school officials of the Brackett In-j 
dependent School District in a com­
bined effort to set up a school safety 
program, including a “ safety patrol”  
comprised of elementary students 
who meet the strict criteria set by 
the school for appointment as 
“ safety patrol officers.”  These 
“ safety patrol officers”  will work 
designated school crossings at 
specified times during ± e  school 
day. They will, of course, be closely 
supervised and monitored by 
teachers and other school officials.

It is believed that this program 
will serve the dual purpose of: (1) 
educating the students in safety and 
instilling in them a sense of pride 
and self-reliance; (2) provide a 
means of more adequate safety 
awareness in the students and in the 
school zone during peak hours of 
students, particularly elementary 
students, coming to and leaving 
school.

The first “ law enforcement”  job I 
had over 40 years ago was that of a 
“ safety patrol officer”  at school 
crossings and I remember distinctly 
the pride and honor I felt when I was 
appointed as a “ safety patrol of­
ficer”  and received the white “ Sam 
Browne”  belt and “ Safety Patrol”  
badge.

Q: I try to get my young daughter to wear 
a helmet when she rides her bike, but she 
refuses. I told her it was the law, that she has 
to wear one just like motorcycle riders. But 
she takes the thing o ff after she's around the 
com er and out o f  my sight. Any suggestions 
on how to make her come to her senses?

M.W., Bellaire

A: At this point, Texas does not have a 
law requiring bicycle riders to wear helmets. 
But you should continue to try and get your 
daughter to wear a helmet, since head inju­
ries are the leading cause o f  death in bicycle 
accidents.

If this isn’ t enough to convince your 
daughter, try enrolling her in one o f  the 
DPS’ s bicycle safety education courses, 
which are starting in January. The Legisla­
ture mandated this safety program with 
House Bill 1978, and volunteers will likely 
teach the courses. The specific dates, Loca- 
■tiftns and enrollment procedures are still 
unknown at this point, so contact your near­
est DPS office in the near future for further 
information.

Until the State Legislature wakes 
up and drastically changes the law 
dictated by Ross Perot under Mark 
White, education in Texas will con­
tinue to go down the tubes.

Until the original 
purpose of education is revived and 
bureaucracy, legislators and judges 
recognize that schools are for the 
education of the students.

As long as teachers are hoimded 
by boring and worthless workshops, 
inane testing and silly appraisals 
± e y  are far overburdened with 
drivel, having little time or oppor­
tunity to do what they are trained 
and paid to do, educate their studen­
ts.

It is evident the cry for more 
money to be given to some schools 
did not improve teaching or lear­
ning. To blame teachers and schools 
for poor learning is a cop out. When 
schools are allowed to run them­
selves and teachers are freed from 
inane demand, then and only then 
will learning improve.

In the mean time floods of studen­
ts are going to private schools and 
demands mount to give vouchers to 
students to attend their school of 
choice. And why not, they get a bet­
ter education for much less money. 
The money sucking bureaucracy 
has no part in the system, just 
education.

Once, just before the 4 ±  of July 
rodeo, I had a set of leathers go bad 
in a windmill in the west pasture. 
Normally I would have just moved 
some cattle around and fixed the 
well after the roping. But I had just 
put some straightened-out yearlings 
in there and I needed all ± e  fresh 
water I could get.

Since all the neighbors were tied 
up with their own problems or 
already gone to some of the rodeos 
scattered around the coimtry, I 
figured me and the Little Woman 
could pull the rods and have the well 
pumping by late afternoon. I mean, 
it was only the 2nd and I wasn’t up 
in the steer roping until the after­
noon of the 3rd. And w i±  the Little 
Woman helping me, I had plenty of 
time.

The Little Woman is probably the 
best cook west of the Mississippi 
and she can make a shirt better than 
any professional tailor, but at times 
she can get plumb snarly. She don’t 
take orders worth a rip and she sime 
don’t take constructive criticism.

After I rode back to the house and 
got the tools loaded in the pickup, I 
finally convinced her to come help 
me. Since it was a shallow well, I 
figured I could pull it by hand while 
she set the wrenches. Well, I finally 
got the Little Woman and old 
Jughead (my Pitbull Queensland 
Heeler crossbred cowdog pup) 
loaded up. Since we only had to go 
through eight gates, I let her drive, 
mainly because her and that goofy 
pup had never learned to shut a gate 
properly. It was about 11:30 in ± e  
morning when we finally got to the 
well. After I got everj^ ing loose 
and ready to go, I adjusted the 
wrenches and explained to her what 
I wanted her to do.

Jughead jumped out of the pickup 
and laid down in the shade. That dog 
was showing more and more sense 
all the time.

I got started pulling on the rods, 
and by the time I finally got the top 
check out of the cylinder, I thought 
my hemorrhoids had hemorrhoids. I 
got to the first coupling and told her 
to put the wrench on the bottom rod 
and pull up on the handle. I set the 
weight of the rods on the wrench, let 
the'wrench rest on the top of the 
pipe, broke ± e  top rod loose and 
stood it in the comer o f the tower. 
As smooth as it went, I thought to 
myself, “ This may go a lot better 
them I figured.”

That was about the only good 
though I had for the rest of the day.

Two rods later, Jughead figured 
he would get in on the act. He came 
charging into the tower and jumped 
up on the Little Woman’s leg so’s he 
could get a better look.

She screamed, spooked me 
and I dropped the rods.

I commented on the fact that 
Jughead was something to really be 
scared of.

