The
Legend

Of
Raven’s

Bluff
A tale recounted and related by 

Sheriff Norman H. Hooten from his 
Storehouse of boyhood memories of 
growing up in Central Texas.

When I was just a young lad, 
many years ago, my family was 
Numerous and close knit. We used 
any excuse to gather the clan 
together for holidays, birthdays, 
family reunions, fishing trips, and 
most exciting of all, hunting trips, 
though most of the womenfolk 
declined that bloody tradition of
exercising our manhood and 
keeping zdive our basic himting in­
stincts inherited from long dead an­
cestors.

One of my favorite places that we 
frequently used as a base camp 
during our fishing and hunting trips

was located on the Colorado River 
along the eastern boundary of San 
Saba County in (Central Texas, a 
place called Raven’s Bluff. It was a 
wild, tangled place, quiet and 
beautiful during the daylight hours, 
but dark, brooding, and mysterious 
in the late evening dusk and at night.

The night calls of unseen birds 
and animals, glowing eyes reflecting 
the light of our campfire, and 
strange rustlings in the underbrush 
close to our camp caused the hair to 
rise and the back of the neck to 
tingle many a time on young lads 
who had the good fortune to ex­
perience those times. We would 
shiver and draw closer to our cam­
pfire and lean back against the solid, 
comforting warmth of the legs of 
fathers or uncles and let our eyes 
half-close as we listened to stories of 
men, dogs, and horses that had 
made their mark in this wild, 
beautiful area in days gone by.

The remote wildness of the place 
quickly made one forget that a 
modem world existed “ outside,”  a 
world filled with cars, planes, and 
trains serving the worrisome bustle 
of other less fortunate folks going 
about their seemingly meaningless 
business. It served to cause one to 
drift back in time and one such as I

could easily imagine wild Indians, 
mountain men, outlaws, bears, and 
other wild critters lurking just out of 
sight behind the tumbled boulders

and the thick, tangled windfalls of 
old dead trees and underbrush. 'The 
deep blue hole of water that formed 
the headwaters of a narrow, rushing 
stream that quickly fed into the 
muddy red waters of the Colorado 
River a short distance away held its 
mysteries too, and the numbing cold 
of fresh water springs boiling out of 
the rocks beneath the surface only 
served to increase the mystery of 
the place and add to one’s 
imagination of what lay beneath in 
the deep, dark waters.

All of this beauty and mystery lay 
at the foot of a towering, 300 foot 
high limestone cliff overhanging the 
wildness below. Caves, ledges, and 
multi-colored mineral rocks that 
glistened in the sunlight made up the 
face of the cliff, and those of more 
adventuresome spirit often climbed 
up along the cliff face and explored 
some of the more accessible caves, 
occasionally discovering the bones 
of long dead “ Indians”  and “ Moun­
tain Men,”  bones that were most of­
ten described by disappointing 
parents or other adult members of 
oiu- party as “ nothing more than 
animal bones left behind by some 
sick old goat that had climbed up in 
that cave to die.”

We of adventuresome spirit knew 
they were wrong and would look at 
each other in that wise, all-knowing 
way of youth. But, we were respec­
tful and did not argué with our 
elders, a trait that had been learned 
the hard way by a few cuffs across 
the ears from a hard old hand in

more rebellious times past, so we 
held our tongues and later would 
hold ceremonies in honor of the long 
deceased “ warriors and Indian 
fighters”  that had given their lives 
in this wild place in terrible battles 
of hand-to-hand combat. The fact 
that some of those bones did have 
four cloven hoofs attached, and 
some even had heads with horns 
growing out of them did nothing to 
weaken our certain knowledge that 
what we had found was most cer­
tainly the bones of brave warriors 
and mountain men.

We explained away the “ animal 
bones”  theory with ± e  thought that 
those brave fighters had used the 
animals for food before their final 
tragic battle.

We had been going on week-long 
hunting and fishing trips in 
± e  Raven’s Bluff area for several 
years before I was old enough to 
truly appreciate and understand the 
history of the place and wise enough 
to ask how it got its name.

