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Rotary president Taylor Stephenson welcomed NRA Executive Director 
Con Mims to Thursday’s (April 20) noon meeting at Las Moras Inn. 
Mims discussed the organization and mission of the Nueces River 
Authority and its relationship to Kinney Ck)unty.

Rotary Learns About Nueces RA
Con Mims, a 1965 graduate of 

Texas A&M University, has worked 
for nearly 30 years in the field of 
water resource planning and 
development. He joined the Nueces 
River Authority (NRA) in 1976 as 
Chief of Plans and was elevated to 
Executive Director two years later. 
He is a member of the National 
Water Resources Association, a 
director and past president of the 
Texas Water Conservation 
Association, past chairman of the 
TWCA River Authorities Panel, and 
past chairman of the River 
Authorities and Water Districts 
Managers Council.

His office is located in Uvalde and 
he comprises the one-member staff.

His topic for the Rotary Club 
meeting was “How the Nueces 
River Authority and Kinney County 
can work together and compliment 
each other.” To answer his own 
question, he explained the NRA, its 
strengths and limitation.

In 1917, there was a Texas C!on- 
stitutional Amendment allowing for 
the creation of political subdivisions 
having specific authority to conser­
ve and develop the state’s water 
resources. This occurred after the 
public decided that something had 
to be done about the cycle of 
droughts and floods, and par­
ticularly, after being inspired by the 
terrific floods of 1913 and 1914.

The amendment allowed for 
creation of special purpose districts 
such as flood control, irrigation, 
drainage, navigation, and municipal 
utility districts. Practically every 
major river basin in the state has one 
or more river authorities associated 
with it, with a notable exception 
being the Rio Grande Basin. The 
Nueces River Authority was created 
in 1935.

“We are a unique governmental 
agency in that we operate at sub- 
stanticdly no cost to the public. Our 
income is derived only from con­
tracted services and interest on in­
vestments. Further, we regulate no 
one, issue no permits, and enforce 
nothing,” said Mr. Mims.

NRA is governed by a board of 21 
directors appointed by the (Jovemor 
with the consent of the Senate. NRA 
is the only public agency having 
jurisdiction in water matters ex­
clusive to the Nueces River pasin. 
Service area includes all or parts of 
22 coimties (part of Kiimey County 
is included) in South Texas, 
covering about 17,000 square miles. 
The river basin extends from 
Rocksprings on the north to Corpus 
Christi on the south and from about 
Castroville on the east to Bracket- 
tville on the west. Las Moras Moun­
tain to the northeast of Brackettville 
and the community of Spofford to 
the south me located on the divide 
separating the Rio Grande and 
Nueces watersheds.

1974 was a turning point for 
NRA, financially, as it began to 
issue tax exempt revenue bonds to 
finance construction of industrial air

and water pollution control equip­
ment needed to meet increasingly 
stringent federal pollution control 
standards.

To date, NRA has issued over
$207 million of pollution control 
bonds, earning nearly $800,000 in 
fees, before this type of tax exempt 
financing was substantially restric­
ted by changes in the federal tax 
code in the mid-1980s.

Through the years, NRA has 
devoted efforts more toward 
regional water planning and protec­
tion of water resources than toward 
project construction; however, NRA 
has statutory authority to finance, 
design, construct, operate and main­
tain every type of water related 
project, including water supply, 
wastewater treatment, flood con­
trol and recreational facilities, as 
may be needed by its constituents.

Considering some of NRA’s other 
activities, a determination can be 
made if NRA and Kinney County 
can work together and compliment 
each other.

NRA has been very active in 
protection of water resources. 
Among involvements:
-worked with McMullen Ck)unty in 
preventing a saltwater injection well 
from being located on the banks of 
the Frio River that posed a threat to 
the City of Tilden’s groundwater 
supplies;
-worked with Live Oak County and a 
school district in preventing use of 
lands near Three Rivers and 
Pawnee for disposal of tiranium 
mining waste;
-worked with local citizens in 
preventing use of land near C^tulla 
for storage of low-level radioactive 
waste;
-worked with LaSalle (bounty, Mc­
Mullen County, and local citizens to 
prevent the state’s use of lands near 
Asherton and Tilden for disposal of 
low-level radioactive waste;
-worked with the City of Corpus 
Christi and local citizens in changing 
state law to prevent the state from 
locating its low-level radioactive 
waste disposal facility within 20 
miles of an existing or proposed sm- 
face water reservoir;
-worked with local citizens in 
causing groundwater monitoring 
wells to be installed as part of the 
a ty  of Camp Wood’s now 
wastewater treatment facility 
because of its closeness to the 
Nueces River;
-worked with local citizens to cause 
more stringent chlorination 
requirements as part of the City of 
U^^de’s new wastewater discharge 
permit;
-worked with Uvalde County in 
developing septic tank regulations 
for the coimty;
-worked with local citizens in inter­
vening, in three cases, objecting to 
illegal channel diversions on the 
Nueces River; «
-worked with local citizens in 
challenging a permit application for 
a large dairy operation to be located

on 55,000 acres on both sides of the 
Nueces River in LaSalle County; 
-presently working with Live Oak 
(^unty, McMullen County, cities of 
Corpus Christ, Tilden, and Three 
Rivers in opposing an application for 
an industrial solid waste permit for a 
fecility to be located miles fi'om 
the banks of Choke (Canyon Reser­
voir;
-so far, all but one of these issues 
have been successfully resolved. 
The industrial landfill application in 
McMullen (bounty is proceeding to 
hearing at this time.

