Darrel Schoolfield Boilt It

When Darrel Schoolfield couldn’t 
buy it, he decided to build it.

That move more than 25 years 
ago turned into a successful 
business designing, building and 
selling exercise equipment. 
Schoolfield and his family own and 
operate ± e  Fitness Factory in 
Tulsa, manufacturing and selling 
Pioneer exercise equipment.

In the late 1960s, ^hoolfield star­
ted building his own exercise 
equipment because he didn’t like 
what he could afford from retailers.

Schoolfield, the son of Dutch and 
Maxine Schoolfield of Fort Clark 
Springs, is also a Tulsa Fire Depar­
tment firefighter.

After he built his first piece of 
equipment, his friends soon started 
asking him to make special pieces 
for them. After 15 years of working 
in his garage, he decided it was time 
to move the company into a small 
facility in Broken Arrow.

Largely through word of mouth, 
the company has equipped entire 
gyms near and far and Schoolfield 
said he could build a better product 
for less expense.

The home workout enthusiast is 
still the company’s main product 
though. Most of the equipment is 
welded to ensure its strength. 
Because much of the equipment is 
sold to homeowners more and more 
equipment is designed to be taken 
apart in order to make it more por­
table. All the frames have a lifetime 
warranty.

Pioneer manufactures all types of 
workout equipment from simple 
dumbbell weight holders and weight 
benches to a complete line of 
resistance machines. At one time 
Schoolfield wanted to open his own 
gym but he got so busy with making 
and selling his own line of exercise 
equipment he never found the time.

In the future, it is possible that he 
may open other outlet stores in 
Oklahoma City or elsewhere but he 
is cautious about growing to be too 
big.

"It’s hard work, especially being 
a second career. We have hundreds 
of pieces, but there is always a per­
son who wants something dif­
ferent,” he said.

Diane has 20 years experience 
and has 9 years tenure at her aurent 
location.

Government Is An Alphabet Of 
Esxcessive Power

by Richard F. Stratton

“Government is not reason, it is 
not eloquence - it is force. Like fire, 
it is a dangerous servant and fearful 
master.” George Washington

Contrary to what many of my 
former students may have thought, I 
never knew George Washington 
personally, but, from everything 
that I have read about him, I think 
he would be quite contemptous of 
most of the self-styled patriots of 
today. They have transposed ‘my 
country, right or wrong’ to ‘my 
government, right or wrong’.’’ 
Patriots true to the spirit of the 
founding fathers view any increase 
in governmental power with 
suspicion.

The fact of the matter is that all 
the talk about eternal vigilance 
being the price of liberty and similar 
such sayings were not directed at 
foreign powers so much as to our 
own government. And the question 
is: Have we monitored our own 
government successfully and limited 
its powers, granting only ±ose 
which were necessary?

Without doubt, we have not, and 
without exception, those men and 
women we revere in history would 
be sadly disappointed in our sheep­
like submission to the institution of 
tyranny.

Consider: The FBI consisted of a 
govermnent within a government 
(and probably still does) as its in­
famous chirf J. Edgar Hoover 
“opened files’’ on citizens who in­
curred his mildest displeasure. 
Hoover blackmailed presidents to 
whip them into line and hounded in­
nocent citizens. Instances of

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outright murder by some FBI mem­
bers have been cited by former FBI 
agents in various books.

If we are moved to a degree of 
honorable shame by the activities of 
the FBI, we can outright blush at the 
antics of the CIA. Another gover­
mnent within a government, the 
CIA does not even have to detail its 
use of monies appropriated by 
(Congress. This vile organization has 
been involved in assassinations of 
leaders of countries, not to mention 
other foreign political figures, an­
other contemptible acts, such as the 
tormenting of civil wars and in­
surrections in other counties. The 
Iran-Contra affair may have 
been ludicrous to the point of 
burlesque, but it contributed to too 
many maimings and deaths to be 
funny. These abuses are just the 
things we know about. Are all these 
horrors merely the tip of a huge and 
malignant iceberg?

The DEA is another alphabet 
organization which has not 
hesitated to trample civil liberties. 
Many of its agents work under­
cover, mingling with and imitating 
the criminal element to the extent 
that they are indistinguishable. 
Living a life of practiced deceit, can 
these agents retain personal in­
tegrity?

There have been cases of planted 
evidence, illicit phone tapping and 
even instances of agents peddling 
the illegal substances themselves. 
The laws obsequiously passed by 
Congress at the behest of the DEA 
are not designed to protect civil 
rights. The law calling for the for­
feiture of any properties, from real 
estate to vehicles, upon conviction 
of the most minor d ^  offenses is 
only one example. As the DEA has 
made no noticeable headway in its 
war on drugs, we can only assume 
that reinstitution of the stock, 
thumbscrew and rack will be the 
next “modifications” in law for 
which it will cafl.

Finally, there is our beloved IRS! 
Even the most honest and diligent 
taxpayer is so terrified by its 

'methods that there is much dark 
humor about it. But is it really funny 
that this government agency can 
bypass due process and impound 
property while cases are pending -  
even cases without merit?

In a nation that so prides itself 
with the importance of individual 
liberty, we may well wonder how we 
ever countenanced the institution of 
such agencies, grown swollen wi± 
power and arrogance. Easy. We 
grant special powers to our gover­
nment during times of great national 
danger. Such a time was Second 
World War. The problem is that, 
±ough the powers are meant to be 
temporary, the government 
“forgets” to relinquish them.

