Rokovich And Staff Ready 
For Upcoming Year

“What a better place to start a 
career as a head football coach than 
in Brackettville, Texas.”

These are the words of Tiger 
Athletic Director Roy Rokovich, 
who is beginning his first season as
Brackett’s head football coach^___

The Corpus Christi native has 
coached for 10 years. This is his first 
job as head football coach.
“I’m real excited,” Rokovich said. 
“Everybody in Brackett has been 
extremely good to me.” Rokovich 
said his goal is to build a strong 
athletic program at all levels in 
every capacity.

“I’m not the type of coach that 
wants to come two years and leave,” 
he said. “That’s not what I want to 
do.” “As a coaching staff, we want 
to build a solid athletic program 
from boys to girls and in the junior 
high and high school. We’re going to 
support each other and we’re going 
to care about each other.”

“I think we have a strong 
coaching staff from top to bottom.” 

Heading Rokovich’s staff is Of­
fensive Coordinator Gary Grubbs, 
who is also the Tiger’s basketball 
and basebaU coach.

“I have complete confidence in 
his ability,” Rokovich said of Grub­
bs. “I thhik he has a great mind. He 
works extremely hard.”

Grubbs is also the first assistant 
to Rokovich, who served in the same 
capacity tmder Dave Evans for five 
years in Del Rio.

“I learned working for Coach 
Evans being his first assistant what 
it took to do that,” Rokovich said.

“You have to have somebody 
that’s pretty solid that can help you 
run the program that is going to be 
there, and Gary is that person for 
me. I truly believe that.”

“He is an outstanding man. I 
think he is a good person. He’s an 
excellent coach, and he’s a good 
teacher also.”

Dan Swaim is the Tigers defen­
sive coordinator. He is also an 
assistant baseball and track coach 
and is the off-season coordinator.

“I think Dan is going to do an ex­
cellent job,” Rokovich said. “This is 
his second year as a defensive coor­
dinator.

“He has a lot of knowledge of 
football. He’s a very excitable guy. 
He’s real intense in what he does.”

A new addition to the Tigers’ 
staff is veteran Art Fenkinbinder, 
who will be an assistant football, 
basketball and track coach.

“Art is outstanding,” Rokovich 
said. “I think he brings vast 
maturity to our staff.

“I think he’ll be a great addition. 
He’s a hard worker, and he cares 
about the kids.”

Coaching the junior high football 
team this year will be Dutch 
Wardlaw, Frank Taylor and Chuck 
Hall.

Wardlaw, who is the head football 
coach, will also coach the junior high 
basketball and track teams.

“I think aU three of them will do a 
good job with our younger kids, and 
that’s where it starts,” Rokovich 
said.

“I’m going to put people there 
that are going to care about the kids 
and that are going to make them do 
the right things and work hard.”

A new girls’ coach has been ad­
ded to Brackett’s staff. Julie Bruce, 
a first-year coach out of Angelo 
State, will be a high school 
volleyball, basketball and track 
assistant.

“She’s young, and like anybody 
else, she has growing to do,” 
Rokovich said. “We all have to get 
better at what we do.”

“I think if she’s willing to listen 
and willing to learn, and I believe 
that she is, then she’ll become a 
great coach.”

St. Louis Day In Castro ville A Homecoming
CASTROVILLE, TX-Getting 
together with old friends and 
making new ones is what the &med 
St. Louis Day Celebration in 
CastroviUe is all about. And this 
year, when the festival celbrates its 
113th birthday, on Sunday, Aug. 20, 
folks from far and wide are expected 
to gather once again in one of the 
nation’s largest one-day displays of 
fellowship and merrymaking.

And when visitors start poiuing 
into this ordinarily peaceful and 
quiet little Alstian City of about
2.000 inhabitants, located just 15 
minutes west of San Antonio on 
U.S. Hwy. 90, to become part of the 
“granddaddy” of all one-day church 
festivals, the population of the “Lit­
tle Alsace of Texas” will multiply it­
self five or six times.

The fun-packed festival, held 
currently on the Sunday nearest and 
prior to August 25, feast day of the 
Catholic parish’s patron saint, St. 
Louis DC of France, began as a mere 
parish picnic over a century ago, and 
attracts visitors from all comers of 
the globe, many returning to the 
place their ancestors settled a cen­
tury and a half ago, for a giant 
homecoming party. Last year’ guest 
book revealed that among the 10-
12.000 merrymakers, visitors from 
numerous foreign countries and 
U.S. States were represented. For 
the past number of years, visitors 
from Alsace-France, (Jermany, an- 
and Mexico, joined the picnic fun. 
Folks from all comers of Texas and 
from all parts of the U.S. attend and

sign the guest register. The gala af- 
bdr, held annually in (3astroville’s 
spacious, pecan tree-shaded Koenig 
Park has been designated as 
“Homecoming for the State of 
Texas” by the Texas Toiuist Agen­
cy.

