CLEANING- UP LAS MORAS CREEK

An Enviromental
viewpoint

On Saturday, August 26, 1995, a
small group of volunteers, under the
direction of Bill Haenn, pulled an
assortment of debris out of ‘Las
Moras Creek between the swim-
ming pool and the bridge on Fort
Clark Road.

The day before, in the clean-up
area, one could walk along the banks
of the stream and see lovely aquatic
plants, fishes, wildlife, and a little
trash. By removing some of the
plant life, Bill and the volunteers did
a good job in exposing the remaining
culprits, which can now be seen,
lodged on the bottom of the stream,
and under the plants.

A bi-monthly ‘‘sweep’” of this
area would make the entire length of
the creek cleaner. Since most of the
debris seems to come from the swim
area it could be collected before it
travels downstream.

The remaining plants will revive
and continue to do their job of
cleaning the stream, sheltering the
water and it’s inhabitants from the
hot Texas sun, while providing food

along the food chain of which man is-

at the top.

After the clean-up the volunteers
were served refreshments. Those
who served food, as well as those
who helped with the cleaning, are all
caring nurturers of the community
in which they live. The community
needs more people who show this
much initiative in going “‘the extra
mile”’.

There was some concern ex-
pressed that the water plants were
preventing the water from flowing.
However, a walk down under the
bridge, just prior to the clean-up,
revealed that the water was indeed
flowing; singing a merry song on it’s
way to the Rio Grande. And the
thought occurred that one could
weave the tightest basket with these
plants, fill it with water, and the
water would still escape if one did
not use some other material to
waterproof it.

However, the removal of some of
the plants will now enable the gar-
bage left, by unaware or careless
humans, to be removed. As long as
care is taken that enough plants
remain in the area, to assure the
health of the stream, this task could
be performed yearly so that the
“real” litter can be retrieved.

As long as we are on the subject
of Las Moras, there are other things
that contribute to the health and
maintenance of this beautiful com-
munity member. Some of the trees
on the Hwy. 90 side of the creek
were recently cut. While the reason

is not known, there is cause for con-
cern, especially since few trees
remain on that side of the creek in
the clean-up area.

The root systems of trees along
the banks are strong deterrents to

erosion, both by wind and water.
And when tree limbs are shed into
the water, they become water-
soaked and sink to the bottom,
where they decompose, adding

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Due to the numerous inquiries
received by the Sheriff’s Office
lately regarding the new ‘“‘Concealed
Handgun Law”’, the following in-
formation is being printed for your
information. This information is as
released by the Texas Department
of Public Safety, the law enfor-
cement agency that has been

-designated as the department.

responsible for implementing the
handgun licensing process following
the signing into law Senate Bill 60,
by. Governor George Bush, Jr. on
May 26, 1995, which allows
qualified Texans to carry concealed
handguns. The DPS is allowed to
create such rules as are necessary
for the ' administration of the
program.

Timetable

Dates of interest relative to the
beginning of the licensing process
are as follows:

July 17, 1098 - First handgun
- trainer’s certification class will con-
tinue. :

August 18, 1988 - Application
request cards for concealed handgun
permits available at local locations.

September 1, 1098 - DPS will
begin processing concealed handgun
applications.  Instruictors will begin
conducting classes for the general
public. - )

January 1, 1988 - Concealed
Handgun licenses become effective.

' " Requirements For Certified
' Handgun Instructions:

DPS will provide training to per-
sons wishing to qualify as certified
handgun instructors, for a fee of
$100.00. _ Instructor certification
may be revoked, suspended or

,denied by the Department for cause.
The fees for this training are non-
refundable. ] ;

Requirements For Qualification
For A License To Carry A
Conceled Handgun:

The law requires the DPS to in-
stitute rules and procedures for
licensing qualified individuals to
carry a concealed handgun. A
system for application, training, and
licensing has now been established
by the Department. Eligibility for
licensing is established if a person:

*is a legal resident of Texas for
the six months proceeding the ap-
plication

*has not been convicted of a
felony

*is not currently charged with a
felony or certain misdemeanors

*is not currently wanted for. a
felony or a Class ‘A’ or class ‘B’
misdeameanor

*is not chemically dependent

*is not of unsound mind

*has not in the previous five years
been convicted of a Class ‘A’ or
class ‘B’ misdemeanor

*is qualified under state and
federal law to purchase a handgun

*has not been determined to be
delinquent in paying child support
administered or collected by the
state attorney general

*has not been determined to be
delinquent in paying taxes or fees to
the state or to a political subdivision
of the state

*is not in default on a school loan

*is not currently under a court
protective order or a spousal
restraining order

*has not in the previous ten years
been judged to have committed a
felony as a juvenile

*has not made any misrepresen-
tations in an application for a con-
cealed handgun license or for in-
structor certification

“the right to edit all letters submitted for length and context.
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Having met the above criteria, an
applicant must submit to the depar-
tment a completed application
packet immediately following the
successful completion of a handgun
training course. In addition to the
handgun proficiency certificate
received after sucessful training, the
application packet must contain the
following:

*two recent color passport photos

*a certified copy of applicant’s
birth certificate or other proof of age

*proof of Texas residency for
the last six months

*signature by law enforcement of-
ficer avowing that the photographs
submitted match the applicant

*an affidavit signed by the ap-
plicant that (1)he/she has read and
understands the laws of the state

related to use of deadly force and -
eligibility

he/she meets all
requirements

*a form authorizing DPS to do
appropriate investigations to deter-
mine eligibility

*completed forms providing
name, place of birth, date of birth,
residence and business addresses
for previous five years, hair and eye
color, height and weight, driver’s
license and/or indetification cer-
tificate number issued by DPS

*any and all criminal history in-
formation

*drug, alcohol, and/or psychiatric
treatment history

The above information will be
used in conjunction with state,
national and local background in-
vestigations to validate the applicant
for a concealed handgun license.
(Violations of any of the above
requirements or failure to supply in-
formation may result in denial,
suspension or revocation of a licen-

The Application Process:
To receive an application packet

. from the Department, an interested

party must first acquire an ap-

Ll * plication request card. The card may

be obtained from gun dealers, spor-

! ting goods stores, shooting ranges,

and other sources who have ob-
tained supplies of the cards from

. regional DPS offices.

