Well after a six year fight Texcor
is on the scene again under another
unassuming name “Rio Grande Re-
gional Municipal Solid Waste Land
Fill”. (No connection with Middle
Rio Grande Development Council.)
They are not only proposing to put a
land fill but they are also asking for
three different types of waste on their
permit. The operator, Adobe Eco
System has no prior experience in
operating a land fill.

The landfill site is 424 acres, 213
acres are for the landfill. Projected
life of the landfill is 64 years. Types
of waste, municipal, industrial and
“Special” operating 24 hours a day -
830 tons per day. Adobe proposes to
inspect (by their own operator) on a
random basis, one percent of the
waste loads, to look for hazardous,
radioactive waste, liquids and other
prohibited materials. Adobe requested
authorization for open burning. A real
fire hazard for Spofford.

Transportation access along Hwy
131 for trucks and the use of the rail-
road. This will block both crossings
if there is an emergency South of the
railroad track. Adobe proposes to
exclude hazardous and radio active
waste at this time - but to me there is
no guarantee that there will be no
hazardous or radio active waste, due
to the fact that Joe York and family
can at anytime withdraw the deed
restriction and allow Texcor inves-
tors to put hazardous or radio active
waste in the purposed duﬁp. To put
it very bluntly he has threatened to
do so several months ago, when the
City of Spofford refused to rescend
their resolution against the purposed
dump. Joe York and family discon-
nected their water pipe line from the
City of Spofford (which Spofford had
to borrow $5,000 to get connected to
York’s water line) leaving the whole
community without water. A person
or persons who will do this leaves no
doubt that he will do what he threat-
ened to do and what will happen to
the other thousands of acres owned

by the York Estate? Folks think about
it. Who stands to prosper by the
dump? Not Kinney County because
we will have all the contamination and
clean-up. Remember this is private
enterprise. Your government will not
clean it up.

Texcor claims they spent 10 mil-
lion dollars on their fight against us.
Let me assure you that they cannot
get a return of their investment from
a regional landfill.

We are not against a landfill but
we are against industrial and special
waste. We are also against waste
coming from all over the United
States and Mexico. In reference to
Judge Seargeant’s statement to the
Express News, “Some people would
oppose a church.” There is no com-
parison in a waste dump and a church.
You are way off base. Some people
love the smell of money and have no
thought for the consequences which
will derive from this type of a mas-
sive dump. We do have a very clean
environment in Kinney County so let
not the greed of money destroy it.

After reading all the facts about
the three types of waste and you op-
pose this type of dump - call your
local officials, your governor, sena-
tor or state representative or any one
who might help us in the fight against
this waste dump. Nothing comes af-
ter a dump. It is a dead industry. (Muy
Muerte)

Poor, Less-Educated

And Uninsured Also Are Least Active

A newly released Texas Depart-
ment of Health (TDH) report has
found that Texans are no more physi-
cally active than are the average citi-
zens of the rest of the 'U.S. The analy-
sis of a survey of Texas households
during 1994 reveals that sedentary
lifestyles, or lack of adequate exer-
cise to maintain good health, appear
to be most common among low-in-
come, uninsured Texans who have
less than high school-level educations.

The month-to-month telephone
survey, collected through the TDH’s
Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance
System (BRFSS), revealed four, main
characteristics of sedentary lifestyles
among the Texas population: older
than 65, less than a high school edu-

cation, annual income lower than

$15,000 and a lack of health insur-
ance.

*Inadequate physical activity is a
significant factor among Texans age
65 and older. About 67 percent of
survey respondents who were at least
65 years old were sedentary, com-
pared to 51 percent of respondents
18 to 24 years old.

*Adult Texans with the least edu-
cation (less than a high school educa-
tion) tend to be less active than those
with higher educations. Some 69 per-
cent of survey respondents with less
than high school attainment lived sed-
entary lives, compared to 45 percent
of respondents who were college
graduates.

