Fire alarms sounded shortly after
9 AM, Wednesday January 24. The
old Gateway Hotel building' was on
fire! Fire department personnel
dropped what they were doing and
raced from all directions to the loca-
tion. Personnel did everything pos-
sible with the equipment they have,
but the old building was going fast.

It was a spectacular yet very dis-
heartening sight. Flames leaping high
into the sky and out the doors and
windows. Highway patrol, Sheriff

blocks, and closed Ann Street for 1
block. All traffic was routed away
from the smoke and flames. The front
gate to Fort Clark was closed and the
back gate on SH 131 had to be opened
for an entrance. Gas service was

turned off for a 3 block area by quick -

acting City crews. The Del Rio Fire
department responded with 3 trucks,
arriving around 10:30 AM.

By 1 PM the fire had been reduced

The old Gateway, as it is now
called, was built in the mid 1930’s
by Alex Schubach. Alex called it the
Home Oil Service Station. There was
a car dealer in the back of the build-
ing and a package store at the side.

Schubach to buy gas. “That old muf+
fler on his truck was just shooting out
flames and making an awful racket
all the way”.

Thru the years the building has
housed several businesses: a fancy
hotel, apartments, Tom Roselle’s law
office, liquor store, bar, several res-
taurants, washateria, beauty shops,
gift shop, insurance office and many
more we are not aware of at this time.

The present owner of the building
is Mike Roselle, son of Evelyn
Roselle, grandson of Alex Schubach.
The Community Council Office was
located in the office at the back of
the building. Beverly Wright, Com-
munity Council director, was in San
Antonio at the time of the fire.
Beverly said that was 10 years of
work and many personal items gone.

Adobe, the unexperienced opera-
tor of the landfill from
Fredericksburg, will develop the land-
fill site under the name “Rio Grande
Regional Municipal Solid Waste
Landfill Facility” in the same loca-
tion previously sought by Texcor, if
granted a permit. Texcor was de-
nied a permit, by the Texas Natural
Resources Conservation Commission
(TNRCC), in their bid to dump ra-
dioactive waste at the site in the fall
of 1994.

Last fall, in an interview with the
“Express News”, Jim Stephens,
President of Adobe, said that no waste
will be shipped from Mexico. How-
ever, in Adobe’s prospectus they
state:

“ Adobe Eco-Systems, Inc. is de-
veloping a Landfill near Spofford,
Texas...that systematically addresses
the concerns of the Host community

and its customers across America.
The Greater Rio Grande Regional
Waste Management Facility is being
designed....to offer competitive prices
nationwide....Adobe Eco-Systems,
Inc. has also negotiated to purchase
an additional 7200 acres immediately
adjacent to the site....A national rail-
way line is located east of the prop-
erty and is an integral part of Adobe
Eco-Systems, Inc.’s business plan for
the facility....This excellent rail ac-
cess and handling allows the Rio
Grande facility to completely serve
virtually all major metropolitan areas
in the United States....Adobe Eco-
Systems, Inc. has been contacted by
Maquiladora companies along the
Texas/Mexico Border. There is cur-
rently a need for a safe and efficient
way to dispose of the thousands of
tons of waste generated by these com-
panies daily. Government officials
have contracted us about solving these
problems on a long term bases (sic).
Union Pacific has expressed an inter-
est in Joint Venturing collection fa-
cilities in South and Central Texas.
We have also discussed Joint Ventur-
ing a barge off loading facility in
Corpus Christi, Texas....”

In Adobe’s case, the word “land-
fill” is just a fancy name, or
euphuism, for “toxic garbage pit”.
The three types of industrial wastes
Adobe proposes to dump with their
permit are: Class I: toxic, corro-
sive, flammable and dangerous to
human health. Class III: building
materials, construction debris and in-

It was an old custom in Kinney County Game Warden
England to draw lots for
sweethearts on Valentine’s
Day, the person drawn being
given a present, sometimes of
an expensive kind, but more
often a pair of gloves.

Skunks gener-
ally occupy a variety of ecological
areas, including open fields, prairies,
croplands, fence rows, farmyards,
forest edges, and woodlands, but
seem to prefer brush, wooded areas,
and tall grass prairies. Inareas where
they are common, they have a ten-
dency to live around farmyards and

often make their home under or in
buildings. Some species are found
in rocky canyons, cliffs, or brushy
gulches where thickets or rocks piles
afford protection. When natural den
sites are unavailable, they may use
armadillo or badger holes, fox dens

nal and are seldom seen in the day-
time. It has been said that if you see
a skunk out during the day, that means
it is sick or has rabies. Skunks do
carry rabies but just because they are
seen occasionally during the day does
not always mean it is sick or has ra-
bies. Skunks are less active during
the cold periods but they do not hi-
bernate.

