Norma Conner recently returned
from a commitment with the Chris-
tian Appalachian Project in Jackson
County Kentucky. This is Norma’s
second year to help with the project
and she intends to keep going. “It
just makes you want to cry when you
see how these people are trying to
make a life for themselves. The CAP
is a non-profit interdenominational
service organization that seeks to help
the people of Appalachia help them-
selves.

The people of Appalachia work
hand in hand with volunteers and staff
members to improve their lifestyle
and their community. Volunteers
perform what ever tasks are needed
by the individuals, including helping
them get their GED.

Norma was the cook for over 40
students and staff members the first
week and 99 students the second
week. The students were from col-

leges all over the country, working
to help others on their spring break.
Norma said that unfortunately Texas
was not represented by the students.

During this project the two groups
built 3 new houses (average size 20’
x 24’), did extensive repairs to 3
houses, and built new additions for 3
houses. These repairs and additions
included new flooring, walls, ceilings
and bathrooms where there weren’t
any.
CAP operates more than 60 pro-
grams in the heart of rural Eastern
Kentucky. Founded in 1964 by Rev-
erend Ralph Beiting, CAP’s many
programs were created to offer solu-
tions.

Patrick Regan - The Great Highland Bagpipe.

Patrick Regan traveled from Pitts-
burgh, Pennsylvania to Brackettville
Texas this past week. On Friday he
did several programs for the differ-
ent age groups of the Brackettville
School District, ages ranging from
Kindergarten to Senior High School.
The children and teachers alike were
thoroughly entertained with Mr.
Regan’s stories, as .an added bonus
they learned a lot about the art of
bagpipe playing.

Mr. Regan’s favorite student story
is of a man that was his student in
Austin for 7 years. After Mr. Regan
and his family moved “back east” this
student himself became a teacher.
There are now 4 generations of stu-
dents who have in turn become the
teachers. “It just makes you feel
proud to see the art being carried on
like that” stated Mr. Regan.

In August of 1977 Patrick and a
good friend, Kevin Hendrix, startt_:d
a group of Bagpipers called, ‘The Sil-
ver Thistle Pipes and Drums’, in San
Antonio. This group is now well
known and travel all over the United
States in competition against other
pipes and drums.

“I started playing the pagpipes out
of jealousy.” Patrick stated. He was
in Boy Scouts and the scoutmaster’s
son (whom Patrick was already envi-
ous of) asked Patrick’s father to teach
him to play the bagpipes. Not to be
outdone by this other kid, Patrick took
up the bagpipes also. This began a
tremendous rivalry between the two
boys and probably kept them both
very serious about learning. Patrick
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recently was cruising the internet
reading the Bagpipe page, when he
noticed a request for a piece of mu-
sic that he and this- other kid had

memorized when they were boys.

After further inspection Patrick real-
ized it was his childhood rival whom
he hadn’t heard from in years.
Patrick’s response to the request was
“You mean you don’t still have it
memorized?”

“My teachers are responsible for
my music” Patrick very modestly
said. His first teacher was of course
his father of whom Patrick jokingly
said, Couldn’t put up with me so he
found another teacher for me. Patrick
was a student of Mr. Forbes in Dal-
las Texas who kept Patrick’s atten-
tion with stories of the spitfires he
flew in the Royal Air Force. Then
Patrick moved on to Seumas
MacNeill, who wrote the book on
tutoring for the bagpipes. Mr.
MacNeill was the head of the college
of piping in Glasgow Scotland, and
had won the Silver Medal in the Scot-
land Competition. Patrick said that
Mr. MacNeill is the greatest classi-
cal bagpiper he has ever heard. In
Scotland Patrick took lessons from
“The Bear” quiet spoken Fred
Morrison. Then in 1983 Patrick
moved his family to Pittsburgh to
study under Jim Macintosh. Jim has
won every prize there is and at 71 is
not one that you would like to have
to compete against. He recently re-
ceived the “Most Excellent Order of
the British Empire” for his bagpiping.
This award is just below being

knighted by the Queen. “The great
thing about Jim is that as a teacher he
is still a student, constantly analyz-
ing his own music.”

Patrick Regan wants to encour-
age all people, especially the young
ones to go after your goals no matter
what hurtles stand in your way.
Patrick was a contender in bagpipe
competition for the Silver Medal for
several years with no problems then
one year he was struck with a hor-
rible case of stage fright. He says
“It is a debilitating fear that even now
I have to constantly fight.” Patrick
quit playing the bagpipes totally for
5 years after the attack of stage fright,
then he decided not to let this fear
win. For seven years now he has
worked and studied to reach his goal
to win the Silver Medal and to'go on
to win the Gold Medal in international
competition. By not giving up Patrick
will reach his goal, just like all of us
can do if we just keep trying.

