Dora Sandoval, County Clerk re­
ported the possibility of Chief Deputy 
Elaine Sheedy , leaving for a higher 
paying job. Dora stated that she 
would replace Elaine with Sylvia 
Gomez at the same salary and hire 
another deputy at minimum wage.

Reports were submitted to the 
court by Sarah Terrazas, County Li­
brarian; Maryn Caton, Nutrition Cen­
ter Site Director; Cliff Fritter, Road 
Supervisor and Com m issioner 
Mendeke, EMS Coordinator.

Belinda Selguero of the Commu­
nity Counsel of SW Texas in Uvalde 
asked the court to renew their con­
tract for meals on wheels. The court 
will have the county attorney review 
the contract and report back.

Judge Seargeant presented a let­
ter of thanks from the Las Moras 
Hispanic Organization in appreciation 
for their support in the 1st Annual

Cinco de Mayo Celebration.
Commissioner Mendeke made a 

motion to authorize the Judge to ad­
vertize for life guards to work at the 
pool. Commissioner Mendeke re­
ported that Albert Payne was plan­
ning the swimming pool ftmd raiser 
BBQ for Sunday May 26th.

The court appointed/retained

Tulley Shahan to answer the law suit.
BISD Senior Class requested the 

use of the civic center for May 31st, 
graduation, in case of rain.

The court recessed until Friday 
May 17th.

Friday, May 17th
Commissioners Court reconvened 

with Judge Seargeant, Commissioner 
Frerich, Commissioner Montalvo, 
Commissioner Mendeke and Com­
missioner O’Rourke attending.

Cordelia Barlow, County Auditor 
reported on a trip to the Real County 
Courthouse for the purpose of com­
parison with our county.

Real Coimty has a lower tax rate 
but a higher evaluation rate on prop­
erty. The budget is the same as ours, 
except that they carry over $100,000. 
at the end of the fiscal year. They 
have less employees, about 40, whose 
salaries are about the same as ours. 
There is no jail, they pay $35.00 per 
day for Val Verde to keep the in­
mates. The Treasurer does both the 
Treasurer and the Auditor’s jobs. The 
Judge’s secretary does; indigent 
health, workman’s comp, and the Jus­
tice of The Peace paperwork. There 
is a Nutrition Center however, the 
county does not own the building and 
they pay 10% of the operating costs 
(we pay 14% of the operating costs 
for our Nutrition Center). Real 
County has a Library and EMS but 
both are community owned and op­
erated with the county paying a mini­
mum donation to maintain the Li­
brary. The EMS is totally volunteer 
and operated with community funds 
to include purchasing equipment. The 
citizens are very supportive.

The court discussed procedures for 
freeing up funds from bonds with Jack 
Brown. Commissioners would like 
to borrow $50,000. +  enough to pay 
outstanding debts and asked Mr. 
Brown to figure plans for payments 
at $40,000. per year and $50,000. per 
year.

Commissioner Frerich reported on 
the Pinto Creek bridge project. The 
bridge has serious problems and is 
already leaking. Commissioner Fre-

The nightmare refuses to end for 
the family and friends of Melinda 
Lee. A year and half ago the Texas 
Tech student was riding in a car when 
it was hit by a drunk driver at a Lub­
bock intersection. The crash was so 
severe Melinda never regained con­
sciousness. She died 54 days later.

The driver of the car killing the 
20-year-old college student was 
Wayland Leroy Lamb Jr. He was 
charged with DWI manslaughter and 
faced a maximum punishment of 20 
years in state prison and a $10,000 
fine. A jury panel was selected for 
the trial and last August Mr. Lamb 
had his day in court.

After hearing the charges against 
him. Lamb entered a plea of “no con­
test.” The jury, appalled by the in­
cident and possibly influenced by evi­
dence presented in the punishment 
phase of the trial, gave Lamb the 
maximum. The sentence was harsh 
indeed, but a prosecutor familiar with 
the case said the facts supported the 
decision.

Unfortunately for Melinda Lee’s 
family, the jury’s sentence brought 
no closure to their ordeal.

The 7th District Court of Appeals 
in Amarillo recently overturned 
Lamb’s conviction. The Court ruled 
the trial judge did not properly warn 
the defendant about all the conse­
quences of a “no contest” plea. The 
trial judge’s mistake, the Appeals 
Court ruled, was not warning die de­
fendant that a “no contest’ plea can

result in deportation for a non-U.S. 
citizen.

