City purchases Rudman property

. - City officials approved to purchase the Rudman prop-
erty for $35,000 Tuesday at the council’s monthly meet-
ing.

The property, which is located on the western city lim-
its, is the current location for the Citizens’ Collection Site,
the local waste dump.

All five council members - Ralph Gonzalez, Charles
Bushart, Tencha Pena, Felix Gonzalez and Mary Flores -
voted to make the purchase.

“I think it was a good business decision,” City Man-
ager David Luna said. “It’s good for the public because
what we have right now is working for us.
= “It’s good for the city because now we can look into
the future. If we wouldn’t have done that and somebody
élse had purchased that property, they could have put us
dff of it.”

= The council also extended the city’s contract with
Garbage Gobbler, who handles the community’s waste.

" = Garbage Gobbler raised its rental rate of the trash com-
pactor from $350 a month to $375. The hauling fee of
$550 is the same to transport the waste to San Antonio.
The city averages four to five hauls per month.

= “I think the beauty of it is that we’re generating solid
waste and it’s being taken out of this county,” Luna said.

“If it was dumped somewhere in Kinney County, it
wouldn’t be as good of a deal.”

Luna said the city will use the newly purchased land
for other things in addition to using it as a location for the
Citizens’ Collection Site.

The Rudman property is approximately 1.8 acres. The
front stretch of land is 230 feet long, the back side is 260
feet, the east side is 300 feet and the west side is 350 feet.

Included on the land is a building which will be used
for office space and storage. The office space will house
the utilty supervisor and the waterworks superintendent.

“We’re kind of cramped for space here at City Hall,”
Luna said. “We have one office here for the waterworks
superintendent so we’re going to move him over there.”

The council passed an ordinance prohibiting’swine in
the city limits. Prior to the ordinance, swine could be kept
inside the city limits for school projects.

“For the past several years, we have had complaints
on swine being raised in the city limits so we’re going to
build some pins on the Rudman property for swine,” Luna
said. “They’re going to have to be leased during the time
that we house them.”

Other changes were also made to the ordinance. -

“Before we had a city policeman who was an animal
control officer,” Luna said.

| Summer program provides
classroom time for students

Even though school let out less than two weeks ago, some local students
are already back in the class rooms sharpening up their reading and math
skills.

The Brackett School District is offermg a federally-funded summer school
program this year to provide students needing extra classroom time.

“Brackett has had some summer programs in the past but they were not
this extensive,” Superintendent Taylor Stephenson said. “This is the first pro-
gram that is geared for remediation that goes through eight grades

The program allows teachers to work with the students in the areas they
need 1mprovement

“Basically, we’re trying to look at each child’s future as a student,”
Stephenson said. “If we can teach readmg skills in the grades, the chlld stands
a lot better chance to succeed.

“What we’re doing is extending the time. Lots of times, we’ve all learned
things, and some things we couldn’t leam because there just wasn’t enough
time.

“So, basically, our concept is give them more time in reading and math to
see if these Skll]S can be taught for some children who had some difficulty .

" during the year.”

There are three middle school teachers working with 25 students in the
sixth, seventh and eighth grades while eight teachers and one volumeer are
working with 85 elementary school children.

“The summer program is based on a camp theme with each class room

having an Indian tribe,” said Michael Schooler, Jones Elementary School
pringipal. “Each class is studying that tribe extensively, and focusing on readmg
and ‘math skills inside of that camp theme, based on games, hands on activi-
ties, and cultural learning about those Native Americans.”

Boating Safety Campaign
Blankets Texas

AUSTIN — By the close,of the
Memorial Day Weekend, nearly
23,000 boats and over 89,000 people
had been checked by state game war-
dens as Texas’ largest ever boating
safety enforcement effort moved into
full swing.

In the days leading up to the holi-
day weekend that traditionally ushers
in the boating season in Texas; it’s
likely the many thousands more who
didn’t get personal attention from law
enforcement officials on the water
were made aware of boating safety
through the Texas Parks and

. Wildlife’s ambitious “Don’t Be A

Pain In The Boat” media campaign.
“For the first time ever, we were
able to get a lot of people’s attention

at one time through extensive media

coverage and increased boating safety
patrols,” said Col. Charles Hensley,
TPWD’s Law Enforcement division
director. “Texas statutes specify this
agency is charged with boating safety
and to have the funding and the
mechanism in place to carry out those
mandates has been pleasing.”

