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County OKs tax hike, $1.36 million budget
The Kinney County Commissioners 

C ourt unanim ously approved a 
$ 1,360,490.09 budget with a 4.7 percent 
tax increase at their regular meeting 
Monday.

“It’s not a big tax increase,” County 
Judge Tommy Seargeant said. “Our in­
come fell way off on the jail’s revenue 
and the Justice of the Peace fines when 
the speed limit went up.

“Kinney County has a low (property) 
evaluation. I wish we could lower our 
taxes. We had to lower salaries, and hate 
that.”

Precinct 1 Commissioner Freddie 
Frerich said, “The tax inereasi that we 
voted on will amount to between $ 10,(XX) 
and $11,000, divided among all of the 
taxpayers in the county, so it’s not a very 
big tax increase."

Many employees at tlte county court­
house were cut from 40 to 32 working 
hours a week, but tite commissioner said 
that would not effect die county’s hours 
of operation.

“Each department head or elected of­
ficials will determine dieir own sched­
ule,” Frerich said.

Precinct 3 Commissioner Cordelia 
Mendeke said, “We did ask each depart­
ment last week to give us their schedule 
so we may present it to the newspaper to 
put it in the general public’s hands. We 
will put a list of hours per office on each 
door of the courthouse so the general 
public will know.”

With the reduction in hours, many 
employees at the courthouse took pay 
cuts. Many employees at the Sheriff’s 
Department, however, received pay in­
creases.

“Everybody starts out at minimum 
wage and it’s going up,” Precinct 4 Com­
missioner Paul O’Rourke said.

Mendeke added, “But the people that 
are scheduled for 32 (hours a week) are 
also in that program. If they make under 
$4.75, they will be adjusted to $4.75 for 
11 months and one month at $5.15.” 

The court fielded a variety of ques­
tions during the public hearing held be­
fore the budget was adopted.

Bernadette Frerich questioned the sal­
ary of the Justice of the Peace and the 
importance of the J.P. ’s office.

“The J.P. brings in a lot more money 
than he takes out, as far as the county 
budget is concerned,” O’Rourke said. 
“Almost half our budget is between fed­
eral prisoners and J.P. fines.”

“This year, his salary is going to be 
$16,204, but we’ve projected that he will 
bring in $92,000 in revenue in fines for 
the county,” Freddie Frerich said.

“So, basically, the J.P. court is a source 
of revenue for the county, it’s not costly,” 
he added.

Luna agrees to five-year 
city manager’s contract
Council hires Sandoval as fire marshal)

David Luna signed a five-year contract as 
Brackettville’s city manager Tuesday.

City officials agreed to the deal after discussing 
the contract in closed session Tuesday night during 
the council’s regular meeting.

Alderman Ralph Gonzalez made the motion to 
approve the contract, which was seconded by 
Alderowman Tencha Pena. Council members Felix 
Gonzales and Mary Flores also voted for the con­
tract. Alderman Charles Buschart was absent.

Luna declined to disclose the terms of the con­
tract, adding that he first had to speak with his at­
torney.

Also on Tuesday, Lingo Sandoval was hired as 
the city’s fire marshal.

“Lingo has a lot of knowledge,” Luna said. “He 
knows how to deal with the people, he’s well liked 
and I think he will be stable.”

This is the first time a city fire marshal has been 
a salaried position.

“I feel that in the past, because it wasn’t a paid 
position, there hadn’t been enough interest,” Luna 
said. “People were committed more to their job .”

Luna said the fire marshal is responsible for the 
inspection of commercial properties, buildings and 
homes.

• “He looks for codes being violated according to 
zoning, anything he can do to be able to reduce the 
key rate when we get inspected for insurance pur­
poses.”

The council passed an ordinance for the aban­
donment of Rufus Alley for Fronteir Baptist Church.

Also on Monday, Luna presented the city 
manager’s update and Carol Sandoval gave the 
monthly activity report.

DPS arrests fill up 
Kimey County Jail

With increased Department of 
Public Safety officers assigned to 
South Texas, including Kinney 
County, by Governor George 
Bush, the local jail has been busy.

The additional DPS officers 
have increased the number of 
weekly arrests in the county. Sher­
iff L.K. “Buddy” Burgess said at 
the county commissioners court 
meeting on Monday.

The jail is able to house 28 pris­
oners, most of which are usually 
federal prisoners.

