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Absentee 
balloting 
tops 300

More than 300 citizens have 
cast ballots so far for the Nov. 5 
general election.

As of Wednesday morning, a 
total of 341 ballots were cast, in­
cluding 274 by personal appear­
ance and another 67 by mail.

Absentee balloting got off to a 
better start than anticipated on 
Oct. 16 during the extended vot­
ing period for the Nov. 5 general 
election.

“It’s been wonderful,” Kinney 
County Clerk Dora Sandoval said. 
“We have had a very good turn­
out. More people usually turn out 
during a presidential election 
year. ”

The extended voting period 
runs through tommorow. Citizens 
can cast early ballots from 8 a.m. 
to noon and from 1 to 5 p.m. at 
the Courthouse.

“The next couple of days should 
be very busy,” Sandoval said 
Wednesday morning. “Usually, the 
last three days are the busiest.”

Voting for Tuesday’s general 
election will last from 7 a.m. to 7 
p.m. Polling places are: Slater 
Hall, Precinct 1; Brackett High 
School Auditorium; Precinct 2; 
First Baptist Church, Precinct 3; 
and the Kinney County Civic Cen­
ter, Precinct 4.

There are only two local con­
tested races. Incumbent Commis­
sioner Freddie Frerich is being 
■opposed by write-in candidate 
Tony Ray Kelley. In Precinct 3, Joe 
“Boy” Williams is being chal­
lenged by Gregorio O. Juarez, an­
other write-in candidate.

Incumbent County Attorney 
Tully Shahan is running unop­
posed as a write-in candidate.

Also running unopposed in the 
Nov. 5 election are L.K. “Buddy” 
Burgess, sheriff; Martha Pena 
Hooten, tax assessor-collector; 
and Bill Lindeman, constable.

Heading the ballot is the presi­
dential race between Democratic 
Incumbent Bill Clinton and Bob 
Dole, the Republican nominee.

Also running for president are 
Ross Perot, Independent; Howard 
Phillips, U.S. Taxpayers Party; 
John Hagelin, Natural Law Party; 
and Harry Browne, Libertarian 
Party.

Republican Incumbent Henry 
Bonilla faces opposition from 
Democrat Charles P. Jones in the 
District 23 U.S. House race.

Much needed rains 
also bring danger
Two men rescued after being stranded for hours

Much needed rains soaked 
South Texas Sunday night and 
Monday afternoon, but the flood­
ing was also accompanied by some 
dangers.

Two Texas D epartm ent of 
Transportation employees were 
stranded for hours in the west 
prong of the Nueces River, located 
in northwestern Kinney County.

Del Rio fireman Tito Zertuche 
pulled Juan Hernandez and Joe 
Diaz to safety Monday afternoon 
after the two Brackettville. men 
were left stranded at a low water 
crossing.

Zertuche and Daniel Young, 
also a Del Rio fireman, traveled

in U.S. Border Patrol helicopters 
piloted by Mike Johnson, Henry 
Moses and Bill White.

Kinney County Sheriff L.K. 
“Buddy” Burgess said Zertuche 
was an “expert in repelling.”

“He repelled down the rope, got 
the two stranded motorists, and 
took them away from high lines 
so the helicopter could get lower. 
He picked up the two motorists 
and brought them to safety. ”

Two attempts at stringing rope 
to shore to tow the victims in were 
unsuccessful, Johnson eventually 
dropped Zertuche upstream so that 
he could swim the current to the 
victims.

Once the fireman arrived safely, • 
Johnson brought the helicopter 
down and hovered three to four 
feet over the victims as Moses and 
Young helped them board the air­
craft.

“Most of us couldn’t get across 
Grass Valley because of the high 
water there,” Burgess said. “The 
highway department used their 
dump trucks to pull some pickups 
across to get them on the other 
side.

“The fire department crossed 
the low water in the fire trucks and 
took EMS personnel with them.

“They have a lot of seniors and 
they have pride.

