HOUSTON - The Brackett

High School Agricultural Depart-

The only person that may have been happier than
Barbara Simmons on Tuesday when Barbara’s Table
opened is Jay Johnson.

The Fort Clark Springs businessman purchased
property in downtown Brackettville from the Davis
family last summer, with plans to restore the his-
toric buildings. -

Johnson’s first project was the old Arbor Saloon
on North Street, which is now the home of Kinney
County’s newest restaurant.

“It is a fulfillment,” Johnson said Tuesday as he
watched local citizens fill Barbara’s Table. “It is
kind of like finishing a painting or a sculpture and
experiencing other people appreciating it.”

Johnson said the restoration of the building was
easier than most because he knew what kind of res-
taurant Simmons wanted.

The building operated as the Arbor Saloon in
the mid-1800s. Historians say a gunfight involving
John King Fisher occurred at the saloon during the
19th century.

With the history behind the building, Johnson
tried to keep many of the historical characteristics
in place.

“Some people ask why we didn’t paint the ceil-
ing,” he said. “Had we done that, we felt that we
would have covered up some history. The ceilings

show a century and a half of activity.

“This isn’t something you plan in advance,’
Johnson said of the restoration process. “You deal
with realities as they face you. You’re not dealing
from the ground up, you’re dealing with all of the
lines that somebody else has established.”

The building has been completely modernized,
with new wiring, electrical services, central heat-
ing and air, and plumbing.

Johnson gave a lot of credit to Russell Williams,
his main contractor in the project.

“Russell was very patient with me,” Johnson said.
“He was sensitive in taking some of my ideas and
making them materialize.”

Now that Barbara’s Table is open, Johnson has
three more buildings on Ann Street that he plans to
restore.

“But first, I have to recharge my batteries,” he
said. :

Johnson said the inspiration behind the new
projects will depend on who wants to lease the build-
ings and what type of establishment the buildings
will house.

“When the right party comes along, I will have
an idea of what to do with the buildings,” he said.
“They will be a lot more difficult because there is a
lot less to work with.”

The luncheon meeting of

Brackettville Rotary held last
Thursday was devoted to a talk
by Bill Haenn on the history of

Fort Clark.

Haenn is not only the manager
of the Fort, he is an avid histo-
rian. Since February is black his-
tory month, he gave an overview
of the black army units that served
here from 1852 to 1944.

Fort Clark is unique in the
numbers of black units and orga-
nizations located here.

It also was site of the Buffalo
Soldiers and the Seminole Indian
Scouts, both amazingly effective
‘and highly honored groups. Four
graves in the Seminole Cemetery
belong to Medal of Honor win-
ners.

Black infantry regiments came
to Fort Clark first in 1852 to pro-
tect the western moving settlers

from Indians. Black regiments
fought in the Civil War, and when
it ended some stayed in the Army.
Some fought in the Spanish
American War. They were noted
for their bravery and toughness.
The Seminole Black Indian
Scouts came from Mexico where
they had been patrolling the bor-
der for the Mexican government.
They wanted to return home to
the reservation in Oklahoma and
took work as scouts with the Army
to earn money. They were delayed
for quite a while, evidently by the
Army. ;

Cavalry regiments were sta-
tioned here beginning in 1868.
The famed Buffalo Soldiers were
in the 9th and 10th Cavalry Regi-
ments. In fact, the 9th Cavalry
built the Palisado building.

Black regiments were not inte-
grated but had white officers be-
cause the blacks at that time were
illiterate.

Many white officers had diffi-
culty handling the blacks. Some
avoided serving with the black
units, but some realized it was a
good way to rise quickly in rank.
Col. Ben O. Davis was the first
black officer.

The black soldiers were rough
men who had come from a rough
culture. They valued officers
whom they saw as brave and
tough. They were particularly

fond of Bullis, who was a man of |

great endurance.

In 1875, Bullis was surrounded
and the Seminole Scouts with
whom he was riding turned back
to rescue him. Three were given
the Medal of Honor.

Today, a group of young men
who have committed crimes are
being rehabilitated in an extremely
effective way by being sent to live
in what resembles the structure of
the Army. Discipline is strict and

Shutting the door to drugs at the border

This country is at war - a war against the arro-
gant drug traffickers crossing our Southwest bor-
der. Everyday, we hear too many stories about
shootouts at the border and border residents having
their private property violated by drug lords.

