Citizens turn out for 
early voting period in 
city council elections

Over 60 citizens have voted 
early for the May 3 city council 
elections.

City officials reported that 59 
citizens have voted early by ap­
pearance and five have boted by 
mail.

Early voting by personal ap­
pearance is being conducted on 
weekdays at City Hall from 8 a.m. 
to 5 p.m.

The early voting period will 
continue through April 29.

The deadline to apply for a bal­
lot by mail is April 25.

Luna submits contract 
to attorney for review

Brackettville’s city attorney is 
currently reviewing the city’s con­
tract with its gas supplier. City 
Secretary David Luna reported at 
last week’s meeting.

Luna said he submitted the con­
tract with West Texas Gas Inc., to 
the attorney for review.

Also during the regular meet­
ing, Luna asked that city council 
candidates and current council 
members only come to City Hall 
to conduct business during the 
early voting period, which runs 
through Tuesday.

Carol Sandoval presented the 
Monthly Activity Report to the 
council. She reported that 123 
work orders were completed by the 
city crews between March 6 and 
April 14.

Fire Marshal Faustino “Lingo” 
Sandoval informed the council that 
he inspected four buildings last 
month.

The Kinney County commissioners court 
unanimously agreed to submit a grant ap­
plication to the Texas Department of Hous­
ing and Community Affairs for the com­
munity development fund.

The application is for $240,995 in grant 
funds to construct an EMS building, for 
low water crossing improvements, and for 
road paving.

Kinney County’s EMS service currently 
houses its ambulances at Fort Clark 
Springs, paying only the utility fees for the 
building. The EMS employes work out of 
an office above the County Jail.

If the grant application is approved, the 
new EMS building is expected to be lo­
cated within the Brackettville city limits.

During the 1996-97 fiscal year, 61 per­
cent of the EMS ambulance runs were in 
the city of Brackettville. Out of the 231 
total runs, 142 were in the city, 61 were at 
Fort Clark Springs (26 percent), and 28 
were to rural areas (12 percent).

“With a new building, the daytime EMS 
attendants will be housed with our units, 
which will help in our response time,” said 
Beatriz Kuhns of the Kinney County EMS 
Department. “It will cut down (the response 
time) tremendously. ”

Kuhns said having the ambulances 
housed in the city would also help with the

refueling and upkeep of the vehicles.
“Currently, we’re having to get our fuel 

from the road and bridge department,” she 
said.

“We’re having to wash our units either 
at the car wash or here at the Civic Center. 
With this new building, we’re hoping to 
get a power faucet there so we can just get 
it done right then and there, and not have 
to run around to get everything done. ”

The EMS Department also runs the 
county’s indigent care program. Kuhns said 
the program cannot be run at the Fort Clark 
location because not everyone is a member 
of the association and carmot gain access 
to the Fort.

“As we all know, the Fort is not open to

the public,” she said. “With this building, 
it will be open to the public. That will help. ” 

“It will also help with the EMS. We do 
the billing and the collecting here. We have 
a private agency that does it, but if any­
body doesn’t want to deal with the collec­
tion agency, they come deal with us.

“The Fort has worked with us well,” 
Kuhns said. “We’re real appreciative of 
what they have done for us, but we want it 
to be open for everybody and there we 
can’t. We cannot take this office over there 
because we have to deal with everybody in 
town and outside of town. ”

The EMS Department currently employs 
two full-time attendants, three part-time 
attendants, and a volunteer driver.

Fort Clark officials vote not to extend sewer system

The Fort Clark Springs Board of Direc­
tors decided not to extend its new sewer sys­
tem to include undeveloped lots in Unit 27 at 
its regular meeting Saturday morning.

Hoover Construction bid $55,801.76 to 
expand the sewer system into Unit 27 to in­
clude 81 lots, 53 of which belong to members 
of the association.

If members develop the lots, they would 
have to set up their own septic systems, which 
officials said would cost at least $3,000.

Frank Cheaney made a motion to accept 
the bid and Bob Burkepile seconded the mo­
tion.

Cheaney, Burkepile and Mary Mitchell 
voted for the expansion, while Ben Pingenot, 
Santos Yerena and Betty Gibbs voted against.

