Aging Services’ budget coming up short

Kinney County Aging Services’ budget
may come up short about $10,000, County
Auditor Cordelia Barlow said.

The local commissioners court discussed
the budget problems at Monday’s regular
meeting and are studying possible ways to
help the Nutrition Center make it through
the rest of the fiscal year.

The majority of the funds received by
the Aging Services is through the Middle
Rio Grande Development Council.

“From Middle Rio Grande, I’'m going
to have enough money to carry me through
the end of the year,” Site Director Maryn
A. Mclntire told the commissioners.

The Aging Services has produced
$53,241.31 in revenue this fiscal year,
compared to $53,019.67 in expenses, but
some expense line items are becoming thin.

One of the biggest areas of concern is
with raw food, where $1,811.61 is left in
the budget. Through the first seven months

of the fiscal year, the Aging Services has
averaged $2,056.62 per month in raw food
purchases. Last month, $1,530.94 was
spent.

" «1 came down almost $1,000 from last
month, but last month I bought a lot of
things that were on sale at the food show,”
Mclntire said at the meeting.

Other areas of concern include tele-
phone, water and television cable expenses.

The Aging Services is also receiving less
funds contributed through the county’s
general fund this year.

In the 1994-95 fiscal year, the county
contributed $20,000 through its general
fund. That amount was decreased to
$14,758.50 last fiscal year.

For the current fiscal year, the Aging
Services is receiving $7,500 through the
general fund, which is the minimal amount
the county has to contribute stipulated in
the project’s contract with the Middle Rio
Grande Development Council.

The county commissioners said one of
the biggest reasons for the financial prob-
lems of the center is the money the county
spent to pay unemployment to former Site
Director Tencha Pena.

“We have to keep a certain reserve in
the pool for unemployment,” Barlow said.
“When we go below that reserve, we have
to come up with additional money to keep
that reserve.

“So paying Tencha and some other
(county employees) unemployment put us
below our reserve. So we have to come up
with money out of our pocket, and every
time we had to come up with money out of
our pocket, of course I’m going to charge
it back to the department where that em-
ployee worked.”

The commissioners estimated $4,000 in
unemployment costs, some of which was
paid during the last fiscal year. The Aging
Services has paid $1,755.49 in unemploy-
ment fees this fiscal year.

“Part of it fell this fiscal year and part
of it fell last fiscal year,” Barlow said. “Of
course, even though it falls in the last fis-
cal year, that makes the cash on hand at
the end of the fiscal year less to carry
over.”

The Nutrition Center is bringing in
money through the services it provides.

In year-to-date revenues, the Aging Ser-
vices has produced $8,074.39 in meal do-
nations, $2,718.15 in donations, and
$1,436.50 through fund-raisers, totaling
$12,229.04, which is up from the total of
$10,234.35 at the same time last year.

The Aging Services hosted a Mother’s
Day Dance last Saturday and raised $604.

“It was kind of a disappointment,”
Mclntire told the commiissioners. “Not too
many people showed up, but we did pretty
good, better than we thought.”

The commissioners are expected to
evaluate the Aging Services’ budget again
later this month during a special meeting.

called ‘peacekeeping’ missions

Recently, the Defense De-
partment announced its plans to
dramatically cut our nation’s
defense operations. Yes, the
Cold War is over and we don’t
have to face the former Soviet
Union, but there are still a few
nations out there who want to
challenge us.

Instead of cutting back by at-
tacking our military, this admin-
istration should stop wasting tax-
payer dollars on so-called ‘peace-
keeping’ missions. Compared to
other peacetime periods, the mili-
tary is busier than ever, and
they’re doing it with fewer re-
sources-and less manpower. In the
last six years, U.S. troops have
been deployed twenty-five times
for assorted peacekeeping, peace
enforcement and domestic mis-
sions. That’s a 300 percent in-
crease in deployments with a 30
percent cut in personnel over the
same period. Our military can
only be stretched so far.

Deployment missions, like the
one in Haiti where our troops
swept their streets, erode morale
and discourage qualified people
from joining the armed forces.
Using our military as the State
Department’s police squad also
puts stress on the families back

home. Sometimes our soldiers
return home for just a few
weeks before being shipped
back off t6 another unnecessary
deployment away from their
family.

