The court will resume discussions of
appointing a temporary county judge dur-
ing a special meeting at 1:30 this afternoon.

The commissioners met at 1:15 on Fri-
day afternoon but postponed discussions
until 7:30 that night so Precinct 2 Com-
missioner Joe Montalvo, who was out of
state, could be present.

The court went into session Friday night
and Montalvo was still absent. Precinct 1
Commissioner Freddie Frerich said
Montalvo’s “plane was delayed.”

The commissioners were discussing the
appointment of a judge to serve during the
suspension of County Judge Tommy
Seargeant.

Seargeant and Montalvo were indicted

by the grand jury last month on theft and
misappropriation of public property
charges.

Seargeant has served 14 years as Kin-
ney County judge in three stretches going
back to 1971. '

The Texas Government Code says “the
commissioners court may appoint a resi-
dent of the county to fill the office until the

next term or until the suspension ends,
whichever event occurs first.”

At Friday night’s meeting, Frerich mo-
tioned to appoint Ward and Precinct 4 Com-
missioner Paul O’Rourke seconded the
motion. Frerich and O’Rourke both voted
for the appointment and Precinct 3 Com-
missioner Joe Williams abstained. .

“I respect very much the position that
you are all in, it’s not an easy one,” Ward
told the commissioners. “I’ve been on both
sides, so I can really appreciate and iden-
tify with the burden you have with trying
to come up with the right decision and try-
ing to pick the right person.

School board discusses code of conduct

for minor infractions. Those are covered at the build-
ing level.

The Brackett School Board of Trustees discussed
the district’s code of conduct at a special meeting

Tuesday night.

It was the first reading of the revised code of
conduct, which consists of statutory changes made

during the. last legislative session.

“It primarily talks about what the state expects
of those young people who attend school,” Super-
intendent Taylor Stephenson said. “It defines rules
for placement into alternative educational programs.
It talks about rules for expulsions and suspensions.

“It covers every part of school discipline with
the exception of basic campus and classroom rules

“The changes this year, I believe, give the school
a little more authority over students,” he said.

One of the changes extends school district’s au-
thority on disciplinary matters 300 feet from any
school campus or grounds.

“We have the same authority over students within
a 300-foot distance from campus,” Stephenson said.
“Some of the problems around schools occur across
the street or across the block. This change gives us
more authority, and that was given to-all schools in
Texas by the state legislature.”

The school board will discuss the code of con-
duct again at its regular meeting on Monday night
at 6:30.

The Brackett Fightin’ Tiger
Band has began preparations for
the upcoming school year, but this
year is different than any other
previous year.

Jimenez taught at the parochial
school in Eagle Pass, where he
organized a marching and concert
band.

“I stayed with them for over

on campus to get a music degree,”
he said.

Jimenez was in the United
States Air Force Band, in addi-
tion to being a member of the
marching bands at Trinity Univer-
sity in San Antonio and West Texas
University in Canyon.

Jimenez said having two band
directors is “a positive thing.”

“The music department, pre-
viously, did not allow enough time
for the band director to actually
work on the detailed stuff for
marching band or concert band
because the lower grades required
Just as much attention as the high
school program,” he said.

On July 11, the State Board of
Education cast a historic vote to
approve the rewrite of our state’s
public school curriculum known
as the Texas Essential Knowledge
and Skills (TEKS).

While much has been said
about this document during its
creation, now that it is final and
soon to be implemented in each
school, it is the final version of
the document that Texans should
Jjudge.

Hundreds of improvements,
submitted by caring parents and
teachers as well as respected ex-
perts in various fields of study,
have resulted in a document which
one noted scholar called, “among
the best in the nation.”

Creating this curriculum was
not easy. Anytime an attempt is
made to take all of the knowledge
in the world and reduce it to a form
that is manageable, there will be
disagreements among those in-
volved. This is especially true in
a state such as Texas with more
than 18 million citizens who of-
ten pride themselves on indepen-
dence and traditional values.

The views of all Texans were
respected during this process and,
where possible, viewpoints from
across the ideological spectrum
were included. ;

There is no doubt that this
document is more conservative
and rigorous than the early draft
that was referred to as “mush?” by
Governor Bush.

As a matter of fact, it was con-
structive criticism such as that of-
fered by Governor Bush and oth-

ectations for all students

ers in favor of more rigorous aca-
demics that promoted numerous
changes to the TEKS.

