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Trustees low er tax rate
School district to host public hearing on tax increase

The Brackett School Board of Trustees 
agreed to cut its tax rate Monday night, but 
will be forced to have public hearing for a 
tax increase.

The trustees adopted a tax rate of 1.2119 
per $100 valuation, which is four cents less 
than last year’s rate of $1.2529.

“We’re required to have a local hearing 
even though we’re lowering the tax rate,” 
Superintendent Taylor Stephenson said. “If 
we raised the tax rate, I could understand 
having a public hearing, but we lowered 
it.”

The public hearing, scheduled for Sept. 
22, is required by the state because of the 
difference between the district’s tax rate of 
$1.2119 and its effective tax rate of

$1.0750.
The effective tax rate is computed by the 

Property Tax Division in Austin and is used 
to determine the tax rate necessary to pro­
duce local funds to financially support the 
district’s budget.

“Most of our school moneys are from 
state funds which are not considered when 
computing the effective tax ra te ,” 
Stephenson said. “It is unrealistic in Tier II 
matching funds, which is an equalization 
fund for the property poor districts of 
Texas.

“In my opinion, the law is flawed,” he 
said. “When Texas went to a matching fund 
for equalization purposes, they should have 
refigured the effective tax rate.”

The approved tax rate will produce 
$1,008,182 in local funds and $2,966,019 
in total state funds, including $587,141 in 
Tier II funding.

“The state funds are based on the taxes 
collected and the tax rate,” Stephenson said. 
“The adopted tax rate maximizes the Tier 
II revenue that Brackett is eligible for. Each 
penny levied less than the $1.21 would cost 
the district approximately $16,500 in state 
aid.”

According to the local appraisal district, 
the average home value in Kinney County 
is $55,000.

The council approved an ordinance 

rezoning a lot in the Alegre Acres subdi­
vision from residential to business to es­

tablish an art studio.
The decision was based on the rec­

ommendation made by the city’s zoning 
commission.

Records Management 
Officials passed an ordinance estab­

lishing an active and continuing records 
management program.

Chief Clerk Ginger Dodson will ad­

minister the program as the record man­
agement officer.

Fire Protection
The council unanimously passed a fire 

protection contract between Fort Clark 
Springs and the city.

Fort Clark Springs officials had pre­
viously agreed to the contract.

Official Depository

The First State Bank of Brackettville 
was designated as the official depository 
for the city.

In other action, the council approved 
minutes and financial reports, Faustino 
“Lingo” Sandoval presented the fire 
marshal’s report, Carol Sandoval gave 
the monthly activity report, and David 
Luna gave the city manager’s update.

Pretrial hearing for 
county officials set 
for Wednesday at 1

Two Kinney County officials 
facing charges of theft and 
abuse of official capacity will 
face a pretrial hearing Wednes­
day at 1 p.m. in District Court 
at the Courthouse.

County Judge Tommy 
Seargeant and Commissioner 
Joe M ontalvo were both in­
dicted last month on charges 
surrounding the theft of high­
way guard rails. Both have pled 
not guilty.

Shortly after being indicted, 
Seargeant was suspended with 
pay by the Texas Commission 
on Judicial Conduct. Herb 
Senne is serving as judge in his 
absence.

Seargeant is being repre­
sented by Robert T. Bass of 
Austin and Uvalde’s Rogelio F. 
M unoz is representing 
Montalvo.

D istrict Judge George M. 
Thurmond said he hopes to see 
the case go to trial in October.

City 
Council members J.J. Guidry 
and Wes Robinson both ab­
stained because of conflicts of 
interest. A lderm an Tino 
Gomez was absent.

“I feel that the city should 
be recognized for all that it’s 
doing and has done in the past, 
and to prevent any disagree­
ments among our local news­
paper and our city council, 
along with our city manager. 
I ask that we communicate.”

