Crosby man arrested

A 52-year-old Crosby, Texas
man was arrested for charges in
connection with an assault that
occurred outside of the Fort Clark
Springs bar last month that left one
woman hospitalized.

Milton E. Huff was arrested
Friday on charges of aggravated
assault causing serious bodily in-
jury by Chief Deputy Johnny Frit-
ter. He was booked into the Kin-
ney County Jail. Huff was re-
leased the same day after posting
a $10,000 cash bond.

The woman who was assaulted
in the Sept. 27 incident had to be
transported to the Uvalde Memo-
rial Hospital by Kinney County
EMS officials. She suffered inju-
ries to her forehead and left eye,
according to officials.

The woman’s husband said that
he and his wife were “jumped out-
side of the bar by three or four
hunters.”

Texas constitutional amendments

The following are the proposed constitutional amendments included on the
statewide ballot for the Nov. 4 election:

B Proposition 1 would allow municipal judges in small communities to hold
office in more than one city. _

B Proposition 2 would enable the legislature to limit the maximum average
annual increase in homestead appraisal valuations to 10 percent or more for
each year since the most recent tax appraisal.

B Proposition 3 would allow local governments to grant exemptions or other
relief from property taxes on lands where water conservation initiatives have
been implemented.

B Proposition 4 would eliminate duplicate numbering in and certain obsolete
provisions of the constitution.

B Proposition 5 would allow the Texas Supreme Court to meet outside Aus-
tin. :

B Proposition 6 would repeal a provision of the Texas growth Fund restrict-
ing investment in companies that fail to disclose investments in South Africa or
. Namibia.

B Proposition 7 would allow the Texas Water Development Board to trans-
fer existing bond authorizations from one category of use to another category to
maximize the use of existing funds and relating to more efficient operation of
the bond programs.

B Proposition 8 would expand the type of liens for home equity loans that a
lender, with the homeowners’ consent, may place against a homestead.

B Proposition 9 would allow the legislature to authorize an ad valorem tax
rate in rural fire prevention districts located in Harris County.

B Proposition 10 designates the purposes for which money in the compensa-
tion to victims of crime fund and the compensation to victims of crime auxiliary
fund may be used. ;

B Proposition 11 would limit the amount of state debt payable from the
general fund revenue.

B Proposition 12 would establish a deadline for supreme court action on a
motion for rehearing.

B Proposition 13 would encourage persons to plan and save for young Tex-

Deputy sheriffs in Kinney County received a 42
percent pay hike from the last fiscal year after the
Commissioners Court voted last week to eliminate
a deputy’s position and disburse the salary among
the other employees in the department.

The Kinney County Sheriff’s Department has
been operating with a sheriff, chief deputy and three
deputy sheriffs - a total of five certified peace offic-
ers - during the last year.

Adrian Pena and Art Trevino resigned their po-

sitions as deputies during the last month and Kin-
ney County Sheriff L.K. “Buddy” Burgess said
he was having difficulty filling the vacancies.

“I’m unable to keep deputies,” the sheriff told

the Commissioners Court. “We train them and Val

Verde takes them over. We will never, never, in
this county, keep the young deputies because they
can’t live on that salary.”

In addition, incumbent directors Howard
J. Willmon II of Carrizo Springs and R.H.
Layton of Dell City were reelected.

More than 200 members and guests at-
tended the meeting, held in Bear’s Tejano
Country Ballroom, which was donated for
the occasion by Gordon Bear.

The large crowd enjoyed a continental
breakfast served by cooperative employ-
ees and the musical talents of local enter-
tainer Kelly King prior to the start of the
meeting.

Willie Wirehand, mascot of the electric
cooperative utility industry, posed for pic-
tures and greeted the youngsters in the au-
dience. An arcing safety demonstration and
rides in a bucket truck concluded the
morning’s activities.

Deregulation, competition and coopera-
tive and community involvement were top-

ics of discussion during the business part
of the meeting.

Speaking on deregulation, Roger Wil-
son, cooperative attorney with Matthews
and Branscomb, asked the audience if de-
regulation has worked for the natural gas,
telephone and airlines industries.

“Prices of natural gas have gone up dras-
tically and long-distance telephoning has
caused price wars and dropped costs, but
what has happened to local service?

