Judge Seargeant acquitted

Kinney County Judge Tommy Seargeant
was acquitted by District Judge George M.
Thurmond Tuesday of theft and abuse of
official capacity charges because of lack
of evidence.

After the 12-member jury returned the
not guilty verdict mandated by the court,
Seargeant’s only comment was: “I’m very
pleased that justice has been done in Kinney
County.”

Seargeant was facing two charges of
theft dealing with the misappropriation of
highway guard rails.

In granting the acquittal, Thurmond
said, “The state provided insufficient evi-
dence to prove guilt beyond a reasonable
doubt as a matter of law.”

“I have serious doubts that the state has
met its burden,” he said. “A guilty verdict
would not stand up in a court of appeals.”

Seargeant’s attorney, Robert T. Bass of
Austin, made the motion for an acquittal
after the state rested its case.

“There was no evidence at all in my
opinion,” Bass said after the decision. “I’ve
held that opinion since the beginning.

“These things sometimes take longer
than you would like. I felt that once the
testimony was closed on the part of the
state, there simply was no credible evidence

at all that did any kind of implication of
Tommy Seargeant and any conduct that was
not only unlawful but even questionable.”

District Attorney Tom Lee said, “People
have to decide the case. The process played
out. I'm not going to complain, I’'m just
going to go about doing my work.”

The state’s case was based on a state-
ment given by Clifford Fritter, Kinney
County’s road superintendent.

Fritter testified that Seargeant “called
me and told me to get with Commissioner
Joe Montalvo about some guard rails.”

Bass argued that the statement was not
a directive by Seargeant.

“It’s a matter of interpretation of what
the statement means and what happened
after that statement was made,” Lee said
during the trial.

Bass said he felt the case should have
never'gone to trial.

“I’ve felt that all along,” he said. “The
charge never should have been filed. He
never should have been indicted. It cer-
tainly should have been dismissed long

No date set for

With the acquittal of County
Judge Tommy Seargeant on Tues-
day, County Commissioner Joe
Montalvo will soon face similar
charges of theft dealing with the
misappropriation of highway
guard rails.

The two county officials were
indicted by the grand jury in July
and arrested on charges of theft

Seargeant’s suspension is ex-
pected to be lifted soon, accord-
ing to officials.

The county judge was sus-
pended with pay by the State
Commission on Judicial Con-
duct on July 28 after being in-
dicted by the grand jury.

According to the order
signed by Robert Flowers, ex-
ecutive director of the State
Commission, “the suspension
will remain in effect until fur-

or an order of the court having
jurisdiction over the offenses al-
leged.”

District Judge George M.
Thurmond said the State Com-
mission was notified about the
acquittal Wednesday morning.

School Board to discuss new academic wing Monday

The Brackett School Board of Trustees
will resume discussions of adding a new
building to accommodate the growing num-
ber of students Monday night at its regular
meeting, which begins at 6:30.

The trustees discussed the expansion at
a workshop last week, but requested more
specific details about the proposed wing
from administrators.

Principal Don Sims headed a high school
committee that looked into classroom
needs, such as additional lab space for sci-
ence classes.

The new academic wing that is being

proposed would provide the district with
11 new classrooms.

“We are short of classrooms,” Super-
intendent Taylor Stephenson said. “Every
classroom that we have is being utilized
today.”

Stephenson said the district has grown
from 574 students in 1993 to 650 this fall.

“We project, at the same rate of growth,
that we could have 744 kids in our system
by the year 2000,” he said.

Under the plan proposed by the Growth
Committee:

H Jones Elementary would house pre-

would form an “intermediate” school and
be housed in the current high school build-
ing.

B Seventh and eighth grade students
would remain in the middle school.

M High school students would be housed
in the High School Annex and a new aca-
demic wing to be built on the Guidry prop-
erty, across the street from the annex.

“We can utilize the elementary space to
its fullest potential by transferring the fourth

and fifth grades over to the existing high
school building, as well as bringing the
sixth grade out of the middle school,”
Trustee Tim Ward said. “That will free up
needed classroom space there for growth.

“The advantage of adding the high
school building will be that we’ll be able
to add the necessary and badly-needed lab
spaces for science classes.

