Entities seek cloud

 New jail proposed

Detention facility could provide new jobs

A Massachusetts-based company has made a pre-
liminary proposal to build a 500-bed detention fa-
cility in Kinney County.

Tom Rapone, chief operating officer of
CiviGenics, discussed the proposal last week at a
public meeting at the County Courthouse.

“The comments and questions were positive,”
Rapone said in a telephone interview Wednesday.
“There were some concerns about public safety,
but most of the questions surrounded the economic
benefits of a facility and the jobs it would create.”

CiviGenics owns correctional related facilities in
16 states, including Texas. The company operates
detention facilities in Limestone and Ector coun-
ties.

“We are well established in the Texas market-
place,” said Rapone, who served 10 years as a U.S.
marshal and is a retired secretary of the Massachu-
setts Department of Public Safety in charge of state-

The proposed detention facility would be com-
pletely funded by CiviGenics. Rapone said he hopes
to have a written proposal to the Kinney County
Commissioners Court within two to three weeks.

“It’s certainly not a done deal, but with all of the
positive comments we feel we should take it to the
next stage, and we anticipate doing that.”

Rapone said the proposed facility would create
between 70 and 85 full-time positions. Basic cor-
rectional officers begin at $8 an hour, after a pro-
bationary period, and receive a full benefits pack-
age.

“We would be looking to hire everybody locally,”
he added.

Rapone said the company has not yet looked at

- possible locations for the proposed detention facil-

ity, but added that it would not be located within
the city.

“We’ll begin to look at sites once we get past the
preliminary proposal,” he said. “Once a decision is
made, it would take us about 15 months to build the

seeding in county

Local officials met Monday
with representatives from two dif-
ferent entities hoping to bring
cloud seeding to Kinney County.

The Edwards Aquifer Author-
ity (EAA) and the Texas Border
Weather Modification Association
(TBWMA) both want to include
Kinney County in cloud seeding
programs, but both groups have
hurdles to overcome.

The TBWMA is lacking fund-
ing, while the EAA has been de-
layed because of protests filed in
opposition to its permit applica-
tion.

_The estimated cost for Kmney
County to partlclpate in the
TBWMA'’s program is estimated
at $40,000. A portion of those
funds would have to come from
local taxing entities.

“The Bank & Trust has agreed
to underwrite a dollar-for-dollar
match from any political entity in

Kinney County because we are a
corporate, citizen of Kinney
County,” said Bill Cauthorn,
chairman of The Bank & Trust.

TBWMA currently consists of
Val Verde and Maverick counties.
Its permit was approved for the
target areas of Val Verde, Mav-
erick, Kinney and Terrell coun-
ties, and operational areas of
Pecos, Sutton, Crockett, Edwards,
Uvalde, Zavala and Dimmitt
counties. The permit is for a four
year period.

“What we’re attempting to do
is to get it started this year,” said
Cauthorn, also_the chairman of :
TBWMA. “Hopefully, with the
help of the citizens of Kinney
County or the Edwards Aquifer
Authority, we can get it up and
running by the first of July. Our ¢
contractor is ready to go.”

Those positions, which include two
coaching jobs, are available due to the res-

ignations of Michelle Gonsoulin, Gary
Grubbs, Ron Arnesen, and Kathy Hoyle.

Stephenson said the teaching positions
have been advertised in the Brackettville,
Del Rio, San Angelo, and San Antonio
newspapers, on the Internet, and through
other publications.

“We’re looking for the best teachers we
can find,” Stephenson said, adding that one
or two of the positions might be filled at
Monday’s School Board meeting.

“The last day a teacher can resign is
July 1 without local board approval,” he
added.

Leave it to the Postal Service
to turn good news into bad.

The much-maligned federal
agency is riding the continuing
popularity of its monopoly first
class mail business into its fourth
year of record profits!

But what should be a time for
celebration has turned bitter as the
Postal Service — defying common
sense;or any public relations sen-
sitivities — is demanding another
billion dollars a year from its cap-
tive first class mail customers.