She mentioned that since I was so 
big, bad, and brave, and always had 
total control, I could run those rods 
back in the well and fish the others 
out. I started wondering if there 
might be any tourists at the coffee 
shop in town.

Well, I run the rest of the rods in, 
got tied on to the ones I had drop­
ped, and started pulling ’em out 
again. By now we had a pretty good 
audience. About 200 steers, 30 an­
telope, and a double hand full of jack 
rabbits.

I put Jughead in the back of the 
pickup to avoid a major wreck with 
the steers. You know how «igressive 
a cowdog pup can be. I unseated the 
top check again, and this time we 
had all but three of the rods out.

The Little Woman happened to 
look cffound and see the antelope. I 
wouldn’t have minded her taking 
time to appreciate the local wildlife, 
but she happened to notice the crit­
ters at the same time I thought she 
had hooked the rods.

Have you ever heard three rods 
speeding to the bottom of a 140 foot 
well? They didn’t make near the 
nbise I did. I raised my voice a little.

I mentioned to the Little Woman 
that she had better keep her mind on 
her work or things could get a little 
rough. When I fin^:^ got her to put 
the wrench.down,';! climbed down 
off the to'iypr and'.titeed running 
rods back in the well.

There is an old saying, ± e  third 
time is the charm. And this time it 
held true. We finally got all ± e  rods 
out, the new Blackjack leather on 
and all the rods bade in the well. I 
think the reason we got along so 
good on this trip was we were both 
so mad we didn’t say hardly 
anything, we jusi'worked. But as I 
started to hook up the redrod, things 
got out of hand.

Good Help Is Hard To Find
During the run back to the bot­

tom, the steers got to thinking they 
needed a closer look at what was 
going on. They had eased up all 
aroimd the windmill tower, just to 
watch the Little Woman and myself 
struggle to get them water. While 
they were watching us, Jughead was 
watching them. I was watching my 
step and the Little Woman was wat­
ching for more antelope.

One steer was watching Jughead 
and that’s all it took. When that 
steer tried to smell o f Jughead, 
Jughead bit ’im on the end of the 
nose and then forgot to turn the 
steer loose (the Pit in ’im).

Now, one steer running backwar­
ds with a dog on the etid of his nose 
is pretty spooky to the other 199 
that’s standing around minding their 
own business. Especially if the dog’s 
growling, the steer’s bellowing and 
the Little Woman’s screaming.

When about half the steers bum­
ped the tower, I fell off the guide 
boards. About the time I hit the 
ground, the Little Woman bailed off 
into the water tank. Seems she saw 
Jughead and that steer coming. 
They broke through the bottom 
brace on the tower and came inside 
with me.

I don’t care what anyone says, it 
only takes one steer, one dog, and 
one mad woman to have a stampede.

I grabbed Jughead’s hind legs and 
pert’ near ripped that steer’s lips off.

When the steer got rid of all that 
unwanted weight and pain, he 
paused for just a second. When he 
saw me and the furry little critter 
that bit ’im, he turned and joined the 
Little Woman in the water tank.

Of course the Little Woman was 
in the process of coming back to sur­
face and she didn’t see her swim­
ming companion take the dive.

What was the last straw, as she 
got in the pickup and started to 
leave, that traitor of a dog jumped in 
the back just as she was pulling out.

As they was going out of sight, I 
turned the windmill on and gathered 
up what tools I could find and 
stacked them inside the tower. Then 
I started walking home.

It wasn’t all that bad, ’cause this 
way I could still make the roping and 
know for sure that all the gates was 
shut properly. And in spite of the 
help situation, I had water in my 

; west pasture.

Calling Nflnorlty Women ~ Doc­
tors in Texas and across the nation 
are looking for minority women in a 
country-wide effort to prevent 
breast cancer.

White women are responding. 
Minorities are not. Physicians at in­
stitutions like the University of 
Texas M.D. Anderson Cancer Cen­
ter in Houston don’t know why. An­
derson is one of 222 centers involved 
in the study.

When the study began in April 
1992, researchers hoped to enroll 
16,000 women nation-wide. Thus 
far, 8,000 have signed up, but only 
240 are Black, Hispanic, Asian or 
other minorities.

Needed are volunteers who have 
had a personal or family history of 
the disease. By studying them, 
researchers hope to determine 
whether the drug tamoxifen can 
prevent breast cancer in women age 
35 or older who are in this high-risk 
category.

Dr. Victor Vogel, who is directing 
the study at M.D. Anderson, says 
minorities may be imcomfortable 
discussing breast cancer with male 
doctors. Some may be unwilling to 
contribute to a health care system 
“ that has not served them well in 
the past.”

Note Worthy -  Scientific journals 
aren’t among the large circulation 
publications, but they’re of special 
interest of faculty at Rice Univer­
sity.

A  recent survey shows that 
chemistry research papers from 
Rice are among those most cited in 
academic publications devoted to 
science.

Harvard ranked first in the sur­
vey, followed by Cal Tech, Yale and 
the University of Chicago.

Rice came in at fifth—the only 
Texas college or university to make 
the top 15.

U.S. Army Turns To Bicycles 
Fort Clark’s Bicycle Corp

In 1891 bicycles were being used 
for nearly all roads at favorable 
seasons of the year between the 
Atlantic and Pacific. “ I consider it 
quite important to demonstrate their 
utility by practical use in the 
military.”  Thus was General 
Nelson A. Miles, as Commander of 
Department o f Missouri, appeal for 
permission from Secretary of War to 
continue experimentation.