The story, as told around the 
campfire one night, was ± a t  the 
place was named in the honor and 
memory of a working cowboy who 
had lived and worked on ranches 
throughout Texas in the late 1800s 
and around the turn of the century. 
Legend had it that John Raven’s 
speciality was going after wild cattle 
that other cowhands couldn’t catch. 
These cattle, mostly big steers that 
had grown big, wild, and wise to the

ways of their arch enemy, man, drif­
ted up into the less accessible areas 
in the ragged, rough hill country of 
San Saba and Lampasas cotmties. 
When the ranchers decided that 
enough man had been injured and 
enough good horses ruined trying to 
clear their coimtry of those big, wild 
cattle they would send out word for 
John Raven and he would soon drift 
into the area and start bringing in 
the wild cattle that others couldn’t 
catch, sometimes in groups o f twos, 
threes, and sometimes maybe only 
one at a time, but he was catching 
them. And, in a month or two he 
would have the country cleaned of 
the wild cattle and would drift on in­
to the next area in need of his special 
services.

This particular time there was a 
big red bull of questionable ancestry 
that had escaped capture for many 
years and had grown to become a 
thorn in the side of area ranchers 
due to his wild and dangerous 
nature. He had gored several horses 
and injured men in attempts to bring 
him in. In addition to that, he would

occasionally join other groups of cat­
tle, siring undesirable calves and 
making the cattle he came into con­
tact with wild and hard to manage. 
Nobody really knew where he came 
from but he was described by those 
who had had the misfortune to 
challenge him in his domain as being 
part longhorn, part Mexican 
fighting bull, and all bad!

After John Raven had pretty well 
cleaned up the country o f the wild 
cattle a special request was made of 
him by the area ranchers to bring in 
that big, red bull, so aptly called 
“ Big Red.”  John Raven agreed and 
took dead aim on “ Big Red”  and the 
battle lines were drawn.

As the story goes, John Raven 
rode for weeks trying to track down 
and capture “ Big Red,”  all to no 
avail. He occasionally came across 
sign that “ Big Red”  had been in a 
particular area but was unable to 
even get a look at him much less a 
throw at him with his rope.

The rope snares, dead falls, and 
other traps used so expertly by John 
Raven over the years that had been 
the demise of many less wise and 
smaller wild cattle just did not work 
on “ Big Red.”  After weeks ofi 
picking up broken ropes (this was in 
the days before nylon ropes came to 
be), repairing destroyed dead falls 
and other traps, John Raven decided 
that the only way he was going to 
catch “ Big Red”  was to “ brush up”  
in ± e  area known to be used 
frequently by ± e  big bull and silen­
tly study his habits. Once he got a 
handle on how, when, and where 
“ Big Red”  moved he would make 
his play and attempt to ride him 
down, rope him, jerk him down, and 
tie him. John knew that once he got 
“ Big Red”  on the ground his size 
and fierce disposition would not be 
such an advantage for the bull.

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Sheriff ’s Corner

Domestic animal depredation by 
town dogs has always been a 
recurring problem for local ranchers 
in the Kiimey County area who con­
duct their ranching operations near 
town. An expensive example of this 
costly problem was experienced by 
local rancher Sterling Evans and his 
ranch foreman, Doug Davis, during 
the night of Tuesday, January 4, 
1994, when a prowling pack of town 
dogs killed and mained at least 25 
blooded Angora goats in a field on 
the ranch approximately two miles 
east o f Brackettville just north of 
Highway 90.

Mr. Davis came by the Sheriffs 
Office early Wednesday morning 
and asked me to ride with him to the 
scene of the costly carnage caused 
by the pack of dogs. Several dead 
and dying goats were found, some 
with large chunks of flesh tom out of 
their bodies and several with then- 
bellies tom open and their entrails 
pulled out of their still Uving bodies 
and strung along the ground by the 
vicious killers. Others had been 
badly crippled, many with wounds 
that will never heed emd will even­
tually prove to be fatal.