NRA also presented a letter op­
posing awarding the application to 
construct a radioactive waste facility 
at Spofford. Party status was not 
sought since the location fell just 
outside the boundaries of MIA 
watershed.

NRA, for many years, has worked 
in partnership with the state in con­
ducting state or federally mandated 
water quality studies.

NRA generally coordiantes 
everything, manages citizen ad­
visory committees, subcontracts all 
technical apsects to professional 
firms (for minimal compensation), 
managed studies of wastewater 
treatment facilities as required by 
the federal Clean Water Act, and 
presently assessing water quality 
conditions in the Nueces and ad­
jo in ing coastal basins. .

As needed, NRA will initiate, 
organize, and conduct special 
studies of water quality problems. 
Addressing regional water planning 
and water policy issues are major 
NRA functions.

Mims, as NRA Executive Direc­
tor, is currently serving on:
-Nueces Estuary Advisory Ownmit- 
tee; -Local Governments Advisory 
Committee;- (Corpus Christi Bay 
National Estuary Program; -two 
policy management committees and 
one advisory committee connected 
with part of the state’s Trans- 
Texas Water program; -special 
committee created by the Cxiurt 
Monitor in the Sierra (31ub vs Bruce 
Babbitt, et. al.

NRA has organized and managed 
three separate studies with the Ed­
wards Underground Water District, 
the City of Cxirupus C3uisti, the 
South Texas Water Authority, and 
the Texas Water Development 
Board.

“As can be seen, we are a dif­
ferent type of governmental 
organization. We try to work with 
our constituents. On the state and 
federal level, we can bring a unique 
understanding of the Nueces Basin. 
At the local level we, often, can ser­
ve as an unbiased facilitator. We 
make a concerted effort never to be 
intrusive in local affairs. By the way, 
we operate with a total full time staff 
of one. Well, that is the Nueces 
River Authority. Can we and Kiimey 
Ckiunty work together and com­
pliment each other? Certainly, And 
we look forward to doing so,” con­
cluded Mr. Mims, after recognizing 
Nueces River Authority board 
member Tom Faulkenberry, who 
was appointed by (iov. Ann Richar­
ds in 1994, and was also a guest at 
the Rotary meeting.

Board President- Responds To TSTA Editorial
Upon reading Richard Kouri’s 

guest editorial in last week’s paper, I 
felt the need to respond to his 
statements about Home Rule School 
Districts and especially the role of 
local boards in governing public 
education. Mr. Kouri provides 
an excellent illustration of the “me” 
instead of “we” attitude that 
prevails in education today.

The notion of teachers vs ad­
ministration, administration vs 
board, academics vs athletics, rich 
vs poor, advantaged vs disadvan­
taged, and as Kouri insinuates, 
board vs teachers is all too prevalent 
across the state and nation. People 
become defensive and reactive in­
stead of being proactive. The loser 
in these conflicts is always the 
children. Only when we finally 
realize that we are on the same team 
with the same goal of educating our 
children can truly beneficial reform 
be accomplished.

Mr. Kouri’s article was more of a 
board bashing than a true concern 
for education. TASB (Texas 
Association of School Boards) is an 
association of school boards from 
across the state and provides these 
boards insurance programs, legal 
assistance, data sources, financial 
services, governmental relations, 
policy service and board member 
training, to name a few. TASB’s 
mission statement “To provide 
visionary leadership to Texas school 
boards and to support, ±rough 
quality services, their pursuit of 
educational excellence for each 
student.” explains its purpose. Most 
districts could not afford or provide 
these services on their own.

TASB salutes improvement in 
student achievement with an on­
going campaign called “What’s 
Right in Public Education”. It has 
publicized improving test scores and 
favorable FAIR comparisons with 
other countries’ educational 
systems. I stress fair because only in 
the United States do we truly try to 
educate everyone regardless of 
ability. This is the true meaning of 
Public Education!

I’m afraid Mr. Kouri misinter­
prets the idea of Public Education. 
The school boards he so maligns are 
an extension of the people. They are 
not an entity of themselves. They 
have been entrusted to govern the 
public’s schools for the best in­
terests of their students and the 
people of their district. These in­
terests vary across the 1100 + 
school districts within the states and 
who knows better the needs of their 
students than locally elected boards.

I agree with Mr. Kouri that Home 
Rule School Districts will not work 
in most places. It is not intended to 
work in all districts. HRSD, which is 
part of new legislation being 
discussed, simply allows some 
CHOICE for districts that want to 
go through the chore of writing and

receiving permission for their own 
guidelines. District will still be ac­
countable. Students will still have to 
pass all state standards for student 
achievement.

TASB, and the boards it 
represents, has never opposed 
student improvement. The concern 
with class size, salary increases, 
teacher training, etc., is that these 
are legislative regulations (not Stan­
dards) imposed on school districts 
without providing the money needed 
to implement them. This effectively 
places the burden of increasing 
taxes on local school boards, not the 
people in Austin. State politicians 
seem to suffer from the delusion that 
local taxes are not taxes. Remember 
Ann Richards’ “No New Taxes?”