Ano±er problem is that the 
threats are not always real. Or they 
don’t justify the extreme measures 
suggested. Thus, the crime waves in 
the 30s - which truly seems “small 
potatoes” by today’s standards - 
resulted in arming the FBI with both 
weapons and laws.

1 The tormenting of public terror 
by the exaggeration of the “com- 
mimist menace” and of Soviet 
espionage did the same thing for the 
CIA dining Harry Truman’s 
stewardship and may someday be 
the biggest rap against him.

And, of course, the drug problem 
has made the DEA rich and power­
ful - even if the problem has only 
become worse during its tenure.

If the Soviets can dismantle the 
KGB, can’t our citizens do the same 
with our analogues to it? Don’t we 
have the courage, the will, and the 
power? Our civil liberties certainly 
would be more secure, and we could 
even use the money saved to help 
reduce ± e  national debt.

Oh yes, we probably would have 
to keep the IRS. But we can 
housebreak it a little, pull some of its 
teeth, and at least see to it that 
members of that agency don’t 
violate our constitutional rights.

The article by Professor Stratton 
was written before the Oklahoma 
bombing incident, but the rush to 
pass new federal legislation in the 
way of granting more “police 
powers” to various federal agencies 
is only another indication of what 
Mr. Stratton was talking about 
when he mentioned how the federal 
government (and often state gover­
nments) use “threats that are not 

, always real” to justify the extreme 
measures the government desires, 
measures that nearly always take 
away more freedoms from the 
American people. We are in very 

I real danger from our own gover­
nment when our president and his 
chief federal law enforcement of­
ficer, the U.S. Attorney General

Grant To Train 
Border T eachers

Keep Texas Beautiful will spend 
$15,000 on an environmental 
education project to train classroom 
teachers along the Texas-Mexico 
border. Sixty percent of this money 
will be provided by the Environmen­
tal Protection Agency.

The project will target students 
from kindergarten through 12th 
grade in the Brownsville, Laredo 
and El Paso school district and will 
teach them about managing solid 
waste and taking care of their en­
vironment. 'The main focus is to 
educate students who live in 
Colonias, economically distressed 
areas along the Texas-Mexico bor­
der, many of which lack basic ser­
vices such as running water, elec­
tricity <uid paved roads. “Our intent 
is to educate children in these areas 
to understand proper solid waste 
management and to better deal with 
the unsanitary conditions they live in 
day to day. We are hopeful that 
through education, we can better 
equip ±ese children to beware of 
warning labels on hazardous waste 
products and do the best they can to 
keep their neighborhoods clean and 
in order to avoid contracting 
illnesses through contact with un­
sanitary substances,” said KTB 
Education CTiairwoman Teri 
Hackler.

About 100 educators who par­
ticipate in the workshops will learn 
how to educate their students on the 
basic and essential means of main­
taining their environment through 
pollution prevention.

An estimated 82,000 students 
along the border will learn activities 
designed to develop awareness and

Roll-Over ‘Convlncer*
May Persuade Texans 
to Buckle Up

COLLEGE STATION — For years 
Texans have been toM that buckling up 
can save their lives. Now they are about 
to be shown.

With the use of a “roll-over 
convincer,” the Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service and the Texas Depart­
ment of Transportation are demonstrat­
ing how people can be tossed about or 
even thrown fktim a motor vehkie in a 
roll-over crash when they are not wearing 
their safety belts.

“In the convincer, which is a pickup 
cab mounted on a trailer, dummies 
representing an adult and a young child 
are placed in the vehicle without seat 
bells to illustrate what happens to occu­
pants when they are not belted,” said 
Janie Harris, Extension passenger safety 
specialist, based at Texas A&M 
University.

Typicaliy, the dummies flop and fly 
about — sometimes out the windows — 
as the cab is rolled over on a mechanical 
pivot

“The dummies are then buckled in 
and the machine is operated again td 
demonstrate how the occupants are held 
in position during the roll-over crash,”
Harris said.

Itchy poison ivy 
rash is a com m on  
sum m er problem
D e lm a  P. P o se y , M .D.
Q uestion: My two sons play in 
the woods a lot. How can I pro­
tect them from poison ivy?

A n sw er: Medical researchers 
have not figured out how to pre­
vent poison ivy rashes, so the 
best remedy is strict avoidance 
of direct and indirect contact 
w ith the plants. These plants 
contain a toxic agent called 
urushiol that can cause skin in­
flammation at even the slightest 
contact.

Teach your sons to recog­
nize poison ivy and its close 
cousins, poison sumac and poi­
son oak. A library book will have 
pictures and identifying charac­
teristics of these common plants.

If they are exposed, a soap- 
and-water bath within an hour of 
exposure should minimize an 
outbreak. Washing may not com­
pletely avoid the rash, but it may 
lessen the severity.

Rashes develop within a few 
days, bu t in  som e sensitive 
people, the rashes may erupt 
within a few hours .The affected 
area reddens and swells, and 
small itchy blisters and bumps 
form.The blisters fill with a clear 
fluid and then burst, revealing 
raw skin susceptible to bacteria 
and infection. Itching can range 
from minor to severe, and the 
rash usually reaches its peak af­
ter about five days and usually is 
gone within two to three weeks.

For m ild rashes, use 
calamine lotion and over-the- 
coimter hydrocortisone cream. 
Applying alcohol to the irritated 
area will make the itching worse. 
People with severe reactions, or 
people with rashes in sensitive 
areas such as the eyes, face and 
genital region, should be treated 
by a physician.