Hometown folks are once again 
bracing for this annual spectacle, 
when these friendly Alsatian 
descendants, plus many of their non- 
Alasatian neighbors, who are no 
amatems when it comes to throwing 
a big shindig, will be putting forth 
their best efforts to please the huge 
gathering in this greatest of all 
homecoming paradises.

Many visitors, quite a few of 
whom were past residents of 
CastroviUe, purposely plan their 
vacation trips to this part of the 
country during August just so they 
can take part in probably the biggest 
single-day church festival in the 
nation.

Usually, crowds start to arrive in 
historic CastroviUe early on picnic 
day, since many folks, whose 
primary ptupose is to attend the 
picnic also take in a bit of worth- 
whUe sightseeing. As they leistuely 
drive or stroU about the 151 year-old 
conununity that was founded by 
Henri de Castro in September 1844, 
when he brought in settlers from 
Alsace-Lorraine, visitors are 
surroimded by historic Alsatian 
homes and landmarks. The culture 
and dialect is stUl very much visible 
in town. Many of the original homes 
and buddings are stiU in use. A great

number of the original stmctures 
have been restored and are comfor­
tably Uved in, and aU can be iden­
tified by special Pioneer CastroviUe 
House (PCH) markers. Many of the 
older natives stiU speak the tme 
Alsatian dialect (a mixtme of Ger­
man and French, with a sprinkling 
of EngUsh thrown in) fluentiy. Many 
recent exchange trips between 
groups of local Alsatian descendants 
and their feUow Alsatians abroad 
have brought about a new and con­
tinued interest and knowledge in ± e  
Alsatian culture.

CastroviUe, the largest single 
Alsatian settlement outside France 
today, is Usted on the National 
Register of Historical Sites in 
Washington, D.C. The quaint Uttle 
city, with its numerous pioneer 
stmctiues with ±eir typical 
Alsatian-style sloped roof, scattered 
in among the contemporary ranch- 
style houses, is a sightseer’s 
paradise.

A site that few visitors ever miss 
is majestic St. Louis Ca±oUc Chur­
ch. A tape-recorded narration of the 
history of the 125 year-old church 
and the parish can be heard in the 
vestibule of the church. A native son 
of this area. Rev. Msgr. Roy Rihn, 
wiU celebrate a 9 A.M. Mass on pic­
nic day. The famed Liederkranz 
Choir from San Antonio, who has 
performed internationaUy, wiU sing 
the Mass. A 7 P.M. mass, the 
evening before, is also planned to 
accommodate early arriving guests.

Cleaning Up The 
Mess In Congress

Other sightseer attractions are the 
Moye Formation Center, on whose 
grounds rest the century-old original 
convent of the Sisters of Kvine 
Providence in the U.S.; the first St. 
Louis Church, built in 1844, just 8 
days after CastroviUe was settled, 
and just recently restored; the first 
parish school, erected in 1868; and 
many old structures. Visitors often 
jotimey to the top of Cross HUl, that 
seems to stand as a sentinel wat­
ching over the green and beautiful 
Medina VaUey below. The parish 
cemetery, at Uie foot of Cross Hill, 
lures many historians with its 
numerous grave markers dating 
back beyond the mid-1800’s. In­
scriptions on tombstones are in five 
languages: English, Spanish, (Ger­
man, French and Latin.

The Landmark Inn, another weU- 
known tourist attraction, formerly 
the Vance Hotel, has been open to 
travelers for weU over 100 years. In 
1974, the late Miss Ruth Lawler 
donated the Inn to the Texas Parks 
and WUdlife Department. The 
present Landmark Inn State 
Historic Site has much to offer 
visitors. There are comfortable 
rooms to accommodate guests at 
very reasonable rates. The old stur- 
ctiu-es and lovely grounds áre 
reminiscent of years past and are 
characteristic of CastrovUle’s 
pioneer homes. The grounds also in-

At the begiiming of the year, a 
new majority swept into Congress 
with promises to reform and down­
size the federal government. And, 
reversing a long-existing trend, 
these members of Congress didn’t 
exclude themselves from these 
reform efforts. On ± e  first day of 
the 104th Congress, we agreed to 
place Congress under the same laws 
and regulations which affect the rest 
of America. We voted to cut 
congressional committee staffs and 
budgets by one-third, eliminating 
620 positions and saving taxpayers 
$6.7 mUlion. But perhaps one of 
the most significant decisions was to 
hire on outside organization to audit 
the House of Representatives.