The application request card must
be completely filled out so the DPS
can  conduct a  preliminary
background check prior to mailing
back the application packet. If a

g disqulifying circumstance results

from the preliminary background
check, a notice so stating will be
mailed to the applicant.

Once the applicant has earned a
handgun proficiency certificate, it
should be mailed to the DPS along
with the completed application

" packet information and appropriate

payment. DPS has 90 days to
process the complete application
and to issue the concealed handgun
license if no disqualifiers are found.
If the investigation unearths any
disqualifiers, the applicant will be
notified and may appeal the finding
if he/she desires.
Handgun Proficiency
Certification:

As mentioned above, each ap-
plicant must sucessfully complete a
handgun proficiency course in-
cluding both classroom instruction
and shooting range time. The
shooter must demonstrate
proficiency utilizing, at a minimum,

© a9 mm or .38 caliber handgun and

may qulify to carry either a non-
semi-automatic handgun or all han-

- dguns by firing sucessfully with a

semi-automatic handgun. At least 10
and not more than 15 hours of

' classroom instruction must include

curriculum relating to the laws
regarding use of weapons and
deadly force; handgun use,
proficiency, and safety; non-violent
dispute resolution; and proper han-
dgun storage practices. Appropriate
tests will be administered. A han-
dgun proficiency certificate will be
issued to those successfully com-
pleting the course. (A charge of
$5.00 will be levied to recover costs
of producing the certificates).

In the event of failure to qualify
for any reason, and applicant for a
concealed handgun license will be
given written notice of denial. Fur-
ther, a licensee who becomes
di§qualified while holding a license
will be given written notice by the
department and will be required to
surrender his/her license.

An applicant or license holder
may request a hearing concerning
thp denial, suspension or revocation
w1th§n 30 days of notification. A
hearing will be sheduled by the
department in the county of residen-
ce of the license holder or applicant

- and will be held within 60 days of

the date of the request for a hearing.
A final determination will be made
by the justice court.

Renewal:

Initial licenses will be issued for
either a two-year or four-year term,
and license fees will be prorated ac-
cordingly. Licenses must be

. renewed at the end of the initial

Fees must be paid by cashier’s
check or money order only, payable
to Texas Department of Public
Safety, and must be for the correct
amount for application processing to
begin. Personal checks and cash are
not accepted. Fees are non-
refundable, so it is extremely impor-
tant for applicants to be sure of their
own eligibility before submitting an
application. As noted in the fee
schedule, special exceptions apply
only to honorably retired peace of-
ficers applying within one year after
retirement, active and retired
judicial officers, indigent persons,
attorneys elected or employed to
represent the state in felony cases,
senior citizens and holders of con-
cealed handgun licenses from
another state. Applicants applying
under any of these circumstances
should pay particular attention to
the application packet instructions
for their category.

Locations Handguns
Not Allowed:

Handguns, as well as other
weapons, are prohibited from being
carried onto the following locations:

*schools or school buses

*polling places

*government courts or court of-
fices

*racetrack premises

*secured airport areas

Handguns are specifically
prohibited from the following:

*a premise licensed for the sale of

alcohol, if the business derives 51%
or more of it’s revenue from the sale
of alcohol

*a premise where a high school,
collegiate or professional sporting or
interscholastic event is being held

*a hospital or nursing home
unless the specific license holder has
written permission from the
premises management

*an amusement park

*a place of religious meeting

*any place while intoxicated

Summary:

The licensing of a citizen to carry
a concealed handgun extends a
privilege not previously allowed in
Texas. That privilege, however,
brings with it a number of respon-
sibilities and requires an ap-
plicant/carrier to be very diligent.
An applicant must make sure he/she
meets all qualification criteria before
committing funds toward handgun
certfication or license application
since 'these funds are non-
refundable. Likewise, care must be
taken to see that all information fur-
nished is complete an correct since
erroneous or incomplete information
may jeopardize license issuance.

After issuance of the concealed
handgun license, the licensee must
be diligent to see that his/her
behavior does not jeopardize his/her
qualification to carry a concealed
handgun. Recklessly displaying a
handgun or accidently carrying the
weapon into a prohibited area can
lead to license revocation. The
licensee must be alert to events,
such as a change of address, which
need to be reported to the DPS as
administrator of the program.

Finally, the licensee must be alert
for notices of pending licnese ex-
piration and be diligent in renewing
the license in a timely manner.

A visit to the cactus garden at the

Judge Roy Bean State Historical

Park, Langtry, Texas, is very

educational as to how the Native

Americans and early settlers made

use of all parts of native plants--

roots, barks, leaves, stalks and fruits

to concoct remedies for all sorts of

maladies.
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Francis Henry French was born in
Fort Wayne, Indiana on September
27, 1857. Deeply impressed from his
youth by the stirring deeds and stories
told by veterans of the Civil War, he
realized his ambition for a military
career by entering the United States
Military Academy at West Point, New

2nd Lieut of “E” Company 19th In-
fantry and came West. Following ser-
vice at Fort Garland, Colorado
Territory and Fort Leavenworth,
Kansas, the regiment moved to Fort
Brown at Brownsville, Texas where
Lt. French was detatled as the
Regimental Adjutant. In December of
1882 the 19th Infantry was posted to
Fort Clark.

At Fort Clark, on January 1, 1883,
Lt. French began diaries which he
\faithfully maintained for the next
thirty years.

August 1883: Lt French's leave at home
in Fort Wayne, Indiana enters its second
month. Fis pay arrives from the Post
Sutler at Fort Clark and is quickly used up
on settling debts (a constant struggle dur-
ing his bachelor years). Time continues to
be spent with family and friends high-
lighted by excursions to see the 'clectric
light works," Chicago, numerous baseball
games, and leisurely boat trips to nearby
waterways. He visits the Encampment of
Indiana State Troops at Indianapolis
where he reacts quite casually to meeting
the Adjutant General of Indiana, the Gov-
ernor, and U.S. Senator. He is never far
from the ladies, two of whom he describes
as ".rather quiet and hard to entertain”
and another as, "a beauty of Indianapolis.”

Monday Aug 20, 1883

Went down town with Father to
talk with Judge Morris over what I
learned in Indianapolis about the
canal case. The girls and Sue
went down town this morning.
After talking with Judge Morris
went around town for awhile and
then came home. In the afternoon
got a carriage from Perrin's and
took Lula and the girls out to
Grandmother's and then took a
long ride. In the evening Mr and
Mrs Jacobs, Mr and Mrs Hender-
son, Will Ruthrauff and Potter
called. Telegraphed to Akron to
enquire about Fiebeger today.