*Physical activity among the re-
spondents was less among those with
lower than $15,000 yearly household
income than among respondents earn-
ing more than $35,00 annually. About
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69 percent of Texans in the lower-
income level were sedentary, com-
pared to 46 percent in the higher in-
come level.

*Lack of adequate physical activ-
ity was higher among people who had
no health insurance. Some 71 percent
of uninsured Texans lived sedentary
lifestyles, compared to 53 of those
who had insurance coverage.

Dr. Phillip Huang, Chief of the

TDH Bureau of Chronic Disease Pre-'

vention and Control, said, “The
BRFSS findings on inactive or low-
activity lifestyles may point to some
major factors influencing health and
welfare cost in this state.”

He explained, “A sedentary
lifestyle is one of the major causes,
along with smoking and improper
nutrition, of heart disease, the lead-
ing cause of death in Texas.”

Dr. Huang added, “The large pro-
portion of poor, elderly, lesser-edu-
cated and uninsured Texans who are
at increased risk of heart disease pose
a huge challenge for our health care
programs. An important fact is that
lack of adequate physical activity to
maintain better health is a prevent-
able condition. Both state and local
health authorities must direct more
resources to encourage physical ac-
tivity among all segments of the Texas
population, but especially among
these segments that are most prone
to sedentary lifestyles.”

He added, “the best and most cost-
effective means of health care are
programs that lead to prevention of
disease and injury. And prevention
requires health education and promo-
tion of healthful habits.”

I.R.S., Austin; and Jackie Free-
man, U.S. Dept. Agriculture, Aus-
tin.

A review of the personnel is re-
vealing regarding the psyche of “law
enforcement” agencies. Keeping in
mind that the law demands a sworn
affidavit of probable cause to secure
a search warrant. This raises big ques-
tions. What was the probable cause
for an agent of the U.S. Department
of Agriculture to be sent from Aus-
tin? What was the probable cause
leading to two women investigators
from Internal Revenue Service to
come from Austin? When the old
adage “One riot, one ranger” is ap-
plied, why four Texas Rangers from
Midland, Del Rio and Uvalde, what
probable cause? What probable cause
demanding two agents from the U.S.
Marshal’s service from San Antonio?
Where is the probable cause demand-
ing 3 D.P.S. Narcs? What is the prob-
able cause that justifies 10 D.P.S.
criminal intelligence agents?

What law justifies Rosanna
Church in forcing a deputy sheriff to
take off his gun? What law justifies
this agent, directing the raid on-.the
Sheriff’s home to deny the deputy’s
entrance to the house to observe what
was taken? At her direction, why did
she direct things to be taken not even
remotely connected to search war-
rant? I mean for example, family pic-
tures of his children when they were
small and boxes of things not called
for in the search warrant.

When two agents can execute a
search warrant of the residence of
0.J. Simpson why does it require 24
agents to raid and promiscuously
carry off volumes of materials hav-
ing no bearing on the case?

Norman Hooten was as good a
sheriff as there was in Texas. The
D.P.S., because of local politics, saw
an opportunity to flex their muscles
and destroy the remarkable career and
put one of their own in his place.

The D.P.S. has side tracked its
major responsibility of Highway
Safety and under the plea of needing
more money for highway safety the
agency has wheedled mega bucks
from the pockets of tax payers to want
to take over law enforcement
throughout the state. They would like
to see every sheriff replaced by one
of their “good old boys.”

The only way to bring the D.P.S.
back to its major responsibility is to
cut off the dollars that allows the de-
partment and a few miscreant agents
to corrupt true law enforcement and
make a mockery of the law.

I must say before closing this, with
exception of one or two of the raid-
ers here, these are people just doing
their job. They were here because
their superiors ordered them here. By
and large they are all persons of in-
tegrity. The problem is with the di-
rectors of the agencies. Until the
wings of the directors are clipped or
they are replaced by, men of integrity
we: canvexpect this sort of reprehen-i
sible conduct to continue. 03

Indeed, there is nearby a like raid
by 42 agents many in camouflage.
This happened because he raises “pit
bull” dogs and dared to testify on
Hooten’s defense. I hope it doesn’t
take another “Ruby Ridge” or

“Waco” debacle before the people of

the state wake up and clean house.