Skunks eat a variety of foods.
They prefer insects during the sum-
mer and fall, and small mammals
such as young cottontail rabbits,
birds, and field mice in winter and
spring. Plant material, mostly fruit,

is consumed in summer and fall.
Spotted skunks are agile climbers
capable of running up and down a tree
like a squirrel, which enables them
to feed on fruit and bird eggs. Skunks
(and coons) are also frequent visitors
to chicken houses eating both fowl
and eggs.

Most species of skunks produce
only one litter of young per year in a
nest of dried grasses and weed stems.
It is possible that a second litter could
be produced at times. The number
of young in a litter ranges from 2 to
9 with an average of 4 to 5. At birth,
newborns are blind and cannot hear.
The eyes open at about 30 days and
they can walk and play after about 36
days. They are capable of musking
(producing the foul smelling odor that
is their trademark) by 30 to 46 days,
depending on species, and are weaned
at about 54 days, at which time they
are about half grown. They gener-
ally reach adult size at about 3 to 4
months. Skunks live as families from
the time they are old enough to walk
until they are old enough to fend for
themselves. The mother, occasion-
ally accompanied by the male, may
often be seen feeding with her brood.
The members of the family separate
in the fall, but during the winter, as
many as 7 to 10 adults or mixture of
adults and young have been reported
in well situated dens.

I have heard of some people hav-
ing skunks as pets, with the scent
glands removed, of course. Itis never
recommended that a wild animal ever
be taken from the wild and tamed as

a pet. Often such an animal will ap-
pear to be tame and docile, but can
be unpredictable, and could turn on -
the pet owner and become aggressive.
If these “pets” escape or are dumped
as unwanted when grown, they have

no natural defense mechanisms left = ;

and will not survive in the wild again.
. Their enemies, other than man,
include dogs, coyotes, foxes, cats, -
bobcats, and owls. Striped skunks °
are highly susceptible to being struck
by vehicles, and road-killed animals
are commonly seen along highways
throughout Texas. Individuals sel-

dom live more than 2 years in the
wild.

When disturbed or startled, skunks = "

utter a peculiar purring sound and

often growl when attacked by man.

Th;y typically express their anger by

TiSIng up on their hind feet, lurching °
forward, stamping both front feet, and

at the same time clicking their teeth.

The expelling of musk generally fol-

lows this behavior. Their defensive .
behavior sometimes consists of a
rapid series of handstands, which
Serves as a warning device to aggres-
sors. If approached too closely, they
drop to all fours in a horseshoe shaped
stance, lift their tail, and direct their
head and rear toward the potential
aggressor, releasing their foul smell-
Ing musk from two large scent glands.
This musk can be accurately dis-
charged for a distance of 13 to 16
feet. It is wise to always be safe and
cautious and keep your distance from - -

It costs the task force $100.00 per
ton to destroy narcotics, they have to
take the drugs to an enclosed burn
area. Anillegal drug lab (where per-
sons make the drugs) will cost
$10,000 to clean up due to the envi-
ronmentally hazardous chemicals in-
volved. The cost to hire a new agent
is $65,000, for salary, benefits, ve-
hicle, training, equipment, insurance,
travel and informant rewards. The
agent is responsible for supplying his
own weapon, the state will not issue
firearms. Drug dealers no longer use
Saturday night specials, the weapons
that we saw at the meeting were:
Thompson machine guns, Baretta,
1911 Colt 45, 12 gauge shot gun, a
Browning with a solid gold trigger,
and a Weatherby rifle, for your in-
formation most people cannot afford
these weapons. The drug people are
much better armed than the task force.

Our state government does not
consider drug trafficking a violent
crime! Even if the dealer has a fire
arm (and they all do) the only charge
that can be assessed is an illegal weap-
ons charge. If you steal a can of corn
from the grocery store it is consid-
ered a violent crime. Our state gov-
ernment just passed an additional law:
for up to $50.00 in drug sales the
mandatory sentence is 2 to 5 years
probation and you must give this sen-
tence 4 times before the person will
get real jail time. No wonder, most
offenses are by repeat offenders.
Even if the dealer gets a jail sentence
they will only serve 22 days of actual
time for each year of the sentence.