Patrick finished up his visit to
Brackettville with a concert for the
public in the Amphitheater at Fort
Clark. His wit and story telling kept
the capacity audience laughing while
his music kept them in admiration.

Patrick will now go on to enter
the Silver Medal competition in Scot-
land. He will be competing against
pipers from all over the world.

We wish you much success in your
quest for the Silver and then the Gold!

Earlier I mentioned our training
academy in Austin. The department
is now taking applications for the next
Game Warden Training Academy
Class. This school is scheduled to
start approximately January 1, 1997
and the class will graduate as Game
Wardens after about 7 months of in-
tensive training. The department will
accept applications from April 1 thru
April 30, 1996. No applications will
be accepted in Austin after April 30.

The minimum qualification re-
quirements for an applicant are: that
he or she be at least 21 years old prior
to January 1, 1997, in good physical
health and able to pass a physical agil-
ity test and must have successfully
completed a Bachelor level degree
with major course work in Criminal
Justice, Natural Resource, Environ-
mental Science, Fish and or Wildlife
Management, Parks and Recreation
or other closely related field of natu-
ral resource conservation and man-
‘agement. In addition to the initial
application, additional written test and
oral interviews are required as part
of the process. This is by no means
all of the requirements. There are
other basic requirements to be met
prior to applying and prior to being
accepted into the Game Warden
Academy class. There will probably
be anywhere from 750 to 1300 appli-
cants applying for an estimated 30 to
40 positions.

The Rotary Club met on March
28 and heard Rozetta Pingenot and
Joy Ralston discuss the Kinney
County Arts Council. It was formed
two years ago when the Middle Rio
Grande Development held a meeting.
Betty Switzer, director of community
development and rural service, re-
ported on an opportunity for an arts
program in Kinney County through
the Texas Commission on the Arts.
Because the county had not received
any funds in the last five years, it was
considered an under served area.
Betty Slattery, Jean Faulkenberry,
Ruth Wilks, Joy Ralston, and Rozetta
were there and formed the nucleus of
a community organization. Twelve
people were selected who were in-
terested and agreed to raise the money
needed to receive matching funds
from the Commission.

Fifteen hundred dollars was re-
quired and civic clubs, including Ro-
tary, the schools, and individuals
made donations. The Old Quarry
Society made a generous gift and
acted as an umbrella organization to
sponsor the Council.

The involvement of the schools
was very important because the school
children of Kinney County were seen
as the primary beneficiaries of the
programs to be presented. For this
reason, teachers select the perfor-
mances to be given.

Once the money was raised, the
Council applied for a grant. Joy
Ralston took on this very involved
task. When this was accomplished
and the first program booked, those
involved encountered a lot of head-
aches in making arrangements, and
from then on they used an Austin
booking agent.

The first presentation wag S
Aptonio Brass in April of 1992;n

WOOD RECEIVES AETC AWARD

LAUGHLIN AIR FORCE BASE,
Texas -- Robert E. Wood, director
of maintenance for Laughlin Civil
Service Aircraft Maintenance, was
recently named Air Education and
Training Command’s 1996 Lieuten-
ant General Leo Marquez Award
winner. . The award is given to the
outstanding aircraft maintenance ci-
vilian manager of the year.

As director of maintenance for the
Air Force’s only.all civil service op-
erational aircraft maintenance orga-
nization, Wood was selected for his
effective and efficient maintenance
management of 182 trainer aircraft,
501 civil service employees, 47 main-
tenance facilities encompassing
355,468 square feet, 59 government
vehicles and a $25 million budget.

His direct support resulted in
Laughlin aircraft flying 32,355 total
sorties and 44,032 hours without a
single aircraft mishap related to main-
tenance, securing Laughlin’s position
as the Air Force’s premier pilot train-
ing wing.

He has led LCSAM to command
finalist status for the Daedalian Main-
tenance Award for the second straight
year and for the sixth year of the last
seven.

Managing the only all civilian con-
tingent participating in the 1995 joint
chief of staff exercise, Roving Sands,
Wood’s unit was instrumental in the

success of this major exercise, involv-
ing 15,000 active duty and reservists
from more than 100 deployed units
of the Army, Air Force, Navy and
Marine Corps.