Let me say that again - deporta­
tion for a non-U.S. citizen.

Wayland Leroy Lamb is from 
Levelland, Wayland Leroy Lamb 
was born in New Mexico. New 
Mexico is hardly a foreign country.

Sadly, the 7th District Court has 
forgone sound reasoning for a game 
of “gotcha”. Because the trial judge 
did not provide an inapplicable warn­
ing, a manslaughter conviction car­
rying the maximum sentence was re­
versed.

So unless the Appeals Court re­
verses itself, or the Texas Court of 
Criminal Appeals agrees to hear the 
case. Lamb will be tried again. And 
this time there is no guarantee he will 
enter a plea of “no contest.” A plea 
of “not guilty” would result in a full 
blown trial involving two ftill time 
prosecutors, weeks of preparation, 
jury selection, a round up of witnesses 
and another case on the docket. All 
for a technicality.

Perhaps it is because of such out­
rageous rulings that a bill to make 
technical reversals more difficult 
sailed through the Senate last session. 
Legislation proposed by Sen. J.E. 
“Buster” Brown would have placed 
the burden on defense attorneys to 
prove their clients would not have 
been convicted but for the error in 
question.

The bill, which was an attack on 
trial by technicality, ultimately stalled 
in a House committee. Misguided 
decisions such as this provide ftuther 
evidence such a bill would have been 
a good idea.

The third and final snake in the 
pit viper family in Texas is the Cot- 
tonmouth. Only one kind of cotton- 
mouth is found in Texas. It is the 
Western Cottonmouth and is the most 
variable poisonous snake in the state, 
both in color and in the presence or 
absence of markings. They have a 
ground color of dark brown and are 
marked with 10 to 15 dark, wide 
bands which are somewhat lighter in 
the center than at the irregular edges. 
However not all cottonmouths look 
like this. Some have these clearly 
defined crossbands while others have 
none. Colors range from brown, ol­
ive brown or olive green to entirely 
black. For the first year of its life, 
the cottonmouth is vividly colored and 
looks much like a copperhead.

One of our largest and most heavy­
bodied snakes, it may reach a length 
of over 4 feet. The eye pupils, as 
with all members of the pit viper 
group, are elliptical. About 8 young 
are bom alive in a brood. At birth, 
they are from 6 to 8 inches long.

The cottonmouth is found prima­
rily in Eastern Texas but ranges as 
far West as the Central Texas area. 
It lives in a wide variety of habitats 
associated with ponds or swamps, 
streams and even the rice fields along 
the Gulf Coast.

The semiaquatic cottonmouth of­
ten rests in the water or on the bank

along the edge, but occasionally it 
may wander as far as a mile from 
water. It will coil on logs, pile of 
plant debris, on a dead branch over­
hanging water or on a rock pile, or 
can be found seeking shelter under 
any of these. When aimoyed, the 
cottonmouth will open its mouth 
widely in a threatening posture ex­
posing the white tissue inside the 
mouth (from which the snake gets its 
name). It may also squirt musk from 
the glands at the base of the tail, 
spraying the liquid upward at a 45 
degree angle for a distance of sev­
eral feet. The unpleasant odor re­
leased by the snake no doubt is in­
tended to discourage its enemies and 
intraders into its territory.

The cottonmouth has been associ­
ated with snakes called water moc­
casins it is found primarily around 
water and does swim in the water. It 
has also resulted in the thinking that 
all water snakes are poisonous. The 
western cottonmouth is the only poi­
sonous semiaquatic snake. Other 
water snakes or water moccasins re­
sembling the cottomnouth have no 
fangs or venom. They can inflict a 
bite but no more than a scratch or 
minor cut.

The best and of course safest thing 
to do when encountering any kind of 
snake is to retreat from it and leave it 
alone, especially if you do not know 
what kind of snake it is or whether it 
is poisonous or not. There are some 
snakes in Texas that are protected by 
law and are not to be killed.

Physically, Valeriano was a very 

small man. But what he lacked in 
stature was compensated by his de­
sire to sport the uniform and the 
crossed sabers of the United States 
Cavalry. To meet weight require­
ments for admission, it is said that 
Valeriano ate 10 pounds of bananas 
and drank several quarts of water.