The $1.2 million price tag for the
TPWD initiative is being underwrit-
ten by recently implemented increases
in boat registration fees. A major
component of the campaign will be
continued intensive law enforcement
boating safety “saturation patrols” on
high profile lakes across the state
through the Labor Day Weekend in
September.

“This is a huge effort among the
state’s law enforcement agencies and
it was gratifying to see a positive co-
operative operation like this come
together,” said Hensley. “We’re usu-
ally working with DPS (Texas De-
partment of Public Safety) on opera-
tions involving disasters or emergen-
cies, and that’s been our common
thread. But, in this instance, they’ve
come to our aid in a positive cam-
paign for boating safety where every-
body is working together in a proac-
tive effort.” .

To help beef up safety patrols,
TPWD wardens are being called in
from areas of the state where water
safety is not needed. For example,
wardens from as far away as El Paso
assisted with patrols at Lake
Lewisville near Dallas.

“I can’t say enough about the jobs

our wardens have done,” corx'lmented
Hensley. “They’ve taken this opera-
tion seriously and with an upbeat at-

. titude and I think that’s reflected in

the positive response we’ve seen from
the public. The state troopers have

been great, too. They’re keying in

on traffic violations around the lakes
and checking for stolen boats.”

Excessive use of alcohol has been &

identified as a contributing factor in
many boating related accidents, ac-
cording to TPWD statistics. And,
wardens, state troopers and Texas
Alcoholic Beverage Commission
(TABC) agents were keying in on
suspected BWI (Boating While Intoxi-
cated) violations over the Memorial
Day Weekend. It appears most Tex-
ans recognize the dangers involved,
too, as only 31 BWI cases were filed
during the three-day effort out of over
89,000 people who were contacted.

In addition, during Memorial Day
Weekend, saturation patrols filed
1,631 water safety cases and 648 other
cases, assisted 511 boaters and re-
ported 40 boating accidents, none of
which resulted in a fatality.

When using your boat on any pub-
lic water, be sure you at least have
the following equipment on board: 1
marine type Coast Guard approved
fire extinguisher, fully charged, 1
wearable PFD or life jacket for ev-
ery person on board the boat. (Re-
member that all children under 13
years old must wear a life jacket that
fits them, while the boat is underway.)
One sound producing device, i.e. horn
or whistle, and your Certificate of
Number (boat registration card). If
you are going to be operating your
boat at night, be sure all of the lights
are in working order and carry spare
bulbs and fuses. Be sure your regis-
tration numbers and state decal are
current and properly displayed.

This is by no means all of the regu-
lations that apply to legally operating
your boat or personal watercraft.
Additional regulations and equipment
may apply to your boat depending on
the size, type, and use of the motor-

boat. Be sure you check with your '

local game warden or a Texas Parks
and Wildlife Dept. office if you have
any questions. It could save you time
and money and just might save your
life.

“*The ordinance read that any violation would be reported to the Chief of
Police. I have certified two animal control officers so we changed the ordi-
nance to read that any violations would be reported to animal control offic-
ers.”

“The city’s animal control officers are Randy Castilla and Eddie Garza.

=“We also changed the reading of ‘any violations will appear before mu-
nicipal court’ to ‘any violations will appear before a court’ because the Jus-
tice of the Peace has concurrent jurisdiction,” he said. “In essence, all it would
take would be for an animal control officer to file a complaint with the Justice |
of the Peace.” ;

“ Under the new ordinance, fees to pick up an animal were raised from $5 to
$6, the city’s empoundment fee was raised from $2.50 to $3, and the fee for
the transportation of an animal to the shelter was raised from $5 to $6.

- Building permit fees were raised from $5 to $10 per $1,000. The fees for
demolition permits were raised from $25 to $30. All of the rest of the permit
fees stayed the same.

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A state government committee
studying the need for statewide fire,
building and life safety codes will hold
five public hearings throughout the
state beginning in mid-June. The
State Fire Code Committee hopes to
gather information from a broad spec-
trum of Texas citizens, businesses and
interest groups regarding both the
potential benefits and disadvantages
of adopting statewide codes.