“We may have to cut back on 
federal prisoner care because, over 
the weekend alone. Bush’s task 
force brought in six drunk driv-

School board discusses location 
for alternative school building

The Brackett School Board of 
Trustees discussed plans for a new 
alternative school building at their 
regular meeting Monday night.

The trustees are currently look­
ing for a location to build the new 
school. Board members discussed 
purchasing land for the building 
in closed session during their 
monthly meeting.

“In order to build an alterna­
tive school building, we first have 
to find a location,” Superintendent 
Taylor Stephenson said.

Also on Monday, Stephenson 
updated the trustees on the school 
district’s bus transportation situa­
tion.

The board voted to dispose of 
six older buses through sealed 
bids.

Dalton: City ordinance - not swine - stinks
David Dalton and his daughter, Lisa, voiced 

their complaints of an ordinance banning swine 
in the city limits at the Brackettville City Coun­
cil meeting Tuesday.

“According to your city ordinance, I could 
have any animal (at my house) but a swine,” 
David Dalton said at the meeting. “I’ve read 
your city ordinance. For a $5 permit, I could 
put an elephant in my back yard.

“Basically, you’re taking one animal (swine) 
and excluding it from all of the rest of them. I 
know you have a stack of complaints against 
horses, goats, chickens and everything else, 
and you haven’t done anything about those.”

The city council passed the ordinance at a 
regular meeting on June 11.

“There are several people here in town, 
right now, breaking that city ordinance,” Lisa 
Dalton said. “If you’re going to ban one ani­
mal, they all need to be banned.”

In banning the swine inside the city, offi­
cials agreed to build pens on the Rudman Prop­
erty outside of the city to house the animals.

“We called the health department for guid­
ance when we built those pens,” City Man­
ager David Luna said.

“We haven’t finished constructing the pens. 
There will be more pens built in order to en­
force the ordinance and to be able to house as 
many swine as we have in the city of Brack­
ettville.

“We’re willing to work with you in any way

that we can to remedy the situation, as far as 
the complaints that you have made about not 
meeting certain specifications of your needs, ” 
Luna told Dalton. “Lighting will be put out 
there. ”

Dalton listed many complaints about the 
city-built pens, but was most concerned about 
the animal’s security while at the pens.

“That’s one thing that really has concerned 
me seriously,” he said. “Initially, I’m going 
to be out about $300 to $500 when I bring 
that animal home. I would hate to put it out 
there and in two weeks it’s history. ”

Luna said, “As far as the security goes, 
there is a man out there every day until 5:30. 
The Rudmans are not that far away. Usually, 
the Border Patrol patrols all up and down High­
way 90,so does theDPS . We’re also going to 
ask the Sheriffs Department to drop by. ”

Another complaint of Dalton was the con­
crete flooring in the city’s pens.

“Concrete floors are used in commercial 
hog production, strictly for sanitary purposes,” 
he said.

Cafeteria bids were presented 

to the board. The trustees accepted 
all of the bids, giving the cafete­
ria manager the authority to se­
lect the best bids.

Trustee Gloria Garcia was 
elected as the school district del­
egate for the TASB Assembly. 
Rose Mary Slubar was chosen as 
the alternate.

The board also discussed TASB 
policy updates, heard administra­
tive reports and approved the min­
utes from the Aug. 12 meeting.

“Putting a show animal on concrete causes 
them to have sores on their legs and on their 
feet. It causes deformities in their hocks, in 
their knees and in their joints.

“When they come up with these sores and 
these deformities, the county show here is fine, 
but you take them to San Antonio, Houston 
or Fort Worth, and they’re automatically dis­
qualified. Therefore, it makes them totally 
unshowable for major shows.”

Dalton was asked to move his swine out­
side of the city limits after a complaint was 
filed by Frank Morgan.

“One of the complaints we had from Mr. 
Morgan was that because there was no drain­
age, that’s why it stunk so bad,” Luna said.

“A swine can be made into a house pet 
because they’re probably one of the smartest 
domesticated animals there is,” Dalton said. 
“They’re smarter than your horse and they’re 
smarter than your dog. They’re very easy to 
train.

“Whenever you feed a swine, he’s going to 
go to the furthest point in that pen to go to the 
bathroom. They go to the bathroom in the very 
same spot every time. I kept a trash can near 
the end of the pen where my swine used the 
bathroom, that way it was easy to dispose of. ” 

Luna said, “I don’t believe that we will be 
able to satisfy everyone but, I think, by work­
ing together we can come up with some satis­
factory conclusion.”