“They have a good football 
team. In fact, they were one of 
the favorites going into the dis­
trict race.”

“I have a tremendous amount 
of respect for them,” he said. “It’s 
going to be a tough game. We’re 
going to have to go over there and 
play a good game.”

Natalia first-year coach Chris 
Keller is no stranger to the Tigers; 
he used to coach at Lytle, who 
was in Brackett’s district last year.

“Brackett has a good football 
team,” Keller said. “From what 
I’ve seen of them on film, they 
appear to be very quick and they 
appear to want to get up in your 
face and strike you. That’s always 
been Brackettville.

“I’m real impressed with them 
on both sides of the ball. They’re 
well coached.

“They’re still at the point 
where their kids are real excited 
about playing because they’re still 
in the hunt.

year.
“We’re going to have to de­

“He 
hurt us some last year. He’s go­
ing to be a kid that we have to 
stop.

“He has a lot of tenacity. The 
kid is a real go-getter. He gets 
after it and has a lot of intensity, 
so he is a guy that we have to stop. 
Ybarra is a good receiver.”

J. Wayne Ballew will lead the 
Tigers’ offense into battle, along 
with running backs Jorge 
Rodriguez, Demitreus Williams 
and Moses Hernandez.

Is the need for additional 
DPS troopers so dire?

An open letter to Governor 
George W. Bush.

Dear Sir:
I am much concerned about the 

traffic of drugs from Mexico, es­
pecially through our area. I ap­
plaud any effective effort at in­
terdiction.

After observing the assignment 
of a large number of Highway 
Patrol agents to this area, I feel 
this is a debacle. As a Pastor for 

• nearly 30 years in Brackettville, I 
drive 30,000 to 40,000 miles a 
year, mostly visiting the sick and 
hospitals. I have seen DPS agents 
in abundance.

It’s 30 miles from Brackettville 
to Del Rio, and I often see three 
or four DPS vehicles in this 30 
miles.

One day, recently, I saw three 
vehicles in a one-mile stretch, all 
rolling. I stood in a business on 
Highway 90 in Brackettville and, 
in 15 minutes, I saw four vehicles, 
two going east and two going 
west.

One day, recently, I was go­
ing toward Laguna on Road 334. 
Many times I drive this road with­
out seeing a car on the highway. 
As I drove out to visit a man bed­
ridden and terminal, a DPS ve­
hicle approached facing me. 
When he, passed I saw him turn 
around and start to follow me.

I always drive 50 to 55 miles 
per hour, but this day I was driv­
ing 45. The patrolman followed 
for approximately a mile then 
turned on his lights for me to stop.
I did.

I asked why he stopped me. He 
said, “You crossed the center 
line.”

I said, “No Sir, I did not cross 
the center line. ” If I had it would 
have been minuscule.

In no way would I have notice­
ably driven even partly across the 
line. It was in a passing lane and I 
hadn’t seen a car in miles.

I then asked when he alleged I 
crossed the line, as he approached 
or as he followed me. He said “As 
I followed you.”

This made it even more ridicu­
lous. Would any sane person ever 
violate a traffic law knowing less 
than a quarter of a mile behind 
was a DPS agent?

I then asked, “Why did you 
turn around and follow me?”

He said, “Your windows are 
shaded and I wanted to know if 
you were legal,”

He preceded to check them and 
sure enough they were within le­
gal limits. I’ve been driving this 
car for several years and never has 
any law enforcement officer ever 
questioned the shade.

He gave me a “W arning 
Ticket” reading “fail to drive in 
a single lane. ”

He acted like he was doing me 
a favor because I wouldn’t have 
to pay a fine.

He identified my vehicle as a 
“(Chev/2dr.)” when in reality it 
is an El Camino - a pickup. He 
never checked nor asked about 
insurance.

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When I asked where he was 
from, he said “Sweetwater.” He 
was accompanied by a Border 
Patrol Agent.

This is only one of many cases 
of harassment by these “outside” 
agents.