Texans in my congressional district are on the
front lines of this battle. They know its effects all
too well. Drug lords brazenly cut down farmers and
ranchers’ fences even while neighbors are chatting
in backyards and children are playing. These brave
people deserve to live in a safer environment.

So far, this administration has not fought the fight
for Texas. While the nation read horrifying stories
of border shootouts in Eagle Pass, the administra-
tion relocated Texas Border Patrol agents to other
states. The drug lords understand the
administration’s message: come to Texas, because
there are fewer resources here to stop you.

Less than 100 of the 1,000 new agents joining
the Border Patrol this year have been assigned to
my congressional district which covers over 600

miles of border. It is simple logic that the resources
belong where the problem is.

Last week, I invited Eagle Pass Chief of Police
Tony Castenada to testify with me at a congres-
sional hearing addressing the Mexican drug traf-
ficking situation. Chief Castenada said it best. He
said this is indeed a war and “if you’re going to go
to war, you have to be totally committed and dedi-
cated to the cause.” :

Our battle to shut off the drug flow will not be
easy.

An important first step would be letting law en-
forcement, not politicians, map out our strategy.

Also, we need to ensure that federal and local
law enforcement efforts are closely coordinated.

But it is especially tough when
you don’t have the resources you need to do the job
right.

We must make sure that all parts of the border
get the resources-they need to face this crisis.

the only medical tests that can
detect a breast tumor early, when
scientists have not been able to
find a cure for the disease?

I don’t know, but in 1993 that’s
what the National Cancer Institute
did, making a U-turn in its cruz
sade to reduce the number of
breast cancer deaths in America.

Based on data from a Canadian:
study that said women in their 40
did not  benefit- - fronr
mammograms, the NCI rescinded’
its recommendation that women
begin regular mammograms at 40:

The NCI replaced its earlier-
guidelines with a much weaker
“statement of scientific fact” that
the Canadian data disproved the-
need for regular mammograms for
women in their 40’s. '

Although two major studies
subsequently refuted the Canadian
results, participants in a second
major debate regarding
mammograms for women in their
40s could only agree to disagree.

The two studies showed 44 per-
cent and 36 percent fewer deaths
among women in their 40’s who
have had mammograms. :

Since the National Cancer
Institute’s 1993 decision, an esti-
mated 40,000 women between the:
ages of 40 and 49 have been di-
agnosed with breast cancer. :

Women that age have a one-
in-64 chance of developing the*
disease, which is well known fof"
its virulence among premeno--
pausal women.

On February 5, the Senate
passed a resolution 98-0 demand-’
ing a clear set of NCI mammog-'
raphy guidelines for women in this
age group. Any marginal risk pre-
sented by mammography is
clearly outweighed by the benefits
of early detection.

_Just ask my friend, Nancy'
Brinker. :

Her late sister, Susan Komen,
was 36 when she died of breast
cancer. Nancy was later diag-
nosed at 37 with breast cancer.

Luckily and thanks to mam-
mography, Nancy caught her can-
cer early, received treatment, and
today is disease-free.

When I speak publicly about
breast cancer, nearly everyone in
the audience tells me they know
someone like the late Susan
Komen or Nancy Brinker.

Until we know how to prevent
or cure the disease, mammogra-
phy is our only weapon to beat it
in its earliest stages, when you
have the best chance for survival. -

The soldiers have come to be
a source of identity for young
men on the verge of turning fo
lives of crime.

History books do not record
much of the existence of black
people except to acknowledge
their presence.

Young blacks often live in
slum areas where crime is ram-
pant and drugs are a way of life.
The peer pressure to use drugs
is enormous.

Crime is the way to support
their habit once they start using
drugs. The temptation to make
easy money as a dealer is the
only obvious way to escape pov-
erty.

Being able to remove
troubled youngsters from this
environment and place them in

a wholesome, helpful life style :

As boys, Rue and friend
George Holman enlisted as pri-
‘vates in the Kentucky militia and
served under General George
ngers Clark, in his Indian cam-
paigns. During an expedition to
Harrisburg, Holman and Rue
were captured by Indians, and
help for three years. Both were
sentenced to death. Holman was
rescued by Chief Logan, who
adopted him as a son. A young
Shawnee saved Rue’s life by
cutting the rope that bound him
to the stake. Soon after. Holman
escaped during a rouse and met
Rue in Louisville. He then settled
and married Elizabeth Holman,
(George’s sister), and had nine
children.