President Mona Miller broke the tie, voting 
against the proposal.

“I just don’t feel that it is financially pru­
dent,” Pingenot said before the vote.

The board agreed to spend $1,000 to stock 
Las Moras Creek with fish.

A $500 sewer and water fee for new de­
velopers was approved by the directors.

The board approved the appointments of 
Mike Holley to the architectural committee 
and Alan McCord to the golf committee.

An agreement was approved with Grover 
Neuman to operate the Duck Inn. Neuman 
will pay $50 a month for the building, which 
will cover insurance and property taxes for 
the year.

Two amendments recommended by the ar­
chitectural committee were approved.

One amendment establishes a daily fee not 
to exceed $200 for starting the construction

of a building without a permit. Previously 
when this occurred, the amount of the permit 
was doubled. The other amendment allows 
the newer satellite dishes to be installed.

The board approved a new edition of the 
association’s rules and regulations, which in­
cluded some new golf club rules.

The directors agreed to make the May 17 
Border Patrol Bash an open-to-the-public 
event.

The board approved a resolution which 
added the association’s maintenance manager 
as a nonvoting member to the golf commit­
tee.

Gibbs presented the financial statement. 
The association has a year-to-date net profit 
of $75,089 and is $48,921 under budget.

The directors approved the transfer of funds 
to pay bills and approved the minutes from 
last month’s meeting.

Officials anticipate 
arrival of new truck

The Brackettville Volun­
teer Fire Department is ex­
pecting its new brush truck 
within the next 45 days. Fire 
Chief Joe “Boy” Williams 
told the Brackettville City 
Council last week.

Williams said a committee 
made up of department mem­
bers will travel to San Anto­
nio to inspect the vehicle be­
fore it is delivered from the 
dealer to the firm that will 
equip the truck.

Williams reported that the 
fire department responded to 
one fire in March.

Officials seize 300 pounds of marijuana
Local law enforcement officials arrested a 27- 

year-old Del Rio man for narcotics violations around 
10 p.m. Thursday after a search of his vehicle 
yielded nine bundles of marijuana weighing 300 
pounds.

Emanuel De Jesus Guerra was heading east on 
Highway 90 towards the Cline checkpoint when he 
turned his vehicle around.

Border Patrol Agents suspected that the vehicle 
was probably attempting to avoid an immigration 
inspection and proceeded to follow the subject to 
obtain a vehicle registration.

The vehicle, tracked going 86 miles per hour in 
a 65 zone, continued west, passing vehicles with 
eastbound traffic approaching.

Department of Public Safety Trooper Richard

Slubar clocked the vehicle speeding and joined in 
the chase.

Kinney County Deputy Sheriff Vito La Gioia 
picked up on the radio that the vehicle avoided stop­
ping at the checkpoint. Slubar radioed for assis­
tance and La Gioia responded.

The vehicle was stopped about five miles west 
of Brackettville only after the DPS successfully laid 
down spikes in the road to deflate the tires of the 
vehicle.

The driver of the vehicle surrendered to Slubar 
and La Gioia without incident.

A subsequent search of the vehicle yielded 300 
pounds of marijuana worth an estimated $240,000. 
The marijuana, the subject and the pickup truck 
were turned over to the DPS for further investiga­
tion and prosecution.

Commissioners discuss funds for fire department
The Kinney County commis­

sioners discussed a resolution 
pledging $3,000 from the county’s 
1997-98 budget to the Brack­
ettville Volunteer Fire Department 
at their regular meeting last week, 
but took no action.

In previous years, the county 
had contributed $3,000 annually 
to the volunteer organization. The 
expense was cut from the current 
budget.

“We cannot commit to next 
year’s budget at this time,” Com­
missioner Freddie Frerich said. 
“We can’t pass the resolution, but 
I think it’s our intentions, and it 
always has been, to reinstate the 
$3,000 that we have been paying 
(to the Fire Department) that was 
left off our budget this year.

“We intend to do it, we just 
can’t make a resolution regarding 
next year’s budget; it’s illegal ac­

cording to our attorney (Tully 
Shahan).”