Remaining one of the top world
military forces requires regular
training. Questionable missions
like Bosnia or Haiti, disrupt that
training and confuse our troops’
mission. This makes it impossible
for them to be ready for a real
threat waiting around the corner.
We cannot ask our military to put
their lives on the line for this coun-
try and then not give them the tools
to do it.

Military pay and benefits have
also suffered from the current un-
balanced defense policy. The pay
gap between military and private
sector. wages is increasing. Mili-
tary service members often live in
poor quality housing. Military re-
tirees face further cuts in their
health benefits.

Congress is committed to put-
ting the national security needs of
our nation first. We understand
that the men and women of our
armed forces have placed their
lives in our trust. We have a sa-
cred responsibility not to abuse this
trust. We must only commit our
forces when the national security
interests of the United States dic-
tate that policy.

Texas Supreme Court left Farm
Credit Bank of Texas holding the bag

Dear Editor,

In the past three years, the
farmer-owned Farm Credit Bank
of Texas and seven Production
Credit Associations across the
state of Texas have provided fi-
nancing for the Texas Boll Wee-
vil Eradication Program to the
tune of $37 million.

- The money to repay this debt
comes from assessments of local
cotton farmers, collected by the
Texas Boll Weevil Foundation,
which administers the program
under a Texas law passed by the
state legislature in 1993. Last
week, a Texas Supreme Court
ruling, however, struck down the
law, leaving cotton farmers in
limbo, and us as their lender hold-
ing the bag.

The boll weevil’s eradication
means higher cotton yields and
less pesticides, ultimately leading
to a stronger local and state
economy with more jobs and an
increased tax base. In states where
eradication efforts have been suc-
cessful, production has increased
many fold and insecticide use on
cotton has been reduced 40-85%.
The National Cotton Council es-
timates that every $1 spent on
eradication costs returns approxi-
mately $12 in benefits to the
economy. -

We applaud the efforts of Sena-
tor Robert Duncan of Lubbock,
and others, who are working on a
bill to restore the legality of the

boll weevil program before the
end of the current session, and
legislators appear willing to ex-
pedite a remedy. Unfortunately,
however early drafts appear to
focus more on continuing eradi-
cation efforts, without fully appre-
ciating the need to ensure the
Foundation’s existing financial
obligations are met.

It is imperative that the legisla-
ture include provisions to ensure
the repayment of its present debt
obligations, loans that Farm Credit
institutions made in good faith to
the Boll Weevil Foundation based
on enabling legislation passed by
the Texas Legislature. Will any
financial institution provide fund-
ing for this, or any similar pro-
gram in the future, if the existing
debt on past obligations cannot be
collected? In other words, with-
out a financial partner for the Boll
Weevil program, the legislature’s
efforts will be in vain.

As the Texas Legislature delib-
erates the future of this important
program, the Farm Credit Bank
of Texas strongly encourages in-
terested Texans to remind their
local state representative and sena-
tor to stand behind their actions
and commitments so that boll wee-
vil eradication efforts can continue
in Texas.

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HB 323 makes ‘No-Fault’
divorce virtually impossible

House Bill 323, if passed, would make “no fault”
divorce in Texas virtually impossible and could be
detrimental to women in abusive marriages and their
children.

The bill has been referred to the House Juvenile
Justice and Family Issues Committee; a hearing date
is pending.

The Amistad Family Violence and Rape Crisis
Center is opposed to the bill because:

Passage of the bill would make it very difficult
for many women in abusive marriages to file for
divorce on the grounds of insupportablility. HB 323
calls for both parties, the husband and the wife, to
agree and petition the court;

For some women in abusive marriages, a divorce
on the grounds of insupportability may be the safest,
fastest way to escape violence. HB 323 would dis-
sclve that option.