In the end, those changes re-
sulted in a document endorsed by
groups of parents, professional
education organizations, and some
of the most esteemed scholars in
the country, including Dr. Diane
Ravitch of New York University,
Dr. Barbara Foorman of the Uni-
versity of Texas - Houston Health
Science Center, and noted histo-
rian T.R. Fehrenbach.

It is also interesting to note that
many of the individuals who
helped draft an alternative English/
language arts document known as
the TAD eventually endorsed the
TEKS standard for English/lan-
guage arts, proving that working
together in a constructive manner
improved this process and
strengthened our curriculum stan-
dards.

Under this curriculum, students
will be asked to know, identify and
list rather than simply “understand
or explore” certain subjects. Stu-
dents will be expected to know
more, perform better, think more
critically, and communicate more
effectively than under our current
curriculum known as the “essen-
tial elements.”

First graders will learn more
grammar and demonstrate the use
of good punctuation skills.

Third graders will be expected
to know the planets and their rela-
tionship to the sun.

Students in fourth grade will be
expected to know their multipli-
cation tables up to “12 times 12”
and know about the founding fa-
thers of our nation and the Con-
stitution.

Constitutional logic must be tem-
pered with practical wisdom in
such cases to avoid converting “the
constitutional Bill of Rights into‘a
suicide pact.” Unfortunately, un-
til last month’s ruling, the court
has ignored Justice Jackson’s
warning. Previous courts have put
the rights of criminals - even child
molesters - ahead of the rights of
children to be safe in our society.
Happily, the court has come
around to the common-sense idéa
that preventing highly predictable
crimes against children is a good
idea.
Our society has begun to real-
ize that it has a premier obliga-
tion to protect its young from
predators, more than 40 percent
of whom commit repeat offenses.
The Supreme Court ruling is in-
dicative of this realization.
Additionally, Texas and many
other states have statues similar to
New Jersey’s “Megan’s Law,”
which require community notifi-
cation when a molester is released
from prison and takes up resi-
dence. "

Sixth graders will have an op-
portunity to read rich literature as
determined by local decision-mak-
ers, such as Shakespeare’s “Julius
Caesar” and Dickens’ “A Tale of
Two Cities.”

Ninth graders will be expected
to understand algebraic and geom-
etry concepts of greater rigor than
before.

Ultimately, high school gradu-
ates will have the opportunity to
be literate, thoughtful citizens pre-
pared for the challenges of the 21st
Century.

While some may still disagree,
the fact remains that we are “rais-
ing the bar” on student perfor-
mance every year in Texas; and
this curriculum continues that goal
through an ambitious set of stan-
dards which, I believe, are un-
matched by any state in the na-
tion.

The many thousands of indi-
viduals all across Texas who con-
tributed to this process deserve our
respect and gratitude for their ef-
forts.

In the end, this is not a docu-
ment that belongs to the Texas
Education Agency, nor the many
men and women who assisted in
its creation. It belongs to the citi-
zens of this state for the benefit of
all children.

As we begin the process of
implementing this curriculum and
our textbooks, tests, and instruc-
tional strategies become more rig-
orous, the results will be obvious
and, quite frankly, long overdue.
We will have public schools that
have the full confidence of the
community, higher standards, and
accountability to the taxpayers
who make it all possible.

After a brief discussion,
Gallego talked about government
.in general.

- Gallego remarked that, in
Texas politics, Republicans and
- Democrats alike try to “do the
right thing.” In fact, Governor

Bush’s plan for revision of prop-
erty taxes was supported by more
Democrats than Republicans.

Gallego believes the United
States Congress could learn from
the Texas Legislature in its atten-
tion to issue rather than making
decisions based on party alle-
giance.

Two of the biggest items on the
state budget are education and
corrections, Gallego said.

Being “tough on crime” is an
important issue to citizens, but it
involves a lot of expense. Federal
regulations, which came into ex-
istence a few years back, caused
Texas to have to revise its prison
system.

The prisons were, and are,
overcrowded ‘which means pris-
oners are being released before
they have served their sentence.
Some over zealous judges, in their
eagerness to be “tough on crime,”
disregard the shortage of space
and keep sending large numbers
of prisoners to prison.

Despite building more prisons,
Texas can not keep up with de-
mands, Gallego said.

There are 125,000 prisoners in
the state. At $24,000 dollars per
prisoner, and even more for maxi-
mum security, the money spent in
housing them constitutes a huge
part of the state budget.