Com m issioners approve $6,554  
vehicle m aintenance expenses

The Kinney County Commissioners Court “re­
luctantly” agreed to pay bills, which included 
$6,554.94 for vehicle maintenance, Monday 
during a regular meeting.

The county paid $3,052.55, almost half of the 
vehicle maintenance expenses, to replace the 
engine in a 1992 Ford sheriffs patrol car.

“I think we need to talk to some of our super­
visors and let them get onto their employees about 
maintenance on the vehicle,” Precinct 3 Com­
missioner Joe Williams said.

The vehicle maintenance expenses included 
$3,140.23 for the sh eriff’s departm ent, 
$2,214.04 for the road and bridge department, 
$1,055.82 for EMS, and $144.25 for the county 
agent’s vehicle.

Vacation Time
The commissioners discussed carrying over 

vacation time for employees into the new fiscal 
year after being presented with a blanket request.

“The employee policy states that individuals 
who want to carry over vacation time need to 
request that in writing from the commissioners 
court individually,” Precinct 4 Commissioner 
Paul O’Rourke said.

“That’s the way we’ve done it in the past and I

don’t see any sense to deviate from the policy on 
a blanket approval.

“If some of the supervisors don’t know what 
the policy is, then they need to read the policy 
and notify their employees what it is.

“If we violate the policy, we might as well throw 
the policy out,” O’Rourke added.

The commissioners took no action, agreeing 
to discuss requests as they are made individu­
ally.

Budget Considerations
The court agreed to increase the salary of 

Maryn Mclntire, site director of Aging Services, 
by $720 in the proposed budget.

“We started out her salary at a low rate, prom­
ising her that if she worked out all right we would 
make an adjustment in her salary,” O ’Rourke 
said. “It should have been last year.”

Precinct 1 Commissioner Freddie French said, 
“She’s still making about $2,000 less than the 
person she replaced.”

Williams added, “Let it be known I was not 
aware of this because I was not aboard ship when 
this promise was made.”

There’s a small provision Washington just added 
to the law books I bet you didn’t know about. Seems 
as though some folks think that it would be a good 
idea to encourage hospitals not to train doctors.

That’s right, they want to spend taxpayer dollars 
to stop training doctors. Only a Washington bureau­
crat would think that such nonsense is common 
sense!

There are some folks who actually believe there 
are just too many doctors out there and this will be 
a good way to take care of the problem.

Well, folks living in America’s rural communi­
ties would beg to differ. In their communities, the 
question is often not which doctor to see, but if one 
is available at all.

When you live 100 miles from the nearest big 
city, you don’t have the option to pick from thou- 
sands'of doctors at major hospitals and clinics.

That’s why each year we work hard to support 
important programs like community health centers, 
the health professions program, which trains people 
to become health professionals, and telemedicine 
projects. Each of these play a vital role in bringing 
needed medical attention to medically underserved 
regions.

Programs like community health centers provide 
vital preventive care for patients who otherwise may 
not have access to medical care at all. Often this 
treatment can help nip a health problem in the bud 
before it blooms into a full-grown problem that could 
lead to costly hospital stays and emergency care.

Whether it’s preventive prenatal care or early 
detection of diseases like diabetes or breast cancer, 
increasing everyone’s access to medical care is es­
sential to keeping a community healthy.

Instead of paying urban hospitals to stop training 
doctors, why not encourage those doctors to prac­
tice in rural areas where they could really make a 
difference?

Given the number of ridiculous lawsuits today, 
some of us might be in favor of paying the bar asso­
ciation to stop licensing lawyers.

But in reality, we live in a free market society, 
where the market decides when there is too much 
of something.

There is no doubt that rural communities need 
more doctors. That is why, as I write this column, 
the House of Representatives is working to increase 
support for vital rural health care programs.

This Congress is working to ensure that every 
American, both urban and rural, has access to qual­
ity medical care.

It is better to look ahead and prepare 
than to look back and regret.