“How many dinners have you finished
without telemarketing interruptions?” he
asked. “And the frequently traveled air
routes often have price wars, but what
about short hops?”

RGEC President and CEO Daniel G.
Laws invited each person in the audience
to participate in the management of the co-
operative.

“The first thing you can do is vote in
director elections, next you can serve on
committees when asked, particularly the
advisory committee, and ﬁqally, if nomi-
nated and elected, you can join the board
of directors to represent your friends and
neighbors to accomplish our goal - excel-
lent service at a fair price,” Laws said.

Kelly McDaniel, Rio Grande’s 1997
Youth in Action Tour essay winner, re-
ported on her trip to Washington D.C.

McDaniel informed the crowd that she
would be attending Texas Tech next fall
and has decided to major in political sci-
ence as a result of her trip.

She also thanked the cooperative and
membership for sending her, saying, “it
was great.”

Treasurer Paul Tanksley reviewed 1996
figures from the co-op’s financial state-
ment.

“Revenue by the year end was
$13,106,718 and expenses were
$12,354,563, leaving more than $1 mil-
lion to be allocated to our members in capi-
tal credits,” Tanksley said.

The cooperative now has more than
4,450 members, over 9,300 meters and
8,700 miles of line, all being serviced by
68 employees, he said.

Adjournment of the meeting was fol-
lowed by distribution of more than 6Q at-
tendance prizes, including three television
sets and a 1992 Ford supercab pickup
truck, won by Thomas Freitag of Del Rio.

A barbecued lunch was served by T&B
Catering of Carrizo Springs.

A brief board meeting was held follow-
ing the festivities to elect officer’s for the
1997-98 cooperative board year.

Testing question
about setting the

academic standards

The American dream is as
much about the future as it is about
the past.

Universal education is a pillar
of the American success story. All
of us are aware that without a first-
class education system, that dream
can rapidly become a nightmare.

Our national debate over how
best to realize the dream has fo-
cused recently on the issue of aca-
demic standard setting, establish-
ing educational goals and track-
ing the progress of students to-
ward achieving them. There are
two schools of thought surround-
ing this question:

1) That the federal government,
through the Department of Edu-
cation, should develop and admin-
ister national tests.

2) That states and individual
school districts should be respon-
sible for this tracking.

The administration favors the
first method. My philosophy falls
squarely on the second.

I believe that parents, teachers
and local school officials are bet-
ter qualified to pass judgment on
how children are learning than a
bureaucrat sitting in an office in
the Department of Education in
Washington, D.C.

In addition, the administration
has proposed a testing program
based on the “whole math” ap-
proach. This controversial teach-
ing method, which encourages stu-
dents to rely on calculators and
discourages basic math skills, has
resulted in declines in math per-
formance.

For example, median scores on
the Comprehensive Test of Basic
Skills taken by more than 37,000
Department of Defense students
one year after the Defense Depart-
ment introduced whole math
dropped nine points for third grad-
ers, 12 points for fourth graders,

11 points for fifth graders, 10
points for sixth graders, 10 points
for seventh graders and four points
for eighth graders.

This debate recently came to a
head in the Senate. I voted for leg-
islation that prevents the adminis-
tration from allowing the federal
government to develop and admin-
ister national tests.

This bill, which passed 88-12,
carries deliberate instructions and
prohibitions:

1) Any future national test must
be developed by an independent
board comprised of individuals
from states and local communi-
ties;

2) These tests must be admin-
istered on a purely voluntary ba-
sis, and may not be imposed on
any state, school or student;

3) Nor may testing be tied to
any federal funding.

With this legislation we are re-
minding the administration that the
private sector already is doing a
good job, without Uncle Sam’s
“help.” 3

Two examples of this are the
advanced placement tests and the
Scholastic Aptitude Tests (SAT),
a series of privately administered
exams taken by most high school
students.

The SAT’s function, in effect,
as a national standard measure-
ment. They are not, however,
mandated, paid for nor adminis-
tered under the auspices of the
federal government. ‘

So the debate is not over stan-
dard-setting. Everyone favors the
establishment of ways to meastire
competence in the basics. -

Testing at an earlier age, along
the lines of the SATs, may well
enhance efforts to provide all chil-
dren with a superior education.
We want all children to learn at
the hi_ghest possible levels.