“The construction will involve only one
area of the campus and will not interfere
with the day-to-day operations of the
school. We feel like it’s a good plan, and
probably the most logical.”

It was a good year for
American taxpayers

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As we look back over the last year, one thing
stands out in the list of accomplishments of the first
session of the 105th Congress: real tax relief for
Americans.

Overtaxed, overburdened and overwhelmed
Americans won the “triple crown” in 1997. This
Congress brought the passage of the first balanced
budget in a generation, the first tax relief in 16 years,
and the beginning of the end of the IRS as we know
it.

Will these benefits ever reach your pocket book?
You bet.

Whether you are a parent, senior, student or small
business owner, chances are your taxes will be
changed for the better in 1998,

By slashing the estate tax, reducing the capital
gains tax rate and providing education tax credits,
the Taxpayer Relief Act of 1997 returned power
and freedom back to Americans.

All in all, this boils down to $94 billion in net tax
relief for Americans in Just five years.

These numbers are not just smoke and mirrors.
They are real numbers and rea] differences that af-
fect you now.

For example, some of you may have already
benefitted from the capital gains tax cuts which ret-
roactively took effect last May. So, if you sold an
investment for profit after May 7, 1997, you can

effect on Jan. 1, 1998. The new year brings a $1.3
million exemption from the estate tax, or “death
tax” for family-owned farms, ranches and small
businesses.

In other words, a family would pay no death taxes
when they inherit a family farm or ranch valued at
less than $1.3 million. That’s more than double what
the exemption is now for family-owned businesses.

Finally, it would be easier for Texans to keep
their fal_'m, ranch or small business in the family for
generations. .

This year also brought sweeping changes in the
IRS itself. The IRS Restructuring and Reform Act
gave taxpayers unprecedented power in dealing with
the IRS.

As crazy as it seems, for years taxpayers were
guilty until proven innocent in cases against the IRS.
Not any more.

Now, the IRS has to prove that the taxpayer is
wrong when the taxpayer fully cooperates during
administrative proceedings. It’s about time for a level
playing field between the IRS and taxpayer.

All of this is just the tip of the iceberg on this
Congress’ plan for tax reform. We will' continue to
ensure that the IRS deals fairly with the American
people.

This story isn’t over until we reach our ultimate
goal of a fairer, simpler system with a single, low
rate.

Beefing up the
Border Patrol

For too many years, Texas has
been on the short end of the stick
when it comes to Border Patrol
assignments. i

How short?

Until last year, Texas had 1.76
agents for every mile of its 1,254~
mile border with Mexico; com-
pared to California, which had
16.3 agents for every mile of its
140-mile frontier.

Our state is paying a stiff price
for this shortage: unchecked ille-
gal immigration of an estimated
700,000 individuals, drug traffick-
ing of epidemic proportions and
heavily armed gangs of smugglers
intimidating Texans who ranch
along the border. G

But that situation is changing.

Before adjourning in Novem-
ber, Congress approved a 1998
budget for the Justice Departmenit
that includes funding for the de-
ployment of 1,000 new Border
Patrol agents. s

Immigration and Naturalization
(INS) Commissioner Doris
Mcissner has pledged to me that
a full two-thirds of these new
agents, 667, will be assigned to
Texas. ~

I am committed to preserving
the integrity of America’s borders.
The signs are encouraging. Here
is what is happening. El

The government is reinforcin;
parts of the Texas border that have
experienced sharp increases in il-
legal traffic from Mexico as a re-
sult of earlier crackdowns in more
populous areas, such as “Opera-
tion Hold the Line” in El Paso and
“Operation Gatekeeper” in south-
ern California. xA TS

Earlier this year, the INS
launched its “Operation Rio
Grande,” deploying additional
Border Patrol agents to the
Brownsville sector. .

The 69 agents involved in Op-
eration Rio Grande were a down
payment on the new agents to be
assigned to Texas in 1998. They
are backed up by 25 detention and
deportation officers, as well as 15
special agents assigned to the lo-
cal antismuggling unit.

At the same time, the INS is
deploying several state-of-the-act
law enforcement technologies that
will make the work of the addi-
tional Border Patrol agents even
more effective.