Claiming a projected loss in the
current fiscal year of $1.1 billion,
postal officials announced less
than a year ago that they planned
to raise stamp prices to 33 cents.
Each penny added to a first class
stamp means another billion dol-

lars in revenue for the Postal Ser-
vice. :

Lo and behold;: after deliver-
ing these reality-changing figures
and refusing to provide updated
information to the-independent
Postal Rate Commission (PRC)
reviewing the case, the Postal Ser-
vice is now saying their fiscal year
will end in a profit. A big profit.
More than a billion dollars.

Surely, you say. the Postal Ser-
vice — after demoting or tiring the
persons responsible for the huge
miscalculation — realized it didn’t
need a rate hike anyway"

You are wrong. Postal execu-
tives continue to claim they fear a
tfinancial bogeyman around every
corner and apparently four years
of serious profits cannot convince
them otherwise. They even refuse
to consider postponing the in-
crease.

What will we get for another
billion dollars a year?

Indications are we'll get more
of the multi-million dollar adver-
tising campaign promoting a

‘homey image for the nation’s larg-

est monopoly and less of our mail
will get there on time.

Declining on-time delivery fig-
ures have reached the point that
first class letters that should meet
a three-day delivery standard
(more than 600 miles) are late 25
percent of the time.

It may sound cliche. but it's
time  to call your congressional
representative.

Massage — an antidote for stress

Genie L. Robinson invited
Brackettville Rotary Club mem-
bers to “take a mini-vacation
from stress.” A

Robinson, the wife of Wes
Robinson, was the guest speaker
at last week’s meeting. She is a
registered massage therapist and
a certified hypnotherapist.

Several Rotarians volun-
teered that they had already
sought out and appreciated
Robinson’s talent. Most men-
tioned muscle soreness that re-
sulted from activity in sports or
work, but others reported suf-
fering from the aches and pains
that seem to be a part of aging.

Scientific research on mas-
sage therapy and hypnotherapy
has shown both are valuable
adjuncts t6 medical treatment
and healing. As an antidote for
stress and pain control, each
form of therapy offers uniquely
effective results.

“Stress is frequently the un-
derlying source of physical dys-
function and illness,” she said.

“Individuals tighten up with
tension and this interferes with
the body’s normal functioning.”

Relaxation promotes smooth
functioning of the body as well
as the mind, she said.

Athletes have long spoken of
achieving the best of their per-
formances when they are “in the
groove” or “the flow.” They
are speaking of this special feel-
ing that accompanies relaxation,
letting go rather than trying me-
chanically to performing a cer-
tain way.

Robinson pointed out that
stress is important to treat, how-
ever, one should seek help only
from a person who is qualified
to deliver these services.

She was trained in massage
therapy at the University of
Houston and in Hypnotherapy
at the Criminal Justice Center.

Robinson said some people
are afraid to be hypnotized be-
cause they fear letting go of con-
trol. They may remember see-
ing programs where people are
hypnotized and made to act fool-
ishly on stage.

Friday, June 4, 1886

Could not get a sharpshooter
leg at 200 or 300 yds. this morn-
ing. Must practice more in quar-
ters. It was very warm before the
end of the practice. Mail brought
a letter from home. Went up to
Capt. Vance’s a while, who gave
me a copy of Irving’s New York.
After lunch read part of a novel
“Two on a Tower” which Black
lent me. Had parade in helmets
and blouses this evening. Walked
for a while afterwards with Mrs.
Remington and Mrs. Lyster and
then called at Gen. Smith’s until
tattoo while the band was playing
an open air concert. Miss Jacobs
and Miss Landa were, there. Sat
with Mrs. Lyster after tattoo and
had a very enjoyable chat.

Saturday, June 5, 1886

Had no target practice this
morning. Mail brought a letter
from King. A very hard rain came
up this morning cooling the air.
Have had a cool norther almost
all day. Went up to see Capt.
Vance a while after guard mount-
ing. Practiced on the organ in the
hall and looked over the papers
in the Library. After lunch read
the novel a while and learned the
Morse -code of telegraphy.
Hammond and Ives have a line
between their houses. Ives gave
me an instrument to practice on
and will-help me to cut in on their
line. Used to send messages at
Brown and easily relearned the
code today and received a few
words from Hammond. Capt.
Vance was Officer of the Day and
took the calls. In the evening
played a few games of piquet with
Hammond at his house and then

Had charge of the company at
inspection as Capt. Vance was on
guard. Mail had the bundle of
papers from home which should
have come yesterday or the day
before. Spent a short time in the
office after breakfast and then
bathed and wrote on letter home
until lunch. Completed letter
home and read:papers after lunch.
Attended chapel in the evening
escorting Mrs. Hall & May home
and then read the novel until it was
completed.