General Miles, an impetuous ar­
my figure, or as many of his con- 
temporaties considered, a promotion 
climber, started experimentation 
with bicycles at Fort Sheridan, 
Illinois. Early on (January 1892) 
General Miles was notified by Ad­
jutant General Office that he was 
violating Army Regulations since 
only the Secretary of War could ap­
prove testing of military equip- 
ment.2

General Miles’ first experimen­
tation was on November 25, 1981, 
and this date is important not as a 
history lesson but that it was before 
the advent o f automobiles, 
freeways, or paved roads.

Colonel R.E.A. Crofton, com- * 
manding 15th Infantry at Fort 
Sheridan, was ordered to organize a 
detachment of one officer (Lt. W .T. 
May) and nine non-commissioned 
officers to conduct experiments 
using bicycles which would be fur­
nished by the Pope Bicycle Com­
pany at no expanse to the gover- 
nment.3 Since this experiment was 
stopped by the Adjutant General of 
the Army, General Miles went 
directly to the Secretary of War with 
the urgency to continue the Pope 
Bicycle Company’s promise to fur­
nish them at no expense to the 
government. February 1892, 
General Miles received 
authorization from the acting 
Secretary of War to continue his ex­
perimentation with a Bicycle Corp.

As of May 31, 1892, (General 
Miles, a speaker at Chicago 
honoring Charles L. Burdett, 
League of American Wheelmen, 
spoke on military cycling and noted 
that on May 30, 1892, soldiers from 
the 15th Infantry had conducted a 
practice march on bicycles from* 
Pullman to Chicago.

Not much has been recorded 
about the experimentation up to 
1895 when General Miles was 
promoted to Major General and or­
dered to command the Ü.S. Army.

In his first annual report to the 
Secretary of War, in 1896, he 
recommended that one full regiment 
be equipped with bicycles...it was 
his intention “ to use to some extent 
troops stationed at different posts to 
make practice marches and recon­
naissances, and thereby obtain a 
thorough knowledge of their own 
coimtry, especially the 
topographical features, conditions of 
roads, sources of supplies and all in­
formation of military importance.4

With the above information on the 
U.S. Army’s experimentation in a 
Bicycle Corp, it isn’t hard to under­
stand how Fort Clark, the lonely 
sentinel on the Texas frontier, was 
drawn into the experimentation. 
The Post Returns documented the 
first Fort Clark venture in October 
1895.

The 23rd Infantry was garrisoned 
at Fort Clark from January 1894 un­
til April 28, 1898. (Deployed to 
Phillipines to fight Spanish- 
American War with two companies 
recruited locally for the addition to 
wartime strength). This particular 
practice march gained fame for 
reasons other than the bicycle ex­
perimentation. Fredrick Remin­
gton’s painting “ A  Practice March 
In Texas”  depicts the march. Two 
companies of the 23rd Infantry un­
der command of Captain Lea 
Febiger marched from Fort Clark to 
the East Nueces River in Texas.s

Captain Lea Febiger’s orders for 
the march, via Commanding Officer 
of 23rd Infantry and Post, Colonel ’ 
Coppinger, from the Department of 
Texas contained the provision for 
the bicycle experiment.”  The com­
mand not having transportation oif 
any kind on the march, should it 
become necessary to communicate 
with the post for any purpose 
whatever, may do so by bicycles, the 
use of which on the march by 
enlisted men owning them is hereby 
authorized. ” e

Six lucky soldiers because they 
owned bicycles were to make the 
march but not in the old Infantry 
fashion. “ Four privates and one 
musician, with Corporal Jim Reeves 
in charge, constituted the bicycle 
corps. They carried their haver­
sacks and blanket rolls on the handle 
bars, and rifles strapped to the 
frame. They constituted daily on the 
march as the advance guard, and 
were ready for use as messengers 
and couriers. Two of bicycles being 
second handed, very old and worn, 
gave out on the march; the other

four came successfully through, 
though not of the most expensive 
pattern.”  This was the report of the 
first Fort Clark experimentation 
with bicycles.

The march in October 1896 was 
not only a practice march but a 
warmup for the one that was or­
dered to commence December 18,
1895, and lasted until January 21,
1896. This march again involved the 
23rd Infantry, Companies G and H. 
Company G was in command of 
Captain R.J. Eckridge and Company 
H commander was Captain E.B. 
Bollon. The basic purpose of march 
was to re-station the two companies: 
Company G at Fort Ringold and 
Company H at Fort Brown. The 
400-mile march from Fort Clark to 
Fort Brown took some 23 days.

This march did include the 
bicycle experiment but the post 
returns were a little sketchy in that 
the march included a bicycle 
detachment that was commanded by 
Lt. H.G. Cole. This detachment ac­
ted as an advance unit and it was 
able to explore the roads a day 
ahead of march and make any 
necessary repairs. The two com­
panies left Fort Clark December 18,
1895, marched to Eagle Pass (Fort 
Duncan) in three days, to Fort 
McIntosh (Laredo) in eight days, 
and to Fort Ringold (Rio Grande 
City) in another seven days.