Packs of town dogs that have for 
years created this costly depredation 
(many of the goats lost by the Evans 
Ranch were registered Angoras 
valued at between $200.00 to 
$600.00 each) by preying upon 
domestic farm and ranch animals do 
not hunt and kill for food, they hunt 
and kill for the sheer pleasme of 
killing and can virtually wipe out a 
herd of sheep or goats in one 
night’s killing spree, most often cat­
ching the victim animals on the bed 
ground thus having large, closely 
packed groups of animals on which 
to exercise their killing instincts.

Yes, there is a leash law (City Or­
dinance) within the city Umits of 
Brackettville, and yes, that leash law 
should be enforced. But, this is just 
one more example of an unenfor­
ceable city ordinance that is unen­
forceable due to the refusal of the 
Brackettville City Council and the 
Mayor to take action regarding a 
Municipal Judge that would allow 
the Sheriff’s Department to take ac­
tion via the existing Interlocal 
Agreement with the City against 
violators of ± e  City leash law and 
thereby cut down on the losses from 
depredating town dogs suffered by 
not only area ranchers, but also by 
local kids who raise sheep, goats, 
and hogs in 4-H to be shown in 
livestock shows.

Ranchers with livestock 
operations near town who suffer 
Uvestock depredations can, and ynll, 
legally shoot and poison dogs (or 
coyotes) that prey on their livestock. 
And dog owners, if identified, could 
and probably will be held liable for 
± e  damages incurred by their pets 
that have been allowed to roam free. 
Local dog owners who keep their 
dogs penned or tied during the day 
and then let them roam free at night 
are basically giving their dogs a 
license to kUl and are not only 
violating the local leash law but are 
also leaving themselves open to 
lawsuits for damages caused by 
their dogs. And some of those dogs 
won’t be coming home if killed or 
poisoned by livestock owners legally 
protecting ± e ir  property.

All dog owners within ± e  city 
limits of Brackettville are urged to 
obey the leash law and keep your 
dogs penned, tied, or on a leash at all 
times, both day and night. Leash 
law violators will be firmly

and to the citizens of Brackettville 
and Kinney County by taking affir­
mative action to eliminate the 
vacuum in local law enforcement 
that currently exists due to the lack 
of a Municipal Judge which leaves 
the Sheriff’s Department and others 
no place in which to file charges 
against violators of City Ordinances 
such as the leash law.

State Bar Recognizes 
Laughable Lingo

Maybe it will inspire a few New 
Year’s resolutions by legal writers 
to get back to the “ simpler”  things 
(or language) of life. Then again...

The 1993 State Bar of Texas 
Legaldegook Awards have been an­
nounced, and they’re just as bad as 
they’ve ever been. The third annual 
celebration of the baddest of the bad 
honors a dozen or so examples of 
tongue-twisting veirbiage gleaned 
from a variety of statutes and court 
filings across the nation.

Take the “ Here! Here!”  Award, 
For A  Sentence That Knows Where 
It’s At: The Court may take judicial 
notice o f such pleadings which are on 
file  herein and such pleadings are in­
corporated herein by reference and 
made a part hereof as i f  copied here in 
fu ll

Well, that ought to settle that.
If not, consider the “ Here, There, 

and Everywhere”  Award, which 
honors the phrase It all fully appears 
from the affidavit o f the publisher 
thereof heretofore herein filed  for its 
“ impressive succession of locatives.

The Bar’s Legaldegook Awards 
were launched in 1991 as a pet 
project of the State Bar of Texas 
Plain Language (]k)mmittee.

“ We wanted to come up with a 
good-natured way of pointing out 
the obtuse and needless language 
found in many legal writings,”  said 
Bryan Gamer, a Dallas attorney, 
who chairs the committee.

An interesting concept in 
chronology found in Internal 
Revenue Code 3302: For purposes o f 
such sentence, Jan. 1, 1978 shall be 
deemed to be the first Jan. 1 occurring 
after Jan. 1, 1974 was appropriately 
awarded the “ Time Out Of Mind”  
Award.

Oh well. The government giveth, 
and the government t<iketh away.

“ We exempted the Internal 
Revenue Code last year, but 
couldn’t bring ourselves to this 
year,”  said Gamer. “ It’s too fertile a 
document to ignore.”  Evidently so ~ 
the code received two awards in the 
1993 list of crippled clauses and 
garbled grammar.