**Most Influential Teacher"

Texas Water Development Board 
Awards Grant To City of Spofford

AUSTIN -  On April 20, 1995, the 
Texas Water Development Board 
awarded a $13,000 grant to the City 
of Spofford to study the feasibility of 
supplying the 100 colonia residents 
with wastewater service and im­
proving existing water service. The 
area is currently provided water 
service by the City of Spofford. The 
grant is fimded through the Board’s 
Research and Planning Fund of the 
Economically Distressed Areas

Program.
The study will determine if the 

proposed construction and any 
related supply improvements are the 
most cost effective long-term alter­
native for supplying water to the 
city. Possible solutions include con­
structing a six-inch transmission 
main from Brackettville, piuchasing 
water from Fort Clmk Springs 
MUD, and developing an Edwards 
well near Brackettville.

John M. Frank of Greenwood, In­
diana, the son of John and Dorothy 
Frank of Fort Clark Springs, has 
been cited as a teacher who most in­
fluenced a student’s academic 
career.

Kirk G. Hanson, a senior at Cen­
ter Grove High School, Greenwood, 
Indiana, nominated John M. Frank, 
as the most helpful school employee, 
who was then recognized by the 
1995 Indiana Academic All-Star. In
1994, Mr. Frank received the same 
distinction after being nominated by 
Kirk’s older brother.

Coverage of the awards that went 
to 40 people out of 250 nominees 
was also carried in the April 10,
1995, issue of Time Magazine.

Hanson, age 17, is the son of John
D. and Bonnie R. Himson, and plans 
to become either an international 
lawyer or college professor after a 
college career at Harvard or Prin­
ceton.

He is a member of the National 
Honor Society, participates in 
speech, theater, Spanish, (Jerman, 
science and drama clubs, ranks first 
in his class, and is a National Merit 
semifinalist. His community ac­
tivities include delivering four 
newspaper routes, church activities, 
adult choir, Easter breakfast cook, 
and collecting money for needy 
families.

His nomination of Mr. Frank as 
the “school employee who most in­
fluenced my academic career” 
stfltcd«*«

“With all of Mr. John M. Frank’s 
talents and skills as an educator, his 
greatest influence on me was 
developing my ability for indepen­
dent thought. Mr. Frank goes

beyond the textbook and facts, sear­
ching for correlation between the 
topic in class and events in today’s 
society. He brings his subject closer 
to his students by uncovering its 
pertinence to their lives.

Mr. Frank abhors the number 
crunching style utilized in some 
classes, memorizing dates and 
quoting statistics.

He prefers for students to analyze 
events and documents and to 
develop hypotheses independent of 
textbooks.

I discovered this quickly in 
government class, as he required us 
to write our own Supreme Court 
decisions on various issues.

My level of critical and indepen- 
ding thinking, which Mr. Frank 
developed in class, has extended in­
to every other aspect of my 
academic career and personal life. 
Using these abilities I have achieved 
a greater sense of awareness for not 
only government and current events 
but also literature, history and 
academics as a whole.

Mr. Frank’s devotion to teaching 
independent thinking undoubtedly 
stems from his own desire to learn. 
He displays an interest in learning 
about new topics and ideas equal to 
the level he wishes his students to 
possess.

The openmindedness and 
dedication of a true academician is 
what makes Mr. Frank such an in­
sightful and influential member of 
the teaching community.”

Mr. Frank is a history, gover­
nment honors instructor, teaches an 
Economics at the college level and is 
a member of the New York Stock 
Exchange.

The bombing of the federal 
building in Oklahoma City last week 
was a terrible, terrible tragedy that 
is both mind-boggling and heart­
breaking in scope, a tragedy that 
shocked the nation as no other in 
recent memory, but one which must 
be endured, somehow, by those who 
lost loved ones in the terrible blast. 
Truly, domestic terrorism at its 
most cruel and most senseless.

Yet, even as shocking, 
frightening, and heartbreaking as 
± e  act was, it perhaps highlights the 
fact that something is going terribly 
wrong in this country, terribly 
wrong. And to listen to the political 
rhetoric that has come forth from 
the mouths of politicians and gover­
nment officials following this 
tragedy is perhaps in some ways 
even more frightening in its long 
term meaning for the American 
people as a whole if those in­
dividuals have their way.

When the president of this coun­
try starts hinting that “freedom of 
speech” is subversive to “order and 
discipline” , that is frightening. 
When both he «md U.S.Attomey 
General Janet Reno, both longtime 
anti-gim proponents, start inten­
sifying their efforts to have more 
laws passed to allow federal officers 
to use wire-taps without warrants on 
the phones of American citizens, 
kick in doors and make warrantless 
searches, seizures, and arrests, this 
is frightening. When they ask for 
laws of “special authorization” to 
form 2,500 man “strike forces” of 
elite, highly trained commandos to 
use in “cases of national seemity 
within our domestic borders”, this is 
frightening. When they suggest that 
laws be passed making it illegal for 
American citizens to have more than

a 30-day supply of food and supplies 
in their own homes, this is 
frightening.