Unfortunately, urushiol can 
linger a long time and indirect 
contact with the plant can cause 
rashes. Here are some additional 
pointers for avoiding poison ivy:
• Keep p e ts  away from  the  
plants .Toxins can remain on ani­
mal feet and fur for days, and can 
be transferred to humans.
• Do not bum  poison ivy plants. 
The urushiol will travel with the 
smoke in the  air, w hich can 
cause internal and external reac­
tions.
• If you are gardening or walk­
ing in a poison ivy area, wear 
long-sleeved shirts, long pants 
and gloves.
• Wash contaminated clothing 
thoroughly and separately.

Well, we’ve discussed diseases 
and other things that affect tur- 
fgrasses • now let’s discuss what 
may be a problem in your roses. 
Two diseases are common on roses 
in Texas -  blackspot and powdery 
mildew.

Blackspot is the most serious 
fungal disease of roses. The first 
signs of blackspot are large, fringed 
black spots on the leaves, usually 
surrounded by a yellow area. 
Severely in fe e d  leaves turn com­
pletely yellow. Infected leaves soon 
M , weiikening the plant. Blackspot 
can occur at any time during the en­
tire growing season. .

Roses may vary in their suscep­
tibility to blackspot, but most need 
some control measures. To prevent 
blackspot:
*Keep the leaves as dry as possible 
using drip irrigation or run 
sprinklers in the morning.
•Remove fallen leaves from around 
die plant. They are a source of infec­
tion.
'Prune out infected or dead canes. 
•Several fungicides can be used for 
blackspot control, including 
Funginex, Daconil 2787 and lime- 
sulfur. Apply weekly during the 
growing season. Treating 
several hours before a rain is effec­
tive in preventing further infection 
of healthy leaves.

Powdery mildew is another com­
mon disease of Texas roses. Sym­
ptoms are a powdery white covering 
on the leaf. Patches start as small 
circular areas that soon cover the 
entire upper leaf surfece. The same 
fungicides used to control blackspot 
can be used quite effectively to con­
trol powdery mildew.

I cannot stress enou^  to 
homeowners the need to not water 
your lawns at night or very late in 
the evening. I have had numerous 
rails this past week about fungus 
showing up in lawns and the 
homeowners all admit to watering at 
night or late in the evening at dusk. 
You are promoting fungus growth in 
your lawn by watering at this time.

Watering in the morning (around 
10:00) will give lawns adequate 
moisture and will give leaves a 
chance to dry out. If you keep blades 
of grass wet or damp for extended 
hours at a time, there are a variety of 
fungus and molds that can develop 
under these conditions.

Water lA^ly
Timely and judicious use of water 

will not only help your lawn, but it 
will also help to conserve water and 
save on your utility bill. Normally 
we would not be talking about heat 
stress in lawns in this area until 
about August, but it bears men­
tioning now to head off some major 
problems that could weaken the 
overall health of your lawn. The 
most conunon mistake I notice by 
homeowners is that when it gets 
dry, they will water every day.

In the absence of rainfall, your 
lawn only needs a half inch of water 
once every three to four days. You 
may want to increase such 
waterings to every other day depen­
ding on the location and condition of 
the turf. However, remember that 
almost 50% of the water you use can 
be lost to evaporation if it’s not ap­
plied at the most opportune time. 
Water lawns early in the morning. 
Bermuda grasses can go weeks 
without irrigation. Even ±ough they 
may turn brown and go into dor­
mancy, they will "green up’’ again 
with Ae next soaking rain.

Don’t forget other plants aroimd 
the landscape. A good layering of 
organic mulch for shrubs, flower 
beds and trees is always a good idea. 
The mulch helps retain moisture for 
the shrubs and flowers, and it helps 
keep the root systems cool. Plastic 
mulches, while good for preventing 
weed growth, are not helpful during 
hot dry conditions. You also should 
be very careful about fertilizing your 
lawn just because it seems a little 
yellow. If it begins growing too 
much after fertilization, it will 
require larger amounts of water to 
stay green. Plus, a yellowing lawn is ' 
a sign of iron deficiencies, and not a 
need for nitrogen.

He had come out of the meadow into the middle of the paved road near 
where the great red-sandstone wall opened to provide the entrance to 
Bastrop State Park.

The little box turtle was moist from his 
long journey through the coreopsis jungle and a few petals of gold and 
red clung to his shell. I put on my h2izard lights 2md got out to rescue him 
from the traffic and he pulled himself legs and head tightly into his solid 
armor. He was a box. Almost a square box about 4 inches by 4 inches. I 
looked back to where his journey had taken him. There was the faintest 
pathway where the grasses were smoothed down and the flowers pushed 
over. The narrow path was long for the size of the turtle. He must have 
started a long time before daylight to have come so far at the rate he 
traveled. It looked to me like an impossible and purposeless journey. 
More like a vacation than a working trip. More beauty than function. Are 
the trips that turtles make any different than the trips we make? Probably 
not.

There’s the urge to just go. To move from here to anywhere and 
nowhere in particular. Without a plan but with certain undefinable hopes. 
A turtle’s hopes are for lush and varied vegetation. Usually an easy trail 
with few obstacles which might turn him over. Few ants would be nice 
and no dogs. We travel with quiet a few concerns and we worry about 
what we may have forgotten to bring along. To go as the golden box tur­
tle goes is much more freer. His slow easy ways care for him and extend 
his life. Two days after I’d turned him loose I met him one last time 
waiting beside another paved street. I wondered, is he waiting for a ride 
to somewhere new, like with me, or is he just contemplating the hard 
barren plain before him? Probably neither. He might just be taking his 
own sweet time. A golden box turtle’s own sweet time seems truly sweet 
indeed.