Congress hired a weU-respected 
accounting firm. Price Waterhouse, 
to take a close, hard look at its inter­
nal operations. The auditors looked 
at the organization and structure of 
the House and its activities ranging 
from financial practices to security 
measures. The auditors, who 
examined the House’s records from 
1993-1994, have now completed 
their work and what they find is 
troubling.

The auditors reported, “The 
House lacks the organization and 
structiue to periodically prepare 
financial statements that, even after

significant audit adjustment and 
reconstruction, are acciuate and 
reliable.” In other words, the 
auditors reported that in past years, 
the accounting and management 
practices in the House have been so 
sloppy, there is no reliable way to 
tell what’s been going on.

The auditors found that much of 
the accounting for thousands of 
House employees and the millions of 
dollars used to pay them had been 
done by hand. In addition, auditors 
found that blank House of 
Representatives checks and the 
machine used to fill them out and 
sign them were sitting together in an 
unsecm-ed place. If a dishonest per­
son had wanted to write out checks 
to himself from the U.S. House of 
Representatives, he wouldn’t have 
found it to be very difficult.

It’s about time that (Congress 
shapes up and uses the same 
guidelines to run its operations that 
any well-run business or household 
has used for years. While the 
auditors’ findings are an em­
barrassment to the House of 
Representatives and its previous 
leadership, they are an important 
step in cleaning up the mess. This 
new Congress is serious about 
reforming itself so that the U.S. 
Capitol will once agciin become a 
shining symbol of the integrity and 
pride we share in being Americans.

A wild, rowdy “beer party” at the 
“ Condos” bn Ft. Clark Springs 
the night of August 4,1995, evidently 
got out of hand and some of those 
attending the “ party” bhused dam­
ages to at least two of the units at that 
location. Though some who live in 
the Condos units stated the party 
started getting out of hand around 
12:30 a.m. the morning of August 
5th, the Sheriffs Office was not 
contacted imtil 4:10 a.m. with the 
on-duty patrol deputy arriving at the 
scene at 4:27 a.m. Upon the arrival at 
the scene of Patrol Deputy Karl 
Chism, it was determined that Smith 
security ofHcers had been dispatched 
to the scene and one of the security 
vehicles had been “rammed” by a 
vehicle belonging to one of the 
persons at the party. Several of those 
who had attended the party were 
brought to the Sheriffs bffice and 
statements taken. No formal charges 
have yet been filed as the case is still 
imder investigation, but contact with 
the person responsible for renting the 
unit to the out of town person 
ultimately responsible for all dam­
ages incurred indicates that an agree­
ment has been made for payment of 
damages. Damage amounts to the 
security vehicle have not been deter­
mined at the time of this writing.

At approx. 7:50 p.m. the evening 
of August 5, 1995, a report was 
received by the Sheriffs Office of

damage to the chain link fence at the 
south end of the County Swimming 
Pool in Brackettville. The case was 
investigated but at the time of this 
writing there are no known suspects.

A golf cart reported stolen from 
Ft. Clark on the morning of August 
5, 1995 was located in a ditch 
partially hidden in brush in Brackett­
ville at approx. 11:50 a.m. that same 
date after the Sheriffs Office receiv­
ed a “ tip” from a Brackettville 
citizen of the location of the golf cart. 
There are no identifiable suspects in 
the case as of the time of this writing.

At approx. 4:00 p.m. also on 
August 5th, the Sheriffs Office 
received a report of a storage room 
on fire at a residence on North Gove 
St. in Brackettville. The Fire Depart­
ment was dispatched to the scene and 
quickly extinguished the fire.

At 7:19 p.m., also on August 5, 
1995, a report was received by the' 
Sheriffs Office of a domestic distur­
bance in progress and that one of the 
persons involved was “ threatening to 
kill himself’. Chief Deputy Johimy 
Fritter responded and the matter was 
settled without further incident.

Charges of DWI have been filed 
against a Brackettville man stemming 
from an incident reported to the 
Sheriffs Office at 8:38 p.m., again 
also on August 5th. The driver of the 
car identified by witnesses has been 
arrested and released on bond. His

Community Council Of 
Southwest Texas, inc. 
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trial date is pending.
At 1:35 a.m. the morning of 

August 6, 1995, a Brackettville 
woman came to the Sheriffs Office 
to report that she had been assaulted 
by the brother of a man she had gone 
to see. Shortly thereafter, the alleged 
suspect also came to the Sheriffs 
Office to report that it was he that 
had been assaulted by the woman. 
After further investigation it was 
decided that both parties should file 
charges of assault on the other if they 
so desired, both did, and then 
withdrew the complaints the follow­
ing day. Case closed I

At 5:21 p.m. August 6, 1995, a 
report of “ reckless driving” was 
received by the Sheriffs Office. The 
caller identified the driver and the 
vehicle but neither were located by 
patrol officers. Then at approx. 10:35 
p.m. a report of an accident on E. 1st 
St. in Brackettville was received by 
the Sheriffs Office and upon the 
arrival at the scene by Patrol Deputy 
Karl Chism it was determined that the 
vehicle involved in the one-car acci­
dent was the same car and driver 
reported earlier. Ironically, the cm 
belongs to the mother of a friend of 
the driver. The driver had no valid 
driver’s license and no insurance. 
Citations have been issued in the 
case. Considerable damage was done 
to the vehicle.