Tuesday. Aug 21, 1883

Went down town and up to see
Howard McCullough about the
picnic tomorrow. Got a letter
from Marie this morning. When I
reached home found Ambrose"
McC---= here; having’come’ down"
to visit at Aunt Martha's for a
while. He spent the morning &
took dinner with us We sat out in
the yard & swung in the hammock
& had a gay time. After he left,
finished my letter to Marie as I
have been unable to write it be-
fore, then went down town to mail
it. In the evening Chapman took
Lizzie out for a ride. Potter called
and spent the evening. Mecca
Hoagland and Will Fleming re-
turned today. Received a telegram
from Fiebeger saying he could not
visit Fort Wayne now.

Wednesday Aug. 22, 1883

This morning we all went up to
Rome City to spend the day, ex-
cept Father & Mother. The party
included a number of people and
we all had a very pleasant time.
Mother has commenced to imagine
that Lizzie Jacobs is trying to win
Potter from Sue and was very anx-
ious for me to take charge of Miss
Lizzie today. Like a fool I permit-
ted myself to be influenced some-
what and now imagine that every-
body saw what I was about, but
hope not. Sue behaved splendidly
in this matter. But there is no
ground at all for Mother's thinking
the way she does. In the afternoon
took Aunt Mary, Lizzie Jacobs &
Lula out for a ride. A rainstorm
came up and thoroughly drenched
us. Got home about midnight feel-
ing very tired and sleepy. John
Hoagland was at the picnic.

Thursday. Aug. 23, 1883

Went down town this morning and
met Mecca Hoagland in Will Fle-
ming's & saw him there too. Did
not have breakfast this morning as
I got up too late to eat with Father
& could not wait until the others
got up. Went up to see Chapman,
Potter & Howard McCullough
about going up to Rome City to
spend next Sunday. Then returned
to the house for a while & went up
to the train to say good bye to Liz-
zie T Hoagland who went up to
Chicago to live again. She has
been here with Mr Hoagland while
Mecca has been East. I may not
see Lizzie & John again before re-
turning to Texas. In the afternoon
read and wrote at home. Went
down town for a short time to get
my pantaloons which had to be
pressed after yesterday's drench-
ing. In the evening before tea Sue
& 1 called on Mrs. Holman Hamil-
ton and her daughter Kate & on
Mrs Allen Hamilton & Miss Eliza.
Kate is a charming young lady but
her father will not permit her to
have any gentlemen callers. I
guess I am the first one that ever
called on her at her home. The
girls and Lula went to Mrs
Jacob's, a grand aunt of Lizzie's
for tea. After supper called on Alf
Lukens & wife and on Mecca

York where he graduated twelfth from__
the Class of 1879. He was assigned as=%y

R .

Hoagland. Was just settling down
to have a good talk with her when

Chapman came in. Did not stay
long after he came. Found Henry
Meyer & Potter at the house call-
ing. Went to sleep on the porch.

Friday. Aug. 24, 1883

Got a letter from Fiebeger this
morning explaining why he could
not visit Fort Wayne now. Went
around town to make arrangements
for spending Sunday at Rome City,
in the morning. In the afternoon
Mr. and Mrs. Hedekin called to
see about West Point. Their son
has just been appointed by Con-
gressman Lowry. After their call,
Mecca Hoagland called on the
girls. She took Lula & Annie out
to Grandmother's in the carriage
and then returned for Sue & me. I
dressed while she was taking Lula
& Sue out (sic). While dressing,
Henry came for Lizzie in an old
two wheeled cart, and fantastically
dressed up. He did this as a joke.
Ambrose was out to Grand-
mother's and we all spent the night
there. In the evening we played
cards and had pillow fights and
played all kinds of jokes on each
other. Lovie Withers came out to
call with a young gentleman, but
neither Lula, Sue nor I spoke to
her. Ambrose & I slept together.

Saturday. Aug. 25, 1883

Was awakened early this morning
by Henry who was playing some
joke on the girls. Did not go down
to breakfast until after eight
o'clock as the girls hid our clothes
and played other jokes. After
breakfast we all rode over to town
and I came home after doing some
errands down town. About 3:30
P.M. the girls, Sue, Lula, Aunt
Mary, Mary & Kate, Chapman,
Howard McCullough, Ambrose &
I went up to Rome City. Potter &
Henry were unable to go with us,
but the former was at the train.
Had a pleasant ride up and found

quite a number of Ft. Wayne peo-:

ple there at the Spring Beach Hotel
where’ we ‘stopped. ‘After washing
we ‘had supper and were then
joined by Cary, who had come up
yesterday and was out fishing
when we came today. Rowed
around on the lake after supper and
a few went to the roller skate rink.
I tried & failed, falling three or
four times. After rowing returned
to the hotel & sang and played
games until midnight.

Sunday. Aug. 26 1883

After breakfast, the whole party
took boats and went out for water
lilies and were out until dinner
time. There were hundreds of the
lilies in bloom and we had a great
many. Lula, Kate, Cary & I deco-
rated our boat and came back in
style. Sat around talking & eating
apples, and slept until supper. Af-
terward all went out on the lake
and sang. After all the other
guests had retired our party met in
the parlor and had a cold lunch of
pie, chow chow & biscuits.

Monday. Aug. 27 1883

Took a boat ride until 11:30 this
morning after breakfast. Then said
good-bye to the other guests & re-
turned home. Howard & Mary
played whist against Annie & me,
but we were victorious. Got home
about one o'clock and after dinner
went down town. Saw McQuiston
there. Henry and Ambrose
brought me up in the carriage &
then took Lizzie and Annie out to
spend this week at Grandmother's.
After supper Henry & Ambrose
came over in the carriage & took
me & Will Ruthraufff out to call
on Miss Cravens who is visiting at
Mrs. Charles Bond's. I met Miss
C. in Leavenworth in '81 when
she was visiting at Mrs. (?)
Durni's and liked her very much.
I enjoyed the call a great deal. Re-
tired rather early this evening after
returning from the call. Before
going out to Bond's went to Mr.
Hedekins & gave him a letter to
Fiebeger introducing his son who
has just gone to West Point.