Happy New Year to everyone and
hope that this year will be even bet-
ter than the last for you. December
was an extremely busy month with
18 cases filed with the local courts.
The charges range from possessing
an untagged deer and killing over the
limit of bucks to killing deer at night
and hunting from a public road. There
have also been several reports of
Trespassing and two stolen or miss-
ing guns have been returned to their
rightful owners. Several deer have
been confiscated and given to needy
families in Brackettville to help them
put food on their table.

A couple of these cases were made
because landowner or concerned citi-
zen called me when they saw or heard
something that made them believe
someone might be poaching. The big-
gest help was that they contacted me
immediately and gave accurate and
detailed informatior Things such as
an accurate location, vehicle descrip-
tion including license plate number,
number of occupants, clothing de-
scriptions, and which way the vehicle
or persons went, all helps to track

down a poacher. But the key is to call
immediately with any information.
Sometimes when you see something
you think is poaching or trespassing
or road hunting, and it is not reported
until later in the day or next week, it
makes it harder to follow up or track
down these persons or vehicles.

The deer season is beginning to
wind down. It ends North of High-
way 90 on January 7, except for any-
one who has a muzzleloader and
wants to hunt the Muzzleloader
Anterless Only Season from January
13-21. On the South side of Highway
90, the general season ends on Janu-
ary 21. There is a Special Anterless
Only Season which runs from Janu-
ary 22 - February 4. Seems like the
season gets longer every year.

_ For you dove hunters, yes, there
1s a short season going on right now!
It started on December 26 on both
sides of the Highway and ends on
January 7 North of Highway 90 and
on January 9 on the South side of
Highway 90. Bag and possession lim-
1ts are the same as they were during
the regular season: 15 doves total, of

wh@ch 00 more than 6 of those can be
whitewing doves.

Happy Hunting and Happy New °
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7 Plant Pecan Trees Properly -'

Most of us are not thinking about
planting and growing plants right
now, especially with the cold snap we
just experienced, but now is the time
to plan ahead and be thinking about
planting your pecan trees that you
have been wanting to add to your
home landscape.

One of the keys to growing pe-
cans, whether in the backyard or in a
commercial orchard, is to plant the
trees properly so that they get off to a
good start. Tree planting time is at
hand — January and early February
are the best times — and here are a
few guidelines to go by when plant-
ing.
To begin, select a tree 4 to 8 feet

tall as soon as nurseries get their sup-
plies. Plant as soon as possible, us-
ing care not to let roots dry out or
freeze. Dig the hole only as large as
the tree’s root system. If the hole is
too deep, the tree will settle and this
can cause poor growth or death.

The taproot should sit in the bot-
tom of the hole. If the hole cannot
be as deep as the length of the roots,
cut back the taproot to fit the hole.
Pack original soil around the roots as
tightly as possible. Packing the soil
in 2 to 3-inch layers is better than
watering to pack the soil. Use adja-
cent soil to complete filling the hole,
not light soil, sand or potting soil. The
tree can drown in rainy weather if
light fill soil is used on clay type soils.

Plant the tree at the same depth
it grew in the nursery row. Look at
the colors to determine the soil line:
the bark is gray and the root is dark
brown. Cut off the top half of the tree
at planting to balance the stem and
roots and to force growth close to the
soil line.

Wrap the lower 18 inches of the
trunk with aluminum foil to prevent
side shoots, sun scald and rabbit dam-
age. On large plantings, use a mix-
ture of white latex paint and water
(one part paint to three parts water).

Build a basin around the tree to
hold water and give each tree five
gallons of water immediately after
planting. Make sure tree do not go
longer than 14 days without water.

Basins work well on brand new trees
but should be leveled after'trees have
become established. 4

These are some basic steps in
planting pecan trees that can lead the
way in getting them into production
in a few years. We have some excel-
lent publications dealing with pecan
varieties and care in the Extension
office.