We are very fortunate to have the
Allied Area Narcotics Task Force
operating in Kinney County. To me
it seems like it would be a very dan-
gerous and often frustrating job (es-
pecially when the offenders beat you
home).

BISD’s Success Story:
Community Concerts

Judy Burks attributes the idea be-
hind this project to music memory
UIL contests. She complained to
Stoney Burks that she had turned her
students on to classical music, but that
they would “probably never” get a
chance to see or hear a live perfor-
mance of classical music. Stoney lis-
tened to Judy’s idea, and together they
went to work to see what could be
done. They enlisted the support of
Supt. Steve Mills asking that BISD
students be given tickets to attend
community concerts. Three years
ago, Mills told Judy, “I don’t know
where I’ll find the money, but the
need is there. I'll find a way”. The
times were tough in school finance
three years ago. Mills didn’t waver
as he let them know that he would
find a way to help. He did find a
way. This week, let’s explore the
idea.

This past week, the Community
Concert Association honored
Brackett’s representatives — the
Burks — as they paid tribute to BISD
for its innovative idea of purchasing
15 student tickets to community con-
certs for students in grades 5-12. The
regional meeting of the community
concert association was held in
Salado, Texas, at the Stagecoach Inn.
There were representatives from Mid-
land, Corpus Christi, Tyler, Irving,
Harlingen and many more communi-
ties in attendance. We received praise
for BISD’s commitment to the fine
arts.

How does the project work? The
Burks reported that Brackett ISD is a
AA school district of 618 students of
which 78% are low socio-economic
population. The Burks convinced
Supt. Mills to purchase tickets for
students to expose our students to the
arts. Mills had a family membership
to the concerts' and had no trouble
supporting the project. He agreed to
15 student tickets, and Stoney Burks
volunteered to oversee student par-
ticipation and to drive the bus to Del
Rio for the concerts. In the follow-
ing 2 years, BISD has upped its sup-
port to 20 student tickets. Brackett
members of the Community Concert
Association have started to offer their
tickets for student use if they are not
able to attend a performance. So,
many times an extra 7 to 10 students
can attend because of the generosity

of local members.

Since its inception what has hap-
pened to our students in the past 3
years?

* They have been exposed to 10
live performances.

* Musician, John Bayliss spent 30
minutes signing our students’ pro-
grams after the concert as he talked
to them about his music.

* Local piano teachers, have seen
a renaissance in piano instruction as
new students have been added to their
rolls.

* The Dallas Brass showed that
“even brass instruments can play clas-
sical music”.

* Qur students found that they
could travel only 32 miles to hear
what a London Orchestra sounds like.

* We found that a guitar can play
more than chords.

* Most important of all, about 170
Brackett ISD students have attended
concerts.

There were several principals in
attendance at the Stagecoach Inn to
hear the report from Stoney & Judy.
There was praise for our school sys-
tem for the commitment that we are
making to the fine arts. The Burks
reported that Supt. Mills supported
the project by going the extra mile.
He even drives the bus to the con-
certs when a driver is needed. Other
schools and towns were amazed at the
project and at its support from school
administration and teachers. Several
school districts — most of which were
larger and wealthier — were heard to
say that they were taking the idea
home for implementation in their
towns.

That’s about it! It was an idea that
Judy dreamed about. She enlisted the
help of husband and school adminis-
trator, Stoney. They followed up on
the idea, found a sympathetic ear from
Superintendent Steve Mills, and
Brackett kids came away winners.

It’s a great project. Ask any of the
students who have attended the con-
certs. Our students are the envy of
the Community Concert Association.
They dress well and behave better.
What a success story. . This week, a
'Tiger Salute goes out to Judy, Stoney,
Steve and all those adults and students
who have been a part of this grand
project that is a model for every com-
munity in Texas.

Francis Henry French was born in
Fort Wayne, Indiana on September
27, 1857. Deeply impressed from his
youth by the stirring deeds and stories:
told by veterans of the Civil War, he
realized his ambition for a military
career by entering the United States
Military Academy at West Point, New
York where he graduated twelfth from
the Class of 1879. He was assigned as
2nd Lieut of “E”’ Company 19th In-

fanhy and came West. Following ser- .

vice at Fort Garland, Colorado
Territory and Fort Leavenworth,
Kansas, the regiment moved to Fort
-Brown at Brownsville, Texas where
Lt French was detailed as the
Regimental Adjutant. In December of
1882 the 19th Infantry was posted to
Fort Clark.