With Wood’s management, the
47th Flying Training Wing didn’t
have a single Class A, B or C air-
craft mishap related to maintenance,
and the foreign object damage rate
for LCSAM bottomed out at zero, an
impressive record at the eighth busi-
est airfield in the Air Force with more
than 447,000 movements annually.

The smoothest beddown of a fleet
of 46 new T-1A aircraft, including
six from Reese Air Force Base,
Texas, as a result of their closure,
was possible due to Wood’s expert
foresight, planning and coordination.

He is also responsible for devel-
oping the plan that established
Laughlin’s first 24-hour, 7-day-a-
week capability to air evacuate hos-
pital patients to San Antonio in life
threatening situations.

Under Wood’s management,
Laughlin dominated the annual AETC
Top Flight ‘95 trainer aircraft award
categories competition, winning the
top T-1 and T-37 maintenance team
awards and Best Trainer Aircraft
Condition and Appearance Award.

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What’s All The Fuss

About

Mad Cow Disease

Drought, high feed prices, short-
age of hay, cheap cattle and a sur-
plus beef supply -- more than enough
reason for concern amongst beef pro-
ducers. Then along comes something
most people can’t even pronounce --
Bovine Spongiform Encephalopathy

<(BSE). Just the name itself scares
people.

Blasted across TV, radio and print
media as the “Mad Cow Disease”,
BSE is a fatal brain disease know to
exist primarily in dairy cattle in En-
gland, Scotland, Ireland, France,
Portugal, Switzerland and in cattle
exported from England to the
Falkland Islands, Germany, Canada
and Italy. The vast majority of cases
have been concentrated in the British
cow herd.

BSE does not exist in the United
States. From 1986 through Decem-
ber 31, 1995, 2,660 brain specimens
from cattle exhibiting symptoms simi-
lar to BSE have been examined by
USDA-APHIS veterinary patholo-
gists and all have been negative.
Since 1989, APHIS has banned im-
portation of live cattle and other ru-
minants from countries where BSE
is known to exist.

BSE is a relatively new disease,
first identified in 1986 in Great Brit-
ain. Protein feedstuffs of animal ori-
gin, such as blood meal and meat and
bone meals, are commonly used in
European cattle rations. In the early
1980’s, England changed the process
used to render and prepare these ani-
mal by-products for use in animal
feeds. The rendering industry
dropped a solvent-extraction process
that included the steam-heat treatment
of offal. It is suspected that this step
destroyed the BSE infecting agent.

Epidemiologic data suggests that
BSE in England may have been

caused by feeding cattle rendered pro-
tein produced from the carcasses of
scrapie-infected sheep. Scrapie, a
disease similar to BSE observed in
sheep, also belongs to a group of dis-
eases known as transmissible
spongiform encephalopathies.

BSE is not transmitted by animal
to animal contact nor has maternal

transmission (through milk) ever been

documented. The disease is caused
by a prion (a protein-like infectious
particle) which is totally different
from a bacteria, protozoa, virus or
fungi. Prions are found only in the
brain and spinal cord tissue. There-
fore, the only threat to humans would
come with consumption of brain and
spinal cord tissue from BSE infected
animals. (Remember there are none
in the U.S.).

Media reports indicate the British
government is considering slaughter
of it’s entire beef and dairy cattle
herds, a plan that has been estimated
to cost $31 billion dollars in compen-
sation. The BSE epidemic peaked in
January 1993 at almost 1,000 new
cases a week. According to a report
issued March 22 by USDA-APHIS,
the rate of newly reported cases of
BSE is decreasing. Currently, fewer
than 300 new cases are occurring each
week.

Preventative measures imple-
mented by British officials in 1989 to
eliminate BSE contaminated products
from the human food chain and ani-
mal feed industry have been effec-
tive. Considering the 2-8 year incu-
bation period associated with BSE in
cattle, incidence of new cases should
continue to decline through 1997.
Assuming the eradication program
remains on track, BSE infected cows
may only be a part of British history
by the turn of the century.

Francis Henry French was born in
Fort Wayne, Indiana on September
27, 1857. Deeply impressed from his
youth by the stirring deeds and stories’
told by veterans of the Civil War, he
realized his ambition for a military
career by entering the United States'
Milstary Academy at West Point, New

York where he graduated twelfth from
the Class of 1879. He was assigned as
2nd Lieut of “E” Company 19th In-

Jantry and came West. Following ser-

vice at Fort Garland, Colorado
Territory and Fort Leavenworth,
Kansas, the regiment moved to Fort
\Brown at Brownsville, Texas where
Lt. French was detailed as the
Regimental Adjutant. In December of
1882 the 19th Infantry was posted to
Fort Clark.