Valeriano enlisted in the United 
States Army on March 7, 1941. 
Motivated by childhood memories, he 
signed up for the Cavalry and was 
shipped to Ft. Brown, Texas. Major 
Byron Sadler in his history of the 
124th Cavalry describes duty at Ft. 
Brown in 1941 in this statement of a 
young trooper on guard duty: “Cap­
tain, while walking my post last night, 
I felt like I was in Heaven. As I 
walked my Post, the moon shone 
throu^ the waving palms, a mock­
ing bird sang a beautiful song, and 
the odor of orange blossoms filled the

am.
Research indicates that the 124th 

saw service in France during WWI. 
The Brigade’s mission between WWI 
and WWII was varied but included 
patrolling the border between the US 
and Mexico. By October 1940 the 
56th Brigade had the only purely 
“horse regiments” left in the National 
Guard. In November 1940, Presi­
dent Roosevelt signed the order acti­
vating the 56th into Federal service. 
As a result of deployment and reor­
ganization, by July 1942 the 124th 
was the last Horse Cavalry to serve 
in the United States army.

The Troopers
As a young boy, Valeriano had 

watched die 124th Cavalry Regiment 
56th Brigade of the Texas National 
Guard passing through Uvalde parad­
ing through the barrio responding 
harmoniously to the commands of 
their officers. He admired them. He 
delighted in the straight lines of troop­
ers and with his heart clinging pre­
cipitously, his senses were captivated 
with the horses, horsemen, and horse­
manship.

When traveling through Uvalde, 
the early troopers generally spent the 
night in a field adjacent to the South 
Park Street barrio. Along with neigh­
borhood children, Valeriano and his 
younger brother Telesforo ran after 
the cavalrymen squealing with de­
light.

According to Telesforo, “the cav­
alrymen sat tall and straight in their 
saddles on big, sweaty horses with 
rifles hanging down their left sides 
and sabers on their right”. Telesforo 
adds that the children were oblivious 
to the horses’ smell and to the clouds 
of dust made by the troops going to 
their encampment. “We were fasci­
nated”, he said, “with everything they 
did” .

The Brass
Telesforo has fond memories of 

Valeriano and remembers the follow­
ing episode as one of their favorites. 
“Vale looked at the soliders in wild­
eyed disbelief - not missing a thing”, 
says Telesforo. “He was interested 
in everything. He kept telling me to 
pay attention to what the soldiers were 
doing.”

“After camp was set up and horses 
cared for, the soldiers worked on 
personal things like polishing their 
brass fittings and the crossed sabers 
that decorated the lapel’s upper left 
position on the blouse,” remembers 
Telesforo. “Also the fittings with the 
initials U.S. worn on the upper right

lapel, and the regimental crests that 
completed the decor on the lower 
parts of the lapels. The crest was 
black and yellow and had the motto 
golpeo rapidamente on it”, he remem­
bers.

“The soldiers also polished their 
ankle-type shoes and their leather leg­
gings and their cavalry boots”, con­
tinues Telesforo. “Some washed their 
faces, others shaved, while still oth­
ers sat on the ground writing letters 
or updating their journals. ”

The Campaign Hat
“All of them cleaned their four- 

crease hats. Vale and I found this 
very interesting. First thè creases 
were pushed out. Holding the hat in 
his left hand, the soldier brushed it 
carefully. He was very good at it. 
When he was done, the crown of the 
hat peaked with the top nicely raised. 
With the hat in his hand, with the 4 
fingers of his right hand, he creased 
the four indentations into the top”, 
said Telesforo.

According to Telesforo, the sol­
dier worked on the brim next. It had 
a place where the strap that extended 
from ear to ear and below the chin 
was attached. He placed the yellow 
cord around the base of the crown 
with the two little tassels extending 
from the knot. Then he piimed a 
polished regimental crest to the front 
of this campaign hat, put it on, looked 
in the mirror and admired his reflec­
tion. Ready for wear, he hung the 
hat in its proper place. In essence it 
was an experience of an old, fine 
world. “Back home, we did the same 
to our hats. Vale practiced and prac­
ticed, dreaming of the day when he 
could become un caballerista (caval­
ryman).”

The Southern Land Frontier
During the early 40s, Cavalry 

units were stationed along the Rio 
Grande from Texas to Arizona. They 
monitored the Mexican/American 
border. Valeriano was detached from 
the 124th in July, 1943 and assigned 
to the Western Sector, Southern Land 
Frontier Headquarters at Fort Bliss, 
Texas. The remainder of the 124th 
was later sent to Burma.