The hearings will be held in North
Central Texas, West Texas, the Rio
Grande Valley, Southeast Texas and

" South Central Texas (please see the

schedule below).

State Fire Marshal G. Mike Davis,
chair of the fire code committee,
stated that these hearings represent a
key part of the committee’s informa-
tion-gathering work.

“The committee wants to hear
from anyone and everyone who is
interested in the adoption of statewide
codes - whether they are for or against
it. We want to be sure our work ad-

dresses the special conditions and

needs of Texas,” said Davis.
“Most states already have state-
wide fire and building codes. But that

is not in itself any reason to believe

that this state should have them, too.
The committee must perform an in-
tensive analysis to help the public and
elected officials evaluate what state-
wide codes would mean to Texas.”
The State Fire Code Committee
was created by the Texas Commis-
sion on Fire Protection in January
1995. During the 1995 legislative
season, the Texas Legislature directed
the committee to report its findings
to the legislature in 1997. - Any move
to implement a statewide code, Davis

_noted, would require legislative ac-

tion.

“We hope to address a number of
issues at these hearings. For example,
does Texas really need statewide
codes? What are the advantages and
disadvantages for businesses that are
already in the state? What about busi-
nesses that may want to relocate
here?” asked Davis.

. “The committee does not have any
preconceived notions about the kinds
of codes it ought to recommend to
the legislature,” said Davis. “That’s
what these hearings are for - to find
out what Texas citizens, communi-
ties and businesses want.”

Brackettville Rotary Club

David Luna, Brackettville city
manager, spcke to the Rotary Club
on June 6th giving members an over-
view of the city government. MTr.
Luna pointed out the city must col-
lect taxes in order to finance the run-
ning of the city, and any time taxes
are concerned, there is controversy.
People often resent any raise in taxes
and always want to feel they are get-
ting their money’s worth.

Mr. Luna described the make-up
of the city government to explain how
available funds are disbursed. The
chief clerk, or comptroller, keeps
records of the various expenditures.
The public works superintendent is
in charge of over-all planning and the
utility supervisor sees that the jobs
are done. The utility billing clerk
updates the records and the cashier
handles payments. A dispatcher
makes sure there is no dead time and
is responsible for shift changes.

We now have a parks and recre-
ation director where there was none
before this administration. Mr. Luna
feels that having well tended parks
for the use of the citizens is an im-
portant feature of a well run town or
city.

There are two animal control of-
ficers. A few years ago an animal
shelter was built. It was selected for
a training film because it was the only
one in the state to meet standards.

Other employees of the city ad-
ministration include a mechanic, a
meter reader, a handy man, a heavy
equipment operator and laborers.

Nineteen percent of the total budget
goes to these areas and other general
services rendered such as paving, stop
signs, etc.

Large projects are often financed
by grants available to small towns
which otherwise could not afford
them. In the past the city has often
used matching grants. The problem
is that the percentage owed by the city
on a variety of grants with differing
percentages is difficult to keep track
of and can result in financial prob-
lems. Mr. Luna tries to use only 100
percent grants.

One example of a 100% grant is
one awarded by the State for water
improvement. It is a community de-
velopment grant for a key rate analy-
sis. This provides for some one to

“~ do inspections for fire protection and
inspect the water system. A 100%
follow-up grant is for a pneumatic
pump to provide more water pressure
and better volume distribution.

Rotarians were very interested in
Mr. Luna’s talk and thank him and
June program chairman Kenny
Hollick for this presentation.

Carelessness Can Lead
To Mower Accidents

The main factor that is.responsible

for more than 50,000 people being
injured each year involving power
mMOWers is carelessness.
\ Proper mower servicing, observ-
ing standard operating precautions and
picking up rocks and other objects
from the lawn prior to mowing. will
eliminate most accidents. The lawn
mower should be routinely serviced
before each use. A properly operat-
ing lawn mower is safer to use and
cuts grass better than one in poor con-
dition.

Routine servicing includes check-
ing the blade for nicks or cracks,
checking the crankcase oil level in 4-
cycle engines, and filling the fuel tank
with fresh gasoline. It is a good idea
to disconnect the spark plug before
checking the blade. Always replace
damaged blades. A blade with nicks
in it could cause an unbalanced mower
which can lead to other problems.
Blades should be sharpened each year.