Sharp delivers 
sales tax rebates

AUSTIN - State Comptroller 
of Public Accounts John Sharp 
issued a total of $165.8 million 
in sales tax payments Thursday 
to 1,084 Texas cities and 114 
counties.

Sharp said the year-to-date 
returns are running about nine 
percent ahead of the total for the 
first nine months of last year.

Local city sales tax rebates 
for September are $150.8 mil­
lion, 23.2 percent above the 
payments one year ago of 
$122.4 million.

The city of Brackettville re­
ceived a rebate of $3,244.46, a 
5.73 percent increase from last 
year’s $3,068.49 rebate.

Rebates of $14.9 million to 
Texas counties reflect a 14.6 
percent increase over the $13 
million of payments in Septem­
ber of 1995.

Kinney County’s sales tax re­
bate for Septem ber was 
$2,116.74, which is 4.74 per­
cent more than the county’s Sep­
tem ber 1995 paym ent of 
$2,020.88.

Rio Grande Electric Coopera­
tive (RGEC) officials will be in 
Del Rio at the Ramada Inn Res­
taurant on Tuesday, Sept. 24, to 
meet with members of its Area 
Advisory Committee.

“The committees are self-per­
petuating in that once a couple has 
served their three year term, they 
select their replacement on the 
committee.”

Members of the committee are 
updated on the Cooperative’s op­
eration, and are given an oppor­
tunity to express concerns, ask 
questions and pass along com­
plaints to their board representa­
tive as well as management.

Chairman for each committee 
are invited to Brackettville, at

RGEC’s expense, to meet with the 
Board of Directors and give a re­
port concerning the discussion of 
the committee.

Dan Laws, President/CEO of 
RGEC said, “This kind of con­
sumer involvement has proven to 
be very useful in shaping the di­
rection of the Cooperative.

“As I read the newspaper, I no­
tice that holding this type of meet­
ing has become ‘in vogue’ of late 
for some area electric utilities.

Brackett falls short
Yellowjackets sting Tigers, 28-6

Last season, Sabinal didn’t have a running back 
gain over 100 yards rushing in any one of their 10 
games.

Preston Meyer accomplished that halfway through 
the Yellowjackets season opener Friday night as 
Sabinal topped Brackett, 28-6, at Tiger Stadium.

“It feels pretty good,” Sabinal coach Jesse 
Rodriguez said after the victory. “This was an im­
portant game. I’m glad we came out with the win.

“Playing on the road, you expect some bad things 
to happen and we made some mistakes, but we over­
came, took care of business and we’re going home 
1-0.”

Meyer rushed for 158 yards - including 126 in 
the first half - on 19 carries and scored three touch­
downs.

“We were really happy with Preston,” Rodriguez 
said. “He ran the ball well and he had a great night 
on defense.”

Sabinal finished with 16 first downs and 286 yards 
in total offense while Brackett had 11 first downs 
and 173 yards in total offense.

“I felt the effort was there, we just have to be a 
lot smarter in what we’re doing and execute a lot 
better on both sides of the ball,” Tigers coach Roy 
Rokovich said. “We didn’t tackle very well and we 
didn’t block very well, and we got beat because of 
it.

“Sabinal was very physical. We just have to do a 
better job. We got beat up front. We had some blown 
assignments and we had people going in the wrong 
directions.

“Obviously, there are some things that need im­
provement. The mistakes that we made can be cor­
rected. These are the things that we have to concen­
trate on.

“We’re real close to being real good,” he said. 
“This is what non-district games are about. We’re 
going to go back to work, be positive, keep working 
hard and things will get better for us. ”

The Yellowjackets moved the ball 40 yards on 
their first possession of the game before turning the 
ball over. Sabinal then held Brackett’s offense in 
check, forcing the Tigers to punt on a fourth-and-16 
situation.

The Jackets regained possession on the Tigers’ 
31-yard line. Five plays later, quarterback Colin 
Trulove hit Patrick Meyer on a 10-yard scoring strike. 
Brandon Evans’ kick put Sabinal up 7-0 at the 6:41 
mark in the opening stanza.

Preston Meyer scored the first of his three touch­
downs with 5:31 left in the first half as he hit paydirt 
from 2 yards out. Evans added the PAT as the 
Yellowjackets led 14-0 at intermission.