One young man driving from 
Del Rio at night by himself was 
stopped and harassed with no le­
gitimate cause.

An older man was stopped and 
harassed because he was driving 
slowly. He was a stranger to the 
area and was sight-seeing.

One lady driving to Del Rio to 
an appointment at the Social Se­
curity office was stopped for 
speeding. The agent gave her a 
“Warning Ticket” listing her 
speed at 70 miles per hour.

He detained her at length. He 
had her open the hood and trunk 
of her car and searched them. He 
searched her car.

He asked her where she lived, 
though he had her drivers license 
and I presumed had checked the 
car on the computer. He even 
asked her if she ever went to 
Mexico.

She showed him the letter 
showing her appointment which 
he refused to believe.

The springs of the hood of her 
car are weak and when she lifts 
the hood she must prop it up. She 
carries a stick to prop it up. He 
even asked her why she carried 
the stick.

He asked her if she owned the 
car. He asked her how long she 
had had it. He asked her where 
she bought it.

When she started to leave her 
car wouldn’t start and the agent 
had to give her a “jump .start.”

I’m sorry I can’t give his name, 
but I can’t read it.

Study shows the hazards of 
developing along Las Moras

“If you put your teepee right 
next to the water, your wigwam 
is gonna get wet. ” It’s not a ques­
tion of if but when.

As I see Las Moras Creek out 
of it’s banks again, I’m reminded 
of the flood we had in 1987. For 
those of you who are newcomers, 
we had quite a bit of flood dam­
age to homes, especially on Fort 
Clark Springs. My long time 
board member, P.H. Coates, has 
reminded me over the years that 
our Conservation District has re­
peatedly issued warnings about the 
hazards of development along Las 
Moras Creek.

Back in 1990, because of con­
tinued development along Las 
Moras Creek, my board chair­
man, Bret Trant, and I, with the 
rest of the board, felt compelled 
to order a survey that clearly de­
fine the “Flood Zone” along Las 
Moras Creek. This report was 
made public in August 1991. The 
maps and elevations were filed 
with the County Clerk’s office and 
are available to the public.

The bottom line of the report 
was: “In order to reduce flood 
damages, development should be 
avoided within the 100-year flood 
plain.”

Like I said before, this is on 
file in the County Clerk’s office 
and I have kept copies of the maps 
and report in my office. If any­
one is considering building some 
type of structure along Las Mo­
ras Creek, or perhaps already 
have constructed something along 
the creek, I encourage you to 
study this report.

“You couldn’t get close to where the pickup 
was stranded,” he said. “We finally got the Bor­
der Patrol helicopter there.”

Burgess said no injuries were reported, other 
than “a few cuts and bruises on the fireman from 
the wire and the brush.”

In addition to the Border Patrol and the Del 
Rio Fire Department, Game Gardens, the Kinney 
County EMS and the Brackettville Volunteer Fire 
Department were among the many law enforce­
ment agencies involved in the rescue.

Local citizens Lloyd Lee Davis and Bo Bo Mor­
gan also assisted at the scene. Davis utilized his 
helicopter and Morgan brought his boat.

The Sheriffs Department received a call at 
about 8:30 Monday morning concerning stranded 
motorists on Tularosa Road. Hernandez and Diaz 
retrieved the motorists at Davis hanger.

“After the Highway Department picked up the 
stranded motorists, Juan and Joe went further down 
TYilarosa to check out the rising water,” Burgess 
said.

“When they got near the end of the slab, the 
state-maintained part of the highway, the river was 
coming up so fast they decided to get out.

“They turned to come back and the river was 
coming up so fast that they saw that they weren’t 
going to make it, so Juan put his pickup up against 
a utility pole to give it support from the rushing 
water. They crawled up on top of the pickup as 
the water kept rising.

“The water got up to around their stomach with 
them standing on the pickup,” he said. “Some 
highway crews reported in that they needed assis­
tance so we called the Border Patrol for helicop­
ters.”