Richard Rue along with
George Holman were leaders in
the settlement of ~the western
territory of Indiana. Together
with their families and several
others they moved to Wayne
County. They practiced high
ideals of citizenship and politics.
Examples include leaving Ken-
tucky to escape the evils of sla-
very, participating in the peti-
tion to re-annex the new terri-
tory of Ohio to prevent slavery,
and the election of an anti-sla-
very delegate to Congress. Ri-
chard Rue was the first justice
of the peace, and the first court
was held in his own home. These
early settlers did not have a pas-
sive or negative attitude toward
the community and this is evi-
dent as the records -follow our
family for many generations.

Unlike the regular hunting sea-
son in which the county is split
into two different dates, the Spring
Turkey Season is not.

The dates for this season are
March 29 - May 4, 1997 and it is
county wide.

Only gobblers can be killed
during the Spring Season.

The bag limit is 4 turkeys. But

keep in mind this limit is for the
96-97 license year.

If you have already killed any
turkey during the regular season,
then you must subtract that
amount from your bag limit of
four. If you have already killed 4
during the regular season, then
you don’t have to worry about
going hunting during the Spring
Season. You now have more time
to stay home and clean out the ga-
rage or mow the lawn. No doubt,
your wife will be happy about
that!

Living with chronic asthma

No one’s sure what causes
asthma, and so far there isn’t a cure
for it. But we do know that asthma
is a chronic condition in which
substances or conditions called
triggers cause the air passages in
the lungs to become inflamed and
swollen.

When the air passages are in-
flamed, they become overly sen-
sitive. Any irritation of these over-
sensitive air passages can lead to
an asthma attack.

Your goal is to avoid asthma
attacks by controlling the under-
lying inflammation thaF _makes
your air passages so sensitive.

Your health care team can help
you achieve this goal. People with
asthma have air passages that are
almost always inflamed dand swol-
len.

Triggers are substances or con-
ditions that bother the air passages
and cause this inflammation. Once
the air passages are inflamed,
some triggers can also set off an
asthma attack. In order to control
your asthma, you need to control
them.

There are substances that some
people with asthma (but not all)
are sensitive to. This sensitivity
often causes the lungs to become
swollen and inflamed.

Triggers include: House dust,
Air pollutants, Weeds, Mold, In-
fections like colds, flu, Animals,
Pollen, Certain food additives,
Grasses, Weather ( too cold and
dry or too hot and humid).

Emotions will not cause
asthma. But crying, sighing, and
laughing can change the way you
breathe and may trigger an asthma

attack. Too much stress can also
make an asthma attack more likely.

When triggers irritate the lin-
ing of bronchial tubes, the lining
becomes inflamed and swollen. As
a result, the tubes are made
slightly smaller, but air can still
move through the tubes in and out
of the alveoli. _

You may have no symptoms or
very mild symptoms like a cough,
chest lightness, or a lack of en-
ergy. When already inflamed
bronchial tubes overreact to‘a trig-
ger, the lining swells up even
more. The lining also produces
extra mucus, which may plug up
the air passages. The muscles
around the bronchial tubes tighten,
making the air passages even
smaller. Air has a hard time mov-
ing through the bronchial tubes
and in or out of the alveoli. You
may wheeze, cough, or have
trouble breathing.

Before developing your treat-
ment plan, it helps to know your
triggers and symptoms and
whether you have any other prob-
lems. with your lungs.

To determine this, your doctor
will ask you questions about, your
work, home, and activities, exam-
ine you and perform some tests.

Based on the results of your
evaluation, your doctor will work
with you to develop a treatment
plan. The goal of this plan is to
help you prevent asthma symp-
toms and tell you what action to
take if you do feel any symptoms.
Monitoring your breathing, using
medications, controlling your trig-

gers, and exercising regularly are

all part of this plan.

Write down your plan and re=
fer to it often. And keep a diary:
of your symptoms to show to your:
doctor. This diary can help your
health team make your treatment
plan as effective as possible. :

Measuring how well you can
push air out of your lungs can
tell you how open your air pas<
sages are. This is called peak
flow monitoring. Medications
can help reduce the underlying
inflammation in the air passages
and help open air passages

~quickly during an attack and be

sure to use your medications as
directed.

Remember, constant exposure
to triggers is one reason why your
air passages may become swollen
and inflamed and prone to attacks.

Learn what your triggers are
and how you can avoid them.

Use these techniques to stay
healthy and asthma free.