The court discussed a request 
from the Las Moras Hispanic So­
ciety to use the Civic Center at a 
reduced rate on May 3.

The commissioners voted 3-1 
to have the organization pay the 
regular rates. Commissioners 
Frerich, Joe Montalvo and Paul 
O’Rourke voted for the action, 
and Joe “Boy” Williams opposed.

EPA should check its math 
before charging us billions

The Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) recently admitted 
that it overestimated the health 
benefits of its new and stricter 
proposed air pollution standards. 
The EPA had claimed that pro­
posed stricter ozone (what we call 
smog) and particulate matter (what 
we call soot) regulations would 
save 20,(XK) lives, but now they 
say they had a “data glitch” and 
this estimate is wrong. This is just 
one more example of the shaky 
ground supporting the EPA’s pro­
posed clean air standards.

Why does the EPA want new 
air pollution rules? That’s the 
$60,000 question. The EPA is 
relying on taxpayer funded re­
search to back its plan, but they 
won’t release the findings. So, 
we’re supposed to take their word 
for it? It’s our money and we have 
the right to see the facts.

Many communities across the

country who meet the current 
clean air rules will not meet the 
new standards. Just when more 
American cities have cleaned up 
their act, the EPA wants to send 
as many as 75 percent of our na­
tions counties to the federal dog­
house. In Texas alone, 34 coun­
ties, urban and rural, would fall 
out of compliance under the new 
standards. This means that new 
highway construction funds could 
be lost, car pooling could be man­
dated and small businesses could 
face expensive, burdensome new 
regulations. Even lawnmowers, 
barbecues and fireplaces would be 
toughly regulated under the EPA’s 
plan!

The real trouble is that there is 
a serious lack of science to back 
up the EPA’s proposals. Even the 
EPA admits it. Everyone wants 
clean air, but the EPA shouldn’t 
use this as an excuse to justify its 
continued expansion into our daily 
lives.

D espite public protests and

doubt expressed by its own scien­
tific advisory committee, the EPA 
wants to strap America with its 
new $6 billion regulations. But 
they are silent on the tough ques­
tions. What about the scientific 
studies that show that the current 
regulations are protecting the pub­
lic health? What about the lack of 
scientific data supporting stricter 
regulations? No one knows these 
answers yet, and until they do, the 
EPA should not be allowed to push 
ahead.

The American people have ev­
ery right to demand that contin­
ued investments in reducing air 
pollution will produce real ben­
efits for the environment and pub­
lic health. So far, the EPA is giv­
ing them every cause to be skep­
tical.

The American people are rea­
sonable.

If the EPA has a convincing 
case, they ought to be able to show 
it with honest facts and real ben­
efits. We’re still waiting.

CAFE standards 
hard to swallow.

Along with yellow roses. Bob 
Wills’ music, Aggie and Teasip 
jokes and chili, pickup trucks are 
a defining icon of Texas culture. 
These hard working vehicles take 
us from farm to market, transport 
us to work and haul our stock in 
trade.

But, like the Puritan whosK 
great fear is that somewhere, 
someone is enjoying himself, the 
federal government fears that 
are enjoying our pickup trucks and 
sport utility vehicles just a little 
too much. Watch out. The federal 
government’s corporate average 
fuel economy (CAFE) standards 
are about to rev up and spoil tbe 
fun. This means another bureau­
cratic assault on our economic 
well being.

Enacted by Congress during the 
height of the energy crisis in 1976, 
the CAFE standards were in­
tended to ensure that automakers 
increased the fuel efficiency of 
their cars and trucks. They set 
“average” standards for each 
manufacturer’s fleet of new cars 
sold. This was supposed to reduce, 
fuel consumption and help stabiî  
lize the volatile energy market.

Trouble is, although fleet fuel 
efficiency has risen 70 percent 
since 1973, CAFE has failed to 
reduce aggregate fuel consump­
tion. Americans are driving more 
not less. Moreover, the law of urn 
intended consequences has kicked 
in with a vengeance:

*In order to meet the increased 
fuel efficiency standards, manu­
facturers are building smaller, 
lighter vehicles. According to a 
study conducted by Harvard and 
the Brookings Institute, CAFE 
standards have required an aver­
age 500 pound downsizing of new 
vehicles, which translates into 
more than 2,000 additional traf 
fic deaths per year.