If HB 323 is approved, obtaining a divorce would
be more expensive for women because of the in-
creased cost to litigate a divorce filed on the basis of
fgult. The action also would increase the cost to coun-
ties to have cases on their dockets filed for a year or
more; fewer uncontested divorces or default judg-
ments; and more cases going to trial;

E\{en if a woman doesn’t have children from the
marriage and meets all other requirements, a one-
year waiting period required by HB 323 would cre-
ate another barrier for women trying to escape a

‘violent relationship. Since family violence escalates

over time, the severity of abuse and violence bat-
tered women endure may even be fatal. The highest
risk for serious injury or death to a battered woman

is when she is leaving or when she has left her vio-
lent partner;

The one-year waiting period required by HB 323
would be detrimental to the safety of some chil-
dren. As violence against women becomes more
severe and more frequent, children experience a dra-
matic increase of physical violence by the batterer.

Currently, divorce with only one party-consent
is available with a 60 day minimum waiting period.
When one party files for divorce, the other can file
an “answer,” not do anything, or not appear in court,
and a default divorce will be granted. This option
would not be available if HB 323 passes.

Now, divorces can be decreed on the grounds of
cruelty, adultery, abandonment (at least one year);
conviction of a felony and imprisonment (at least
one year); living apart without cohabitation (for at
least three years) or confinement in a mental hospi-
tal (for at least three years.)

Some women in abusive marriages choose not to
file for a divorce on the grounds of cruelty after
weighing the consequences of retaliation and fear
for their safety. For these women, a divorce on the
grounds of insupportability may be beneficial and

. expedient.

If HB 323 passes, this option would be elimi-
nated for women who have children under the age
of 18 from the marriage.

We urge our state legislators to vote against this
bill because it would be detrimental to women in
abusive marriages and their children.

Golfers beware. The federal.
government has its eye on your
game. The National ng.hwa.y
Traffic Safety Administration 18
proposing new safety rules for golf

" carts that would require each to

be equipped with seat belts,. head--
lights and tail lights, turn S{gnals,
stop, signals, reflectors, mirrors,
windshields and parking brakes.:
This will add about $1,000 to the
cost of an average golf cart - a 25
percent increase.

Is there such vehicular mayhem
on the links that a concerted gov-
ernment effort is needed to save
lives? I suspect not.

This is just one example of how
our regulatory efforts lack com-
mon sense - and a sense of pro-
portion. Not only is every last de-
tail of our lives being
micromanaged by regulators in an
effort to eliminate all risk from
existence, but the cost of regula-
tion to our society now totals $650
billion. Federal regulations now
fill more than 200 volumes total-
ing in excess of 131,000 pages.

Congress has made some
progress toward curtailing this
propensity to over-regulate. In
1995 we enacted the unfunded
mandates bill, which requires cost
assessments for regulatory re-
quirements expected to cost state
and local governments $50 million
or more annually, and the private
sector $200 million or more an-
nually. Last year Congress enacted
a law allowing congressional re-
view of proposed new regulations.

But that was only a start. Much
remains to be done to bring the
regulatory monster to heel. To
carry out the intent of the Con-
gressional Review Act, I have pro-
posed that Congress establish a
joint task force for ongoing review
of all new agency regulations. We
need to lower that $200 million
threshold for unfunded mandates
on the private sector. And we must
reduce the funding Congress allo-
cates to regulatory agencies. _

Regulatory reform is a matter
of jobs and livelihoods. It also is a
matter of privacy and personal
freedom. The enforcement of
regulations is turning hundreds of
thousands of hard-working
Americans, such as plumbers who
install outlaw toilets that will flush
the first time, into common crimi-
nals. Businesses large and small
have been harassed, municipalities
nearly bankrupted, workers
thrown out of jobs and consumers
forced to pay an estimated $130
billion annually for the privilege
for being regulated. ;

Max Weber, the great German
sociologist, defined what must be
changed when he wrote, “In a
modern state, the actual ruler is
necessarily and unavoidably the
bureaucracy, since power is exer-
cised neither through parliamen-
tary speeches nor monarchial
enunciations, but through the rou-
tines of administration.” In the
United States at the end of the 20th

century, those routines need to be
interrupted.

The significance of the local
appraisals being lower than
market value according to the
state and local sales information
gathered is that properties not
appraised at market value can
cause higher tax rates for all tax-
ing entities and loss in state

funding for school districts.
The Appraisal District began a
detailed review of local ap-
praisals, and plans to adjust
local values to more accurately
reflect the market.