Since Gallego became a legis-
lator, 60,000 beds have been
added, doubling the size of the
prison system. He said Texas has
the largest prison system in the
world.

Texas has 6 to 7 million chil-
dren to educate. The money allo-
cated to the school system aver-
ages out to only about $4,000
dollars per child.

Gallego said he feels the legis-
lature does well in the way it
spends state money, but there is
always room for improvement.

Gallego is often asked where
the money from the lottery goes.
The state budget is $80 billion

dollars, which was raised by only
3 percent from the input of lot-
tery money. After September, the
lottery money will be dedicated

to education in response to public |

opinion.

Gallego has always believed
that able-bodied persons should
work, but problems arise. Un-
trained, under-educated persons
get low -wage jobs without insur-
ance benefits for the family.

When a child gets sick and
needs treatment, for example, the
fam11y will choose to go on wel-
fare in order to get medical care.

The legislature has passed
House Bill 3, called the Healthy
Kids Corporatlon which will,
hopefully, in the long term, pro-
vide insurance for every child
presently not covered.

Gallego spoke of a number of
other areas covered by this ses-
sion of the legislature and an-
swered questions posed by mem-
bers.

Gonzalez, originally from Del Rio, graduated
from the University of North Texas this spring with
a degree in music education.

“Roxanne is from Del Rio so she knows our area,”
Stephenson said. “She has a degree from North
Texas, which is the premiere music school in Texas
and has been for years.

“She has a strong personality and some very good
characteristics that I think will be a plus for our
band program.”

Gonzalez said she has grown fond of Brackett-
ville in the short time she has been here.

Hunters interested in scouting
for doves should look in areas
where the dove’s life requisites -
feed, water, roosts - are all pro-
vided in close proximity.

hold a lot of birds this year. Doves
feed on the surface of the ground
by sight and generally do not
scratch for seed,” said Roberson.

“They generally like good hori-
zontal visibility and unimpeded
escape so stubble or crop residue
from shredding is best if less than
four inches high. Scouting just a
few days before the season may
avoid any unpleasant surprises, as
doves shift their feeding habits as
seed in one area dwindles and
another increases.”

While hunters across most of
Texas will get a chance at mourn-
ing doves on Sept. 1, the mourn-
ing dove season in the South Zone
(S. of US 90 in Kinney Co.) will
open on Sept. 20 and run through
November 7 (The special
whitewing area ends Nov. 3) and
reopens December 26 through
January 5, 1998. In the Central
Zone N. of US 90 in Kinney Co.
Mourning dove season will run
September 1 through October 19
and from December 26 through
January 5. The North Zone sea-
son will run from September 1
through October 30. Look for
dove hunting regulations in the
TPWD Outdoor Hunting Annual,
available in August at most busi-
nesses where licenses are sold.

The statewide dove bag limit
remains 15 mourning, white-

winged, and white-tipped doves in
the aggregate including no more
than two white-tipped doves per
day. Shooting hours will remain
one-half hour before sunrise: to
sunset. Whitewing hunters should
remember that a $7 white-winged
dove stamp is required to hunt
whitewings anywhere in Texas
and that whitewings now occur
throughout much of the Central
and South Zones. Many dove
hunters who traditionally haven’t

‘had a need to purchase the

whitewing stamp aren’t taking any
chances by purchasing the Super
Combo license package, which
became available last year. For
$49, hunters can purchase a Su-
per Combo which includes resi-
dent hunting and fishing licenses,
plus all seven special stamps - pur-
chased separately, the package
would cost $82.

County continues to operate without a judge

“] have offered my services just to help, if I'm
needed. I do feel like, though, for me to be in a
position to accept that appointment, I would need
the support of a majority of the members of the
court, meaning at least three. I feel like a split
vote, as we’ve had, would not be in the best in-
terest of the county or me serving as county judge
at this point in time.

“By making these comments, I'm not trying
to get anybody to change their vote or anything
of that nature,” he said. “I want to be comfort-
able, because if people aren’t comfortable with
their support it won’t be productive.”

Williams said he believed applications should
be taken before a county judge is appointed.

“Tim is the most qualified for this job right
now,” Williams said. “In my heart, I think he’s a
good man. I just want it to be fair for everybody.”

County officials urged the commissioners to
make an appointment soon because of the ur-
gency of the budget. The county has to have a
proposed budget for the upcoming year filed by
Aug. 15.