Budget deals a better; 
hand to small business

There is one difference be­
tween a tax collector and a taxi-: 
dermist. The taxidermist leaves' 
the hide.

Congress spent a good part of 
last summer debating federal tax 
policies, and though we couldn’t 
do as much as I would have liked,:
I am pleased to report that small 
businesses are going to have a 
little more hide left when next 
year’s tax day rolls around.

What follows is a rundown on 
provisions of the law as it affects 
small business: -

Does the new law change the 
rule for small businesses man­
dating electronic filing of pay­
roll taxes?

Yes, it does. The requirement 
for electronic filing has caused 
major headaches for small busi­
nesses.

Many felt they were not given 
enough time to adapt to the new 
system . Not all banks aré 
equipped for their customers to 
file electronically, and the banks 
that were equipped imposed sur­
charges for the service - in effect, 
increasing the tax rate.

The new law delays penalties 
for failing to comply with the re­
quirement through July 1, 1998'.

Congress plans to revisit this 
issue next year. At that time, T 
hope we either will extend the 
deadline once again, or change the 
rules to require electronic pay­
ment of federal employment taxeis 
only if the amount of taxes to be 
deposited exceeds a specified 
minimum.

I am co-sponsoring a bill that 
would set those minimums as fol­
lows: those paying a minimum of 
$30 million in 1996 would have 
to file electronically by January, 
1998; $20 million in 1997 by 
January, 1999; $10 million in 
1998 by January, 2000; $5 mil­
lion in 1999 by 2001 and beyond.

How does the new law affect 
the corporate alternative mini­
mum tax (AMT)? ^

Small businesses with averag;e 
gross receipts of less than $5 mil­
lion will be exempted from tlw 
corporate AMT. They qualify if 
they have average gross receipts 
of less than $5 piillion for the 
three-year period beginning af­
ter December 31, 1994 and end­
ing December 31, 1997.

A corporation that met these re­
quirements over the past three 
years will continue to be exempt 
from the AMT, so long as its av­
erage gross receipts do not exceed 
$7.5 million.

How does the new law ad­
dress the home office deduction?

It clarifies the definition of 'a 
“principal place of business.” This 
will expand the number of taxpay- 
ers eligible for this deduction. •

The office must be used by the 
taxpayer to conduct administrative 
or management activities of a 
business, and there may be lio 
other fixed location where the tax­
payer conducts substantial busi­
ness activities.

Did C ongress m ake any 
progress toward reducing the es­
tate tax?

The answer is yes, but in niy 
view, we did not go far enough: I 
favor abolishing the estate tax al­
together. However, the new laiw 
includes a $1.3 million estate tax 
exclusion for family-owned small 
business and family farms.

The family must have owned 
or materially participated in the 
business or farm for at least five 
of the eight years preceding the 
death. ■

As far as I’m concerned, small 
businesses are still taxed at too 
high a rate, both in direct pay­
ments and indirectly through the 
imposition of pointless rules and 
ineffective but expensive regula­
tory requirements.

Bill Haeim has been carrying 
out the boards directions and poli­
cies as well as the much needed 
improvements we felt were finally

He did not take this as a nine 
to five job; I have personally ob­
served him working late at night 
for the Fort.

This bridge c lu b /govem m en t  
group has lost any credibility that 
they ever had by backing these 
destructive, non-progressive loose 
carmons.

Since the firing of Bill Haeim, 
there have been gross accounting

errors in the financial statements, 
stams of the membership has not 
been received, and many other 
problems have been noted.

This Board of Directors is re­
sponsible to the membership of 
Fort Clark Springs Association. 
Their chief function is to formu­
late and adopt, with the advice of 
the manager, the operating poli­
cies of the association not to mi­
cro-manage the Fort.

A resolution was passed in June 
of 1991 that the board shall not 
convey any orders to the employ­
ees unless it goes through the man­
ager. Several of the board mem­
bers continually undermined the 
manager and intimidated some of 
the employees. This has to be 
stopped.