It is proven that when parents
take an interest in schools and par-
ticipate in their children’s educa-
tion, achievement scores are
higher. Federal intervention has
never been as successful.
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But, I could be wrong!

A title, plus sales tax, costs
approximately $13.

Volunteers came forward,
and the pool did open, but it
closed after 11 days while
needed repairs were made.

Then, the problem of secur-
ing trained, certified lifeguards
was addressed.

The three lifeguards available
in this area were already em-
ployed at the Fort Clark Springs
pool. Out of town young people
would have to be hired.

Herndon consulted the
American Red Cross office in
Del Rio, the agency through
which lifeguards are trained and
certified. Jane Pratt of that of-
fice arranged for loan of some
safety equipment to Brack-
ettville.

Next spring is now targeted
for the pool opening. Plans are

in the making to train lifeguards. .

The problem is that they must
travel to Del Rio to be trained
by certified trainers. To form a
class, six to 10 young people are
needed, who are at least 15
years old.

Motorists cautioned to watch for deer

AUSTIN - Motor vehicle cql—
lisions with deer will increase 1n
the next few months as deer move-
ment across roads increases. Mo-
torists should be alert for deer on
both rural roads and in urban ar-
eas near undeveloped land, as col-
lisions with deer can cause exten-
sive vehicle damage and driver
injury.

During late summer and early
fall, deer change their feeding ac-
tivity and begin to forage more
widely as acorns begin to fall gmd
browse plants become more im-
portant in their diet. Fawns switch
their diets from mother’s milk to
vegetation and also increase their
movements.

Although many roads have
posted signs indicating. the loca-

tions of major deer crossing ar-
eas, motorists should not assume
that deer will cross only at these
sites, as collisions with deer may
occur anywhere in Texas.

Deer often move and feed in
groups. So if motorist see one
deer, they should be alert for oth-
ers nearby that have not yet ap-
peared.

“It’s a good idea to look in the
direction the deer came from and
not focus on the deer that’s already
crossed the road, Scan your eyes

back and forth occasionally check-
ing the ditches, watching for deer.
Reduce your driving speed at
night. :

Deer blinded by headlights at
night do not react as they normally
would during the day. It is not
uncommon for deer to reverse
their direction or stop abruptly
when approached by a fast mov-
ing vehicle. Deer often feed along
roadways ditches where water
drainage allows the growth of pre-
ferred forbs and weeds not found

in more arid, adjacent pastures.

During the breeding season,
bucks chasing does are distracted
and can become victims of colli-
sions because their natural defense
mechanisms that might alert them
to danger don’t kick in.

It is unlawful to pick up or pos- _

sess the carcass of a deer or other
game animal that was hit by a ve-
hicle on a public road. Neither the
State of Texas nor TPWD is li-
able for damages caused by these
type of accidents.

For all of these reasons, mo-
torists should be especially care-

ful during the next few months, -

and parents should caution their
young drivers who may be less
aware of the potential for danger-
ous collisions with deer.

New track surface will
benefit entire community

A new track surface has re-
cently been approved by our
school board to the delight of our
athletes and coaches. I am strongly
in favor of this project, as I feel it
would greatly benefit both the
school and community.

Physically, the current track is
very taxing on the athletes’ bod-
ies, even causing injuries. The
growth and success of the track
program in recent years also war-
rants this project. Finally, this is
a facility that now can be useful
year round for both the school and
community.

The biggest fear in sports is that
of training being set back by an
injury, and not being able to train
and compete at peak performance.

The most common injury in our
track program, which is caused by
our current surface, is shin-splints.

Shin-splints result from the
impact of running for long peri-
ods on a hard surface. The pain is
in the shin area of the leg, and is
many times so painful that an ath-
lete must cease training.

The new, modern, softer track
surface will help to alleviate many
of these problems.

Another physical hazard is that
when it rains in Brackettville, our
track does not drain the water as
a well-constructed, all-weather
surface will.

Also, the thin layer that our

" track consists. of today results in

sprinters not being able to get a
“true” start.