These include IDENT, a sys-
tem to rapidly check the criminal
records of those apprehended, and
Skywatch, a portable tower with
night vision capability to detect
attempted entries. i

Six OH-6 helicopters now pro-
vide increased aerial vigilance and
support. Infrared portable high-
powered lights are shining a spot-
light on the most vulnerable boz-
der crossing areas. And low-light
television is being used to moni-
tor and intercept entries through
identified “hot spots” along the
border.

The $3.5 million Operation Rig
Grande is, in turn, part of a larger.
plan to crack down on illegal bor-
der activity that will move West;
up the Rio Grande through Texas
and across the southern border of
New Mexico. =

As control is regained in the
Brownsville-McAllen-Harlingeg
area, pressure could shift towards

Laredo and up the river toward
El Paso. i

We still are a long way from
controlling our southern border:
But the first, necessary steps in
that campaign have been taken. *

As a member of the Senaté
Appropriations Committee, I will
prioritize more funding and re:
sources for border enforcement
than ever before.

We must not waiver, or lessen
this new-found vigilance. Thé
down payment has been made, but
it will take many years of regulaf
installments before we finally cah
say our borders are secured.

The Act, as passed by congress, permits trans-
mission line dependent, non-generating electric utili-
ties, such as electric cooperatives, to obtain electric
energy for their customers from sources other than
the utility to which they are electrically connected.

The Federal provision was facilitated in the state
of Texas by Senate Bill 373, which was signed into
law by Governor George Bush, in 1995. The Texas

bill provided for equal access to the transmission

line grid.

through the legislature near the end of last session.

“Although retail wheeling may yield some short-
term savings on energy purchases, in the long term,
it would likely drive prices to levels that exceed

1992 into law.

The concept of retail wheeling was first intro-
duced in January of the 1997 legislative session.

Chicken Pox

Matthew Bierwirth, MD

Question: My two sons were
exposed yesterday to chicken
pox. Will they catch it?

Answer: Chicken pox is very
contagious from one day
before spots have appeared
until no new spots have
appeared for 48 hours and all
spots are crusted over (usually
about six days). The virus is
spread through coughing and
sneezing or direct contact
with seeping blisters.
Symptoms of chicken pox
include a Dblistery rash,
headache, muscle aches, fever,
and chills. Fever can be high
during the first two days, or
even before the rash appears.
The rash is very itchy.
Groups of spots, which look
like blisters, occur in various
places on the body but usually
start on the chest, back, and
head. These blister-like spots
fill with clear yellow fluid,
then form crusts. Spots usual-

ly appear and crust for three to
five days. These spots can even
occur in the mouth or under-
wear areas.

Antibiotics are not useful in
treating this virus. Use aceta-
minophen every four hours to
treat fevers and discomfort.
Never use aspirin—to avoid
the risk of Reye’s syndrome.

Cut nails short and file
them so scratching the rash
will not infect it. To help con-
trol itching wear loose cloth-
ing, take Benadryl every six
hours, use cool compresses,
take frequent cool (not cold)
baths with natural colloidal
oatmeal, patting dry, not rub-
bing, when you get out.

rowly escaped death when their
family dog alerted neighbors that
something was wrong. :

The neighbors found the fam-
ily unconscious from early-stage
carbon monoxide poisoning
caused by a faulty burner in a
heater.

The story ended happily,
thanks to the terrier, but the odds
were great that the family could
have died.

“Not everyone is as lucky as
that family,” said Dr. William R.
Archer III, commissioner of
health for the Texas Department
of Health (TDH). “Every home
should have carbon monoxide
detectors installed.”

Accurate and inexpensive
alarms similar to smoke detectors
are available in stores and are rec-
ommended by the U.S. Centers
for Disease Control and Preven-
tion for installation in all dwell-
ings, Archer said.

According to Dennis Perrotta,
chief of TDH’s Bureau of Epide-
miology, each year in Texas,
deaths are linked to carbon mon-
oxide poisoning from unsafe heat-
ing devices and from automobile
exhausts.