Monday, June 7, 1886

Made two marksman’s legs at
target practice this morning but
could not get a sharpshooter’s leg.
Mail brought a letter from home.

Went over to the Library to look

over the papers. There was no
notice in them of my leave. After
lunch sat for a while with Capt.
Vance and then read L’Amour.
Am determined to read this book
now; made an attempt to read it
at Brown but only partially suc-
ceeded. Guard came in from Del
Rio this evening. with the Veteri-
nary Surgeon who has been out
there for three or four days. Guard
intends to come in for good at the
end of the month. Had usual pa-
rade in helmets=this evening.
Called afterwardS With/Guard on
Maj. Wilcox who leaves tonight
on a four month’s leave. Spent a
short time with him, during which
he promised to send me a letter
of introduction to a general pas-
senger agent in St. Louis to whom
I could apply for a reduced fare
returning from leave. Called on
Mrs. Hall until tattoo and after-
wards read until bedtime.
Tuesday, June 8, 1886
Scored a 23 at 500 yds. but

could not get a leg at 600 yds.
Did not get in for breakfast until
after ten o’clock. Mail had noth-
ing for me. After lunch went over
to the Library to look over the
papers but my leave was not in
them. Sat in Capt. Vance’s with
Guard and Ives until lunch.
Weeded in the yard and fixed up
the sweet pea vines after return-
ing from the Library. After din-
ner Dr. Town took me out for a
long and pleasant ride which I
enjoyed very much. Sent word by
Ives to Capt. Vance to take re-
treat but he was out riding. So will
have to explain tomorrow to Gen.
Smith. Sent a letter to King today
in answer to one received the
other day. The mail had nothing
for me this morning. Col. Lyster
came to call on Guard who was
not at home. The Colonel stayed
until tattoo preventing me from
calling. Read “L’Amour” after-
wards.

Wednesday, June 9, 1886

Fired at the 200 yd. range but
could not make anything; was too
nervous to held the gun steady. It
is getting so warm that I have
about concluded to give up firing.
Took breakfast with Capt. Vance
and had a real good meal too. It
seemed like old times. Went over
to the hospital for some medicine
for my skin which is breaking out
in spots and then explained ab-
sence last evening to Gen. Smith
who readily excused me. No mail
for me this morning. Wrote on
letter home until lunch. After this
went down to store to see Guard
a moment and to get some money
and then up to Gen. Smith’s with
Hammond where we repaired
their piano. Then bathed and com-
pleted letter home before dinner.
Guard left this afternoon for Del
Rio but will be back at the end of
the month to stay. Worked in the
yard after ‘dinner. Spent the
evening pleasantly at Gen. Smith’s
with Miss Jacobs, Miss Landa &
Ives listening to an open air con-

cert by the band. Took a short
stroll with Miss Landa before the
concert. Had ice cream, cake and
lemonade for refreshments and
they were very acceptable this
warm evening. Escorted Miss
Jacobs home.

Thursday, June 10, 1886

Went out to target practice but
did not fire. Came in early to pre-
pare for guard mounting.
Marched on as Officer of the Day
a big improvement over previous
guard duty. Visited the guard and
sentinels on post and then read
papers until lunch. Capt. Hall re-
lieved Vedder as Q.M. today as
latter has a leave of absence. The
new Q.M. commenced today to
put up our bath tubs, something
that we could not get Vedder to
do although the tubs have been in
the storeroom all Winter and
ready to put up. Vedder is too
mean for any use. After lunch
watched the work on the new tubs
a while, then inspected the guard
and went to the Library to look
over the papers but did not find
my order. Dozed and commenced
to read Holmes’ “Mortal Antipa-

-thy.” After dinner attended, at the

hospital, the funeral of a sergeant
of “K” Co. Sat with Capt. Vance
until tattoo and after this call spent
a long and very pleasant time with
Mrs. Hall. Tried to induce her to
go North by steamer with me but

she declined. Read and'dozed un-

til 1:30 o’clock when inspected the
guard. It has been very close al]
day and no breeze was blowing
in the early evening. No mail for
me today.