Comp£my G took station there and 
Company H slogged on for another 
106 miles to Fort Brown, covering 
this last lap in five days.7

One anecdotal event happened 
on this march, soldier Harry 
Orgelman of Company H got lost the 
third day out of Eagle Pass. It was a 
dull, still day with heavy fog, so he 
had little to guide him. He wandered 
helplessly for 48 hours with nothing 
to eat but finally he wandered to the 
Rio Grande River and joined in with 
some trappers.8

The next experiment with the 
bicycle at Fort Clark came in 
February 1896. This time instead of 
accompcinying a*- marching; con- 
tigent, it was a bügele detachment 
that made the march without the 
hindrance of marching infantry. Fir­
st Lieutenant W.H. Sage and 
Second Lieutenant H.L. Laubacks of 
23rd Infamy with one sergeant from 
Company C, 23rd Infantry and one 
private. Company B, 23rd Infantry, 
made a reconnaissance of the road 
from Fort Clark via Eagle Pass to 
Del Rio and return to Fort Clark.

These bicycles (private property) 
left Fort Clark at 9:30 a.m. on^ 
February 20, 1896, and returned at 
11:15 a.m. February 26, 1896. In 
support of this operation, 1st 
Sergeant Frank E. Miller, Company 
B, 23rd Infantry, was ordered in 
charge of one teamster and one four- 
mule team and wagon.

This wagon was loaded with 
rations and other necessities for this 
detachment. On February 21, 1896, 
Sergeant Miller proceeded as in­
structed to the mouth of Sycamore 
Creek, Texas, where on arrival he 
was to wait until the bicycle 
detachment arrived and to report to 
Lieutenant Sage. The sergeant was 
to continue under the orders of 
Lieutenant Sage until relieved of the 
detachment at Fort Clark. The total 
distance traveled by this bicycle 
detachment was 137 miles, lo

The above is the last official 
report foimd on U.S. Army’s ex­
perimentation on bicycles at the 
national level or Fort Clark. Perhaps 
it was a good thing this developed in 
1890s because the Indian Wars in 
military district o f the Neuces was 
terminated in 1881.

The Indians thought it humorous 
when the U.S. Army placed the In­
fantry on mules to combat the 
mobility of the Indians. Can you 
imagine what the Indians would 
have thought of infantrymen on 
bicycles?

Big changes in the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
equal some other efforts in several 
state agencies. The Extension Ser­
vice has decided to redistrict in or­
der to cut administrative costs and 
respond to the changing needs of the 
state. The plan reduces the number 
of Extension districts serving the 
state from 14 to 12. Dr. Zerle Car­
penter, Director of the Extension 
Service, said none of the Extension 
Programs, active in every county, 
will be curtailed because of the 
change. The plan eliminates one of 
the two current district offices, 
located in Overton, and one of the 
two located at the Brsmn annex of 
Texas A&M University.

Landscaps GheckUat 
For September

Prime dead or diseased wood 
from trees and shrubs. Hold off on 
major pruning from now until mid­
winter. Severe pruning now will 
only stimulate tender new growth 
prior to frost.

Late-summer pruning of rose 
bushes can be benefici2d. Prune out 
dead canes and any weak, brushy- 
type growth. Cut back tall, vigorous 
bushes to about 30 inches. After 
pruning, apply a complete fertilizer 
and water thoroughly.

K a preventative disease control 
program has been maintained, your 
rose bushes should be ready to 
provide an excellent crop of flowers 
this fall.

Plant bluebonnet seeds now. 'This 
cold season annual must germinate 
in late summer or early fall, develop 
a good root system, and be ready to 
grow in spring when the weather 
warms. Plant the seeds in % inch 
deep, well-prepared soil, and water 
thoroughly.

Establish a new compost pile now 
for fall leaf accumulation.

Don’t allow plants with green 
fruit or berries to suffer from lack of 
moisture. Hollies will frequently 
drop ther fruit under drought con­
ditions.

Caladiums require plenty of water 
at this time of year if they are to 
remain lush and active imtil fall. 
Fertilize with 21-0-0 at the rate of Va 
to Vi pound per 100 square feet of 
bed area and water thoroughly.______

Disabled College 
" Students Get Special 
Services These Days!

About one out of 100 students at 
The University of Texas at Austin is 
disabled physically, and the number 
is growing each year.

Students with physical handicaps 
once had a difficult time attending 
college anywhere. Ramps for 
wheelchairs were non-existent, 
classes often were too far apart to 
negotiate easily and on time, and 
there were no special considerations 
for ± e  blind or those with impaired 
hearing.

It’s a different story today. Since 
1973, when (Congress passed the 
Rehabilitation Act, colleges and 
universitites have been required to 
provide special services, needed by 
disabled students to allow them 
equal access to education.

That act prohibited any program 
funded with federal money from 
discriminating against anyone with a 
physical disability.

However, it was passage of the 
Americans with Disabilities Act in 
1990 that raised a new awareness 
that the disabled had the right to 
special services. As a result, college 
enrollments of handicapped studen­
ts has skyrocketed.

Other schools report similar in­
creases in enrollment of disabled 
students. To meet their special 
needs, all of the institutions are 
rushing to alter facilities to make 
campus life easier for those with 
physical handicaps: buildings are 
being made accessible to 
wheelchairs; disabled students are 
allowed to register ahead of o±ers.

Divide spring-flowering peren­
nials such as iris, shasta daisy, can- 
nas and violets.

Prepare the beds for spring­
flowering bulbs as soon as possible. 
It’s important to cultivate the soil 
and add generous amounts of 
organic matter to improve the water 
drainage. Bulbs will rot without 
proper drainage.

Rejuvinate heat-stres^d
geraniums and begonias for the fall 
season by lightly pruning, fertilizmg 
and watering.

Continue a disease spray schedule 
on roses for blackspot and mildew as 
they both can be extremely 
damaging in September and Oc­
tober. Funginex, used every 7 to 14 
days, will usually give excellent con­
trol.