Folks who tracked the federal 
health-care legislation might agree 
that the 1,300-page proposal deser­
ves the “ Splitting Headache”  
Award -  given for an impossible-to- 
interpret paragraph deemed the 
“ L e ^  Drafting Most Likely To In­
duce Migraines.”

And a portion of the Texas Penal 
Code earned The Plastic Surgeons’ 
Lobby Award for the hard-to- 
comply-with mandate A  person 
commits an offense if  he intentionally 
or knowingly possesses knuckles.

Back again is the every-popular 
Serpentine Sentence Award -  this 
year’s winner found in a contract, 
exceeds 300 words.

Gamer said the committee hopes, 
by injecting humor into its otherwise 
serious task (of simplifying legal 
language), that lawmakers, judges 
and attorneys will think about their 
hapless reader.

“ It’s no wonder the general public 
is afraid of courtrooms and other 
legal arenas,”  said Gamer. “ For ± e  
average person, its like entering 
another country, where a foreign 
language is spoken. Usually, lengthy 
sentences and pompous wording is 
needless. Cut to the chase, make 
your point, and end it there.”

Winners (cough) of the State Bar 
Legaldegook Awards don’t get cash 
prizes or other gifts. “ We think a 
few fleeting moments of well- 
deserved fame are sufficient,”  Gar­
ner said.

The cowhand further stated that 

the sight and sounds of those two
John Raven tisually rode a string 

o f 8 to 10 top cowponies provided by 
the ranchers he had contracted with 
on his cattle gathering jobs, but his 
own personal horse, one that he had 
raised from a colt and trained in the 
ways of ga±ering wild cattle, was a 
big dapple-gray horse, 16 hands tall 
at the shoulder and weighing 1400 
pounds in good conditioned flesh. 
John called the horse “ Salty”  and it 
was talked up around the various 
cow camps and ranches where John 
had worked that “ Salty”  was the 
epitome of a top cowhorse.

He had speed, size, and cow- 
sawy, and that, coupled with the 
knowledge and experience of John 
Raven, would bring to an end the 
reign of aggravation and terror of 
“ Big Red.”  When word got aroimd 
that John Raven and “ Salty”  were 
going in after “ Big Red,”  cowboys 
and ranchers in a himdred mile 
radius were making bets, bets not 
made as to if John Raven and 
“ Salty”  could bring in “ Big Red”  
but bets were made as to how long it 
would take them.

Now John Raven was a loner and 
most often worked alone and 
unaided with his horses in the wild, 
back country, going about his 
special task of tracking and 
gathering wild cattle. Not to say that 
he did not like the company of 
others from time to time and on oc­
casion other cowboys who happened 
to cross trails with him would ride 
along with him for a few hours or 
even a day or two, camping with him 
in his lonely camp at night and 
sharing his grub. Most often though, 
observations of John Raven were 
made by working cowhands from a 
distance, they knew he did not like 
to be disturbed and that extra traffic 
in the country where he was 
working tended to alert the wild cat­
tle he^was looking for and just made 
hi^'^ob that much harder. Such an 
eyewitness accoimt was, in the end, 
the manner in which an account of 
the final confi-ontation between John 
Raven, “ Salty,”  and “ Big Red”  
became legend.

John and “ Salty”  had trailed “ Big 
Red”  around though the coun­
tryside for several weeks, silently 
gathering information about his 
habits and where he ate, drank, and 
slept. John had finally determined 
that one particialar trail was used 
more frequently by “ Big Red”  than 
any of ± e  others.

This trail was used by the big bull 
two or three times a week to go to 
water and sweet grass at the base of • 
a big limestone cliff overhanging a 
large pool of springfed water. All 
animals, even those as crafty and 
woodswise as “ Big Red”  are 
creatures of habit and over time of­
ten develop careless, unconscious 
habits that sometimes lead to their 
dowrJall. Such was the case of “ Big 
Red.”

The trail used so frequently by 
“ Big Red”  wound its way out of 
thick, tangled brush and crossed a 
large open space on the plateau of 
the big cliff, and the fact that “ Big 
Red”  would even consider using 
such a trail crossing an opening, and 
use it in broad daylight, gave proof 
to just how confident and secure he 
felt in that wild, tangled country. 
That and the fact that he had out­
smarted and outfought the best hor­
ses and men that had come after him 
in all those many years past.