No sane, honest, law-abiding 
American citizen wants to see a 
repeat of the Oklahoma tragedy. 
Nor do we want to see people like 
those who perpetrated the senseless 
bombing allowed to plan, organize, 
and carry out such senseless 
domestic terrorism. Nor does any 
sane, honest, law-abiding American 
citizen desire to see radical para­
military groups of individuals plot, 
plan, and execute efforts to terrorize 
the American people or attempt to 
overthrow our government by ar­
med, illegal force.

Yes, the bombing in Oklahoma 
City was a terrible tragedy and the 
prepetrators of that terrible act 
should be hunted down, brought to 
justice quickly, persecuted to the 
full extent of the law, and, if found 
guilty beyond a reasonable doubt, 
executed for their crimes.

But we, the American people, 
must not allow the pain, heartache, 
and emotions generated by such a 
tragedy to be used as a catalyst by 
politicians and government officials 
and agents who have an agenda to 
further oppress and disarm the 
American people with more and 
more government interference into 
the private and personal lives, 
rights, and freedoms of honest, har­
dworking Americans. This has hap­
pened in nearly every other national 
tragedy that has occurred within my 
memory.

Yes, go after the suspects of 
violent crimes against society, track 
them down, bring them to justice, 
give them a fair tried, and punish 
them if foimd guilty. But leave the 
rest of the American people alone.

Yet local property taxes have in­
creased many times during this 
same period. Taxes are Taxes! 
Kouri states, and rightly so, “The 
(Constitution of the State of Texas 
charges the state with the respon­
sibility to provide free public schools 
and ¿ a t  it cannot relieve itself of 
this constitutional responsibility by 
handing it off to local school boar­
ds.” Yet this is precisely what it has 
done by giving the responsibility of 
funding mandates to the local boar­
ds.

When voters turned down Amen­
dment 2 on unfunded mandates it 
was directly due to an impreceden- 
ted lobbying effort by TSTA and 
other teacher organizations who 
were afraid that unless the state 
MANDATED pay raises, funded 
locally, they would not receive a 
salary increase. Remember, no new 
taxes at the state level.

Unfunded mandates have cost our 
district many thousands of dollars 
over the past several years. For 
example, class room size greatly ef­
fects a school our size, often 
requiring an additonal class because 
of one or two students. Another 
example, state mandated salary in­
creases cost the district (in local 
funds) $50,000 per year each year. 
This equates to $.07 additional cents 
of your school tax rate each year. 
There is talk in Austin of an $8,000 
increase to all teachers. If there is no 
aid from the state to help fund this, 
we’ re looking at $400,000 or over 
$.50 of the tax rate to pay for it. Our 
current rate is $1.32. It doesn’t take 
a math major to see where this is 
leading. I’m sorry but 1 do not feel it 
is a mean-spirited concept (Kouri’s 
words) to save money. I think it is 
common sense and an obligation 
when dealing with taxpayers money.

Now, before I’m accused of 
teacher bashing, I think teaching is 
the MOST noble profession a person 
can choose. No one affects more 

 ̂ lives or contributes more to 
mankind than a teacher. We will 
never be able to pay a true teacher 
what he or she is worth and we 
seldom express enough appreciation 
for the job they accomplish. I feel we 
will get help from the current state 
administration to fund raises and I 
feel they are deserved. We have a 
great teaching staff at BISD. I know 
we will do the best we cim for them 
and we will get the same in return.

T^ere are a lot of good things 
going for education today. Unfor- 
timately there are also some bad 
ones.To blame these on TASB and 
boards in general only emphasizes 
Kouri s lack of responsibility. Boar­
ds need to be able to make choices in 
directing Aeir districts and to base 
these choices on the needs of their 
students.

The problem of birth defects 
caused by pregnant women’s abuse 
of alcohol and drugs is the focus of 
National Fetal Alcohol Syndrome 
(FAS) Awareness Month 
throughout April.

'The Texas Department of Health 
(TDH) has joined national health 
authorities and non-profit 
organizations in the observance.

Gladys ^ ^
opidemiologisir TDH
Bureau of Epidemiology, smd that 
as many as 600 Texas babies may be 
bom each year with fetal 2dcohol 
symdrome. 'Thousands more have 
other side-effects of their mother’s 
use of alcohol or drugs during 
pregnancy. FAS is now one of the 
conditions being monitored by the 
Texas Birth Defects Registry being 
pilot-tested in two of the state’s 
public health regions.

“So far, I have only been able to 
estimate ¿ e  frequency of FAS and 
similar disorders, since these birth 
defects are so rarely reported by 
physicians,” Sanchez said. 
“Al±ough we know that himdreds 
of cases occur yearly in a population 
the size of Texas, our own Btireau of 
Vital Statistics had birth certificate 
records of only nine such cases 
during 1993. From 1987, when 
Texas birth certificates were 
required to include medical details, 
through the end of 1993, physicians 
reported only 162 cases of FAS in 
newborns,” Sanchez said.

'The bureau of Vital Statistics 
compiles and analyzes all statewide 
data from entries on birth and death 
certificates.

Sanchez explained that alcohol 
and some drugs used by pregnant 
women are able to pass through the 
placenta to affect the unborn child. 
Substance-abusing mothers also can 
pass alcohol and dmgs to their 
children in their breastmilk.