Postal Service is the largest gover­
nment service organization in the 
world that does not use tax dollars to 
function, depending on the sale of 
postage, products and services to 
generate most of its revenue. And, 
postage rates are set so the public 
benefits from as fair and low a rate 
as possible while the Postal Service 
earns enough money to meet its 
legal mandate to break even over 
time.

Rate-making authority shifted 
firom Congress to the Postal Service, 
its Board of Governors, and the in­
dependent Postal Rate Commission 
when the Postal Reorganization Act 
became effective in 1971.

After receipt of the final decision, 
the (jovemors may, by a unanimous 
vote, modify the decision if they feel 
the rates will not provide enough 
money to meet the cost of operating 
the Postal Service. Postal rates and 
fees must provide sufficient revenue 
so that revenues match expenses as 
closely as possible, which was one of 
the mandates of 1971’s Postal 
Reorganization.

It’s worth repeating here that the 
Postal Service uses no tax subsidies 
for operations and relies primarily 
on the revenue it generates from ± e  
sale of its products and services to 
break even. And although it handles 
more than 40% of the world’s mail 
the U.S. Postal Service is one of the 
least expensive postal systems of all 
major industrailized nations.

Prison Expansion Near Complete
More than 18,000 new inmates 

will enter state prisons in June and 
July as completion of Texas’ $1.5 
billion prison expansion program 
hits full stride.

The prisoners will be moved from 
county jails to 13 new state hunlities 
operated by the Texas Department 
of Criminal Justice, ending years of 
overcrowding in county lockups 
which has cost the state more than 
$650 million in fines and payments 
to counties for housing state 
prisoners.

These units plus another hicüity 
opening in August will give TDCJ a 
total of 104. units with capacity to 
house 133,000 regular prison in­
mates and state jail confinées, by far 
the largest prison system in the free 
world.

“Finally, thanks to the vision of 
the Legislature and the taxpayers 
who approved the prison construc­
tion bonds, Texas is ahead of the 
curve,” James A. Collins, executive 
director of TDCJ said. “And the 
citizens of Texas can be proud that 
TDCJ accomplished this massive 
building program on time and within 
budget.”

Then come the prisoners them­
selves in a series of moves totaling 
500 bus loads hauled by the prison 
system’s 100 “chain buses.”

The inmates will be marshaled by 
coimty sheriff at strategic sites 
around the state. From those points 
the inmates will be bused to one of 
five prison units equipped to do in­
tensive diagnostic, testing and 
classifiction of each prisoner. 
Diagnostic units are located in 
Abilene, Tennessee Colony, 
Beeville, and two in Huntsville.

In the diagnostic centers the in­
mates are tested extensively to 
determine their propensity for 
violent behavior, likelihood as an 
escape risk, educational level and 
special needs.

After the summer move-ins, TD­
CJ gets a breather before moving in­
to the final units of the expansion 
program. Construction will be com­
pleted on another 14 imitn 
throughout the latter part of this 
year and early 1996, but opening of 
those units is being delayed.

TDCJ officials say that addition of 
those final 14 units ~ giving the 
system total capacity of 146,000 -  
would actually create temporary ex­
cess capacity in late ’95 and early 
’96. In light of that, TDCJ agreed to 
a legislative request to delay those 
openings and save $52 million from 
TDCJ’s ’96-97 budget.

Kofnlatory roHof -  For far too
long, federal biu^ucrats have im­
posed hundreds, even thousands, of 
pages of complicated regulations on 
small businesses. Not only are these 
regulations often silly and un­
warranted, but they also cost small 
companies a great deal of time and 
money. Qingress is working to 
relieve the burden of government 
regulations so small business 
owners can focus their efforts on 
expanding their businesses and 
hiring new workers, not deciphering 
and submitting to volumes of 
regulations.

Our current tax system hinders job 
creation. Congress is pushing to 
reform estate tax laws to preserve 
fiunily-owned businesses and terms, 
restore the home office deduction so 
an entrepreneur can run a small 
buainess out of his or her home, and 
change capital gains tax and expen­
sing laws so new businesses can get 
off the ground and create more jobs.

We Should Look Before 
Leap Into Bosnia

T he great tragedy unfolding daily in the former Yugoslavia fills 
Americans with dread. We’ve witnessed events like these before and 
know that if we’re not careful, there is a real possibility of disaster. 

Last week I returned from a tour of Croatia and Macedonia, countries 
where American troops are stationed on the outskirts of war. There are 15 U.S. 
soldiers within Sarajevo itself. Our troops are doing a wonderful job under 
trying circumstances. But they know they are only a mortar shell away from 
involvement in a bitter civil war which was not of our making, and about 
which we can do little.

I came home convinced that the U.S. government may be helpful in 
fashioning a coherent plan for dealing with the situation there, working both 
unilaterally and with our NATO allies. But it would not be useful or wise to 
send American ground forces into the heart of these hostilities right now, 
whether to cover or rescue U.N. and NATO forces, or as peacekeepers per se. 
This is not our war; it is not our fight.

I fear we are staggering blindly into an unstoppable conflict.
President Clinton indicated last week he has decided the United States 

must play a greater role in peacekeeping efforts. But U.N. and NATO forces 
have been on the ground in Bosnia attempting to quell this bitter civil war for 
nearly five years now. During that time 200,000 people have died. This 
indicates that the multilateral approach to intervention in what is, essentially, 
a civil war has failed.

The reason for this failure isn’t difficult to ascertain. Recent history has 
shown that the United Nations can be effective in peacekeeping situations 
which meet certain, very specific criteria; either both sides of a conflict desire 
an end to hostilities and want the U.N.’s help, or there is a peace agreement 
to be implemented by the U.N.