With the above incident in mind, 
linked to an increase in incidents and 
accidents lately involving unlicensed 
drivers, once again I must put parents 
and owners of vehicles on notice that 
citations will be issued to any 
unlicensed drivers observed operating 
vehicles on the public roadways of 
Brackettville and Kinney County. 
Also, parents or others allowing 
unlicensed driver’s to operate their 
vehicles will be cited. Strict enforce­
ment of the laws applying to driver’s 
licenses and liability insurance must 
be enforced in order to protect all 
residents and citizens in Brackettville 
and Kiimey County from the increase 
in damages and injuries.

Chiggers, red bugs-if you’re ever 
been bitten by them, you may have 
an even more descriptive name for 
them. They target the areas where 
your clothes are tightest...Uke under 
the elastic of a sock or around your 
waistline. To help avoid the 
problem, wear loose fitting clothing 
or fewer items of clothing. Also, in­
secticides that contain the 
ingredient deet work well in fending 
off chiggers. You also should 
shower as soon as you come in from 
outdoors. After that all you can do is 
treat the bite. There are some com­
mercial products that can be used 
that basically seal the chigger bite 
and stop respiration, causing the 
chiggers to suffocate. The same 
filing can be accomplished by ap­
plying fingernail poteh or Vaseline 
to the bites. Cortisone creams are 
available to help stop the itching. 
Avoid tan grass in shady areas 
which is a prime spot for chiggers.

P estic id e  C ertin ca tion  
R unning O ut

The deadline for pesticides ap­
plicators to renew their license is 
December 31st. Licenses have to be 
renewed every five years and to do 
that, fifteen hours of continuing 
education units or CEU’s are 
required. Without getting licenses 
renewed, applicators caimot use 
restricted chemicals after the first 
year. The Texas Department of 
Agriculture which administrates the 
licensing program, has told the Ex­
tension Service that 100,000 ap­
plicators have not yet had any 
training toward their renewals. That 
is more than half the applicators in 
the state. CEU courses not only en­
sure ag producers know how to use 
pesticides properly, they also em­
phasize alternatives such as in­
tegrated pest management as a way 
to reduce chemical use. I have in­

K in n ey  C ounty
Reasonable fertilizer- programs 

are a part of basic landscape main­
tenance. Our soils are low in plant 
essential nitrogen. Yearly ap­
plications of nitrogen containing fer­
tilizers are necessary for healthy 
trees, shrubs and turf grasses.

T tere are as many fertilizer for­
mulations on the market as there are 
diet colas. Exotic fertilizer com­
binations are usually as nutritional 
to the plant as a diet cola is, also. 
Specific fertilizers are marketed for 
specific plants (pecan fertilizers, 
tomato fertilizers, etc.). It is a 
proven foct that plants are unable to 
read fertilizer labels. Our soils tend 
to have sufficient phosphorus and 
potassium in almost all cases. In all 
cases, our soils are low in iron

because of high pH values. Nitrogen 
is also relatively low.

It is possible, and much more 
economical, to use the same fer­
tilizer on your lawn, trees (shade, 
fruit, nut) flowers, and vegetable 
garden. Which fertilizer? One that is 
primarily nitrogen (the first munber 
of the analysis) with lesser percen­
tages of phosphorus and potassium 
(the second and third numbers). The 
old 16-20-0, has been used for years, 
but it is probably not the best.

Fertilizers that contain sulfur, 
zinc and iron may contribute 
somewhat to plant available amoun­
ts of these elements in the soil, but 
additional and separate applications 
of iron (in a chelated form for 
alkaline soils) will be needed on or­
namental and fiiiit trees. Pecans will 
need zinc (as a foliar spray) for 
greatest vigor and nut production.