Tuesday. Aug. 28 1883

Today is the day to break camp at
West Point. Received a letter
from Marie today and wrote one to
here as I did not write Sunday. It
is rather quiet at the house now
that the young ladies are away.
Father went down to Indianapolis
this morning at one o'clock to at-
tend to his case. Went down town
and to the factory this morning. In
the afternoon Lula, Sue & I called
at Mrs. Orma Bond's, Mrs. Bar-
rett's and Mrs. Charles Bond's,
Mrs. Judge Morris', Miss Goff
and Miss Colerick, but found only
Mrs. Morris and the Misses Goff
at home. Spent the evening at
home. Henry Meyer was here for
a short time in the evening.

Wednesday. Aug. 29, 1883

Father returned about midnight,
but his case was not compromised.
I am glad because I think he has an
excellent case and will get more
from the Court. Went down to the
factory where I saw Annie, Liz-
zie, Ambrose and others from
Grandmother's. In the afternoon
walked out there for a while.
These girls are very pleasant, but
they dont care to have much to do
with me and 1 guess I feel the
same about them. In the evening
we all went up to Mrs. Laubach's
to a little evening company and

had a very pleasant time there

dancing, playing whist and music.
Got home about midnight, the girls
remaining to spend the night there.
Wrote to Capt. Vance asking a
loan of $100.

Thursday. Aug. 30 1883

Went down town and to the factory
this morning. Saw Mr. Edgerton
this morning and had a talk with
him in regard to getting a detail to
Purdue College, of which he is a
Trustee. In the afternoon went
downtown for a short time and on
returning home took a bath. About
6:15 Henry Meyer called with a
hack & took Sue & Annie, while I
took Lula & Lizzie in another hack
up to Mrs. Holman Hamilton's for
dinner. Wore my full dress (cits)
for the first time this evening, but
do not feel wholly satisfied with it.
There were about 15 at the table
and we had a fine dinner.  This
was the first time Miss Kate Ham-
ilton had ever been permitted to
have gentlemen company at home
and I feel flattered to be one of the
first guests. Returned home about
9:30 and 1 changed the claw--
hammer for a cut-away and then
went up in the hack to Mr. Henry
Hoffman's to call on Landis, 1st
Cav'y., who graduated in '78.
Had a very enjoyable talk with him

October 24 Deadline For Bidding
On Forfeited State Land

AUSTIN--A catalogue listing 239
tracts of forfeited state land reser-
ved exclusively for bids from Texas
veterans is now available from the
Texas Veterans Land Board (VLB).
Bids will be opened on Oct. 24, 1995
at1p.m.

The catalogue, which contains
bidding instructions and a detailed
description of each tract, can be or-
dered by calling 1-800-252-VETS.

Located in 96 counties, the tracts
range in size from five to 82 acres.
The tracts, known as Type I tracts,
can be purchased with no down
payment. Bids are restricted to
eligible Texas veterans.

The VLB will finance the entire
loan amount of all winning
bids.There is no limit on the amount
loaned or on the number of tracts
that an individual can bid on.
However, eligible Texas veterans
are limited to one land purchase in
the sale.

“Since these tracts have never
been offered for sale by the board,
this sale gives Texas Veterans an
excellent opportunity to buy good
land with 100 percent financing,”
said Texas Land Commissioner
Garry Mauro who also is chairman
of the VLB.

Mauro noted that setting aside
new forfeitures exclusively for bids
from Texas veterans is a long-time
VLB policy.

“The Veterans Land Program is
part of a Texas tradition that goes
back to the days of the Republic of
Texas,” Mauro said. “It’s my belief
that Texas veterans should get first
shot at any forfeited tracts.”

Tracts not sold in the October sale
will be offered to both veterans and
non-veterans through local real
estate agents.

Texas veterans will receive a 7.64
percent interest rate with a 30-year
assumable fixed-rate loan. A $25
non-refundable fee for each bid is
required.

The sale will be by sealed bid
only, with a minimum bid set by the
board. All bids must be received by
Oct. 24 at 1 p.m. Bidders need not
be present at the bid opening.

& Making A Difference

It’s school time again. Kids are
back in classrooms instead of
playing outside. School buses have
been dusted off and are busy hauling
eager -- and maybe some not-so-
eager--children to school each
weekday morning. And those yellow
lights that alert us of school zones
are flashing again.

As summer officially comes to a
close and parents send their children
off to school, it’s a good time to take
a look at the importance of
education and the best way to help
children learn.

Education is a topic that is often
at the center of heated political
debates. There is a great deal of
disagreement about what role the
federal government should play in
educating our children.

Currently, Washington provides
about six percent of all education
funding, yet dictates about 40 per-
cent of how education funds should
be spent. Congress has spent the
last few months debating whether
Washington should continue to tell
communities how to educate studen-
ts or whether it should get off the
backs of community leaders and
parents. I prefer the latter.

For years, liberal education
bureaucrats in our nation’s capital
have imposed one-size-fits-all man-
dates on schools from New York
City to Fort Stockton. Do they
honestly think that schools in New
York and West Texas face the same
situations and set of circumstances?
How can someone in Washington,
D.C. know what’s best for children

in towns they’ve never even heard
of?

s

While I’m sure these ‘‘experts’’ in
Washington have the country’s best
interests at heart, my belief is that
the more money and mandates sent
out by Washington, the greater the
education problem becomes. -It’s
time for Washington to step aside
and allow Texans to decide how best
to educate our children. If commun-
ities want to experiment with in-
novative education ideas like school
choice or vouchers, they should be
allowed to see how these new ap-
proaches work.

So far, any effort to take some of
the power away from these
bureaucrats and return it to parents,
communities and states has met
with tremendous resistance. Op-
ponents of educational reform will
declare that if anyone wants to
reduce the size of the U.S. Depar-
tment of Education, he or she must
be against educdtion. Let’s be
realistic for a minute. Much of
the money that Washington throws
at education is spent to keep
bureaucrats employed, not to help
children learn. That is the real
reason they are so worried.

While the debate will continue
over who should decide how to
educate our children, we as parents
should do everything we can to help
our children learn. We should par-
ticipate in parent-teacher conferen-
ces and school events. We should
help our children do their homework
and improve their reading skills. No
matter how much government
money is spent on education, paren-
tal involvement will always be the
best way to help children learn.