The 41st annual Kinney County 4-

W;s} Point was the only active post
remaining after the Revolutionary
War in 1802. It’s purpose is to pro-
v1d_e leaders of character who are
trained in defense of the country.
Duty, honor, and love of country are
stressed. Focus on the physical as-
pect of the military is taught along
with the importance of integrity and
selfless service. West Point concen-
trates on the moral and ethical devel-
opment of its students.
_ Fifteen percent of Margaret’s class
1s made up of women. This is the
highest percentage since women have
been allowed to attend West Point.

Margaret went to a preparatory
school for West Point, and the prep
school class arrived on the West Point
campus a little ahead of the regular
class. She showed some slides of the
campus and students. One was of the
cadets marching. She noted that West

Point was the only military academy
that marched its cadets the first day.
During the year, two formations a day
are met, but the cadets don’t march
to class as they once did.

On graduation day, Margaret will
receive an Army commission. A six
year service commitment is also in-
curred.

As Margaret spoke, members
were impressed with her bearing, al-
ready a mark of her training, and with
her organized, well delivered presen-
tation.

We can’t report on Margaret’s
program without commenting on her
appearance and realize this sounds
like a quick conversion to fashion
commentary. (If a woman’s role in
the military were commonplace, per-
haps we wouldn’t feel this need.) She
wore her handsome dress uniform of
white slacks and a gray jacket with
gold buttons and dark braid. Her dark
hair was pulled back neatly into a bun.
In answer to a question from the au-
dience, she said the only jewelry
women are allowed to wear are small
earrings of diamonds or pearls and
one ring on each hand. Margaret
looked crisp, neat and dedicated to
her role. Uniforms are attractive
whether those who wear them are
male or female. And we have to add:
Margaret looked wonderful in hers.

voting entity is located. The Farm
Service Agency will determine eligi-
bility of challenged voters, count bal-
lots and report referendum results.

All producers, feeders and import-
ers who certify that they were en-
gaged in sheep production, sheep
feeding or importation of sheep or
sheep products between January 1,
1994 and December 31, 1994 will be
eligible to vote in the referendum.

The order may be approved by
either a simple majority of those vot-
ing or by voters who account for two-
thirds of the number of sheep repre-
sented by these voting. The initial
domestic assessment rate would be 1
cent per pound on live sheep sold and
2 cents per pound on greasy wool
sold. The assessment vote on im-
ported sheep or sheep equivalents
would be 1 cent per pound with a
cents per pound assessment on
degreased wool or wool products ex-
cept that imported raw wool is ex-
empt from assessment.

Hospital Forms Partnership With
Methodist Healthcare System

_The Val Verde County Hospital
District has signed a three-year con-
tract with Methodist Healthcare Sys-
tem of San Antonio for hospital man-
agement services. The contract be-
came effective October 1, 1995. The
hospital had previously been under
management contract with the Me-
morial Healthcare System in Hous-
ton.

Under the agreement, the locally
elected Board of Directors of the
Hospital District maintain control and
responsibility for healthcare services
delivered in the hospital.

tract with a major hospital system
“improves the continuity of manage-
ment and assists the Board in making
decisions in a complex environment. ”

Fifty percent of the Methodist

the world’s largest investor owned
hospital chain. Columbia/HCA owns
335 hospitals and 120 outpatient sur-

Unfinished Business

t has been said that a problem well stated is a problem half solved. Well,
I the problem of deficit spending has been defined... and for the first time

in 40 years we’re seriously starting to solve it.

We accomplished much in 1995, but we still have so far to go to fulfill
our commitments to the American people.

We know what needs to be done. What follows is a list of the issues
Congress will need to concentrate on during the new year.

* Number 1 - We must follow through on achieving a balanced budget.