At Fort Clark, on January 1, 1883,
Lt. French began diaries which - he
fasthfully maintained for the next
thirly years. :
Januvary 1884: Lt French remains in the
field close to the line of the Southern Pa-
cific at Mayers Spring (near present day
Dryden) in command of the Seminole--
Negro Indian Scout Detachment, His
obsession with his mail is repeatedly re-
corded in the diary. The train delivers the
mail daily and he frequently postpones ac-
tivities to see what the mail might bring.
He continues to be drawn into get rich
quick schemes involving pig ranches or
land deals for which he must borrow
moncy. When his request for a loan from
Captain Vance is turned down he is disap-
pointed but continues to dream. He
writes to Lieut Bullis about the scouts
treaty with the government and goes on
several explorations with the men looking
for an elusive mine and water. The winter
weather produces two snowfalls and fre-
quent northers. When the Paymaster
arrives (who had the previous year ..
made mean remarks..." about the food) Lt
French is still the gracious host. He
writes a profound observation, "If hospi-
tality is a sacred duty, a proper respect &
regard for the host's feelings should be
equally binding on the guest."  Guests
come and go to include the post sutler
from Fort Clark, Dave Jacobs, who ap-
pears to collect money owed by the Semi-
noles. Practicing on his violin and writing
letters occupy the days while games of
Whist and Parcheesi fill the nights. The
order relieving the detachment arrives and
Lt French expects to be back at Fort
Clark by mid-February.

Wednesday. January 23 1884

Finished the letter as soon as pos-
sible after breakfast and sent the
courier to Thurston. Practiced on
the violin and cleaned it before he
returned. A letter from home,
marked "Missent”, one from Hall
and an O.B. was my_share. Sev-'
eral of the men got letters that®
their families were sick. Had to
let four go to the Post. Had a talk
with the Sergeant. Think these
men are trying to put it on me. If I
can prove it on any of them will
make them suffer. Studied short
hand before & after dinner. In eve-
ning wrote a letter to Marie and
studied shorthand. Dry norther
commenced last night.  Letter
from home contained a short one
from Mother, the first since her
illness. Was very goad to get it.
In today's mail sent power of at-
torney to Allan Rutherford, Wash-

ington D.C. to collect arrearage to
June 30, '83 due me for cadet
service at West Point in case the
test case is decided favorably to
us; this case is now on trial. A
verdict is expected soon.

Thursday. January 24 1884

Sent the mail in early and shall
continue to do so. After breakfast
walked down to the tank where
were the Doctor & Lougee. The
mail came in soon afterwards
bringing me a letter from Miss
Smart offering to teach me music
for $2.00 a letter. Think I shall
accept. Before doing so I want to
hear from Capt. Simonds about the
pig ranch. Practiced on the violin
and studied short hand diligently.
Feel more encouraged now with
the latter than with the former.
After dinner Doctor & I walked
down to the house but did not stay
long. After returning wrote a let-
ter to Mr. Nason to enquire
whether the Captain had made any
arrangements about that property.

Fell asleep twice in my chair after-
wards. Studied shorthand a little
before going to bed.

Friday. January 25 1884

Sent the mail over just after break-
fast and took a walk with the Doc-
tor while waiting. Stopped by the
house & helped Lougee fix up a
manger, Mrs. L. being also pre-
sent. A letter from Capt. Simonds
and some official mail comprised
my share. Capt. writes that he
learned the terms for that 80 acre
of land, but they are too high. He
& Nason made me a fine offer to
take a 1/3 interest in their farm
225 acres house & well for $500 at
my own terms. The first of March
we will all put in $200 & buy pigs
& make repairs. After reading the
mail, practiced on the violin and
studied shorthand. After dinner
played solitaire a while & then
wrote a O.B. & a letter to Nason
& one to Captain, accepting their
offer & stating my terms. Studied
shorthand a while before retiring.
o 3w Py
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While waiting for the mail walked
out on a hill near camp with the
Doctor's gun and then practiced on
the violin. Received the order to
go in, Caraher's troop relieving
Randlett's, who comes out here.,
Caraher is to leave the Post on the
Ist. I ought to get in by the 15th.
A letter from Aunt Eliza written
for Grandmother & some O.B.
Studied shorthand a while but had
to go over to Thurston for the ra-
tions which came today. Rode the