At Fort Clark, on January 1, 1883,
Lt. French began diaries which he
Jasthfully maintained for the next

thirty years.

‘April 1884: This month is a turning point
in the young lieutenant's experience in
Texas. He relinquishes command of the
Seminole Scouts and is detailed to Fort
Brown, in Brownsville, where he is made
the "Supervisor of Target Practice.” He
suffers from a boil and the difficult good-
byes to friends at Fort Clark. While wait-
ing for the train at Spofford Junction he
meets Colonel Owen who has come to
place the corner stones of the reservation
(Fort Clark had recently been purchased
by the United States from Mary Maverick
for $60,000). In San Antonio he sees the
Alamo where he thinks, ".. Davy Crock-
ett was killed." He. takes the train from
there to Galveston where he uses a tele-
phone to arrange his passage by steamer
to Brazos. On board the steamer he "gave
back" his meal to the Gulf of Mexico and
endures a five day ordeal before reaching
landfall and reporting to the garrison at
Fort Brown (he previously served at Fort
Brown in 1882 during a Yellow Fever epi-
demic). He moves in with Dr. Gorgas
and resumes his social activities, observing
that, "The fleas are terrible” and "Why
can't ladies get along peaceably?"

Tuesday, April 1 1884

Today is Father's birthday. Hope
and pray that he will see many
more and happy prosperous ones
too. Hammond was Officer of the
Guard, so Guard, Hewitt and I
played tennis alone. Overslept
myself this morning and did not
take usual walk. Took books back
to Library and drew out two novels
to read. Made out Ordnance Re-
turn in afternoon and Statement.
Went out to stables as usual. In
evening went over to a card party
at Gen. Smith's. The two young

“Jadies, the young married folks and

the'bachelors were present. Had a
real good time. Escorted Miss
Kauffman home. Sat on Col. Lys-
ter's porch for a while before go-
ing over.

Wednesday. April 2, 1884

Overslept myself again and missed
walk. Smith worked today on my
mattress. Think it will be a very
good one when finished. Played
tennis this morning with Guard
against Hewitt and Hammond. In
afternoon wrote usual letter home.
Went out to stables after dinner.
Called on Mrs. Feche't Sr. who
leaves tonight with Miss Kauffman
for St. Louis. Then escorted Mrs.
Heger over to hop where had a

very enjoyable evéning

After-
wards went to Fountain's for ice
cream and cake, and stayed there
until Miss Kauffman left. Shunk
& his friend Mr. James of San An-

tonio left this evening for Mon- .

clova Mexico, to be absent three
or four days. Mrs. Vernon started
for Galveston for a short visit &
Capt. Feche't went to San Antonio
to escort his mother. Mailed Ord-
nance Return and made out Return
of Q.M. Stores today.

Thursday. April 3 1884

Overslept myself again. Played
billiards with Geary until noon and
was badly beaten. Sent $25 to Fa-
ther to pay on insurance and
$91.67 to be deposited in San An-
tonio National Bank. Wrote a letter
of condolence to Mrs. and Mrs.
Nuttman. Completed Return of
Q.M. Stores & commenced on
Clothing, Camp & Garrison Equi-
page. Went out to stables in eve-
ning. After dark went to Mrs. He-
ger's & played whist with Mrs.
Thomas against Mrs. Bliss & Mrs.
Heger and thoroughly enjoyed the
evening although we were badly
beaten. Had lunch. Capt. Boyd
took Mrs. Bliss' hand & played
two games late in the evening.
Received a box by express, a pho-
tograph of our new church and
some very pretty washstand & bu-
reau sets, that Lula has made for
me. Shall fix up my room when I
return from Mayers Springs.
Smith finished the mattress today
making an excellent job of it. It
has cost me just $15; could not
buy as good for $30. Took a ride
with Hewitt in his new road cart
this afternoon.

Friday. April 4 1884

Today commences my last week in
Clark. After breakfast made out
paper for John Thompson's widow
to sign to draw the pay due at the
date of Thompson's death & sent
her over to town to complete the
paper. Then had a meeting of
Board of Survey. Was badly
beaten by Hewitt at billiards this
morning. Commenced to work on
Return of C.C.& 'G.E. but was in-
terrupted by call from Maj. With-
erell. Did not go out to stables on
account of having saddle repaired.
Finished last quarterly report after
dinner. Then went to Mrs. Hall's
where Hewitt & I beat Mrs. Hall
& Capt. Vance at whist. As usual
had a very enjoyable evening.