The SLF was responsible for moni­
toring the border for foreign infiltra­
tors and German spies. Since 1929 
when the only bombing ever to take 
place on continental American soil 
occurred in Naco, Arizona (where two 
bombs were dropped close to the Im­
migration office), the United States

also monitored the Federal and Rebel 
Mexican forces to ensure that com­
bating units remained on the Mexi­
can side.

W ar Declared
By 1939 Germany had overthrown 

several Balkan countries and World 
War II was going strong. On Decem­
ber 7, 1941 President Roosevelt issued 
his declaration of war.

At Fort Bliss Valeriano was to use 
the full range of his abilities. Inter­
preting and surveillance were his du­
ties. Having been brought up in a bi­
lingual environment had its merits for 
Valeriano. He was fluent in both En­
glish and Spanish and because of his 
heritage, he knew the distinct details 
of the culture which included the way 
Spanish-speaking people think and 
act.

Highlights

A highlight of Valeriano’s career 
was when a Pfc. Dale Maple helped 
two German Prisoners of War escape. 
According to one of his letters, “The 
prisoners escaped on the 13th of Feb­
ruary, 1944 and Maple and his two 
cohorts were captured two miles from 
Palomas, Chihuahua, Mexico, and a 
few miles from Columbus, NM”. 
Valeriano adds further that “Mr. 
Medardo Martinez Mejia, a good 
friend of mine who works for the 
Mexican Customs apprehended the 
trio as they came to his post to ask 
directions to Casa Grande, Chihua­
hua.”

Valeriano’s other skills were the 
determining factor for his assignments 
near Columbus, New Mexico. On 
October 14, 1944 Valeriano and M/ 
Sgt. Loyd J. McKay were to work on 
rectification of map details in the north 
quadrangle south of Hachita, NM. In 
his j eep, Valeriano carried the special 
equipment. Out of Hachita on the 
road to Antelope Wells, his jeep over­
turned, and his Maker came to meet 
him. This brought much sorrow to 
his parents, Telesforo and Praxedis 
Mata Torres, his wife Eloisa
(Canales), and his 3 brothers and 5 
sisters.

Every year, each government 
agency submits its budget request to 
Congress for the following fiscal 
year. This year, if you can believe 
it, the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) 
actually asked for more money to hire 
more employees. Now if you ask 
anyone who just finished filling out 
their tax return what they think about 
that, it would go over like a lead bal­
loon!

The last thing the IRS needs is 
more money to police us. Already 
we work almost two hours of each 
workday Just to pay our share of fed­
eral, state and local taxes. What 
working individuals and families 
sorely need is a break from unrea­
sonable taxes.

Instead of asking us to send over 
a good part of our paychecks to fill 
the IRS’s coffers, the government 
should consider providing working 
families some tax relief. Almost ev­
erywhere I travel in South and West 
Texas, I hear about the difficulties 
people continually encounter with 
taxes on property diat’s been handed 
down from generation to generation.

As more and more people stand 
to receive property from relatives who 
have passed on, this problem grows 
worse. Whether it’s a rancher in Fort 
Stockton who can’t cover the taxes 
on the land his parents left him in their 
will, or the small businessman in 
Hondo who’s struggling to pay legal 
fees on property his family left be­

hind, this problem is quickly spread­
ing like wildlife in the wind.

When faced with the prospect of 
looming property taxes, many fami­
lies simply decide to get out and sell 
their land -  land that’s been in their 
family for generations. Otherwise, 
they face the prospect of being 
saddled with enormous debt that will 
only be passed on to their kids. This 
tax law is breaking up family busi­
nesses and destroying family dreams.

Most of the people who encounter 
problems with taxes on property that’s 
been handed down are Just plain regu­
lar folks struggling to make a living 
from day to day. They can’t afford 
to hold an auction in New York City 
in order to pay their taxes with the 
money this would draw.

There are several bills before Con­
gress that would correct this wrong. 
The passage of this legislation should 
be a priority in the House of Repre­
sentatives.

Our country was built on the sis­
ter promises of freedom and liberty, 
and was settled on the wide open 
spaces that stretch from sea to sea. 
'Hie wealth of our nation’s land and 
the bounty of its fruit has for hun­
dreds of years drawn countless 
Americans to take chances and set up 
ranches, farms and small businesses.

Texans shouldn’t be penalized for 
what their parents chose to leave be­
hind. This property has been in their 
families for years and their families 
worked hard to maintain it. Let’s not 
let the federal government rob them 
of what is rightly theirs.