Service the carburetor air cleaner
and change the crankcase oil after
every 25 hours of operation, or at the
manufacturer’s recommendation.
Cleaning your mower after each use
can redu<|:e rust and corrosion as well
as reduce the amount of dirt getting
into the engine. :

Before mowing scout the lawn
closely and pick up objects that might
be hit with the mower blade. While
operating the mower, follow these
few precautions:

—Never allow children to play in
the immediate area to avoid flying
objects - ;

—Avoid mowing up and down
slopes - always mow across to pre-
vent your slipping under the mower
housing

—Always push the mower instead
of pulling it

—Never leave a mower running
unattended

—When starting the mower, put
your foot on its housing to pull the
cord

A little common sense and cau-
tion will prevent lawn mower-related
accidents.

Watch For Summer

blackspot and powdery mildew.

Blackspot is the most serious fun-
gal disease of roses. The first signs
of blackspot are large, fringed black
spots on the leaves, usually sur-
rounded by a yellow area. Severely

FEMA Warns Against
Hurricane Assistance Fraud

WASHINGTON - With the open-
ing of the 1996 hurricane season, the
Federal Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA) reported today that
in the last month more than a dozen
people have been charged with fraud
in connection with FEMA disaster aid
for last year’s hurricane victims.

According to FEMA'’s Office of
the Inspector General (OIG), the lat-
est charges were filed within the last
two weeks against eight Florida resi-
dents from Panama City and
Pensacola for falsifying applications
to obtain assistance for Hurricane
Opal, which struck the state’s pan-
handle area in October 1995.

Paul J. Lillis, OIG’s assistant in-
'spector general for investigations,
said the individuals, ranging in age
from 30 to 55, were charged with one
count each of theft of government
property as a result of claiming false
hurricane losses. The felony charge
carries a maximum five-year prison
term and/or a $250,000 fine.

Lillis said the charges stem from
ongoing OIG fraud investigations
dealing with disaster assistance au-

Bonilla Wins Victory
For Livestock
Producers

WASHINGTON - Some relief is
on the way for livestock producers
across the country with the House’s
passage of Concurrent Resolution
181, co-sponsored by U.S. Rep.
Henry Bonilla (R-Texas-23).

The resolution would in effect re-
lease $200 million worth of grain held
in the Disaster Reserve by the Com-
modity Credit Corporation (CCC).

“South and West Texas livestock
producers need this,” Bonilla said.
“Although it’s not going to provide a
miracle cure, it should provxde some
temporary relief for our nation’s live-
stock sector.”

Bonilla said the United States De-
partment of Agriculture (USDA) is
holding 45 million bushels of feed
grain, which the Secretary of Agri-
culture may dispose of to alleviate '
distress caused by a natural disaster
under a program authorizéd by Con-
gress in 1973.

The grain represents 15 percent of
the pro_;ected year-end supply of corn.
But the grain can’t be released unless
the president declares a state of emer-
gency, which he hasn’t done; or if
Congress passes a concurrent resolu-
tion, like Bonilla’s, declaring an
emergency so the reserves can be re-
leased.

“The government shouldn’t be
paying huge storage fees and holding '
grain from the marketplace when
farmers and ranchers are facing such
hardships,” Bonilla said.

“I expect Congress’s bi-partisan
action will push the White House to

use its authority to release the grain .

reserves - something the presndent
should have done weeks ago,” Bonilla
said.

Earlier in
May, the investigations led to the ar-
rest of seven people in the U.S. Vir-
gin Islands for fraud involving fed-
eral disaster aid for Hurricane
Marilyn.

“With the start of another hurri-
cane season, we find these recent
criminal actions particularly signifi-
cant because they serve as a reminder
that the federal government will ar-
rest and prosecute anyone who at-
tempts to gain illegally from other
people’s tragic losses,” Lillis said.

FEMA'’s OIG is responsible for
investigating agency programs and
operations, including fraudulent ap-
plications for Presidentially-declared
disaster assistance. Prosecution of
fraud cases is brought by the U.S.
Department of Justice.

Lillis said that anyone who is
aware of criminal activity regarding
FEMA disaster assistance can anony-
mously report the information directly
to the OIG by calling the toll-free
Hotline at 1-800-323-8603. The
Hotline is in operation 24 hours a day,
seven days a week.