Meyer broke loose and scored on a 19-yard scam­
per at the 10:23 mark in the third quarter as the 
Jackets took a commanding 21-0 advantage. He 
scored again in the fourth quarter on a 1-yard plunge.

Brackett scored its only touchdown with 4:40 left 
in the third quarter. Ramon De Leon crossed the 
goal line from 14 yards out. His extra-point kick 
was wide left.

De Leon finished the contest with 112 all-pur­
pose yards. The senior tailback had kickoff returns 
of 45 and 24 yards, respectively, rushed for 29 yards 
on five attempts, and had two receptions for 14 yards.

Junior fullback Jorge Rodriguez led the Tigers 
ground game, rushing for 81 yards on 20 carries. 
Brackett finished with 131 yards rushing on 46 at­
tempts.

Quarterback J. Wayne Ballew completed 6 of 13 
passes for 42 yards. Michael Meyer had two recep­
tions for 17 yards and Brian Flores caught an 11- 
yard pass.

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Sinclair speaks 
to Rotary Club íRüT<

The Brackettville Rotary Club 
heard the Port Director for Cus­
toms, Mr. Ralph Sinclair, speak 
on Thursday, Sept. 5th. Mr. 
Sinclair is stationed in Del Rio and 
has been the Director of Customs 
since 1988.

The Customs Service covers 
many areas that involve goods 
passing over the borders. For in­
stance, it is responsible for col­
lecting duty on items bought out­
side this country and brought back 
in by residents. These items must 
be declared by returning residents. 
Generally speaking, items adding 
up to a cost of $400.00 which have 
been purchased for personal and 
household use may be exempt 
when returning. One exception is 
duty on liquors, cigarettes, and 
cigars.

Customs is also responsible for 
enforcing laws and regulations 
having to do with other govern­
ment agencies. For example, the

Department of Agriculture is re­
sponsible for preventing injurious 
pest, plant and animal diseases 
from entering the United States. 
The Custom Service can not ig­
nore these restrictions.

In the course of enforcing these 
laws. Customs Officials may 
search the cars coming across the 
border. These searches must be 
conducted in reasonable ways and 
without discrimination.

Searches for narcotics are an 
important aspect of the job of 
Custom officials working the 
Mexican border. Mr. Sinclair 
brought pictures to show examples 
of what has been found in those 
searches. One seizure was of 55 
pounds of heroin hidden in com­
partments under the floor boards 
of a trailer. Another was of a huge 
shipment of cocaine found in the 
nose of an empty trailer. Five hun­
dred pounds of marijuana was hid­
den in the wheel compartment of 
a pick-up truck.

He remarked that the canine 
program is important. Six or eight

cars at a time are pulled off to one 
side, and a dog will run up and 
down, smelling each one. They are 
remarkably helpful, but nothing 
can match an experienced custom 
official. They know where drugs 
are likely to be hidden and can 
spot places where recent alter­
ations have been made to the ve­
hicle. The problem of smuggling 
narcotics is not as bad at this bor­
der crossing as in El Paso. This 
has to do with the density of the 
population.

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Recent rains bring welcomed relief
The recent rains that we’ve 

been experiencing have brought 
welcomed relief to our dry ranches 
and lawns in town. We are not out 
of the woods yet but the rainfall 
will help a great deal. I had an 
opportunity to speak to our local 
Lions Club last Thursday and as 
always, enjoyed the meal and visit. 
The topic that I spoke on was the 
Texas Agriculture Extension Ser­
vice and my duties and responsi­
bilities in this county. I explained 
to the group that the people that I 
work with in the county sometimes 
only see the work I do with them 
in their particular interest and of­
ten do not realize some of the 
other responsibilities that I have 
both here in this county and in the 
state. This is a brief summary of 
the discussion of the Extension 
Service work in Texas.

Established in 1914, by the 
U.S. Congress passing the Smith- 
Lever Act, the Federal Coopera­
tive Extension System’s purpose 
is legally defined as being educa­
tion, not education in the abstract 
or classroom setting but education 
that leads to action. Hence, the 
Extension philosophy of Helping 
People to Help Themselves.

The TAEX is a part of that Fed­
eral Cooperative System. As a 
matter of fact, there is an Exten­
sion Service in every one of the 
50 states. In 1915, the Texas Leg­
islature accepted the provisions of 
the Smith-Lever Act and thus cre­
ated the TAEX. That same law 
also mandates that the agency be 
assigned to the state’s land grant 
institution for management which 
in this state is Texas A&M Uni- 
vCTsity.