Many local citizens said they haven’t seen a 
rain like Monday’s since 1964. Brackettville re­
ceived six inches of rain early that morning.

Rocksprings received eight inches, Leakey had 
seven, Del Rio had five and Uvalde received four.

The storms formed as a result of a slow-mov­
ing front coming up from the Gulf of Mexico that 
collided with a cold front that stretched from 
Texarkana to Del Rio.

AUSTIN - In autumn, Texas 
state parks offer not only cooler 
weather conducive to picnicking, 
hiking and camping, but also an 
eye-popping kaleidoscope of fall 
colors brought on by the chang­
ing climate.

From Caddo Lake State Park 
in extreme north east Texas to the 
Texas Hill Country to the Pan­
handle Plains, the woods and for­
ests strut their autumn stuff. It may 
not be a storied fall in New En­
gland, but it’s good enough in the 
Lone Star State to foster special 
“Hotlines” that update the chang­
ing fall colors.

Perhaps the most popular state 
park for autumn color seekers is 
Lost Maples State Natural Area 
near Vanderpool, which annually 
draws thousands to view the relict 
stands of bigtooth maple trees.

Beginning Oct. 3, callers can 
dial the Lost Maples leaf color 
change report (512-389-4449 or 
1-800-792-1112, Option 1) to re­
ceive a recorded message updated 
weekly through Thanksgiving.

The canyon maples’ most vi­
brant reds, yellows and oranges 
usually can be seen in late Octo­
ber and early November, depend­
ing on the weather. The cooler and 
drier, the better, say the experts.

The limited number of camp-

sites and the 250 parking spaces 
go quickly on the weekends. To 
reserve a campsite, call the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife’s central res­
ervation center at 512-389-8900.

The state’s main fall foliage 
hotline is maintained in Laredo by 
the Texas Department of Transpor­
tation. That TxDOT phone num­
ber is 1-800-452-9292.

But of all the regions of Texas, 
East Texas traditionally boasts the 
most spectacular displays of au­
tumn colors. To monitor the col­
orful transformation taking place 
in the pine and hardwood forests,

White addresses 
the Rotary Club

Russell White arrived at the 
Rotary Club meeting last Thurs­
day carrying a large display case 
full of arrow points and Indian 
artifacts such as beads. He also 
brought a mortar and pestle with 
him, all of which he found in Kin­
ney County.

White explained the uses of dif­
ferent sized points. Unless you are 
knowledgable about these relics, 
you may lump them altogether and 
call them arrowheads.

However, only the smallest of 
these heads were actually used as 
arrows and measure from one to 
four millimeters. Dart points mea­
sure about five to ten millimeters. 
Larger points would have been too 
heavy to be shot from a bow. The 
Indians also used spears and axes 
made of stone.

Bows and arrows came into use 
around 700 AD. Before that time 
short spears called atalatas were 
used. These had an extension that 
worked much like the elbow adds 
leverage of one’s throwing arm.

The shape of these artifacts was 
determined by their use, but this 
also enables the anthropologist, 
whether professional or an in­
formed amateur, to date them. The 
stone relics were chipped into 
shape using the end of deer ant­
lers struck by a heavier stone.

Persons who have learned to 
make points in a manner similar 
to the Indians estimate that it prob­
ably took them ten or fifteen min­
utes to fashion one. They appar­
ently didn’t make a concerted ef-

fort to reclaim them after killing 
game.

Relics date from the Paleo In­
dian period which dates from 
around 9200 to 6000 BC.

White’s earliest points are the 
Goldrina and a Plainview point, 
which dates around 9200 BC, or 
the Early Archaic period.

The Mid Archaic dates for 
2000 to 1000 BC, while the Late 
Archaid dates 1000 BC to 700 
AD, them came a transition pe­
riod. The Late Pre-historic period 
is from 1200 AD to 1800.

The Indian relics from Kinney 
County date from 2500 to 1000 
BC and there is an abundance of 
them.

White displayed knives and 
scrapers made of flint. Obsidian 
relics come from Mexico and New 
Mexico.