* The standards for imports are 
less rigorous than for domestically: 
produced vehicles, giving domes-: 
tic manufacturers an incentive to; 
increase the percentage of foreign 
parts they use in some models so; 
they are classified as a foreign 
manufactured product. This costs; 
American jobs, and gives foreign- 
manufacturers a competitive ad-f 
vantage. It hurts our own indus-f 
try. :

Now the Department of Trans-i 
po rta tion  has initiated a 
rulemaking process that could 
tighten CAFE standards for light 
duty trucks by as much as 40 per­
cent over the next few years. If 
such a rule is imposed, the stan­
dards would be increased to lev­
els achievable only on the small­
est trucks on the road today. Tex-; 
ans can kiss their “Rocks” and: 
“Rams” goodbye.

Enough is enough. I am co 
sponsoring legislation that would; 
freeze the CAFE standards at cur­
rent levels unless and until they; 
are changed by Congress. Before! 
we tighten the standards, forcing: 
manufacturers to make their ve-; 
hides flimsier, I would want to; 
see what impact this would have; 
on their ability to carry goods and; 
what the impact on safety would; 
be.

Fees may be charged at Amistad
By Frances McMaster

: Fees will be charged for using some of the facili­
ties at Lake Amistad this summer.
-- National Park Service Ranger Dennis Anderson, 
who serves at the lake, discussed the fees when he 
was the Rotary Club guest speaker on April 17.
■ Some of the National Parks have charged fees 

for years, but this will be a first for Amistad. Ander­
son described the many expenses and tasks involved 
in keeping the park in good shape and available for 
the public’s use.

Anderson has been a Federal Law Enforcement 
Ranger for over 12 years and has seen many changes 
since he started working for the Park Service.
: Seventy years ago, congress established the Na­
tional Park Service and charged it with preserving 
and protecting certain areas of natural beauty for 
generations. Later, some historical sites and monu­
ments were added.
;; As a Park Ranger, Anderson’s job description 
is, therefore, to preserve and protect. He soon 
learned there are also many “collateral duties” hav­
ing to do with operation of the park.

The-activity at Lake Amistad is water related. 
Most visitors come to fish, boat ride, water ski, 
scuba dive and swim.

These activities are recreational, but all are dan­
gerous to some extent. You can be injured if you go 
fishing and fall off your boat, and you can drown if 
you have forgotten to wear a lifejacket.
.. Anderson said one of his primary duties is to be 
a safety officer. He and other officers do boat safety 
inspections and check for alcohol and drug use. He 
also teaches courses in boating safety.
V Emergency medical situations arise in and around

the lake. Fortunately, Del Rio has an excellent hos­
pital and ambulance service. However, injuries of­
ten occur far from the boat ramps and roads and in 
inaccessible areas.

His task is to reach the victims, wrap them up, 
and get them stabilized in order to take them to the 
boat ramps where the ambulance can reach them.

He is also trained to fight vehicular and struc­
tural fires.

These are examples of collateral duties. Public 
Speaking is another one.

The most frequently asked question is about the 
water level of Lake Amistad. Despite recent rains, 
the level is still low. It can rise rapidly, however, 
when rains occur around Big Bend, Ozona, and 
Comstock.

The lake was created when one of a series of 
dams was built for flood protection and for an irri­
gation reservoir.

Right now, Anderson is often asked to explain 
the newly instituted user fees. There will be no en­
try charge for just visiting the park, but May 1 is a 
target date for boating and camping grounds fees.

Forty dollars a year will provide a sticker for a 
boat. An infrequent visitor may choose to purchase 
a $4 a day permit.

The upkeep of the National Parks is financed by 
federal tax money.

However, in 1992 Congress decided that those 
who use the parks should pay more.

A movement was begun to make the parks more 
self sufficient. Eighty percent of collected money 
stays with that park to be used for hard improve­
ments such as roads and parking lots.

Compare the cost of a vacation in a National Park 
to a trip to Disney Land or to Sea World, then you 
can appreciate what a bargain it really is.