Although many local values
will increase, this does not nec-
essarily mean property OWners
will see higher tax bills. Since
tax rates are applied to total tak-
able values to allow taxing units
to raise approximately the same
revenue as in the previous year.
Tax rates often decrease when
appraised values increase.
Property owners are allowed
thirty (30) days after receiving
their appraisal notices in which
to protest the District’s deter-
mination of their property’s
value. ;

The District’s Chief Ap-
praiser, Joyce Fuentes, is hope-
ful that most value disputes can
be resolved informally by the
taxpayers with a dispute, shar-
ing with her their closing state-
ment, Homeowners Insurance
Policy, along with any other in-
formation they can: provide to
help determine the true market
value of their property.

These value adjustments will
not affect the frozen taxes in
the school district unless the
property owner has made ad-
ditional improvements to their
home.

Parental guidance is required with riding lawn MOWers

It seems like just about every-
thing carries a rating these days,
movies, television shows, toys,
what is next? Riding mowers and
lawn tractors? Not really, but if
so, they would be rated PGR, Pa-
rental Guidance Required.

Most children think that these
big powerful machines look like
lots of fun. While mowing and
caring for your lawn can be a lot
of fun, riding mowers are serious
cutting tools that should be treated
with respect.

The golden rule in mowing is
this: never take children or pas-
sengers of any age on riding mow-
ers. And never allow young chil-
dren to operate a mower or any
type of lawn equipment.

In fact, John Deere recom-
mends that children remain in-
doors under the supervision of
another adult during mowing time.
Pets should also be kept out of the
mowing area. And always check
behind you when backing up with
your riding mower to make sure
the coast is clear.

The best way to teach your
child about mowing safety is to set
a good example yourself. Before
you mow, make sure you’re
dressed correctly. Flip flops,
swimsuits and shorts don’t provide
much protection from flying ob-
jects. Wear long slacks, sturdy
shoes with traction soles, and a
shirt with the shirttails tucked in.

Grubbs sees Creel as a great
role model for the youngsters. He
has the kind of morals that are im-
portant for the students to be
around. Grubbs feels that it is im-
portant to emphasize good mor-
als on a daily basis because today’s
society offers constant temptations
to young people.

In speaking of this year’s base-
ball team, Grubbs said he had
three excellent pitchers, Ramon
DeLeon, Jorge Rodriguez and
Michael Meyer, which is remark-
able for a small school. Rodriquez
and Meyer will be back next year.

Grubbs has been working with
the team on fundamentals, such
as throwing, hitting and handling
situations that arise in games.

He focuses on throwing the ball
correctly, which will prevent
shoulder and elbow problems in
the future. One reason these prob-
lems develop is that there are dif-
ferent techniques required for
throwing footballs and baseballs.

The ten most common
Hummingbird species

By Henry Lutz
Kinney County Game Warden

Last week, we talked about
looking for hummingbirds.
Here is a list of some of the most
common birds and how to iden-
tify them when you see one.

The “Texas Ten” most com-
mon hummingbird species. The
characteristics generally apply
to the adult male of the species.

1. Ruby throated - only hum-
mingbird common in eastern
half of Texas and the entire east-
ern United States; red gorget;
notched tail.

2. Black-chinned - only hum-
mingbird with black chin and
purple band beneath; common
hummingbird of the western half
of the state.

3. Broad-tailed - separated
from Ruby-throated by its pri-
marily western range, rounded

(rather than forked) tail, and
loud buzzing of wings in flight.

4. Rufous - only humming-
bird with a rufous (rusty brown)
back.

5. Blue throated - only adult
male hummingbird with white
on tips of rerices (tail feathers);
largest hummingbird in North
America.

6. Anna’s - only humming-
bird with red on the crown of
head.

7. Lucifer - only humming-
bird with decurved (arcs down-
ward) bill.

8. Calliope - only humming-
bird with distinctly streaked
throat.

9. Buff-bellied - red bill, cin-
namon buff belly, rusty forked
tail, typically found in South
Texas.

10. Magnificent - green
throat and purple crown; also
called Rivoli’s hummingbird.