“As a county official, I'm asking you to put
politics aside and think about the county,” County
Treasurer Janis Floyd said. “We are in a very
crucial time right now with the budget.

“We’re way behind on the budget. The tax-
payers need somebody who will help and work
on the budget. Put the politics aside and think
smart, think for yourself.

“We need somebody in here who can make
decisions and who knows what to do,” she said.
“If you have somebody else who can do the job,
then make a motion. Don’t leave us hanging.”

County Attorney Tully Shahan expressed his
concerns at the morning meeting when the com-
missioners delayed taking action.

“Tonight, are you’ll going to appoint some-
one?” Shahan asked. “If you can’t agree on
someone tonight, then you are not going to be
able to have another meeting until next Thurs-
day. :
}‘I‘We’re supposed to have a budget workshop
today and Wednesday. We need someone that’s
going to be here to help lead this county because
the chief financial officer is the county judge.

I hope you’ll have something in mind, espe-
cially waiting for Commissioner Montalvo, who
knew this meeting was going to occur Tuesday
when it was posted.” .

O’Rourke said, “First, let me say that there’s
nobody that wants us to appoint a judge more
than we do.

“Secondly, talking about the budget process,
in the last two years the chief financial officer
didn’t see the budget until we had it finished. So,
we don’t really need a chief financial officer to
come up with a budget.

«The chief financial officer (Seargeant) told
us earlier this year that he wanted to do the bud-
get this year and he turned this stuff over to us
Monday, so we're getting a late start.”

Children’s safety in automobile rests
with drivers knowing correct procedures

Children’s safety in automobile
rests with drivers knowing correct
procedures

Must like flight attendants run-
ning through the litany of safety
requirements before airlines take
off, automobile drivers need to be
sure their smallest passengers are
securely and correctly fastened in
safety seats. According to Steve
Anderson, director of traffic
safety programs for Texas Depart-
ment of Health (TDH), even the
most conscientious parents or
caregivers may not be providing
full protection for children in au-
tomobiles.

“Most parents don’t know they
have a problem,” said Anderson,

who also is coordinator of the
state’s Safe Kids Coalition. “Na-
tionally, 90 percent of drivers are
not using safety seats correctly.
In Texas, that figure is more than
95 percent.” Also, nearly 40 per-
cent of children under age 4 are
not restrained at all in automo-
biles.

Children younger than 12 are
at risk for serious, even fatal in-
juries if they ride in the front seat
of a motor vehicle equipped with
passenger-side air bags. Safe Rid-
ers, the TDH traffic safety pro-
gram for children, recommends
that all children ride properly
buckled in the back seat of a mo-
tor vehicle. According to the Na-

tional Highway Traffic Safety Ad-
ministration, passenger-side air

bags have killed 21 children since,

1993.

Among other problems are us-
ing a safety seat that does not fit
the child, not properly securing a
child in the safety seat, not prop-
erly securing a safety seat with the
safety belt system, and altering the
safety seat or safetybelt system to
make it work differently than in-
tended.

One of the key words is “prop-
erly.” Drivers often automatically
assume children are protected be-
cause they are in a safety seat.
Unfortunately, Anderson noted,
they are not.

“Parents or other caregivers
can go out to their cars and use
four different things to identify if
they have a problem, “Anderson
said.

B Read the safety- manu-
facturer’s instructions and vehicle
owner’s manual to be sure that the
child and the safety seat are re-
strained properly.

B Try to move an installed
safety seat front to back and side
to side. Little or no movement
should be detected.

B Check to see it the harness
system is tight on the child.

B Contact the Texas Depart-
ment of Health’s Safe Riders Pro-

How Blood
Pressure Builds

Question: My doctor says my
blood pressure is too high.
How does the blood pressure
build in my arteries and how
do I stop it?

Answer: Your arteries spread
oxygen-rich blood throughout
your body. As the arteries
stretch deeper and deeper into
your body's tissues, they get
narrower and narrower, end-
ing finally at the arterioles.
Arterioles are tiny blood
vessels that supply blood to
the network of capillaries,
which are the blood source for
individual cells. Arterioles are
critical in maintaining " your
blood pressure. When their
muscular walls tighten. there's
less room inside them for the
blood to flow through. so the
blood pressure
much like when you crimp a
garden hose. If the walls of the
arterioles relax. there’s more