Under Bill Haenn, I saw more 
improvements than I did the pre­
vious seven years.

During his first year as man­
ager, the Fort made $156,000 
profit and this had never been done 
before. Yet his salary was $13,000 
a year less than his prodecessor.

No Bill Haenn is not a glad 
hander, but he is a can-do, get- 
the-job-done type manager. He 
has enforced our rules and regu­
lation and motivated our employ­
ees to work smarter and to be 
proud of their work.

As Texas’ chief elections officer, I see it 
as an affront to the integrity of Texans and 
their state lawmakers that the election pro­
cess is continuously thwarted by Section 5 
of the federal Votings Rights Act of 1965.

If Washington thinks we should keep 
putting up with such bureaucratic micro- 
management like we have for the past 20 
years, it can guess again. They’re wrong. 
We don’t need it.

What I’m talking about is the fact that a 
particular section of the Act serves to suf­
focate our state with mandatory federal 
oversight of election changes.

Section 5 of the Voting Rights Act cov­
ers the entirety of just nine states, includ­
ing Texas, requiring all individual jurisdic­
tions within those states to submit any 
change related to voting, no matter how 
slight the change, to the federal government 
for approval or “preclearance” before such 
change can take place.

The original thought behind this rule was 
that certain jurisdictions required special 
vigilance to ensure compliance with the Act 
and protection of minorities’ voting rights 
during what was a volatile time in our 
nation’s civil rights history.

In 1975, when Texas was made subject 
to Section 5, the country had just witnessed 
a sweeping civil rights movement and some 
areas in the South had not yet implemented 
required changes in their voting proce­
dures.

Today, Texas is one of the most progres­
sive states in terms of making it easy for all 
citizens to register and vote - heck, astro­
nauts can now vote, from space - and yet 
Texas continues to be subject to a voting 
provision that is based on a presumption of 
discrimination.

This limited section of the Act is offen­
sive and intrusive in today’s context and it 
interferes with Texas’ ability to, among

other things, enact its own elections-related 
legislation.

In fact, the Section 5 preclearance rule 
now serves less to preserve voting rights 
and more to interfere with them, given the 
delays involved with the U .S. Justice 
D epartm ent’s adm inistration o f the 
preclearance process.

The overall purpose of the Act, of 
course, remains valid. It was passed by the 
U.S. Congress in 1965 to banish the blight 
of racial discrimination in voting rights. 
Other sections of Act, such as Section 2, 
continue to protect the voting rights of all 
citizens by providing individuals and the 
federal government strong remedies to safe­
guard against acmal discrimination and en­
suring that race-based barriers will not be 
allowed to stand in the way of voting rights 
for minorities.

However, as it is written. Section 5 ex­
pands the heavy hand of federal bureau­
cracy, resulting in a micromanagement 
mess. Indeed, the Justice Department typi-. 
cally allows itself sixty days to respond to a 
request for preclearance, often responding 
with a mere request for additional informa­
tion, which triggers another sixty-day wait­
ing period for the state.

In a particularly telling example, Texas 
recently stood poised to take control of a 
school district racked by financial misman­
agement. The Justice Department took the 
position that, because school board mem­
bers are elected, any such state action must 
be precleared. The measure finally got fed­
eral clearance many months later, during 
which time Texas schoolchildren remained 
at risk.

The Section 5 preclearance requirement 
affects a broad scope of voting procedures. 
For exam ple, Texas must request 
preclearance from the federal government 
before an election may be held in our state, 
even a special election to fill a vacancy 
caused by an officeholder’s death. If a lo­
cal government were to change the entrance

to a polling place from the front door to the 
back door, such a change would have to be 
precleared even though it is only margin­
ally related to the actual casting of a ballot.