The starting blocks, which are
used for an explosive start by run-
ners in short distance races, do not
hold in the surface.

When a runner bursts at the
starter’s gun and the blocks slip
out from underneath the runner,
a bad race, if not a serious injury,
can occur. ,

A new surface is not only nec-
essary because of the physical
limitations of the current surface,
but will also serve as a reward for
the recent success of our track pro-
gram.

In the past few years our track
program has become increasingly
successful, and a modern all-
weather surface will serve to carry
that winning to another level.

In past years, track participa-
tion at Brackett High has been
minimal due to the lack of knowl-

edge and interest.

In the last two years, the num-
ber of competitors has increased
from a minimum of 10 to a high
of 31 this past year.

The number of winners has in-
creased over the past two years
as well. In 1996, a mere seven
participants advanced to the re-
gional level.

The track program will defi-
nitely serve as the major benefi-
ciary of a new surface, but other
sports programs and the commu-
nity will be greatly rewarded as
well.

It has been many years since
Brackett last held a track meet.
The installation of a new surface
will bring a meet back, drawing
good competition for the athletes,
and from a financial viewpoint, it
would also bring outside money
to the school.

Training on a track in the off-
season will prove to be beneficial
for other competitive sports. With
quality facilities, more athletes
will be motivated to train and pre-
pare themselves for upcoming
sports.

Finally, there are a number of
people in our community that ex-
ercise at our track. The new track
might encourage more people to
exercise and therefore stay
healthier.

From these viewpoints, the new
track appears to have only good
consequences, and will pay for it-
self in a short amount of time.

By eliminating the physical in-
juries that result from bur current
surface, training can be elevated,
therefore strengthening our pro-
gram. ,

Success is a major part of any
sport. The newfound success or
our track team can only heighten

~with better training facilities.

With success in the track pro-
gram, other programs would fol-
low, strengthening the community
and school as a whole.

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Under-use of pneumonia vaccine costs lives

The Texas Department of Health
(TDH) has reminded the public, physi-
cians and nursing home personnel that
the elderly, the very young and others
with weakened immune systems are at
risk of potentially life-threatening infec-
tion, if they have not been vaccinated
against Streptococcal pneumoniae bacte-
rial infections.

Also called pneumococcal disease, the
illness can be entirely prevented, in most
cases by a one-shot immunization. How-
ever, lack of public awareness about the
vaccine and its effectiveness contributes
to serious illness and death each year in
Texas.

Beverly Ray, in TDH’s Infectious
Disease Epidemiology and Surveillance
Division, said that although outbreaks of

pneumococcal disease are uncommon,
they can be devastating, spreading rap-
idly among unimmunized people. Such
might have been the case last year when
an outbreak occurred in an East Texas
nursing home, where two patients died
of pneumococcal pneumonia and another
was critically ill but survived. None of
the other residents became ill, since Ray
and a team of TDH experts intervened
with testing and preventive treatment to
halt the spread of pneumococcal disease
throughout the home.

“If it hadn’t been for quick action by
the nursing home personnel, who called
TDH for expertise and vaccines early in
that outbreak, the number of fatalities
might have been much higher,” Ray said.
“It is tragic, though, that anyone suffered

at all, since the vaccine for pneumococ-
cal disease is safe, fast-acting and per-
manent protection in most people.” .

She explained that some high-risk pa-
tients, especially those who have had their
spleens removed or damaged by disease,
may need vaccine booster shots.

Ray explained that S. pneumoniae is
a common type of bacteria, causing about
25 percent of respiratory illness in North
America. The disease causes about half
a million cases of pneumonia, some 3,000
cases of meningitis and about 7 million
ear infections yearly in the U.S. About
40,000 Americans die each year from the
disease and its complications.

Most people’s immune systems are
ample protection against severe infections
of the microorganism. However, the eld-

erly —-especially those already weakened
by illness -- very young children whose
immunities may not be fully developed
and people with weakening chronic dis-
eases, such as diabetes, AIDS, tubercu-
losis, heart disease and emphysema are
at highest risk of developing infection.

Other factors which increase the risk
of serious infections and outbreaks in-
clude close living quarters, especially
during winter months when residents may
breathe the same air.