Perrotta said that nine Texas
residents died in 1996 because of
unintentional carbon monoxide
poisoning.

“Such poisonings generally oc-
cur during cold weather, when
people are prone to sacrifice ven-
tilation for warmth,” Perrotta

Francis Henry French was born in
Fort Wayne, Indiana on September 27,
1857.

said. “Often the source of the
odorless gas is a poorly main-
tained space heater or a stove
burner with a flickering flame.
Smoldering fireplaces also release
high levels of the gas.”

Perrotta explained that carbon
monoxide is a by-product of any
kind of fire. Hot fires usually burn
off and eliminate dangerous lev-
els of carbon monoxide as well as
other gases. But flickering or
smoldering fires — such as clogged
space heater jets, stove burners
turned low and fireplace embers
— do not burn efficiently enough
to keep carbon monoxide at safe
levels.

“Burning charcoal in a barbe-
cue grill is one of the most com-
mon sources of carbon monoxide,
and should never be used for in-
door heating,” he added.

Perrotta said that the first
symptoms of carbon monoxide
poisoning are so subtle that many
people may have experienced mild
forms of the poisoning without
knowing it.

Anyone who has awakened
with a headache or dizziness af-
ter sleeping in a tightly closed
room heated by an unvented space
heater may have felt the gas’ ear-
liest effects. In such cases, the
carbon monoxide has only begun
to replace the normal oxygen level
in the victim’s bloodstream.

In more extreme cases, the vic-
tim may also feel excessive weak-
ness, nausea or drowsiness.

Hunters should know neighboring landowners

This week, I want to bring up

>a subject that does not often get

There have been several in-

tion by owner of property or his
agent,

B fencing or other enclosure
designed to exclude intruders or
to contain livestock,

M visible signs posted on the
property indicating entry is for-
bidden, or

M visible presence on the prop-
erty of a crop grown for human
consumption.

It is a Class B misdemeanor
offense, which is a worse crime
than Class C, to violate this law.

It is a Class A misdemeanor,
which is worse than a Class B or
C, to trespass while carrying a
deadly weapon.

So what is a hunter to do?

Does he cross the fence and
retrieve the game or leave it lay
because it fell on someone else’s
property and the hunter claims he
does not know who the neighbor-
ing landowner is or how to con-
tact him?

Incidentally, that is the most
often used excuse when the tres-

passers are caught.

Again, it is a worse crime to
trespass than to waste game. But
if the situation is handled prop-
erly, then no one breaks the law
and everyone is happy.

The correct answer is to let the
animal or bird lay and do not cross
the fence or enter someone else’s
property without their permission.

The hunter is required to make
a reasonable effort to contact the
neighboring landowner for per-
mission to enter the property and
retrieve his game. The landowner
might even wish to accompany the
hunter to make the retrieval.

If the hunter does not know
who the landowner is, he should
call someone to find out, includ-
ing the Sheriff’s Department Or
the game warden. They cannot
give the hunter permission to go
onto the property, but can assist
in locating the landowner.

Hunters and landowners should
make an effort to know who their
neighbors are before the hunting

seasons start, not after game is
lying on the ground across the
fence.

Another possibility, for the
hunter who is leasing the land, is
to contact the person who they
leased the land from and let them
contact the neighboring land-
OWner.

Finally, if a reasonable effort
is made to locate the neighboring
landowner or the neighboring
landowner says “no” to the
hunter’s request to retrieve the
game, then the hunter has no
choice but to leave it lay, in which
case there probably would not be
a violation committed on the part
of the hunter if he truly made a
reasonable effort.

I would like to appeal to the
landowners or other persons who
lease to hunters, whether it is dove
or deer hunting or any other type
of hunting, to please tell them —

A constitutional amendment on
messenger eligibility to the BGCT
received 73 percent approval.

The amendment, which still re-
quires final approval in 1998,
would link the number of messen-
gers to which a church is entitled
to that church’s contributions to
the BGCT.

Convention messengers ap-
proved a 1998 BGCT projected
operating budget of $47,619,101.

Of the total, $44.5 million will
come from the Cooperative Pro-
gram unified budget, a $1 million
increase over the previous year’s
budget.