Volunteers shed light on reptiles

AUSTIN — Texans’ most be-
loved reptile, the Texas Horned
Lizard or “horny toad,” is thriv-
ing in the western haif of the state,
but may be struggling in the east-
ern half, according to the results
of a citizen inventory effort con-
ducted in 1997.

The first annual report of the
Texas Horned Lizard Watch, 'a
volunteer monitoring effort coor-
dinated by Texas Parks and Wild-
life Department (TPWD), also re-
ports that the likelihood of encoun-
tering a horny toad is significantly
less where fire ants are present.

The results of the first year of
the watch program confirm many
people’s personal experiences, as
well as the results of a survey con-
ducted by the Horned Lizard Con-
servation Society in 1992.

The horny toad has essentially
disappeared from the eastern third
of Texas. In addition, many re-
spondents reported that the horned
lizard was increasingly rare in
Central Texas and the Lower Rio

western portion of South Texas do
populations seem to be somewhat
stable.

Results also showed that areas
that had fire ants were less likely
to have Texas Horned Lizards.

“This is exciting data,” said
Lee Ann Linam, coordinator for
the watch program. “We started
Texas Horned Lizard Watch be-
lieving that Texans cared about
horned lizards and that they were
capable of collecting data that
would help us to better understand
its status. That belief is already
paying off.”

A total of 394 people in 154
counties scattered all across Texas
requested information about Texas
Horned Lizard Watch in 1997.
Each potential participant was pro-
vided with-information on horned
lizards, instructions on survey

techniques, data forms, and maps.

A total of 61 people or teams
returned their data sheets, indicat-
ing an effort to conduct a formal
horned lizard count on 98 differ-
ent routes in 39 different counties.

Of the 98 different routes for
which results were reported,
Texas Horned Lizards were seen
on 49 (exactly 50 percent).

Information was also gathered
from a questionnaire sent to all
persons who had requested sur-
vey materials.

Texas Horned Lizard Watch is
part of a more extensive citizen
watch program developed by the
Endangered Resources Program
of TPWD called Texas Nature
Trackers.

But in order for that to happen,
Cauthorn said the organization
needs the additional funding.

TBWMA s proposal will be on
the agenda for Monday’s Commis-
sioners Court meeting and
Tuesday’s City Council meeting.

Kinney County is one of 14
counties included in EAA’s per-
mit application, which is pending
a public hearing.

“We filed our permit applica-
tion and we had to run notices
three times during the month of
February,” said Rick Illgner, a
special projects coordinator with
the EAA.

“There’s a 30-day window to
protest,” he said. “During that 30
days, there were 268 persons that
essentially protested the permit.
That calls for a hearing. .

Of those 268 voicing Opposl-
tion, 74 citizens from Edwards
protested the permit application.

“We’re negotiating with the
Texas Natural Resource Conser-
vation Commission — they’re the
ones that issue the permit — On
the type, the place and the condi-
tions of the hearing,” Illgner said.
“We hope to have that process
taken care of in the next 60 days,
but it’s still going to be four
months before we’re finished.”

EAA has already budgeted
$500,000 for the project, and is
not requesting funding from Kin-
ney County this year.

“We budgeted $500,000, but
the expectation is that half of those
funds would be reimbursed by the
state, and so we would show
$250,000 as a revenue,” Iligner
said. “It would not cost (Kinney
County) a single thing for this
year.

Local officials - questloned if
Kinney County’s participation in
the program would extend EAA’S
jurisdictional boundaries.

“The addition of Kinney, Real
and Edwards counties in January
was simply to complete the suite
of those geographical areas which
contrlbute to the Edwards Aqui-

er,” Illgner said.

“It’s not a political decision
about groundwater wars. It’s just
trying to get a program in the air
that would benefit a lot of people.
It has nothing to do, nor is there
any intent that the authority’s ju-
risdiction would be extended, or
that citizens of Kinney County
would be subject to permitting or
any of our rules,” he added.