Christmas cactus can be made to 
flower by supplying 12 hours of 
uninterrupted darkness and cool 
nights (around 55% F.) for a month 
starting in mid-October. Keep plants 
on the dry side for a month prior to 
the treatment.

Crop Disaster 
Applications Are Due 

September 17
Producers have until September 

17 to file crop disaster claims on 
1990-1992 losses, and for certain 
1993-1995 crop losses caused by 
hurricane/typhoon damage.

Jan Wanoreck, County Executive 
Director of the Val Verde-Kinney 
County Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Service, said far­
mers have longer to apply for 1993 
crop losses caused by natural 
disasters. The final date for those 
applications is March 4,1994.

Producers with quality losses 
from 1990 to 1992 crops, 1990 to 
1992 production losses because of a 
curly top virus condition in sugar 
beets, or 1993 to 1995 crop losses 
because of Hurricanes Andrew and 
Iniki and Typhoon Omar should file 
a disaster application before Sep­
tember 17, Official Wanoreck said.

In addition, the law also allows 
producers to file quality loss claims 
for the years 1990, 1991, 1992; and 
established a deadline o f September 
17,1993, for farmers to apply.

NOVEMBER 2, 1993

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 9 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would au­
thorize the Texas Legislature to provide 
for the issuance of bonds for the state fi­
nancing o f start-up costs for historically 
underutilized businesses. The amend­
ment provides that the legislature by law 
may establish a Texas historically under­
utilized business capital growth and 
start-up fund. The money in the fund may 
be used without further appropriation 
and only for a program estabfished by the 
legislature to aid in the start-up costs of a 
historically underutilized business, as de­
fined by the legislature. To carry out the 
program, the legislature may issue up to 
$50 million of general obligation bonds to 
provide funding. The legislature may re­
quire review and approval o f the issuance 
of bonds, the use of the bond proceeds, or 
o f the rules adopted by an agency to 
¿6vem  use o f  the bond proceeds. Bonds 
authorized by the amendment constitute 
a general obligation of the state.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment au­
thorizing the legislature to provide for 
the issuance of $50 million of general 
obligation bonds for the recovery and 
further development of the state’s 
economy and for increasing job  oppor­
tunities and other benefits for 'Texas 
residents through state financing of 
the start-up costs o|f historically un­
derutilized businesses.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 86 proposes a 
constitutional amendment authorizing 
the legislature, by general law, to exempt 
from ad valorem taxation all or part of 
real and personal property used, con­
structed, acquired, or installed wholly or 
partly to meet or exceed rules or regula­
tions adopted by any environmental pro­
tection agency of the United States, 
Texas, or a political subdivision of this 
state for the prevention, monitoring, con­
trol, or reduction of air, water, or land 
pollution. The amendment applies to real 
and personal property used as a facility, 
device, or method for the control o f air, 
water, or land pollution that would other­
wise be taxable for the first time on or 
after January 1, 1994. The amendment 
does not authorize the exemption from ad 
valorem taxation of real or personal prop­
erty that was subject to a tax abatement 
agreement executed before January 1, 
1994.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows;

“The constitutional amendment to 
promote the reduction of pollution and 
to encourage the preservation of jobs 
by authorizing the exemption from ad 
valorem taxation of real and personal 
property used for the control o f air, 
water, or land pollution.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 3 proposes a 
constitutional amendment to clear land 
titles in which the State of Texas relin­
quishes and releases any claim of sover­
eign ownership or title to an undivided 
one-third interest in and to the lands and 
minerals within the Shelby, Frazier, and 
McCormick League (now located in Fort 
Bend and Austin counties) arising out of 
the interest in that league origindly 
granted under the Mexican Colonization 
Law of 1823 to John McCormick on or 
about July 24, 1824, and subsequently 
voided by the governing body of Austin’s 
Original Colony on or about December 
15, 1830. Title to such interest in the 
lands and minerals is confirmed to the 
owners of the remaining interests in such 
lands and minerals.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment pro­
viding for the clearing of land titles by 
the release of a state claim in a frac­
tional interest, arising out of the void­
ing of an interest under a Mexicm 
land grant, to the owners of certain 
property in Fort Bend and Austin 
counties.”

PROPOSITION NO. 4 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 49 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would 
prohibit a state personal income tax with­
out voter approval and would dedicate 
the proceeds of any income tax, if en­
acted, to property tax relief and educa­
tion. 'The amendment provides that a 
general law enacted by the legislature 
that imposes a tax on the net incomes of 
natural persons, including a person’s 
share of partnership and unincorporated 
association income, must provide that the 
portion of the law imposing the tax not 
take effect until approved by a majority 
of the registered voters voting in a state­
wide referendum held on the question of 
imposing the tax. The referendum must 
specify the rate of the tax that will apply 
to taxable income.

The amendment also provides that a 
general law enacted by the legislature 
that increases the rate of the tax, or 
changes the tax in a manner that results 
in an increase in the combined income tax 
liability of all persons subject to the tax, 
may not take effect until approved by a 
majority of the registered voters voting 
in a statewide referendum held on the 
question of increasing the income tax. 
’The referendum must specify the manner 
in which the proposed law would increase 
the combined tax liability of all persons 
subject to the tax. The legislature may 
repeal, or amend without increasing, a 
tax approved by the voters without sub­
mitting the amendment or the repeal to 
the voters. If the legislature repeals a tax 
approved by the voters, the legislature 
may only reenact the tax without voter 
approval if the effective date of the re­
enactment of the tax is within one year of 
the effective date of the rejjeal of the tax.