“ Big Red”  just hadn’t counted on 
the savvy and tenacity possessed by 
John Raven and “ Salty”  and in fact 
didn’t even realize that they were in 
his country and on his trail. On the 
day o f their final encounter he 
casually walked along the trail, no 
doubt his .mind on the fresh water 
and sweet grass that lay waiting for 
him at the bottom of the cliff. When 
he had walked out of the brush and 
was about half-way across the 
clearing that bright suimy morning 
he suddenly heard the sounds that 
always put both fear and anger in his 
mind and heart at the same time, the 
soimds of a running horse and a rope 
cutting the air above his head.

According to the eye-witness 
report of the cowhand watching 
from a ridgeline overlooking the 
final battleground, John Raven and 
“ Salty”  were upon “ Big Red”  
before he knew what was hap­
pening, charging out o f their hiding 
place near the trail like two demons 
fi-om hell. The cowhand, said to be 
an honest man of lofty character, 
stated that John Raven’s eyes were 
like burning coals of fire and that 
smoke was billowing out of 
“ Salty’s”  nostrils at every powerful 
stride.

bearing down with such power and 
speed was such that no living 
creature could stand up to it, and 

' this included “ Big Red.”  That wild 
old bull took one look, throwed up 
his tail, and ran, all 2000 pounds of 
him. But, he was too late and too 
slow to outrun “ Salty”  and John 
Raven’s loop went out, over, and 
aroimd “ Big Red’s”  horns.

That’s when everything started 
going bad according to the eyewit­
ness account of the watching 
cowhand, and what happened next 
remains a mystery to this day. When 
“ Big Red”  felt the loop tighten at 
the base of his horns, he turned and 
ran straight for the edge of the 
towering 300 foot high cliff. Though 
old “ Salty”  tried, he could not stop, 
or even slow, the blind charge of 
“ Big Red”  towards the overhanging 
edge of the cliff. Again, according to 
the eye-witness account of the 
cowhand, everything seemed to 
slow down to half-speed, though in 
reality it could not have been and 
must have happened in seconds.

“ Salty”  was squatted on his hin­
dquarters and sparks were flying 
from the steel shoes on his feet, 
gouging deep furrows in the 
limestone fock as he desperately 
tried to stop the headlong charge of 
“ Big Red”  towards the cliff’s edge. 
John Raven was said to have 
reached back for the large knife he 
wore on his belt for just such an oc­
casion, hesitated, and then moved 
his hands to “ Salty’s”  neck.

When “ Big Red”  reached the 
edge of the cliff, he gave a mighty 
lunge and leaped out into space 
beyond the edge. He seemed to hang 
there for a moment before beginning 
his long fall downward. John Raven, 
said the cowhand, d isreg^ p ig  the.

‘ ‘̂tonife that could have cut,.__
‘ Md saved both he and “ Sally”  then-- 
astonished the watching cowhand 
by urging old “ Salty”  to greater 
speed.

When “ Salty”  reached the cliff’s 
edge, he never hesitated, as if to 
demonstrate that if that’s where 
John Raven wanted to go, then 
that’s where old “ Salty”  would take 
him. He gave a mighty leap outward 
and over the edge, still tied to “ Big 
Red”  with that fatal loop.

It was never understood why John 
Raven would choose to do what he 
did though many cowhands and ran­
chers speculated in the years to 
come as the legend grew that he was 
so caught up in the chase and the 
capture of “ Big Red”  that he would 
follow him to hell, and some said, 
that’s just what he did.

Out of awe and respect of and for 
the mighty three, the bodies of John 
Raven, “ Salty,”  and “ Big Red”  
were left as they lay at the base of 
the towering cliff. And, legend has 

• it, even the wild animals of the area 
left them untouched and their bones 
eventually bleached white in the 
sun.