A child with FAS has irreversible 
ph5̂ ical and mental impairments. 
“Typically, an FAS baby will have 
wide-set eyes, a small head and a 
smaller-than-normal nose bridge. 
They can also suffer from heart 
defects and deafness,” Sanchez 
said.

However, other symptoms may 
be more subtle, appearing only as 
unusual learning disabilities. Also, 
not all children bom to alcohol- 
abusing mothers suffer the same ef­
fects. What is certain, according to 
Sanchez, is that although FAS can 
be prevented by education and 
treatment of at-risk women before 
they are pregnant, it has become Ae 
leading cause of mental retardation 
in the U.S.

“Early intervention with expec­
tant mothers can make a vital dif­
ference in whether their babies are 
bom both physically and mentally 
healthy It is a difference which can 
determine the direction of the 
child’s entire life,” Sanchez said.

Sanchez urged all women who 
nPPH help avoiding alcohol and 
dmgs while pregnant to TDH’s 
toll-free maternal and child health 
referral at 1-800-4-
BABYLOVE. The referral hne of­
fers information on a full range o  ̂
services and resources for mothers
and their children.

“sanctity’’ as holiness or piety of 
life, or sacred or hallowed character.

It 
means that any free citizen of the 
United States can mail a letter with 
the knowledge that its seal will not 
be broken and contents exsimined by 
anyone other than the addressee. 
Although, on rare occasions, 
properly sealed letters may be 
dam ag^ in the handling by modem 
mail processing equipment.

Privacy of First-Class Mail has 
been an intrinsic right enjoyed by 
U.S. citizens for more tiian 200 
years.

N ew  SuperSun Coleus Plants To Hit N urseries Soon

For the first time, traditionally 
shade-loving coleus plants venture 
out of the shadows this spring with 
the introduction of the new Super- 
Sun varieties which truly tolerate 
our hot Texas sun. More than 70 
varieties have been tested over the 
past three years to find two fully 
sun-tolerant ones called SuperSun 
“Plum Parfait” and SuperSun 
“Burgundy Sun”.

Bedding plants of this popular an­
nual grown for its colorful foliage 
will be available in nurseries this 
spring. These plants will retain their 
beautiful color and at this same 
time, stand up to the hot dry sum­
mer sun.

They are vigorous long-lasting 
plants that will provide color from 
mid-spring through the fall. “Plum 
Parfait”, a purplish-plum color 
which develops gorgeous pink 
margins, is more suited to plantings 
enjoyed from close up, whereas 
“Burgundy Sun” demonstrated its 
deep color most effectively in large 
plantings viewed from a distance. 
Be sure to ask for SuperSun coleus 
by name to be certain you have the 
sun-tolerant ones.

Due in part to their low main­
tenance properties, both varieties 
received the Texas A&M “Ear- 
thKind” designation. They adapt 
well to almost any soil type and 
thrive in a wide range of climates. 
The most important thing for this 
plant is good drainage. Plants that 
stay wet in the root zones become 
stunted and their leaves turn muddy 
brown in color. Poorly drained soils 
and watering too frequently can 
cause you some problems. Water 
the plants only when the soil is dry 
one inch below the surface. Simply 
stick your finger in the soil and 
check it.

Other than drainage, these plants 
are highly resistant to serious 
disease or insect problems, which 
means they require little or no 
pesticides to keep them healthy -  a 
very important factor in their being 
chosen as “EarthKind” plants.

The plants do extremely well 
grown in containers, which can be

used to highlight patios, porches and 
garden terraces. As annuals, they 
will freeze outdoors during the win­
ter, and will need to be replanted 
next spring.

Persons holding a private ap­
plicators license with the Texas 
Department of Agriculture will have 
an opportunity to receive 5 (Con­
tinuing Education Units or CEUs in 
Brackettville on Tuesday, May 2, at 
the district courtroom in the cour­
thouse.

If you cannot attend this course, 
you have another chance for CEU 
credits on Thursday, May 11, 1995, 
at the Uvalde County Fairgrounds. 
A Predator Appreciation Day will be 
held from 8:00 a.m. until 4:30 p.m. 
There is a $10.00 registration fee.

The morning’s session will in­
clude discussions from Dr. Dale 
Rollins, Extension Wildlife 
Specialist, from San Angelo, 
speaking on topics ranging firom 
physical evidence of predation, costs 
of predators to your operation, 
alternatives to reducing predation 
and livestock protection collars. Dr. 
Rollins will give a calling demon­
stration.

This afternoon session will 
feature Feral Hogs in Texas, 
Prevention of Illicit Use of 
Pesticides in Predator Control, 
Mountain Lions in Texas, Update 
from the Sheep and Goat Com­
modity Board and Coping with 
Migratory Bird Predation.

This course is also for 5 CEUs but 
you do not have to need the CEUs to 
attend the program. The public is 
welcome to attend this informative 
program.

Sent a man over 
with note to the men over there 
saying good-bye and letter home 
and to John Hoagland congratulat­
ing him on his promotion. Capt.
Kauffman and Kendall came with 
"E" Troop. Gen. Smith has made 
Weeks, die 1st Lieutenant, Post 
Commissary. I supposed Vedder 
would get this. Made out inspec­
tion reports to have some tents 
condemned and shall turn over 
property early tomorrow. Shall try 
to leave camp tomonrow and camp 
at Lozier. It was very pleasant to 
have these new officers in camp, 
some new people to talk to. I shdl 
go to bed early tonight as 1 have a 
great deal to do tomorrow.