Neither situation is present in the former Yugoslavia. There, the belea­
guered Bosnians want peace, but the Serbs do not.

Against such a backdrop, ftirther American involvement and the poten­
tial for “mission creep” such as we wimessed in Somalia and elsewhere is a 
very real possibility.

For that reason, I think the time has come for the president and his 
administration to sit down with members of Congress to devise an American 
strategy toward Bosnia that is rational and coherent— one which recognizes 
the limitations inherent in the situation. We need a policy that the nation as 
a whole can support.

It would be the height of irresponsibility for the United States to become 
embroiled in this conflict without first conducting a full-scale debate to 
determine whether there is a vital national security interest at stake that 
warrants the death of even one American soldier. I don’t think there is

Some recent research indicates that 
some of the most common complaints 
of dog owners, such as soiling, aggres­
sion, destructive behaviors and a lack 
of response to training can be signs 
that a pet suffers from hyperactivity.

“In most cases, hyperactivity is a 
manageable, treatable problem,” 
says Dr. Walter Burghardt of Co­
ral Springs, Florida. Dr. Bur­
ghardt is the Director of the Be­
havior Clinic for Animals.

Canine hyperactivity can be 
treated with medication and 
behavior modification train­
ing that stresses rewards.

Obsessive - compulsive be­
haviors affect approximately 
2-3% of both human and pet ani­
mal populations. Obsessive- 
compulsive behaviors usually involve 
constant repetition of a specific activi­
ty. In humans these activities include 
hand washing and pulling out hair. In 
cats, the behavior can include tail 
chasing or body licking, pulling out 
fur and tail mutilation.

According to Dr. Karen L. Overall 
of the University of Pennsylvania, be­
haviors are considered obsessive- 
compulsive when up to 90 percent of 
the animal’s time is spent repeating 
the same activity.

Aggression is one of the most com­
mon complaints of pet owners. In

cats, aggression may be directed at 
owners, other people or other animals. 
Aggression may be caused by fear, in­
appropriate play behaviors, or a disrup­
tion of social relationships.

Sometimes feline aggression results 
from overcrowding. Putting too many 
cats in a confined space can lead to 

problems. “People should only keep a 
small number of cats,” says Dr. Shar­
on L. Crowell-Davis of the Universi­
ty of Georgia, “and new cats should 
be brought into the household care­
fully with constant supervision, re-, 
warding all of the cats for their good 
behavior.”
“ > Cat owners should avoid ap­

proaching their pet when it is 
anxious and be careful not to over­

stimulate it during play. Like other pet 
behavior problems, persistent aggres­
sion can also be successfully treated 
through drug therapy and behavior 
modiheation.

Owners whose pets have behavior 
problems should review these problems 
with their veterinarian. Some behavior 
problems are best treated with medica­
tion. Some problems respond best to a 
combination of medication and behav­
ior modification training.

Parent Survey Results

It might not have been a good 
time for a survey of parent opinions 
on chUdren’s needs, but I did it 
anyway. Remember the survey that: 
was sent home with your chUd at the 
end of the year? I use the resiUts to 
guide federal programs in what 
federal foUra caU a “needs

assessment.’’ 'The survey questions 
were developed by a fine school in 
San Antonio which has more staff 
and more time to develop surveys.

They seemed to fit our needs at 
BISD. So, the survey was sent home 
with your chUd(ren), and a response 
was solicited. Here aie the results.

We received responses from 
about 213 parents. 'There were 
reaUy more because many parents 
responded for several students in 
different BISD schools on the same 
form. The response was not bad. 
About one-third of the parents 
responsed. Some parents probably 
wanted questions about different 
things than were asked. Some wan­
ted to receive the survey a different 
way than having ± e  students bring 
it home. Nonetheless, we did receive 
a response of 33%. If you have 
suggestions for questions or wajrs of 
getting response, please drop me a 
line and let me know. Here we go 
with the responses.

Jones Elementary 138 (Multiple Campuses in-
Middle School 32 eludes parents who
BHS 29 have students attending
Multiple Campus 14 more than one school.

85% want to attend parent-teacher conferences to discuss your chUd’s 
strengths and needs
64% want to attend parent group meetings to discuss strengths and

49% want to attend workshops to help them learn to teach their chUdren 
52% want to serve on committees that give input on what and how their 
chUdren are taught.

educational program?
W hen is A e  best day and time to have meetings?
W>at can the sckool do to m a ^  it easier to be involved in you^chUd’s 

education.

These responses were given to 
principals to tabulate and use in 
developing their delivery of
educational services this next year.

Okay, what did we learn? We 
want more responses, but Va is bet­
ter than never asking. We need to 
find better ways to get the questions 
to you. Perhaps, we need more 
direct face to face contact rather 
than a questionnaire. Like, one night 
dedicated to Jones Elementary 
where Principals discuss the
educational program and test

results. This is foUowed by a session 
where school folks just plain listen. 
WUl it work? Probably. It has 
before. We could then foUow in a 
week or two with similar sessions 
for aU schools. Have we tried it 
before? Sure. Last year, we tried to 
get folks to attend the report card 
sessions at 7 am, noon, or evening 
meetings. It didn’t work. So, we’re 
stUl seeking ways to get input, 
although the questionnaire was im­
perfect, it beat the dayUghts out cf 
receiving none or 22 as we did last 
year._________

^Livestock Tax’.
Dead In Its Tracks
After two years of vigorous and 

often intense lobbying, the Indepen­
dent Cattlemen’s Association (ICA) 
is declaring victory in its efforts to 
kill a proposed tax on livestock.

whole notion of a state 
ilvMtock tax has been stopped dead 
in tracks,” said ICA ^ecutive 
Director Charles Carter. He noted 
that during its rec.ently completed 
session, the Legislatme declined to 
impose the proposed user fee or any 
new taxes in developing a new, two- 
year state budget.