Ideally, fertilizer rates are based 
on soil samples. Sample instructions 
are available in the Kiimey County 
Extension office. Remember, fer­
tilizer applications go hand-in-hand 
with sufficient watering throughout 
the growing season.
-Trees: apply 1.5 pound of 21-0-0 
per inch of trunk diameter. A 10 in­
ch pecan tree would need 15 pounds 
of 21-0-0 scattered around its 
dripline.
-Shrubs: Apply 1 pound of 21-0-0 
per foot of shrub height. A group of 
three junipers, 4 feet in height would 
require 12 pounds of 21-0-0.
-Lawns: Apply 20-30 pounds 21-0-0 
per 1000 square feet of common 
bermuda. St. Augustine requires 
about 10 pounds less. These are 
total yearly amoimts of fertilizer. 
Divide your total requirements into 
2-3 applications so you won’t over­
fertilize.
-Vegetable gardens: Preplant in­
corporations of 1 poimd of 21-0-0 
per 100 square feet of garden area. 
Additional side dressings of fer­
tilizer may be necessary during ± e  
growing season.

I have made several visits to 
homes in both Brackettville and 
around Fort Clark. They all have 
had several things in common, the 
tnnin one being the lack of iron. 
Problems with iron chlorosis are 
very common in this county. A 
general yellowing of the leaves with 
green veins running through the 
yellow leaf indicate a lack of plant 
avtulable iron. Please remember, the 
iron these plants need is not the 
same kind of iron from metal 
shavings, rusty nails, old horse 
shoes or similiar steel items. This 
form is not available to the plant and 
does no good to be aroiuid a tree. 
Chelated iron (copperas) is the type 
you need to be using.

We Can Prom ote Good H ealth 

W ithout A Surgeon G eneral
Several weeks ago, the U.S. 

Senate was the site of a heated 
debate centered around President 
Clinton’s nominee for Surgeon 
(General, Dr. Henry Foster. While 
the senators considered the merits 
of naming Dr. Foster as the nation’s 
Surgeon General, I began won­
dering why we need a Surgeon 
General at all.

I asked some questions: What role 
does the Surgeon General play in 
developing health care policy? How 
much duplication and overlap is 
there in the government’s efforts to 
promote good health? Could the 
Surgeon General’s office be 
eliminated without causing a 
backlash in pubUc health?

First of all, I looked at the 
Surgeon (Jeneral’s function. The 
Surgeon General is part of the 
Public Health Service which is part 
of the Department of Health and 
Human Services. The Surgeon 
General’s primary responsibility is 
to tell you tiiat smoking is 
unhealthy, eating fost food ten times 
a week will clog your arteries and 
make you fat and that unwed 
teenage girls should try to avoid 
having babies. The Surgeon General 
does not actually play a role in public 
health policy formation, but instead 
serves as a national spokesperson 
for health issues.

Which leads to my next question.

Is there duplication or overlap in the 
area of health promotion? As part of 
the Public Health Service, the 
Surgeon General works with the 

' Assistant Secretary for Health, the 
Principal Deputy Assistant 
Secretary for Heal&, the Deputy 
Assistant Secretary for Health for 
Disease Prevention and Health 
Promotion, ± e  Deputy Assistant 
Secretary for Health Com­
munications and many, many other 
people with long titles. I am quite 
certain that some of the duties in 
these positions overlap with those of 
the Surgeon (jeneral and can be 
consolidated.

After studying the Office of the 
Surgeon General, it’s clear to me 
that Congress should eliminate the 
Surgeon General and save the tax­
payers nearly a million dollars a 
year. The Centers for Disease Con­
trol and Prevention, the agency 
located in Atlanta, Georgia and 
charged with protecting public 
health and educating the public 
about disease prevention, serves a 
much more important function and 
could easily take over the public 
relations aspect of the Surgeon 
General.

Our nation will continue to 
promote good health and help 
familifa prevent and control disease, 
with or without a Surgeon General.

LAUGHLIN AIR FORCE BASE, 
Texas-The most exciting phase of 
the T-38 mission is training student 
pilots to fly two ship, low-level sor­
ties in West Texas.

Flying low level has received in­
creased emphasis as an important 
tactic of U.S. Air Force air power 
doctrine: allowing the Air Force to 
penetrate ememy air defenses (early 
warning radar, surface-to-air missile 
radar, anti-aircraft artillery radar 
and enemy fighters) by going un­
derneath .their coverage.

The need for flying low-level was 
highlighted when Francis Gary 
Powers was shot down over the 
Soviet Union at 75,000 feet in his U- 
2. After this incident, emphasis was 
placed on low level penetration to 
defeat enemy air defenses.

Low-level also gives aircraft two 
advantages: pin-point bombing ac­
curacy and the element of surprise; 
the fimt bombs of Operation Desert 
Storm arrived over target via low 
altitude from every kind of coalition 
aircraft. This included vehicles as 
small as Tomahawks and conven­
tional air launched cruise missiles, 
and large formations of B-52s at 200 
feet with pilots ensuring altitude 
clearance with only the aid of their 
night vision goggles. Iraq had little 
warning of attack until an P-117 at 
low altitude put a 2,000 poimd bomb 
down the elevator shaft of their 
AT&T building.