Sons Of WWII Heroes Attend

FREDERICKSBURG--Noted aut-
hor James A. Michener and the sons
of World War II military leaders
Chester Nimitz and William ‘“Bull”’
Halsey will join hundreds of other
Pacific war veterans here on Sept. 2-
3 for V +50, an event to mark the
50th anniversary of the war’s end.
All three men are Pacific war
veterans.

Michener will serve as Honorary
Chairman, and William Halsey and
Chester Nimitz, Jr. will join former
President George Bush and other
veterans in Fredericksburg, Texas,
the hometown of WWII Fleet Ad-
miral Chester Nimitz and site of the
Admiral Nimitz Museum. Admiral
Nimitz, with Halsey at his side, ac-
cepted the Japanese surrender for
the U.S. aboard the USS
MISSOURI in Tokyo Bay on Sept.
2, 1945.

Author Michener joined the U.S.
Navy as an enlisted man, rising to
the rank of lieutenant commander
and serving on 49 different South
Pacific islands during WWII,
primarily as a trouble shooter for
aviation maintenance. This ex-
perience inspired him to write Tales
of the South Pacific, which won the

Pulitzer Prize in 1947.

“In World War II, the free world
stood up to the tyranny of Hitler and
the Japanese war lords,” said
Michener. “The Allied victory in
Europe, with the powerful assistan-
ce of Russia, decided the future in th
at part of the world, and the over-
whelming naval and army victories
in the Pacific safeguarded our liber-
ties in that hemisphere.”’

Rear Adm. Chester W. Nimitz,
Jr., now retired in Florida, was in
Manila when the war broke out, and
he was on patrol within 12 hours. He
spent the entire war on subrqarine
patrols, and was a sub skipper in the
South Pacific for most of 1944.
Nimitz served under Gen. Douglas
MacArthur’s command, not his
father’s and only saw his father

twice during the war.
.. “Earlier in the war, when I found

out dad had been put in command o
the Pacific fleet, I sent him a _letter
saying, ‘Don’t make a move without
consulting me,”’ joked the younger
Nimitz recently. ‘‘Of course, he
ignored me, and ended up doing all
ight on his own anyway.

nggtlce, on his way back to the u.s,
Chester Nimitz, Jr. happened to stay
with his father in Pearl Harbor on
the eve of the battle of Lgyte Gulf, a
pivotal conflict in the Pacific war.

“I was a brash young sub skipper,
I'd seen plenty of action, and I was
having this conversation in the thick
of things that night with my father
and with Admirals Spruance and
McMorris. And they probably
thought I was a real pain.”

On the other occasion when their
paths crossed during the war, Ad-
miral Nimitz pinned on his son one
of three Silver Stars won by the
submariner, who also earned the
Navy Cross. The Silver Star his
father bestowed was for comman-
ding a small boat that tried to rescue
some British officers from under the
noses of the Japanese in Java. Un-
fortunately, they had all died of
malaria when Nimitz reached their
camp.

After he retired from the Navy in
1957, Nimitz spent four years with
computer giant Texas Instruments,
and later became president of
Perkin-Elmer Corporation an east
coast technology manufacturing
company.

“I’m 80 years old now, though I
don’t feel it,”’ Nimitz said. ‘“And it’s
amazing to me how ignorant a lot of
younger people are about World
War II. The U.S. by and large is
much more casual about tradition
and history than most European
countries, and I don’t think that’s
right.”

While Chester Nimitz, Jr. spent
most of the war beneath the waves,
Bill Halsey was afloat on the South
Pacific aboard the aircraft carrier
USS SARATOGA. He was an
aviation supply officer ashore, and
at sea alternated between comman-
ding a battery of six 20 mm guns and
helping handle ship telecom-
munications.

“I wasn’t a World War II hero,”
said Halsey recently from his home
in California. “I was like 200,000
other guys; I did my part.” This
modesty betrays the fact that Halsey
once spent five days on a life raft
near the Solomon Islands after the
fighter plane group he was with had
to ditch in the sea at night. He was
also aboard the SARATOGA when
it took out an enemy base at Rabaul,
one of two big Japanese naval
strongholds in the Pacific.

Unlike the younger Nimitz, the
younger Halsey saw his father often
during the war. Halsey’s father had
a well-deserved reputation as an
aggressive, decisive officer who
loved a good fight and was admired
and respected by his men. Like the

younger Nimitz, Halsey also visted
his father in Pearl Harbor at a key
moment during the war.

“I actually spent a night at Ad-
miral Nimitz’ HQ in Pearl Harbor
with dad. It was fascinating listening
to dad and Admiral Nimitz
discussing the ups and downs of the
war in the Pacific. It was clear to me
that my father had a great respect
and admiration for Admiral Nimitz,
and I’m sure he felt the same way
about dad. Ultimately, they became
good friends.

“I think Admiral Nimitz was

looking my father over at that point.
Things were not going too well in
the South Pacific. The Japanese had
run rampant, and Nimitz was
looking for somenone to take
charge. I think the purpose of those
two days was for Admiral Nimitz to
make a judgement about him. As a
result of that meeting, in about a
week, dad was appointed to com-

mand U.S. naval forces in the South
Pacific.”

Like Nimitz and Michener,
Halsey also believes it is important
for the current generation to
remember and understand the
lessons of WWII.

“My wife and I went to Norman-
dy several years ago, and came
away feeling that was something
that every American kid should
really go and see. Unfortunately, it’s
difficult to offer a battlefield of the
Pacific that people can visit. That’s
why there’s a definite need for
museums like the Nimitz museum
and for events like V + 50.”

nutrients to the water, while
providing shelter for the varied
aquatic life.

As leaves are shed into the
stream, they break down into
protein, making the water a
healthier place for life. Indeed,
where banks of some creeks, or
rivers, have been cleared of their
plant life, the water becomes barren.
As a result, aquatic life, including
fish, cannot live there.

As water tumbles over fallen
branches, rocks, beaver dams, and
the like, oxygen is added to it. Find
one of these little water falls and sit
by if for awhile. Water sounds of
this type are very soothing to the
human animal.