_ Although the President has finally agreed with Congress on the commitment

to a balanced budget within seven years, there remains a daunting number of
details to be agreed upon, involving fundamental differences of approach and
principle. Welfare, Medicaid and Medicare reform hang in the balance.

salary‘and it is taking more from you in taxes, fees and higher prices’ for

everything you buy. Ending government profligacy will produce economic
growth for the next century, and end the unfair imposition of a burdensome
debt on the backs of our children and grandchildren. These issues are the most
vital to our country’s future.

e We must continue to lay the groundwork for reforming the federal tax
system. Be it through aflat tax, value-added tax orany of the several proposals
that have been put forth, our tax structure is unsatisfactory. It punishes hard
work and productivity — and stifles economic growth. It must be fixed in a
way that allows Americans to keep more of what they’ve earned.

* Around the world, we will be watching the events about to unfold in
Bosnia very closely. Congress and the executive branch should work together
to articulate a set of principles to guide global U.S. defensive strategy. We
must not continue to go from one foreign policy crisis to the next without a
plan of action. Our national security and the safety of our troops are at stake.

e Congress must continue the march toward regulatory reform it
started last year. Although some of the most egregious examples of regulatory
overkill have been slowed or stopped, this is still costing Americans billions
of dollars annually, destroying hundred of thousands of U.S. jobs and
crippling our productivity in the international marketplace.

The critical period for reforms has arrived: When we move from
promises to reality. As we scale back government in aresponsible manner, we

God has given us a marvelous gift

— time. It is one of the dimensions

of reality as we know it, manifesting
itself as day and night, seasons, years,

past, present and future, and as su_ch
the gift of time helps us to organize
our lives. Even in the most primitive
of civilizations there are devices used
to tell time (sun dials and such), and
though the millennia we have super-
organized ourselves by dividing each
of the natural divisions of time into
months, weeks, days, hours...down
to split seconds. (The only thing we
haven’t managed is to squeeze an
extra hour or two into a day — al-
though some of us have tried pretty
hard!) When the New (Greek) Testa-
ment speaks of this kind of time, it
uses the word chronos. Chronos re-
fers to physical or quantitative time.

Chronos is one gift of time, but it is

not the only one. In the New Testa-

ment there is another word for time,
kairos.

Kairos refers to time, not divided
by quantity but rather by a particular
quality. Kairos is used to speak about
the way things are in a given chronos
period. It speaks about the way we

are, particularly the way we are in
relationship, in relation with one an-
other, creation, and God. To borrow
a phrase from Dickens, kairos can be
“the best of times” or “the worst of
times.”

Chronos organizes our lives;
kairos organizes ourselves. Chronos
keeps rolling along no matter what
we do; we can’t add to it or take away
from it, we can only accept it. Kairos,
on the other hand, is what make it; it
is determined by God and by how you
and I live with one another, with cre-
ation, and with God.

Chronos is very important, and
under good circumstances I’ll take all
of it I can get! Karios is even more
important — it’s what we do with
our time that counts. As we enter the
new year, the chronological unit de-
fined as 1996, let us graciously re-
ceive the God-given gift of time, and
let us be good stewards of that gift,
choosing carefully and wisely what
we will do with it.

May 1996 be a blessed year in
Brackett and throughout God’s cre-
ation.

the Class of 1879. He was assigned as #

2nd Lieut of “E” Company 19th In-
fantry and came West. Following ser-
vice at Fort Garland, Colorado
Territory. and Fort Leavenworth,
Kansas, the regiment moved to Fort
-Brown at Brownsville, Texas where
Lt. French was detailed as the
Regimental Adjutant. In December of
1882 the 19th Infantry was posted to
Fort Clark.

At Fort Clark, on January 1, 1883,
Lt. French began diaries which  he
faithfully maintained for the next
thirty years.