horse over & enjoyed the ride too.
After returning weighed the rations
& then weighed the forage. Ra-
tions all right. Corp'l. Lougorio
& party returned with six fish, a
turkey & a skunk. Sgt. July was
cleaning the skunk to cook & eat it

when the Doctor & I went over to*

the kitchen to see the fish. Bought
the turkey for 50 cents. Got two
fish. After dark we went down to
the house carrying one fish as a
present. Played "Parcheesi" and
was disgusted at an outbreak of
temper by Mrs. L. when she told
her husband to shut up. After re-
turning wrote some O.B.'s, com-
menced letter home .& wrote to
Miss Smart to commence her les-
sons. Don't know whether it is
wise to incur the additional ex-
pense but am very anxious to learn
to sing. Took a bath before retir-
ing. Rained a little today.

Sunday. January 27 1884

Henry's birthday. Finished my let-
ter home, wrote to Capt. Randlett
about this place. Then walked
down to the Spring. - After return-
ing played on the violin until the
mail came. A letter from home &
some O.B.'s was my share.
Played on the violin & read until
four o'clock when the Doctor and I
went down to dine at Lougee's,
our turkey being nicely served up
by Mrs. L. Returned soon after
dinner and walked in front of the
tents for a while with the doctor.
Then read history and played on
the violin until bed time. A long
day. Must commence tomorrow to
make out invoices & receipts & in-
spection reports to have some
property conaemned.

Monday. January 28 1884

Misty this morning but cleared off
before noon. After breakfast sent
the mail over to Thurston and then
took a-long walk with the Doctor.
Only O.B. mail for me. Practiced
on the violin and studied shorthand
until four o'clock when we went
over to Mr. Lougee's to finish up

the turkey, and had a good meal. .
After dinner returned:to:eamp. &

read until dark when we went back
and played Parcheesi until nearly
midnight. We all became quite in-
terested in the game, and at times
were rather excited about it.
Cloudy & windy this evening.
Made out part of the receipts for
turning over the property to Capt.
Randlett.

Tuesday. January 29 1884
After breakfast took a walk and

then completed the memorandum
receipts. Practiced on the violin

e ot s o

and afterwards cleaned it. Read |
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until the mail. The train was three .

hours late & brought little mail,
none for the Doctor or myself.
Studied shorthand until nearly time
to weigh out the forage. After din-
ner commenced my letter home &
read until bedtime. This has been
a long day, rather tiresome be-
cause no mail came. Sent a letter
to Lula this morning to get a pre-
sent for Mother whose birthday
comes on the 12th prox.

Wednesday. January 30 1884

Finished my letter before breakfast
& sent over for the mail. While
waiting took a walk out to the
tank, stopping to talk to Lougee on
the way back. A very small mail
came with nothing for me. Prac-

ticed on the violin and studied
shorthand until half past two when
I rode over to Thurston with Luce
& was rewarded by getting a letter
of the 18th from home, which had
been carried past yesterday or this
morning. Weighed out the forage
after returning.- A small hunting
party that went out Monday re-
turned this evening & now we
have deer and game. In the eve-
ning we went over to the house &
played Parcheesi, the Doctor &
Madame winning. All were quite
excited during the game. After re-
turning made out pay accounts for
this month & wrote a letter to send
them tomorrow to the San Antonio
Nat. Bank to collect & deposit the
amount of $116.67 for me. Read
until bedtime.

Thursday. January 31 1884

Sent pay accounts for last month in
today/'s.smaili . Took.:a walk with
the Dogtoxjafter breakfast return-
ing just as the mail arrived. Noth-
ing for me. Practiced on the violin
and studied shorthand. Afterwards
weighed the forage and made out
report of fuel, forage &c. In the
evening went over to play Par-
cheesi in which Lougee & I were
successful. Doctor was angry be-
cause beaten & behaved rather
childishly. After returning made
out Monthly Return & Requisition
for fuel &c. & prepared them to
be sent to Clark tomorrow sending
a note to Hall at the same time to
keep my mail.

While we were living in Austin I
had an experience I never want to
have again.

Then finally we heard the
voices of our men and then they were
with us.

Dad jumped into the swift mov-
ing water and got to the sand bar
which was fast disappearing.

I'll never forget the experience.
I’ve always had great respect for deep
water since that experience - I mostly
stay out of it.