Saturday. April 5 1884

Completed Return of C.C.& G.E.
and mailed it today. Then wrote
rough draft of proceedings of
Board of Survey, showed it to
Maj. Smith and wanted to get Eck-
erson's approval but he was at
Col. Bernard's with Miss Armour

almost all day. Showed it to him
just before dinner. Went down to
Sutler's with Hewitt in the morn-
ing but others were playing on the
table. Went to the Library to look
at the papers. Attended stables as
usual. In the evening went to
choir practice, escorting Mrs. He-
ger home & engaged to dine there
Tuesday afternoon at five o'clock.
Then called at Gen. Smith's until
tattoo. Afterwards wrote up pro-
ceedings of a Board of Survey.

Sunday. April 6 1884

Beautiful day. Hope the weather
will remain settled until I get to
Mayers Springs. Shunk came back
this morning. Glad to see him
again as it was lonesome while he
was away. Wrote usual letter home
today & read papers afterwards.
Dined at Capt. Feche't's at 4-30 &
had a good meal too. Went out to
stables as usual. At church sang a
duet with Mrs. Heger & strained
my voice like everything. Escorted
Mrs. Heger home from church &
then made quite a long call on
Mrs. Doughty at Col. Lyster's &
had a real pleasant chat with her.
She expects to return to Cincinnati
in a few weeks & will not be here
when I return from Mayers
Springs. Afterwards made a short
call at Hewitt's. Must commence
preparations for starting tomorrow.

Monday. April 7 1884

This morning about half of the
Seminoles came up to exchange
accouterments for better ones. I
gave them notice about two weeks
ago, but with their usual procrasti-
nation they put off until the last
minute and now it is too late.
Played billiards wuntil noon.
Walked over to town with Shunk
and after returning wrote a letter to
Miss Smart sending $2 to pay for
music lessons. Guess she has given
me up as no letter has come since
the 13th of last month. Went out to
stables as usual. In the evening
called with Shunk at Fountain's,
Col. Bernard's, & Col. Bliss'.
Went into Dr. Heger's' for 'a few
minutes & after tattoo made a'call
on Mrs. Buffington. Wanted to
see-the Doctor to make plans about
going out to Mayers Springs.
Hope he will go out with me.
Went into Hewitt's for a few min-
utes before coming home.

Tuesday. April 8 1884

Went to see Dr. Taylor about a
mess outfit and then went to the
office for a few minutes where
Capt. Hall asked me if I would be
willing to give up the Seminoles &
go down to Brown for duty. They
are short of officers down there &
Bradford has applied for another.
Was only too happy to make the
change for I am not very anxious

to go to Mayers Springs and I am
very glad to get rid of the Semino-
les. Played billiards with Hewitt
& found that he had refused the
detail. The General sent for me. I
thought this was to speak about the
detail, but it was on account of the
Board of Survey. Maj. Smith tried
to put me wrong before the Gen-
eral, to shield himself, but I got
ahead of him. Took draft of letter
about the Board's proceedings to
Eckerson for approval & then went
to the Sutler's & played billiards
until four o'clock with Vance Jr.
against Cunningham & Geary. At
5 o'clock went up with Shunk to
dine with Mrs. Heger, Mrs. Ham-
mond being the other guest. After
dinner while dressing to go to sta-
bles, the orderly handed me Or-
ders No. 71 relieving me from
duty with the Seminoles & ap-
pointing Cunningham to take my
place. Was late at stables, but told
Sgt. Kibbets of the change. In the
evening Hewitt & I were badly
beaten by Mrs. Hall & Capt.
Vance at whist.

Wednesday April 9 1884

Went out to drill this morning the
first time in two years. Did not
have anything to do except walk
around behind the company.
Made out invoices and receipts and
after noon went out with Cunning-
ham to transfer the property. Com-
pleted transfer after coming in
here. Vedder was very nice today
and offered to help me in any way
that he could. Attended retreat
this evening. It was very agree-
able to see Cunningham go out to
camp and to feel that I was' no
longer’ reésponsible ‘for thosesmer!
They have acted badly of late;nat
least some of them have, and I am
very glad to get rid of them. Got
some flaxseed from the hospital af-
ter dinner. Did not attend concert
on account of a boil on my neck.
Read Sevenoaks and dozed in my
chair. Put a poultice on the boil
after Shunk had opened it, and af-
ter taking a bath retired. Wrote
home today informing them of the
proposed trip to Brown. Am
afraid Mother will be worried for

fear that yellow fever will come
there again. Lyster called just be-
fore retreat inviting me to dinner
tomorrow evening at 5-30, - Wrote
letter to Woodward today for
Board of Survey.