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Drought Management In 
The Home Landscape

We live through periods of low 
rainfall or Just plain drought all the 
time in Southwest Texas. And even 
though there are areas that do receive 
rain, much of the area at present is 
in a very dry spell. Water conserva­
tion and even rationing is an every­
day topic for discussion around San 
Antonio. We are fortimate living in 
Brackettville to have a good and plen­
tiful water supply, but will it always 
be there? It may not if we do not 
watch how much we waste and how 
we take care of the existing supply.

Due to the hot dry weather that 
we have been experiencing, your lawn 
may be suffering from heat stress 
earlier than normal this year. Timely 
and Judicious use of water will not 
only help your lawn, it will also help 
conserve water and save on your 
monthly water bill as well. Gener­
ally, we talk about water stress and 
drought management in August, but 
with the record-breaking hot tempera­
tures and lack of rain lately, we find 
ourselves in a situation that dictates 
we take steps now.

One of the most common mistakes 
everyone makes is watering every­
day. In the absence of rainfall, your 
lawn only needs a half inch of water 
once every three to four days. You 
may need to increase such waterings 
to every other day if the area is ex­
tremely dry. However, remember 
that nearly 50 percent of the water 
you use can be lost by evaporation if 
it’s not applied at the correct time. 
Water early in the morning or Just 
before the sun sets. Bermuda grass 
can go for weeks without irrigation. 
Even though it may turn brown and 
dormant, it will green up again the 
next time it receives a soaking rain.

You can also do a little “drought 
proofing” on your landscape plants 
by using a good layer of organic 
mulch for trees, shrubs and beds. The 
mulch helps retain moisture for the 
shrubs and flowers and also helps to 
cool the root systems.

Xeriscaping is a term used to de­
scribe quality landscaping that con­
serves water and protects the envi­
ronment. It makes use of the plants 
that are native to the area plus those 
that are adapted. Xeriscaping also 
involves putting plants together with 
similar water requirements so that you 
can water them accordingly and not

have to water the entire landscape 
each time. We have a nice publica­
tion that describes some xeriscape 
techniques and gives a list of plants 
according to the region of Texas that 
they are best suited.

Probably the most important con­
cept in maintaining a landscape that 
makes wise use of adapted varieties 
and native plants is watering prop­
erly. Newly planted trees and shrubs 
need more frequent watering until 
they are well-rooted. But during this 
period, they can be gradually weaned 
to a smaller amount of water. If you 
wean your landscape trees and shmbs 
to smaller amounts of water, then 
when we do have a very dry period 
like we are experiencing now, they 
will get by and still look good on less 
water and endure better.

Watering the lawn, as I have stated 
in previous news columns, is best 
done only when the grass needs it and 
not by the calendar. Do not water 
once a week on every Tuesday, but 
rather learn to recognize the signs 
when it needs water and apply it then. 
Water as infrequently as possible yet 
thoroughly when you do water.

Your landscape can be divided into 
three water zones. Regular watering 
zones need water about once a week 
or more once they have become es­
tablished. These are things like lawns 
and flower beds. Occasional water­
ing zones are those that require wa­
ter once every two to three weeks 
once they are established in the ab­
sence of rain. These would be pe­
rennial flowers and woody shrubs and 
vines. Natural watering zones only 
require water when rain is received. 
These would be tough woody shrubs 
and native trees and other plants. 
This can fit into your plans for plant­
ing plants in your landscape and can 
make maintenance much easier.

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Tigers’ Offense Explodes 

For 12 Hits

UVALDE - Brackett baseball 
coach Gary Grubbs expected a “real 
close game” when his Tigers opened 
the high school baseball playoffs 
against the Marion Bulldogs.

After all, the Bulldogs were 
ranked No. 4 in the 2A state rankings. 
And Marion’s pitching ace, Stephen 
Cage, entered the contest with a 10-0 
mound record.

But Ramon DeLeon pitched a five- 
hit shutout and Brackett erupted for 
12 hits as the Tigers picked up their 
first playoff win in school history.

“I think a key factor was that we 
jumped out early on them and gave 
Ramon a good lead,” Grubbs said.

“We figured he would be a con­
trol pitcher like Ramon, and he was. 
I wasn’t real surprised that we hit him 
hard but the kids were a little leery 
coming in.”

The Tigers went through three 
Marion pitchers, finishing the con­
test with 12 hits.

“It’s been like that all year,” 
Grubbs said. “We were hitting .410 
as a team coming into this game. 
W e’ve had several games where 
we’ve had 10-plus hits.