Through*the programs of the 
TAEX, there exists a 2-way flow 
of information with the Texas 
A&M University System and the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture. 
That is one of the reasons that this 
agency is unique. With a portion 
of the professional stalf s salaries 
and some operating funds come 
from the federal government 
through the USDA and the Coop­
erative Research, Education, and 
Extension Service, staff members 
have the ability to draw research 
based information from a number 
of resources.

There is also an article in a fed­
eral statue that authorizes county 
governments to allocate funds in 
support of county Extension 
Agents. County funding support 
is essential for the continued op­
eration of local county Extension 
programs, and it is through this 
cooperation with the Commission­
ers Courts of Texas that funding 
for portions of agent’s salary, 
travel funds, office space and of­
fice operational funds are pro­
vided.

The TAEX employs over 900 
professional staff members and of 
these 650 are County Extension 
Agents. Administratively, the main 
headquarters of the TAEX is on 
the A&M campus and there are 
12 Distria Offices within the state. 
County Extension agents are the 
local resident educators with the 
responsibility of disseminating in­
formation and teaching clientele. 
Extension educators extend the 
knowledge of research based in­
formation to the people of Texas 
in the general areas of agriculture 
and natural resources, family life, 
4-H and youth development and 
community resource development.

My responsibilities in Kinney 
County include:
1) Adult Agriculture Education- 
animal genetics, production traits, 
health and nutrition, wool & mo­
hair production.
2) 4-H and Youth Development- 
4-H club and all project work.
3) Urban Agriculture Education - 
horticulture education and recom­
mendations
4) Community Development - 
working with civic organizations 
to better our community.

Drought May Hurt 
Dove And Quail Season

You’d better do your bird hunt­
ing in Texas early in the season. 
There are not as many dove and 
quail this year because of the 
drought. Texas Parks and Wildlife 
biologist David Rideout says lack 
of rain means less green vegeta­
tion and fewer inseas for the birds 
to feed on. He predicts the first 
few weeks will be good hunting, 
but then it will drop off. However, 
he says there will be areas of the 
state that will see good hunting 
throughout the season because

they’ve had more rain. Dove sea­
son is the first hunting period to 
open. It runs from September to 
January with the north and cen­
tral parts of the state opening first. 
So dove hunters will be the first 
to try out a new computerized li­
censing system . Stamps are 
printed on the license. You can 
also order a license over the 
phone. A hunting license is 19 
dollars or you can buy a combi­
nation hunting and fishing license 
for 32 dollars. The toll free num­
ber to order your hunting and fish­
ing license is 800-TX LIC 4 U 
(800-895-4248).

Pierce’s Disease 
Attacks Texas Vineyards

A disease is out to destroy the 
Texas wine industry. More than 
half the vineyards in the state are 
believed to be at risk. At Grape 
Creek Vineyard in Stonewall, 
workers are pulling up dead vines. 
More than 70 percent of the vine­
yard has been lost to Pierce’s Dis­
ease causing production to drop 
from 35 tons of grapes to less than 
2 tons. Vineyard owner Ned Simes 
figures Pierce’s Disease has cost 
him a quarter of a million dollars. 
And he’s not alone. Pierce’s Dis­
ease was once confined to south­
east Texas, but it has now spread 
west as far as the Davis Moun­
tains. Extension plant pathologist 
Dr. Jerral Johnson calls it a very 
serious problem and says if some­
thing is not done, Pierce’s Disease 
could destroy all the vineyards in 
Central Texas. There are two prob­
lems. First, the usual pathologi­
cal tests do not always detect 
Pierce’s Disease. It’s also difficult 
to determine how the baaeria gets 
into vineyards. It’s believed to be 
carried in by insects that feed on 
common plants such as Johnson 
and Bermuda grass. There are 
grapes that are tolerant to Pierce’s 
Disease, but of course, that means 
limiting the type of wine that can 
be made.

Sheep Referendum Scheduled
It’s not often you get to vote 

twice on the same thing, but that’s 
exactly what sheep producers are 
doing. A second referendum on 
the sheep and wool check-off pro­
gram is scheduled for October 
first. Money into the program

would pay for promotion, re­
search, education and informa­
tion. One cent per pound would 
be collected when live sheep are 
sold. Two cents per pound would 
be collected on greasy wool. Im­
porters would also pay that fee. 
Raw wool is exempt. Producers 
voted back in February on the ref­
erendum only to have it deemed 
invalid because of improper pro­
cedures. Anyone engaged in pro­
duction, feeding or importation of 
sheep or sheep products during 
1994 is eligible to vote. Voting can

be done at county Extension of­
fices or by absentee ballot. Ab­
sentee ballot requests may be re­
quested in person or by mail be­
tween Aug. 26 and Sept. 17. Ab­
sentee Ballots must be received in 
county offices by close of business 
Sept. 27. Ballots will be counted 
on October 16th.