Some objects are made of lava 
rock. Mortar and pestles were 
used to grind the acorns, mesquite 
beans and prickly pears that com­
prised the Indian’s diet.

Woven objects such as mats and 
sandals have been found in caves 
located in this area. Woven Indian 
ropes are as strong as any ropes 
manufactured today.

Collectors have offered White 
thousands of dollars for his col­
lection, but he has kept all his rel­
ics.

White has thousands of points 
but said that the finest collection 
to be found in this area belongs to 
Virginia Shahan.

White reminded Rotary Club 
members that historic Kinney 
County is a fascinating place to 
live.

During this time of year when 

yards are fiill of flowers and in­
teresting pods and nuts are drop­
ping off of trees, it’s hard to be­
lieve that anything beautiful can 
be so deadly. But the truth is that 
many innocent looking plants 
commonly found in your home or 
garden could cause serious harm 
if eaten. For example, eating more 
than two castor beans could spell 
death for adults.

Other poisonous plants include 
mistletoe, elephant ears, poinset- 
tias and acorns from oak trees. 
Parents need to teach children not 
to put foliage in their mouths. 
Some poisons can severely irritate 
the skin if touched. Common ones 
in this group are poison ivy and 
poison oak. Warning signs include 
digestive upset, vomiting, blister­
ing of the lips, nervousness, ex­
citement, irregular heartbeat and 
mental confusion.

A handy number to have by 
your telephone in case of an acci­
dental ingestion of plant material 
is the Texas Poison Control 
hotline. The number is 800-POI- 
SON-1. This central switchboard 
for the state gets you in touch with 
botanists and poison control ex­
perts in the area.

Fall is the best time to man­
age tu rf  disease.

As the night time temperatures 
begin to drop and especially if we 
receive any autumn rain, fungi that 
cause take-all patch and brown 
patch begin to show up. I have al­
ready had a small case of brown 
patch in my lawn. Proper fall turf 
management strategies can help 
lawns survive the attack from 
these fungi.

Brown patch fungus attacks the 
base of the leaf. Affected leaves 
turn yellow and pull off easily and 
the base of the leaf is slimy and 
rotted. Since brown patch attacks 
the leaves and not the roots. The 
turfgrass will recover. However,

In many parts of the country, 
the winter months are viewed as a 
time of forced respite from gar­
dening. However, winter can prove 
productive if you reevaluate your 
approach to planning.

The American Association of 
Nurserymen (AAN) encourages 
you to think of winter as a perfect 
time to plan.

The AAN Yard and Garden Re­
modeling Kit can give you a head 
start on spring. Ask for it at your 
garden center or request it from a 
landscaping professional. 

Evaluate a yard’s structure 
You may miss the green leaves 

of summer, but this time of year 
reveals the structure of your yard 
better than any other season. 
Views and topography are not ob­
scured by growth, making it easier 
to sketch a landscape plan.

The Yard and Garden Remod­
eling Kit contains a grid and in­
structions to help you accomplish 
this goal. Taking a few photo­
graphs of areas you want to im­
prove is another planning aid.

When planning the design of 
your garden, don’t overlook the 
structural elements of your prop­
erty: The architecture of your 
house, driveways, paths, or side­
walks and , of course, the areas of 
light and shade. It’s best to prune 
trees, especially deciduous ones, 
in cooler months because you can 
see the form of the tree then.

Make a wish list 
Decide what you need and want 

in your landscape. Perhaps your 
goals are privacy, low mainte­
nance, or a child’s play space. 
Much of the work can be done on 
paper before you ever set a shovel 
to soil. Balance your desires with 
the reality of budget, how much 
can you afford to invest? By com­
pleting these tasks ahead of time, 
you’ll be better prepared when you 
call on a garden center or land­
scape designer.

Remember that spring and 
summer are the busiest seasons for 
landscape professionals, so win­
ter is a great time to contact them. 
When spring finally does arrive, 
you’ll be ready to set your plans 
in action.

affected turf is more susceptible 
to cold injury during a hard win­
ter.