The passage of state legislation related 
in any way to voting is particularly bur­
dened by Section 5. For example, Texas 
attempted to create seven new county courts 
in 1993 to ease overcrowded court dock­
ets. Creation of these courts called for the 
election of new judges and, thus, required 
preclearance. Because the Justice Depart­
ment objected to the manner of electing the 
new judges, Texas was forced to engage in 
a lengthy court battle to overcome the ob­
jection, resulting in an unnecessary delay 
and significant cost to our state.

The 1995 Texas legislative session saw 
the passage of some significant election re­
form legislation which would have protected 
the voting rights of minorities and non-mi­
norities alike by ensuring that persons 
known to be noncitizens would not be given 
a voter registration application. Incredibly, 
because of Section 5, the measure was not 
implemented until August of 1997.

Many of the election reform measures 
passed during the most recent 1997 legis­
lative session are practically guaranteed to 
stay on a shelf collecting dust unless some­
thing is done to remedy this situation.

Certainly at one time in our country’s 
history, such extreme measures as $ection 
5 may have been a valid means of bringing 
states into compliance with the overall pur­
pose of the Act — to banish discrimination 
in voting. Today, however, the presump­
tion that Texas will act in a discriminatory 
manner so as to require such excessive over­
sight by a federal bureaucracy is an out­
moded affront to the people of Texas and is 
out of step with twenty years of election law 
designed to ensure that all Texans have ac­
cess to the ballot box.

Surely after more than twenty years 
Texas is capable of administering the state’s 
voting procedures all by itself.

With the increased home­
stead exemption of $5,000 to 
$15,000 and the lowered tax 
rate, the tax on the average 
home in Kinney County 
would decrease by $141.69, 
or 22.6 percent, from 
$626.45 to $484.76.

“A reduction in the tax rate 
in combination with the addi­
tional homestead exemption 
will net most homeowners a 
substantial tax b re a k ,” 
Stephenson said.

“This will be true even 
though it is likely that most 
homeowners saw their ap­
praised values rise within the 
past year.”

Brackett’s tax rate of $1.21 
is below the average rate of 
$1.40 for Region 20, which 
includes San Antonio and most 
of the Southwest Texas area.

“We’re giving our local tax­
payers a decrease and we’re 
trying to hold the state ac­
countable for paying its part,” 
Stephenson said. “I don’t 
know that anyone can fault the 
board.

“When you w rite your 
check, if you’re writing it for 
less money and you’re mak­
ing the state tow its part for the 
kids of Brackettville, I think 
we’re being fair to our local 
people by going down on our 
rate, which we said we 
would.”

School Board discusses policies
A number of policies were discussed at 

Monday’s regular school board meeting.
Trustees adopted Policy DNA, which 

involves the process for teacher evalua­
tions.

“It is a policy that puts into local policy 
things that we’ve been studying for the last 
year on how we’re going to appraise teach­
ers in our district for their effectiveness this 
next y e a r ,” Superintendent Taylor 
Stephenson said.

The board also adopted policy dealing 
with internet guidelines at the school dis­
trict.

“Basically, it is an authorized use policy 
that says the internet at Brackett ISD is to 
be used for educational purposes and no 
other,” Stephenson said. “Every student 
and every staff member is going to sign a 
statement saying that’s what we’re going to 
do with it.”

The first reading of Update 56 from the 
Texas Association of School Boards was 
presented.

“It is an update that begins to bring local 
and state policy into conformance with the 
75th Legislative Session, which is the one 
that we just completed,” the superintendent 
said. “It’s totally reworking policies because

of statutory changes.”
The trustees also heard the first reading 

of a policy dealing with the district’s Gifted 
and Talented Program.

“The policy outlines how we’re going to 
operate die Gifted and Talented Program,” 
Stephenson said. “It is much more exten­
sive than it has been in the past. The state 
has new guidelines and we will have new 
guidelines. We’ll bring that policy back in 
a month for another review.”

Personnel
Carroll Petrosky was hired as a teacher 

for the district’s alternative school, which 
now has two teachers and an aide.