Ray said that although the vaccine
against pneumococcal has been available
for about 20 years, only about 20 per-
cent of the people who need that protec-
tion have been vaccinated. “Many pa-
tients wrongly believe that the vaccine

does not work, and many physicians fail

to underscore the importancerf this
simple means of disease prevention.”
Recent research shows that nearly half
of the most dangerous strains of S.
pneumoniae have developed resistance to
penicillin and related antibiotics. Re-
searchers also have found that treating
penicillin-resistant pneumococcal disegse
is costlier and includes longer hospital
stays than illness from non-drug-resistant
strains. 1
“If the public and the medical com-
munity continue to overlook the use of
the pneumococcal vaccine, we are likely
to have needlessly increasing numbers of
fatalities and serious illness. If we do not
already have an emergency, We can cer-
tainly see one coming, and it is entirely
preventable right now,” Ray said.

"+ During the 1996-97 fiscal year, which ended
Sept. 31, deputy sheriffs were making annual
~salaries of $12,000. In the current budget, the
.deputies’ salaries were raised six percent to
2$12,720.

» “We have the lowest paid deputy sheriffs in
the state,” Burgess said. “I’d put this county up
“against anybody for salaries for deputy sheriffs.”
... The $17,166 budgeted for the deputy sheriff’s
~position that was eliminated will be disbursed to
the employees of the department, with the excep-
tion of Burgess, who is an elected official.

The deputies received an additional $4,280,

. bringing their salaries to $17,000.
- The chief deputy’s salary was also increased
~by $4,290, increasing the salary from
$19,446.33 to $23,726.33. That salary is a 29
“percent increase from last year’s amount of
- $18,345.60.

«With these salaries, we’re competitive with

Val Verde County and they can make a living
“wage,” the sheriff said.
Burgess said the Middle Rio Grande Develop-
ment Council is funding the education costs for
: potential peace officers, which included 520
~hours of schooling. He said the county will then
train the deputy sheriffs, but said they soon leave
for a higher paying job.

“Amny peace officer in the state of Texas, now
days, is required to be a licensed peace officer,”
he said. “Years ago, we used to put them to work

" and then they could get their license.

«We send them to school, get them licensed, .

. get them trained, and they go to other counties.”

Burgess said the county will be gble to operate

without the deputy sheriff’s position that was
eliminated.

“Counting myself, we have three county peace
officers at this time,” he told the commussioners
last week. “With one more, We can make it.

“We can make it with three, put what messes
us up is vacations and holidays,” when you drop

“We have cut back crime pretty good. We're
having the piddling crimes, but we’re not having
the constant, every-night burglaries. We have a
lot of people in the penitentiaries and a lot of
people sent off to juvenile facilities. We have
some in jail. i

Precinct 3 Commissioner Joe Williams asked
the sheriff if he would want to add another
deputy’s position in the future.

“Maybe in a couple of years but, maybe by
then, we’ll be so solvent we don’t really care and
we can do it then,” Burgess said.

“When I had myself and the four deputies, it
worked perfect. Of course, the more people you
got, it always works better.”

By eliminating one of the deputy’s positions,
the county still has one vacancy. Burgess said
Bobby Guidry and Ron Ring are both working

on attaining a peace officer’s license and should

be finished with their schooling on Dec. 15.

In addition to the raises for the deputy sher-
iffs, other employees received a $430 boost to
their salaries.

Three seargeants had their salaries raised from
$12,720 to $13,150. They made $12,000 during
the last fiscal year.

The county’s seven jailer/dispatchers made
$9,949.29 during the 1996-97 fiscal year and re-
ceived a 14 percent raise at the beginning of this
fiscal year to bring their salaries to $11,354.72.
With the additional raises, their salaries have
jumped 18 percent from last year to $11,784.72.

“We’re not losing jailers at this time, but they're
all well trained,” Burgess said. “We have good
coverage on our jail.

“We have all these people trained and we
haven’t lost them to Val Verde, yet. Val Verde is
always short of jailers. We’re fixing to send some
to school to upgrade their capability on the radio
and teletype. The more training you get, the more
chance you’ve got of losing your people. I'm just
trying to save and keep what we’ve got.”