The remainder will come from
the Mary Hill Davis Offering for
State Missions, endowments and
other sources.

Of the total budget, more than
$14 million is earmarked for the
Texas 2000 priorities of sharing
the Gospel with everyone in the
state by the year 2000 and for start-
ing and strengthening new
churches.

About $20 million is for the
Texas 2000 priorities of equipping
God’s people for service and de-
veloping Christian families.

More than $7 million is devoted
to missions and ministry support,

and about $5.9 million is for min-
istry to human needs.

In other business, BGCT mes-
sengers approved by 85 percent a
motion condemning partial-birth
abortions.

Texas Baptists also adopted
resolutions:

M calling on the Texas Legisla-
ture to adopt a state version of the
Religious Freedom Restoration
Act;

B supporting a Baytown church
in its efforts to protect contribu-

Gun-related deaths drop

Texas is a slightly more deadly state to live in
than the nation overall; but, in general, Texas De-
partment of Health (TDH) statistics show that Texas
mirrors most of the national mortality trends.

Nationally, people were less likely than in previ-
ous years to be killed with guns but more likely to
die in car crashes, a reversal in two trends.

Firearm deaths peaked in 1993 at 15.6 deaths
for every 100,000 people, a 22 percent increase
over 1985. In 1995 figures recently released by the
National Center for Health Statistics, firearm deaths
fell to 13.9 deaths per 100,000 population, or a to-
tal of 35,957 persons.

The homicide rate decreased sharply in 1995 by
about nine percent, dropping from 11th to 12th lead-
ing cause of death. This is the second consecutive
year in which homicide has dropped in the cause-
of-death ranking.

In Texas, firearms and motor vehicle crashes,
the two leading causes of injury death, accounted
for 58 percent of all injury deaths in 1996.

The good news is the state’s firearm-related death
rate in 1996 (13.7 deaths per 100,000) fell 10 per-
cent from 1995 (15.2 deaths per 100,000) — the
lowest rate since 1980.

An 18 percent decline in the death rate from fire-
arm-related assaults and a 3 percent decline in the
self-inflicted firearm death rate contribute to the
overall decline.

Homicide rates in the state dropped 12 percent
from 9.3 deaths per 100,000 population in 1995 to
8.2 deaths per 100,000 population in 1996, putting
the homicide death rate at its lowest point since 1980.

“Many factors could cause this drop in homi-
cides, including shifting attitudes about violence,
the growth of community policing which creates a
more. inclusive society, and improved emergency
medical care,” said David Zane, director of TDH’s
Injury Prevention and Control Program.

Sixty-six percent of the 1,546 Texans who were
murdered in 1996 in Texas were killed by gunfire.

Nationally, motor vehicle deaths edged upward
a bit after a steady decline with 43,363 lives claimed
in 1995, or 16.5 deaths per 100,000 population,
compared to 42,524 deaths, or 16.3 per 100,000,
in 1994.

For the past two years (1995-1996), motor ve-
hicles have been the leading cause of injury mortal-
ity in Texas. This is a reversal of a five-year period
(1990-1994) where firearms were the leading cause
of deaths due to injury.

. Preliminary information from Texas death cer-
tificates indicate that there were 3,925 motor ve-
hicle-related deaths compared to 2,604 firearm-re-
lated deaths in 1996.

Preliminary vital statistics data indicate that 623
more Texans died in motor vehicle crashes in 1996
than the previous year (3,925 in 1996 compared to
3,302 in 1995).

“As public health professionals, we’re concerned

-about this increase,” said Zane. “We need to un-

derstand the factors that may contribute to this rise
in deaths.”

The motor vehicle death rate in 1996 (20.7 deaths
per 100,000 population) is the highest since 1989.
The increase began when speed limits were raised
in Texas and nationwide.

In 1995, the Texas age-adjusted death rate of
530.5 deaths per 100,000 estimated population was
five percent higher than the national age-adjusted
death rate of 503.9 deaths per 100,000.

The top two causes of death in Texas, heart dis-
ease and cancer, were the same for all races or
ethnicities.

However, the third top cause of deaths for His-
panics was unintentional injuries, while for whites
and blacks it was stroke.