The amendment also provides that, in 
the first year in which an income tax is 
imposed, and during the first year of any 
increase in. the tax, not less than two- 
thirds of all net revenues from the tax 
shall be used to reduce the rate of ad val­
orem maintenance and operation taxes 
levied for the support of primary and sec­
ondary education. In subsequent years, 
not less than two-thirds of all net reve­
nues of the tax shall be used to continue 
such ad valorem tax relief. The net reve­
nues of the tax remaining after the dedi­
cation of money for reduction of ad val­
orem maintenance and operation taxes 
shall be used for support of education. 
The maximum rate at which a school dis­
trict may impose ad valorem maintenance 
and operation taxes is reduced by an 
amount equal to one cent per $100 valua­
tion for each one cent per $100 valuation 
that the school district’s ad valorem main­
tenance and operation tax is reduced by 
the minimum amount of money dedicated 
under the amendment, provided that a 
school district may subsequently increase 
the maximum ad valorem maintenance 
and operation tax rate if the increased 
maximum rate is approved by a majority 
of the voters of the school district voting 
at an election called and held for that pur­
pose. The portions of the amendment re­
lating to dedicating tax revenues to re­
duce the rate of ad valorem maintenance 
and operation taxes apply on or after the 
first January 1 after the date on which an 
income tax takes effect, except that if the 
income tax begins to apply on a January 
1, the amendment applies to ad valorem 
maintenance and operation taxes levied 
on or after that date.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment pro­
hibiting a personal income tax without 
voter approval and, if an income tax is 
enacted, dedicating the revenue to 
education and limiting the rate of local 
school taxes.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 18 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would au­
thorize the legislature to prescribe the 
qualifications of sheriffs. Currently, the 
constitution authoiizes the legislature to 
prescribe the duties, perquisites, and 
fees of office, but not the qualifications for 
the office of sheriff.

’The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to al­
low the legislature to prescribe the 
qualifications of sheriffs.”

PROPOSITION NO. 6 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 21 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would 
abolish the office of county surveyor in 
Jackson County. ’The amendment also 
provides for the powers, duties, and func­
tions of the county surveyor to be trans­
ferred to the county officer designated by 
the commissioners court.

’The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment abol­
ishing the office of county surveyor in 
Jackson County.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 57 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that repeals 
article XII, section 6, o f the Texas Con­
stitution, which currently provides that 
no corporation shall issue stock or bonds 
except for money paid, labor done, or 
property actually received, and that all 
fictitious increase of stock or indebted­
ness shall be void.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment re­
pealing certain restrictions on the 
ability of corporations to raise capital.”

PROPOSITION NO. 8
O N  T ^ E  B A L L O T

House Joint [Rbsolution 22 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would 
authorize the commissioners court of 
McLennan County to call an election to 
abolish the office of county surveyor. The 
office of county surveyor will be abolished 
if a majority of the qualified voters of 
McLennan County voting on the question 
favor the abolition. If the office of county 
surveyor is abolished, the amendment re­
quires the maps, field notes, and other 
records in the custody of the county sur­
veyor to be transferred to the county 
clerk of McLennan County. After aboli­
tion, the amendment also grants the com­
missioners court of McLennan County 
the authority to employ or contract with a 
qualified person to perform any of the 
functions that would have been per­
formed by the county surveyor if the 
office had not been abolished.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
abolish the office o f county surveyor in 
McLennan County.”

PROPOSITION NO. 9 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 19 proposes an 
amendment to article VIII, section 13 of 
the Texas Constitution that would modify 
the provisions for the redemption of real 
property sold at a tax sale. The amend­
ment deletes current language in article 
VIII, section 13 that allows the legis­
lature to provide for the sale of property 
without trial to pay for delinquent taxes. 
It also states that the deed to the new 
owner vests a good and perfect title sub­
ject only to redemption as set out in this 
amendment or impeachment for fraud. 
Language is added limiting application of ■ 
the current two-year redemption period 
to former owners of residence home­
steads and land designated for agricul­
tural use sold for unpaid taxes. When 
property is sold as the result of a suit to 
enforce collection of unpaid taxes, the 
amendment would allow the legislature to 
limit redemption to property used as a 
residence homestead or designated for 
agricultural use at the time the suit was 
filed. The amendment creates a second 
type of redemption for former owners of 
real property when property is neither a 
residence homestead, nor designated for 
agricultural use. These owners would 
have a six-month period in which to 
redeem their property by paying the 
amount of money paid for the property, 
including the Tax Deed Recording Fee, 
all taxes, penalties, interest, and costs 
paid plus an amount not exceeding 25 
percent of the aggregate total. The 
amendment applies to redemption of 
properties sold at a tax sale for which the 
purchaser’s deed is filed on or after Janu­
ary 1,1994. For redemption of properties 
sold at a tax sale for which the pur­
chaser’s deed was filed before January 1, 
1994, the former law is applicable and re­
mains in effect.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
modify the provisions for the redemp­
tion of real property sold at a tax 
sale.”