Some say, with a brooding won­
der in their voices, that on certain 
mcmnlight nights in the full of the 
moon you can see “ Big Red”  run­
ning across the night sky with John 
Raven moimted on his loyal horse, 
“ Salty,”  close on his heels. Those 
that claim to have seen them swear 
that their eyes burn like coals of fire 
and smoke billows out of their 
nostrils as they charge across the 
night sky, condemned forevermore 
to their endless flight and pursuit. 
Most of the oldtimers used to 
speculate that they, John Raven, 
“ Salty,”  and “ Big Red,”  wouldn’t 
have it any other way.

Well, that’s the legend of Raven’s 
Bluff as it was told to us wee lads 
those many years ago as we huddled 
around our campfire, hugging our 
knees, and looking back over our 
shoulders into the darkness beyond.

As the years went by and we grew 
older in the changing times, our 
family began to drift apart as the 
oldtimers were called to a better 
place and those of us younger ones 
left behind moved away to start new 
lives. I returned to Raven’s Bluff- 
only once after I reached full 
manhood, trying somehow, and 
failing, to regain those magic 
moments of my boyhood, moments 
that were now realized to have been 
so wonderous, and so fleeting.

I never did see the ghostly trio 
charging across the night sky, and I 
don’t know if the legend is true or 
not, but if it “ ain’t it oughta be.”

When the former Sergeant John 
B. Charlton returned to Bracket­
tville, he did nothing for'some time. 
An uimamed friend who lived in the 
vicinity borrowed some money from 
Charlton with which to invest in the 
saloon business. This friend failed to 
repay the loan so Charlton took over 
the place afterwards known as 
“ Jack’s Place.”

Jack’s Place was located on the 
property now known as the B&S 
Grocery, Highway 90, Brackettville, 
Texas. It became quite popular for 
certain officers and men alike from 
Fort Clark, most probably because 
of the convenience of the location to 
the main gate.

Charlton stated that two officers, 
one I knew was Lt. John M. Cun­
ningham and the other I think was 
Col. Albert B. Brackett, both I think 
were in the 19th Infantry. (This is an 
error as Lt. Cuimingham was in 19th 
Infantry and Col. Brackett was C.O. 
3rd Cavalry). They were court mar- 
tialed for coming to this place so of­
ten. (Most probably not correct but I 
haven’t obtained a copy of the Court 
martial proceedings. Special Orders 
of Department of Texas No. 45 of 
July 1889 list the General Court 
Martial as: Nathan W. Osborne, 
Colonel 5th Infantry, Ft. Bliss, 
President; Edward W. Woodruff, 
Major, 5th Infantry, Ft. Ringold; 
Louis T. Morris, Major, 3rd 
Cavalry, San Antonio; Emerson H. 
Liscum, Captain, 19th Infantry, I 
Company, San Antonio; Henry W. 
Wessells, Captain, 3rd Cavalry, H 
Company, Ft. McIntosh; George F. 
Towle, Captain, 19th Infantry, K 
Company, San Antonio; Frank D. 
Baldwin, Captain 5th Infanty, K 
Company, Ft. Davis; James D. Bur­
bank, Captain 3rd Artillery, F (Com­
pany, San Antonio, Prosecutor; Ed­
ward C. Randall, Captain 5th Infan­
try, A  Company, Ft. Ringold, 
Defense Council; John M. Cun­
ningham, 2nd. Lt. 19th Infantry, F 
Company, Ft. Clark, Accused; 
Joseph H. Harmier, AA Surgeon 
USA, Witness, Ft. Clark; Albert G. 
Brackett, Colonel, 3rd Cavalry, wit-

e rope,[ji Ft. Clark).

Charlton stated he was the prin­
ciple witness and may have been 
since he was at that time a civilian 
that would have had to been sub­
poenaed as witness for a military 
trial. (He later became eligible for a 
pension as Indian War Veteran). 
Charlton claims as the principle wit­

ness he was subjected to a sort of 
the third degree hy Captain Bur­
bank, the prosecuting officer.’ He 
tried by personal and legal threats, 
and by soft persuasion to induce 
Charlton to give evidence against 
the (two?) officers.