Monday. April 30, 1883

Completed the transfer of property 
and made all preparations to start 
but had to wait until noon in order 
to get some rations from Capt. 
Kaidftnan. Started the men off 
and kept Luce behind with me as I 
lunched with Capt. K. Before 
starting. It was a modey crew that 
left camp, some of them riding in 
old wagons. After lunch said 
good-bye and started to overtake 
die "Amy". Now that it is really 
time to leave Mayer's Springs, I 
dont feel so anxious to go. Here I 
am in control and can do as I 
please. At Clark I shall have to 
obey others. But then there will be 
pleasant society there which will 
more than make up for a litde brief 
authority. Camped near Lozier 
where we found water and graz­
ing.

Tuesday. May 1, 1883

Left camp this morning at sunrise 
and made new camp near Langtry.

McGeary was conductor of the 
train in the evening and told me 
that the Doctor had come down to 
Lozier widi him but had stopped 
there.

Wednesday. May 2, 1883

Sent Sgt. Kibbets and four men 
ahead to repair the ferry at the 
Pecos if possible, or if not to cut 
the banks down so as to make a 
good ford. "E" Troop had sunk 
die boat and I was afraid we would 
have trouble to cross the river. 
Left camp at sunrise and got to the 
Pecos soon after twelve o'clock

without any trouble. The boat was 
sunk near the farther shore, i.e. 
the eastern shore but an excellent 
ford was made by the Sergeant and 
the wagons and horses were soon 
crossed without difficulty. Felt 
much relieved when they were 
over as I had been anxious about 
this crossing all day. Camped at 
Seminole Caves and feel happy in 
knowing that the worst part of the 
whole road is past.

2nd Lieut Francis Henry French 
(USMA,79)

Thursday. May 3, 1883

Started at sunrise as before and 
went along without any trouble and 
camped the eastern side of Devil's 
River. Starting out of camp was 
much provoked by Luce's putting 
my saddle & bridle on his horse 
and mming Sgt. July's horse 
loose. He has been anxious for me 
to ride his horse all the time but I 
have refused. So this morning he 
was determined I should ride him 
and saddled him while I was ab­
sent. The herd had already started 
before I found out what he had 
done, or I would have made him 
change the saddle. Cussed him out 
and told him if he did it again I 
would make him do duty with the 
detachment. Got into camp early 
in the afternoon and spent the time 
in eating mulberries which grow in 
quantities there. Crossed the river 
on the railroad bridge, a fme iron 
structure. Scenery is beautiful. 
Some of the men brought a deer 
into camp and a great many fish 
were caught.

school, they may not realize that 
80% of all immunizations should be 
administered before a child is two 
years old.

It’s also easy to dismiss the 
danger of diseases which were well- 
known earlier in this century but no 
longer seem threatening. Not very 
often do we hear about wide-spread 
epidemics. However, without im­
munization, diseases like the 
measles, polio, mumps and 
Hepatitis-B still pose a very real 
threat to our children.

The following is a list of the nine 
infectious diseases which are
preventable with vaccines:
1) polio; 2) measles; 3) diptheria; 4) 
mumps; 5) pertussis (whooping 
cough); 6) rubella (German measles); 
7) tetanus; 8)hepatitis-B; 9) Hib (a 
common cause of spinal meningitis).

I strongly encourage you to call 
your doctor or your local health 
clinic and immunize your children as 
soon as possible. Don’t wait until 
they stait school. Protect them 
when they’re young. Childhood im- 
mimization is a wise investment in 
our future.

Fort Worth which authorizes per­
sons over 65 or with a physical 
disability to vote early by mail. The 
bill authorizes a qualified voter to 
receive an early-voting ballot by 
mail for each election to be held 
during the calendar year for which 
application is made. Currently, older 
and disabled voters have to apply for 
a mail-in ballot for each election.

The Senate passed SB 32 spon­
sored by Senator John Montford of 
Lubbock, the fifth civil justice 
reform bill to be approved by the 
Senate. The bill limits forum shop­
ping, the practice of seeking out 
Morable courts, and clarifies where 
lawsuits may be filed. The bill 
amends venue rules for cases in-

TxDOT R eport On 
T ra ffic  F a ta lities
Partially because of one 

catastrophic seven-hour period last 
July, traffic ftitalities in Texas in- 
crei^ed by 3.5% in 1994 compared 
with the previous year, according to 
DPS statistics.

During 1994, 3,142 persons died 
in traffic accidents in Texas, 105 
more deaths than the 3,037 fatalities 
reported in 1993. This is the first in­
crease in traffic deaths in the state 
since 1988.

“Despite this increase, the traffic 
death rate, which is the munber of 
deaths occurring for every 100 
million miles driven, remained at the 
1993 level of 1.8 last year,” said Jim 
Templeton, head of the DPS’ Ac­
cident Records Bureau.

Templeton said the 1994 increase 
would have been nearly a third 
smaller if fewer accidents had oc­
curred during the July Fourth 
holiday.

“July 3, 1994, will be remem­
bered as the deadliest day in Texas 
traffic history with 46 fatalities,” 
Templeton said. “During a seven- 
hour period that day, 31 people died 
in three accidents. This was the first 
t o e  in history Texas has had three 
accidents in one day with six or 
more killed per accident.”