A livestock levy had been con­
sidered by some legislators as a way 
to help balance ± e  budget. Looking 
for ways to produce the $8 million 
spent aimually by the Texas Aninud 
Health Commission on services such 
as the federally mandated 
brucellosis testing, the 1993 
Legislature turned to ± e  notion of 
“user fees.” It directed the com­
mission to develop reconunen- 
dations for a series of such fees on a 
broad range of animal species, in­
cluding cattle, poultry and exotic 
livestock. The proposals were to be 
considered by legislative budget 
writers this year.

“From ± e  get-go, ICA sprang in­
to action,” Carter said.

The organization worked closely 
with lawmakers, commission 
leaders and ICA members across the 
state in a concerted effort to derail 
the tax. Last June, ICA members 
testified against the proposal during 
a hearing held by the commission in 
Austin.

This past April, the group packed 
a hearing room where the House 
Agriculture and Livestock Commit­
tee was meeting to discuss the issue. 
Throughout this year’s legislative 
session, ICA was in constant com­
munication with key legislators and 
their staff.

“ICA led the fight,” Carter said. 
“Our members wrote, phoned and 
even faxed their concerns to 
legislators and the Animal Health 
commission. We made sure 
legislators were fully aware of the 
consequences that a livestock tax 
would have, not only on cow-calf 
producers but on Texas agriculture 
as a whole.”

ICA ^gued that because the 
commission’s role is protecting the 
general public, not providing ser­
vices to cattle producers, the public 
should pay for this benefit. Most of 
the commission’s budget 
traditionally has come from the state 
general revenue fund, with all 
Texans’ tax dollars sharing in the 
cost to help ensure wholesome food 
products for consumers. It is a prac­
tice that will be continued.

ICA represents nearly 7,000 cow- 
calf producers in Texas.

Sales Tax Report
Texas Comptroller John Sharp 

has delivered a total of $125.6 
million in June sales tax rebates to 
1,076 cities and 111 counties, an 
8.7% increase over payments of one 
year ago.

This month’s city and county 
sales tax rebates include taxes 
collected on April sales and reported 
to the (Comptroller in May by 
businesses filing monthly tax retur­
ns. The transit payments include 
sales taxes collected January 
through April and reported to the 
(Comptroller March through May.

Brackettville, tax rate 1.000%, 
received $2,048.57 compared to 
$2,742.53 for the same period last 
year for a decrease of -25.30%. The 
year to date difference is -2.27%.

Kinney County’s portion was 
down -17.50% or $1,472.15 com­
pared to the same period last year of 
$1,784.43. The year to date change 
is 1.47%. The tax rate is 0.500%.

The Kinney County Health Ser­
vices rate at 0.500% netted 
$1,468.14 down -16.82% from the 
same period last year when 
$1,765.07 was received. Still, a 
1.63% increase, year to date, was 
recorded.

D o n  Y L e t S tr e s s  Go To Y o u r F e e t
(NAPS')—The ordinary—and 

the more than ordinary—stresses 
and strains of daily life can affect 
just about every part of your body, 
including your feet, scientists say.
Fortunately, podiatrists today 
know what to look for, when it 
comes to stressed out feet, and to 
a great extent, what to do about 
it.

A dull, pulsating ache in the 
arch of the foot, for example, com­
monly known as foot strain is typ­
ica lly  caused by fatigue and 
stress. Massage, warm (not hot) 
soaks, and rest is what podiatrists 
generally recommend. Sometimes 
special foot strapping or orthotic 
devices are required.

Another foot problem that can 
be caused by stress is sudden  
severe cramps in the arches. This 
may also be due to strained mus­
cles, imbalance or poor circulation 
and should be checked.

A good way to relieve stress in 
your feet, and to help you feel bet­
ter able to meet the stresses in 
your life, is to do a few foot exer­
cises such as these:

• Shake your feet as you would 
your fingers to loosen tight mus­
cles and relax.

• Sit on the floor with your feet 
pointing straight ahead. Curl your 
toes under and, with your heels on 
the floor, turn your feet inwards.
Hold for a count of two. Relax.
Repeat ten times.

• To strengthen your foot mus­
cles, try picking up marbles with 
your toes.

• Try to walk as much as you 
can. Use the stairs instead of the 
elevator. 'Walk to work.

• Keep your feet parallel to

the foot. Walking, other exercise 
and podiatric care can help.

• When you walk, try to move 
at a steady pace, brisk enough to 
make your heart beat faster. 
Breathe more deeply as you do so.

• Keep your head erect, back 
straight, abdomen flat, legs out 
front and knees slightly bent as 
you walk. Swing your arms freely 
at your sides.

• Land on the heel of your foot 
and roll forward to push off on the 
ball of your foot.

• After a long, brisk walk, cool 
down to help pump blood back up 
fi'om your legs to where it’s needed.

County Faces Both Issues

BISD Agrees To Energy Audit

Judge Tommy Seargeant called 
± e  Kiimey County Commissioners 
Court to order at 9:00 a.m. Monday, 
June 12,1995, for a regular meeting 
with Commissioners Freddie 
French, Joe Montalvo, Cordelia 
Mendeke and Paul O’Rourke 
present.