Laughlin builds the basic foun­
dations of operating in the low 
altitude environment. Two-ship low- 
level, a formation of two aircraft 
flying at 500 feet, develops critical 
skills in navigation and teamwork 
that will enhance student pilots’ 
situational awareness for the rest of 
their careers. Every two-ship low- 
level can be divided into four main 
sections: preparation, briefing,
flying the sortie and debriefing.

Preparing for a two-ship low-level 
Starts several days prior to takeoff. 
This is required to prepare the char­
ts, check them for obstructions and 
plan the route to acquire ± e  target, 
ensuring mission success. To 
prepare maps, the pilot will locate 
the military training routes he 
wishes to fly m a publication con­
taining all published low-level 
training routes in the United States.

Once the pilot has the route 
corrider plotted, points along the 
route are chosen (bridges, hills, river 
or road intersections) that help to 
navigate to the target. The next step 
is calculating headings, times, and 
fuels between each point. Then the 
pilot will ensure how we get to and 
from the route. With the map ready 
to go, the pilot ensures no other air­
craft are flying along the same route 
at the same time. Finally, he files a 
flight plan.

Next, the four pilots brief all 
aspects of the sortie at least one 
hour and 45 minutes prior to takeoff. 
This brief starts with sortie 
requirements and objectives 
followed by a short overview of what 
is required to execute the plan. The 
briefing also covers possible 
emergency situations and each flight 
member’s responsibilities.

The fun part is flying the sortie. 
The air crew will go to the flighting

approximately 30 minutes prior to 
takeoff to perform preflight mspec- 
tions of the aircraft. Assuming two 
good airplanes, both taxi out and 
takeoff in formation. The lead air­
craft flies the formation to the low- 
level route. Arriving at the entry 
point, lead will position the wingman 
in a tactical formation (a position 
abeam lead, one mile away and 
slightly higher) and make a radio call 
entering the route.

Upon reaching the first point, lead ( 
will direct the formation to start 
their stopwatches. Lead’s primary 
responsibilities are to clear and plan 
for the formation. “Clearing” on a 
two-ship low level means to look out 
for other aircraft, terrain, birds, 
towers and other hazards to the 
formation. Planning includes 
checking timing, headings, fuel 
quantities, making corrections and 
keeping the formation safe while 
getting to the target on time. The 
wingman offers mutual support.

Low-levels are flown at 500 feet 
above the ground at 360 knots 
ground speed which is equal to 
about 415 miles per hour. It happens 
fast. Preflight planning is critical 
because at low altitudes, the T-38 
can bum all of its fuel on-board in 
less than an hour. Checkpoints along 
the route are established to compare 
fuel remaining with a predetermined 
amount of gas needed to continue 
the flight. If fuel remaining is less 
than the precalculated amoimt, the 
flight lead takes the formation back 
to Laughlin. In flying language, this 
is called an abort.

Because of our proximity to 
Mexico, the procedures for an abort 
are more difficult than at other 
bases. We can’t fly through Mexico, 
so our primary low-level routes are 
in the Big Bend area of Texas. If a 
flight were to abort over Big Bend 
and fly directly home, the flight path 
would take us straight through 
Mexico; therefore, our continuation 
fuels are calculated for flying north 
of the Rio Grande back to Laughlin.

Students are required to “bomb” 
a target, usually at the end of the low 
level route, within one minute of the 
their given time-over-target. Since 
the T-38 has no sophisticated 
navigation equipment, this can be a 
daimting task. But by using only a 
stopwatch for time and a magnetic 
heading, we’re able to teach most 
students to reach their planned TOT 
within seconds. After both aircraft 
have landed, all pilots gather for the 
debrief.

Debriefings are where a majority 
of the students’ learning takes place. 
The entire mission, from planning 
and briefing, to flying the route, 
recovery and landing are discussed. 
Mistakes are always made and in the 
risky flying world we leam from 
mistakes to minimize risk on future 
sorties.

Two-ship, low-level training in­
cludes classroom instuction and four 
flights to hone students’ skills. 
When students graduate from 
Laughlin, they are ready to assume 
greater responsibilities in the low- 
level environment, such as dropping 
bombs on targets in war. We build a 
strong foundation in low-level flying 
so the world’s best pilot will be 
prepared for battle.

Medicare Vouchers A Bad Idea
WASHINGTON-There’s an idea 

gaining strength on Capitol Hill as a 
novel and surefire way to rein in 
escalating Medicare costs. It's 
called a government voucher and, at 
first blush, it sounds great. But a 
careful analysis uncovers a concept 
heavily reliant on the marketplace 
and fraught with problems for 
Medicare beneficiaries.