Walls and dams which are built,

by man or animal, to control water
in some way, must have maintenan-
ce. For water, perhaps the most
powerful force on earth, will
conquer; and, if unchecked, even-
tually destroy these inhibitors of its
force. While driving along any road,
or walking in any terrain, visible
signs of the power of water are
present. One only has to look; water
tracks are everywhere.

This community is, indeed, for-
tunate to have this ‘‘water track’’:
Las Moras Creek. The sign at the
bridge of Fort Clark Road says,
“Cross Las Moras Creek and your
sins are washed away’”’ - Indian
Legend”. Perhaps the intangible
sins are washed away, but the
tangible ones lie in the water, on the

Extension Service Means
Different Things To
Different People

What is a county agent and what
does one do? I get that question
more times than you can imagine.
Often, I take for granted the fact
that not every person in this county
knows what an extension agent with
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service does and is responsible for
in each county. It is not until a coun-
ty resident comes to the office or is
attending an educational meeting
that a question arises about Exten-
sion Service work.

State law authorizes the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service as a
part of the Texas A&M University
System (which is the state land
grant university) to offer ongoing
educational services to improve
farm, ranch, home and community
life in Texas counties. County Ex-
tension Agents are an integral part
of the Cooperative Extension Ser-
vice, which represents a three way
partnership of the county, Texas
A&M' University and the United
States Department of Agriculture
(U.S.D.A).

The commissioners court of each
county enters into an agreement
with the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service and the U.S.D.A. for
the purpose of cooperating in farm,
ranch and home demonstration
work. The commissioners courts in-
clude in their annual budgets the
necessary salaries and other expen-
se items of each county Extension
office.

Through this “local front door”,
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service carries the problem-solving
knowledge available from research
and technology to county residents.
County Extension agents work
closely with Extension specialists
and local volunteers to transfer this
knowledge through public meetings,
demonstrations, short courses,
publications, mass media and
follow-up personal consultations.

County Extension agents live and
work with the people in a designated
county and form the basic unit of the
'I"exas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice. Agents are professional
educators with broad based training
in agriculture, home economics, 4-H
and youth work, natural resources,
community development and other
related subjects. Agents also work
with a county Extension program
council which is composed of local
lay people, who identify county
problems, evaluate solutions and
plan needed educational activities.

Cooperative Extension was made
possible by the passage of the
Smith-Lever Act of 1914. The

Texas Legislature, in 1915, accep-
ted the terms of the Smith-Lever
Act and established the Texas
Agncultural Extension Service as a
legal entity in the state, assigning it
to the Texas A&M University
System for administration. The
legislature also authorizes financial
participation by County Com-
missioner’s Courts of Texas.

The U.S. Department of
Agriculture administers all efforts
nationally. That covers the legal
basis for Extension work but what
about the functions on a county
level?

The basic function of the Texas
Agncultural Extension Service as
stated in the Smith-Lever Act is..
“to aid in diffusing among the
people of the United States useful
and practical information on subjec-
ts relating to agriculture and home
economics, and to encourage the
application of the same..

Texas Agricultural Extension
Service programming is based on
initiatives which include:
*Increasing Agricultural Com-
petitiveness - enhancing the ef-
ficiency and effectiveness of
agricultural producers dealing with
lowering production costs, making
products more competitive in the
world market and increasing profits.
*Water Quality Management -
programs to address water quality in

home, landscapes, agricultural
production and natural resource
system management.

*Proper Use of Chemicals in the
Environment - inform public of
scientifically proven environmental
problems and ways to minimize
chemicals in our environment.
*Solid and Hazardous Waste
Management - waste management
impacts every aspect of community
life and TAEX is committed to in-
creasing research-based knowledge,
instilling attitudes of environmental
responsibility and  stimulating
change in practices among com-
munities.
*Conservation of Natural Resour-
ces - developing technologies
available for improving practices to
better manage natural resources.
These are a few of the 22
/initiatives ‘that each county in this
state works on in the way of
educational programs and many
other services. Get involved with the
Extension process to promote a bet-
ter way of life for all of us who live in
this great state.

The result is TriCare, a new
health care system that improves
the coordination of the health care
delivery systems of each of the
military  services. TriCare asks
retirees for an up-front annual
enrollment fee and charges depen-
dents and retirees for each civilian
doctor visit. Care in military
hospitals remains free.

TriCare is scheduled to go on line
Nov. 1 at Laughlin. A TriCare ser-
vice center'is scheduled to be com-
pleted by Sept. 30. The service cen-
ter will be located in the patient ad-
ministration section of the hospital,
Bldg. 375.

_Also during September, TriCare
will increase the availability of in-
formation on the TriCare program.
Enrollment begins in October and
during this time TriCare-eligible
beneficiaries will receive mail-out
packages describing the program
and how to enroll.

“The bottom line is that patients
won’t notice many drastic changes,
however, appointment times and
referrals should be much quicker,”
said Jack Wallace, 47th Medical
Support Squadron health benefits
advisor.

TriCare guarnatees quick acess
when requesting to see a doctor.
“Enrollees have access to health
care services in a timely fashion,”
said Wallace. “No more waiting 30
days for the next available appoin-
tment. Under TriCare, you should
be able to be seen routinely within
one week of calling.”

TriCare also offers low cost and
less paperwork when using civilian
health providers. The program does,
however, require people to stop and
think about what TriCare option
they should choose.

Under TriCare Prime, for e am-
ple; the éﬁ}omﬂént'rig’z‘]fd’r‘ﬁdgéj;gr
and has specific program rules such
as requiring people to seek non-
emergency care first from the
primary care manager first.

The primary care manager offers
“one-stop  shopping” for all
questions and needs relating to the
TriCare Prime program, officials
said. Full-service TriCare service
centers also coordinate all health
care needs including appointments
and claims assistance.

For life-threatening emergencies,
TriCare Prime members go directly
to the nearest emergency depar-
tment. When the medical problem is
not life-threatening, patients either
get treatment from their primary
care doctor or call the health care
finder for authorization.

“When needing medical care for
anything except a true emergency
while outside their local area,
TriCare Prime enrollees call the
health care finder for instruc-
tions,”’ said Wallace.

For retirees over age 65, TriCare
Prime will not be offered due to
.congressional requirements that
TriCare be a CHAMPUS program.
Beneficiaries when they reach age
65 become Medicare eligible and
lose their CHAMPUS
eligibility. ;

However, officials said retirees
over age 65 will still be seen in
military treatment facilities on a

sked by beneficiaries regarding the

TriCare program:

Q: What is TriCare? Who is
eligible for this program?