January 1884: Lt French remains in the
field close to the line of the Southern Pa-
cific at Mayers Spring (near present day
Dryden) in command of the Seminole--
Negro Indian Scout Detachment. His
obsession with his mail is repeatedly re-
corded in the diary. The train delivers the
mail daily and he frequently postpones ac-
tivities to see what the mail might bring.
He continues to be drawn into get rich
quick schemes involving pig ranches or
land deals for which he must borrow
money. When his request for a loan from
Captain Vance is turned down he is disap-
pointed but continues to dream. He
writes to Lieur Bullis about the scouts
treaty with the government and goes on
several explorations with the men looking
for an elusive mine and water. The winter
weather produces two snowfalls and fre-
quent northers. ~When the Paymaster
arrives (who had the previous year '..
made mean remarks..." about the food) Lt
French is stll the gracious host. He
writes a profound observation, "If hospi-
tality is a sacred duty, a proper respect &
regard for the host's feelings should be
equally binding on the guest.”" . Guests
come and go to include the post sutler
from Fort Clark, Dave Jacobs, who ap-
pears to collect money owed by the Semi-
noles. Practicing on his violin and writing
letters occupy the days while games of
Whist and Parcheesi fill the nights. The
order relieving the detachment arrives and
Lt French expects to be back at Fort
Clark by mid-February.

Tuesday. January 1 1884

The new year opened clear but
quite cold with a stiff norther
blowing all day. Mrs. Lougee felt
too unwell to come to breakfast.
Soon after breakfast the mail came
bringing a letter from home, a
bundle of papers, pay from Maj.
Bash & some O.B.'s. Father
writes that Mother is still confined
to her bed. It is plain that he feels
worried about her. Hope to hear
more favorable report soon. Wrote
Father sending money to pay for
insurance & shoes & music. Sent
check to be deposited in San Anto-
nio Bank. Afterwards completed
report of fuel forage &c. & wrote
an O.B. to Vedder. Received corn
& oats from Torres. Very cold
job. Mrs. L. & Capt. Simonds
joined us at dinner. Excellent din-
ner. Lougee superintended the
clam chowder. Blanco had an epi-
leptic fit today. Guess he will
have to go to the Post as soon as
he is well enough to travel. After

dinner - walked over;to the;, hause

-with Captain & -ireturned ~with

globe for lantern. The doctor & I
had some words about the globe,
but we were soon all right. Must
learn to control my temper & not
make a fool of myself. In the eve-
ning Lougee & I beat Madame &
Dr. at euchre. Afterwards worked
on Muster Rolls. Bowlegs returned
today. Gave him a "cussing-out".

Wednesday. January 2 1884

Went over to the house after
breakfast. Wrote letter home after
returning and then worked on the
muster rolls. No mail for me. Am
very anxious to hear how Mother
is getting along. Received corn and
oats today, neither Torres being
present. After dinner walked over
to the house which is almost com-
pleted. Then worked on the muster
rolls and almost completed them.
Not so cold today. West wind
blowing. Blanco a little better, but
not well enough to travel. Hope to
complete the rolls tomorrow to get
his signature before he goes in.

Thursday. January 3 1884

Today is Lula's birthday; hope
she will see many more, each
more pleasant and prosperous than
the preceding. A miserable west
wind was blowing all day. This
wind is the most trying wind that
blows around here, for some rea-
son or other. Went over to the
house in the morning after compar-
ing the muster rolls with the help
of Lougee & Doctor. Had them
signed at noon and sent one to the
Adjutant General in the afternoon.
Feel relieved now that these are
made out. In afternoon received
remainder of corn & oats from
Torres and sent him a receipt to
Thurston by his teamster for the
whole amount delivered. Lougee
& wife moved over to the house
today but ate dinner with us. In
evening played on the violin for a
while, read the papers which I
have been unable to read before
and made out the quarterly account
current of the company fund be-
longing to the Detachment.