“Even with the outs we were mak­
ing tonight, we were hitting the ball.

We hit the ball hard on the ground 
and made some outs but we did a good 
job of moving the runners.

“We stole home one time, Rene 
Luna had a sacrifice fly to left field, 
we were doing all of the things right. 
Things were just going our way.”

All nine of the batters in the Ti­
gers’ line-up recorded hits in Friday’s 
contest.

“It’s a plus when you can attack 
people 1 through 9 ,” Grubbs said. 
“They don’t know how to pitch you. 
They can’t pitch around anybody.

“The kids have done a great job 
of learning how to work a count, ” he 
said, “l ie y  knew what pitches to 
look for.”

Sophomores designated hitter J. 
Wayne Ballew turned in a perfect 2 
for 2 plate performance. He also 
scored a pair of runs.

“J. Wayne is a tremendous kid,” 
Grubbs said. “He works hard in prac­
tice. He works hard at the plate. 
That’s great when your No. 9 hitter 
can get you a couple of hits and score 
a couple of runs.”

Senior outfielder Ruben Terrazas 
was 2 for 3. He scored two rmis and 
recorded his first career home run.

A recent statewide public opinion 
survey conducted for die Texas Pub­
lic Policy Foundation found that 71 
percent of Texas voters believe legal 
reforms enacted by the Legislature in 
1995 are good for our state.

But the poll found that nearly eight 
out of 10 Texans believe the job isn’t 
done. Even more striking is the uni­
formity of attitudes among different 
demographic groups. Middle income 
Texans (84 percent) feel the system 
needs further improvement, more so 
than any other group; but so do those 
at lower income levels (77 percent); 
and women (81 percent) more so than 
men (77 percent); and Republicans 
(79 percent) as well as Democrats (78 
percent). Clearly, a vast majority of 
Texans want further change to our 
civil justice system.

What’s more, the survey results 
further dispel any notion that lawsuit 
reform is only a business issue. More 
Texans (80 percent) feel that civil 
justice reform will help taxpayers thah’ 
feel it will help business (75 percent)." ‘

And what types of changes do 
voters want? The survey found that 
70 percent or more of Texans Sup­
port legislative proposals to:

• Make juries aware of different 
payments an injured party has already 
received for the same injury.

• Place some reasonable limits on 
the amount of money that can be 
awarded for non-economic damages, 
such as for pain and suffering.

• Close a legal loophole that has 
opened up our courts to a flood of 
out-of-state lawsuits that have noth-

ing to do with Texas.

• Curb multiple punitive damage 
awards for the same conduct so a 
defendant would still have to com­
pensate all who are injured, but would 
be punished only once.

Clearly, Texans understand the 
ways their legal system, m many 
cases, is being abused. And it is just 
as clear that the perception that Texas 
remains a state where justice often 
goes to the highest bidder is more than 
an opinion but a reality. Two na­
tional publications recently have fo­
cused on one such misuse of our 
state’s civil courts: the loophole that 
has opened Texas to a flood of out- 
of-state lawsuits.

The Texas Supreme Court ruled 
in 1990 that state trial judges had no 
discretion to dismiss personal injury 
lawsuits filed by out-of-state resi­
dents, even when the cases had no 
connection to Texas. In 1993, the 
Legislature changed the law to give 
judgesi'tMS ^ ih o n ty . However, a 
grou^ c/f Wealthy personal injury law­
yers lofibied for specific exemptions 
that removed judges’ discretion in 
cases involving railroads, asbestos or 
aircraft.

As a result, Texas has been turned 
into a dumping ground for other 
states’ lawsuits. We now have more 
than 36,(XX) out-of-state asbestos-re­
lated claims pending in our courts — 
a backlog that has exploded by an 
average of 14,(XX) claims each year 
since this loophole was created. Hun­
dreds of out-of-state railroad claims 
are also pending in Texas courts.

None of these cases has anything 
to do with our state. The claimants 
are not from Texas. The alleged in­
jury didn’t even occur within eyesight 
of the Texas border. Yet, because of 
this loophole, Texas judges are barred 
from using their own discretion to 
send these cases back — even though 
in many instances the claims were 
brought here because they were no 
longer valid in the claimants’ home 
states.

Texas is the only state that ties the 
hands of its judges this way.