Local Game W arden

Dove Season is upon us once again

Dove Season is upon us once 
• ' again. It is time to get out the o f
■ ' trusty shotgun, go down to Pico’s,
■ the Jug Store or Super S and buy 

your license, and a stamp if 
needed, and head out to your fa­
vorite field, tree, or water hole.

'  Hopefully you can bag a few of 
'' those gray streaks before they get 

out of range.
But before heading out the 

door, take some time to learn, or 
refresh your memory, about the 

:i|laws that govern the taking of 
•TJnourning doves and white-wing 
^  idoves, as well as other migratory 

birds.
: First, of course, you need to
: .have a hunting license, regardless 

of how old you are. If you are go- 
: ing to be hunting white-wing 
I doves, don’t forget to buy a white- 
: wing dove stamp. A new state law 
: says that a person under 17 is not 

required to purchase any state 
: stamps. If you are 17 years old or 
- ^older, you must carry your 
■ driver’s license or State I.D. card 

with you. If you are required to 
: take and have completed a Hunter 

Education course, you must carry 
: your Certification card with you 
i when hunting. Also check your 

shotgun. Be sure that it is plugged 
:: with a one piece filler so the gun’s 
5 total capacity does not exceed 3 
i shells, two in the magazine and 
; one in the chamber.
; Before you pick your spot in 
; the field, remember that migratory 
i game birds (includes doves) can- 
: not be hunted over a baited area. 
: Baiting is defined as: Placing feed 
! such as corn, wheat, salt of other 
: _ feed (or graiji, including maize/

milo) to lure migratory game 
birds. Baited Area is defined as: 
Any area where feed has been 
placed or within 10 days after all 
such feed has been completely 
removed. This includes deer feed­
ers. If you are putting feed for 
deer, you cannot hunt doves any­
where near this feeder. There is 
no specific distance that you need 
to stay away from a feeder or 
spread feed that applies to mak­
ing it legal to hunt nearby the 
feeder or spread feed. In other 
words, if you plan to hunt in a 
particular, area, don’t put out any 
kind of feed anywhere near this 
area.

Migratory game bird hunting is 
permitted on or over standing 
crops, grain crops properly 
shocked on the field where grown, 
or grains found scattered solely as 
the result of normal agricultural 
planting or harvesting. Doves may 
be taken on or over lands where 
feed has been distributed or scat­
tered as a result of manipulation 
of a crop or other feed on the land 
where grown for wildlife manage­
ment purposes; provided that ma­
nipulation for wildlife manage­
ment purpose does not include the 
distributing or scattering of grain 
or other feed once it has been re­
moved from or stored on the field 
where grown. (The law differs 
somewhat for waterfowl.) Adding 
more or spreading additional 
maize in an already existing maize 
field is not part of normal agri­
cultural planting or harvesting and 
is considered baiting. It is not nec­

essary for a hunter to know an area 
is baited to be in violation for hunt­
ing over a baited area. So before 
you pick your spot, look around. 
Are there any deer feeders or any 
grain spread on the ground any­
where in the area'? Ask questions 
of the landowner if you have been 
invited to hunt on the land of an­
other.

Don’t forget the Central Zone |i ' 
(North of Highway 90 in Kinney 
County) remains open through 
October 19, 1996. The South 
Zone (South of Highway 90 in 
Kinney County) opens September 
20, 1996 and ends November 3, 
1996 in Kinney County (as it is 
part of the Special White-winged 
Dove Area). The daily bag limit 
is 15 doves in the aggregate, to 
include not more than six white- 
wings in that total. Hunting hours 
are from one-half hour before sun­
rise to sunset. These times are 
based on times supplied by the 
National Weather Service at Del 
Rio. NOTE: Hunting dates, times, 
and limits are different for the Spe­
cial White-wing Dove Hunting 
Weekends as follows: September 
7,8,14,15, 1996; noon to sunset, 
and bag limit of 10 whitewings and 
mourning doves in the aggregate, 
to include not more than 5 mourn­
ing doves.