Take-all patch fungus attacks 
the roots. While take-all patch 
symptoms do not appear until 
spring, infection begins in early 
fall and continues during cool, wet 
conditions like those we some­
times have during fall and win­
ter. Because the roots are rotted, 
entire stolons may be lifted easily 
from the soil. The damage is simi­
lar to white grub damage; how­
ever grubs can be seen in the soil 
if they are the cause of the dam­
age. If they are not easily visible 
in the soil in affected areas, then 
you would suspect take-all patch 
disease.

Cultural practices that encour­
age deep vigorous root systems 
reduce the damage caused by these 
fungi. Proper water management 
is critical. Adequate surface and 
subsurface drainage is necessary. 
Water your lawn when needed. A 
good test to determine when to 
water is when your footprints are 
visible after you walk across it. 
Early morning is the best time to 
water because the grass leaves dry 
quickly and brown patch fiingus 
needs a number of hours of leaf 
wetness to cause infection, such 
as from evening watering and dew 
formation. Infrequent but thor­
ough watering produces a deep- 
rooted turfgrass.

Lawns should be fertilized one 
last time before winter, however, 
applications that are too late stimu­
late growth and delay dormancy 
in the turf, making it more sus­
ceptible to disease and cold injury. 
Recommendations for the last fer-

tilization date vary across the state, 
our date being around the first part 
of October.

Although there are numerous 
fungicides available for control of 
brown patch, these do not control 
take-all patch. So you should use 
a fungicide for take-all patch only 
if you are sure you have it. Only 
two fungicides currently labeled 
for control of take-all patch. They 
are Rubigan and Bayleton 25. 
Rubigan is used by primarily com­
mercial applicators while Bayleton 
is available for the homeowner. 
Fungicides are most effective as 
preventive treatments and are 
much less effective as curative 
treatments after the disease is es­
tablished. Always read and follow 
all label directions when using a 
fungicide.

Trees beginning to change 
with season.

Leaves of some trees species 
are turning yellow and beginning 
to fall despite some favorable 
growing conditions lately. The 
color change is nothing but a sign 
that we may be in for some cooler 
temperatures. Unless diseased or 
damaged, the trees should nor­
mally begin to lose their leaves, 
and usually only the older ones 
right now.

Sycamore, elm, sweetgum, and 
silver maple normally lose their 
leaves earlier than most other spe­
cies. Pines will soon begin losing 
older needles as well. This is a 
natural occurrence and nothing 
to be concerned about. Pines re­
tain needles for two years and the 
shedding represents one year’s 
growth.

Brackett scored two-straight third quarter 
touchdowns to rally past Comfort Friday as the 
Tigers handed the Bobcats their first defeat of the 
season with a 28-21 decision in District 30-2A 
football action.

With the victory, the Tigers improve to 4-4 on 
the season and to 2-1 in conference action. The 
Bobcats fall to 7-1 overall and to 2-1 in district 
play.

Gustavo Lozano kicked the extra 
point at the 6:38 mark.

The Bobcats led 14-12 at halftime. Dereck 
Syfert crossed the goal line from 7 yards out to 
cap a 67-yard, 14-play drive with 3:43 left in the 
first half.

Hernandez scored on a 7-yard run at the 11:31 
mark in the second quarter that gave Brackett a 
12-8 advantage. His TD was set up by Jorge 
Rodriguez’ 58-yard jaunt.

Pressler scored from 5 yards out for Comfort’s 
first touchdown of the night with 17 seconds re­
main in the opening stanza. He also added the 
two-point conversion for an 8-6 lead.

The Tigers struck first at the 8:09 mark in the 
first period. Quarterback J. Wayne Ballew kept 
on the option and raced 45 yards for paydirt.

Brackett finished with nine first downs and 264 
yards in offense, all on the ground. Comfort had 
17 first downs and 270 total offensive yards.