“We have 19 kids in our alternative 
school,” Stephenson said. “We budgeted 
to have a second teacher in this budget. 
We’re finally at the point where we need to 
fill that position.

“We started the year with about half that 
number of students and we’ve grown to the 
point where we need a couple of certified 
teachers.

“We have two missions in alternative 
school, one is disciplinary and one is aca­
demic, trying to catch up kids that are hav­
ing difficulty and are behind in their 
classes,” he added.

Improvement Plans
The school board adopted a district im­

provement plan, in addition to campus im­
provement plans.

“These plans set the goals for the next 
school year,” Stephenson said.

“I thought they were wonderful. I think 
they are better than I have ever seen them 
here. It looked like we had more input and 
more thinking this year than we’ve had in 
the past. I think it’s a good roadmap to im­
provem ent.”

Capital Projects
The trustees voted to purchase fans for 

the gymnasium, to seek bids to replace the 
bleachers for the gymnasium, and to fur­
ther study resurfacing the track and build­
ing new tennis courts.

Financial Update
Stephenson also provided a financial 

update to the school board at the meeting.
“Basically, it covered some budget ad­

justments for this school year,” he said. “In 
federal funds, we had some increased 
carry-over amounts. Then we had an in­
crease in training for the telecommunica­
tions infrastrucmre fund.”

The formula for looking at the 
local taxes paid is called the ef­
fective tax rate in Texas. This cal­
culation calls what is a tax de­
crease tax by our schools a tax 
increase.

In property tax poor districts 
in Texas, the effective tax rate 
needs to be viewed as what actu­
ally happened to the taxpayers.

The calculations that I have 
looked at show that most taxpay­
ers will pay lower taxes this next 
year. If you have questions on this 
one, please let me know. I’ll be 
happy to try to explain it.

Commissioners pursue 
50-year lease for pool

The Kinney County Commis­
sioners Court agreed to allow 
County Attorney Hilly Shahan 
to proceed with negotiations for 
allowing the city of Brackettville 
to lease the county’s swimming 
pool under a 50-year interlocal 
agreement.

The commissioners discussed 
the length of the contract at 
Monday’s regular meeting. Of­
ficials first discussed 10- and 20- 
year agreements, but then opted 
to pursue a 50-year deal.

“If the city is thinking about 
putting in some improvements 
and that type of thing, they may 
not think it’s worthwhile to put 
those in for a short time,” Pre­
cinct 1 Commissioner Paul 
O’Rourke said.

Shahan added, “They need a 
long-term contract where they

will feel com fortable with 
spending those funds.

Precinct 3 Commissioner Joe 
Williams made the motion to 
pursue a 50-year agreement, 
which was seconded by Joe 
M ontalvo of P recinct 2. 
O’Rourke and Precinct 1 Com­
missioner Freddie Frerich also 
voted for the measure.

“I think, in essence, it’s an 
expense that the county doesn t 
need to incur, but it is a service 
that needs to be provided in the 
community,” County Judge 
Herb Senne said.

Frerich added that the county 
will help maintain the pool with 
“what our budget allows and 
what the current commissioners 
court at that time deems fea­
sible.”

The program was presented by 
J.J. Guidry, news editor of the 
local newspaper, on how the 
Brackett News is put together and 
goes to press. The entire newspa­
per is run by a small staff consist­
ing of two and a half paid em­
ployees. Guidry does most of the 
writing and editing.

Dimple Henry is office man­
ager. She does the billing, proof 
reads and does other tasks related 
to putting the paper together. A 
part time typist, Cindy Vasquez, 
is on staff.

Jewel Robinson is the publisher 
of the newspaper and handles 
some of the duties for selling ad­
vertising right now, but they are 
looking for someone to hire on a 
full time basis. She also proof 
reads and performs other tasks. 
Wes Robinson, Jewel Robinson’s 
son, works for Leona Ranch from 
an office in the same building. He 
serves as Managing Editor and 
also lends his talents to putting 
together the paper.