PROPOSITION NO. 10 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 34 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that adds a

new section 49-b-2 to article III o f the 
Texas Constitution. This new section pro­
vides that, in addition to the general obli­
gation bonds authorized to be Issued and 
sold by the Veterans’ Land Board (the 
“Board”) by sections 49-b ($950 million) 
and 49-b-l ($1.3 billion) o f article III, the 
board may provide for, issue, and sell 
general obligation bonds of the state in an 
amount not to exceed $750 million to pro­
vide financing to Texas veterans. $250 
million of the bonds authorized by this 
new section shall be used to augment the 
Veterans’ Land Fund (the “Land Fund”). 
’The Land Fimd shall be used by the 
Board to purchase lands situated in Texas 
owned by the United States government, 
an agency of the United States govern­
ment, the State of Texas, a political sub­
division or agency of the State o f Texas, 
or a person, firm, or corporation. ’The 
lands shall be sold to veterans in quan­
tities, on terms, at prices, and at fixed, 
variable, fioating, or other rates o f inter­
est determined by the Board. Lands in 
the Land Fund that are offered for sale to 
veterans and that are not sold may be 
sold or resold to the purchasers in quan­
tities, terms, prices, and rates of interest 
determined by the Board.

New section 49-b-2 creates the Vet­
erans’ Housing Assistance Fund II (the 
“Housing Fund II” ), and $500 million of 
the general obligation bonds authorized 
by the section shall be used for the Hous­
ing Fund II. The Housing Fund II is a 
separate and distinct fund from the Vet­
erans’ Housing Assistance Fund' (the 
“ Housing Fund”) established under*SHC- 
tion 49-b-l o f article III. Money in thé 
Housing Fund II shall be administered 
by the Board and shall be used to make 
home mortgage loans to veterans for 
housing within this state in quantities, on 
terms, and at fixed, variable, floating, or 
other rates of interest determined by the 
Board. The principal of, and interest on, 
the general obligation bond^ authorized 
by this section for the benefit o f the 
Housing Fund II shall be paid out of the 
money of the Housing Fund II. ’The prin­
cipal of, and interest on, the general obli­
gation bonds authorized by section 49-b-l 
o f article III for the benefit o f the Hous­
ing Fund shall be paid out of money in the 
Housing Fund. If there is not enough 
money in the Land Fund, the Housing 
Fund, or the Housing Fund II, as the 
case may be, available to pay the prin­
cipal of, and interest on, the general obli­
gation bonds authorized by this section or 
by sections 49-b or 49-b-l o f article III, 
there is appropriated out of the first 
money coming into the treasury in each 
fiscal year an amount that is sufficient to 
pay the principal of, and interest on, the 
general obligation bonds that mature or 
become due during that fiscal year.

If the Board determines that assets 
from the Land Fund, the Housing Fund, 
or the Housing Fund II are not required 
for purposes of the fund, the Board may 
transfer the assets to another of those 
funds or use the assets to secure revenue 
bonds issued by the Board. The revenue 
bonds shall be special obligations of the 
Board and payable only from and secured 
by receipts of the fluids, assets trans­
ferred from the funds, and other reve­
nues as determined by the Board and 
shall not constitute indebtedness of the 
State of Texas or the Board. ’The Board 
may issue revenue bonds from time to 
time, which bonds may not exceed an ag­
gregate principal amount that the Board 
determines can be fully retired from the 
receipts of the funds. 'The revenue bonds 
shall be sold in forms, denominations, and 
in installments, and bear a rate or rates 
of interest as the Board determines.

’The general obligation bonds autho­
rized to be issued by the Board by this 
section or be sections 49-b and 49-b-l of 
article III shall be issued and sold in 
forms and denominations, on terms, at 
times, in the manner, at places, in install­
ments, and shall bear a rate or rates 
of interest the Board determines. ’The 
bonds shall be incontestable after execu­
tion by the Board, approval by the At­
torney General o f Texas, and delivery to 
the purchaser.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows;

“The constitutional amendment au­
thorizing issuance of $750 million in 
general obligation bonds to augment 
the Veterans’ Land Fund and the Vet­
erans’ Housing Assistance Fund and 
to fund the Veterans’ Housing Assis­
tance Fimd II.”

PROPOSITION NO. 11 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 31 proposes a 
constitutional amendment relating to the 
duties of trustees of local retirement sys­
tems which provide retirement and re -- 
lated disability and death benefits fdf 
public officers and employees and that do 
not belong to a statewide retirement sys­
tem. ’The amendment provides that the

board of trustees o f such a systeni shall 
(1) administer the system o f benefits; (2) 
hold the assets o f the system for the ex­
clusive purposes of providing benefits to 
participants and their beneficiaries and 
defraying reasonable expenses of admin­
istering the system; and (3) select legal 
counsel and an actuary and adopt sound 
actuarial assumptions to be used by the 
system.

The proposed amendment -will appear 
on the ballot as follows;

“The constitutional amendment pro­
viding that the trustees of a local pub­
lic pension system must administer 
the system for the benefit o f the sys­
tem’s participants and beneficiaries.”

PROPOSITION NO. 12 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 23 proposes a 
constitutional amendment providing that 
any person accused o f a violent or sexual 
offense committed while under the super­
vision of a criminal justice agency o f this 
state or a political subdivision of this 
state for a prior felony may, after a hear­
ing and evidence substantially showing 
the guilt o f the accused, be denied bail 
pending trial. If the accused is not, how­
ever, accorded a trial within 60 days from 
the time of his incarceration upon the ac­
cusation or indictment, the order denying 
bail shall be set aside unless a conti­
n u a i ^  is obtained upon the request of 
the accused. In the amendment, the term 
“vidfent offense” means murder, aggra­
vated assault (if a deadly weapon was 
used or exhibited during the commission 
o f the assault), aggravated kidnapping, 
or aggravated robbery. 'The term "sexual 
offense” means aggravated sexual as­
sault, sexual assault, or indecency with a 
child.