Charlton flatly refused to answer 
his questions. The President cleared 
the court twenty-seven times and on 
bringing the witness in, the 
prosecutor said, each time, “ the 
court has decided the witness will 
answer the questions.”  Each time 
Charlton would answer, “ and I have 
decided I will not answer the 
questions as it concerns a private 
matter between me and another 
man.”  The trial of the (two) one of­
ficer resulted in an acquittal which 
left the prosecutor open to more or 
less ridicule.

The next day after the trial closed 
Capt. Burbank came with another 
officer to “ Jack’s Place.”  The other 
officer walked in a casual manner 
around behind Charlton, and then 
suddenly threw his arms around 
him, holding his arms to his sides 
until Capt. Burbank drew his pistol; 
then he sprang aside as Capt. Bur­
bank fired. Charlton coolly dropped 
to his knees and the ball passed har­
mlessly over his shoulder entering 
the wood of the bar. Capt. Burbank, 
with the other officer, ran out and 
got in their ambulance. Charlton got 
a rifle he always kept behind the bar, 
ran to the door and raised the gun to 
fire, but was prevented by some of 
the crowd who gathered there.

Charlton dug the bullet out of the 
bar and mailed it a few days after­
wards to Capt. Randall. He stated he 
was not quite certain it was the 19th 
Infantry (3rd Cav and 3 companies 
of 19th Infantry were at Fort Clark) 
stationed there, then, but I think it 
was.

Charlton met his wife, first in 
July, 1890. She was then a school 
girl fifteen years old. They were 
married two years later, on the 11th 
of May. After a few months in 
Brackettville, Charlton sold out all 
his interest there, everything except 
his horses, and‘*Bpught’ a''ranch in 
Uvalde County^'situated on the 
Nueces River.

Q: What are rules regarding off-duty 

policemen (or women!). If I ’m outside a 
bar, and I don’t know they’re cops, and 
they’re giving me trouble, can I punch 
'em out and not be sent to the electric 
chair for  attacking a cop?

A : It’ s likely that you are talking 
about security personnel or “ bouncers,” 
and you should leave the establishment if 
you disagree with what they are telling 
you. When you’ re in this situation, ask 
yourself, “ Is this person really giving me 
trouble for no reason, or are they doing 
their job ?”

Remember, a lot o f  police officers 
work off-duty as security personnel. 
Assault is a Class-A misdemeanor, while 
aggravated assault on a police officer is a 
third-degree felony. The offense won’ t 
send you to the chair, but it might land 
you in jail. Look, you shouldn’ t be hitting 
anyone. If someone who works for the 
bar is giving you “ trouble,”  then leave. If 
the person doesn’ t work for the establish­
ment, leave or have someone contact the 
police.

SA N T A ’S R O A D  K IT
! Q: I want to buy my husband an 
‘ emergency road kit in case he ever gets 
stranded this winter in his “project car. ”  
But I want to put it together myself, be­
cause the ready-made kits seems to have 
cheap stuff. Any suggestions as to what I 
should include?

A : You can simply copy down the 
items included in a “ ready made kit,”  
then buy them yourself. Remember, you 
get what you pay for, and it doesn’ t help 
to have cheap products that won’ t work in 
a bind. Make sure you have jumper 
cables, basic tools, water, oil, flashlight.

A : You are responsible, as long as 
you or someone with you actually put the 
gas in the tank. You cquld have been 
charged with theft for filling out the false 
information and leaving. Obviously, the 
clerk should have stopped the pump, but 
you can’ t always count on them. It’ s 
unfortunate that you found yourself in a 
position where you felt you had to lie. So 
in the future, go ahead and leave the 
nozzle o ff  "auto pilot" arid watch the 
pump.

Plant Pecan Trees Properly

One of the keys to growing 
pecans, whether in the backycu-d or 
in a commercial orchard, is to plant 
the trees properly so that they get 
off to a good start.

Tree planting time is at hand -  
January and early February are the 
best times -  and here are a few 
guidelines.

To begin, select a tree 4 to 8 feet 
tall as soon as nurseries get supplies. 
Plant as S(x>n as possible, using care 
not to let roots dry out or freeze.

Dig the hole only as large as the 
tree’s root system. If the hole is too 
deep, the tree will settle and this can 
cause poor growth or death.