On the other hand, Templeton 
said, Texas had two days in 1994 
during which no traffic deaths were 
recorded. “This is extraordinary,” 
he said. “Normally we don’t see a 
single deathless day. The last t o e  
we had one day without a traffic 
death was April 16,1991.”

In 1994, 37.2% of all fatalities in­
volved alcohol or drug intoxication, 
the lowest rate of DWI-related 
deaths since 1986, when the Depar­
tment first began collecting blood 
alcohol levels shown on traffic 
fatality reports.

volving landlord-tenant; personal in­
jury, death or property damage;

The 
Legislation creates ± e  judicial panel 
on multi-county litigation, and 
authorizes the panel to change the 
venue of certain lawsuits.

The Senate passed CSSB 141 
sponsored by Senator Rodeny Ellis 
of Houston which increases 
penalties and sets forth requiremen­
ts for the prosecution of hate crimes. 
A growing number of cases have oc­
curred in Texas involving 
harassment, physical intimidation, 
and assault against persons because 
of their race, color, disability, 
religion, national origin, or sexual 
orientation. The bill raises the 
penalty for committing a hate crime 
to the punishment prescribed for the 
next highest offense.

The Senate passed two pieces of 
legislation relating to home equity 
lending. Committee Substitute 
Senate Joint Resolution 25 spon­
sored by Senator Jerry Patterson of 
Pasadena, allows a constitutional 
amendment to be submitted to the 
voters authorizing voluntary home 
equity loans on homestead property. 
CSSB 301, also by Patterson, is 
pnahling legislation setting forth 
rules tor home equity lending should 
the constitutional amendment pass. 
Texas is ± e  only state whose con­
stitution prohibits home equity 
loans.

The Senate passed CSSB 194 
sponsored by Senator Gonzalo 
Barrientos of Austin which provides 
for the operation and expansion of 
the Communities in Schools 
programs. The piupose of the 
program is to offer an alternative to 
young people, especially the 
economically disadvantaged, who 
have dropped out of school before 
graduation and are headed for a 
lifetime of under-employment or 
unemployment. With the help of 
government, business and social 
service agencies. Communities in 
Schools is an attempt to help school 
and community leaders address 
these problems.

$25,000 In Environmental 
Education Grants Are 

Available For TX Schools
In conjunction with the 25th an­

niversary of Earth Day, Texas Land 
Commissioner Garry Mauro and the 
HEB Grocery Ckrmpany have an­
nounced that $25,000 in environ­
mental education grant money will 
be available to Texas schools in the 
7tb anniial Enviroiunental Challenge 
program.

Vaccinate Dogs For Lyme Disease
Pet owners who live near wooded 

areas, and even those who occasional­
ly visit the woods and forest with 
their dogs, should have their pets vac­
cinated for Lyme disease — and the 
earlier the better. At a recent meeting 
of the American Veterinary Medical 
Association Dr. Steven A. Levy, of 
Durham, Connecticut reported on a 
study of the Lyme disease vaccine.

The vaccine was introduced in 
1990 and, according to Dr. Levy, has 
proven effective in protecting 
pets from the disease. The 
vaccine is not only effective 
in protecting dogs that have 
not been infected from the 
disease, but even dogs 
that have been infected 
with Lyme Disease may 
benefit from the vaccine.

“With most vaccines you wouldn’t 
expect protection in the animals al­
ready infected —but with this vac­
cine, antibodies can be produced in 
dogs already infected,” Dr. Levy said. 
The vaccine was effective in about 
58% of previously infected dogs.

Lyme disease is the most common 
tickbome illness affecting both dogs 
and human beings. It was first discov­
ered in the Northeastern U.S. in 1975 
and became endemic to the area. To­
day, the disease can be found in the 
northern Midwest, Pacific Northwest 
and in northern California — and it 
continues to spread.

According to Dr. Levy, a 1988 study 
in northern California indicated that 40- 
50% of dogs in the area had been in­
fected with Lyme disease. The diseñe 
is emerging in new areas, including 
Missouri and parts of eastern Texas, 
Lyme disease has been reported in 46 
of the 50 states.

Both people and dogs can get Lyme 
disease when they are bitten 

by infected ticks. In peo­
ple, the bite usually re­
sults in a rash. The rash 
may be followed by se­

vere neurologic, cardiac, or 
arthritic symptoms. Dogs that 
are bitten most often show 
signs of lameness and in 

some cases may suffer kidney 
damage.

If it is detected early, Lyme disease 
can be treated with antibiotics, which 
are effective in about 85% of the cases. 
Even when the disease is treated suc- 
cessfolly, it may flare up again later

Dr. Levy recommends that dogs who 
spend any time at all in wooded areas 
be vaccinated as part of their puppy se­
ries of vaccinations. Dog owners should 
discuss the disease and the need and ad­
visability of vaccination with their vete­
rinarian.

Behavioral Survey Shows Heart 
Disease Risk
Heart disease claims more lives 

than any other cause of death in 
Texas, but when it comes to taking 
preventive action against this killer, 
Texans weigh in no better ±an 
other Americans.