Minutes from May were correc­
ted and approved. Bills were ap- 

■ proved for payment.
TxDOT supervisor Juan Hernan­

dez met with the court and 
informed them ±ey could request 
surplus road materials and offered 
his assistance in obtaining same. 
The only cost to the county would be 
transportation. Mendeke moved to 
request materials, seconded by 
French and all four commissioners 
voted yes.

Anacacho Ranch foreman Tim 
Jobe and Bo French, along with road 
administrator Clif Fritter, spoke to 
the court of a serious wash out 
problem on the Anacacho Road. Af­
ter discussing ways to make repairs, 
French moved to direct the road 
administrator to proceed. Montalvo 
seconded the motion and all four 
commissioners voted yes. Fritter 
presented a detailed printed report 
to the coiut of county road and 
bridge activities the past month.

Fort (Hark Interim Manager 
Genell Hobbs, FC board president 
Frank Cheaney, FC board member 
Barry Williams, FC MUD general 
manager Larry Sofaly, PCI manager 
Tony Parker and the court 
discussed getting a storm warning 
system operational on Fort Clark.

, Site selection is on a pole near the 
water tap across from the Activity 
Center on Fort Clark Road, Rio 
Grande Electric Coop will provide a 
bucket truck to raise the system to 
the top of the pole and to connect 
electricity already available; a 
telephone line must be installed; the 
county has purchased the siren and 
will assume responsibility for in­
stallation; the county attorney is 
drafting the interlocal agreement; 
and Fort Clark has been asked to 
pay for the monthly electric and 
phone bills (an agenda item for their 
Saturday meeting). Mr. Parker is 
donating his labor. The warning 
signals will be coordinated with the 
signals now in place in Brackettville. 
Frerich moved, Mendeke seconded 
the motion for the plan to proceed as 
outlined. The full court voted yes.

When the alarm is actually in 
place, possibly within three weeks. 
Fort Clark and Brackettville 
residents may expect a “season of 
testing.” Notification will be made 
in advance so as not to create undue 
chaos and anxiety.

AANTF project manager Steve 
Woollen informed ± e  court that he 
had received $17,500 that could be 
used to construct a parking en­
closure for vehicles impounded by 
the task force and suggested that 
the county purchase approximately 
two acres for the compound. Mr. 
Woollen can use his funds for 
payment or principal and/or con­
struction but caimot use any to pay 
interest charges for the project. The 
compound would be the property of 
the county and made available to the 
task force. One question from the 
court that he needed to seek an an­
swer to was could he then pay rent 
to the coimty for vehicle storage (he 
is now paying $700 monthly for a 
privately owned parking lot) after 
the comp>ound was paid off. Final ac­
tion by the court was deferred.

Action of 1996 employer con­
tribution rate for Texas county and 
district retirement system was 
deferred.

At county direction, Manuel 
Pena, Animal Damage Control 
(ADC) specialist, has surveyed the 
pigeon nuisance problem at the 
Civic Center which is creating a 
health problem, equipment damage 
and blocking effeciency of air con­
ditioning units. He reported 40-75 
pigeons on the roof daily, extensive 
damage to duct work, and offered 
several methods of eradication: com 
poisoned with DR38; trapping; 
shooting, all of which are acceptable 
methods.

He said he, through his 
organization’s agreement with Kin­
ney County, would be labor-free but 
the county would be responsible for 
materials cost. After a thorough 
review of possible solutions, Frerich 
moved to request Pena to use a shot­
gun approach. Mendeke made the 
second and all four commissioners 
voted yes. Sheriff Hooten was con­
tacted and stated the plan was ac­
ceptable. Citizens will be notified as 
to the date when the action will take 
place. After the pigeons are 
removed and repairs to the air con­
ditioning ducts are made, a cage will

built around the units for protec­
tion against further invasion by 
pigeons.

The county has no budgeted fun­
ds for ± e  operation of the swimming 
pool thus the pool has remained 
closed this season. Albert Payne ap­
proached ± e  court for permission to 
hold a fund raiser to raise the 
necessary funds. Mendeke moved to 
permit Payne to coordiante with his 
supervisor. County Auditor Cordelia 
Barlow, and proceed with plans. 
O’Rourke seconded ± e  motion and 
the four commissioners voted yes. 
City manager David Luna volun­
teered to approach the city council 
for possible assistance with pool 
operation.

Coimty librarian Sara Terrazas 
requested permission to permit to 
work at 8 a.m. and do her “paper 
work” before the library opens at 
9:00 a.m. and then take an hour for 
lunch. She also asked for permission 
to open the library on Tuesday with 
she and her assistant working that 
day alternately. With the full under­
standing that each position provides 
for only 32 hours per week and the 
arrangement be on a trial basis. 
Judge Seargeant moved to grant 
permission. Frerich seconded and 
the full court approved. The plan is 
subject to review of budget restrain­
ts.

The court entered into executive 
session to review personnel policy, 
comp, time, and vacation time but 
no action was taken.

However, back in open session. 
Judge Seargeant rescinded his early 
motion to open the library on 
Tuesday. Frerich made the second 
and the court voted to nullify the 
earlier action. The library will 
remain closed on Tuesday.

Health education 
right behind “3 Rs”

COLLEGE STATION — Behind 
“reading, writing and arithmetic,” what 
subject do parents feei is important for 
eiementary children to learn?
According to a Texas A&M University 
survey of302 parents in eight rural, east- 
central Texas school districts, it’s health 
education.

Health education finished fourth be­
hind reading, mathematics and language 
arts and ahead of science, social studies, 
physical education, the arts and foreign 
language in subjects parents felt were 
important for their children to learn.