While I strongly believe in market 
forces, it nevertheless would require 
a huge leap of faith on the part of the 
nation’s 36 million senior and 
disabled citizens to wholly trust the 
marketplace to offer them quality 
health care an affordable price. Af­
ter all, it wasn’t too long ago that the 
marketplace didn’t want seniors.

Consider that before the advent of 
Medicare some 30 years ago, the 
health insurance industry rejected 
most older Americans. Back then, 
about the only older Americans with 
health insurance coverage were 
±ose with employer-provided 
retiree health plans. Insurers knew 
seniors were more expensive to 
cover than their younger customers: 
they visited doctors more often, 
went to the hospital more frequently 
and used more prescription drugs. 
Even today, many insurers who 
cover seniors want only the 
healthiest seniors, those for whom 
they expect to pay few claims.

A voucher system assums that all 
private health insurance plans would 
be open and available to seniors, 
particularly those with pre-existing 
conditions. But this is not the case

today. All over America we hear 
stories of younger and healthier 
workers losing their health care 
coverage. Why should seniors 
believe that insurance companies, 
whose first loyalty is to their 
stockholders, not their
policyholders, would treat them any 
differently?

In addition, many older 
Americans’ experience with in­
surance is tied to medigap policies. 
For too many years, some seniors 
were sold worthless or multiple 
policies when only one was needed 
or they were regularly sold new 
policies soley to generate new com­
missions for insurance agents. It has 
ralfpn the better part of three 
decades and the concerted efforts of 
the federal and 50 state governmen­
ts to reduce fraud and abuse in the 
medigap insurance market to 
manageable proportions. It has only 
been with the advent of highly 
regulated medigap market that 
seniors have been protected from 
the abuses of tmscrupulous insuran­
ce agents eager to profit from con­
fused or uninformed older 
customers.

Meidcare covers all those eligible 
for Social Security, regardless of 
pre-existing conditions, and charges 
everyone ± e  same premiiun. As 
currently structured, Mecicare 
takes the worry out of finding affor­
dable health insurance and provides 
unparalleled access to quality health 
care.

Why, then, would seniors trade in 
Medicare for an unknown, untested

There’s nothing wrong with spor­
ts drinks, says Dr. Muntz, but he 
warns that too much blood sugar can 
actuaUy slow you down.

“No matter what you drink, rem­
ember to drink before you get thir­
sty,’’ he adds. “If you wait until you 
are thirsty, then you’re already in 
trouble.’’

Heat exhaustion results from 
water and salt loss, and from 
overexposure to the sim. Excessive

system that relies on historically an­
ti-senior market forces for direction?

Many voucher supporters believe 
the system could work like the 
Federal Employees Health Benefits 
Plan, the umbrella program tto t of­
fers federal employees and retirees a 
choice of dozens of competing plans. 
Unfortunately, the FEHBP is not a 
true example of a free market 
system at work.

For example, the myriad FEHBP 
plans actually are loaAe to expand 
benefits beyond those offered by 
competing plans because they have 
foimd that if they do offer improved 
benefits, federal workers needing 
those benefits will flock to that plan 
and drive up its costs. One FEHBP 
plan found that when it increase its 
mental health benefit beyond the 
coverage offered by other plans, 
workers in need of mental health 
benefits jumped into its plan. Costs 
went up. Unfortunately, within a 
short time, the expanded benefits 
were reduced to those of competing 
plans. Over the years, benefits un­
der FEHBP, instead of expanding, 
actually have become more uniform.

In addition, premiums in in­
dividual plans have tended to rise as 
participants have gotten older. 
Premiums are lowest in new plans 
that attract the youngest and 
healthiest federal workers.

Another problem with vouchers is 
that even ± e  most prudent senior 
could fiice considerable additional 
out-of-pocket expenses. Proposals 
under discussion would cap the 
value of the vouchers at a rate below

medical inflation. As health care in­
flation continues to rise steeply, the 
buying power of the vouchers would 
erode. In a short period of time, the 
vouchers will not to be adquate to 
buy a health care plan as com­
prehensive at the current Medicare 
program.

Seniors then will be faced with a 
tough choice -  paying the difference 
o u t  o f  pocket or buying a less eitpen- 
sive and less compi^ensive policy.

For too many years. Congress has 
answered rising Medicare costs by 
simply cutting back on the rate of 
growth of Medicare funding. But 
those who would do away with 
Medicare in fiivor of v o u c h ^  are 
ducking their responsibilities to get 
to the root of the health care dilem­
ma -  exactly what is it in our health 
care system that is driving these 
enormous cost increases?