A: TriCare is a regionally

managed care program for members
of the Uniformed Services and their
families, and survivors and retired
members and their families.

TriCare brings together the
health care delivery systems of each
of the military services, as well as
the civilian health and medical
programs of the uniformed services,
in a cooperative and supportive ef-
fort to better serve Department of
Defense beneficiaries and use the
resources available to military
medicine. Through the help of
managed care support contracts,
civilian provider networks are
created along with other managed
care support services, to develop,
implement and operate a com-
prehensive managed health care
delivery system for military health
service system beneficiaries.

Q: Describe the TriCare benefits
package.

A:  For CHAMPUS:-eligible
beneficiaries, the TriCare benefits
package offers a triple option of
health care services to CHAMPUS
beneficiaries.

TriCare Standard is a fee-for-
service option that is the same as
Standard CHAMPUS. It requires
deductibles and cost shares.
Beneficiaries will continue to have
the most freedom in their choice of
providers, but if they see providers
who do not participate in CHAM-
PUS, they must file their claims in
the normal way.

TriCare Extra offers a preferred
provider option, with discounts.
This option allows beneficiaries un-
der the Tricare Standard option to
receive care from civilian network

providers,” on a'case-by-case basis,
atareduced cost share compared to
TriCare Standard, without having to
ever file a CHAMPUS claim form.
Standard CHAMPUS deductibles
are applicable. Enrollment isn’t
required.

TriCare Prime is an enrolled
health maintenance organization op-

tion with enrollment fees for
retirees, but no deductibles.
Enrollees selecting this option

choose a primary care manager to
provide or arrange for their health
care requirements. The TriCare
Prime option offers the scope of
coverage available under Standard
CHAMPUS, plus additional preven-
tive and primary care services. The
TriCare Prime benefit also includes
a new point-of-service option that
allows enrollees freedom of choice
to use providers without an
authorization from their primary
care manager, but at significantly
higher cost sharing than TriCare
Standard.

As with  TriCare  Extra,
beneficiaries are relieved of the bur-
den of filing any CHAMPUS claims
when wusing TriCare network
providers. Non-CHAMPUS eligible
beneficiaries may continue to access
all services within military treat-
ment facilities as they do today.

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REP. GALLEGO
DISAPPOINTED

BY JUDGE'S COMMENTS

(Austin)--(08/29/95) Today,
Representative Pete P. Gallego con-
demned comments by a State
District Judge, and vowed to in-
troduce legislation which would
bring this matter before the Texas

Legislature during the next
legislative session.
Representative  Gallego ~ was

responding to a child custody case
before District Judge Samuel Kiser
earlier in the month in Amarillo in
which he held that a mother
speaking only Spanish to her
daughter at home constituted child
abuse. Language became an issue in
the custody battle between Marta
Laureano and Timothy Garcia over
supervision rights for their 5-year-
old daughter.

Mr. Garcia claimed to Judge
Kiser that the only English his
daughter was learning was what he
taught her. Judge Kiser granted the
father’s request for unsupervised
visits and chastised Ms. Laureano
for “abusing” her child, saying that
she was ‘‘relegating her to the
position of a housemaid.”

“I find it abhorrent that a sitting
judge would make these types of
comments,” said Representative
Gallego. “To equate a lack' of
English proficiency with abuse is
wrong and shouldn’t be tolerated.
Unfortunately I hear of this type of
attitude in positions of authority all
too often.”

The judges comments have
angered Hispanic leaders in
Amarillo and all across the state who
say it illustrates the misconceptions
of bilingual education.

“The judge overstepped his
bounds,” stated the Representative.
“I plan to monitor this situation
carefully, and to take whatever
steps necessary next legislative
session to see to it that decisions
such as these are eliminated.”

As the only rural West Texas
Hispanic legislator, Representative
Gallego has had to deal with issues
such as these before. In 1993 he was
successful in similar legislative ac-
tions to open up the Ozona Golf
Club’s member’s dining room to
Hispanics, who had been barred en-
try by club officials. yii :

Dove Season Opener
A Texas Tradition

AUSTIN--Any Texas
wingshooter who has expended
more than an ounce of lead shot over
the top of a sunflower patch will
probably agree, dove hunting can be
the best/worst hunting experience
you’ll encounter all year.

What other migratory game bird
can boast bringing so much
wingshooting sport to so many
people in so many areas? What other
bird remains accessible to the spor-
tsman of modest means, his kids,
cousins and mother? And, in Texas,
what other game bird can be hunted
in virtually every part of the state,
from Texarkana to Terlingua, from
Texline to Boca Chica?

Likewise, what other game bird is
so deceptively difficult to hit as
these elusive gray ghosts? But, as
those same veteran dove enthusiasts
will tell you, it’s not the numbers
taken that makes them brave the
September heat, and the assortment
of biting and stinging critters
lurking in the weeds -- it’s the
tradition.

While it might seem cruel that the
first hunting opportunity of the year
could also qualify as the toughest for
bagging a limit, dove hunting offers
the chance to park the lawnmower,
dust off the old smooth bore and
have a September hunting reunion
with family and friends. It’s also a
good chance to hone your shooting
skills for the upcoming quail and
waterfowl season.

Friday, September 1 will mark
the opening day for dove season in
Texas in the North and Central
Zones for the umpteenth con-
secutive year. This year, ap-
proximately 400,000 Texas dove
hunters will take part in the 60-day
season, which for the second
straight year will offer a 15-bird
daily bag limit for mourning doves.

Aside from the fact the season
will probably always open Septem-
ber 1, the only other guarantee with
dove hunting is there are no guaran-
tees. ‘“The birds are usually where
you find them and less than 15 per-
cent of wingshooters can boast
filling their daily bag once in a
season,” said Jay Roberson, Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department
program leader for webless
migratory game birds. “In fact,
estimates. show, the. average dove,

huater, will, harvest, just four birds
per.outing, 13 for the season, so plan

on carrying plenty of shotshells.”
While dove breeding population
estimates for both mourning and
white-winged dove declined
somewhat from previous years,
1995 statewide population estimates
remain at the long-term average.
These fluctuations in breeding
populations shouldn’t have drastic
impacts on the number of doves a
hunter can expect to find, according
to Roberson. ‘“‘From a hunter’s point
of view, the main factor is how many
young are produced that year and
how much dove food is available in
the area he intends to hunt.” The
number of hunters shooting in a
specific area can determine the

» quality of the hunt -- too few and the

birds are not moved -- too many and
they may be moved right out of the

area. He explained that while hun-
ting pressure has little effect on
overall dove populations, heavy con-
tinuous pressure in a small area may
cause doves to abandon the area
prematurely.