Friday. January 4 1884

Rather warm all day. Norther
sprung up at sunset and tonight it
is getting quite cold outside. Com-
pleted return of Ordnance and
compared the returns with Doctor
before dinner. Also made quar-
terly statement of Ordnance & got
everything ready to mail tomor-
row. Confound Vedder, he ought
to send the stationery. Only two
more returns to be made and then
the rush is over. Received a letter
from home with the welcome news
of improvement in Mother's

health. Hope it will be continued
and permanent and that I will soon

Afterwards
Mrs. L & I were beaten at euchre
by Captain & L. Returned about
nine o'clock, completed some
O.B.'s, wrote a letter to Father
and one to Capt. Vance enclosing
in the latter a note for $400 pay-
able January 5 1886, interest 10%.
Hope the Captain will be able to
let me have the money for I think
the investment is a first class one
in all respects.

Saturday. January 5 1884

Made out Quarterly Return of
Quartermaster's  Stores  today,
comparing the two with the Dr.
before dinner. Also wrote some
O.B.'s. Received a bill of lading
from Vedder that stationery was.
shipped on the 2nd. It ought to be
here already. After dinner walked
over to the house and made a short
call on Captain. Lougee & wife
were in the tent part of the time.
After returning read part of a
novel by Hatton, "The Queen of
Bohemia" and afterwards took a
bath. Quite cold this evening.
Cleaned & played my violin a
while today.

Sunday. January 6 1884

After breakfast wrote a letter home
and was very much pleased to get
one from home with the welcome
news of improvement in Mother's
health. Bessie Hoffman's wedding
cards came also. Must acknowl-
edge them. Played on the violin a
little before dinner. Have not had
time to play much since coming
back from Clark. After dinner
Doctor & I went over to the house
by invitation and had some cake
and eggnog both of which were
very nice. Sat and talked until nine
o'clock & then returned to play
over some music Mrs. Lougee lent
me this evening. Afterwards read
"Queen of Bohemia” until bed-
time. Mr. Frank a cattleman on
the other side of the railroad was
in camp for a short time this after-
noon. Some settlers came past just
after dark on their way to Davis.
They are camped near the men's
tents.

Monday. January 7 1884

Today completes the first week in
the New Year. Completed the last
return today & compared the two
copies with the Doctor's help. Re-
ceived a letter from home, one
from Marie and one from Maj.
Bash that he would be here Thurs-
day morning. Mother's health is
improving, I am very thankful to
learn. Cold norther prevented the

hunting party from starting out this
morning. That outfit that came
last evening after dark is still en-
camped near the mens' tents.
Wish they would go. Stationery
came today. After dinner prepared
all mail to be sent out tomorrow
and wrote to George & also to
Mrs. Hoffman to congratulate her
on Bessie's wedding. Afterwards
completed Queen of Bohemia and
read some other short stories

Wrote a letter to Bullis, who for-
merly commanded the Seminoles,
about any treaty that was made
when they crossed the Rio Grande.

Tuesday. January 8 1884

Practiced on my violin until the
mail came bringing me a long ex-
pected letter from home, dated
Dec. 15, & one from Dave Jacobs
at the Sutler's store, Clark, asking
me to collect some money for him.
Wrote him in the evening that I de-
clined to do any more collecting.
Received a letter from Capt.
Vance, in which he returns my
note and says he cannot spare so
much money now. Feel rather dis-
couraged about the hog business as
it seems such a feasible scheme.
A bundle of papers came also.
Started a hunting party out this
morning giving Ward instructions
to hunt for that mine and to bring
in some specimens. Lougee was
over this morning and made me a
fine promise if I can find any
water on the land near the San
Francisco. Intend to go down
there next week to hunt, & shall
look very thoroughly for water.
Read the papers from home until
dinner. Afterwards went over to
the house & had a long talk with
Capt. Simonds. He was very kind
and has promised to have a talk
with Nason and let me know just
what can be done. about the pig
ranch. Felt much better after this
talk. Had a talk about the land
business near San Francisco,
Lougee coming in to join the con-
versation. If I can find any water,
they will secure the land, make a
stock company, give me some
shares for nothing and then de-
velop the land & sell it for as
much as possible. Spoke to Cap-
tain about Ward's mine and he
promises to take the specimens
home to be analyzed. After re-
turning wrote a letter home enclos-
ing 3 notes to pay my insuqmce
this year.