Texans don’t like this. And rightly 
so. Aside from an issue of fairness, 
there is the matter of our taxes. Texas 
taxpayers are being forced to pick up 
the tab every time someone from an­
other state decides to try their chances 
with our legal system and the ‘Texas 
Lawsuit Lotto.’

So, even with the Legislature’s re­
cent progress, Texans realize that we 
still have a way to go before we can 
yank the ‘Justice for Sale sign’ firom 
our yard. Lawsuit abuse is still a 
problem in Texas. Now tens bflMou- 
sands of people from outside our State 
are flooding in to take advantage of 
“Texas justice. ”

Francis Henry French was bom in 
Fort Wayne, Indiana on September 
27, 1857. Deeply impressed from his 
youth by the stirring deeds and stories' 
told by veterans of the Civil War, he 
realized his ambition for a military 
career by entering the United States 
Military Academy at West Point, New 
York where he graduated twelfth from 
the Class o f1879. He was assigned as 
2nd Lieut of "E” Company 19th In­
fantry and came West. Following ser­
vice at Fort Garland, Colorado 
Territory and Fort Leavenworth, 
Kansas, the regiment moved to Fort 
•Brown at Brownsville, Texas where 
Lt. French was detailed as the 
Regimental Adjutant. In December of 
1882 the 19th Infantry was posted to 
Fort Clark.

A t Fort Clark, on January 1,1883, 
L t French began diaries which he 
faithfully maintained for the nèxt 
thirtyyears.

May 1884: L t French has been posted  to 
Fort Brown at Brownsville, Texas. H is is 
responsible fo r target practice and is living 
with Dr. Wilham Crawford Gorgas (later 
Surgeon General o f the United States 
Army). H e visits Matamoras for Cinco 
De Mayo and fires the 21 gun salute for 
the post. On other visits he smuggles 
bottles o f perfume back into the United 
States. Gorgas becomes sick and the mar­
ried officers' wives continue to provide 
comfort for the bachelor French. Military 
duties concentrate on construction o f the 
rifle range and an "experimental march" 
which takes L t French on an 86 m ile trek 
making him footsore and weary. Fi­
nances, ladies, socializing and his m ail are 
the focus o f his existence.

Sunday. May 18 1884

After breakfast commenced letter 
home but stopped to dress for 
church. Went over to Mrs. Hap- 
persett's to get some things belong­
ing to Miss Mamie and carried 
them down. Accompanied her to 
church, Episcopal, but stayed only 
a short time as die building was 
very warm. Was very sorry as 1 
wanted to go home with Miss 
Mamie. Returned to Saint's Rest 
and completed letter home. In eve­
ning accompanied Miss McWatty 
to and from church and afterwards 
sat on the porch talking with her 
and eating cake. It was very warm 
in church this evening. Wrote to 
Ogle & to Gen. Smith today. Gor­
gas is nearly well.

Monday. May 19 1884

Went to target practice this morn­
ing. Afterwards read the papers in

Wednesday. May 21 1884

Marched off guard this morning.

Poor girl in remaining firm to him 
she is losing the best years of her 
life. He drinks & gambles, so that 
he has no excuse. Miss Vails does 
not look at all well and has grown 
thinner than she was two years 
ago. But she is one of the bright­
est and most cheerful ladies I 
know.

Thursday. May 22 1884

Went over to the library for a 
while after guard mounting and 
then sat at Mrs. Happersett's talk­
ing with her. Read Kenelin Chill­
ingly until dinner time. Went 
down town for a few minutes after 
dinner and then read until dark. 
Attended a stag supper at Gar­
dener's in honor of Dr. Happer- 
sett. Had splendid refreshments 
with three kinds of wine. Enjoyed 
a pleasant evening. Cleaned out 
my desk today.

Friday. May 23 1884

Went to the office, to the Commis­
sary and to Capt. Hennisee's & 
Capt. Bradford's to make arrange­
ments for messing while on an ex­
perimental march which is soon to 
be made. Bradford will not give 
definite orders until about six 
hours before departure. Read 
Kenelin Chillingly until dinner. 
Received letter from Father return­
ing $300 check as I feared. Wrote 
immediately to Hewitt enclosing 
check. Hope he can let me have 
another one. Then made a call 
with Gorgas at Gourila's, but did­
n 't stay long. Gorgas is rather 
distant with me. Must be careful 
not to force myself on him.

Said good-bye to the 
other ladies and ate some ice 
cream at Mrs. Bradford's after 
dinner.