There are obviously more laws 
and regulations that apply to dove 
hunting. So please pick up the 
Dove Hunting Regulations pam­
phlet wherever you buy your li­
cense or contact your local game 
warden for more information.

Caregivers need help too
may be experiencing they might 
ask themselves: Which of the fol­
lowing are seldom true, some­
times true, often true, or usually 
true?

I find I can’t get enough rest.
I don’t have enough time for 

myself.
I don’t have enough time to be 

with other family members beside 
the person I care for.

I feel guilty about my situation. 
I don’t get out much anymore. 
I have conflict with the person 

I care for.
I have conflict with other fam­

ily members. I cry everyday. I 
worry about having enough 
money to make ends meet. I don’t 
feel I have enough knowledge or 
experience to give care as well as 
I’d like. My own health is not 
good.

If the reason to one or more of 
these areas is usually true or of­
ten true it may be time to look for 
help with caring for the care-re­
ceiver and help in taking care of 
the caregiver.

“Help is not only okay to seek 
and accept, it is essential,” ex­
plains Collins. “People need to 
realize that they are not alone and 
that reaching out for assistance 
does not mean that they consider 
their loved-one a burden.”

To guard against becoming

“Although most accept this role 
out of love and find it rewarding, 
it can exhaust a person physically 
and emotionally, leading to illness 
and inability to further provide 
care.” she continues.

The care of an impaired older 
person can create stress in a vari­
ety of ways.

Recognizing and accept­
ing these stressors is the first step 
toward adjustment.

KINNEY COUNTY INDIGENT 
HEALTH CARE PROGRAM

WHAT IS THE CIHCP? The County Indigent Health Care Pro­
gram (CIHCP) helps provide needed medical care for persons with 
low income and limited resources. Whether you can get this help 
depends on your income, what you own, where you live, other 
help you recieve or could receive, and other items.

WHERE IS IT LOCATED? The CIHCP office is located in the 
County Courthouse upstairs in the left hand corner.

WHAT DO YOU NEED TO DO? Come by the office to pick 
up an application for assistance,,form 100. If you need help filling 
out the application someone at the office will assist you. You may 
be asked to bring proof of what you write on your application or 
tell the person interviewing you.

APPLICANTS RESPONSIBILITIES- Applicants sign a writ­
ten statement swearing to the truth of the information provided. 
This application is included on the signature page of the applica­
tion. All eligible applicants must report any changes in income, 
resources, or other circumstances within 14 days after the date the 
change occurs.

ELIGIBILITY DETERMINATION- The county determines eli­
gibility within 14 days after a complete application is received. 
The county provides applicants and any provider who assisted in 
the application process with a written notice of the eligibility deci­
sion. The notice includes the reason for the denial and explanation 
of the county’s appeal process.

Sheriff L.K. “Buddy” Burgess said, “The county 
cannot operate without a Justice of the Peace. In 
this county, we probably have 3,000 Class C misde­
meanors. These are tried injustice court.

“In this county, we have one Justice of the Peace. 
Years ago, we had four, which is too many. I battled 
for two when I was a highway patrolman because of 
the importance of the Justice of the Peace.

“I don’t see how one man can be held respon­
sible for this county for 365 days out of the year. 
The. judge has to be in this county 24 hours a day 
because we never know when we’re going to have a 
death. The judge has to come and tell you a man is 
dead, and he has to hold an inquest to determine 
whether it was foul play or natural causes.”

Mona Miller asked how the county officials pro­
jected the amount of fines to be collected by the 
Justice of the Peace’s office.

“The auditor, the commissioners and myself, we 
all worked on this,” Seargeant said. “We used past 
history and the Justice of the Peace’s recommenda­
tion.”

Wes Robinson asked why the EMS’s budget was 
increase “about 40 percent from the beginning of 
last year to the current proposed budget.”

“Last year, we had gone out for an $18,000 grant 
that didn’t come in,” Mendeke said.

Robinson then asked, “Why has the Sheriffs 
Department’s budget been increased close to 
$1()0,000 from the beginning of the last budget year 
to this year?”

“Last year, one wing was closed down because 
there were no prisoners,” O’Rourke said. “If you 
have a wing closed down, you have less jailors and 
less expenses.

“With the former sheriff, we weren’t getting fed­
eral prisoners. That’s one of the reasons why we’re 
in the shape we are in now. ”