Rodriguez paced the Tigers’ ground attack 
with 107 yards rushing on 15 carries. Ballew fin­
ished with 71 yards on nine attempts and Will­
iams had 69 yards on three totes.

DBS cannot offer local stations In most parts of the 
country it’s illegal! DBS systems by law, cannot 
deliver the signals of the national broadcast net­
works to areas that can receive their signals via 
antenna (or cable). In order for those people with 
DBS to watch their local TV stations and their net­
work programs they must hook up a conventional 
antenna on their roof Of course, there is an easier 
way. With cable you automatically receive all local 
broadcast stations Day in, day out, cable brings you 
reliable coverage of all local news sports and weath­
er produced in and for your community.

DBS can do is offer national networks (ABC. CBS. 
NBC. PBS and FOX) via signals imported from a 
big city. Plus, there’s an additional monthly fee and 
this DBS package is only available if you absolutely 
cannot get local signals off the air. And you thought 
rabbit ears were a thing £<f tjie past.

Beware of smoke and minors.
Don’t be fooled by the promise of hundreds of 
movies. Premium channels offered l y  DBS services 
are all available on cable. Those so-called extra 
movies must be ordered separately and they come 
with extra charges, too.

WM my dish and receiver work 
with any DBS supplier?
Answer: maybe., jnaybe not.
Another important detail the salesperson may try to 
gloss over is: not all satellite equipment is compatible 
with all the DBS services. Both RCA and Sony man­
ufacture satellite dishes and receivers. Programming is 
distributed through several suppliers (DirecTV. 
Primestar and USSB to name a few.) To date there 
are at least four different satellite services being 
offered and no two use the same equipment! It is pos­
sible to buy a satellite dish and receiver only to find 
out that the programs you want are only offered by a 
different supplier. Sound confusing? It i&

What happens when your DBS 
equipment breaks?
When your DBS equipment fails, your system is 
completely useless. The worse part is your monthly 
fees will continue even though your DBS equip­
ment is unable to receive the signal.

What if I own more than one TV?
If you want the option of watching different pro­
gramming on additional TVs, separate receivers 
retailing for about $2(X) each are needed for every 
TV set hooked to the DBS system and then you 
have to watch the same channel on all TVs — to 
watch different programs on different TVs additional 
equipment is required that costs as much or more 
than the equipment for the first TV. Connecting more 
than two additional TVs can mean paying addition-

Regardless you o w t i the DBS equipment so you will 
probably be asked to call a national 8(X) number. 
Then, you will need to package and ship your faulty 
DBS equipment off to a repair seivice.The repair ser­
vice will eventually diagnose the problem, repair it if 
necessary and send you the bill. Best case scenario, 4- 
6 weeks Many DBS dealers will strongly suggest that 
you purchase a one- to three year service mainte­
nance agreement to guarantee parts and service. 
Anyone who invests in DBS should consider this 
option. It’s more money but at this point why cut comers?

With cable, you lease equipment. If you experience 
trouble with your cable service, a technician will be 
there within 24 hours to fix it. On-time service is 
guaranteed.They make sure their customers’ equip­
ment is kept updated and working properly. It 
makes good business sense to keep their equipment 
and their customers happy.

Satellite programming is not free!
Part of your cable bill goes to pay for program­
ming each month. The same is true for DBS. 
There is a consumer misperception that DBS 
allows you to access unlimited satellite pro­
gramming for no cost once you purchase the 
equipment. This is not true! DBS equipment is 
an upfront cost that does not include satellite 
programming. Once DBS is installed, you must 
continue to pay monthly programming fees, 
possibly to two satellite programming suppliers.

al monthly programming fees. Furthermore, a tele­
phone line must also be attached to the back of 
every receiver. With cable service, the minimal 
monthly fee for an additional outlet averages just a 
few cents per day.