The newspaper holds a mem­
bership in the Texas Press Asso­
ciation. Guidry calls upon their 
services to clarify certain things 
that come up from time to time. 
They can help on legal questions 
and at times can secure informa­
tion unavailable under ordinary 
circumstances.

As he writes and edits, one of 
the references Guidry uses is The 
Associated Press Style Book. In 
it, one can find the answers to such 
puzzles as what does or does not 
need capitalizing, the correct ways

to address dignitaries, whether or 
not to hyphenate, and countless 
other helpful aids in writing.

Guidry then discussed the mat­
ter of advertising. He said that it 
makes or breaks a newspaper 
since it financially supports the 
actual production. With enough 
advertising, the paper could con­
sist of 12 to 14 pages a week, 
which he considers ideal, but 
without a full time sales person, 
they’ve been running about eight.

Guidry took his listeners 
through the steps involved in get­
ting the paper ready to go to press. 
He said that the staff depends a 
lot on some local writers and news 
about events or people in Brack­
ettville. This is helpfhl in the sense 
that the paper is primary devoted 
to local news. A state or national 
issue may be included, but it is 
not the paper’s primary focus.

When a story comes in, it is 
typed into the computer. Then, it 
goes to Dimple Henry and Jewel 
Robinson each for proof reading. 
They mark any mistakes, and then 
Guidry edits it. Once it is cor­
rected, the decision is made as to 
placement, and Guidry designs it 
to fit the page.

The paper can be designed on the 
computer, but it is printed in 
strips.

The paper is then taken to 
Hondo where it is printed.

God uses a “Shake and Bake” 

process on us to give us “good 
taste”. It for the purpose of pu­
rification of his people.

Proper Treatment 
for Animal Bites

John R. Bowling, M.D., F.A.C.P.

Q uestion: W hat is the proper  
treatm ent o f  an animal bite?

A nsw er:  Estimates o f  dog bites 
range from  o n e  to tw o  m illion a 
year and as many as 400 ,0 0 0  cat 
bites. T hese injuries may 
account for as m uch as o n e  per­
cen t o f  all em ergency room  vis­
its in the United States today.
And som e o f  these  bites can be 
serious w h en  you consider that 
som e dogs can bite w ith  a force 
o f  150-450 pounds per square 
inch, enough  to crush soft tis­
sues as w e ll as bone. Proper 
treatm ent o f  th ese  injuries starts 
w ith  correct action, follow  
through, and proper m edical 
care.

Start w ith  thoroughly w ash­
ing the w ou n d  as soon  as possi­
ble to reduce the possibility o f  
bacterial infection. K eep a clear 
head, and review  the circum ­
stance that led up to  the bite, for 
you w ill need  to  provide this 
information to several interesw d  
parties. Be sure you can identify 
the animal, for its past m edical 
history is im portant as w ell. 
W hat w as the animal doing  
w h en  it attacked? Did it seem  to

act normally, or w as there any­
thing strange about the behav­
ior? Can you identify the owner, 
or do you  know  w h ere  the ani­
mal cam e from? K eep this infor­
m ation in m ind as you get to the  
nearest location for em ergency  
m edical help. Report the acci­
dent to the p o lice  as soon  as 
you can.

The m edical treatm ent o f  the  
w ound w ill depend  upon its 
nature, location and extent. 
Antibiotic treatm ent to prevent 
infection w ill be on e  considera­
tion, as w ell as a tetanus immu­
nization. A booster may do if 
your vaccinations are up to date. 
Rabies vaccine may also be nec­
essary, and that depends upon  
the identification o f  the animal, 
its behavior and the presence o f  
rabies in your area. The w ound  
may be sutured clo.sed com plete­
ly or merely closed  loosely using 
adhesive strips, depending upon  
h o w  clean it appears to be and 
the am ount o f  tis.sue damage.