The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment per­
mitting the denial o f bail to certain 
persons charged with certain violent 
or sexual offenses committed while 
under the supervision of a cjiminal 
justice agency of the state or a politi­
cal subdivision of the state.”

PROPOSITION NO. 13 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 13 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that amends 
article VII, section 17(a), o f the Texas 
Constitution to provide‘that, o f the $100 
million currently appropriated by that 
section for the use of public institutions of 
higher education during each fiscal year, 
those institutions may also utilize this 
money to pay for acquiring, constructing, 
or equipping or for major repair or re­
habilitation of buildings, facilities, other 
permanent improvements, or capital 
equipment used jointly for educational 
and general activities and for auxiliary 
enterprises to the extent of their use for 
educational and general activities. For 
the five-year period beginning on Sep­
tember 1, 2(X)0, and for each five-year pe­
riod thereafter, the legislature, during a 
regular session that is nearest, but pre­
ceding, a five-year period may, by a two- 
thirds vote of the membership of each 
house, increase the amount of the $100 
million constitutional appropriation for 
the five-year period. ’The amendment also 
reflects name changes that have been 
made to some of the institutions of higher 
education for which such funding is avail­
able. The amendment adds the Texas 
State Technical College System to those 
institutions eligible to receive such fund­
ing, but limits its allocation of the annual 
appropriation to 2.2 percent of the total 
appropriation each fiscal year. The 
amendment also provides that each gov­
erning board authorized to participate in 
the distribution of money under article 
III, section 17, may also issue bonds and 
notes for the purposes of refunding bonds 
or notes issued under that section or 
prior law for the purposes of acquiring 
capital equipment, library books and li­
brary materials, pajling for acquiring, 
constructing, or equipping or for major 
repair or rehabilitation of buildings, facil­
ities, other permanent improvements, or 
capital equipment used jointly for educa­
tional and general activities and for auxil­
iary enterprises to the extent of their use 
for educational and general activities. 
The amendment deletes language in ar­
ticle III, section 17, which authorizes the 
legislature to designate a single agency to 
issue such bonds or notes in lieu of the 
governing bodies, and to transfer to that 
agency the authority to collect and pledge 
money to the payment of such bonds and 
notes as directed by the governing body 
o f each eligible institution. Funds appro­
priated under article HI, section 17, may 
not be used for the purpose of construct­
ing, equipping, repairing, or rehabilitat­
ing buildings or other permanent im­

provements that are to be used only for 
student housing, intercollegiate athletics, 
or auxiliary enterprises.

’The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows: ,

“The constitutional amendment relat­
ing to the amount and expenditure of 
certain constitutionally dedicated 
funding for public institutions of 
higher education.”

PROPOSITION NO. 14 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 45 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that adds a 
new subsection (e) to article III, section 
49-h, o f the Texas Constitution. ’The new 
subsection provides that, in addition to 
the amounte authorized by subsections 
(a) ($500 million), (c) ($400 million), and 
(d) ($1.1 billion) o f section 49-h, the legis­
lature may authorize the issuance of up to 
$1 billion in general obligation bonds and 
may use the proceeds of the bonds for ac­
quiring, constructing, or equipping new 
corrections institutions, including youth 
corrections institutions, and mental 
health and mental retardation institu­
tions and for major repair or renovation 
o f existing facilities of those corrections 
and mental health and mental retardation 
facilities. ’The amendment also provides 
that the provisions of subsection (a) of 
section 49-h, relating to the review and 
approval o f bonds, and the provisions of 
subsec^ n  (b) o f section 49-h, relating to 
the status of the bonds as a general obli­
gation of the state and to the manner in 
which the principal and interest on the 
bonds are paid, apply to bonds authorized 
by this amendment.

’The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows;

The constitutional amendment autho­
rizing the issuance of up to $1 billion 
in general obligation bonds payable 
from the general revenues of the state 
for projects relating to facilities of 
corrections and mental health and 
mental retardation institutions.”

PROPOSITION NO. 15 
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 37 proposes a 
constitutional amendment that would au­
thorize the county commissioners court of 
a county to call an election to abolish the 
office o f county surveyor. The office of 
county surveyor is abolished if a majority 
of voters o f the county voting in the elec­
tion approve the-measure. If the office of 
county surveyor is abolished, the maps, 
field notes, and other records of the 
county surveyor are transferred to the 
county officer or employee designated by 
the commissioners court.

’The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to 
permit the voters of a county to de­
cide, at an election called by the com­
missioners court, whether to abolish 
the office of county surveyor in the 
county.”

PROPOSITION NO. 16 
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 44 proposes an 
amendment to article III, section 49-i(b) 
o f the Texas Constitution, which cur­
rently limits the principal amount of 
bonds outstanding at one time for the 
Texas agricultural fund to $25 million and 
for the rural microenterprise- develop­
ment fund to $5 million. The amendment 
would raise the principal amount limit for 
the Texas agricultural fund to $100 mil­
lion. The amendment would also make 
the principal amount limit for each fund 
apply to the total principal amounts of 
both bonds and notes issued or sold 
rather than just the principal amounts of 
bonds outstanding at one time.

’The proposed amendment will appear 
on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment au­
thorizing up to a total o f $100 million 
in bonds and notes to be issued or sold 
to finance the Texas agricultural fund 
for providing financial assistance to 
develop, increase, improve, or expand 
the production, processing, market- 
ing, or export of crops or products 
grown or produced primarily in this 
state by agricultural businesses 
domiciled in the state.”