The taproot should sit in the bot­
tom of the hole. If the hole cannot be 
as deep as the length of the roots, 
cut back the taproot to fit the hole.

Pack original soil around roots as 
tightly as possible. Packing the soil 
in 2 to 3 inch layers is better than 
watering to pack the soil. Use ad­
jacent soil to complete filling the 
hole, not light soil, sand or potting

soil. The tree can drown in rainy 
weather if light fill soil is used on 
clay land.

Plant the tree at the same depth it 
grew in the nursery row. Look at the 
colors to determine the soil line; the 
bark is gray and the root is dark 
brown.

Cut off the top half o f the tree at 
planting to balance the stem and 
roots and to force growth close to 
the soil line.

Wrap the lower 18 inches of the 
trunk with aluminum foil to prevent 
side shoots, sun scald, and rabbit 
damage. On large plantings, use a 
ftiixture-'qf' white-latex paint and 
water (oi^part paint to three ^prts 
water).

Build a basin around the tree to 
hold water and give each tree five 
gallons of water immediately after 
planting. Make siu-e trees do not go 
longer than 14 days without water.

These are some basic steps in 
planting pecan trees that can lead 
the way in getting them into produc­
tion in a few years.

If you are ever 
pulled over by an officer, try to get as far 
as possible on to the right shoulder. And 
if you ’ re approaching the scene o f  a traf­
fic stop, pull into the left lane (if there is 
one) or try not to drive too close to the 
right shoulder.

Laundry Training for Beginners

decide. Be sure to study all details carefully.

It’s no secret that most microwave 
cooking experts nowadays are kids. 
But have you noticed that these 
school-agers are doing a lot more 
around the house than just zapping 
after-school snacks?

They’re also helping with the even­
ing meal, hemdling the trash, loading 
and unloading the dishwasher.

And, say home economists from 
Whirlpool Corporation, -with just 
a little training, today’s kids can 
also be a big help -with the family 
laundry.

Quit Smoking 
Without Gaining 
Weight

Q u estio n ; I have decided  to 
quite sm oking but I’m  afraid I 
will gain weight. H ow  can I kick 
th e  h a b it  w i t h o u t  a d d in g  
pounds?

A n sw er; Quitting cigarettes 
isn’t easy. Many people are dis­
couraged when the fXDunds start 
creeping up after they crumple 
their'last pack of cigarettes. In 
fact, recent studies show that 
nearly 80 piercent of smokers 
gain an average o f  5 to 10  
{XJunds in the first month after 
quitting. Heavy smokers are 
more likely to gain weight due to 
their greater dependence on 
nicotine.

N icotine is a stimulant which 
affects th e  b o d y ’ s m eta b o lic  
rate. W hen you  quit smoking, 
you  b u m  fewer calories. If you  
d o n ’t change your eating habits 
and your activity level, you ’re 
likely to  gain som e w eight after 
kicking the nicotine habit.

Ex-smokers w h o  gain weight 
find themselves eating m ore b e ­
cause the craving for a cigarette 
is often  con fused  with a hunger 
pang. T he w orst sym ptom s 
usually occu r  during the first 
tw o w eeks the person  quits. 
After that, the cravings decrease 
substantially.

T o  avoid weight gain after you 
quit sm oking, consider these 
steps:
• Eat a w ell balanced diet, low  

in sugary sw eets and  fatty 
foods.

• Keep lo w  calorie food s  o n  
h a n d  fo r  n ib b lin g . Raw  
vegetab les , plain  crackers, 
bread sticks, fiop com , sugar­
less hard candies and ch ew ­
ing gum  are g o o d  substitutes.

• Drink six to  eight glasses o f  
water a day. The m ore liquid 
you  can drink, the faster the 
nicotine leaves your body.

• Start an exercise  program . 
Walk 30 minutes a day o r  take 
up running, cycling o r  swim­
m ing. Y ou r  prim ary care  
physician can advise w hich  
program is best for you.
If you  d o  gain a few  pounds 

after you  quit —  d o n ’t panic. 
Y ou  w o u ld  have to  gain 120 
p o u n d s  o f  ex cess  w eigh t to  
equal the health risk o f  smoking.