This was the conclusion of an an­
nual survey conducted by the Texas 
Department of Health’s Behavior 
Risk Factor Surveillance System. 
The recently published Texas Risk 
Factor Report on Cholesterol sum­
marized the results of random 
telephone interviews with 2,484 
Texans during 1993.

“It’s a crying shame to suffer the 
consequences of heart disease when 
so many of the associated risk fac­
tors can be controlled by changes in 
our personal habits. French fries 
and cigarettes cû en’t worth dying 
for,” E>r. David Smith, Texas Com­
missioner of Health, said.

The annual survey helps to 
measure the state’s progress toward 
certain health objectives for the year 
2000.

“When determining who’s at risk 
for heart disease we look at risk fac­
tors such as smoking, sedentary 
lifestyle, diet and high cholesterol 
level. Cholesterol tests check the 
amount of this substance in the 
blood. The recommended 
cholesterol level is 200 or less. A

level over 200 requires dietary 
modification or furtlier medical 
evaluation,” according to Dr. Philip 
Huang, Chief of the Bureau of 
Chronic Disease Prevention and 
Control.

The survey concluded that of 
those interviewed, 26% were over­
weight, 19% had been told they had 
high blood pressure, and 30% had 
never had ±eir cholesterol level 
checked. Some 68% of the Texans 
interviewed had their cholesterol 
level checked in the past five years, 
a percentage corresponding to the 
national average. Among those in­
terviewed, smoking, another 
significant risk factor, matched the 
national average of 24%.

The survey also found that from 
1988 to 1993 cholesterol screening 
has risen an average of 3.8% a year. 
Women were more likely than men 
to have been tested for cholesterol in 
the past five years. The amount of 
education, income, and health in­
surance Texans have also influenced 
the likelihood of having been tested.

“Cholesterol screening is one way 
of learning if yo'i risk for heart
disease,” Dr. Huang said. “The best 
ways to prevent heart disease are to 
not smoke and to exercise regularly, 
eat a healthy low fat diet and have 
your blood pressure checked 
regularly.

Underserved Area Of Texas

Unanimously accepting a special 
Task Force report that was a 
collaborative effort of more than 40 
providers of addiction services and 
other interested citizens, the gover­
ning board of the Texas Commission 
on Alcohol and Drug Abuse directed 
TCADA staff to work diligently to 
implement the report’s recommen­
dations when feasible.

“We’re very proud of this 
report,” said TCADA Com­
missioner John B. McDonald of 
Palestine, who has long been con­
cerned about rural addiction ser­
vices in Texas and provided leader­
ship to the Task Force. “It’s a clear 
message of what our rural providers 
need to better meet the addiction 
needs of their clients. I intend to do 
everything in my power to ensure 
that we tcike action on these recom­
mendations.”

According to the Texas Depar­
tment of Health, 196 of Texas’ 254 
counties are considered rural. Less 
than three million people, however, 
live in those rural counties. This 
means that in a state with more than 
18 million residents, approximately 
16% of the population do not have a 
strong collective voice, particularly 
when they are distributed over large 
geographic areas. The Department 
of Health also defines “medically 
underserved populations” as those 
people located in an area that has an 
insufficient number of physicians 
serving eligible clients. What the 
Task Force has addressed are those 
“imderserved” areas of the state 
where addiction services are pain­
fully lacking. Where rural residents 
- under normal conditions - have to 
drive one or two hours, in one direc­
tion, for appropriate services that 
urban residents can access by 
traveling blocks rather than miles.

Report recommendations include: 
•Development of model programs to 
be shared/adapted, such as a 
federally funded mobile treatment 
unit currently offering services out 
of Presidio in West Texas. 
•Development of a beds- 
identification system - accessible 
through a toll-free helpline - to daily 
keep track of bed capacity. 
•Establishment of a service delivery 
system within particular geographic 
regions that will address a lack of af­
fordable public transportation in 
rural areas.
•Reassessment of funding 
mechanisms for rural communities 
and populations.
•Special m-depth studies to identify 
and assess unique rural needs. 
•Paying special attention to the 
needs of “hidden” populations such 
as migrant workers and people with 
disabilities.
•Working closer with existing 
health-care facilities, including 
community hospitals, to expcuid 
upon services such as detoxification.

Accordmg to J2ine Maxwell, 
Director of TCADA’s Research 
Department, total alcohol and other 
drug abuse rates in rural areas are 
not significantly different than ur­
ban rates - but the drugs of choice 
are different. “The 1994 Texas 
Secondary School Survey found that 
students outside the most urban 
areas reported higher lifetime use 
rates for all substances except 
hallucinogens and Estasy,” she said, 
“as well as higher rates of current 
use for tobacco, alcohol, 
cocaine/crack, uppers, downers, and 
steroids.”

All of the Task Force members 
have been incredibly focused on this 
project,” said Commissioner Mc­

Donald. “They’ve been meeting and 
traveling at their own expense to put 
this report together within an ex­
tremely short time frame. Working 
with them has been one of the most 
rewarding experiences for me since 
my appointment to the Board in 
1993.”

The TCADA Task Force on 
Rural and Underserved Areas was 
established in December 1994 by the 
governing board of the agency. Its 
purpose was to ensure that people 
living in rural and underserved 
areas of Texas are not penalized, 
with regard to services, based on 
where they choose to live.”