The survey Is part of a federally funded 
grant to implement a comprehensive 
school health program in elementary 
schools In the eight school districts.

Overall a healthy upward trend 
was noted. These reports are 
available at ± e  administration of­
fices for anyone interested in 
reviewing them.

Athletic Director Rokovich repor­
ted that a large number of students 
were participating in the summer 
recreation program. He added that 
the gym is open from 8:00 a.m. to 
8:00 p.m. and all students are 
welcome. There is no charge to par­
ticipate. He also stated that he and 
o±er coaches would be painting the
inside of the field house and doing 
other maintenance type work.

Curriculum Director Taylor 
Stephenson distributed copies of a 
response to a survey he’s sent home 
by students pertaining to parents’ 
concept of their relationship to the 
school. Approximately 150 respon­
ses were returned fix>m Jones 
Elementary parents; 50 from middle 
school, less than 50 from high school 
and 14 from multiple campus paren­
ts. The assessment 'T can get in 
touch with my child’s teacher when 
I need to” received a 91% positive 
response. Forty-nine percent an­
swered yes to “I want to attend 
workshops that show me how to 
teach my child.” An additional four­
teen areas ranged in between in sub­
ject matter and responses.

Goodloe.

Minutes from regular and special 
meetings in May were approved as 
printed. Financial reports were 
reviewed.

The 
council commended City Manager 
David Luna and city staff for their 
dilegence.

Fire Marshall Debbie Hays repor­
ted she had inspected two buildings 
both of which passed.

Outdoor Precautions 
Can Help Avoid 

Tick-Bom e D iseases
As Texans increase their outdoor 

activities with the coming of sum­
mer, they need to be mindful that 
some of nature’s creatures, 
specifically ticks, not only can cause 
dscomfort, but also may cause 
serious illness.

Julie Rawlings, of the Texas 
Department of Health’s (TDH) In­
fectious Disease Epidemiology and 
Surveillance Division, said, “Lyme 
Disease, Rocky Mountain spotted 
fever (RMSF), and human 
ehrlichiosis (HE) transmitted 
through tick bites, are natural health 
threats in Texas. These diseases 
have been reported mainly among 
pet owners, hikers, campers, hun­
ters, and others who work outdoors 
or with animals.” Infection occurs 
when ticks transmit disease bacteria 
while they feed.

A lthou^ several species of tick 
can cany organisms that cause 
diseases, the lone star variety, which 
enjoys biting humans, often is the 
suspected vector. Rawlings said that 
about 1 to 2 percent of lone star 
ticks tested carry ± e  Lyme disease 
organism, called a spirochete. “A 
larger percentage may carry the 
organisms that cause RMSF and 
HE,” Rawlings added.

Lyme disease, first identified in 
Lyme, Connecticut, in 1976, has 
become widespread in the U.S. Of 
the 1,050 possible Lyme disease 
cases reported in Texas since 1990, 
at least 318 have met the case 
criteria of the U.S. Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention’s 
definition of the illness.

Rawlipgs said, “Of the confirmed 
Lyme disease cases in Texas, all but 
a small percentage have occurred in 
the eastern half of the state.”

Lyme disease symptoms often 
mimic those of other diseases, ex­
cept for a characteristic reddish rash 
wUch sometimes surrounds a tick 
bite. If untreated with antibiotics, 
Lyme disease can advance from flu­
like symptoms and rash to painful - 
even permanent - damage to joints 
and nervous system.

Rocky Mountain spotted fever 
also can be a serious disease. The 
first symptoms are also flu-like, and 
there often is sudden onset of high 
fever, headache and muscle aches. 
A rash that spreads rapidly over the 
entire body, even the palms of the 
hands and the soles of the feet, often 
appears a few days later. Ptompt 
medical attention is extremely im­
portant because RMSF can be fatal 
if treatment is delayed. Since 1980, 
at least 441 cases of RMSF have 
been confirmed in Texas.

Human ehrlichiosis is similar to 
RMSF, but is a newly recognized 
disease. The first case was reported 
from Arkansas in 1987. Since then, 
the disease has been reported fixjm 
at least 30 states, including Texas. 
Symptoms include fever and 
headache and a rash -  seen in ap­
proximately 30% of patients. About 
2 to 5 percent of HE patients die.

While tick-bome diseases are 
treatable, knowledge of the sym­
ptoms and a few easy precautions 
can greatly reduce the likelihood of 
exposure or advanced illness.

When outdoors, especially in 
wooded areas or tall grass:
‘Wear long sleeves and long pants, 
with pantlegs tucked into socks or 
boots. Tuck shirt tails into pants and 
use tape to seal the area where pants 
overlap socks or boot tops.
‘Wear light-colored clothing to 
make ticks more visible.
‘Use insect repellents containing 
“DEE)T” on the skin or “per- 
methrin” on clothing and footwear. • 
‘Avoid high grass and foliage when 
possible, since ticks on vegetation 
cling to passing animals.
‘Keep pets out of infested areas, 
and regularly inspect them for ticks. 
Both dogs and cats are susceptible 
to these diseases.
‘After being outdoors, wash all 
clothing worn and inspect yourself 
and your children’s bodies for ticks. 
Remove any attached ticks with 
tweezers, grasping as close to the 
head as possible, tugging until the 
tick is freed. Avoid crushing the 
tick’s body. The less time a tick 
remains attached, the less likely it is 
of transmitting disease. > !
‘Live ticks removed from humans 
can be tested at a TDH laboratory to 
determine whether they carry the, 
bacteria that causes Lyme disease, 
RMSF, or HE. ^