Continued reductions in Medicare 
funding without reforming the 
larger health care system is not the 
answer. Rather, the voucher ap­
proach only shifts the burden of 
escalating health care costs entirely 
to seniors and provides no incen­
tives for providers to hold down 
costs. After all, it would be the in­
dividual seniors who would he 
responsible for making up the dif­
ference between the value of the 
voucher and rapidly increasing 
health care costs.

Until we are willing to identify 
and deal with the core causes of our 
soaring health care costa, we cannot 
hope to come up with a long-term 
solution -  or at least one that 
reaches beyond the next election.

•Don’t take salt tablets. Formerly 
believed to replace salt loss through 
sweat, salt tablets only accelerate 
dehydration. Sports drinks are a 
safer way to replace the body’s lost 
minerals.

•Even though some activities - 
such as bicycling or sailing - keep 
sweaty skin dry, the body still 
requires fluid replacement.

•Avoid alcoholic beverages. They 
only speed dehydration and impair 
judgement.

.. exercising pr ,wpr)dhg
outdoors, stop at the fij^{,sign of 
fiitigue, light-headeness or diz­
ziness.

Someone suffering from heat 
exhaustion has pale and clammy 
skin. The victim could have a 
headache, be dizzy and weak, vomit 
or even ^ t .  Treat heat exhaustion 
by getting the victim’s skin cool; 
loosen clothing, and give sips of 
water.

“It isn’t impossible to exercise or 
work outdoors when the tem­
perature is in the 90s or above,” 
says Dr. Muntz. “It just takes some 
care, planning and common sense.”

Take a container of water with 
you to the tennis comt, the gym or 
wherever you plan to have your ac­
tivity. Remember to drink before, 
during the after exercishing.

They may not be paid to say so on 
TV, but every superstar athlete 
knows that the best way to beat the 
heat is to make water a part of the 
game plan.

Grant Awards
(TEMPLE)-“'Fhe Information 

Superhighway is being introduced to 
rural America through $7.5 million 
in grants to 29 education and health 
care organizations in 23 states.” said 
(George Ellis, State Director of Riual 
Economic and Community 
Development Service (RECDS), 
formerly Farmers Home Ad­
ministration. “'The grants for this 
type of technology are developed 
through the Rural Utilities Service 
(RUS), an agency within USDA’s 
Rural Economic and (Community 
Development mission area.”

'The grants will help to build the 
infrastructure needed in rural 
America as we enter a new century, 
a new era of technological in­
novation, according to Wally 
Beyer, RUS National Ad­
ministrator. “'These grants will im­
prove the quality of life for real 
people through improved 
educational and health care services, 
both of which are priorities of the 
Clinton Admistration. ’ ’

'This year, the RUS’ Distance 
Learning and Medical Link Grant 
Program is dispersing grants bet­
ween $67,000 and $350,000—19 of 
which are over $222,500. TTie gran­
ts will help link rural schools to 
other classrooms in rural and urban 
areas, providing advanced courses 
and interactive educational oppor­
tunities. 'The grants to health care 
organizations will help allow rural 
citizens access to telemedicine ser­
vices bringing specialized and 
general care closer to home.

‘"This is where the coimty road 
meets the Information Superhigh­
way,” Beyer said. ‘"These grants 
will improve the educational oppor­
tunities for over 95,000 young 
people in school and give theni an 
equal footing in the increasingly 
competitive market place. 'The 
medical grants will expand ± e

health services available to ap­
proximately 108,000 rural 
Americans and make it easier and 
more affordable for them to receive 
quality health care.”

A total of 16 educational 
organizations nationwide were gran­
ted more than $4.5 million and 13 
health care groups received almost 
$3 million. Each grant will be sup­
plemented, or leveraged, with fun­
ding fi'om state and local sources. 
'The supplemental funding totals 
more than $15 million.

According to Ellis, RUS received 
247 applications requesting a total 
$79.8 milhon in funds. 'The selection 
process, including a review by 
federal officials and participants 
outside the government, took five 
months.

TTie President’s budget for fiscal 
year 1996 calls for doubling the 
grant program to $15 million and 
creating a new $100 million distance 
learning and telemedicine loan 
program. In addition, the budget 
would establish a new $15 million 
loan program for rural businesses to 
be known as Rural Telecom­
munication Partnership Loans.

“In Texas, one grant for $340,000 
was awarded to Sam Houston State 
University,” said Ellis. ‘"The 
Univereity will provide medical and 
educational services in southeast 
Texas. 'The system will link a 
medical clinic, hospital, an Indian 
reservation, and two county exten­
sion offices.”

RUS plans call for a deadline of 
Janunary 14, to file applications for 
next year’s educational and medical 
lii* ^ t s .