“Obviously, any management
program that reduces heavy con-
tinuous hunting pressure and
provides food, water and other
habitat requirements will result in

huntable numbers of doves
remaining in an area for a longer

period of time,”’ said Roberson.

Because doves will travel great
distances to satisfy their needs for
food, water and rest, a place to hunt
doesn’t necessarily have to possess
all three traits. Roberson said a
ready food supply, such as a sun-
flower field with plenty of bare
ground for picking up seeds, is
enough to attract birds. Waterhole
hunting, which can be generally less
productive in years or areas with
above average rainfall, could
provide excellent opportunities
during an extended dry spell.

While hunters across most of
Texas will get a chance at mourning
doves on Sept. 1, the mourning dove
season in the South Zone will open
on Sept. 22 and run through
November 5 and reopens December
26 through January 9, 1996. In the
Central Zone, mourning dove season
will run September 1 through Oc-
tober 17 and from December 26
through January 7. The North Zone
season will run from September 1
through October 30.

The statewide dove bag limit
remains 15 mourning, white-
winged, and white-tipped doves in
the aggregate including no more
than 6 white-winged and 2 white-
tipped doves per day. Shooting
hours will remain one-half hour bef-
ore sunrise to sunset. Whitewing
hunters should remember that a $7
white-winged dove stamp is
required to hunt whitewings
anywhere in Texas and that
whitewings now occur throughout
much of the Central and South
Zones. Hunters are also reminded to
renew their hunting licenses, which
expire Aug. 31, before heading out
on opening day.

A four-day white-winged dove
season in the Special White-winged
Dove Area also was approved by the

four-day wh1tewm hunt  will
Sept. 2-3 and 9-10 in the Special
White-winged Dove Area along the
Rio Grande from Del Rio to Brown-
sville. The bag limit is 10 white-
winged, mouring and white-tipped
doves in the aggregate, including no
more than five mourning doves and
two white-tipped doves per day.
Shooting hours are noon to sunset.
A portion of this area is closed, so
please check the 1995-96 Texas
Hunting Regulations for dove, teal,
gallinules and rails which is
available at TPWD offices and most
sporting goods stores where licenses
are sold.

One fully feathered wing is
required on all dressed doves at all
times in the South Zone and the
Special White-winged Dove Area.

The Border Patrol is the only
agency recognized by the courts as
expert trackers. Tracking is used
daily to locate illegal aliens and to
rescue lost children and adults.

“Sign cutting”’, or tracking, is an
art passed down from generation to
generation..It can betaught, but ex-

perience creates skill. Sign cutting
has a language of its own developed
to describe the clues found as the
tracker moves from one sign to
another. A sign can be any whole or
partial footprint. A skilled tracker
can tell if a footprint is very fresh or
hours old.

A clue may be a bit of disturbed
grass or rocks that have been turned
over. These are seen more easily in ,
early morning or evening, when
shadows make them apparent. The
tracker marks the trails as he '
follows it by scratching a line in the
ground with a stick or tying a strip
of paper on a tree limb. If he loses
the trail, he can then return to it.

The tracker working on the
ground is also in contact via radio
with - other trackers and with a
helicopter, allowing coverage of
more ground. When the illegals are
found, shoes are matched to prints
for identification. If a trail ends
abruptly, the illegals have been
picked up and spirited away.

According to Mr. Berg, the
illegals keep trying to- fool the
trackers, but they won’t succeed.
Trackers get up each morning eager
to face a puzzle that never ceases to
intrigue them. To do this job, they
brave rattlesnakes, extreme heat,
cold, and the ever-present
possibility of danger from illegals.

. Central Power And Light Company Requests
Permission To Establish Real Time
Pricing Pilot Program

Central Power and Light Com-
pany today filed a petition with the
Public Utility Commission of Texas,
to establish a pilot program that
would offer industrial and commer-
cial customers special pricing op-
tions according to the time of day
that the electricity is used.

The program, known as ‘“Real
Time Pricing,” (RTP) reflects a dif-
ferent approach to traditional elec-
tric service pricing, according to
Richard Byrne, CPL’s director of
rates. CPL’s. proposed RTP
program - will offer participating
customers the optlon to purchase
electricity at .prices that reflect
CPL'’s hourly marginal cost.

Under CPL’s proposal, prices
for each hourly period are com-
municated to customers a day in ad-
vance, enabling them to decide how
to optimize their energy use.
Customers can choose to shift their
industrial production or other elec-
tricity usage from high-cost hours to

low-cost hours, thereby reducing
their total energy costs.

“This pilot program reflects
CPL'’s continuing commitment to of-
fering our customers more choices
on how they purchase our electric
service,” Byrne said. ‘“The infor-
mation that we acquire from this
pilot program will help determine
whether this type of program is
feasible for other customer groups.”’

Industrial customers participating
in similar programs in other states
have been able to lower their energy
costs by as much as 10 percent,
Byrne added. The pilot is con-
sidered a ““demand side
management program,’’ a term that
refers to an electric utility’s ability
through a partnership with its
customers to guide the growth of its
electric load in order to delay the
need to build new power plants and
other facilities.

CPL initially will offer the
program to 20 customers that have
the ability to shift their use of elec-
tricity in response to hourly prices.
The 20 customers selected during
the initial phase also would be
among those which CPL has the
metering technology in place to ad-
minister the rate. CPL plans to ex-
pand the program to 200 customers
in phases over four years.

In addition to obtaining approval
from the PUCT, CPL must also
submit the proposal to the cities
where the program is offered.
Because this pncmg structure is
relatively new in Texas, we an-
ticipate significant interest from the
Commission, Byrne said. ‘“‘Con-
sequently, the final proposal likely
will be different from our initial
proposal. To eliminate duplication
and avoid possible confusion, CPL
has delayed filing the proposal with
the cities in order to respond to

comments from the Commission.”’