The last place you want to be 
is sprawled across a hotel bed, your 
complexion a greenish pale, your 
only companion a pail.

Unfortunately, travel, particularly 
foreign travel, may present certain 
health hazards, such as motion sick­
ness, stomach cramps or fatigue.

If bedrest isn’t the kind of rest you 
had plaimed for your vacation, Tobias 
Samo, MD, an infectious disease spe­
cialist at The Methodist Hospital in 
Houston offers these tips to help you 
stay healthy as you see the world:

• Beware of Montezuma’s Re­
venge, in reality a virus or bacteria 
that’s not confined to Mexico. It can 
strike you in places the angry Aztec 
never even heard of: Nepal, Fiji, any­
where. So, don’t drink the water 
(unless it’s been thoroughly boiled) 
or suck the ice cubes. Stick to bottled 
water, particularly the bubbly kind. 
Also, refrain from buying street ven­
dors edible wares. Dairy products - 
including ice cream - are potentially 
dangerous, as are any fresh fruits or 
vegetables for which you don’t peel 
the skin yourself. Thoroughly cooked 
and promptly served meals are your 
safest bet. And skip salads on return 
flights; most airline meals originate 
in the country of departure.

As a preventive measure, take two 
chewable Pepto-Bismol tablets four 
times daily - before meals and at bed­
time - if OK’d by your physician. If 
Motezuma does strike, switch from 
Pepto-Bismol to Imodium AD and an 
antibiotic prescribed by your doctor.

• Travelers using public modes of 

transportation should watch out for 
cold and flu viruses. Crowded air­
planes, buses and trains are ideal 
places to pick up bugs, especially on 
unfamiliar terrain where you’re not 
immune to the various viruses going 
around. To prevent colds, which are 
spread through physical contact, 
Samo suggests washing your hands 
often. Influenza, which is airborne, 
is a little harder to avoid. Ask your 
doctor if you should get a flu shot 
before bonvoyage-ing.

• Put a Boy Scout to shame with 
your preparations. Pack antacids and 
Pepto-Bismol; Neosporin or another 
antibiotic ointment; Band-Aids; your 
preferred painkillers (acetaminophen, 
aspirin or ibuprofen); calamine lotion 
for itching; Dramamine for motion 
sickness; Benadryl to control aller­
gic reactions (don’t forget prescrip­
tion medications you may take occa­
sionally for surprise reactions); and 
sunscreen of SPF 15 or higher.

Bring enough of your regular pre­
scription medications to last twice as 
long as your trip, says Samo, pack­
ing half in one bag and half in an­
other; if one piece of luggage is lost, 
stolen or misrouted, you’ll still have 
the proper dosage for the duration of 
your travels. Keep all medications, 
not just prescriptions, in their origi­
nal bottles so customs won’t nab 
them. Samo also recommends car­
rying copies of your prescriptions and 
a list of your drug allergies and medi-

cations.
•When the climbing gets high, 

even the experienced can get altitude 
sickness. Expect shormess of breath 
and a headache when you reach oxy­
gen-light, mountainous areas at least 
8,0(X) feet above sea level, such as in 
the Andes. Samo suggests that trav­
elers with high hopes eat sparingly, 
skip alcohol and take it easy the first 
few days. If nosebleeds have been a 
particular problem in the past, use 
nose drops. For severe shortness of 
breath, quickly get a lower altitude 
and seek a doctor’s care. If you’re 
prone to altitude sickness, your doc­
tor may prescribe Kiamox as a pre­
ventive.

• To avoid insect bites use a topi­
cal repellent that’s 25 to 35 percent 
DEET, or N, N -D iethyl - 
metatoluamide, the most effective 
solution for keeping six - and eight­
legged creatures at bay.

Also, try not to wear bright cloth­
ing and jewelry, and don’t use co­
lognes or scented hair sprays, deodor­
ants or soaps, all of which attract in­
sects.

• See a physician as far in advance 
of your trip as possible, as certain 
preventive treatments require months 
to become effective. The hepatitis B 
vaccine, for example, needs to be 
started six months prior to departure.

Doctors have found th a t  any 
segment of a limb can be length­
ened with a procedure th a t begins 
w ith a surgical cu tting  of bone. 
Titanium pins, which are attached 
to a steel frame assembled around 
the limb, are then  inserted  into 
the bone. Following surgery, tiny 
motors are attached to the frame 
and programmed by a computer to 
g radually  pull the  bones apart. 
New bone tissue forms in the gap 
between the bones.