Stonny weather smd satellite TV 
don’t mix.
Bad weather can affect both cable and DBS service, 
but DBS delivery is particularly subject to rain fade. 
You may expect some service interruptions that 
could last as long as 10 minutes at a time in heavy 
storms. This would be absolute disaster if it were to 
happen during the final ten minutes a first-run 
movie or play-off game! Normally digital reception 
is of high quality, but DBS digital compression can 
cause some curious freeze-frame effects during live 
action sports. Even foliage between the dish and the 
satellite can cause interference. Other problems can 
be caused by ice, snow and lightning. Power surges 
can even start fires or simply fiy your delicate DBS 
equipment. ’While both cable and DBS systems are 
susceptible to inclement weather, any damage to the 
cable system will be repaired by your cable compa­
ny without additional expense to you.

DBS installation isnt a breeze.
DBS requires a southern exposure and a clear line 
of sight to satellites. When a dish is mounted on 
your home, obstructions such as trees must be 
cleared away. Buildings can also be obstacles. 
Dealer installation costs about $2(X); a self-install 
kit is about $70. Also, watch out for zoning and 
building codes which limit where and how you can 
install the dish. A small cable wire entering a home 
is always permitted.

Larry Adams
chili-maker
extraordinaire

Laughlin AFB - Laughlin’s own 
chili-maker extraordinaire, Larry 
Adams, Laughlin Civil Service 
Aircraft Maintenance, won the 
“Anything goes” competition at 
the 23rd Annual Armed Forces In­
ternational Chili Cook-Off Sept. 
28, at tlie Goodfellow AFB, Texas, 
recreation camp.

The annual event brings to­
gether “chili heads,” a name given 
to the true masters in the fine art 
of chili making, from all over the 
United States and sometimes these 
chili connoisseurs even come from 
overseas to compete.

The art of chili making is a 
Texas tradition imbedded deep in 
the culture of its peoples. A true 
Chile aficionado , Adams has at­
tended all but two of the 23 armed 
forces cook-offs. He is also the 
only cooker from Laughlin to par­
ticipate in the event.

Before this year, Adams had 
come as close as 5th place twice 
and a 10th place once, but he 
hadn’t quite managed to pull out 
a first. Well, this year he had all 
the right combinations and walked 
away with top honors. “There are 
two varieties of chili for the com­
petition, traditional style chili, or 
Terlingua, as it is called, is only 
to contain meat and sauce with­
out any vegetables or other vis­
ible additives; and the other is 
“anything goes” chili, which is 
just tha t. “Now competition chili 
isn’t just any old ch ili,” said 
Adams. “It has to have a certain 
look, a certain texture, color and 
just tlie right combination of spices 
to make if flavorful, but not so 
spicy as to damage the innards of 
those who sample it.”

“Prior to this year, I had only 
entered the traditional style com­
petition,” said Adams. “But, this 
year someone recommended that 
I enter the anything goes compe­
tition. Well, I did and I guess this 
year I just had the right combina­
tion and I won!

The cook off is judged by a 
panel of twelve chili gurus, 
deemed worthy to be selected as 
judges. They each sample all of 
tlie entries and then use their “chili 
sense” to determine which entry 
has the most perfect combinations 
of flavor, texture and color. They 
clean their palate between chilis 
by eating grapes, crackers, cheese 
or carrot sticks and drinking vari­
ous beverages, mainly beer.

If it sounds like fun, that’s prob­
ably because it is. The competi­
tion is surrounded by a variety of 
games and other picnic like ac­
tivities, and attendees of course, 
are encouraged to sample the chili 
entries and make their own judg­
ments.

In the chili world the name of 
the chili is almost as important as 
the chili itself and much thought 
goes into die selection of the name, 
as it should reflect the personality 
of the cook as well as the chili. 
“Before this year, 1 always called 
my chili “Green Lizard Chili.” but 
this year I thought I’d come up 
with a new name since I was en­
tering a different category. I had 
never won a competition so I fig­
ured I’d just call it “Lost Again 
Chili.” I was more surprised than 
anyone when the judge called out 
my name for first place. I just fig­
ured, well, it looks like “Lost 
Again” finally won!
